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FOREWORD 

 These volumes contain the Acts of the Second Regular Session,  
the First Extraordinary Session of the 83rd Legislature, 2018, and 
the Second and Third Extraordinary Sessions of the 83rd 
Legislature, 2017. 

Second Regular Session, 2018 

 The Second Regular Session of the 83rd Legislature convened 
on January 10, 2018. The Constitutional sixty-day limit on the 
duration of the session was midnight, March 10, 2018. The  
Legislature adjourned sine die on March 10, 2018. 

 Bills totaling 1,778 were introduced in the two houses during 
the session (1,143 House, of which 513 were carryover bills from 
the 2017 Regular Session, 635 Senate).  The Legislature passed 260 
bills, 131 House and 129 Senate.   

 The Governor vetoed 11 bills (Com. Sub. for H. B. 4009, State 
Settlement and Recovered Funds Accountability Act; Com. Sub. 
for H. B. 4166, Establishing a special revenue fund to be known as 
the "Capital Improvements Fund — Department of Agriculture 
Facilities"; Com. Sub. for H. B. 4199, Permitting a nursing home 
to use trained individuals to administer medication; Com. Sub. for 
H. B. 4392, Relating to Medicaid subrogation liens of the 
Department of Health and Human Resources; Com. Sub. for S. B. 
141, Expanding county assessment and collection of head tax on 
breeding cows; Com. Sub. for S. B. 313, Waiving occupational 
fees and licensing requirements for certain low-income 
individuals, military families, and young workers; S. B. 322, 
Relating to employees of Department of Agriculture; S. B. 343, 
Limiting expenses in preparing list for notice to redeem; Com. 
Sub. for S. B. 392, Reconfiguring membership of Emergency 
Medical Services Advisory Council; Com. Sub. for S. B. 434, 
Specifying documents not subject to discovery in certain 
proceedings; and Com. Sub. for S. B. 442, Establishing universal 
forms and deadlines when submitting prior authorization 
electronically). Four bills became law without the Governor’s 
signature (Com. Sub. for H. B. 3004, Relating to filling vacancies 
in certain offices; Com. Sub. for H. B. 4186, Relating generally to 
guaranteed asset protection waivers; Com. Sub. for S. B. 415, 
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Permitting wagering on certain professional or collegiate sports 
events authorized as WV Lottery sports wagering activities; and 
Com. Sub. for S. B. 500, Authorizing City of White Sulphur 
Springs to expend principal and interest from special interest-
bearing fund), leaving a net total of 249 bills, 127 House and 122 
Senate, which became law. 

 There were 187 Concurrent Resolutions introduced during the 
session, 117 House and 70 Senate, of which 32 House and 22 
Senate were adopted. Thirty House Joint Resolutions and 12 Senate 
Joint Resolutions were introduced, proposing amendments to the 
State Constitution, of which 2 were adopted, Com. Sub. for S. J. 
R. 3, Judicial Budget Oversight Amendment, and Com. Sub. for 
S. J. R. 12, No Constitutional Right to Abortion Amendment. The 
House introduced 14 House Resolutions and the Senate introduced 
72 Senate Resolutions, of which 8 House and 69 Senate were 
adopted. 

2018 First Extraordinary Session 

 The Proclamation calling the Legislature into Extraordinary 
Session on May 20, 2018, contained 9 items for consideration.  

 The Legislature introduced 17 bills during the Extraordinary 
Session, 9 House Bills, and 8 Senate Bills. The Legislature passed 
8 bills, 4 House and 4 Senate. 

 The Legislature completed the business of the session and 
adjourned sine die on May 21, 2018. 

2017 Second Extraordinary Session 

The Proclamation, as amended, calling the Legislature into 
Extraordinary Session on October 16, 2017, contained 7 items for 
consideration. 

The Legislature introduced 11 bills during the Extraordinary 
Session, 5 House Bills and 6 Senate Bills.  

One concurrent resolution was adopted, S. C. R. 201, 
Authorizing adjournments of Senate and House of Delegates. The 
Senate adopted two Senate Resolutions.  
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The Legislature passed 6 bills, 3 House and 3 Senate. 

The House adjourned sine die on October 17, 2017, and the 
Senate adjourned sine die, ending the Second Extraordinary 
Session, on January 8, 2018. 

2017 Third Extraordinary Session 

The Proclamation, calling the Legislature into Extraordinary 
Session on December 4, 2017, contained 3 items for consideration.  

 One concurrent resolution was adopted, S. C. R. 301, 
Providing for issuance of bonds under Roads to Prosperity 
Amendment of 2017, and the Legislature passed S. B. 3001, 
Authorizing sale of bonds pursuant to Roads to Prosperity 
Amendment of 2017. 

The Legislature completed the business of the session and 
adjourned sine die that same day.

CHAPTER 1

Be it enacted by the Legislature of West Virginia: 

ARTICLE 7C. IMMUNITY FROM CIVIL LIABILITY 
FOR QUALIFIED DIRECTORS OF CERTAIN 
GOVERNMENTAL AND NONPROFIT ENTITIES. 

§55-7C-3. Limited civil liability of qualified directors. 

(a) Notwithstanding any other provision of this code, a 1 
qualified director is not personally liable for negligence, 2 
either through act or omission, or whether actual or imputed, 3 
in the performance of managerial functions performed on 4 
behalf of a volunteer organization or entity: Provided, That 5 
this section shall not exempt a qualified director from 6 
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liability when he or she is found to be grossly negligent in 7 
the performance of his or her duties.  8 

(b) Notwithstanding any other provision of this code to 9 
the contrary, a qualified director is not personally liable for 10 
the torts of a volunteer organization or entity, or the torts of 11 
the agents or employees of a volunteer organization or 12 
entity, unless he or she approved of, ratified, directed, 13 
sanctioned, or participated in the wrongful acts.

CHAPTER 29. MISCELLANEOUS BOARDS AND 
OFFICERS. 

ARTICLE 12D. WEST VIRGINIA PATIENT INJURY 
COMPENSATION FUND. 

§29-12D-1a. Additional funding for Patient Injury 
Compensation Fund; assessment on licensed physicians; 
assessment on hospitals; assessment on certain awards. 

(a) Annual assessment on licensed physicians. — 1 

(1) The Board of Medicine and the Board of Osteopathic 2 
Medicine shall collect a biennial assessment in the amount 3 
of $125 from every physician licensed by each board for the 4 
privilege of practicing medicine in this state. The 5 
assessment is to be imposed and collected on forms 6 
prescribed by each licensing board. The assessment shall be 7 
collected as part of licensure or license renewal beginning 8 
July 1, 2016, for licenses issued or renewed through 9 
December 31, 2021: Provided, That the following 10 
physicians shall be exempt from the assessment: 11 

(A) A resident physician who is a graduate of a medical 12 
school or college of osteopathic medicine enrolled and who 13 
is participating in an accredited full-time program of post-14 
graduate medical education in this state; 15 

(B) A physician who has presented suitable proof that 16 
he or she is on active duty in the armed forces of the United 17 
States and who will not be reimbursed by the armed forces 18 
for the assessment; 19 

(C) A physician who practices solely under a special 20 
volunteer medical license authorized by §30-3-10a or §30-21 
14-12b of this code; 22 
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(D) A physician who holds an inactive license pursuant 23 
to §30-3-12(j) or §30-14-10 of this code, or a physician who 24 
voluntarily surrenders his or her license: Provided, That a 25 
retired osteopathic physician who submits to the Board of 26 
Osteopathic Medicine an affidavit asserting that he or she 27 
receives no monetary remuneration for any medical services 28 
provided, executed under the penalty of perjury and if 29

The 45 
Board of Medicine and the Board of Osteopathic Medicine 46 
shall promptly pay over to the Board of Risk and Insurance 47

(3) Notwithstanding any provision of the code to the 50 
contrary, a physician required to pay the annual assessment 51 
who fails to do so shall not be granted a license or renewal 52 
of an existing license by the Board of Medicine or the Board 53 
of Osteopathic Medicine. Any license which expires as a 54 
result of a failure to pay the required assessment shall not 55 
be reinstated or reactivated until the assessment is paid in 56 
full.

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(b) Assessment on trauma centers. —The Board of Risk 58 
and Insurance Management shall levy an assessment of $25 59 
for each trauma patient treated at a health care facility 60 
designated by the Office of Emergency Medical Services as 61 
a trauma center, as reported to the West Virginia Trauma 62 
Registry, from January 1, 2016, through June 30, 2021. The 63 
assessment is due June 30 following each calendar year for 64 
which assessments are levied: Provided, That the 65 
assessment for the period January 1, 2021, through June 30, 66 
2021, shall be due by December 31, 2021.

(c) Assessment on claims filed under the Medical 68

(1) For purposes of this subsection, a qualifying claim 73 
is any claim for which a screening certificate of merit is 74 
required, or for which a statement setting forth the basis of 75 
the alleged liability of the health care provider is allowed in 76 
lieu of the screening certificate of merit, as defined in §55-77 
7B-6 of this code. 78 

(2) For any assessment levied pursuant to this 79 
subsection for which a judgment is entered by a court, the 80 
date of the entry of judgment shall be used to determine 81 
applicability of this provision. The defendant or defendants 82 
shall remit the assessment to the clerk of the court in which 83 
the qualified claim was filed. The clerk of the court shall 84 
then remit the assessment monthly to the State Treasury to 85 
be deposited in the fund. 86 

(3) For any assessment levied pursuant to this 87 
subsection on a settlement entered into by the parties, the 88 
date on which the agreement is formalized in writing by the 89 
parties shall be used to determine applicability of this 90 
provision. At the time that an action alleging a qualified 91 
claim is dismissed by the parties, the assessment shall be 92 
remitted by the plaintiff or his or her counsel to the clerk of 93 
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the court, who shall then remit the assessment to the State 94 
Treasury to be deposited in the fund. Collected assessments 95 
shall be remitted no less often than monthly.  If a qualifying 96 
claim is settled prior to the filing of an action, the claimant, 97 
or his or her counsel, shall remit the payment to the Board 98 
of Risk and Insurance Management within 60 days of the 99 
date of the settlement agreement to be paid into the fund. 100 

(d) Annual Report; transfer of fund balance. — The 101 
requirements of this section shall terminate on the dates set 102 
forth in this section or sooner if the liability of the Patient 103 
Injury Compensation Fund has been paid or has been funded 104 
in its entirety. The Board of Risk and Insurance 105 
Management shall submit a report to the Joint Committee of 106

2018, giving recommendations based on actuarial analysis 108 
of the fund’s liability. The recommendations shall include, 109 
but not be limited to, discontinuance of the assessments 110 
provided for in this section, closure of the fund and transfer 111 
of the fund’s liability.

(a) The clerk of a circuit court shall charge and collect 1

(6) For filing any pleading that includes a counterclaim, 35 
cross claim, third-party complaint, or motion to intervene, 36 
$200, which shall be deposited in the special revenue 37 
account designated the Fund for Civil Legal Services for 38 
Low Income Persons, established by §59-1-10(c)(4)(B) of 39 
this code: Provided, That this subdivision and the fee it 40 
imposes does not apply in family court cases nor may more 41 
than one such fee be imposed on any one party in any one 42

(d) The clerk shall tax the following fees for services in 95 
a criminal case against a defendant convicted in such court: 96

(2) In the case of a felony, $105, of which $10 shall be 98 
deposited in the Courthouse Facilities Improvement Fund 99 
created by §29-26-6 of this code.

(e) The clerk of a circuit court shall charge and collect a 101 
fee of $25 per bond for services rendered by the clerk for 102

that nonresidents may file actions in the state courts if they 
cannot otherwise obtain jurisdiction in the state where the 
action arose, unless barred by the statute of limitations in the 
state the action arose; requiring the filing of an affidavit;

CHAPTER 6. GENERAL PROVISIONS RESPECTING 
OFFICERS. 

ARTICLE 9A. OPEN GOVERNMENTAL PROCEEDINGS. 

§6-9A-6. Enforcement by injunctions; actions in violation of 
article voidable; voidability of bond issues. 
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The circuit court in the county where the public agency 1 
regularly meets has jurisdiction and is a proper venue to 2 
enforce this article upon civil action commenced by any 3 
citizen of this state within 120 days after the action 4 
complained of was taken or the decision complained of was 5 
made. Where the action seeks injunctive relief, no bond may 6 
be required unless the petition appears to be without merit 7 
or made with the sole intent of harassing or delaying or 8 
avoiding return by the governing body. 9 

The court is empowered to compel compliance or enjoin 10 
noncompliance with the provisions of this article and to 11 
annul a decision made in violation of this article. An 12

§14-2-2a. Venue for suits and actions involving state 
institutions of higher education. 

(a) Notwithstanding the provisions of §14-2-2 of this 1 
code, any civil action in which the governing board of any 2 
state institution of higher education, any state institution of 3 
higher education, or any department or office of any of those 4 
entities, or any officer, employee, agent, intern or resident 5 
of any of those entities, acting within the scope of his or her 6 
employment, is made a party defendant, shall be brought in 7 
the circuit court of any county wherein the cause of action 8 
arose, unless otherwise agreed by the parties. 9 

(b) The exclusive venue provisions of this section are 10 
not applicable to: 11 

(1) An action involving an entity or person named in 12 
subsection (a) of this section as garnishee or suggestee; and 13 

(2) A proceeding for injunctive or mandamus relief 14 
involving the taking, title, or collection for or prevention of 15 
damage to real property, and where general laws or court 16 
rules provide that proper venue is in the county in which the 17 
real property affected is situate.

(c) This section applies only to proceedings not 19 
prohibited by the constitutional immunity of the state from 20 
suit under section thirty-five, article VI of the Constitution 21 
of the State.

CHAPTER 56.  PLEADING AND PRACTICE. 

ARTICLE 1. VENUE. 

§56-1-1. Venue generally. 

(a) Any civil action or other proceeding, except where 1 
it is otherwise specially provided, may hereafter be brought 2 
in the circuit court of any county: 3 
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(1) Wherein any of the defendants may reside or the 4 
cause of action arose, except that an action of ejectment or 5 
unlawful detainer must be brought in the county wherein the 6 
land sought to be recovered, or some part thereof, is; 7 

(2) If a corporation or other corporate entity is a 8 
defendant, wherein its principal office is or wherein its 9 
mayor, president or other chief officer resides; or if its 10 
principal office be not in this state, and its mayor, president 11 
or other chief officer do not reside therein, wherein it does 12 
business; or if it is a corporation or other corporate entity 13 
organized under the laws of this state which has its principal 14 
office located outside of this state and which has no office 15 
or place of business within the state, the circuit court of the 16 
county in which the plaintiff resides or the circuit court of 17 
the county in which the seat of state government is located 18 
has jurisdiction of all actions at law or suits in equity against 19 
the corporation or other corporate entity, where the cause of 20 
action arose in this state or grew out of the rights of 21 
stockholders with respect to corporate management; 22 

(3) If it is to recover land or subject it to a debt, where 23 
the land or any part may be; 24 

(4) If it is against one or more nonresidents of the state, 25 
where any one of them may be found and served with 26 
process or may have estate or debts due him, her, or them; 27 

(5) If it is to recover a loss under any policy of insurance 28 
upon either property, life or health or against injury to a 29 
person, where the property insured was situated either at the 30 
date of the policy or at the time when the right of action 31 
accrued or the person insured had a legal residence at the 32 
date of his or her death or at the time when the right of action 33 
accrued; 34 

(6) If it is on behalf of the state in the name of the 35 
Attorney General or otherwise, where the seat of 36 
government is; or 37 
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(7) If a judge of a circuit is interested in a case which, 38 
but for such interest, would be proper for the jurisdiction of 39 
his or her court, the action or suit may be brought in any 40 
county in an adjoining circuit. 41 

(b) Whenever a civil action or proceeding is brought in 42 
the county where the cause of action arose under the 43 
provisions of subsection (a) of this section, if no defendant 44 
resides in the county, a defendant to the action or proceeding 45 
may move the court before which the action is pending for 46 
a change of venue to a county where one or more of the 47 
defendants resides and upon a showing by the moving 48 
defendant that the county to which the proposed change of 49 
venue would be made would better afford convenience to 50 
the parties litigant and the witnesses likely to be called, and 51 
if the ends of justice would be better served by the change 52 
of venue, the court may grant the motion. 53 

(c) For all civil actions filed on or after July 1, 2018, a 54 
nonresident of the state may not bring an action in a court of 55 
this state unless all or a substantial part of the acts or omissions 56 
giving rise to the claim asserted occurred in this state: 57 
Provided, That unless barred by the statute of limitations or 58 
otherwise time barred in the state where the action arose, a 59 
nonresident of this state may file an action in state court in this 60 
state if the nonresident cannot obtain jurisdiction in either 61 
federal or state court against the defendant in the state where 62 
the action arose. A nonresident bringing such an action in this 63 
state shall be required to establish, by filing an affidavit with 64 
the complaint for consideration by the court, that the action 65 
cannot be maintained in the state where the action arose due to 66 
lack of any legal basis to obtain personal jurisdiction over the 67 
defendant: Provided, however, That the provisions of this 68 
subsection do not apply to civil actions filed against West 69 
Virginia citizens, residents, corporations, or other corporate 70 
entities. 71 

In a civil action where more than one plaintiff is joined, 72 
each plaintiff must independently establish proper venue. A 73 
person may not intervene or join in a pending civil action as 74 
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a plaintiff unless the person independently establishes 75 
proper venue. If venue is not proper as to any such 76 
nonresident plaintiff in any court of this state, the court shall 77 
dismiss the claims of such plaintiff without prejudice to 78 
refile in a court in any other state or jurisdiction. When 79 
venue is proper as to one defendant, it is also proper as to 80 
any other defendant with respect to all actions arising out of 81 
the same transaction or occurrence. 82 

For purposes of this subsection, “nonresident” means 83 
any person, whether a citizen of this state or another state, 84 
who was domiciled outside the State of West Virginia at the 85 
time of the acts or omissions giving rise to the claim 86 
asserted: Provided, That a member of the armed forces of 87 
the United States who is stationed beyond the territorial 88 
limits of this state, but who was a resident of this state at the 89 
time of his or her entry into such service, and any full-time 90 
student of any college or university of this state, even 91 
though he or she is paying nonresident tuition, is considered 92 
a resident under this subsection.

lessees, or other persons charged with the care, custody, and 
control of real property from violating certain privacy rights 
of a customer, employee, or invitee; providing that no 
employer may condition employment under certain 
circumstances; providing that no owner, lessee, or other 
person charged with the care, custody, and control of real 
property may prevent a customer, employee, or invitee from 
entering the parking lot because the motor vehicle contains a 
legal firearm; providing immunity and limitations of liability; 
providing that the Attorney General is authorized to enforce 
the such provisions; providing customers, employees, and 
invitees with a civil cause of action; and providing forms of 
relief and civil penalties.

ARTICLE 7. DANGEROUS WEAPONS. 

§61-7-14. Right of certain persons to limit possession of 
firearms on premises. 

This section may be referred to as “The Business 1 
Liability Protection Act”. 2 

(a) As used in this section: 3 

(1) “Parking lot” means any property that is used for 4 
parking motor vehicles and is available to customers, 5 
employees, or invitees for temporary or long‐term parking 6 
or storage of motor vehicles: Provided, That for purposes of 7 
this section, parking lot does not include the private parking 8 
area at a business located at the primary residence of the 9 
property owner. 10 

(2) “Motor vehicle” means any privately-owned 11 
automobile, truck, minivan, sports utility vehicle, motor 12 
home, recreational vehicle, motorcycle, motor scooter, or 13

any other vehicle operated on the roads of this state and, 14 
which is required to be registered under state law: Provided, 15

(3) “Employee” means any person, who is over 18 years 19 
of age, not prohibited from possessing firearms by the 20 
provisions of this code or federal law; and 21 

(A) Works for salary, wages, or other remuneration; 22 

(B) Is an independent contractor; or 23 

(C) Is a volunteer, intern, or other similar individual for 24 
an employer. 25 

(4) “Employer” means any business that is a sole 26 
proprietorship, partnership, corporation, limited liability 27 
company, professional association, cooperative, joint 28 
venture, trust, firm, institution, association, or public-sector 29 
entity, that has employees. 30 

(5) “Invitee” means any business invitee, including a 31 
customer or visitor, who is lawfully on the premises of a 32 
public or private employer. 33 

(6) “Locked inside or locked to” means; 34 

(A) The vehicle is locked; or 35 

(B) The firearm is in a locked trunk, glove box, or other 36 
interior compartment; or  37 

(C) The firearm is in a locked container securely fixed 38 
to the vehicle; or 39 

(D) The firearm is secured and locked to the vehicle 40 
itself by the use of some form of attachment and lock. 41 

(b) Notwithstanding the provisions of this article, any 42 
owner, lessee or other person charged with the care, 43 
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custody, and control of real property may prohibit the 44 
carrying openly or concealing of any firearm or deadly 45 
weapon on property under his or her domain: Provided, 46 
That for purposes of this section “person” means an 47 
individual or any entity which may acquire title to real 48 
property: Provided, however, That for purposes of this 49 
section “natural person” means an individual human being. 50 

(c) Any natural person carrying or possessing a firearm 51 
or other deadly weapon on the property of another who 52 
refuses to temporarily relinquish possession of the firearm 53 
or other deadly weapon, upon being requested to do so, or 54 
to leave the premises, while in possession of the firearm or 55 
other deadly weapon, is guilty of a misdemeanor and, upon 56 
conviction thereof, shall be fined not more than $1,000 or 57 
confined in jail not more than six months, or both: Provided, 58 
That the provisions of this section do not apply to a natural 59 
person as set forth in §61-7-6(a)(5) through §61-7-6(a)(7) 60 
and §61-7-6(a)(9) through §61-7-6(a)(10) of this code while 61 
acting in his or her official capacity or to a natural person as 62 
set forth in §61-7-6(b)(1) through §61-7-6(b)(8) of this 63 
code, while acting in his or her official capacity: Provided, 64 
however, That under no circumstances, except as provided 65 
for by the provisions of §61-7-11a(b)(2)(A) through (I) of 66 
this code, may any natural person possess or carry or cause 67 
the possession or carrying of any firearm or other deadly 68 
weapon on the premises of any primary or secondary 69 
educational facility in this state unless the natural person is 70 
a law-enforcement officer or he or she has the express 71 
written permission of the county school superintendent. 72 

(d) Prohibited acts. – Notwithstanding the provisions of 73 
subsections (b) and (c) of this section: 74 

(1) No owner, lessee, or other person charged with the 75 
care, custody, and control of real property may prohibit any 76 
customer, employee, or invitee from possessing any legally 77 
owned firearm, when the firearm is: 78 

(A) Lawfully possessed; 79 
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(B) Out of view;  80 

(C) Locked inside or locked to a motor vehicle in a 81 
parking lot; and  82 

(D) When the customer, employee, or invitee is lawfully 83 
allowed to be present in that area. 84 

(2) No owner, lessee, or other person charged with the 85 
care, custody, and control of real property may violate the 86 
privacy rights of a customer, employee, or invitee either: 87 

(A) By verbal or written inquiry, regarding the presence 88 
or absence of a firearm locked inside or locked to a motor 89 
vehicle in a parking lot; or  90 

(B) By conducting an actual search of a motor vehicle 91 
in a parking lot to ascertain the presence of a firearm within 92 
the vehicle: Provided, That a search of a motor vehicle in a 93 
parking lot to ascertain the presence of a firearm within that 94 
motor vehicle may only be conducted by on-duty, law 95 
enforcement personnel, in accordance with statutory and 96 
constitutional protections. 97 

(C) No owner, lessee, or other person charged with the 98 
care, custody, and control of real property may take any 99 
action against a customer, employee, or invitee based upon 100 
verbal or written statements of any party concerning 101 
possession of a firearm stored inside a motor vehicle in a 102 
parking lot for lawful purposes, except upon statements 103 
made pertaining to unlawful purposes or threats of unlawful 104 
actions involving a firearm made in violation of §61-6-24 of 105 
this code.  106 

(3) No employer may condition employment upon 107 
either: 108 

(A) The fact that an employee or prospective employee 109 
holds or does not hold a license issued pursuant to §61-7-4 110 
or §61-7-4a of this code; or 111 
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(B) An agreement with an employee or a prospective 112 
employee prohibiting that natural person from keeping a 113 
legal firearm locked inside or locked to a motor vehicle in a 114 
parking lot when the firearm is kept for lawful purposes. 115 

(4) No owner, lessee, or other person charged with the 116 
care, custody, and control of real property may prohibit or 117 
attempt to prevent any customer, employee, or invitee from 118 
entering the parking lot of the person’s place of business 119 
because the customer’s, employee’s, or invitee’s motor 120 
vehicle contains a legal firearm being carried for lawful 121 
purposes that is out of view within the customer’s, 122 
employee’s, or invitee’s motor vehicle. 123 

(e) Limitations on duty of care; immunity from civil 124 
liability. — 125 

(1) When subject to the provisions of subsection (d) of 126 
this section, an employer, owner, lessee, or other person 127 
charged with the care, custody, and control of real property 128 
has no duty of care related to the acts prohibited under said 129 
subsection. 130 

(2) An employer, owner, lessee, or other person charged 131 
with the care, custody, and control of real property is not 132 
liable in a civil action for money damages based upon any 133 
actions or inactions taken in compliance with subsection (d) 134 
of this section. The immunity provided in this subdivision 135 
does not extend to civil actions based on actions or inactions 136 
of employers, owners, lessees, or other persons charged 137 
with the care, custody, and control of real property unrelated 138 
to subsection (d) of this section. 139 

(3) Nothing contained in this section may be interpreted 140 
to expand any existing duty or create any additional duty on 141 
the part of an employer, owner, lessee, or other person 142 
charged with the care, custody, and control of real property. 143 
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(f) Enforcement. – The Attorney General is authorized 144 
to enforce the provisions of subsection (d) of this section 145 
and may bring an action seeking either: 146 

(1) Injunctive or other appropriate equitable relief to 147 
protect the exercise or enjoyment of the rights secured in 148 
subsection (d) of any customer, employee, or invitee;  149 

(2) Civil penalties of no more than $5,000 for each 150 
violation of subsection (d) and all costs and attorney’s fees 151 
associated with bringing the action; or  152 

(3) Both the equitable relief and civil penalties 153 
described in subdivisions (1) and (2) of this section, 154 
including costs and attorney’s fees. This action must be 155 
brought in the name of the state and instituted in the Circuit 156 
Court of Kanawha County. The Attorney General may 157 
negotiate a settlement with any alleged violator in the course 158 
of his or her enforcement of subsection (d) of this section. 159 

(4) Notwithstanding any other provision in this section 160 
to the contrary, the authority granted to the Attorney 161 
General in this subsection does not affect the right of a 162 
customer, employee, or invitee aggrieved under the 163 
authority of subsection (d) of this section to bring an action 164 
for violation of the rights protected under this section in his 165 
or her own name and instituted in the circuit court for the 166 
county where the alleged violator resides, has a principal 167 
place of business, or where the alleged violation occurred. 168 
In any successful action brought by a customer, employee, 169 
or invitee aggrieved under the authority of subsection (d) of 170 
this section, the court may award injunctive or other 171 
appropriate equitable relief and civil penalties as set forth in 172 
subdivisions one, two and three of this subsection. In any 173 
action brought by a customer, employee, or invitee 174 
aggrieved under the authority of subsection (d) of this 175 
section, the court shall award all court costs and attorney’s 176 
fees to the prevailing party. 177

At any time before trial in a civil action involving less 1 
than $5,000 the action may be removed to circuit court upon 2 
the concurrence of all parties and upon the payment of the 3 
circuit court filing fee. At any time before trial in a civil 4 
action involving $5,000 or more, any party may, upon 5 
payment of the circuit court filing fee, cause such action to 6 
be removed to the circuit court: Provided, That at any time 7 
before trial in any action for wrongful occupation or 8 
unlawful detainer involving $2,500 or more any party may, 9 
upon payment of the circuit court filing fee, cause such 10 
action to be removed to circuit court. All appropriate 11 
documents shall then be forwarded along with the fee to the 12 
clerk of the circuit court.

§55-7K-1. Limiting civil liability for certain behavioral health 
facilities and residential recovery facilities providing crisis 
stabilization services and/or drug and alcohol detoxification 
services, substance use disorder services, and/or drug 
overdose services on a short-term basis. 

Notwithstanding any other provision of this code, no 1 
behavioral health facility that is licensed in this state, 2 
another state, or operated by the state, or one of its 3 
political  subdivisions, and no residential recovery facility 4 
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certified by or meeting the standards of a national certifying 5 
body, nor any of their directors, officers, employees, and 6 
agents shall be liable for injury or civil damages related to 7 
the provision of short-term crisis stabilization and/or drug 8 
and alcohol detoxification services, substance use disorder 9 
services, drug overdose services, and/or withdrawal 10 
services to the extent the injury or damages arise from an 11 
individual’s refusal of services, election to discontinue 12 
services, failure to follow the orders or instructions of a 13

ARTICLE 35. FARMERS MARKETS. 

§19-35-2. Definitions. 

For purposes of this article: 1 

“Consignment farmers market” means a farmers market 2 
in which two or more vendors deliver their own farm and 3 
food products to a common location maintained by a third 4 
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party that markets the vendors’ products and receives a 5 
percentage share of the profits from sales, with the 6 
individual vendor retaining ownership of the farm and food 7 
product until it is sold. A consignment farmers market may 8 
be mobile or in a stationary location.  9 

“Department” means the Department of Agriculture. 10 

“Farm and food product” means any agriculture, 11 
horticulture, agroforestry, animal husbandry, dairy, 12 
livestock, cottage food, beekeeping, or other similar 13 
product. Farm and food products are to be properly labeled. 14 

“Farmers market” means: 15 

(1) A traditional farmers market in which two or more 16 
vendors gather to sell farm and food products directly to 17 
consumers at a fixed location; 18 

(2) An on farm market or farm stand run by an 19 
individual producer that sells farm and food products; 20 

(3) An online farmers market in which two or more 21 
vendors collectively market farm and food products and 22 
retain ownership of those products until they are sold; or 23 

(4) A consignment farmers market as defined herein. 24 

“Farmers market vendor” or “vendor” means a person 25 
or entity that sells farm and food products at a farmers 26 
market. 27 

§19-35-3. Farmers markets; farmers market vendor permits; 
fees; scope. 

(a) Farmers markets shall register with the department 1 
and provide information to the department regarding the 2 
farmers market and its vendors. 3 

(b) Vendors at a farmers market selling farm and food 4 
products shall apply for a farmers market vendor permit and 5 
pay the annual permit fee to the department. The permit is 6 
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valid in all counties in this state. A farmers market vendor 7 
permit shall be required in lieu of the food establishment 8 
permit, notwithstanding any other provisions of code or rule 9 
that require a food establishment permit or any other permit 10 
from a local health department. The department shall take 11 
final action upon all completed permit applications within 12 
30 days of receipt if the application is uncontested, or within 13 
90 days if the application is contested. 14 

(c) The annual farmers market vendor permit fee is $35. 15 

(d) The following vendors are exempt from obtaining a 16 
farmers market vendor permit:  17 

(1) Producers delivering their products to a consignment 18 
farmers market only; or 19 

(2) Vendors selling fresh, uncut produce. 20 

(e) A consignment farmers market shall obtain a food 21 
establishment permit issued by the local health department. 22 
Certain farm and food product also require food 23 
establishment or other permits to be sold at farmers markets 24 
including, but not limited to, meat, poultry, dairy, fish, and 25 
sprouted seeds. Notwithstanding the provisions of this 26 
article, the local health department in the jurisdiction in 27 
which the farmers market is located has the right to inspect 28 
and suspend the food establishment permit of a farmers 29 
market vendor that sells or serves food for which a food 30 
establishment permit is required. 31 

(f) All farmers market vendor permits shall be displayed 32 
in a conspicuous manner. 33 

(g) Nothing in this article eliminates or limits other state 34 
and federal rules and regulations that apply to certain farm 35 
and food products sold at a farmers market or a consignment 36 
farmers market. 37 

(h) The department may establish regulations permitting 38 
the sampling of certain farm and food products at farmers 39 
markets by vendors. 40 
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(i) A vendor is subject to food sampling and inspection 41 
by the local health department in the jurisdiction in which 42 
the farmers market is located if the local health department 43 
determines that the vendor’s food product is misbranded 44 
pursuant to §19-35-5(c) of this code, or adulterated, or if a 45 
consumer complaint has been received: Provided, That all 46 
sampling and inspection shall be performed in consultation 47 
with the Department of Agriculture. 48 

(j) If the local health department in the jurisdiction in 49 
which the farmers market is located has reason to believe 50 
that an imminent health hazard exists it may invoke 51 
cessation of production until it deems that the hazardous 52 
situation has been addressed to the satisfaction of the local 53 
health department: Provided, That a local health department 54 
that invokes cessation of production under this subsection 55 
shall do so in consultation with the Department of 56 
Agriculture. 57 

§19-35-4. Legislative rules.  

(a) The Department of Agriculture shall propose 1 
emergency or legislative rules for approval in accordance 2 
with the provisions of §29A-3-1 et seq. of this code for the 3 
purposes of implementing this article. 4 

(b) The Department of Agriculture shall consult with the 5 
Department of Health and Human Resources and shall 6 
consider the guidelines established in the Farmers Market 7 
Vendor Guide in promulgating the rules.  The rules shall set 8 
forth quantity limitations for each type of farm and food 9 
product for which a farmers market vendor permit is 10 
required pursuant to §19-35-5(d) of this code. 11 

§19-35-5. Cottage foods; acidified foods; non-potentially 
hazardous foods; other exempted foods. 

(a) Notwithstanding any provision of §16-1-1 et seq. of 1 
this code or any rules or regulations to the contrary, the 2 
department shall regulate cottage foods, acidified foods, 3 
nonpotentially hazardous foods and other exempted foods. 4 
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(b) Online farmers market sales shall be delivered in 5 
person and are not permitted to be shipped. A home, farm, 6 
community, or commercial kitchen may be used by a 7 
cottage foods vendor, as determined by the department.  8 

(c) All foods for which a farmers market vendor permit 9 
is required pursuant to §19-35-5(d) of this code shall be 10 
labeled in compliance with the department’s labeling 11 
standards and provide information about its content and 12 
sources. The label shall include the words “MADE IN A 13 
WV ______ KITCHEN” in capital, bold, 10-point type or 14 
larger words, with the blank space to state whether the 15 
product was made in a home, farm, community, or 16 
commercial kitchen. 17 

(d) A farmers market vendor permit is required to sell 18 
the following farm and food products at farmers markets: 19 
Certain canned acidified foods, including, but not limited to, 20 
pickled products, sauces, and salsas. Acidified foods are 21 
low-acid foods to which acid or acid foods are added with a 22 
water activity of greater than .085 and a finished 23 
equilibrium of pH 4.6 or below. The majority of the produce 24 
in canned acidified foods shall be sourced from the vendor’s 25 
West Virginia farm or garden, and records of the source of 26 
the produce shall be maintained. 27 

(e) A farmers market vendor permit is not required to 28 
sell the following farm and food products at farmers 29 
markets: 30 

(1) Nonpotentially hazardous foods, including, but not 31 
limited to: Breads, cakes, and candies; honey, tree syrup, 32 
apple butter, and molasses; standardized, nondietary jams 33 
and jellies; and dehydrated fruits and vegetables; and 34 

(2) Other foods that are exempted from certain 35 
regulations, including, but not limited to, certain fermented 36 
products, certain exempted condiments, commercially 37 
harvested mushrooms, and canned, whole, or chopped 38 
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tomatoes, tomato sauce, and tomato juice having a finished 39 
equilibrium of pH 4.6 or below. 40 

(f) The Department of Agriculture shall consult with the 41

AN ACT to amend the Code of West Virginia, 1931, as amended, 

by adding thereto a new article, designated §19-36-1, §19-36-
2, §19-36-3, §19-36-4, and §19-36-5, all relating to agritourism 
generally; creating the Agritourism Responsibility Act; making 
findings; establishing authority and duties of the Commissioner 
of Agriculture related to agritourism business; authorizing 
Commissioner of Agriculture, in consultation with the 
Secretary of Commerce, to promulgate and propose rules; 
defining terms; establishing duties of agritourism businesses 
and participants in agritourism activities; immunizing 
agritourism business, employees, and volunteers associated 
therewith from certain acts of simple negligence and creating 
exceptions thereto; requiring notice of certain rights, limitations 
on liability, and responsibilities of participants in agritourism 
activities; clarifying that operation of agritourism business does 
not change status of the facilities and property used for building 
code and tax purposes; and exempting structures of agritourism 
business occasionally used for events from building code 
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requirements for entities engaged in such activities on a full-
time basis. 

Be it enacted by the Legislature of West Virginia: 

ARTICLE 36. AGRITOURISM RESPONSIBILITY ACT. 

§19-36-1. Legislative purposes; authority. 

Every year, in rapidly increasing numbers, residents and 1 
nonresidents of the State of West Virginia are enjoying the 2 
recreational value of the state’s many agritourism venues. 3 
The tourist trade is of vital importance to the State of West 4 
Virginia and the services offered by agritourism 5 
significantly contribute to the revenue enterprise and 6 
economic development of the state. The Legislature 7 
recognizes that there are inherent risks in the recreational 8 
activities provided by agritourism which should be 9 
understood by each participant. It is essentially impossible 10 
for agritourism to eliminate these risks. It is the purpose of 11 
this article to define those areas of responsibility and 12 
affirmative acts for which agritourism is liable for loss, 13 
damage, or injury. 14 

The Commissioner of Agriculture is hereby authorized 15 
to, and shall devise means of, advancing agritourism in the 16 
state, and in the performance of such duty, he or she shall 17 
have the authority to call upon any department, division, or 18 
officer of the state or county to cooperate with him or her in 19 
promoting agritourism in the state. 20 

The Commissioner of Agriculture, in consultation with 21 
the Secretary of Commerce, shall promulgate rules in 22 
accordance with chapter 29A of this code for the promotion, 23 
marketing, and regulation of agritourism business. 24 

§19-36-2. Definitions. 

Unless the context of usage clearly requires otherwise: 1 

“Agritourism” activity means any lawful activity 2 
carried out on a farm or ranch that allows members of the 3 
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general public for recreational, entertainment, or 4 
educational purposes to view or enjoy rural activities. 5 

“Agritourism business” means any person, fiduciary, 6 
firm, association, partnership, limited liability company, 7 
corporation, unit of government, or any other group or entity 8 
which is engaged in the business of providing one or more 9 
agritourism activities, whether or not for compensation. 10 

“Agritourism professional” means owners, operators, 11 
employees, and volunteers working for or under the 12 
direction of the operators of an agritourism business. 13 

“Farm” or “ranch” means an area of land used for the 14 
production, cultivation, growing, harvesting, or processing 15 
of agricultural products. 16 

“Inherent risks of agritourism activity” are those 17 
dangers or conditions that are part of an agritourism activity 18 
including certain hazards, natural conditions of land and 19 
terrain, vegetation, and waters, the behavior of wild or 20 
domestic animals, and ordinary dangers of structures or 21 
equipment ordinarily used in farming and ranching 22 
operations. Inherent risks of agritourism activity also 23 
include the potential of a participant to act in a negligent 24 
manner that may contribute to injury to the participant or 25 
others, including failing to follow instructions given by the 26 
agritourism professional or failing to exercise reasonable 27 
caution while engaging in the agritourism activity. 28 

“Participant” as used in this article means any person, 29 
other than the agritourism professional, who engages in an 30 
agritourism activity. 31 

§19-36-3. Duties of agritourism businesses and participants. 

(a) An agritourism business, or agritourism business 1 
employee or volunteer acting under the direction of the 2 
agritourism business operator, is not liable for injury or 3 
death of a participant, or loss or damage to a participant’s 4 
property, as the result of the inherent risks of agritourism 5 
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activities if such agritourism business has posted the notice 6 
in substantially the form as is provided in §19-36-4(b) of 7 
this code. 8 

(b) The provisions of §19-36-3(a) of this code shall not 9 
prevent or in any way limit the liability of an agritourism 10 
business that does any of the following: 11 

(1) Commits an act or omission that constitutes gross 12 
negligence or willful or wanton disregard for the health and 13 
safety of the participant which proximately causes injury, 14 
death, loss, or damage to the participant; or 15 

(2) Commits an intentional act or omission which 16 
proximately causes injury, death, loss, or damage to the 17 
participant. 18 

(c) Any limitation on legal liability afforded by this 19 
section to an agritourism business is in addition to any other 20 
limitations of legal liability otherwise provided by law. 21 

(d) Participants have a duty to act as a reasonably 22 
prudent person when engaging in recreational activities 23 
offered by agritourism businesses in this state. 24 

§19-36-4. Liability of agritourism businesses. 

(a) To qualify for the limitation on liability afforded 1 
by §19-36-3 of this code, an agritourism business shall 2 
post and maintain signs that contain the notice specified 3 
in §19-36-4(b) of this code. The sign must be placed in a 4 
clearly visible location at the entrance to the agritourism 5 
location and at the site of the agritourism activity. The 6 
notice must be clearly legible, with each letter to be a 7 
minimum of one inch in height. Every written contract 8 
entered into by an agritourism professional for the 9 
providing of professional services, instruction, or the 10 
rental of equipment to a participant, whether or not the 11 
contract involves agritourism activities on or off the 12 
location or at the site of the agritourism activity, must 13 
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contain in clearly legible print the notice specified in §19-14 
36-4(b) of this code. 15 

(b) The signs and contracts described in §19-36-4(a) of 16 
this code must contain the following notice: 17 

NOTICE 18 

Under West Virginia law, there may be limited liability 19 
for an injury to or death of a participant in an agritourism 20 
activity conducted at this agritourism business if the injury 21 
or death results from the inherent risks of the agritourism 22 
activity. Inherent risks of agritourism activities include, 23 
among others, risks of injury inherent to landscape, terrain, 24 
equipment, and animals, as well as the potential for you to 25 
act in a negligent manner that may contribute to your injury 26 
or death. You are assuming the risk of participating in this 27 
agritourism activity. 28 

(c) Failure to comply with the requirements concerning 29 
notices provided in this section will prevent an agritourism 30 
business from invoking the privileges of immunity provided 31 
by this article. 32 

§19-36-5. Maintenance of property status for certain 
purposes; exceptions. 

(a) Notwithstanding any provision of this code to the 1 
contrary, the occurrence of agritourism does not change the 2 
nature or use of property that otherwise qualifies as 3 
agricultural for building code and property tax classification 4 
purposes. 5 

(b) An agritourism business may use certain of its 6 
facilities for occasional events without complying with 7 
building codes applicable to structures used for such 8 
purposes on a full-time basis as long as such facilities are 9 
deemed structurally sound and otherwise safe for the 10 
intended use.

§19-16-3a. Industrial hemp seed certification program;

(a) The commissioner may create and administer an 1 
industrial hemp seed certification program to obtain and 2 
develop varieties of seeds which meet the purposes and 3 
provisions of §19-12E-1 et seq. of this code.  The program 4 
shall be consistent with this article and applicable federal 5 
law.  This program may include West Virginia landrace 6 
cannabis seed varieties.  For the purposes of this article, 7 
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“West Virginia landrace cannabis seed” means seed from 8 
the plant cannabis sativa that possesses characteristics of a 9 
unique and specialized cannabis seed variety that is present 10 
in West Virginia or has been recognized as produced in 11 
West Virginia. 12 

(b) Persons or entities, licensed pursuant to §19-12E-1 13 
et seq. of this code, may obtain a license for the 14 
development of industrial hemp varieties for certification.  15 
The commissioner may assess a fee, consistent with the 16 
provisions of §19-12E-7 of this code, to operate and 17 
administer the seed certification program.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of West Virginia: 

ARTICLE 21A. CONSERVATION DISTRICTS. 

§19-21A-4. State Conservation Committee; continuation. 

(a) The State Conservation Committee is continued. It 1 
serves as an agency of the state and is to perform the 2 
functions conferred upon it in this article. The committee 3 
consists of the following ten members: 4 

(1) Four citizen members; 5 

(2) The following ex officio members or his or her 6 
designee: 7 

(A) The Director of the state Cooperative Extension 8 
Service; 9 

(B) The Director of the state Agricultural and Forestry 10 
Experiment Station; 11 

(C) The Secretary of the Department of Environmental 12 
Protection; 13 

(D) The State Commissioner of Agriculture, who is the 14 
chairperson of the committee; 15 

(E) The Director of the Division of Forestry; and 16 

(F) The President of the West Virginia Association of 17 
Conservation Districts. 18 
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(b) The Governor shall appoint, by and with the consent 19 
of the Senate, the four citizen members. Members shall be 20 
appointed for four-year terms, which are staggered in 21 
accordance with the initial appointments under prior 22 
enactment of this section. In the event of a vacancy, the 23 
appointment is for the unexpired term. 24 

(c) The committee may invite the Secretary of 25 
Agriculture of the United States of America to appoint one 26 
person to serve with the committee as an advisory member. 27 

(d) The committee shall keep a record of its official 28 
actions, shall adopt a seal, which shall be judicially noticed, 29 
and may perform those acts, hold public hearings and adopt 30 
or propose for legislative approval rules necessary for the 31 
execution of its functions under this article. 32 

(e) The State Conservation Committee may employ an 33 
administrative officer, technical experts and other agents 34 
and employees, permanent and temporary, as it requires. 35 
The administrative officer and support staff shall be known 36 
as the West Virginia Conservation Agency. The committee 37 
shall determine their qualifications, duties and 38 
compensation. The committee may call upon the Attorney 39

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(f) A member of the committee holds office so long as 54 
he or she retains the office by virtue of which he or she is 55 
serving on the committee.

The 58 
chairperson and members of the committee may receive no 59 
compensation for their services on the committee, but are 60 
entitled to reimbursement of expenses, including traveling 61 
expenses necessarily incurred in the discharge of their 62 
duties on the committee.

(5) Comply with provisions of present and future federal 89 
aid statutes and regulations, including execution of 90 
contracts or agreements with, and cooperation in, programs 91 
of the United States government and any of its proper 92 
departments, bureaus, or agencies relating to natural disaster 93 
response, natural disaster recovery, or stream restoration 94 
related to flooding; 95 

(6) Secure the cooperation and assistance of the United 96 
States and any of its agencies and of agencies of this state in 97 
the work of the districts; 98 

(7) Disseminate information throughout the state 99 
concerning the activities and programs of the conservation 100 
districts and encourage the formation of the districts in areas 101 
where their organization is desirable; 102 

(8) Accept and receive donations, gifts, contributions, 103 
grants and appropriations in money, services, materials or 104 
otherwise from the United States or any of its agencies, from 105 
the State of West Virginia or from other sources and use or 106 
expend the money, services, materials or other contributions 107 
in carrying out the policy and provisions of this article, 108 
including the right to allocate the money, services or 109 
materials in part to the various conservation districts created 110 
by this article in order to assist them in carrying on their 111

(9) Obtain options upon and acquire by purchase, 113 
exchange, lease, gift, grant, bequest, devise or otherwise any 114 
property, real or personal, or rights or interests in the 115 
property; maintain, administer, operate and improve any 116 
properties acquired; receive and retain income from the 117 
property and to expend the income as required for operation, 118 
maintenance, administration or improvement of the 119 
properties or in otherwise carrying out the purposes and 120 
provisions of this article; and sell, lease or otherwise dispose 121 
of any of its property or interests in the property in 122 
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furtherance of the purposes and the provisions of this article. 123 
Money received from the sale of land acquired in the small 124 
watershed program shall be deposited in the special account 125 
of the state Conservation Committee and expended as 126 
provided in this article. 127 

(10) To promulgate emergency and legislative rules to 128 
effectuate the provisions of this article as amended and 129 
reenacted by the Legislature during the 2018 regular session 130 
of the Legislature.

(11) Upon a Governor’s proclamation declaring a state 132 
of emergency or federal disaster declaration, the state 133 
committee, its employees or agents may enter any water of 134 
the state for the purpose of removing debris and other 135 
obstruction which impede water flow and present additional 136 
flood hazards. The agency shall make reasonable efforts to 137 
secure the permission of the landowner before entering any 138 
private property in connection with these removal activities.

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dealers to maintain a photocopy of a valid identification card 
of all diggers, growers, and dealers involved in a ginseng 
transaction; and requiring written consent by the landowner to 
enter the lands of another to dig or prospect for ginseng. 

Be it enacted by the Legislature of West Virginia: 

CHAPTER 19. AGRICULTURE. 

ARTICLE 1A. DIVISION OF FORESTRY. 

§19-1A-3a. Providing criminal penalties for the illegal 
possession of uncertified ginseng. 

(a) (1) The Legislature finds that ginseng trade must be 1 
controlled in order to protect the survival of wild ginseng as 2 
evidenced by its listing in Appendix II of the Convention on 3 
International Trade in Endangered Species of Wild Fauna 4 
and Flora. It is the policy of this state to regulate the 5 
commerce in ginseng in a manner that protects the survival 6 
of wild ginseng. 7 

(2) For purposes of this section: 8 

(A) “Certified” means the ginseng carries a certificate 9 
of origin issued by the director which allows the export from 10 
West Virginia of ginseng legally harvested in this state; 11 

(B) “Commercial use” means to sell or to use ginseng 12 
for financial gain; 13 

(C) “Cultivated ginseng” means ginseng that is 14 
purposefully planted in beds under artificial shade using 15 
standard horticultural practices such as mechanical tillage, 16 
fertilization, weed control, irrigation and pesticides; 17 

(D) “Dealer” means a person who purchases ginseng for 18 
purposes of commercial use; 19 

(E) “Digger” means a person who digs, collects or 20 
gathers wild ginseng by searching woodlands to find the 21 
plants; 22 
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(F) “Director” means the Director of the Division of 23 
Forestry; 24 

(G) “Division” means the Division of Forestry; 25 

(H) “Export” means the movement of ginseng from 26 
state to state as well as sending it abroad; 27 

(I) “Ginseng” means whole, sliced or parts of roots of 28 
cultivated ginseng, woods grown ginseng, wild simulated 29 
ginseng and wild ginseng, excluding manufactured parts, 30 
products, and derivatives, such as powders, pills, extracts, 31 
tonics, teas and confectionary; 32 

(J) “Green ginseng” means a fresh wild ginseng root that 33 
has not been intentionally subjected to a drying process and 34 
from which most natural moisture has not been removed by 35 
drying; 36 

(K) “Grower” means a person who purposefully plants 37 
and grows cultivated ginseng, woods-grown ginseng or wild 38 
simulated ginseng for purposes of commercial use: 39 
Provided, That a grower does not include a digger who 40 
plants wild ginseng seed from the wild ginseng plants he or 41 
she digs, collects or gathers; 42 

(L) “Harvest” means to dig, collect or gather ginseng; 43 

(M) “Person” means an individual, corporation, 44 
partnership, firm or association; 45 

(N) “Rootlets” means woods-grown or wild simulated 46 
one-to-two year old ginseng roots commonly sold as 47 
transplants to growers; 48 

(O) “Wild ginseng” means Panax quinquefolius L. that 49 
is not grown or nurtured by a person regardless of the 50 
putative origin of the plants: Provided, That wild ginseng 51 
may originate from seeds planted by a digger at the same 52 
site from which the digger harvests the wild ginseng; 53 
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(P) “Wild simulated ginseng” means ginseng that is 54 
purposefully planted in the woods without a bed being 55 
prepared and without the use of any chemical weed, disease 56 
or pest control agents; 57 

(Q) “Woods-grown ginseng” means ginseng that is 58 
purposefully planted in beds prepared in the woods in a 59 
manner that uses trees to provide necessary shade and which 60 
may be grown with the use of chemical or mechanical weed, 61 
disease or pest control agents. 62 

(3) (A) The Division of Forestry shall regulate the 63 
growing, digging, collecting, gathering, possessing and 64 
selling of ginseng. 65 

(B) The division may propose rules for legislative 66 
approval in accordance with §29A-3-1 et seq. of this code 67 
to implement the provisions of this section including the 68 
amount of any permit fee. 69 

(C) For purposes of regulating the growing, harvesting 70 
and commercial use of ginseng, a division employee may 71 
enter upon any public or private property, other than a 72 
dwelling house, at reasonable times, in order to inspect the 73 
ginseng operation or records. A person may not obstruct or 74 
hinder the employee in the discharge of his or her 75 
enforcement duties. 76 

(D) All moneys received from permit fees and civil 77 
penalties assessed pursuant to this section shall be credited 78 
to the special account within the Division of Forestry to be 79 
used for the purposes set forth in section three of this article. 80 

(E) The site plats required to be submitted to the 81 
division and other information identifying the specific 82 
location of ginseng plants are not open to public inspection 83 
pursuant to §29B-1-1 et seq. of this code since they disclose 84 
information having a significant commercial value. 85 

(b) (1) The digging season for wild ginseng begins on 86 
September 1, and ends on November 30, of each year. It is 87

unlawful for a person to dig, collect or gather wild ginseng 88 
between December 1, and August 31 of the following year. 89 

(2) A person digging, collecting or gathering wild 90 
ginseng upon the enclosed or posted lands of another person 91 
shall first obtain written permission from the landowner, 92 
tenant or agent, and shall carry the written permission on his 93 
or her person while digging, collecting or gathering wild 94 
ginseng upon the enclosed or posted lands. It is unlawful to 95 
dig, collect or gather wild ginseng from the property of 96 
another without the written permission of the landowner. 97 

(3) A person digging, collecting or gathering wild 98 
ginseng shall plant the seeds from the wild ginseng plants at 99 
the time and at the site from which the wild ginseng is 100 
harvested. It is unlawful to remove wild ginseng seeds from 101 
the site of collection. 102 

(4) It is unlawful to dig, collect or gather wild ginseng 103 
less than five years old. 104 

(5) A person may not rescue wild ginseng plants 105 
endangered by ground-disturbing activities unless he or she 106 
has first obtained a moving permit from the division. The 107 
person shall provide the reason for moving the plants, the 108 
current location of the plants, the proposed new planting site 109 
and other information required by the division. 110 

(6) It is unlawful to plant ginseng or ginseng seed and 111 
to dig, collect or gather ginseng on West Virginia public 112 
lands, except by land grant university researchers 113 
performing research or demonstration projects regarding the 114 
growing, cultivating or harvesting of ginseng: Provided, 115 
That it is unlawful for anyone to plant ginseng or ginseng 116 
seed and to dig, collect or gather ginseng on state wildlife 117 
management areas or on state parks. 118 

(c) (1) A person may not act as a grower unless he or 119 
she has obtained a grower’s permit from the division. 120 
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(2) Prior to planting cultivated, woods-grown or wild 121 
simulated ginseng, a grower shall: 122 

(A) Submit to the director a plat of the exact planting 123 
location prepared by a licensed surveyor or a registered 124 
forester as defined in §30-19-1 et seq. of this code, along 125 
with information verifying the name of the landowner: 126 
Provided, That if the grower is not the landowner, the 127 
grower shall also submit written permission from the 128 
landowner to grow and harvest cultivated, woods-grown or 129 
wild simulated ginseng on that property. 130 

(B) Obtain a written determination from the director 131 
certifying that the planting area is free from wild ginseng; 132 
and 133 

(C) Submit other information required by the division. 134 

(3) A grower shall keep accurate and complete records 135 
on each ginseng planting on forms provided by the division. 136 
The records shall be available for inspection by a division 137 
employee and shall be submitted to the division at intervals 138 
established by rule by the division. A grower shall maintain 139 
records for a period of not less than ten years. The 140 
information required to be kept shall include: 141 

(A) The origin of ginseng seed, rootlets or plants; 142 

(B) The location of purposefully planted cultivated, 143 
wild simulated and woods-grown ginseng and a site plat of 144 
the planting; 145 

(C) The original of the director’s determination that the 146 
site was free from wild ginseng at the time of planting; 147 

(D) The date each site was planted; 148 

(E) The number of pounds of seeds planted, or the 149 
number and age of rootlets, or both; and 150 

(F) Other information required by the division. 151 
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(4) A grower may harvest cultivated ginseng on or after 152 
the effective date of this section throughout the year. 153 

(5) A grower may harvest wild simulated and woods-154 
grown ginseng from September 1, through November 30, of 155 
each year. 156 

(6) It is unlawful for a person to dig, collect or gather 157 
wild simulated and woods-grown ginseng between 158 
December 1 and August 31. 159 

(7) It is unlawful to dig, collect and gather wild 160 
simulated and woods-grown ginseng less than five years 161 
old. 162 

(8) A grower shall comply with the certification 163 
procedures set forth in subdivision (f) of this section. 164 

(9) For planting locations in existence prior to July 1, 165 
2005, provide proof of having purchased ginseng seed, 166 
rootlets or plants for planting for a minimum of one or more 167 
of the five years immediately prior to July 1, 2005, and sign 168 
a certification that to the best of his or her knowledge, no 169 
wild ginseng existed on the site at the time the ginseng was 170 
planted: Provided, That no grower may certify a planting 171 
location in existence prior to July 1, 2005, under this 172 
provision after December 31, 2009. 173 

(d) (1) A person may not act as a dealer unless he or she 174 
has obtained a dealer’s permit from the division. 175 

(2) A dealer shall keep accurate and complete records 176 
on his or her ginseng transactions on forms provided by the 177 
division. A dealer is required to maintain a record of all 178 
persons, including a digger, grower and dealer, involved in 179 
each purchase or sale transaction and shall include the name, 180 
address, a photocopy of a valid photo identification card 181 
issued by the West Virginia Division of Motor Vehicles, 182 
any other state, or the federal government, permit number 183 
and a copy of each ginseng certification issued by the 184 
division. All records shall be available for inspection by a 185 
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division employee. A dealer shall maintain records for a 186 
period of not less than ten years. In addition, a dealer is 187 
required to report the following information to the division 188 
monthly: 189 

(A) The date of the transaction; 190 

(B) The type of ginseng, whether wild, cultivated, 191 
woods-grown or wild simulated ginseng; 192 

(C) Whether the ginseng is dried or green at the time of 193 
the transaction; 194 

(D) The weight of the ginseng; 195 

(E) The county from which the ginseng was harvested; 196 

(F) The identification number from the state ginseng 197 
certification; and 198 

(G) Other information required by the division. 199 

(3) A dealer shall include a West Virginia export 200 
certificate, numbered by the division, with each shipment of 201 
ginseng transported out-of-state. 202 

(4) A dealer may not import out-of-state ginseng into 203 
this state unless the ginseng is accompanied by a valid 204 
export certificate issued by the state of origin. A dealer must 205 
return uncertified ginseng to the state of origin within fifteen 206 
calendar days. 207 

(5) It is unlawful to include false information on any 208 
certificate or record required to be completed or maintained 209 
by this section. All ginseng harvested in West Virginia must 210 
be certified by the director before being transported or 211 
shipped out-of-state. 212 

(e) (1) A person may not act as a grower or act as a 213 
dealer unless he or she has been issued the appropriate 214 
permit by the division. A person must obtain a separate 215 
permit for each activity. Permit applications shall be made 216 
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on forms provided by the division. The application for a 217 
permit shall be accompanied by the applicable permit fee. 218 
The division shall take final action upon all completed 219 
permit applications within thirty days of receipt if the 220 
application is uncontested, or within ninety days if the 221 
application is contested. The division shall assign a permit 222 
number to each person granted a permit and it shall keep 223 
records of the permits issued. 224 

(2) Permits expire on December 31 of each year for 225 
growers and August 31 of each year for dealers. All permits 226 
must be renewed annually. Renewal forms will be mailed to 227 
current permit holders. The failure to receive a renewal form 228 
does not relieve the permit holder of the obligation to renew. 229 
The division may require a late fee when renewal is received 230 
more than sixty days after the expiration of the current 231 
permit. 232 

(3) The permit holder shall notify the division of any 233 
changes in the information on the permit. 234 

(f) All ginseng harvested in this state shall be certified 235 
as to type, whether wild, cultivated, woods-grown or wild 236 
simulated, and to its origin, weight and lawful harvest. 237 
Other information may be required for ginseng to be 238 
certified by the division to comply with the Convention on 239 
International Trade in Endangered Species of Wild Fauna 240 
and Flora to allow for its export: Provided, That live one 241 
and two-year old cultivated, woods-grown or wild 242 
simulated rootlets sold by growers for propagation purposes 243 
within the United States are not regarded as harvested and 244 
are exempt from the certification requirement. All ginseng, 245 
except cultivated ginseng, must be certified or weight 246 
receipted by April 1 of the year following harvest: Provided, 247 
however, That no ginseng may be certified between January 248 
1 through March 31 unless the person requesting 249 
certification displays a valid permit. It is unlawful for a 250 
person to have in his or her possession uncertified wild 251 
ginseng from April 1 through August 31. 252 
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(g) The director shall propose rules for legislative 253 
approval in accordance with §29A-3-1 et seq. of this code 254 
designed to implement the ginseng certification process. 255 

(h) The division may, by order entered in accordance 256 
with the provisions of §29A-5-1 et seq. of this code, deny, 257 
suspend or revoke the permit of a grower or dealer and may 258 
invalidate an export certificate completed by a dealer when 259 
the division finds that a grower or dealer has violated any 260 
provision of this section or a legislatively approved rule. 261 

(i) The division may assess a civil penalty against a 262 
person who violates any provision of this section or a 263 
provision of a legislatively approved rule. The division may 264 
assess a monetary penalty of not less than $500 nor more 265 
than $1,000. 266 

(j) Any person violating a provision of this section is 267 
guilty of a misdemeanor and, upon conviction thereof, shall 268 
be fined not less than $500 nor more than $1,000 for the first 269 
offense, and for each subsequent offense, shall be fined not 270 
less than $1,000 nor more than $2,000 or confined in jail not 271 
more than six months, or both fined and confined. The court, 272 
in imposing the sentence of a person convicted of an offense 273 
under this section, shall order the person to forfeit all 274 
ginseng involved in the offense. 275 

(k) It is the duty of the prosecuting attorney of the 276 
county in which the violation occurred to represent the 277 
division, to institute proceedings and to prosecute the person 278 
charged with the violation. 279 

CHAPTER 61. CRIMES AND THEIR PUNISHMENT. 

ARTICLE 3. CRIMES AGAINST PROPERTY. 

§61-3-35. Digging cultivated ginseng; penalty. 

(a) It shall be unlawful for any person to dig cultivated 1 
ginseng or prospect for the same, on the lands of another 2 
without written consent of the owner or owners thereof first 3 
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obtained. The property must be properly posted with “No 4 
Trespassing” signs, “Private Property” signs, or other signs 5 
that explain to a person to stay off the property. The signs 6 
must be of reasonable size to be read by an average person 7 
and must be posted at reasonable intervals of at least two 8 
hundred feet around the property.   9 

(b) Any person violating this section shall be guilty of a 10 
misdemeanor and, upon conviction thereof, shall be fined 11 
not less than $500 nor more than $1,000, and, for each 12 
subsequent offense, shall be fined not less than $1,000. 13

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TITLE I – GENERAL PROVISIONS.

Section 1. General policy. – The purpose of this bill is 1 
to appropriate money necessary for the economical and 2 
efficient discharge of the duties and responsibilities of the 3 
state and its agencies during the fiscal year 2019.4 

Sec. 2. Definitions. — For the purpose of this bill: 1 

“Governor” shall mean the Governor of the State of 2 
West Virginia. 3 

“Code” shall mean the Code of West Virginia, one 4 
thousand nine hundred thirty-one, as amended. 5 

“Spending unit” shall mean the department, bureau, 6 
division, office, board, commission, agency or institution to 7 
which an appropriation is made. 8 

The “fiscal year 2019” shall mean the period from July 9 
1, 2018, through June 30, 2019. 10 

“General revenue fund” shall mean the general 11 
operating fund of the state and includes all moneys received 12 
or collected by the state except as provided in W.Va. Code 13 
§12-2-2 or as otherwise provided. 14 

“Special revenue funds” shall mean specific revenue 15 
sources which by legislative enactments are not required to 16 
be accounted for as general revenue, including federal 17 
funds. 18 

“From collections” shall mean that part of the total 19 
appropriation which must be collected by the spending unit 20 
to be available for expenditure. If the authorized amount of 21 
collections is not collected, the total appropriation for the 22 
spending unit shall be reduced automatically by the amount 23 
of the deficiency in the collections. If the amount collected 24 
exceeds the amount designated “from collections,” the 25 
excess shall be set aside in a special surplus fund and may 26 
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be expended for the purpose of the spending unit as 27 
provided by Article 2, Chapter 11B of the Code.28 

Sec. 3. Classification of appropriations. — An 1 
appropriation for: 2 

“Personal services” shall mean salaries, wages and other 3 
compensation paid to full-time, part-time and temporary 4 
employees of the spending unit but shall not include fees or 5 
contractual payments paid to consultants or to independent 6 
contractors engaged by the spending unit. “Personal 7 
services” shall include “annual increment” for “eligible 8 
employees” and shall be disbursed only in accordance with 9 
Article 5, Chapter 5 of the Code. 10 

Unless otherwise specified, appropriations for “personal 11 
services” shall include salaries of heads of spending units. 12 

“Employee benefits” shall mean social security 13 
matching, workers’ compensation, unemployment 14 
compensation, pension and retirement contributions, public 15 
employees insurance matching, personnel fees or any other 16 
benefit normally paid by the employer as a direct cost of 17 
employment. Should the appropriation be insufficient to 18 
cover such costs, the remainder of such cost shall be paid by 19 
each spending unit from its “unclassified” appropriation, or 20 
its “current expenses” appropriation or other appropriate 21 
appropriation. Each spending unit is hereby authorized and 22 
required to make such payments in accordance with the 23 
provisions of Article 2, Chapter 11B of the Code. 24 

Each spending unit shall be responsible for all 25 
contributions, payments or other costs related to coverage 26 
and claims of its employees for unemployment 27 
compensation and workers compensation. Such 28 
expenditures shall be considered an employee benefit. 29 

“BRIM Premiums” shall mean the amount charged as 30 
consideration for insurance protection and includes the 31 
present value of projected losses and administrative 32 
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expenses. Premiums are assessed for coverages, as defined 33 
in the applicable policies, for claims arising from, inter alia, 34 
general liability, wrongful acts, property, professional 35 
liability and automobile exposures. 36 

Should the appropriation for “BRIM Premium” be 37 
insufficient to cover such cost, the remainder of such costs 38 
shall be paid by each spending unit from its “unclassified” 39 
appropriation, its “current expenses” appropriation or any 40 
other appropriate appropriation to the Board of Risk and 41 
Insurance Management. Each spending unit is hereby 42 
authorized and required to make such payments. If there is 43 
no appropriation for “BRIM Premium” such costs shall be 44 
paid by each spending unit from its “current expenses” 45 
appropriation, “unclassified” appropriation or other 46 
appropriate appropriation.

West Virginia Council for Community and Technical 48 
College Education and Higher Education Policy 49 
Commission entities operating with special revenue funds 50 
and/or federal funds shall pay their proportionate share of 51 
the Board of Risk and Insurance Management total 52 
insurance premium cost for their respective institutions.

“Current expenses” shall mean operating costs other 54 
than personal services and shall not include equipment, 55 
repairs and alterations, buildings or lands. Each spending 56 
unit shall be responsible for and charged monthly for all 57 
postage meter service and shall reimburse the appropriate 58 
revolving fund monthly for all such amounts. Such 59 
expenditures shall be considered a current expense. 60 

“Equipment” shall mean equipment items which have 61 
an appreciable and calculable period of usefulness in excess 62 
of one year. 63 

“Repairs and alterations” shall mean routine 64 
maintenance and repairs to structures and minor 65 
improvements to property which do not increase the capital 66 
assets. 67 
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“Buildings” shall include new construction and major 68 
alteration of existing structures and the improvement of 69 
lands and shall include shelter, support, storage, protection 70 
or the improvement of a natural condition. 71 

“Lands” shall mean the purchase of real property or 72 
interest in real property. 73 

“Capital outlay” shall mean and include buildings, lands 74 
or buildings and lands, with such category or item of 75 
appropriation to remain in effect as provided by W.Va. 76 
Code §12-3-12. 77 

From appropriations made to the spending units of state 78 
government, upon approval of the Governor there may be 79 
transferred to a special account an amount sufficient to 80 
match federal funds under any federal act. 81 

Appropriations classified in any of the above categories 82 
shall be expended only for the purposes as defined above 83 
and only for the spending units herein designated: Provided, 84 
That the secretary of each department shall have the 85 
authority to transfer within the department those general 86 
revenue funds appropriated to the various agencies of the 87 
department: Provided, however, That no more than five 88 
percent of the general revenue funds appropriated to any one 89 
agency or board may be transferred to other agencies or 90 
boards within the department: and no funds may be 91 
transferred to a “personal services and employee benefits” 92 
appropriation unless the source funds are also wholly from 93 
a “personal services and employee benefits” line, or unless 94 
the source funds are from another appropriation that has 95 
exclusively funded employment expenses for at least twelve 96 
consecutive months prior to the time of transfer and the 97 
position(s) supported by the transferred funds are also 98 
permanently transferred to the receiving agency or board 99 
within the department: Provided further, That the secretary 100

Sec. 5. Maximum expenditures. — No authority or 1 
requirement of law shall be interpreted as requiring or 2 
permitting an expenditure in excess of the appropriations set 3 
out in this bill.4

Virginia, 1931, as amended, relating to requiring Department 
of Defense family advocacy groups to be notified about any 
abuse or neglect of a child of a military person. 
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Be it enacted by the Legislature of West Virginia: 

ARTICLE 2. STATE RESPONSIBILITIES FOR CHILDREN. 

§49-2-802. Establishment of child protective services; general 
duties and powers; administrative procedure; immunity 
from civil liability; cooperation of other state agencies. 

(a) The department shall establish or designate in every 1 
county a local child protective services office to perform the 2 
duties and functions set forth in this article. 3 

(b) The local child protective services office shall 4 
investigate all reports of child abuse or neglect. Under no 5 
circumstances may investigating personnel be relatives of 6 
the accused, the child or the families involved. In 7 
accordance with the local plan for child protective services, 8 
it shall provide protective services to prevent further abuse 9 
or neglect of children and provide for or arrange for and 10 
coordinate and monitor the provision of those services 11 
necessary to ensure the safety of children. The local child 12 
protective services office shall be organized to maximize 13 
the continuity of responsibility, care, and service of 14 
individual workers for individual children and families. 15 
Under no circumstances may the secretary or his or her 16 
designee promulgate rules or establish any policy which 17 
restricts the scope or types of alleged abuse or neglect of 18 
minor children which are to be investigated or the provision 19 
of appropriate and available services. 20 

(c) Each local child protective services office shall: 21 

(1) Receive or arrange for the receipt of all reports of 22 
children known or suspected to be abused or neglected on a 23 
24-hour, seven-day-a-week basis and cross-file all reports 24 
under the names of the children, the family, and any person 25 
substantiated as being an abuser or neglecter by 26 
investigation of the Department of Health and Human 27 
Resources, with use of cross-filing of the person’s name 28 
limited to the internal use of the department: Provided, That 29 
local child protective services offices shall disclose the 30 
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names of alleged abusers pursuant to §49-2-802(c)(4) of this 31 
code; 32 

(2) Provide or arrange for emergency children’s services 33 
to be available at all times; 34 

(3) Upon notification of suspected child abuse or 35 
neglect, commence or cause to be commenced a thorough 36 
investigation of the report and the child’s environment. As 37 
a part of this response, within 14 days there shall be a face-38 
to-face interview with the child or children and the 39 
development of a protection plan, if necessary, for the safety 40 
or health of the child, which may involve law-enforcement 41 
officers or the court; 42 

(4) Make efforts as soon as practicable to determine the 43 
military status of parents whose children are subject to 44 
abuse or neglect allegations. If the office determines that a 45 
parent or guardian is in the military, the department shall 46 
notify a Department of Defense family advocacy program 47 
that there is an allegation of abuse and neglect that is 48 
screened in and open for investigation that relates to that 49 
military parent or guardian; 50 

(5) Respond immediately to all allegations of imminent 51 
danger to the physical well-being of the child or of serious 52 
physical abuse. As a part of this response, within 72 hours 53 
there shall be a face-to-face interview with the child or 54 
children and the development of a protection plan, which 55 
may involve law-enforcement officers or the court; and 56 

(6) In addition to any other requirements imposed by this 57 
section, when any matter regarding child custody is pending, 58 
the circuit court or family court may refer allegations of child 59 
abuse and neglect to the local child protective services office 60 
for investigation of the allegations as defined by this chapter 61 
and require the local child protective services office to submit 62 
a written report of the investigation to the referring circuit court 63 
or family court within the time frames set forth by the circuit 64 
court or family court. 65 
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(d) In those cases in which the local child protective 66 
services office determines that the best interests of the child 67 
require court action, the local child protective services 68 
office shall initiate the appropriate legal proceeding. 69 

(e) The local child protective services office shall be 70 
responsible for providing, directing, or coordinating the 71 
appropriate and timely delivery of services to any child 72 
suspected or known to be abused or neglected, including 73 
services to the child’s family and those responsible for the 74 
child’s care. 75 

(f) To carry out the purposes of this article, all 76 
departments, boards, bureaus, and other agencies of the state 77 
or any of its political subdivisions and all agencies 78 
providing services under the local child protective services 79 
plan shall, upon request, provide to the local child protective 80 
services office any assistance and information as will enable 81 
it to fulfill its responsibilities. 82 

(g)(1) In order to obtain information regarding the 83 
location of a child who is the subject of an allegation of 84 
abuse or neglect, the Secretary of the Department of Health 85 
and Human Resources may serve, by certified mail or 86 
personal service, an administrative subpoena on any 87 
corporation, partnership, business, or organization for the 88 
production of information leading to determining the 89 
location of the child.

(2) In case of disobedience to the subpoena, in 91 
compelling the production of documents, the secretary may 92 
invoke the aid of: 93 

(A) The circuit court with jurisdiction over the served 94 
party if the person served is a resident; or 95 

(B) The circuit court of the county in which the local 96 
child protective services office conducting the investigation 97 
is located if the person served is a nonresident. 98 
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(3) A circuit court shall not enforce an administrative 99 
subpoena unless it finds that: 100 

(A) The investigation is one the Division of Child 101 
Protective Services is authorized to make and is being 102

(B) The inquiry is relevant to that purpose; 104 

(C) The inquiry is not too broad or indefinite; 105 

(D) The information sought is not already in the 106

(E) Any administrative steps required by law have been 108 
followed. 109 

(4) If circumstances arise where the secretary, or his or 110 
her designee, determines it necessary to compel an 111 
individual to provide information regarding the location of 112 
a child who is the subject of an allegation of abuse or 113 
neglect, the secretary, or his or her designee, may seek a 114 
subpoena from the circuit court with jurisdiction over the 115 
individual from whom the information is sought.

(h) No child protective services caseworker may be held 117 
personally liable for any professional decision or action 118 
taken pursuant to that decision in the performance of his or 119 
her official duties as set forth in this section or agency rules 120 
promulgated thereupon.

ARTICLE 1. GENERAL PROVISIONS AND DEFINITIONS. 

PART II – DEFINITIONS. 

§49-1-203. Definitions related, but not limited to, licensing and 
approval of programs. 

When used in this chapter, terms defined in this section 1 
have the meanings ascribed to them that relate to, but are 2 
not limited to, licensing and approval of programs, except 3 
in those instances where a different meaning is provided or 4 
the context in which the word used clearly indicates that a 5 
different meaning is intended. 6 
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“Approval” means a finding by the Secretary of the 7 
Department of Health and Human Resources that a facility 8 
operated by the state has met the requirements of legislative 9 
rules promulgated for operation of that facility and that a 10 
certificate of approval or a certificate of operation has been 11 
issued. 12 

“Certification of approval” or “certificate of operation” 13 
means a statement issued by the Secretary of the 14 
Department of Health and Human Resources that a facility 15 
meets all of the necessary requirements for operation. 16 

“Certificate of license” means a statement issued by the 17 
Secretary of the Department of Health and Human 18 
Resources authorizing an individual, corporation, 19 
partnership, voluntary association, municipality, or county, 20 
or any agency thereof, to provide specified services for a 21 
limited period of time in accordance with the terms of the 22 
certificate. 23 

“Certificate of registration” means a statement issued by 24 
the Secretary of the Department of Health and Human 25 
Resources to a family child care home, informal family 26 
child care home, or relative family child care home to 27 
provide specified services for a limited period in accordance 28 
with the terms of the certificate. 29 

“License” means the grant of official permission to a 30 
facility to engage in an activity which would otherwise be 31 
prohibited. 32 

“Registration” means the grant of official permission to 33 
a family child care home, informal family child care home, 34 
or a relative family child care home determined to be in 35 
compliance with the legislative rules promulgated pursuant 36 
to this chapter. 37 

“Rule” means legislative rules promulgated by the 38 
Secretary of the Department of Health and Human 39 
Resources or a statement issued by the Secretary of the 40 
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Department of Health and Human Resources of the 41 
standards to be applied in the various areas of child care. 42 

“Variance” means a declaration that a rule may be 43 
accomplished in a manner different from the manner set 44 
forth in the rule. 45 

“Waiver” means a declaration that a certain legislative 46 
rule is inapplicable in a particular circumstance. 47 

§49-1-206. Definitions related, but not limited to, child 
advocacy, care, residential, and treatment programs. 

When used in this chapter, terms defined in this section 1 
have the meanings ascribed to them that relate to, but are 2 
not limited to, child advocacy, care, residential, and 3 
treatment programs, except in those instances where a 4 
different meaning is provided or the context in which the 5 
word used clearly indicates that a different meaning is 6 
intended. 7 

“Child Advocacy Center (CAC)” means a community-8 
based organization that is a member in good standing with 9 
the West Virginia Child Abuse Network, Inc., as set forth in 10 
§49-3-101 of this code. 11 

“Child care” means responsibilities assumed and 12 
services performed in relation to a child’s physical, 13 
emotional, psychological, social, and personal needs and the 14 
consideration of the child’s rights and entitlements, but does 15 
not include secure detention or incarceration under the 16 
jurisdiction of the Division of Juvenile Services pursuant to 17 
§49-2-901 et seq. of this code. It includes the provision of 18 
child care services or residential services.  19 

“Child care center” means a facility maintained by the 20 
state or any county or municipality thereof, or any agency 21 
or facility maintained by an individual, firm, corporation, 22 
association, or organization, public or private for the care of 23 
13 or more children for child care services in any setting, if 24 
the facility is open for more than 30 days per year per child. 25

“Child care services” means direct care and protection 26 
of children during a portion of a 24- hour day outside of the 27 
child’s own home which provides experiences to children 28 
that foster their healthy development and education.  29 

“Child placing agency” means a child welfare agency 30 
organized for the purpose of placing children in private 31 
family homes for foster care or for adoption. The function 32 
of a child placing agency may include the investigation and 33 
certification of foster family homes and foster family group 34 
homes as provided in this chapter. The function of a child 35 
placing agency may also include the supervision of children 36 
who are 16 or 17 years old and living in unlicensed 37 
residences. 38 

“Child welfare agency” means any agency or facility 39 
maintained by the state or any county or municipality 40 
thereof, or any agency or facility maintained by an 41 
individual, firm, corporation, association, or organization, 42 
public or private, to receive children for care and 43 
maintenance or for placement in residential care facilities, 44 
including, without limitation, private homes or any facility 45 
that provides care for unmarried mothers and their children. 46 
A child welfare agency does not include juvenile detention 47 
facilities or juvenile correctional facilities operated by or 48 
under contract with the Division of Juvenile Services, 49 
pursuant to §49-2-901 et seq. of this code, nor any other 50 
facility operated by that division for the secure housing or 51 
holding of juveniles committed to its custody. 52 

“Community based” means a facility, program, or 53 
service located near the child’s home or family and 54 
involving community participation in planning, operation, 55 
and evaluation and which may include, but is not limited to, 56 
medical, educational, vocational, social, and psychological 57 
guidance, training, special education, counseling, substance 58 
abuse, and any other treatment or rehabilitation services. 59 

“Community-based juvenile probation sanctions” 60 
means any of a continuum of nonresidential accountability 61 
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measures, programs, and sanctions in response to a 62 
technical violation of probation, as part of a system of 63 
community-based juvenile probation sanctions and 64 
incentives, that may include, but are not limited to: 65 

(A) Electronic monitoring; 66 

(B) Drug and alcohol screening, testing, or monitoring; 67 

(C) Youth reporting centers; 68 

(D) Reporting and supervision requirements; 69 

(E) Community service; and 70 

(F) Rehabilitative interventions such as family 71 
counseling, substance abuse treatment, restorative justice 72 
programs, and behavioral or mental health treatment. 73 

“Community services” means nonresidential prevention 74 
or intervention services or programs that are intended to 75 
reduce delinquency and future court involvement. 76 

“Evidence-based practices” means policies, procedures, 77 
programs, and practices demonstrated by research to 78 
reliably produce reductions in the likelihood of reoffending. 79 

“Facility” means a place or residence, including 80 
personnel, structures, grounds, and equipment used for the 81 
care of a child or children on a residential or other basis for 82 
any number of hours a day in any shelter or structure 83 
maintained for that purpose. Facility does not include any 84 
juvenile detention facility or juvenile correctional facility 85 
operated by or under contract with the Division of Juvenile 86 
Services for the secure housing or holding of juveniles 87 
committed to its custody. 88 

“Family child care facility” means any facility which is 89 
used to provide nonresidential child care services for 90 
compensation for seven to 12 children, including children 91 
who are living in the household, who are under six years of 92 
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age. A facility may be in a provider’s residence or a separate 93 
building. 94 

“Family child care home” means a facility which is used 95 
to provide nonresidential child care services for 96 
compensation in a provider’s residence. The provider may 97 
care for four to six children at one time, including children 98 
who are living in the household, who are under six years of 99 
age.  100 

“Family resource network” means: 101 

(A) A local community organization charged with 102 
service coordination, needs and resource assessment, 103 
planning, community mobilization, and evaluation, and 104 
which has met the following criteria:  105 

(i) Agreeing to a single governing entity; 106 

(ii) Agreeing to engage in activities to improve service 107 
systems for children and families within the community; 108 

(iii) Addressing a geographic area of a county or two or 109 
more contiguous counties; 110 

(iv) Having nonproviders, which include family 111 
representatives and other members who are not employees 112 
of publicly funded agencies, as the majority of the members 113 
of the governing body, and having family representatives as 114 
the majority of the nonproviders; 115 

(v) Having representatives of local service agencies, 116 
including, but not limited to, the public health department, 117 
the behavioral health center, the local health and human 118 
resources agency, and the county school district, on the 119 
governing body; and  120 

(vi) Accepting principles consistent with the cabinet’s 121 
mission as part of its philosophy. 122 
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(B) A family resource network may not provide direct 123 
services, which means to provide programs or services 124 
directly to children and families. 125 

“Family support”, for the purposes of §49-2-601 et seq. 126 
of this code, means goods and services needed by families 127 
to care for their family members with developmental 128 
disabilities and to enjoy a quality of life comparable to other 129 
community members. 130 

“Family support program” means a coordinated system 131 
of family support services administered by the Department 132 
of Health and Human Resources through contracts with 133 
behavioral health agencies throughout the state. 134 

“Foster family home” means a private residence which 135 
is used for the care on a residential basis of no more than 136 
five children who are unrelated by blood, marriage, or 137 
adoption to any adult member of the household.  138 

“Health care and treatment” means: 139 

(A) Developmental screening; 140 

(B) Mental health screening; 141 

(C) Mental health treatment; 142 

(D) Ordinary and necessary medical and dental 143 
examination and treatment; 144 

(E) Preventive care including ordinary immunizations, 145 
tuberculin testing, and well-child care; and 146 

(F) Nonemergency diagnosis and treatment. However, 147 
nonemergency diagnosis and treatment does not include an 148 
abortion. 149 

“Home-based family preservation services” means 150 
services dispensed by the Department of Health and Human 151 
Resources or by another person, association, or group who 152 
has contracted with that division to dispense services when 153 
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those services are intended to stabilize and maintain the 154 
natural or surrogate family in order to prevent the placement 155 
of children in substitute care. There are two types of home-156 
based family preservation services and they are as follows: 157 

(A) Intensive, short-term intervention of four to six 158 
weeks; and 159 

(B) Home-based, longer-term after care following 160 
intensive intervention. 161 

“Informal family child care” means a home that is used 162 
to provide nonresidential child care services for 163 
compensation for three or fewer children, including children 164 
who are living in the household who are under six years of 165 
age. Care is given in the provider’s own home to at least one 166 
child who is not related to the caregiver. 167 

“Nonsecure facility” means any public or private 168 
residential facility not characterized by construction fixtures 169 
designed to physically restrict the movements and activities 170 
of individuals held in lawful custody in that facility and 171 
which provides its residents access to the surrounding 172 
community with supervision. 173 

“Nonviolent misdemeanor offense” means a 174 
misdemeanor offense that does not include any of the 175 
following:  176 

(A) An act resulting in bodily injury or death;  177 

(B) The use of a weapon in the commission of the 178 
offense;  179 

(C) A domestic abuse offense involving a significant or 180 
likely risk of harm to a family member or household 181 
member; 182 

(D) A criminal sexual conduct offense; or 183 
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(E) Any offense for driving under the influence of 184 
alcohol or drugs. 185 

“Out-of-home placement” means a post-adjudication 186 
placement in a foster family home, group home, nonsecure 187 
facility, emergency shelter, hospital, psychiatric residential 188 
treatment facility, staff secure facility, hardware secure 189 
facility, detention facility, or other residential placement 190 
other than placement in the home of a parent, custodian, or 191 
guardian. 192 

“Out-of-school time” means a child care service which 193 
offers activities to children before and after school, on 194 
school holidays, when school is closed due to emergencies, 195 
and on school calendar days set aside for teacher activities. 196 

“Placement” means any temporary or permanent 197 
placement of a child who is in the custody of the state in any 198 
foster home, group home, or other facility or residence. 199 

“Pre-adjudicatory community supervision” means 200 
supervision provided to a youth prior to adjudication, for a 201 
period of supervision up to one year for an alleged status or 202 
delinquency offense. 203 

“Regional family support council” means the council 204 
established by the regional family support agency to carry 205 
out the responsibilities specified in §49-2-601 et seq. of this 206 
code. 207 

“Relative family child care” means a home that provides 208 
nonresidential child care services only to children related to 209 
the caregiver. The caregiver is a grandparent, great 210 
grandparent, aunt, uncle, great-aunt, great-uncle, or adult 211 
sibling of the child or children receiving care. Care is given 212 
in the provider’s home. 213 

“Residential services” means child care which includes 214 
the provision of nighttime shelter and the personal 215 
discipline and supervision of a child by guardians, 216 
custodians, or other persons or entities on a continuing or 217 
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temporary basis. It may include care or treatment, or both, 218 
for transitioning adults. Residential services does not 219 
include or apply to any juvenile detention facility or juvenile 220 
correctional facility operated by the Division of Juvenile 221 
Services, created pursuant to this chapter, for the secure 222 
housing or holding of juveniles committed to its custody. 223 

“Risk and needs assessment” means a validated, 224 
standardized actuarial tool which identifies specific risk 225 
factors that increase the likelihood of reoffending and the 226 
factors that, when properly addressed, can reduce the 227 
likelihood of reoffending. 228 

“Secure facility” means any public or private residential 229 
facility which includes construction fixtures designed to 230 
physically restrict the movements and activities of juveniles 231 
or other individuals held in lawful custody in such facility. 232 

“Staff secure facility” means any public or private 233 
residential facility characterized by staff restrictions of the 234 
movements and activities of individuals held in lawful 235 
custody in such facility, and which limits its residents’ 236 
access to the surrounding community, but is not 237 
characterized by construction fixtures designed to 238 
physically restrict the movements and activities of residents. 239 

“Standardized screener” means a brief, validated 240 
nondiagnostic inventory or questionnaire designed to 241 
identify juveniles in need of further assessment for medical, 242 
substance abuse, emotional, psychological, behavioral, or 243 
educational issues, or other conditions. 244 

“State family support council” means the council 245 
established by the Department of Health and Human 246 
Resources pursuant to §49-2-601 et seq. of this code to carry 247 
out the responsibilities specified in §49-2-1 et seq. of this 248 
code.249 

“Time-limited reunification services” means individual, 250 
group, and family counseling, inpatient, residential, or 251 
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outpatient substance abuse treatment services, mental health 252 
services, assistance to address domestic violence, services 253 
designed to provide temporary child care, and therapeutic 254 
services for families, including crisis nurseries and 255 
transportation to or from those services, provided during 15 256 
of the most recent 22 months a child or juvenile has been in 257 
foster care, as determined by the earlier date of the first 258 
judicial finding that the child is subjected to abuse or 259 
neglect, or the date which is 60 days after the child or 260 
juvenile is removed from home. 261 

“Technical violation” means an act that violates the 262 
terms or conditions of probation or a court order that does 263 
not constitute a new delinquent offense. 264 

“Truancy diversion specialist” means a school-based 265 
probation officer or truancy social worker within a school 266 
or schools who, among other responsibilities, identifies 267 
truants and the causes of the truant behavior, and assists in 268 
developing a plan to reduce the truant behavior prior to court 269 
involvement. 270

Virginia, 1931, as amended, relating to requiring the 
department to file a petition to terminate parental rights when 
parents voluntarily fail to have contact or attempt to have

and creating exceptions thereto. 

Be it enacted by the Legislature of West Virginia: 

ARTICLE 4. COURT ACTIONS. 

§49-4-605. When department efforts to terminate parental 
rights are required. 

(a) Except as provided in §49-4-605(b) of this code, the 1 
department shall file or join in a petition or otherwise seek a 2 
ruling in any pending proceeding to terminate parental rights: 3 

(1) If a child has been in foster care for 15 of the most 4 
recent 22 months as determined by the earlier of the date of 5 
the first judicial finding that the child is subjected to abuse 6 
or neglect or the date which is 60 days after the child is 7 
removed from the home; 8 

(2) If a court has determined the child is abandoned, 9 
tortured, sexually abused, or chronically abused;  10 

(3) If a court has determined the parent has committed 11 
murder or voluntary manslaughter of another of his or her 12 
children, another child in the household, or the other parent 13 
of his or her children; has attempted or conspired to commit 14 
murder or voluntary manslaughter or has been an accessory 15 
before or after the fact of either crime; has committed 16 
unlawful or malicious wounding resulting in serious bodily 17 
injury to the child or to another of his or her children, another 18 
child in the household or to the other parent of his or her 19 
children; has committed sexual assault or sexual abuse of the 20 
child, the child’s other parent, guardian or custodian, another 21 
child of the parent or any other child residing in the same 22 
household or under the temporary or permanent custody of 23 
the parent; or the parental rights of the parent to another child 24 
have been terminated involuntarily; or25 

(4) If a parent whose child has been removed from the 26 
parent’s care, custody, and control by an order of removal 27 
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voluntarily fails to have contact or attempt to have contact 28 
with the child for a period of 18 consecutive months: 29 
Provided, That failure to have, or attempt to have, contact 30 
due to being incarcerated, being in a medical or drug 31 
treatment or recovery facility, or being on active military 32 
duty shall not be considered voluntary behavior. 33 

(b) The department may determine not to file a petition 34 
to terminate parental rights when: 35 

(1) At the option of the department, the child has been 36 
placed permanently with a relative by court order; 37 

(2) The department has documented in the case plan 38 
made available for court review a compelling reason, 39 
including, but not limited to, the child’s age and preference 40 
regarding termination or the child’s placement in custody of 41 
the department based on any proceedings initiated under 42 
part seven of this article, that filing the petition would not 43 
be in the best interests of the child; or 44 

(3) The department has not provided, when reasonable 45 
efforts to return a child to the family are required, the 46 
services to the child’s family as the department deems 47 
necessary for the safe return of the child to the home. 48

ARTICLE 2. STATE RESPONSIBILITIES FOR CHILDREN. 

§49-2-803. Persons mandated to report suspected abuse and 
neglect; requirements. 

(a) Any medical, dental, or mental health professional, 1 
Christian Science practitioner, religious healer, school 2 
teacher or other school personnel, social service worker, 3 
child care or foster care worker, emergency medical 4 
services personnel, peace officer or law-enforcement 5 
official, humane officer, member of the clergy, circuit court 6 
judge, family court judge, employee of the Division of 7 
Juvenile Services, magistrate, youth camp administrator or 8 
counselor, employee, coach or volunteer of an entity that 9 
provides organized activities for children, or commercial 10 
film or photographic print processor who has reasonable 11 
cause to suspect that a child is neglected or abused, 12 
including sexual abuse or sexual assault, or observes the 13 
child being subjected to conditions that are likely to result 14 
in abuse or neglect shall immediately, and not more than 24 15 
hours after suspecting this abuse or neglect, report the 16 
circumstances to the Department of Health and Human 17 
Resources. In any case where the reporter believes that the 18 
child suffered serious physical abuse or sexual abuse or 19 
sexual assault, the reporter shall also immediately report to 20 
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the State Police and any law-enforcement agency having 21 
jurisdiction to investigate the complaint. Any person 22 
required to report under this article who is a member of the 23 
staff or volunteer of a public or private institution, school, 24 
entity that provides organized activities for children, 25 
facility, or agency shall also immediately notify the person 26 
in charge of the institution, school, entity that provides 27 
organized activities for children, facility, or agency, or a 28 
designated agent thereof, who may supplement the report or 29 
cause an additional report to be made: Provided, That 30 
notifying a person in charge, supervisor, or superior does 31 
not exempt a person from his or her mandate to report 32 
suspected abuse or neglect.

(b) County boards of education and private school 34 
administrators shall provide all employees with a written 35 
statement setting forth the requirements contained in this 36 
section and shall obtain and preserve a signed 37 
acknowledgment from school employees that they have 38 
received and understand the reporting requirement.

(c) Nothing in this article is intended to prevent 40 
individuals from reporting suspected abuse or neglect on 41 
their own behalf. In addition to those persons and officials 42 
specifically required to report situations involving 43 
suspected abuse or neglect of children, any other person 44 
may make a report if that person has reasonable cause to 45 
suspect that a child has been abused or neglected in a home 46 
or institution or observes the child being subjected to 47 
conditions or circumstances that would reasonably result in 48 
abuse or neglect.

CHAPTER 7. COUNTY COMMISSIONS AND OFFICERS. 

ARTICLE 4. PROSECUTING ATTORNEY, REWARDS 
AND LEGAL ADVICE. 

§7-4-4. Prosecutor’s advisory council; victim advocates; 
participation in multidisciplinary planning process. 

The prosecutor’s advisory council composed of elected 1 
prosecuting attorneys of each county of the state or a 2 
designated member of their staff is continued. The 3 
prosecutor’s advisory council shall meet not less than one 4 
time each year. Annually, the council shall elect from 5 
among its membership a chairman of the council who shall 6 
set the agenda for the council’s meetings and shall appoint 7 
necessary committees and direct the work of the council in 8 
carrying out its duties under the provisions of this section. 9 

The council shall provide advice, assistance, training, 10 
and leadership to the offices of the various county 11 
prosecuting attorneys of this state in criminal and civil cases 12 
which involve child abuse or neglect or sexual assault or 13 
sexual abuse of children. The council shall also provide 14 
advice and assistance to the secretary of the Department of 15 
Health and Human Resources in the implementation of a 16 
multidisciplinary planning process as set forth in §49-4-401 17 
through §49-4-413 of this code. 18 

The council may seek funds and programs to provide 19 
each prosecuting attorney’s office with a staff person to 20 
assist children who are crime victims to obtain services and 21 
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assistance from other agencies and programs in the 22 
community. Prosecuting attorneys shall be reimbursed by 23 
their respective county commissions for necessary expenses 24 
actually incurred when attending meetings of the council. 25 

The council may apply for and receive funds from any 26 
grant program of any agency or institution in the United 27 
States, public or private, to be used for carrying out the 28 
purposes of this section. 29 

§7-4-5. Multidisciplinary investigative teams. 

The prosecuting attorney of each county in the state 1 
shall maintain a multidisciplinary investigative team, in 2 
accordance with the provisions of §49-4-402 of this code. 3 

ARTICLE 7. COMPENSATION OF ELECTED COUNTY 
OFFICIALS. 

§7-7-2. Establishment of county in-service training programs; 
further additional duties for prosecuting attorney in any 
county in excess of 200,000. 

(a) There are hereby established county in-service 1 
training programs as hereinafter set forth. 2 

(b) The Attorney General may establish any in-service 3 
training programs that will do most to assist the prosecuting 4 
attorneys in the performance of their duties. The Attorney 5 
General is authorized to accept any federal aid which may 6 
be made available or any financial assistance which may be 7 
available from any private nonprofit organization for the 8 
purposes of this section. The prosecuting attorney in any 9 
county having a population in excess of 200,000 shall also 10 
discharge the additional duties imposed upon him or her by 11 
the provisions of §49-4-503 of this code. 12 

(c) The State Auditor may establish any in-service 13 
training programs for county commissioners, county clerks, 14 
sheriffs, and their assistants and employees that will do most 15 
to modernize and improve the services of their respective 16 
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offices. The State Auditor in conjunction with the West 17 
Virginia Supreme Court of Appeals shall establish in-18 
service training programs for circuit clerks and their 19 
assistants and employees. The State Tax Commissioner is 20 
authorized and directed to establish such in-service training 21 
programs for assessors and their assistants and employees. 22 
The State Tax Commissioner, State Auditor, and the West 23 
Virginia Supreme Court of Appeals are authorized to accept 24 
any federal aid which may be made available or any 25 
financial assistance which may be available from any 26 
private nonprofit organization for the purpose of this article. 27 

(d) Each of the county officials mentioned in this 28 
section, and, at his or her option, one or more of his or her 29 
assistants, deputies, and employees, shall participate in the 30 
programs established under this section. 31 

(e) The county commission shall reimburse officials and 32 
employees for the actual amount expended by them for 33 
food, lodging, and registration while in attendance at 34 
authorized training for the purpose of this section. 35 

ARTICLE 10. HUMANE OFFICERS. 

§7-10-2. Duty of humane officers; reporting requirement 
when abuse or neglect of individuals suspected; 
prohibition against interference with humane officers; 
penalties. 

(a) Humane officers shall prevent the perpetration or 1 
continuance of any act of cruelty upon any animal and 2 
investigate and, upon probable cause, cause the arrest and 3 
assist in the prosecution of any person engaging in such 4 
cruel and forbidden practices. Upon reasonable cause, and, 5 
as provided by law, such officers have the right to access 6 
and inspect records and property reasonably necessary to 7 
any investigation. 8 

(b) Whenever a humane officer, pursuant to an 9 
investigation of animal cruelty, forms a reasonable 10 
suspicion that a minor child, or incapacitated or elderly 11 
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person, is the victim of abuse or neglect or has a suspicion 12 
of domestic violence, he or she shall report the suspicion 13 
and the grounds for the suspicion. In the event of suspected 14 
child abuse or neglect, the humane officer shall report to the 15 
local child protective services agency of the Department of 16 
Health and Human Resources in accordance with the 17 
provisions of §49-2-809 of this code. In the event of 18 
suspected abuse or neglect of an incapacitated or elderly 19 
person, he or she shall report to the department’s local adult 20 
protective services agency in accordance with the 21 
provisions of §9-6-11 of this code. In the event of suspected 22 
domestic violence, he or she shall report to the State Police 23 
in accordance with the provisions of §48-27-101 et seq. of 24 
this code. 25 

(c) Any person who interferes with, obstructs or resists 26 
any humane officer in the discharge of his or her duty is 27 
guilty of a misdemeanor and, upon conviction thereof, shall 28 
be fined not less than $100 nor more than $500 or confined 29 
in jail not more than 30 days, or both fined and confined. 30 
Any penalties imposed for a violation of this subsection 31 
shall be imposed in addition to any penalties the person 32 
incurs for cruel or inhumane treatment of any animal. 33 

CHAPTER 15. PUBLIC SAFETY. 

ARTICLE 1I. THE CHILD PROTECTION ACT OF 2006. 

§15-1I-2. Legislative findings. 

(a) The purpose of “The Child Protection Act of 2006” 1 
is to put in place a series of programs, criminal law 2 
revisions, and other reforms to provide and promote the 3 
ability of the children of this state to live their lives without 4 
being exposed and subjected to neglect and physical and 5 
sexual abuse. The targeted increases in terms of 6 
incarceration, enhanced treatment, post-release supervision, 7 
and new approaches toward the state’s child protection 8 
system will, in the aggregate, strengthen government’s 9 
ability to address this most serious problem. The Legislature 10 
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finds that the broad reaching measures encompassed in this 11 
Act will provide for greater intervention among and 12 
punishment and monitoring of individuals who create a risk 13 
to our children’s safety and well-being. 14 

(b) The Legislature further finds that the following 15 
reforms implemented as part of this Act will provide 16 
protections to the children of this state and are all important 17 
to eliminate risks to children and are essential elements of 18 
“The Child Protection Act of 2006”: 19 

(1) Creating a special unit in the State Police 20 
specializing in the investigation of child abuse and neglect 21 
— §15-2-15 of this code; 22 

(2) Modifying the Sex Offender Registration Act to 23 
ensure more effective registration, identification, and 24 
monitoring of persons convicted of sexual offenses — §15-25 
12-1 et seq. of this code; 26 

(3) Establishing the Child Abuse and Neglect Registry, 27 
requiring the registry to disclose information to certain state 28 
and local officials — §15-13-1 et seq. of this code; 29 

(4) Providing for coded driver’s licenses and nondriver 30 
identification cards to more easily identify sexually violent 31 
predators — §17B-2-3 of this code; 32 

(5) Prohibiting contractors and service providers 33 
convicted of certain offenses from accessing school grounds 34 
and providing for the release of criminal history information 35 
by the central abuse registry to county school boards — §18-36 
5-15c of this code; 37 

(6) Establishing a task force to study the feasibility of 38 
constructing separate correctional facilities for the 39 
incarceration and treatment of sex offenders — §25-1-22 of 40 
this code; 41 

(7) Requiring the State Police and the Department of 42 
Health and Human Resources to maintain statewide child 43

(8) Providing for increased terms of incarceration for 47 
first degree sexual assault and first degree sexual abuse 48 
committed against children under the age of 12 — §61-8B-49 
3 and §61-8B-7 of this code; 50 

(9) Eliminating eligibility of certain sex offenders for 51 
probation, home incarceration, and alternative sentences 52 
and providing for enhanced terms of incarceration for 53 
certain subsequent sex offenses committed by recidivist sex 54 
offenders — §61-8B-9a and §61-8B-9b of this code; 55 

(10) Providing for polygraph examinations for certain 56 
sex offenders on probation, parole, or supervised release — 57

(11) Providing for electronic monitoring of certain sex 59 
offenders on probation, parole, and supervised release — 60

(14) Authorizing the Department of Health and Human 68 
Resources to establish qualifications for sex offender 69 
treatment programs and counselors — §62-12-2 and §62-70

(15) Providing for extended supervision of certain 72 
offenders and supervised release requirements for sexually 73 
violent offenders — §62-12-26 of this code; and 74 
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(16) Providing for prerelease risk assessments of certain 75 
sex offenders — §62-12-27 of this code. 76 

(c) In addition, the Legislature finds that those enhanced 77 
terms of incarceration and post-conviction measures 78 
provided for in this Act which impact certain offenders 79 
convicted of sexual offenses against adults are necessary 80 
and appropriate to protect children from neglect and 81 
physical and sexual abuse given that: (1) Clinical research 82 
indicates that a substantial percentage of sexual offenders 83 
“cross over” among age groups in selecting their victims; 84 
(2) many of the risk factors prevalent among sex offenders 85 
that “cross over” (e.g., substance abuse, lack of empathy 86 
toward victim, inability to control inappropriate impulses, 87 
childhood abuse) also are prevalent among perpetrators of 88 
child abuse and neglect; and (3) enhanced terms of 89 
incarceration, post-conviction supervision, monitoring,` 90 
and treatment measures will enable the criminal justice 91 
system to identify and address those “cross over” offenders 92 
before they can victimize additional children. 93 

ARTICLE 2. WEST VIRGINIA STATE POLICE. 

§15-2-15. State Police Child Abuse and Neglect Investigations 
Unit. 

(a) The superintendent shall maintain a special unit of 1 
the State Police called the Child Abuse and Neglect 2 
Investigations Unit. The purpose of the unit is to focus on 3 
identifying, investigating, and prosecuting criminal child 4 
abuse and neglect cases, in coordination with Child 5 
Protective Services, established pursuant to §49-2-802 of 6 
this code. The unit shall assist other State Police members 7 
with child abuse or neglect investigations as well as the 8 
Division of Child Protective Services. The unit may provide 9 
training, technical expertise, and coordination of services 10 
for other law-enforcement agencies, Child Protective 11 
Services caseworkers, prosecuting attorneys, and 12 
multidisciplinary teams established pursuant to the 13 
provisions of §49-4-402 of this code, to identify, 14 
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investigate, report, and prosecute criminal child abuse and 15 
criminal child neglect cases. However, nothing in this 16 
section may be construed to mean that the unit will assume 17 
the duties or investigations of other State Police members or 18 
other law-enforcement officers. 19 

(b) The unit shall consist, at a minimum, six members 20 
of the State Police. The superintendent shall assign a unit 21 
director and five regional members, to be dedicated and 22 
trained to assist county Child Protective Services Offices 23 
and caseworkers in investigating and coordinating with 24 
other law-enforcement personnel, cases of suspected child 25 
abuse or neglect. Cases to be investigated include 26 
allegations received pursuant to §49-2-803 of this code, and 27 
any other credible child abuse or neglect allegations. 28 

(c) The unit director’s duties include: 29 

(1) Overseeing State Police members assigned to the 30 
unit; 31 

(2) Coordinating activities of the unit with Child 32 
Protection Services; 33 

(3) Assisting Child Protective Services in developing 34 
and refining protocols for improving identification and 35 
prosecution of suspected criminal acts of child abuse or 36 
neglect; and 37 

(4) Assuring that all other directives and responsibilities 38 
of the unit are fulfilled. 39 

(d) The unit shall maintain a statewide statistical index 40 
on child abuse and neglect convictions resulting from 41 
convictions for violations of §61-8D-2, §61-8D-2a, §61-42 
8D-3, §61-8D-3a, §61-8D-4 and §61-8D-4a of this code, to 43 
monitor the timely and proper investigation and disposition 44 
of child abuse or neglect cases. The statistical data index 45 
maintained by the unit shall not contain information of a 46 
specific nature that would identify individual cases or 47 
persons. 48

(e) On or before December 31, of each year, the unit 49 
director shall submit an annual report to the Joint 50 
Committee on Government and Finance. The annual report 51 
is to include the statistical index required under the 52 
provisions of subsection (d) of this section, and may include 53 
recommendations for statutory or program reforms that will 54 
assist the unit and further promote the goals of the unit. The 55 
report may not contain information of a specific nature that 56 
would identify individual cases or persons. 57 

(f) Every state law-enforcement agency of this state 58 
shall periodically provide statistical information regarding 59 
child abuse and neglect cases investigated and prosecuted 60 
by that law-enforcement agency to the unit. 61 

(g) The superintendent may propose rules for legislative 62 
approval or procedural rules as necessary to effectuate the 63 
provisions of this section in accordance with the provisions 64 
of §29A-3-1 et seq. of this code. The superintendent shall 65 
provide forms to law-enforcement agencies, circuit clerks, 66 
and parole officers to facilitate submission of appropriate 67 
information necessary to prepare the statistical reports 68 
required by this section. 69 

(h) There is continued a special account in the state 70 
Treasury, into which shall be deposited any gifts, grants or 71 
donations made to the unit, and any other funds directed to 72 
be deposited into the account by appropriation of the 73 
Legislature, and to be expended for the purposes of this 74 
section pursuant to appropriation of the Legislature. 75 

ARTICLE 2C. CENTRAL ABUSE REGISTRY. 

§15-2C-1. Definitions. 

The following terms when used in this article have 1 
meanings ascribed to them in this section, except in those 2 
instances where the context clearly indicates a different 3 
meaning: 4 
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(a) “Central abuse registry” or “registry” means the 5 
registry created by this article which contains the names of 6 
individuals who have been convicted of a felony or a 7 
misdemeanor offense constituting abuse, neglect, or 8 
misappropriation of the property of a child or an 9 
incapacitated adult or an adult receiving behavioral health 10 
services. 11 

(b) “Child abuse and neglect” or “child abuse or 12 
neglect” means those terms as defined in §49-1-201 of this 13 
code, and shall include any act with respect to a child which 14 
is a crime against the person pursuant to §61-2-1 et seq. of 15 
this code, any act which is unlawful pursuant to §61-8D-1 16 
et seq, of this code and any offense with respect to a child 17 
which is enumerated in §15-2C-3 of this code. 18 

(c) “Abuse or neglect of an incapacitated adult” means 19 
“abuse,” “neglect,” and “incapacitated adult” as those terms 20 
are defined in §9-6-1 of this code, and shall include any act 21 
with respect to an incapacitated adult which is a crime 22 
against the person pursuant to §61-2-1 et seq. of this code, 23 
and any offense with respect to an incapacitated adult which 24 
is enumerated in §15-2C-3 of this code. 25 

(d) “Adult receiving behavioral health services” means 26 
a person over the age of 18 years who is receiving any 27 
behavioral health service from a licensed behavioral health 28 
provider or any behavioral health provider whose services 29 
are paid for, in whole or in part, by Medicaid or Medicare. 30 

(e) “Conviction” of a felony or a misdemeanor means 31 
an adjudication of guilt by a court or jury following a 32 
hearing on the merits, or entry of a plea of guilty or nolo 33 
contendere. 34 

(f) “Residential care facility” means any facility where 35 
a child or an incapacitated adult or an adult receiving 36 
behavioral health services resides which is subject to 37 
registration, licensure, or certification by the Department of 38 
Health and Human Resources, and includes nursing homes, 39 
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personal care homes, residential board and care homes, 40 
adult family care homes, group homes, legally unlicensed 41 
service providers, residential child care facilities, family 42 
based foster care homes, specialized family care homes, and 43 
intermediate care facilities for the mentally retarded. 44 

(g) “Misappropriation of property” means any act which 45 
is a crime against property under §61-3-1 et seq. of this code 46 
with respect to a child in a residential care facility or an 47 
incapacitated adult or an adult receiving behavioral health 48 
services in a residential care facility or a child or an 49 
incapacitated adult or an adult receiving behavioral health 50 
services who is a recipient of home care services. 51 

(h) “Home care” or “home care services” means 52 
services provided to children or incapacitated adults or 53 
adults receiving behavioral health services in the home 54 
through a hospice provider, a community care provider, a 55 
home health agency, through the Medicaid waiver program, 56 
or through any person when that service is reimbursable 57 
under the state Medicaid program. 58 

(i) “Requester” means the West Virginia Department of 59 
Education, any residential care facility, any state licensed 60 
day care center, any qualified entity as defined in this 61 
section, or any provider of home care services or an adult 62 
receiving behavioral health services, providing to the 63 
Central Abuse Registry the name of an individual and other 64 
information necessary to identify that individual, and either: 65 
(1) Certifying that the individual is being considered for 66 
employment or service as a volunteer by the requester or for 67 
a contractual relationship with the requester where the 68 
individual will provide services to a child or an 69 
incapacitated adult or an adult receiving behavioral health 70 
services for compensation; or contractors and vendors who 71 
have or may have unsupervised access to the child, disabled, 72 
or elderly person for whom the qualified entity provides 73 
care; or (2) certifying that an allegation of abuse, neglect, or 74 
misappropriation of property has been made against the 75 
individual. 76 
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(j) “Qualified entity” means any business, agency, or 77 
organization that provides care, treatment, education, 78 
training, instruction, supervision, or recreation for children, 79 
the elderly, or individuals with disabilities and is a public, 80 
private, or not-for-profit entity within the State of West 81 
Virginia and meets the definition of qualified entity under 82 
the federal National Child Protection Act of 1993; P.L. 103-83 
209 as amended by the Volunteers for Children Act; P.L. 84 
105-251. 85 

ARTICLE 9. GOVERNOR’S COMMITTEE ON CRIME, 
DELINQUENCY AND CORRECTION. 

§15-9-3. Ascertaining compliance with applicable standards 
in juvenile detention and correctional facilities. 

The Governor’s Committee on Crime, Delinquency and 1 
Correction or its designee shall ascertain the compliance of 2 
juvenile detention and juvenile correctional facilities 3 
operated by or under contract with the Division of Juvenile 4 
Services, created pursuant to §49-2-902 of this code, with 5 
standards for the structure, physical plant, operation, and 6 
maintenance of the facilities, promulgated by the juvenile 7 
facility standards commission, pursuant to §31-20-9a of this 8 
code: Provided, That the review shall not include 9 
educational programs in the facilities. 10 

ARTICLE 11. PAYMENT OF FUNERAL EXPENSES. 

§15-11-2. Payment of funeral expenses of law-enforcement, 
safety, and emergency workers killed in the line of duty. 

(a) The Secretary of Military Affairs and Public Safety 1 
shall, upon written request, direct payment from the fund in 2 
the form of a draft as provided in this article up to and 3 
including an amount not exceeding $8,000 for the 4 
reasonable funeral expenses, including burial expenses, of a 5 
law-enforcement, safety, or emergency worker killed on or 6 
after January 1, 1999, while carrying out official duties: 7 
Provided, That funds shall not be expended for any funeral 8 
expense that is otherwise payable pursuant to the provisions 9 
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of §23-4-1 et seq. of this code, as amended, or other benefit 10 
programs established by a provision of this code which does 11 
not involve employee participation: Provided, however, 12 
That where other funds for funeral expenses are provided 13 
pursuant to the laws of this state, from whatever source, 14 
which amount to less than $8,000, funds provided by the 15 
provisions of this section shall be expended so as to ensure 16 
that at least $8,000 is available for reasonable funeral 17 
expenses. The secretary shall direct payment of the funeral 18 
expenses upon written request of an employer or head of a 19 
volunteer organization, as is appropriate pursuant to this 20 
article, certifying that the individual for whom funeral 21 
expenses are requested was killed while performing official 22 
duties. 23 

(b) The secretary shall supply the draft in the name of 24 
the person contracting for the funeral services and, if 25 
known, the service provider to the employer or agency head 26 
making the request who shall tender the draft to the person 27 
who contracted for the services. 28 

(c) For the purposes of this section, “law-enforcement, 29 
safety, or emergency worker” means: 30 

(1) Any duly authorized member of a law-enforcement 31 
agency who is authorized to maintain public peace and 32 
order, prevent and detect crime, make arrests, and enforce 33 
the laws of the state or any county or municipality of the 34 
state, other than parking ordinances, and including those 35 
persons employed as security officers at municipal, county, 36 
regional, or state offices, authorities or institutions, although 37 
their employers may not be public law-enforcement 38 
agencies, employed by the Hatfield-McCoy Regional 39 
Recreation Authority, and members of the West Virginia 40 
National Guard while engaged in active duty service: 41 
Provided, That this section does not apply to those persons 42 
employed by private security firms or agencies; 43 

(2) Any state, regional, county, or municipal 44 
correctional employee; 45 
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(3) Any firefighter employed by the state or any political 46 
subdivision of the state and any volunteer firefighter 47 
performing as a member of a volunteer fire department; 48 

(4) Any “emergency medical services personnel”, as 49 
defined in §16-4C-3 of this code, employed by or 50 
volunteering for any state agency or institution or political 51 
subdivision of the state; or 52 

(5) Any probation officer appointed under the 53 
provisions of either §62-12-5 or §49-4-719 of this code. 54 

CHAPTER 16. PUBLIC HEALTH. 

ARTICLE 2F. PARENTAL NOTIFICATION OF 
ABORTIONS PERFORMED ON UNEMANCIPATED 
MINORS. 

§16-2F-2. Definitions. 

For purposes of this article, unless the context in which 1 
used clearly requires otherwise: 2 

As used in this article: 3 

(1) “Abortion” means the use of any instrument, 4 
medicine, drug, or any other substance or device with intent 5 
to terminate the pregnancy of a female known to be pregnant 6 
and with intent to cause the expulsion of a fetus other than 7 
by live birth. This article does not prevent the prescription, 8 
sale, or transfer of intrauterine contraceptive devices, other 9 
contraceptive devices, or other generally medically 10 
accepted contraceptive devices, instruments, medicines or 11 
drugs for a female who is not known to be pregnant and for 12 
whom the contraceptive devices, instruments, medicines or 13 
drugs were prescribed by a physician solely for 14 
contraceptive purposes and not for the purpose of inducing 15 
or causing the termination of a known pregnancy.  16 

(2) “Medical emergency” means the same as that term 17 
is defined in §16-2M-2 of this code. 18 
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(3) “Secretary” means the Secretary of the West 19 
Virginia Department of Health and Human Resources. 20 

(4) “Unemancipated minor” means any person less than 21 
18 years of age who is not, or has not been, married, who is 22 
under the care, custody, and control of the person’s parent 23 
or parents, guardian, or court of competent jurisdiction 24 
pursuant to applicable federal law or as provided in §49-4-25 
115 of this code. 26 

ARTICLE 3C. AIDS-RELATED MEDICAL TESTING AND 
RECORDS CONFIDENTIALITY ACT. 

§16-3C-1. Definitions. 

When used in this article: 1 

(a) “AIDS” means acquired immunodeficiency 2 
syndrome. 3 

(b) “Bureau” means the Bureau for Public Health. 4 

(c) “Commissioner” means the commissioner of the 5 
Bureau for Public Health. 6 

(d) “Convicted” includes pleas of guilty and pleas of 7 
nolo contendere accepted by the court having jurisdiction of 8 
the criminal prosecution, a finding of guilty following a jury 9 
trial, or a trial to a court and an adjudicated juvenile offender 10 
as defined in §49-1-202 of this code. 11 

(e) “Department” means the State Department of Health 12 
and Human Resources. 13 

(f) “Funeral director” has the same meaning ascribed to 14 
that term in §30-6-3 of this code. 15 

(g) “Funeral establishment” has the same meaning 16 
ascribed to that term in §30-6-3 of this code. 17 

(h) “HIV” means the human immunodeficiency virus 18 
identified as the causative agent of AIDS. 19 
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(i) “HIV-related test” means a test for the HIV antibody 20 
or antigen or any future valid test approved by the bureau, 21 
the federal drug administration, or the Centers for Disease 22 
Control and Prevention. 23 

(j) “Health facility” means a hospital, nursing home, 24 
physician’s office, clinic, blood bank, blood center, sperm 25 
bank, laboratory, or other health care institution. 26 

(k) “Health care provider” means any physician, dentist, 27 
nurse, paramedic, psychologist, or other person providing 28 
medical, dental, nursing, psychological, or other health care 29 
services of any kind. 30 

(l) “Health Information Exchange” means the electronic 31 
movement of health-related information in accord with law 32 
and nationally recognized standards. 33 

(m) “High risk behavior” means behavior by a person 34 
including, but not limited to: (i) Unprotected sex with a 35 
person who is living with HIV; (ii) unprotected sex in 36 
exchange for money or drugs; (iii) unprotected sex with 37 
multiple partners; (iv) anonymous unprotected sex; (v) or 38 
needle sharing; (vi) diagnosis of a sexually transmitted 39 
disease; or (vii) unprotected sex or sharing injecting 40 
equipment in a high HIV prevalence setting or with a person 41 
who is living with HIV. 42 

(n) “Medical or emergency responders” means paid or 43 
volunteer firefighters, law-enforcement officers, emergency 44 
medical technicians, paramedics, or other emergency 45 
service personnel, providers, or entities acting within the 46 
usual course of their duties; good samaritans and other 47 
nonmedical and nonemergency personnel providing 48 
assistance in emergencies; funeral directors; health care 49 
providers; the commissioner of the Bureau for Public 50 
Health; and all of their employees and volunteers. 51 

(o) “Patient” or “test subject” or “subject of the test” 52 
means the person upon whom an HIV test is performed, or 53 
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the person who has legal authority to make health care 54 
decisions for the test subject. 55 

(p) “Permitted purpose” is a disclosure permitted by the 56 
Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act of 1996 57 
as amended, or a disclosure consented to or authorized by a 58 
patient or test subject. 59 

(q) “Person” includes any natural person, partnership, 60 
association, joint venture, trust, public or private 61 
corporation, or health facility. 62 

(r) “Release of test results” means a permitted or 63 
authorized disclosure of HIV-related test results. 64 

(s) “Significant exposure” means: 65 

(1) Exposure to blood or body fluids through 66 
needlestick, instruments, sharps, surgery, or traumatic 67 
events;  68 

(2) Exposure of mucous membranes to visible blood or 69 
body fluids, to which universal precautions apply according 70 
to the national Centers for Disease Control and Prevention, 71 
and laboratory specimens that contain HIV (e.g. 72 
suspensions of concentrated virus); or 73 

(3) Exposure of skin to visible blood or body fluids, 74 
when the exposed skin is chapped, abraded, or afflicted with 75 
dermatitis or the contact is prolonged or involving an 76 
extensive area. 77 

(t) “Source patient” means any person whose body 78 
fluids have been the source of a significant exposure to a 79 
medical or emergency responder. 80 

(u) “Targeted testing” means performing an HIV-81 
related test for sub-populations at higher risk, typically 82 
defined on the basis of behavior, clinical, or demographic 83 
characteristics. 84

(v) “Victim” means the person or persons to whom 85 
transmission of bodily fluids from the perpetrator of the 86 
crimes of sexual abuse, sexual assault, incest, or sexual 87 
molestation occurred or was likely to have occurred in the 88 
commission of such crimes. 89 

ARTICLE 9A. TOBACCO USAGE RESTRICTIONS. 

§16-9A-3. Use or possession of tobacco or tobacco products, 
alternative nicotine products or vapor products by 
persons under the age of 18 years; penalties. 

A person under the age of 18 years shall not have on or 1 
about his or her person or premises or use any cigarette, or 2 
cigarette paper, or any other paper prepared, manufactured 3 
or made for the purpose of smoking any tobacco products, 4 
in any form; any pipe, snuff, chewing tobacco, tobacco 5 
product, or tobacco-derived product: Provided, That minors 6 
participating in the inspection of locations where tobacco 7 
products or tobacco-derived products are sold or distributed 8 
pursuant to §16-9A-7 of this code is not considered to 9 
violate the provisions of this section. Any person violating 10 
the provisions of this section shall for the first violation be 11 
fined $50 and be required to serve eight hours of community 12 
service; for a second violation, the person shall be fined 13 
$100 and be required to serve 16 hours of community 14 
service; and for a third and each subsequent violation, the 15 
person shall be fined $200 and be required to serve 24 hours 16 
of community service. Notwithstanding the provisions of 17 
§49-4-701 of this code, the magistrate court has concurrent 18 
jurisdiction. 19 

ARTICLE 30. WEST VIRGINIA HEALTH CARE 
DECISIONS ACT. 

§16-30-3. Definitions. 

For the purposes of this article: 1 

(a) “Actual knowledge” means the possession of 2 
information of the person’s wishes communicated to the 3 
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health care provider orally or in writing by the person, the 4 
person’s medical power of attorney representative, the 5 
person’s health care surrogate, or other individuals resulting 6 
in the health care provider’s personal cognizance of these 7 
wishes. Constructive notice and other forms of imputed 8 
knowledge are not actual knowledge. 9 

(b) “Adult” means a person who is 18 years of age or 10 
older, an emancipated minor who has been established as 11 
such pursuant to the provisions of §49-4-115 of this code, 12 
or a mature minor. 13 

(c) “Advanced nurse practitioner” means a registered 14 
nurse with substantial theoretical knowledge in a 15 
specialized area of nursing practice and proficient clinical 16 
utilization of the knowledge in implementing the nursing 17 
process, and who has met the further requirements of the 18 
West Virginia Board of Examiners for registered 19 
professional nurses rule, advanced practice registered 20 
nurse,19CSR 7, who has a mutually agreed upon association 21 
in writing with a physician, and has been selected by or 22 
assigned to the person and has primary responsibility for 23 
treatment and care of the person. 24 

(d) “Attending physician” means the physician selected 25 
by or assigned to the person who has primary responsibility 26 
for treatment and care of the person and who is a licensed 27 
physician. If more than one physician shares that 28 
responsibility, any of those physicians may act as the 29 
attending physician under this article. 30 

(e) “Capable adult” means an adult who is physically 31 
and mentally capable of making health care decisions and 32 
who is not considered a protected person pursuant to the 33 
provisions of chapter 44A of this code. 34 

(f) “Close friend” means any adult who has exhibited 35 
significant care and concern for an incapacitated person 36 
who is willing and able to become involved in the 37 
incapacitated person’s health care and who has maintained 38 
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regular contact with the incapacitated person so as to be 39 
familiar with his or her activities, health, and religious and 40 
moral beliefs. 41 

(g) “Death” means a finding made in accordance with 42 
accepted medical standards of either: (1) The irreversible 43 
cessation of circulatory and respiratory functions; or (2) the 44 
irreversible cessation of all functions of the entire brain, 45 
including the brain stem. 46 

(h) “Guardian” means a person appointed by a court 47 
pursuant to the provisions of chapter 44A of this code who 48 
is responsible for the personal affairs of a protected person 49 
and includes a limited guardian or a temporary guardian. 50 

(i) “Health care decision” means a decision to give, 51 
withhold, or withdraw informed consent to any type of 52 
health care, including, but not limited to, medical and 53 
surgical treatments, including life-prolonging interventions, 54 
psychiatric treatment, nursing care, hospitalization, 55 
treatment in a nursing home or other facility, home health 56 
care, and organ or tissue donation. 57 

(j) “Health care facility” means a facility commonly 58 
known by a wide variety of titles, including, but not limited 59 
to, hospital, psychiatric hospital, medical center, 60 
ambulatory health care facility, physicians’ office and 61 
clinic, extended care facility operated in connection with a 62 
hospital, nursing home, a hospital extended care facility 63 
operated in connection with a rehabilitation center, hospice, 64 
home health care, and other facility established to 65 
administer health care in its ordinary course of business or 66 
practice. 67 

(k) “Health care provider” means any licensed 68 
physician, dentist, nurse, physician’s assistant, paramedic, 69 
psychologist, or other person providing medical, dental, 70 
nursing, psychological or other health care services of any 71 
kind. 72 
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(l) “Incapacity” means the inability because of physical 73 
or mental impairment to appreciate the nature and 74 
implications of a health care decision, to make an informed 75 
choice regarding the alternatives presented, and to 76 
communicate that choice in an unambiguous manner. 77 

(m) “Life-prolonging intervention” means any medical 78 
procedure or intervention that, when applied to a person, 79 
would serve to artificially prolong the dying process or to 80 
maintain the person in a persistent vegetative state. Life-81 
prolonging intervention includes, among other things, 82 
nutrition and hydration administered intravenously or 83 
through a feeding tube. The term “life-prolonging 84 
intervention” does not include the administration of 85 
medication or the performance of any other medical 86 
procedure considered necessary to provide comfort or to 87 
alleviate pain. 88 

(n) “Living will” means a written, witnessed advance 89 
directive governing the withholding or withdrawing of life-90 
prolonging intervention, voluntarily executed by a person in 91 
accordance with the requirements of §16-30-4 of this code. 92 

(o) “Mature minor” means a person, less than 18 years 93 
of age, who has been determined by a qualified physician, a 94 
qualified psychologist, or an advanced nurse practitioner to 95 
have the capacity to make health care decisions. 96 

(p) “Medical information” or “medical records” means 97 
and includes without restriction any information recorded in 98 
any form of medium that is created or received by a health 99 
care provider, health care facility, health plan, public health 100 
authority, employer, life insurer, school, or university or 101 
health care clearinghouse that relates to the past, present or 102 
future physical or mental health of the person, the provision 103 
of health care to the person, or the past, present, or future 104 
payment for the provision of health care to the person. 105 

(q) “Medical power of attorney representative” or 106 
“representative” means a person, 18 years of age or older, 107 
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appointed by another person to make health care decisions 108 
pursuant to the provisions of §16-30-6 of this code or similar 109 
act of another state and recognized as valid under the laws 110 
of this state. 111 

(r) “Parent” means a person who is another person’s 112 
natural or adoptive mother or father or who has been granted 113 
parental rights by valid court order and whose parental 114 
rights have not been terminated by a court of law. 115 

(s) “Persistent vegetative state” means an irreversible 116 
state as diagnosed by the attending physician or a qualified 117 
physician in which the person has intact brain stem function 118 
but no higher cortical function and has neither self-119 
awareness or awareness of the surroundings in a learned 120 
manner. 121 

(t) “Person” means an individual, a corporation, a 122 
business trust, a trust, a partnership, an association, a 123 
government, a governmental subdivision or agency, or any 124 
other legal entity. 125 

(u) “Physician orders for scope of treatment (POST) 126 
form” means a standardized form containing orders by a 127 
qualified physician that details a person’s life-sustaining 128 
wishes as provided by §16-30-25 of this code. 129 

(v) “Principal” means a person who has executed a 130 
living will or medical power of attorney. 131 

(w) “Protected person” means an adult who, pursuant to 132 
the provisions of chapter 44A of this code, has been found 133 
by a court, because of mental impairment, to be unable to 134 
receive and evaluate information effectively or to respond 135 
to people, events, and environments to an extent that the 136 
individual lacks the capacity to: (1) Meet the essential 137 
requirements for his or her health, care, safety, habilitation, 138 
or therapeutic needs without the assistance or protection of 139 
a guardian; or (2) manage property or financial affairs to 140 
provide for his or her support or for the support of legal 141 
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dependents without the assistance or protection of a 142 
conservator. 143 

(x) “Qualified physician” means a physician licensed to 144 
practice medicine who has personally examined the person. 145 

(y) “Qualified psychologist” means a psychologist 146 
licensed to practice psychology who has personally 147 
examined the person. 148 

(z) “Surrogate decisionmaker” or “surrogate” means an 149 
individual 18 years of age or older who is reasonably 150 
available, is willing to make health care decisions on behalf 151 
of an incapacitated person, possesses the capacity to make 152 
health care decisions, and is identified or selected by the 153 
attending physician or advanced nurse practitioner in 154 
accordance with the provisions of this article as the person 155 
who is to make those decisions in accordance with the 156 
provisions of this article. 157 

(aa) “Terminal condition” means an incurable or 158 
irreversible condition as diagnosed by the attending 159 
physician or a qualified physician for which the 160 
administration of life-prolonging intervention will serve 161 
only to prolong the dying process. 162 

ARTICLE 47. ALCOHOL AND DRUG OVERDOSE 
PREVENTION AND CLEMENCY ACT. 

§16-47-5. Immunity, alternative sentencing and clemency 
options for a person for whom emergency medical 
assistance was sought. 

(a) The immunity provisions in §16-47-4(a) of this code 1 
extend to the person for whom emergency medical 2 
assistance was sought if, after receiving emergency medical 3 
assistance, the person participates in, complies with, and 4 
completes a substance abuse treatment or recovery program 5 
approved by the court. Alternatively, a court may consider 6 
the following alternative sentencing and clemency options: 7 
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(1) Deferred prosecution under §60-6-26 or §60A-4-407 8 
of this code; 9 

(2) Pretrial diversion under §61-11-22 of this code; 10 

(3) Adjudication in drug court under §62-15-1 et seq. of 11 
this code or §49-4-703 of this code; or 12 

(4) Any other appropriate form of alternative sentencing 13 
or rehabilitation permitted by this code, including, but not 14 
limited to: 15 

(A) Probation; 16 

(B) Conditional discharge under §60-6-26 of this code; 17 
or 18 

(C) The weekend jail program, the work program or the 19 
community service program under §62-11A-1a of this code. 20 

(b) Notwithstanding any other provision of this section 21 
to the contrary, a person who may seek immunity or 22 
clemency pursuant to subsection (a) of this section and is 23 
charged with an offense not exempted by §16-47-4(a) of this 24 
code may enter a plea of guilty to an offense exempted by 25 
§16-47-4(a) of this code if the person, after consultation 26 
with his or her attorney, so desires. 27 

CHAPTER 17C. TRAFFIC REGULATIONS AND LAWS 
OF THE ROAD. 

ARTICLE 5. SERIOUS TRAFFIC OFFENSES. 

§17C-5-6a. Taking a child into custody; driving a motor 
vehicle with any amount of blood alcohol. 

(a) A preliminary breath analysis may be administered 1 
to a child whenever a law-enforcement official has 2 
reasonable cause to believe the child to have been driving a 3 
motor vehicle with any amount of alcohol in his or her blood 4 
for the purpose of determining the child’s blood alcohol 5 
content. The breath analysis must be administered as soon 6 
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as possible after the law-enforcement officer arrives at a 7 
reasonable belief that the child has been driving a motor 8 
vehicle with any amount of alcohol in his or her blood. Any 9 
preliminary breath analysis administered pursuant to this 10 
subsection must be administered with a device and in a 11 
manner approved by the division of health for that purpose. 12 
If a preliminary breath analysis is administered, the results 13 
shall be used solely for the purpose of guiding the officer in 14 
deciding whether the child, at the time of driving the motor 15 
vehicle, had an alcohol concentration in his or her blood of 16 
.0002 of one percent or more, by weight, and should, 17 
therefore, be taken into custody to administer a secondary 18 
test in accordance with the provisions of this section. 19 

(b) A child may be taken into custody by a law-20 
enforcement official without a warrant or court order if the 21 
official has reasonable grounds to believe the child to have 22 
been driving a motor vehicle with any amount of alcohol in 23 
his or her blood. If a preliminary breath analysis is 24 
administered and the results of the analysis indicate that the 25 
child has an alcohol concentration in his or her blood of less 26 
than .0002 of one percent, by weight, the child may not be 27 
taken into custody unless other grounds exist under §49-4-28 
705(b) of this code. Upon taking a child into custody 29 
pursuant to the provisions of this section, the official shall 30 
take all reasonable steps to cause notification to be made to 31 
the child’s parent or custodian or, if the parent or custodian 32 
cannot be located, to a close relative. 33 

(c) Upon taking a child into custody pursuant to this 34 
section, the official shall take the child to a facility where a 35 
secondary test of the child’s blood or urine may be 36 
administered at the direction of the official or a test of the 37 
child’s breath may be administered by the official. The law-38 
enforcement agency by which such law-enforcement 39 
official is employed shall designate whether the secondary 40 
test is a test of either blood, breath, or urine: Provided, That 41 
if the test is a blood test and the child refuses to submit to 42 
the blood test, then the law-enforcement official taking the 43 
child into custody shall designate in lieu thereof a breath test 44 
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to be administered. Notwithstanding the provisions of 45 
§17C-5-7 of this code, a refusal to submit to a blood test 46 
only shall not result in the revocation of the child’s license 47 
to operate a motor vehicle in this state. Any child taken into 48 
custody pursuant to this section shall be given a written 49 
statement advising him or her that a refusal to submit to a 50 
secondary test of either blood, breath, or urine, as finally 51 
designated by the law-enforcement agency or official in 52 
accordance with this subsection, will result in the 53 
suspension of his or her license to operate a motor vehicle 54 
in this state for a period of at least 30 days or a revocation 55 
of the license for a period up to life. 56 

(d) If the law-enforcement official taking the child into 57 
custody is employed by a law-enforcement agency which 58 
does not have available the testing equipment or facilities 59 
necessary to conduct any secondary breath test which may 60 
be administered pursuant to the provisions of this section, 61 
then the official who took the child into custody may request 62 
another qualified person to administer a secondary breath 63 
test: Provided, That the breath test shall be administered in 64 
the presence of the official who took the child into custody. 65 
The results of the breath test may be used in evidence to the 66 
same extent and in the same manner as if the test had been 67 
conducted by the law-enforcement official who took the 68 
child into custody. The qualified person administering the 69 
breath test must be a member of the West Virginia state 70 
police, the sheriff of the county where the child was taken 71 
into custody, or any deputy of the sheriff or a law-72 
enforcement official of another municipality within the 73 
county wherein the child was taken into custody. Only the 74 
person actually administering the secondary breath test is 75 
competent to testify as to the results and the veracity of the 76 
test. If the secondary test is a blood test, the test shall be 77 
conducted in accordance with the provisions of §17C-5-6 of 78 
this code. 79 

(e) After taking the child into custody, if the law-80 
enforcement official has reasonable cause to believe that the 81 
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act of the child in driving the motor vehicle is such that it 82 
would provide grounds for arrest for an offense defined 83 
under the provisions of §17C-5-2 of this code if the child 84 
were an adult, then the official shall proceed to treat the 85 
child in the same manner as any other child taken into 86 
custody without a warrant or court order, in accordance with 87 
the provisions of §17C-5-8 of this code. 88 

(f) If the results of any secondary test administered 89 
pursuant to this section indicate that the child, at the time of 90 
driving the motor vehicle, had an alcohol concentration in 91 
his or her blood of .0008 of one percent or less, by weight, 92 
and if the law-enforcement official does not have reasonable 93 
cause to believe that the act of the child in driving the motor 94 
vehicle is such that it would provide grounds for arrest for 95 
an offense defined under the provisions of §17C-5-2 of this 96 
code if the child were an adult, then the official shall release 97 
the child: Provided, That if the results of any secondary test 98 
administered pursuant to this section indicate that the child, 99 
at the time of driving the motor vehicle, had an alcohol 100 
concentration in his or her blood of .0002 of one percent or 101 
more, by weight, the child shall only be released to a parent 102 
or custodian, or to some other responsible adult. 103 

CHAPTER 18. EDUCATION. 

ARTICLE 5. COUNTY BOARD OF EDUCATION. 

§18-5-15c. County boards of education; training in prevention 
of child abuse and neglect and child assault; regulations; 
funding. 

(a) In recognition of the findings of the Legislature as 1 
set forth in §49-2-401 of this code, the Legislature further 2 
finds that public schools are able to provide a special 3 
environment for the training of children, parents, and school 4 
personnel in the prevention of child abuse and neglect and 5 
child assault and that child abuse and neglect prevention and 6 
child assault prevention programs in the public schools are 7 
an effective and cost-efficient method of reducing the 8

incidents of child abuse and neglect, promoting a healthy 9 
family environment, and reducing the general vulnerability 10 
of children. 11 

(b) County boards of education shall, to the extent funds 12 
are provided, establish programs for the prevention of child 13 
abuse and neglect and child assault. The programs shall be 14 
provided to students, parents and school personnel as 15 
considered appropriate. The programs comply with rules 16 
developed by the state Board of Education with the advice 17 
and assistance of the state Department of Health and Human 18 
Resources and the West Virginia State Police: Provided, 19 
That any programs which substantially comply with the 20 
rules adopted by the board and were in effect prior to the 21 
adoption of the rules may be continued. 22 

(c) Funds for implementing the child abuse and neglect 23 
prevention and child assault prevention programs may be 24 
allocated to the county boards of education from the 25 
children’s trust fund established pursuant to the provisions 26 
of §49-2-401 of this code or appropriated for such purpose 27 
by the Legislature. 28 

(d) County boards of education shall request from the 29 
state Criminal Identification Bureau the record of any and 30 
all criminal convictions relating to child abuse, sex-related 31 
offenses, or possession of controlled substances with intent 32 
to deliver the controlled substances or all of its future 33 
employees. This request shall be made immediately after the 34 
effective date of this section, and thereafter as warranted. 35 

(e) Contractors or service providers or their employees 36 
may not make direct, unaccompanied contact with students 37 
or access school grounds unaccompanied when students are 38 
present if it cannot be verified that the contractors, service 39 
providers, or employees have not previously been convicted 40 
of a qualifying offense, as defined in §15-12-2 of this code. 41 
For the purposes of this section, contractor and service 42 
provider shall be limited to any vendor, individual, or entity 43 
under contract with a county school board. County school 44 
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boards may require contractors and service providers to 45 
verify the criminal records of their employees before 46 
granting contact or access. Where prior written consent is 47 
obtained, county school boards may obtain information 48 
from the Central Abuse Registry regarding contractors, 49 
service providers, and their employees for the purposes of 50 
this subsection. Where a contractor or service provider gives 51 
his or her prior written consent, the county school board also 52 
may share information provided by the Central Abuse 53 
Registry with other county school boards for the purposes 54 
of satisfying the requirements of this subsection.  55 

ARTICLE 8. COMPULSORY SCHOOL ATTENDANCE. 

§18-8-6a. Incentive for county board participation in circuit 
court juvenile probation truancy programs. 

A county board that enters into a truancy program 1 
agreement with the circuit court of the county that (1) 2 
provides for the referral of truant juveniles for supervision 3 
by the court’s probation office pursuant to §49-4-711 of this 4 
code and (2) requires the county board to pay for the costs 5 
of the probation officer or officers assigned to supervise 6 
truant juveniles, shall be reimbursed for one half of the costs 7 
of the probation officer or officers, subject to appropriation 8 
of the Legislature for this purpose to the West Virginia 9 
Department of Education. For any year in which the funds 10 
appropriated are insufficient to cover the reimbursement 11 
costs, the county’s costs shall be reimbursed pro rata. 12 

CHAPTER 18A. SCHOOL PERSONNEL. 

ARTICLE 5. AUTHORITY; RIGHTS; RESPONSIBILITY. 

§18A-5-1d. Return to school through Juvenile Drug Court for 
certain students. 

(a) When a student is expelled from school pursuant to 1 
§18A-5-1a of this code, the county board, county 2 
superintendent, or principal for the school from which the 3 
student was expelled or the parent, guardian, or custodian 4 
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may refer the student to a Juvenile Drug Court, operated 5 
pursuant to §49-4-703 of this code. Upon referral, the judge 6 
assigned to Juvenile Drug Court shall determine whether the 7 
student is an appropriate candidate for Juvenile Drug Court. 8 

(b) If the judge determines the student is an appropriate 9 
candidate for Juvenile Drug Court, then the court has 10 
jurisdiction over the student in the same manner as it has 11 
jurisdiction over all other persons in Juvenile Drug Court. 12 
Jurisdiction over students includes the ability to issue any of 13 
the various sanctions available to the Juvenile Drug Court, 14 
including temporary detention. 15 

(c)(1) Successful completion of Juvenile Drug Court or 16 
certification by the Juvenile Drug Court judge that the 17 
student is making satisfactory progress toward successful 18 
completion of Juvenile Drug Court warrants consideration 19 
for reduction of the expulsion period, pursuant to §18A-5-20 
1a of this code. 21 

(2) The Juvenile Drug Court shall notify the county 22 
superintendent of the completion or certification. The 23 
county superintendent shall arrange a meeting with the 24 
Juvenile Drug Court treatment team, the court, and the 25 
student assistance team of the school from which the student 26 
was expelled to discuss the student’s history, progress, and 27 
potential for improvement. 28 

(3) The student assistance team shall evaluate and 29 
recommend whether the student’s expulsion period should 30 
be reduced, and the student reinstated in school. 31 

(4) The student assistance team’s recommendation shall 32 
be presented to the superintendent, who shall make the final 33 
determination. The superintendent shall prepare a statement 34 
detailing reasons for or against school reinstatement and 35 
submit the statement to the county board. If the 36 
superintendent determines to reduce the expulsion period, 37 
he or she shall submit the statement required by §18A-5-38 
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1a(i) of this code and place the student in an appropriate 39 
school within the district. 40 

(5) A student to be reinstated shall be permitted to return 41 
to school no later than the 10th regular school day following 42 
notice by the court to the superintendent regarding the 43 
student’s successful completion or satisfactory progress 44 
toward successful completion of Juvenile Drug Court. 45 

CHAPTER 28. STATE CORRECTIONAL AND PENAL 
INSTITUTIONS. 

ARTICLE 1. COMMITMENT OF YOUTHFUL MALE 
OFFENDERS. 

§28-1-2. Commitment; age limits; physical, educational and 
psychological examinations; admission; transfer and 
placement. 

(a) Any male youth between the ages of 10 and 18 years 1 
may be committed to the custody of the Commissioner of 2 
Corrections by a circuit court of this state in the manner 3 
prescribed in §49-4-701 through §49-4-725 of this code; 4 
and further, any male youth who has been adjudged 5 
delinquent pursuant to §49-1-202 of this code, who, as a 6 
result thereof, was placed on probation and has been found, 7 
in a proceeding pursuant to the procedural requirements of 8 
§49-4-701 through §49-4-725 of this code, to have violated 9 
a term of probation, prior to the attainment of his or her 20th 10 
birthday, which constitutes a criminal offense, may be 11 
committed to the custody of the Commissioner of 12 
Corrections as a youthful offender. 13 

(b) Every youth committed under this article shall, 14 
following the dispositional proceeding, be transferred to the 15 
place or places designated by the Commissioner of 16 
Corrections for complete physical, educational, and 17 
psychological examinations, including all appropriate tests, 18 
to be completed as soon as possible, the completion of the 19 
physical examinations to be within 20 days. The youth shall 20 
be housed in a manner so as to prevent the spread of 21 
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infectious disease. Following disposition and prior to 22 
transfer to the custody of the Commissioner of Corrections, 23 
each youth shall be allowed to visit with his or her relatives, 24 
without being committed to jail for a period of not less than 25 
one hour. The cost of the examinations in this subsection 26 
shall be borne by the committing county. The youth shall be 27 
provided all treatment and rehabilitation indicated by the 28 
examinations. 29 

In lieu of the physical examinations and tests provided 30 
for in this subsection, the court may, in the absence of 31 
objection, have the county health officer or other local 32 
health care facility perform physical and mental 33 
examinations and tests, so long as the examinations and 34 
tests are performed prior to the dispositional proceeding. 35 
Except as otherwise provided by law, a child shall not be 36 
committed to a jail following a dispositional proceeding 37 
solely to await a physical, educational, or mental 38 
examination or the results of the exam. 39 

(c) All examinations shall be private. A youth who is 40 
mentally ill or significantly intellectually disabled shall not 41 
be committed to, or retained by, the Commissioner of 42 
Corrections, but shall be returned to the committing court 43 
for further disposition. A youth who has a serious infectious 44 
disease shall not be retained in the custody of the 45 
Commissioner of Corrections, but shall be transferred to an 46 
appropriate treatment facility. Detailed medical records 47 
shall be kept of every youth. 48 

(d) The results of any physical, educational, and 49 
psychological examinations, together with a copy of the 50 
petition, the adjudicatory order, and the dispositional order 51 
shall accompany every youth committed to the 52 
Commissioner of Corrections, without which the youth 53 
shall not be accepted. The commissioner, or his or her 54 
designated representative, shall review the records of each 55 
youth committed to assure that a youth is not illegally 56 
detained in an inappropriate facility or custodial situation. 57 
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(e) The Commissioner of Corrections may transfer and 58 
place such youth in any of the established centers or homes 59 
or halfway programs and in less restrictive settings, whether 60 
under his or her jurisdiction or private nonprofit residential 61 
facilities, as he or she may determine appropriate to promote 62 
the rehabilitation of the youth. To the extent possible, a 63 
youth under the age of 15 shall not be in regular contact with 64 
youths between the ages of 16 and 18. 65 

CHAPTER 29. MISCELLANEOUS BOARDS AND 
OFFICERS. 

ARTICLE 21. PUBLIC DEFENDER SERVICES. 

§29-21-16. Determination of maximum income levels; 
eligibility guidelines; use of form affidavit; inquiry by 
court; denial of services; repayment; limitation on 
remedies against affiant. 

(a) The agency shall establish, and periodically review 1 
and update financial guidelines for determining eligibility 2 
for legal representation made available under the provisions 3 
of this article. The agency shall adopt a financial affidavit 4 
form for use by persons seeking legal representation made 5 
available under the provisions of this article. 6 

(b) All persons seeking legal representation made 7 
available under the provisions of this article shall complete 8 
the agency’s financial affidavit form, which shall be 9 
considered as an application for the provision of publicly 10 
funded legal representation. 11 

(c) Any juvenile shall have the right to be effectively 12 
represented by counsel at all stages of proceedings brought 13 
under the provisions of §49-4-701 through §49-4-725 of this 14 
code. If the child advises the court of his or her inability to 15 
pay for counsel, the court shall require the child’s parent or 16 
custodian to execute a financial affidavit. If the financial 17 
affidavit demonstrates that neither of the child’s parents, or, 18 
if applicable, the child’s custodian, has sufficient assets to 19 
pay for counsel, the court shall appoint counsel for the child. 20 
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If the financial affidavit demonstrates that either of the 21 
child’s parents, or, if applicable, the child’s custodian, does 22 
have sufficient assets to pay for counsel, the court shall 23 
order the parent, or, if applicable, the custodian, to provide, 24 
by paying for, legal representation for the child in the 25 
proceedings. 26 

The court may disregard the assets of the child’s parents 27 
or custodian and appoint counsel for the child, as provided 28 
in this section, if the court concludes, as a matter of law, that 29 
the child and the parent or custodian have a conflict of 30 
interest that would adversely affect the child’s right to 31 
effective representation of counsel, or concludes, as a matter 32 
of law, that requiring the child’s parent or custodian to 33 
provide legal representation for the child would otherwise 34 
jeopardize the best interests of the child. 35 

(d) In circuits in which no public defender office is in 36 
operation, circuit judges shall make all determinations of 37 
eligibility. In circuits in which a public defender office is in 38 
operation, all determinations of indigency shall be made by 39 
a public defender office employee designated by the 40 
executive director. The determinations shall be made after a 41 
careful review of the financial affidavit submitted by the 42 
person seeking representation. The review of the affidavit 43 
shall be conducted in accord with the financial eligibility 44 
guidelines established by the agency pursuant to subsection 45 
(a) of this section. In addition to the financial eligibility 46 
guidelines, the person determining eligibility shall consider 47 
other relevant factors, including, but not limited to, those set 48 
forth in subdivisions (1) through (9) of subsection (e) of this 49 
section. If there is substantial reason to doubt the accuracy 50 
of information in the financial affidavit, the person 51 
determining eligibility may make any inquiries necessary to 52 
determine whether the affiant has truthfully and completely 53 
disclosed the required financial information. 54 

After reviewing all pertinent matters, the person 55 
determining eligibility may find the affiant eligible to have 56 
the total cost of legal representation provided by the state, 57 
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or may find that the total cost of providing representation 58 
shall be apportioned between the state and the eligible 59 
person. A person whose annual income exceeds the 60 
maximum annual income level allowed for eligibility may 61 
receive all or part of the necessary legal representation, or a 62 
person whose income falls below the maximum annual 63 
income level for eligibility may be denied all or part of the 64 
necessary legal representation if the person determining 65 
eligibility finds the person’s particular circumstances 66 
require that eligibility be allowed or disallowed, as the case 67 
may be, on the basis of one or more of the nine factors set 68 
forth in subsection (e) of this section. If legal representation 69 
is made available to a person whose income exceeds the 70 
maximum annual income level for eligibility, or if legal 71 
representation is denied to a person whose income falls 72 
below the maximum annual income level for eligibility, the 73 
person determining eligibility shall make a written 74 
statement of the reasons for the action and shall specifically 75 
relate those reasons to one or more of the factors set forth in 76 
subsection (e) of this section. 77 

(e) The following factors shall be considered in 78 
determining eligibility for legal representation made 79 
available under the provisions of this article: 80 

(1) Current income prospects, taking into account, 81 
seasonal variations in income; 82 

(2) Liquid assets, assets which may provide collateral to 83 
obtain funds to employ private counsel, and other assets 84 
which may be liquidated to provide funds to employ private 85 
counsel; 86 

(3) Fixed debts and obligations, including federal, state 87 
and local taxes, and medical expenses; 88 

(4) Child care, transportation, and other expenses 89 
necessary for employment; 90 
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(5) Age or physical infirmity of resident family 91 
members; 92 

(6) Whether the person seeking publicly funded legal 93 
representation has made reasonable and diligent efforts to 94 
obtain private legal representation, and the results of those 95 
efforts; 96 

(7) The cost of obtaining private legal representation 97 
with respect to the particular matter in which assistance is 98 
sought; 99 

(8) Whether the person seeking publicly funded legal 100 
representation has posted a cash bond for bail or has 101 
obtained release on bond for bail through the services of a 102 
professional bondsman for compensation and the amount 103 
and source of the money provided for the bond; 104 

(9) The consequences for the individual if legal 105 
assistance is denied. 106 

(f) Legal representation requested by the affiant may not 107 
be denied in whole or part unless the affiant can obtain legal 108 
representation without undue financial hardship. A person 109 
determined to be ineligible by public defender personnel 110 
may have the initial determination reviewed by a local 111 
circuit judge who may amend, modify or rewrite the initial 112 
determination. At any stage of the proceedings a circuit 113 
court may determine a prior finding of eligibility was 114 
incorrect or has become incorrect as the result of the 115 
affiant’s changed financial circumstances, and may revoke 116 
any prior order providing legal representation. In that event, 117 
any attorney previously appointed shall be entitled to 118 
compensation under the provisions of law applicable to the 119 
appointment for services already rendered. 120 

(g) In the circumstances and manner set forth below, 121 
circuit judges may order repayment to the state, through the 122 
office of the clerk of the circuit court having jurisdiction 123 
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over the proceedings, of the costs of representation provided 124 
under this article: 125 

(1) In every case in which services are provided to an 126 
indigent person and an adverse judgment has been rendered 127 
against such person, the court may require that person, and 128 
in juvenile cases, may require the juvenile’s parents or 129 
custodian, to pay as costs the compensation of appointed 130 
counsel, the expenses of the defense, and any other fees and 131 
costs authorized by statute. 132 

(2) The court shall not order a person to pay costs unless 133 
the person is able to pay without undue hardship. In 134 
determining the amount and method of repayment of costs, 135 
the court shall take account of the financial resources of the 136 
person, the person’s ability to pay, and the nature of the 137 
burden that payment of costs will impose. The fact that the 138 
court initially determines, at the time of a case’s conclusion, 139 
that it is not proper to order the repayment of costs does not 140 
preclude the court from subsequently ordering repayment if 141 
the person’s financial circumstances change. 142 

(3) When a person is ordered to repay costs, the court 143 
may order payment to be made immediately or within a 144 
specified period of time or in specified installments. If a 145 
person is sentenced to a term of imprisonment, an order for 146 
repayment of costs is not enforceable during the period of 147 
imprisonment unless the court expressly finds, at the time 148 
of sentencing, that the person has sufficient assets to pay the 149 
amounts ordered to be paid or finds there is a reasonable 150 
likelihood the person will acquire the necessary assets in the 151 
foreseeable future. 152 

(4) A person who has been ordered to repay costs, and 153 
who is not in contumacious default in the payment thereof, 154 
may at any time petition the sentencing court for 155 
modification of the repayment order. If it appears to the 156 
satisfaction of the court that continued payment of the 157 
amount ordered will impose undue hardship on the person 158 
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or the person’s dependents, the court may modify the 159 
method or amount of payment. 160 

(5) When a person ordered to pay costs is also placed on 161 
probation or imposition or execution of sentence is 162 
suspended, the court may make the repayment of costs a 163 
condition of probation or suspension of sentence. 164 

(h) Circuit clerks shall keep a record of repaid counsel 165 
fees and defense expenses collected pursuant to this section 166 
and shall, quarterly, pay the moneys to the State Auditor 167 
who shall deposit the funds in the General Revenue Fund of 168 
the state. 169 

(i) The making of an affidavit subject to inquiry under 170 
this section does not in any event give rise to criminal 171 
remedies against the affiant nor occasion any civil action 172 
against the affiant except for the recovery of costs as in any 173 
other case where costs may be recovered and the recovery 174 
of the value of services, if any, provided pursuant to this 175 
article. A person who has made an affidavit knowing the 176 
contents of the affidavit to be false may be prosecuted for 177 
false swearing as provided by law. 178 

CHAPTER 31. CORPORATIONS. 

ARTICLE 20. WEST VIRGINIA REGIONAL JAIL AND 
CORRECTIONAL FACILITY AUTHORITY. 

§31-20-2. Definitions. 

Unless the context indicates clearly otherwise, as used 1 
in this article: 2 

(a) “Adjacent regional juvenile detention facility” 3 
means a facility constructed or maintained on property 4 
owned or controlled by the Regional Jail Authority and 5 
designed (1) for the short term preadjudicatory detention of 6 
juveniles, for the confinement of juveniles who are awaiting 7 
transportation to or placement at another juvenile detention 8 
facility or juvenile correctional facility, or who are awaiting 9 
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trial as an adult pursuant to §49-4-710 of this code; or (2) 10 
for the court-ordered, short term placement of juveniles in a 11 
facility that is characterized by programmatic intervention 12 
and by staff restrictions of the movements and activities of 13 
juveniles placed there, that limits the juveniles’ access to the 14 
surrounding community and that is not characterized by 15 
construction fixtures designed to physically restrict the 16 
movements and activities of juveniles. 17 

(b) “Authority” or “West Virginia Regional Jail 18 
Authority” means the West Virginia Regional Jail and 19 
Correctional Facility Authority created by this article. 20 

(c) “Board” means the governing body of the authority. 21 

(d) “Bonds” means bonds of the authority issued under 22 
this article. 23 

(e) “Cost of construction or renovation of a local jail 24 
facility, regional jail facility or juvenile facility” means the 25 
cost of all lands, water areas, property rights, and easements, 26 
financing charges, interest prior to and during construction 27 
and for a period not exceeding six months following the 28 
completion of construction, equipment, engineering and 29 
legal services, plans, specifications, and surveys, estimates 30 
of costs and other expenses necessary or incidental to 31 
determining the feasibility or practicability of any project, 32 
together with any other expenses necessary or incidental to 33 
the financing and the construction or renovation of the 34 
facilities and the placing of the facilities in operation. 35 

(f) “County” means any county of this state. 36 

(g) “Federal agency” means the United States of 37 
America and any department, corporation, agency, or 38 
instrumentality created, designated, or established by the 39 
United States of America. 40 

(h) “Fund” or “funds” means a Regional Jail and 41 
Correctional Facility Authority fund provided in §31-20-10 42 
of this code, including those accounts that may be 43 
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established by the authority for accurate accounting of the 44 
expenditure of public funds by that agency. 45 

(i) “Government” means state and federal government, 46 
and any political subdivision, agency or instrumentality of 47 
the state or federal government, corporate or otherwise. 48 

(j) “Inmate” means any adult person properly 49 
committed to a local or regional jail facility or a correctional 50 
facility. 51 

(k) “Local jail facility” means any county facility for the 52 
confinement, custody, supervision, or control of adult 53 
persons convicted of misdemeanors, awaiting trial, or 54 
awaiting transportation to a state correctional facility. 55 

(l) “Municipality” means any city, town, or village in 56 
this state. 57 

(m) “Notes” means any notes as defined in §46-3-104 58 
of this code issued under this article by the authority. 59 

(n) “Correctional facility” means any correctional 60 
facility, penitentiary, or other correctional institution 61 
operated by the Division of Corrections for the incarceration 62 
of adults. 63 

(o) “Regional jail facility” or “regional jail” means any 64 
facility operated by the authority and used jointly by two or 65 
more counties for the confinement, custody, supervision, or 66 
control of adult persons convicted of misdemeanors or 67 
awaiting trial or awaiting transportation to a state 68 
correctional facility. 69 

(p) “Revenues” means all fees, charges, moneys, profits, 70 
payments of principal of, or interest on, loans and other 71 
investments, grants, contributions, and all other income 72 
received by the authority. 73 

(q) “Security interest” means an interest in the loan 74 
portfolio of the authority which is secured by an underlying 75 
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loan or loans and is evidenced by a note issued by the 76 
authority. 77 

(r) “Work farm” has the same meaning as that term is 78 
used in §7-8-12 of this code authorizing work farms for 79 
individual counties. 80 

(s) “Juvenile detention facility” or “juvenile detention 81 
center” means a facility operated by the Division of Juvenile 82 
Services (1) for the short term preadjudicatory detention of 83 
juveniles, for the confinement of juveniles who are awaiting 84 
transportation to or placement at another juvenile detention 85 
facility or juvenile correctional facility, or who are awaiting 86 
trial as an adult pursuant to §49-4-710 of this code; or (2) 87 
for the court-ordered, short term placement of juveniles in a 88 
facility that is characterized by programmatic intervention 89 
and by staff restrictions of the movements and activities of 90 
juveniles placed there, that limits the juveniles’ access to the 91 
surrounding community and that is not characterized by 92 
construction fixtures designed to physically restrict the 93 
movements and activities of juveniles. 94 

(t) “Juvenile correctional facility” means a facility 95 
operated by the Division of Juvenile Services (1) for the 96 
postdispositional confinement of juveniles adjudicated of 97 
offenses that would be criminal offenses if committed by an 98 
adult; or (2) for the court-ordered placement of juveniles in 99 
a facility that is characterized by programmatic intervention 100 
and by staff restrictions of the movements and activities of 101 
juveniles placed there, that limits the juveniles’ access to the 102 
surrounding community, and that is not characterized by 103 
construction fixtures designed to physically restrict the 104 
movements and activities of juveniles. 105 

(u) “Juvenile facility” means an adjacent regional 106 
juvenile detention facility, a juvenile detention facility, a 107 
juvenile detention center, or a juvenile correctional 108 
facility.109 
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CHAPTER 33. INSURANCE. 

ARTICLE 4. GENERAL PROVISIONS. 

§33-4-20. Cancellation, nonrenewal or limitation of coverage 
of life or sickness and accident insurance. 

(a) For purposes of this section, the following 1 
definitions shall apply: 2 

(1) “Abuse,” as used in this section, means the 3 
occurrence of one or more of the following acts between 4 
family or household members: 5 

(A) Attempting to cause or intentionally, knowingly, or 6 
recklessly causing physical harm to another with or without 7 
dangerous or deadly weapons; 8 

(B) Placing another in reasonable apprehension of 9 
physical harm; 10 

(C) Creating fear of physical harm by harassment, 11 
psychological abuse, or threatening acts; 12 

(D) Committing either sexual assault or sexual abuse as 13 
those terms are defined in §61-8B-1 et seq. and §61-8D-1 et 14 
seq. of this code; 15 

(E) Holding, confining, detaining, or abducting another 16 
person against that person’s will; 17 

(F) Intentionally or recklessly damaging, destroying, or 18 
taking the tangible property of another individual; 19 

(G) Insulting, taunting, or challenging another 20 
individual or engaging in a course of alarming or distressing 21 
conduct in a manner which is likely to provoke a violent or 22 
disorderly response or which is likely to cause humiliation, 23 
degradation, or fear in another individual; 24 

(H) Trespassing on or in the property of another 25 
individual, or on or in property from which the trespasser 26 
has been excluded by court order; 27 
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(I) Child abuse or neglect, as defined in §49-1-201 of 28 
this code; 29 

(J) Kidnapping, concealment, or removal of a minor 30 
child from his or her custodian or from a person entitled to 31 
visitation, as set forth in §61-2-14 through §61-2-14e of this 32 
code. 33 

(2) “Family or household member” means current or 34 
former spouses, persons living as spouses, persons who 35 
formerly resided as spouses, parents, children and 36 
stepchildren, current or former sexual or intimate partners, 37 
other persons related by blood or marriage, persons who are 38 
presently or in the past have resided or cohabited together, 39 
or a person with whom the victim has a child in common. 40 

(3) “Victim of abuse,” as used in this section, means an 41 
individual who has been or is subject to abuse, including, 42 
but not limited to, an individual who seeks, has sought, or 43 
should have sought medical or psychological treatment for 44 
abuse, protection from abuse or shelter from abuse. 45 

(b) For all policies issued or renewed after the effective 46 
date of this section, a person or entity engaged in the 47 
business of providing life or health insurance, or both, in 48 
this state may not: 49 

(1) Deny, refuse to issue, refuse to renew, refuse to 50 
reissue, cancel, or otherwise terminate an insurance policy 51 
or restrict coverage on any individual because that 52 
individual is, has been, or may be the victim of abuse; 53 

(2) Add any surcharge or rating factor to a premium of 54 
an insurance policy because an individual has been or may 55 
be the victim of abuse; 56 

(3) Exclude or limit coverage for losses or deny a claim 57 
incurred because an individual has been or may be the 58 
victim of abuse; or 59 

(4) Require as part of the application process any 60 
information regarding whether that individual has been or 61 
may be the victim of abuse. 62 
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(c) Nothing in this section may be construed to prohibit 63 
a person from declining to issue an insurance policy 64 
insuring the life of an individual who is or has been the 65 
victim of abuse if the perpetrator of abuse is the applicant or 66 
would be the owner of the insurance policy. 67 

(d) Nothing in this section may be construed to prohibit 68 
a person from underwriting or rating a risk on the basis of a 69 
preexisting physical or mental condition, even if the 70 
condition had been caused by abuse: Provided, That: 71 

(1) The person routinely underwrites or rates the 72 
condition in the same manner with respect to an insured or 73 
an applicant who is not a victim of abuse; 74 

(2) The fact that an individual is, has been, or may be 75 
the victim of abuse may not be considered a physical or 76 
mental condition; and 77 

(3) The underwriting or rating is not used to evade the 78 
intent of this law or any other provision of law. A person 79 
may not be held civilly or criminally liable for any cause of 80 
action which may be brought because of compliance with 81 
this section. 82 

CHAPTER 48. DOMESTIC RELATIONS. 

ARTICLE 9. ALLOCATION OF CUSTODIAL 
RESPONSIBILITY AND DECISION-MAKING 
RESPONSIBILITY OF CHILDREN. 

*§48-9-205. Permanent parenting plan. 

(a) A party seeking a judicial allocation of custodial 1 
responsibility or decision-making responsibility under this 2 
article shall file a proposed parenting plan with the court. 3 
Parties may file a joint plan. A proposed plan shall be4

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verified and shall state, to the extent known or reasonably 5 
discoverable by the filing party or parties: 6 

(1) The name, address, and length of residence of any 7 
adults with whom the child has lived for one year or more, 8 
or in the case of a child less than one year old, any adults 9 
with whom the child has lived since the child’s birth; 10 

(2) The name and address of each of the child’s parents 11 
and any other individuals with standing to participate in the 12 
action under §48-9-103 of this code; 13 

(3) A description of the allocation of care taking and 14 
other parenting responsibilities performed by each person 15 
named in subdivisions (1) and (2) of this subsection during 16 
the twenty-four months preceding the filing of an action 17 
under this article; 18 

(4) A description of the work and child-care schedules 19 
of any person seeking an allocation of custodial 20 
responsibility, and any expected changes to these schedules 21 
in the near future; 22 

(5) A description of the child’s school and 23 
extracurricular activities; 24 

(6) A description of any of the limiting factors as 25 
described in §48-9-209 of this code that are present, 26 
including any restraining orders against either parent to 27 
prevent domestic or family violence, by case number and 28 
jurisdiction; 29 

(7) Required financial information; and 30 

(8) A description of the known areas of agreement and 31 
disagreement with any other parenting plan submitted in the 32 
case. 33 

The court shall maintain the confidentiality of any 34 
information required to be filed under this section when the 35 
person giving that information has a reasonable fear of 36 
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domestic abuse and disclosure of the information would 37 
increase that fear. 38 

(b) The court shall develop a process to identify cases in 39 
which there is credible information that child abuse or 40 
neglect, as defined in §49-1-201 of this code, or domestic 41 
violence as defined in §48-27-202 of this code has occurred. 42 
The process shall include assistance for possible victims of 43 
domestic abuse in complying with subdivision (6), 44 
subsection (a) of this section, and referral to appropriate 45 
resources for safe shelter, counseling, safety planning, 46 
information regarding the potential impact of domestic 47 
abuse on children, and information regarding civil and 48 
criminal remedies for domestic abuse. The process shall 49 
also include a system for ensuring that jointly submitted 50 
parenting plans that are filed in cases in which there is 51 
credible information that child abuse or domestic abuse has 52 
occurred receive the court review that is mandated by §48-53 
9-201(b) of this code. 54 

(c) Upon motion of a party and after consideration of the 55 
evidence, the court shall order a parenting plan consistent 56 
with the provisions of §48-9-206, §48-9-207, §48-9-208 and 57 
§48-9-209 of this code, containing: 58 

(1) A provision for the child’s living arrangements and 59 
each parent’s custodial responsibility, which shall include 60 
either: 61 

(A) A custodial schedule that designates in which 62 
parent’s home each minor child will reside on given days of 63 
the year; or 64 

(B) A formula or method for determining such a 65 
schedule in sufficient detail that, if necessary, the schedule 66 
can be enforced in subsequent proceedings by the court; 67 

(2) An allocation of decision-making responsibility as 68 
to significant matters reasonably likely to arise with respect 69 
to the child; 70 
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(3) A provision consistent with §48-9-202 of this code 71 
for resolution of disputes that arise under the plan, and 72 
remedies for violations of the plan; and 73 

(4) A plan for the custody of the child should one or both 74 
of the parents as a member of the National Guard, a reserve 75 
component, or an active duty component be mobilized, 76 
deployed, or called to active duty. 77 

(d) A parenting plan may, at the court’s discretion, 78 
contain provisions that address matters that are expected to 79 
arise in the event of a party’s relocation, or provide for 80 
future modifications in the parenting plan if specified 81 
contingencies occur. 82 

PART III - FACT FINDING. 

§48-9-301a. Child abuse allegations. 

(a) If allegations of child abuse are made during a child 1 
custody proceeding and the court has concerns regarding the 2 
child’s safety, the court may take any reasonable, temporary 3 
steps as the court, in its discretion, considers appropriate 4 
under the circumstances to protect the child’s safety until an 5 
investigation can be completed. Nothing in this subsection 6 
shall affect the applicability of §49-2-802 and §49-2-803 of 7 
this code. 8 

(b) If allegations of child abuse are made during a child 9 
custody proceeding, the court may request that the local 10 
child protective service conduct an investigation of the 11 
allegations pursuant to §49-2-801 through §49-2-814 of this 12 
code. Upon completion of the investigation, the agency 13 
shall report its findings to the court. 14 

ARTICLE 22. ADOPTION. 

PART III. CONSENT OR RELINQUISHMENT; 
ABANDONMENT. 
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§48-22-301. Persons whose consent or relinquishment is 

required; exceptions. 

(a) Subject to the limitations hereinafter set forth, 1 
consent to or relinquishment for adoption of a minor child 2 
is required of: 3 

(1) The parents or surviving parent of a marital child, 4 
whether adult or infant; 5 

(2) The outsider father of a marital child who has been 6 
adjudicated to be the father of the child or who has filed a 7 
paternity action which is pending at the time of the filing of 8 
the petition for adoption; 9 

(3) The birth mother of a nonmarital child, whether 10 
adult or infant; and 11 

(4) The determined father. 12 

(b) Consent or relinquishment shall not be required of a 13 
parent or of any other person having custody of the adoptive 14 
child: 15 

(1) Whose parental rights have been terminated 16 
pursuant to the provisions of §49-4-114 of this code; 17 

(2) Whom the court finds has abandoned the child as set 18 
forth in §48-22-306 of this code; or 19 

(3) Who, in a stepparent adoption, is the birth parent or 20 
adoptive parent of the child and is married to the petitioning 21 
adoptive parent. In such stepparent adoption, the parent 22 
must assent to the adoption by joining as a party to the 23 
petition for adoption. 24 

(c) If the mother, legal father, or determined father is 25 
under disability, the court may order the adoption if it finds: 26 

(1) The parental rights of the person are terminated, 27 
abandoned, or permanently relinquished; 28 
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(2) The person is incurably insane; or  29 

(3) The disability arises solely because of age and an 30 
otherwise valid consent or relinquishment has been given. 31 

(d) If all persons entitled to parental rights of the child 32 
sought to be adopted are deceased or have been deprived of the 33 
custody of the child by law, then consent or relinquishment is 34 
required of the legal guardian or of any other person having 35 
legal custody of the child at the time. If there is no legal 36 
guardian nor any person who has legal custody of the child, 37 
then consent or relinquishment is required from some discreet 38 
and suitable person appointed by the court to act as the next 39 
friend of the child in the adoption proceedings. 40 

(e) If one of the persons entitled to parental rights of the 41 
child sought to be adopted is deceased, only the consent or 42 
relinquishment of the surviving person entitled to parental 43 
rights is required. 44 

(f) If the child to be adopted is 12 years of age or over, 45 
the consent of the child is required to be given in the 46 
presence of a judge of a court of competent jurisdiction, 47 
unless for extraordinary cause, the requirement of such 48 
consent is waived by the court. 49 

(g) Any consent to adoption or relinquishment of 50 
parental rights shall have the effect of authorizing the 51 
prospective adoptive parents or the agency to consent to 52 
medical treatment for the child, whether or not such 53 
authorization is expressly stated in the consent or 54 
relinquishment. 55 

ARTICLE 26. DOMESTIC VIOLENCE ACT. 

PART VII. CONFIDENTIALITY. 

§48-26-701. Confidentiality. 

(a) A program licensed pursuant to this article may not 1 
disclose, reveal, or release or be compelled to disclose, 2 
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reveal, or release, any written records or personal or 3 
personally identifying information about a program 4 
participant created or maintained in providing services, 5 
regardless of whether the information has been encoded, 6 
encrypted, hashed, or otherwise protected, pursuant to this 7 
article except: 8 

(1) Upon written consent, or upon oral consent in 9 
emergency situations defined by legislative rule, of the 10 
person seeking or who has sought services from the 11 
program; 12 

(2) In any proceeding brought under §9-6-4 and §9-6-5 13 
of this code or §49-4-601 through §49-4-610 of this code; 14 

(3) As mandated by §49-2-801 through §49-2-814 and 15 
§9-6-1 et seq. of this code; 16 

(4) Pursuant to an order of any court based upon a 17 
finding that the information is sufficiently relevant to a 18 
proceeding before the court to outweigh the importance of 19 
maintaining the confidentiality established by this section; 20 

(5) To protect against a clear and substantial danger of 21 
imminent injury by a person receiving services to himself or 22 
herself or another; or 23 

(6) As authorized by the releases signed by batterer 24 
intervention and prevention program participants pursuant 25 
to the provisions of subsection (b) of this section. 26 

(b) Batterer intervention and prevention program 27 
participants shall authorize the release of information by 28 
signing the following releases: 29 

(1) Allowing the provider to inform the victim or 30 
alleged victim and the victim’s advocates that the batterer is 31 
participating in a batterer intervention and prevention 32 
program with the provider and to provide information to the 33 
victim or alleged victim and her or his advocates, if 34 
necessary, for the victim’s or alleged victim’s safety; 35 
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(2) Allowing prior and current service providers to 36 
provide information about the batterer to the provider; 37 

(3) Allowing the provider, for good cause, to provide 38 
information about the batterer to relevant legal entities, 39 
including courts, parole officers, probation officers, child 40 
protective services, adult protective services, law 41 
enforcement, licensed domestic violence programs, or other 42 
referral agencies; 43 

(4) Allowing the provider to report to the court, if the 44 
participation was court ordered, and to the victim or alleged 45 
victim, if she or he requests and provides a method of 46 
notification, and to her or his advocate, any assault, failure 47 
to comply with program requirements, failure to attend the 48 
program, threat of harm by the batterer, reason for 49 
termination, and recommendations for changes in the court 50 
order; and 51 

(5) Allowing the provider to report to the victim or 52 
alleged victim, or her or his advocate, without the 53 
participant’s authorization, all perceived threats of harm, the 54 
participant’s failure to attend, and reason for termination. 55 

(c) Monitored parenting and exchange programs may 56 
disclose to one parent or guardian, without the permission 57 
of the other parent or guardian, any perceived threat of harm 58 
or violation of the court order or violation of the monitored 59 
parenting and exchange program rules by the other parent 60 
or guardian. 61 

(d) A monitored parenting and exchange program may 62 
not release information about the child without consent of 63 
the parent with custodial responsibility or guardian. 64 

(e) In addition to the provisions set forth in this section, 65 
the release of a victim’s personally identifying information 66 
is subject to the provisions of 42 U.S.C. § 13925(b)(2). 67 

(f) A consent or authorization for the transmission or 68 
disclosure of confidential information is not effective unless 69 
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it is signed by the program participant whose information is 70 
being disclosed. Every person signing an authorization shall 71 
be given a copy. 72 

(g) A victim of domestic violence, dating violence, 73 
sexual assault, or stalking shall not be required to provide 74 
consent to release his or her personally identifying 75 
information as a condition of eligibility for the services, nor 76 
may any personally identifying information be shared in 77 
order to comply with federal or state reporting, evaluation, 78 
or data collection requirements: Provided, That nothing in 79 
this section prohibits a program from reporting suspected 80 
abuse or neglect, as defined by law, when the program is 81 
mandated by law to report suspected abuse or neglect. 82 

§48-26-1002. Exclusions. 

The provisions of this part do not apply to therapeutic 1 
or supervised visitation or exchanges or any activity 2 
conducted by the state or others in abuse and neglect 3 
proceedings pursuant to §49-2-801 through §49-2-814 and 4 
§49-4-601 through §49-4-610 of this code in which 5 
assessment, evaluation, formulation of a treatment plan, 6 
case management, counseling, therapy, or similar activities 7 
occur. 8 

ARTICLE 27. PREVENTION AND TREATMENT OF 
DOMESTIC VIOLENCE. 

§48-27-403. Emergency protective orders of court; hearings; 
persons present. 

(a) Upon the filing of a verified petition under this 1 
article, the magistrate court may enter an emergency 2 
protective order as it may determine necessary to protect the 3 
petitioner or minor children from domestic violence and, 4 
upon good cause shown, may do so ex parte without the 5 
necessity of bond being given by the petitioner. Clear and 6 
convincing evidence of immediate and present danger of 7 
abuse to the petitioner or minor children constitutes good 8 
cause for the issuance of an emergency protective order 9 
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pursuant to this section. If the respondent is not present at 10 
the proceeding, the petitioner or the petitioner’s legal 11 
representative shall certify to the court, in writing, the 12 
efforts which have been made to give notice to the 13 
respondent or just cause why notice should not be required. 14 
Copies of medical reports or records may be admitted into 15 
evidence to the same extent as though the original reports or 16 
records. The custodian of the records is not required to be 17 
present to authenticate the records for any proceeding held 18 
pursuant to this subsection. If the magistrate court 19 
determines to enter an emergency protective order, the order 20 
shall prohibit the respondent from possessing firearms. 21 

(b) Following the proceeding, the magistrate court shall 22 
order a copy of the petition to be served immediately upon 23 
the respondent, together with a copy of any emergency 24 
protective order entered pursuant to the proceedings, a 25 
notice of the final hearing before the family court, and a 26 
statement of the right of the respondent to appear and 27 
participate in the final hearing, as provided in subsection (d) 28 
of this section. Copies of any order entered under the 29 
provisions of this section, a notice of the final hearing before 30 
the family court, and a statement of the right of the petitioner 31 
to appear and participate in the final hearing, as provided in 32 
subsection (d) of this section, shall also be delivered to the 33 
petitioner. Copies of any order entered shall also be 34 
delivered to any law-enforcement agency having 35 
jurisdiction to enforce the order, including municipal police, 36 
the county sheriff’s office and local office of the State 37 
Police, within 24 hours of the entry of the order. An 38 
emergency protective order is effective until modified by 39 
order of the family court upon hearing as provided in 40 
subsection (d) of this section. The order is in full force and 41 
effect in every county in this state. 42 

(c) Subsequent to the entry of the emergency protective 43 
order, service on the respondent, and the delivery to the 44 
petitioner and law-enforcement officers, the court file shall 45 
be transferred to the office of the clerk of the circuit court 46 
for use by the family court. 47 
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(d) The family court shall schedule a final hearing on 48 
each petition in which an emergency protective order has 49 
been entered by a magistrate. The hearing shall be scheduled 50 
not later than 10 days following the entry of the order by the 51 
magistrate. The notice of the final hearing shall be served on 52 
the respondent and delivered to the petitioner, as provided in 53 
subsection (b) of this section, and must set forth the hearing 54 
date, time, and place and include a statement of the right of 55 
the parties to appear and participate in the final hearing. The 56 
notice must also provide that the petitioner’s failure to appear 57 
will result in a dismissal of the petition and that the 58 
respondent’s failure to appear may result in the entry of a 59 
protective order against him or her for a period of 90 or 180 60 
days, as determined by the court. The notice must also 61 
include the name, mailing address, physical location, and 62 
telephone number of the family court having jurisdiction over 63 
the proceedings. To facilitate the preparation of the notice of 64 
final hearing required by the provisions of this subsection, the 65 
family court must provide the magistrate court with a day and 66 
time in which final hearings may be scheduled before the 67 
family court within the time required by law. 68 

(e) Upon final hearing the petitioner must prove, by a 69 
preponderance of the evidence, the allegation of domestic 70 
violence or that he or she reported or witnessed domestic 71 
violence against another and has, as a result, been abused, 72 
threatened, harassed, or has been the subject of other actions 73 
to attempt to intimidate him or her, or the petition shall be 74 
dismissed by the family court. If the respondent has not been 75 
served with notice of the emergency protective order, the 76 
hearing may be continued to permit service to be effected. 77 
The failure to obtain service upon the respondent does not 78 
constitute a basis to dismiss the petition. Copies of medical 79 
reports may be admitted into evidence to the same extent as 80 
though the original thereof, upon proper authentication, by 81 
the custodian of the records. 82 

(f) A person requested by a party to be present during a 83 
hearing held under the provisions of this article shall not be 84 
precluded from being present unless that person is to be a 85 
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witness in the proceeding and a motion for sequestration has 86 
been made and the motion has been granted. A person found 87 
by the court to be disruptive may be precluded from being 88 
present. 89 

(g) Upon hearing, the family court may dismiss the 90 
petition or enter a protective order for a period of 90 days 91 
or, in the discretion of the court, for a period of 180 days. 92 
The hearing may be continued on motion of the respondent, 93 
at the convenience of the court. Otherwise, the hearing may 94 
be continued by the court no more than seven days. If a 95 
hearing is continued, the family court may modify the 96 
emergency protective order as it considers necessary. 97 

(h) Notwithstanding any other provision of this code to 98 
the contrary, a petition filed pursuant to this section that 99 
results in the issuance of an emergency protective order 100 
naming a juvenile as the respondent in which the petition 101 
for the emergency protective order is filed by or on behalf 102 
of the juvenile’s parent, guardian or custodian, or other 103 
person with whom the juvenile resides shall be treated as a 104 
petition authorized by §49-4-704 of this code, alleging the 105 
juvenile is a juvenile delinquent: Provided, That the 106 
magistrate court shall notify the prosecuting attorney in the 107 
county where the emergency protective order is issued 108 
within 24 hours of the issuance of the emergency protective 109 
order and the prosecuting attorney may file an amended 110 
verified petition to comply with the provisions of §49-4-111 
704(a) of this code within two judicial days. 112 

CHAPTER 49. CHILD WELFARE. 

ARTICLE 1. GENERAL PROVISIONS AND DEFINITIONS. 

PART II. DEFINITIONS. 

§49-1-201. Definitions related, but not limited, to child abuse 
and neglect. 

When used in this chapter, terms defined in this section 1 
have the meanings ascribed to them that relate to, but are 2 
not limited to, child abuse and neglect, except in those 3 
instances where a different meaning is provided or the 4 
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context in which the word is used clearly indicates that a 5 
different meaning is intended. 6 

“Abandonment” means any conduct that demonstrates 7 
the settled purpose to forego the duties and parental 8 
responsibilities to the child; 9 

“Abused child” means: 10 

(1) A child whose health or welfare is being harmed or 11 
threatened by: 12 

(A) A parent, guardian, or custodian who knowingly or 13 
intentionally inflicts, attempts to inflict, or knowingly 14 
allows another person to inflict, physical injury or mental or 15 
emotional injury, upon the child or another child in the 16 
home. Physical injury may include an injury to the child as 17 
a result of excessive corporal punishment; 18 

(B) Sexual abuse or sexual exploitation; 19 

(C) The sale or attempted sale of a child by a parent, 20 
guardian, or custodian in violation of §61-2-14h of this 21 
code; 22 

(D) Domestic violence as defined in §48-27-202 of this 23 
code; or 24 

(E) Human trafficking or attempted human trafficking, 25 
in violation of §61-14-2 of this code. 26 

(2) A child conceived as a result of sexual assault, as 27 
that term is defined in this section, or as a result of the 28 
violation of a criminal law of another jurisdiction which has 29 
the same essential elements: Provided, That no victim of 30 
sexual assault may be determined to be an abusive parent, 31 
as that term is defined in this section, based upon being a 32 
victim of sexual assault. 33 

“Abusing parent” means a parent, guardian, or other 34 
custodian, regardless of his or her age, whose conduct has 35 
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been adjudicated by the court to constitute child abuse or 36 
neglect as alleged in the petition charging child abuse or 37 
neglect. 38 

“Battered parent” for the purposes of §49-4-601 et seq. 39 
of this code means a respondent parent, guardian, or other 40 
custodian who has been adjudicated by the court to have not 41 
condoned the abuse or neglect and has not been able to stop 42 
the abuse or neglect of the child or children due to being the 43 
victim of domestic violence as defined by §48-27-202 of 44 
this code, which was perpetrated by the same person or 45 
persons determined to have abused or neglected the child or 46 
children. 47 

“Child abuse and neglect” or “child abuse or neglect” 48 
means any act or omission that creates an abused child or a 49 
neglected child as those terms are defined in this section. 50 

“Child abuse and neglect services” means social 51 
services which are directed toward: 52 

(A) Protecting and promoting the welfare of children 53 
who are abused or neglected; 54 

(B) Identifying, preventing, and remedying conditions 55 
which cause child abuse and neglect; 56 

(C) Preventing the unnecessary removal of children 57 
from their families by identifying family problems and 58 
assisting families in resolving problems which could lead to 59 
a removal of children and a breakup of the family; 60 

(D) In cases where children have been removed from 61 
their families, providing time-limited reunification services 62 
to the children and the families so as to reunify those 63 
children with their families, or some portion of the families; 64 

(E) Placing children in suitable adoptive homes when 65 
reunifying the children with their families, or some portion 66 
of the families, is not possible or appropriate; and 67 
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(F) Assuring the adequate care of children or juveniles 68 
who have been placed in the custody of the department or 69 
third parties. 70 

“Condition requiring emergency medical treatment” 71 
means a condition which, if left untreated for a period of a 72 
few hours, may result in permanent physical damage; that 73 
condition includes, but is not limited to, profuse or arterial 74 
bleeding, dislocation or fracture, unconsciousness, and 75 
evidence of ingestion of significant amounts of a poisonous 76 
substance. 77 

“Imminent danger to the physical well-being of the 78 
child” means an emergency situation in which the welfare 79 
or the life of the child is threatened. These conditions may 80 
include an emergency situation when there is reasonable 81 
cause to believe that any child in the home is or has been 82 
sexually abused or sexually exploited, or reasonable cause 83 
to believe that the following conditions threaten the health, 84 
life, or safety of any child in the home: 85 

(A) Nonaccidental trauma inflicted by a parent, 86 
guardian, custodian, sibling, babysitter or other caretaker; 87 

(B) A combination of physical and other signs 88 
indicating a pattern of abuse which may be medically 89 
diagnosed as battered child syndrome; 90 

(C) Nutritional deprivation; 91 

(D) Abandonment by the parent, guardian, or custodian; 92 

(E) Inadequate treatment of serious illness or disease; 93 

(F) Substantial emotional injury inflicted by a parent, 94 
guardian, or custodian; 95 

(G) Sale or attempted sale of the child by the parent, 96 
guardian, or custodian; 97 
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(H) The parent, guardian, or custodian’s abuse of 98 
alcohol or drugs or other controlled substance as defined in 99 
§60A-1-101 of this code, has impaired his or her parenting 100 
skills to a degree as to pose an imminent risk to a child’s 101 
health or safety; or 102 

(I) Any other condition that threatens the health, life or 103 
safety of any child in the home. 104 

“Neglected child” means a child: 105 

(A) Whose physical or mental health is harmed or 106 
threatened by a present refusal, failure or inability of the 107 
child’s parent, guardian, or custodian to supply the child 108 
with necessary food, clothing, shelter, supervision, medical 109 
care, or education, when that refusal, failure, or inability is 110 
not due primarily to a lack of financial means on the part of 111 
the parent, guardian, or custodian; 112 

(B) Who is presently without necessary food, clothing, 113 
shelter, medical care, education, or supervision because of 114 
the disappearance or absence of the child’s parent or 115 
custodian; or 116 

(C) “Neglected child” does not mean a child whose 117 
education is conducted within the provisions of §18-8-1 et 118 
seq. of this code. 119 

“Petitioner or copetitioner” means the department or 120 
any reputable person who files a child abuse or neglect 121 
petition pursuant to §49-4-601 et seq. of this code. 122 

“Permanency plan” means the part of the case plan 123 
which is designed to achieve a permanent home for the child 124 
in the least restrictive setting available. 125 

“Respondent” means all parents, guardians, and 126 
custodians identified in the child abuse and neglect petition 127 
who are not petitioners or copetitioners. 128 

“Sexual abuse” means: 129 
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(A) Sexual intercourse, sexual intrusion, sexual contact, 130 
or conduct proscribed by §61-8c-3 of this code, which a 131 
parent, guardian, or custodian engages in, attempts to 132 
engage in, or knowingly procures another person to engage 133 
in, with a child notwithstanding the fact that for a child who 134 
is less than 16 years of age, the child may have willingly 135 
participated in that conduct or the child may have suffered 136 
no apparent physical, mental or emotional injury as a result 137 
of that conduct or, for a child 16 years of age or older, the 138 
child may have consented to that conduct or the child may 139 
have suffered no apparent physical injury or mental or 140 
emotional injury as a result of that conduct; 141 

(B) Any conduct where a parent, guardian, or custodian 142 
displays his or her sex organs to a child, or procures another 143 
person to display his or her sex organs to a child, for the 144 
purpose of gratifying the sexual desire of the parent, 145 
guardian, or custodian, of the person making that display, or 146 
of the child, or for the purpose of affronting or alarming the 147 
child; or 148 

(C) Any of the offenses proscribed in §61-8b-7, §61-8b-149 
8, or §61-8b-9 of this code. 150 

“Sexual assault” means any of the offenses proscribed 151 
in §61-8b-3, §61-8b-4, or §61-8b-5 of this code. 152 

“Sexual contact” means sexual contact as that term is 153 
defined in §61-8b-1 of this code. 154 

“Sexual exploitation” means an act where: 155 

(A) A parent, custodian, or guardian, whether for 156 
financial gain or not, persuades, induces, entices or coerces 157 
a child to engage in sexually explicit conduct as that term is 158 
defined in §61-8c-1 of this code; 159 

(B) A parent, guardian, or custodian persuades, induces, 160 
entices or coerces a child to display his or her sex organs for 161 
the sexual gratification of the parent, guardian, custodian or 162 
a third person, or to display his or her sex organs under 163 
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circumstances in which the parent, guardian, or custodian 164 
knows that the display is likely to be observed by others who 165 
would be affronted or alarmed; or 166 

(C) A parent, guardian, or custodian knowingly 167 
maintains or makes available a child for the purpose of 168 
engaging the child in commercial sexual activity in 169 
violation of §61-14-5 of this code. 170 

“Sexual intercourse” means sexual intercourse as that 171 
term is defined in §61-8b-1 of this code. 172 

“Sexual intrusion” means sexual intrusion as that term 173 
is defined in §61-8b-1 of this code. 174 

“Serious physical abuse” means bodily injury which 175 
creates a substantial risk of death, causes serious or 176 
prolonged disfigurement, prolonged impairment of health, 177 
or prolonged loss or impairment of the function of any 178 
bodily organ. 179 

CHAPTER 51. COURTS AND THEIR OFFICERS. 

ARTICLE 2A. FAMILY COURTS. 

§51-2A-2. Family court jurisdiction; exceptions; limitations. 

(a) The family court shall exercise jurisdiction over the 1 
following matters: 2 

(1) All actions for divorce, annulment or separate 3 
maintenance brought under the provisions of §48-3-1 et 4 
seq., §48-4-1 et seq., or §48-5-1 et seq. of this code, except 5 
as provided in subsections (b) and (c) of this section; 6 

(2) All actions to obtain orders of child support brought 7 
under the provisions of §48-11-1 et seq., §48-12-1 et seq., 8 
and §48-14-1 et seq. of this code; 9 

(3) All actions to establish paternity brought under the 10 
provisions of §48-24-1 et seq. of this code and any 11 
dependent claims related to such actions regarding child 12 
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support, parenting plans or other allocation of custodial 13 
responsibility or decision-making responsibility for a child; 14 

(4) All actions for grandparent visitation brought under 15 
the provisions of §48-10-1 et seq. of this code; 16 

(5) All actions for the interstate enforcement of family 17 
support brought under §48-16-1 et seq. of this code and for 18 
the interstate enforcement of child custody brought under 19 
the provisions of §48-20-1 et seq. of this code; 20 

(6) All actions for the establishment of a parenting plan 21 
or other allocation of custodial responsibility or decision-22 
making responsibility for a child, including actions brought 23 
under the Uniform Child Custody Jurisdiction and 24 
Enforcement Act, as provided in §48-20-1 et seq. of this 25 
code; 26 

(7) All petitions for writs of habeas corpus in which the 27 
issue contested is custodial responsibility for a child; 28 

(8) All motions for temporary relief affecting parenting 29 
plans or other allocation of custodial responsibility or 30 
decision-making responsibility for a child, child support, 31 
spousal support or domestic violence; 32 

(9) All motions for modification of an order providing 33 
for a parenting plan or other allocation of custodial 34 
responsibility or decision-making responsibility for a child 35 
or for child support or spousal support; 36 

(10) All actions brought, including civil contempt 37 
proceedings, to enforce an order of spousal or child support 38 
or to enforce an order for a parenting plan or other allocation 39 
of custodial responsibility or decision-making 40 
responsibility for a child; 41 

(11) All actions brought by an obligor to contest the 42 
enforcement of an order of support through the withholding 43 
from income of amounts payable as support or to contest an 44 
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affidavit of accrued support, filed with the circuit clerk, 45 
which seeks to collect an arrearage; 46 

(12) All final hearings in domestic violence 47 
proceedings; 48 

(13) Petitions for a change of name, exercising 49 
concurrent jurisdiction with the circuit court; 50 

(14) All proceedings for payment of attorney fees if the 51 
family court judge has jurisdiction of the underlying action; 52 

(15) All proceedings for property distribution brought 53 
under §48-7-1 et seq. of this code; 54 

(16) All proceedings to obtain spousal support brought 55 
under §48-8-1 et seq. of this code; 56 

(17) All proceedings relating to the appointment of 57 
guardians or curators of minor children brought pursuant to 58 
§44-10-3, §44-10-4 and §44-10-6 of this code, exercising 59 
concurrent jurisdiction with the circuit court; and 60 

(18) All proceedings relating to petitions for sibling 61 
visitation. 62 

(b) If an action for divorce, annulment, or separate 63 
maintenance does not require the establishment of a 64 
parenting plan or other allocation of custodial responsibility 65 
or decision-making responsibility for a child and does not 66 
require an award or any payment of child support, the circuit 67 
court has concurrent jurisdiction with the family court over 68 
the action if, at the time of the filing of the action, the parties 69 
also file a written property settlement agreement executed 70 
by both parties. 71 

(c) If an action for divorce, annulment, or separate 72 
maintenance is pending and a petition is filed pursuant to 73 
the provisions of §49-4-601 through §49-4-610 of this code 74 
alleging abuse or neglect of a child by either of the parties 75 
to the divorce, annulment, or separate maintenance action, 76 
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the orders of the circuit court in which the abuse or neglect 77 
petition is filed shall supersede and take precedence over an 78 
order of the family court respecting the allocation of 79 
custodial and decision-making responsibility for the child 80 
between the parents. If no order for the allocation of 81 
custodial and decision-making responsibility for the child 82 
between the parents has been entered by the family court in 83 
the pending action for divorce, annulment, or separate 84 
maintenance, the family court shall stay any further 85 
proceedings concerning the allocation of custodial and 86 
decision-making responsibility for the child between the 87 
parents and defer to the orders of the circuit court in the 88 
abuse or neglect proceedings. 89 

(d) If a family court judge is assigned as a judicial officer 90 
of a domestic violence court then jurisdiction of all 91 
proceedings relating to criminal misdemeanor crimes of 92 
domestic violence as referenced in §48-27-301 of this code 93 
involving a family or household member as referenced in §48-94 
27-204(1) through §48-27-204(6) and §48-27-204(7)(A), §48-95 
27-204(7)(B), and §48-27-204(7)(H) of this code shall be 96 
concurrent with the circuit and magistrate courts. 97 

(e) A family court is a court of limited jurisdiction. A 98 
family court is a court of record only for the purpose of 99 
exercising jurisdiction in the matters for which the 100 
jurisdiction of the family court is specifically authorized in 101 
this section and in chapter 48 of this code. A family court 102 
may not exercise the powers given courts of record in §51-103 
5-1 of this code or exercise any other powers provided for 104 
courts of record in this code unless specifically authorized 105 
by the Legislature. A family court judge is not a “judge of 106 
any court of record” or a “judge of a court of record” as the 107 
terms are defined and used in §51-9-1 et seq. of this code. 108 

ARTICLE 7. OFFICIAL REPORTERS. 

§51-7-8. Transcripts to be furnished indigent persons in 
juvenile delinquency and child abuse and neglect 
proceedings upon timely request; payment therefor. 
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In any proceeding held pursuant to §49-4-601 through 1 
§49-4-725 of this code in which an indigent respondent or 2 
his or her counsel has filed a written request, in the manner 3 
prescribed by the Supreme Court of Appeals, evidencing an 4 
intent to appeal a decision of a circuit court in the 5 
proceeding, the court, upon presentation of a written 6 
request, presented within 30 days after the entry of the order 7 
sought to be appealed, shall authorize and direct the court 8 
reporter to furnish a transcript of the testimony of the 9 
proceeding or the part or parts of the transcript that have 10 
specifically been requested. 11 

The court, after being sufficiently satisfied of the 12 
reasonableness of a voucher or claim submitted for payment 13 
of the cost of preparing the transcript, shall certify the cost 14 
to the State Auditor, who shall, in a timely manner, pay the 15 
court reporter’s fee from appropriations to the Supreme 16 
Court of Appeals. 17 

CHAPTER 61. CRIMES AND THEIR PUNISHMENT. 

ARTICLE 2. CRIMES AGAINST THE PERSON. 

§61-2-14h. Prohibition of purchase or sale of child; penalty; 
definitions; exceptions. 

(a) Any person or agency who knowingly offers, gives, 1 
or agrees to give to another person money, property, service, 2 
or other thing of value in consideration for the recipient’s 3 
locating, providing, or procuring a minor child for any 4 
purpose which entails a transfer of the legal or physical 5 
custody of the child, including, but not limited to, adoption 6 
or placement, is guilty of a felony and subject to fine and 7 
imprisonment as provided in this section. 8 

(b) Any person who knowingly receives, accepts, or 9 
offers to accept money, property, service, or other thing of 10 
value to locate, provide or procure a minor child for any 11 
purpose which entails a transfer of the legal or physical 12 
custody of the child, including, but not limited to, adoption 13 
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or placement, is guilty of a felony and subject to fine and 14 
imprisonment as provided in this section. 15 

(c) Any person who violates the provisions of this 16 
section is guilty of a felony and, upon conviction thereof, 17 
may be confined in the state correctional facility for not less 18 
than one year nor more than 10 years or, in the discretion of 19 
the court, be confined in jail not more than one year and 20 
fined not less than $2,000 nor more than $10,000. 21 

(d) A child whose parent, guardian, or custodian has 22 
sold or attempted to sell said child in violation of the 23 
provisions of §48-22-1 et seq. of this code may be deemed 24 
an abused child as defined by §49-1-201 of this code. The 25 
court may place such a child in the custody of the 26 
Department of Health and Human Resources or with 27 
another responsible person as dictated by the best interests 28 
of the child. 29 

(e) This section does not prohibit the payment or receipt 30 
of the following: 31 

(1) Fees paid for reasonable and customary services 32 
provided by the Department of Health and Human 33 
Resources or any licensed or duly authorized adoption or 34 
child-placing agency; 35 

(2) Reasonable and customary legal, medical, hospital 36 
or other expenses incurred in connection with the 37 
pregnancy, birth, and adoption proceedings; 38 

(3) Fees and expenses included in any agreement in 39 
which a woman agrees to become a surrogate mother; or 40 

(4) Any fees or charges authorized by law or approved 41 
by a court in a proceeding relating to the placement plan, 42 
prospective placement, or placement of a minor child for 43 
adoption. 44 

(f) At the final hearing on the adoption as provided in 45 
§48-22-1 et seq. of this code, an affidavit of any fees and 46 
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expenses paid or promised by the adoptive parents shall be 47 
submitted to the court. 48 

ARTICLE 5. CRIMES AGAINST PUBLIC JUSTICE. 

§61-5-12b. Escape from custody of the Director of Juvenile 
Services. 

(a) Any person, under the age of 18 years of age, who 1 
escapes or attempts to escape from the custody of the 2 
Director of Juvenile Services, regardless of where that 3 
person is confined or where the escape occurs, is guilty of a 4 
delinquent act and subject to the jurisdiction of the circuit 5 
court of the county in which the escape occurred, pursuant 6 
to §49-4-701 of this code: Provided, That upon agreement 7 
of all parties, the prosecution of the escape may be 8 
transferred to the circuit court from which the juvenile was 9 
originally committed. 10 

(b) Any person, over the age of 18 years of age or any 11 
juvenile who has been transferred to the adult jurisdiction of 12 
the committing court, who escapes or attempts to escape 13 
from the custody of the Director of Juvenile Services, 14 
regardless of where that person is confined or where the 15 
escape or attempted escape occurs, is guilty of escape and, 16 
if the person is detained or confined for an offense which is 17 
a felony or would have been a felony if committed by an 18 
adult is guilty of a felony and, upon conviction thereof, shall 19 
be imprisoned in a state correctional facility not more than 20 
five years. Any person, over the age of 18 years of age or 21 
any juvenile who has been transferred to the adult 22 
jurisdiction of the committing court, who is detained for an 23 
offense which is a misdemeanor or would have been a 24 
misdemeanor if committed by an adult is guilty of a 25 
misdemeanor and, upon conviction thereof, shall be 26 
confined in a regional jail for not more than one year. 27 

ARTICLE 6. CRIMES AGAINST THE PEACE. 

§61-6-25. Falsely reporting child abuse. 
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(a) Any person who knowingly and intentionally reports 1 
or causes to be reported to a law-enforcement officer, child 2 
protective service worker, or judicial officer that another has 3 
committed child sexual abuse, child abuse, or neglect as 4 
those terms are defined in §49-1-201 of this code who when 5 
doing so knows or has reason to know the accusation is false 6 
and who does it with the intent to influence a child custody 7 
decision shall be guilty of a misdemeanor, and, upon 8 
conviction, shall be fined not more than $1,000, sentenced 9 
to not more than sixty hours of court-approved community 10 
service, or both. 11 

(b) In addition to any other sanctions imposed by the 12 
provisions of this section, any person convicted of a 13 
violation of this section shall be required to attend and 14 
complete a court-approved parenting class. 15 

ARTICLE 7. DANGEROUS WEAPONS. 

§61-7-8. Possession of deadly weapons by minors; 
prohibitions. 

Notwithstanding any other provision of this article to 1 
the contrary, a person under the age of 18 years who is not 2 
married or otherwise emancipated shall not possess or carry 3 
concealed or openly any deadly weapon: Provided, That a 4 
minor may possess a firearm upon premises owned by the 5 
minor or his or her family or on the premises of another with 6 
the permission of his or her parent or guardian and in the 7 
case of property other than his or her own or that of his or 8 
her family, with the permission of the owner or lessee of the 9 
property: Provided, however, That nothing in this section 10 
shall prohibit a minor from possessing a firearm while 11 
hunting in a lawful manner or while traveling from a place 12 
where he or she may lawfully possess a deadly weapon, to 13 
a hunting site, and returning to a place where he or she may 14 
lawfully possess the weapon. 15 

A violation of this section by a person under the age of 16 
18 years shall subject the child to the jurisdiction of the 17 
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circuit court under the provisions of §49-4-701 through §49-18 
4-725 of this code, and the minor may be proceeded against 19 
in the same manner as if he or she had committed an act 20 
which if committed by an adult would be a crime, and may 21 
be adjudicated delinquent. 22 

ARTICLE 8. CRIMES AGAINST CHASTITY, MORALITY 
AND DECENCY. 

§61-8-12. Incest; penalty. 

(a) For the purposes of this section: 1 

(1) “Aunt” means the sister of a person’s mother or 2 
father; 3 

(2) “Brother” means the son of a person’s mother or 4 
father; 5 

(3) “Daughter” means a person’s natural daughter, 6 
adoptive daughter, or the daughter of a person’s husband or 7 
wife; 8 

(4) “Father” means a person’s natural father, adoptive 9 
father, or the husband of a person’s mother; 10 

(5) “Granddaughter” means the daughter of a person’s 11 
son or daughter; 12 

(6) “Grandfather” means the father of a person’s father 13 
or mother; 14 

(7) “Grandmother” means the mother of a person’s 15 
father or mother; 16 

(8) “Grandson” means the son of a person’s son or 17 
daughter; 18 

(9) “Mother” means a person’s natural mother, adoptive 19 
mother, or the wife of a person’s father; 20 
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(10) “Niece” means the daughter of a person’s brother 21 
or sister; 22 

(11) “Nephew” means the son of a person’s brother or 23 
sister; 24 

(12) “Sexual intercourse” means any act between 25 
persons involving penetration, however slight, of the female 26 
sex organ by the male sex organ or involving contact 27 
between the sex organs of one person and the mouth or anus 28 
of another person; 29 

(13) “Sexual intrusion” means any act between persons 30 
involving penetration, however slight, of the female sex 31 
organ or of the anus of any person by an object for the 32 
purpose of degrading or humiliating the person so 33 
penetrated or for gratifying the sexual desire of either party; 34 

(14) “Sister” means the daughter of a person’s father or 35 
mother; 36 

(15) “Son” means a person’s natural son, adoptive son, 37 
or the son of a person’s husband or wife; and 38 

(16) “Uncle” means the brother of a person’s father or 39 
mother. 40 

(b) A person is guilty of incest when such person 41 
engages in sexual intercourse or sexual intrusion with his or 42 
her father, mother, brother, sister, daughter, son, 43 
grandfather, grandmother, grandson, granddaughter, 44 
nephew, niece, uncle, or aunt. 45 

(c) Any person who violates the provisions of this 46 
section shall be guilty of a felony, and, upon conviction 47 
thereof, shall be imprisoned in the penitentiary not less than 48 
5 years nor more than 15 years, or fined not less than $500 49 
nor more than $5,000 and imprisoned in the penitentiary not 50 
less than five years nor more than fifteen years. 51 

(d) In addition to any penalty provided under this 52 
section and any restitution which may be ordered by the 53 
court under §61-11A-1 et seq. of this code, the court may 54 
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order any person convicted under the provisions of this 55 
section, where the victim is a minor, to pay all or any portion 56 
of the cost of medical, psychological, or psychiatric 57 
treatment of the victim, the need for which results from the 58 
act or acts for which the person is convicted, whether or not 59 
the victim is considered to have sustained bodily injury. 60 

(e) In any case where a person is convicted of an offense 61 
described in this section against a child and further has or 62 
may have custodial, visitation, or other parental rights to the 63 
child, the court shall find that the person is an abusing parent 64 
within the meaning of §49-4-601 through §49-4-610 of this 65 
code, and shall take further action in accord with the 66 
provisions of those sections. 67 

ARTICLE 8B. SEXUAL OFFENSES. 

§61-8B-11a. Convictions for offenses against children. 

In any case where a person is convicted of an offense 1 
described in this article against a child and the person has 2 
custodial, visitation, or other parental rights to the child who 3 
is the victim of the offense or any child who resides in the 4 
same household as the victim, the court shall, at the time of 5 
sentencing, find that the person is an abusing parent within 6 
the meaning of §49-4-601 through §49-4-610 of this code 7 
as to the child victim, and may find that the person is an 8 
abusing parent as to any child who resides in the same 9 
household as the victim, and shall take further action in 10 
accord with the provisions of those sections. 11 

ARTICLE 8C. FILMING OF SEXUALLY EXPLICIT 
CONDUCT OF MINORS. 

§61-8C-3b. Prohibiting juveniles from manufacturing, 
possessing and distributing nude or partially nude images 
of minors; creating exemptions; declaring a violation to be 
an act of juvenile delinquency; and providing for the 
punishment thereof. 
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(a) Any minor who intentionally possesses, creates, 1 
produces, distributes, presents, transmits, posts, exchanges, 2 
or otherwise disseminates a visual portrayal of another 3 
minor posing in an inappropriate sexual manner or who 4 
distributes, presents, transmits, posts, exchanges, or 5 
otherwise disseminates a visual portrayal of himself or 6 
herself posing in an inappropriate sexual manner is guilty of 7 
an act of delinquency and, upon adjudication, disposition 8 
may be made by the circuit court pursuant to the provisions 9 
of §49-4-701 through §49-4-725 of this code. 10 

(b) As used in this section: 11 

(1) “Posing in an inappropriate sexual manner” means 12 
exhibition of a bare female breast, female or male genitalia, 13 
pubic, or rectal areas of a minor for purposes of sexual 14 
titillation. 15

(4) Describes any additional defects or malfunctions, if 26 
any, disclosed to the merchant by a previous owner of the 27 
used manufactured home or discoverable by the merchant 28 
after an inspection of the used manufactured home; 29 

(5) States that the warranty being waived applies only 30 
to the disclosed defect or malfunction, if any, to the extent 31 
the merchant intends to waive a warranty as to a specific 32 
defect; 33 

(6) Acknowledges that the used manufactured home 34 
will not be used for human habitation: Provided, That the 35 
consumer shall sign or initial such provision in order to 36 
evidence the consumer’s acknowledgment thereof; and 37 
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(7) Is signed by both the consumer and the merchant 38 
before the sales contract is executed. 39 

For purposes of this subsection, “used manufactured 40 
home” means a manufactured home, as defined in §21-9-2 41 
of this code, that is more than four years old from its date of 42 
production and has previously been occupied, used, or sold 43 
for purposes other than resale. 44

Be it enacted by the Legislature of West Virginia: 

ARTICLE 6F. TELEMARKETING. 

PART V. UNFAIR OR DECEPTIVE ACTS OR 
PRACTICES; PENALTIES. 

§46A-6F-501.  Unfair or deceptive acts or practices. 

It is an unfair or deceptive act or practice and a violation 1 
of this article for any seller or telemarketer to engage in the 2 
following conduct: 3 
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(1) To advertise or represent that registration as a 4 
telemarketer equals an endorsement or approval by the state 5 
or any governmental agency of the state; 6 

(2) To request or receive payment of any fee or 7 
consideration for goods or services represented to remove 8 
derogatory information from, or improve, a person’s credit 9 
history, credit record, or credit rating until: 10 

(A) The time frame in which the telemarketer has 11 
represented all of the goods or services will be provided to 12 
that person has expired; and 13 

(B) The telemarketer has provided the person with 14 
documentation in the form of a consumer report from a 15 
consumer reporting agency demonstrating that the promised 16 
results have been achieved, such report having been issued 17 
more than six months after the results were achieved; 18 

(3) To obtain or submit for payment a check, draft, or 19 
other form of negotiable paper drawn on a person’s 20 
checking, savings, share, or similar account, without that 21 
person’s express verifiable authorization. Such 22 
authorization shall be deemed verifiable if any of the 23 
following means are employed: 24 

(A) Express written authorization by the customer, 25 
which may include the customer’s signature on the 26 
negotiable instrument; or 27 

(B) Express oral authorization which is tape recorded 28 
and made available upon request to the customer’s bank and 29 
which evidences clearly both the customer’s authorization 30 
of payment for the goods and services that are the subject of 31 
the sales offer and the customer’s receipt of all of the 32 
following information: 33 

(i) The date of the draft(s); 34 

(ii) The amount of the draft(s); 35 
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(iii) The payor’s name; 36 

(iv) The number of draft payments (if more than one); 37 

(v) A telephone number for customer inquiry that is 38 
answered during normal business hours; and 39 

(vi) The date of the customer’s oral authorization. 40 

(C) Written confirmation of the transaction, sent to the 41 
customer prior to submission for payment of the customer’s 42 
check, draft, or other form of negotiable paper, that 43 
includes: 44 

(i) All of the information contained in subparagraphs (i) 45 
through (vi), paragraph (B), subdivision (3) of this section; 46 
and 47 

(ii) The procedures by which the customer can obtain a 48 
refund from the telemarketer in the event the confirmation 49 
is inaccurate; 50 

(4) To procure the services of any professional delivery, 51 
courier or other pick-up service to obtain immediate receipt 52 
and possession of a consumer’s payment unless: 53 

(A) Such service is requested by the consumer; 54 

(B) The consumer is informed that he or she can inspect 55 
the goods or services prior to payment and may refuse to 56 
accept the goods or services; and 57 

(C) The consumer is actually afforded an opportunity to 58 
inspect the goods or services prior to payment; 59 

(5) To engage in any other unfair or deceptive conduct 60 
which will create a likelihood of confusion or 61 
misunderstanding to any reasonable consumer; 62 

(6) To misrepresent the requirements of this section;63 
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(7) To provide substantial assistance or support to any 64 
telemarketer when that person knows or consciously avoids 65 
knowing that the telemarketer is engaged in any act or 66 
practice that violates this section; 67 

(8) To engage in any “unfair methods of competition 68 
and unfair or deceptive acts or practices” as specified in 69 
§46A-6-102(f) of this code and made unlawful by the 70 
provisions of §46A-6-102 of this code; or 71 

(9) To engage in transmission of misleading or 72 
inaccurate caller identification information, including, but 73 
not limited to, circumventing caller identification 74 
technology that allows the consumer to identify from what 75 
phone number or organization the call has originated from, 76 
or to otherwise misrepresent the origin and nature of the 77 
solicitation: Provided, That the provisions of this subsection 78 
do not apply to a communications service provider that 79 
delivers a communication originated by another person or 80 
entity.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of West Virginia: 

CHAPTER 16. PUBLIC HEALTH. 

ARTICLE 5H. CHRONIC PAIN CLINIC LICENSING ACT. 
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§16-5H-2. Definitions. 

“Chronic pain” means pain that has persisted after 1 
reasonable medical efforts have been made to relieve the 2 
pain or cure its cause and that has continued, either 3 
continuously or episodically, for longer than three 4 
continuous months. For purposes of this article, “chronic 5 
pain” does not include pain directly associated with a 6 
terminal condition. 7 

“Director” means the Director of the Office of Health 8 
Facility Licensure and Certification within the Office of the 9 
Inspector General. 10 

“Owner” means any person, partnership, association, or 11 
corporation listed as the owner of a pain management clinic 12 
on the licensing forms required by this article. 13 

“Pain management clinic” means all privately-owned 14 
pain management clinics, facilities, or offices not otherwise 15 
exempted from this article and which meet both of the 16 
following criteria: 17 

(1) Where in any month more than 50 percent of patients 18 
of the clinic are prescribed or dispensed Schedule II opioids 19 
or other Schedule II controlled substances specified in rules 20 
promulgated pursuant to this article for chronic pain 21 
resulting from conditions that are not terminal; and 22 

(2) The facility meets any other identifying criteria 23 
established by the secretary by rule. 24 

“Physician” means an individual authorized to practice 25 
medicine or surgery or osteopathic medicine or surgery in 26 
this state. 27 

“Prescriber” means an individual who is authorized by 28 
law to prescribe drugs or drug therapy related devices in the 29 
course of the individual’s professional practice, including 30 
only a medical or osteopathic physician authorized to 31 
practice medicine or surgery; a physician assistant or 32 
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osteopathic physician assistant who holds a certificate to 33 
prescribe drugs; or an advanced nurse practitioner who 34 
holds a certificate to prescribe. 35 

“Secretary” means the Secretary of the West Virginia 36 
Department of Health and Human Resources. The secretary 37 
may define in rules any term or phrase used in this article 38 
which is not expressly defined. 39 

§16-5H-9. Rules. 

(a) The Secretary of the Department of Health and 1 
Human Resources, in collaboration with the West Virginia 2 
Board of Medicine and the West Virginia Board of 3 
Osteopathy, shall promulgate rules in accordance with the 4 
provisions of §29A-1-1 et seq. of this code for the licensure 5 
of pain management clinics to ensure adequate care, 6 
treatment, health, safety, welfare, and comfort of patients at 7 
these facilities. These rules shall include, at a minimum: 8 

(1) The process to be followed by applicants seeking a 9 
license; 10 

(2) The qualifications and supervision of licensed and 11 
nonlicensed personnel at pain management clinics and 12 
training requirements for all facility health care practitioners 13 
who are not regulated by another board; 14 

(3) The provision and coordination of patient care, 15 
including the development of a written plan of care; 16 

(4) The management, operation, staffing, and equipping 17 
of the pain management clinic; 18 

(5) The clinical, medical, patient, and business records 19 
kept by the pain management clinic; 20 

(6) The procedures for inspections and for the review of 21 
utilization and quality of patient care; 22 

(7) The standards and procedures for the general 23 
operation of a pain management clinic, including facility 24 
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operations, physical operations, infection control 25 
requirements, health and safety requirements, and quality 26 
assurance; 27 

(8) Identification of drugs that may be used to treat 28 
chronic pain that identify a facility as a pain management 29 
clinic, including, at a minimum, tramadol and carisoprodol; 30 

(9) Any other criteria that identify a facility as a pain 31 
management clinic; 32 

(10) The standards and procedures to be followed by an 33 
owner in providing supervision, direction, and control of 34 
individuals employed by or associated with a pain 35 
management clinic; 36 

(11) Data collection and reporting requirements; and 37 

(12) Such other standards or requirements as the 38 
secretary determines are appropriate. 39 

(b) The rules authorized by this section may be filed as 40 
emergency rules if deemed necessary to promptly effectuate 41 
the purposes of this article. The Legislature finds that the 42 
changes made to this article during the 2018 regular session 43 
of the Legislature constitute an emergency for the purposes 44 
of filing any amendment to existing rules.   45 

ARTICLE 5Y.  MEDICATION-ASSISTED TREATMENT 
PROGRAM LICENSING ACT.     

§16-5Y-2. Definitions. 

“Addiction” means a primary, chronic disease of brain 1 
reward, motivation, memory, and related circuitry.  2 
Dysfunction in these circuits leads to characteristic 3 
biological, psychological, social, and spiritual 4 
manifestations which is reflected in an individual 5 
pathologically pursuing reward or relief by substance use, 6 
or both, and other behaviors.  Addiction is characterized by 7 
inability to consistently abstain; impairment in behavioral 8 
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control; craving; diminished recognition of significant 9 
problems with one’s behaviors; interpersonal problems with 10 
one’s behaviors and interpersonal relationships; a 11 
dysfunctional emotional response; and as addiction is 12 
currently defined by the American Society of Addiction 13 
Medicine. 14 

“Administrator” means an individual designated by the 15 
governing body to be responsible for the day-to-day 16 
operation of the opioid treatment programs. 17 

“Advanced alcohol and drug abuse counselor” means an 18 
alcohol and drug abuse counselor who is certified by the 19 
West Virginia Certification Board for Addiction and 20 
Prevention Professionals who demonstrates a high degree of 21 
competence in the addiction counseling field. 22 

“Alcohol and drug abuse counselor” means a counselor 23 
certified by the West Virginia Certification Board for 24 
Addiction and Prevention Professionals for specialized 25 
work with patients who have substance use problems. 26 

“Biopsychosocial” means of, relating to, or concerned 27 
with, biological, psychological, and social aspects in 28 
contrast to the strictly biomedical aspects of disease. 29 

“Center for Substance Abuse Treatment” means the 30 
center under the Substance Abuse and Mental Health 31 
Services Administration that promotes community-based 32 
substance abuse treatment and recovery services for 33 
individuals and families in the community and provides 34 
national leadership to improve access, reduce barriers, and 35 
promote high quality, effective treatment and recovery 36 
services. 37 

“Controlled Substances Monitoring Program Database” 38 
means the database maintained by the West Virginia Board 39 
of Pharmacy pursuant to §60A-9-3 of this code that 40 
monitors and tracks certain prescriptions written or 41 
dispensed by dispensers and prescribers in West Virginia. 42 
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“Director” means the Director of the Office of Health 43 
Facility Licensure and Certification. 44 

“Dispense” means the preparation and delivery of a 45 
medication-assisted treatment medication in an 46 
appropriately labeled and suitable container to a patient by 47 
a medication-assisted treatment program or pharmacist. 48 

“Governing body” means the person or persons 49 
identified as being legally responsible for the operation of 50 
the opioid treatment program.  A governing body may be a 51 
board, a single entity or owner, or a partnership. The 52 
governing body must comply with the requirements 53 
prescribed in rules promulgated pursuant to this article. 54 

“Medical director” means a physician licensed within 55 
the State of West Virginia who assumes responsibility for 56 
administering all medical services performed by the 57 
medication-assisted treatment program, either by 58 
performing them directly or by delegating specific 59 
responsibility to authorized program physicians and health 60 
care professionals functioning under the medical director’s 61 
direct supervision and functioning within their scope of 62 
practice. 63 

“Medication-assisted treatment” means the use of 64 
medications and drug screens, in combination with 65 
counseling and behavioral therapies, to provide a holistic 66 
approach to the treatment of substance use disorders. 67 

“Medication-assisted treatment program” means all 68 
publicly and privately owned opioid treatment programs 69 
and office-based, medication-assisted treatment programs, 70 
which prescribe medication-assisted treatment medications 71 
and treat substance use disorders, as those terms are defined 72 
in this article. 73 

“Medication-assisted treatment medication” means any 74 
medication that is approved by the United States Food and 75 
Drug Administration under Section 505 of the Federal Food, 76 
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Drug and Cosmetic Act, 21 U. S. C. § 355, for use in the 77 
treatment of substance use disorders that is an opioid agonist 78 
or partial opioid agonist and is listed on the Schedule of 79 
Controlled Substances in §60A-2-2201 et seq. of this code. 80 

“Office-based, medication-assisted treatment” means 81 
all publicly or privately owned clinics, facilities, offices, or 82 
programs that provide medication-assisted treatment to 83 
individuals with substance use disorders through the 84 
prescription, administration, or dispensing of a medication-85 
assisted treatment medication in the form of a partial opioid 86 
agonist. 87 

“Opioid agonist” means substances that bind to and 88 
activate the opiate receptors resulting in analgesia and pain 89 
regulation, respiratory depression, and a wide variety of 90 
behavioral changes.  As used in this article, the term “opioid 91 
agonist” does not include partial agonist medications used 92 
as an alternative to opioid agonists in the treatment of opioid 93 
addiction. 94 

 ”Opioid treatment program” means all publicly- or 95 
privately-owned medication-assisted treatment programs in 96 
clinics, facilities, offices, or programs that provide 97 
medication-assisted treatment to individuals with substance 98 
use disorders through on-site administration or dispensing 99 
of a medication-assisted treatment medication in the form 100 
of an opioid agonist or partial opioid agonist. 101 

“Owner” means any person, partnership, association, or 102 
corporation listed as the owner of a medication-assisted 103 
treatment program on the licensing or registration forms 104 
required by this article. 105 

“Partial opioid agonist” means a Federal Drug 106 
Administration approved medication that is used as an 107 
alternative to opioid agonists for the treatment of substance 108 
use disorders and that binds to and activates opiate 109 
receptors, but not to the same degree as full agonists. 110 
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“Physician” means an individual licensed in this state to 111 
practice allopathic medicine or surgery by the West Virginia 112 
Board of Medicine or osteopathic medicine or surgery by 113 
the West Virginia Board of Osteopathic Medicine and that 114 
meets the requirements of this article. 115 

“Prescriber” means a person authorized in this state, 116 
working within their scope of practice, to give direction, 117 
either orally or in writing, for the preparation and 118 
administration of a remedy to be used in the treatment of 119 
substance use disorders. 120 

“Program sponsor” means the person named in the 121 
application for the certification and licensure of an opioid 122 
treatment program who is responsible for the administrative 123 
operation of the opioid treatment program and who assumes 124 
responsibility for all of its employees, including any 125 
practitioners, agents, or other persons providing medical, 126 
rehabilitative, or counseling services at the program. 127 

“Secretary” means the Secretary of the West Virginia 128 
Department of Health and Human Resources or his or her 129 
designee. 130 

“State opioid treatment authority” means the agency or 131 
individual designated by the Governor to exercise the 132 
responsibility and authority of the state for governing the 133 
treatment of substance use disorders, including, but not 134 
limited to, the treatment of opiate addiction with opioid 135 
drugs. 136 

“State oversight agency” means the agency or office of 137 
state government identified by the secretary to provide 138 
regulatory oversight of medication-assisted treatment 139 
programs on behalf of the State of West Virginia. 140 

“Substance” means the following: 141 

(1) Alcohol; 142 
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(2) Controlled substances defined by §60A-2-204, 143 
§60A-2-206, §60A-2-208, and §60A-2-210 of this code; or 144 

(3) Any chemical, gas, drug, or medication consumed 145 
which causes clinically and functionally significant 146 
impairment, such as health problems, disability, and failure 147 
to meet major responsibilities at work, school, or home. 148 

“Substance Abuse and Mental Health Services 149 
Administration” means the agency under the United States 150 
Department of Health and Human Services responsible for 151 
the accreditation and certification of medication-assisted 152 
treatment programs and that provides leadership, resources, 153 
programs, policies, information, data, contracts, and grants 154 
for the purpose of reducing the impact of substance abuse 155 
and mental or behavioral illness. 156 

“Substance use disorder” means patterns of symptoms 157 
resulting from use of a substance that the individual 158 
continues to take, despite experiencing problems as a result; 159 
or as defined in the most recent edition of the American 160 
Psychiatric Association’s Diagnostic and Statistical Manual 161 
of Mental Disorders. 162 

“Telehealth” means the mode of delivering health care 163 
services and public health via information and 164 
communication technologies to facilitate the diagnosis, 165 
consultation, treatment education, care management, and 166 
self-management of a patient’s health care while the patient 167 
is at the originating site and the health care provider is at a 168 
distant site. 169 

“Variance” means written permission granted by the 170 
secretary to a medication-assisted treatment program that a 171 
requirement of this article or rules promulgated pursuant to 172 
this article may be accomplished in a manner different from 173 
the manner set forth in this article or associated rules. 174 

“Waiver” means a formal, time-limited agreement 175 
between the designated oversight agency and the 176 
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medication-assisted treatment program that suspends a rule, 177 
policy, or standard for a specific situation so long as the 178 
health and safety of patients is better served in the situation 179 
by suspension of the rule, policy, or standard than by 180 
enforcement. 181 

§16-5Y-4. Office-based, medication-assisted treatment 
programs to obtain registration; application; fees and 
inspections. 

(a) No person, partnership, association, or corporation 1 
may operate an office-based, medication-assisted treatment 2 
program without first obtaining a registration from the 3 
secretary in accordance with the provisions of this article 4 
and the rules lawfully promulgated pursuant to this article. 5 

(b) Any person, partnership, association, or corporation 6 
desiring a registration to operate an office-based, 7 
medication-assisted treatment program in this state shall file 8 
with the Office of Health Facility Licensure and 9 
Certification an application in such form and with such 10 
information as the secretary shall prescribe and furnish 11 
accompanied by an application fee. 12 

(c) The Director of the Office of Health Facility 13 
Licensure and Certification or his or her designee shall 14 
inspect and review all documentation submitted with the 15 
application.  The director shall then provide a 16 
recommendation to the secretary whether to approve or 17 
deny the application for registration. The secretary shall 18 
issue a registration if the facility is in compliance with the 19 
provisions of this article and with the rules lawfully 20 
promulgated pursuant to this article. 21 

(d) A registration shall be issued in one of three 22 
categories: 23 

(1) An initial 12-month registration shall be issued to an 24 
office-based, medication-assisted treatment program 25 
establishing a new program or service for which there is 26 
insufficient consumer participation to demonstrate 27 
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substantial compliance with this article and with all rules 28 
promulgated pursuant to this article; 29 

(2) A provisional registration shall be issued when an 30 
office-based, medication-assisted treatment program seeks 31 
a renewal registration, or is an existing program as of the 32 
effective date of this article and is seeking an initial 33 
registration, and the office-based, medication-assisted 34 
treatment program is not in substantial compliance with this 35 
article and with all rules promulgated pursuant to this 36 
article, but does not pose a significant risk to the rights, 37 
health, and safety of a consumer.  It shall expire not more 38 
than six months from the date of issuance, and may not be 39 
consecutively reissued; or 40 

(3) A renewal registration shall be issued when an 41 
office-based, medication-assisted treatment program is in 42 
substantial compliance with this article and with all rules 43 
promulgated pursuant to this article. A renewal registration 44 
shall expire not more than one year from the date of 45 
issuance. 46 

(e) At least 60 days prior to the registration expiration 47 
date, an application for renewal shall be submitted by the 48 
office-based, medication-assisted treatment program to the 49 
secretary on forms furnished by the secretary.  A 50 
registration shall be renewed if the secretary determines that 51 
the applicant is in compliance with this article and with all 52 
rules promulgated pursuant to this article.  A registration 53 
issued to one program location pursuant to this article is not 54 
transferrable or assignable. Any change of ownership of a 55 
registered office-based, medication-assisted treatment 56 
program requires submission of a new application. The 57 
office-based, medication-assisted treatment program shall 58 
notify the secretary of any change in ownership within 10 59 
days of the change and must submit a new application 60 
within the time frame prescribed by the secretary. 61 

(f) Any person, partnership, association, or corporation 62 
seeking to obtain or renew a registration for an office-based, 63 
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medication-assisted treatment program in this state must 64 
submit to the secretary the following documentation: 65 

(1) Full operating name of the program as advertised; 66 

(2) Legal name of the program as registered with the 67 
West Virginia Secretary of State; 68 

(3) Physical address of the program; 69 

(4) Preferred mailing address for the program;  70 

(5) Email address to be used as the primary contact for 71 
the program; 72 

(6) Federal Employer Identification Number assigned to 73 
the program; 74 

(7) All business licenses issued to the program by this 75 
state, the state Tax Department, the Secretary of State, and 76 
all other applicable business entities; 77 

(8) Brief description of all services provided by the 78 
program; 79 

(9) Hours of operation; 80 

(10) Legal Registered Owner Name – name of the 81 
person registered as the legal owner of the program.  If more 82 
than one legal owner (i.e., partnership, corporation, etc.) list 83 
each legal owner separately, indicating the percentage of 84 
ownership; 85 

(11) Medical director’s full name, medical license 86 
number, Drug Enforcement Administration registration 87 
number, and a listing of all current certifications; 88 

(12) For each physician, counselor, or social worker of 89 
the program, provide the following: 90 

(A) Employee’s role and occupation within the 91 
program; 92 
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(B) Full legal name; 93 

(C) Medical license, if applicable; 94 

(D) Drug Enforcement Administration registration 95 
number, if applicable;  96 

(E) Drug Enforcement Administration identification 97 
number to prescribe buprenorphine for addiction, if 98 
applicable; and 99 

(F) Number of hours worked at program per week; 100 

(13) Name and location address of all programs owned 101 
or operated by the applicant; 102 

(14) Notarized signature of applicant; 103 

(15) Check or money order for registration fee; 104 

(16) Verification of education and training for all 105 
physicians, counselors, and social workers practicing at or 106 
used by referral by the program such as fellowships, 107 
additional education, accreditations, board certifications, 108 
and other certifications; and 109 

(17) Board of Pharmacy Controlled Substance 110 
Prescriber Report for each prescriber practicing at the 111 
program for the three months preceding the date of 112 
application. 113 

(g) Upon satisfaction that an applicant has met all of the 114 
requirements of this article, the secretary shall issue a 115 
registration to operate an office-based, medication-assisted 116 
treatment program. An entity that obtains this registration 117 
may possess, have custody or control of, and dispense drugs 118 
indicated and approved by the United States Food and Drug 119 
Administration for the treatment of substance use disorders. 120 

(h) The office-based, medication-assisted treatment 121 
program shall display the current registration in a prominent 122 
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location where services are provided and in clear view of all 123 
patients. 124 

(i) The secretary or his or her designee shall perform 125 
complaint and verification inspections on all office-based, 126 
medication-assisted treatment programs that are subject to 127 
this article and all rules adopted pursuant to this article to 128 
ensure continued compliance. 129 

(j) Any person, partnership, association, or corporation 130 
operating an office-based, medication-assisted treatment 131 
program shall be permitted to continue operation until the 132 
effective date of the new rules promulgated pursuant to this 133 
article.  At that time a person, partnership, association, or 134 
corporation shall file for registration within six months 135 
pursuant to the licensing procedures and requirements of 136 
this section and the new rules promulgated hereunder. The 137 
existing procedures of the person, partnership, association, 138 
or corporation shall remain effective until receipt of the 139 
registration. 140 

(k) A person, partnership, association, or corporation 141 
providing office-based, medication-assisted treatment to no 142 
more than 30 patients of their practice or program is exempt 143 
from the registration requirement contained in §16-5Y-4(a) 144 
of this code: Provided, That it: 145 

(1) Operates in compliance with all legislative rules 146 
promulgated pursuant to this article regulating office-based, 147 
medication-assisted treatment; and 148 

(2) Attests to the Office of Health Facility Licensure and 149 
Certification on a form prescribed by the secretary that the 150 
person, partnership, association, or corporation requires 151 
counselling and drug screens, has implemented diversion 152 
control measures, will provide patient numbers upon 153 
request, and will provide any other information required by 154 
the secretary in rule; and  155 
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(3) Is prohibited from establishing an office-based, 156 
medication-assisted treatment at any other location or 157 
facility after the submission of an attestation submitted 158 
pursuant to §16-5Y-4(k)(2) of this code.  This subdivision 159 
includes any person, partnership, association, or corporation 160 
that has an ownership interest in a partnership, association, 161 
or corporation or other corporate entity providing office-162 
based, medication-assisted treatment. 163 

§16-5Y-5. Operational requirements.  

(a) The medication-assisted treatment program shall be 1 
licensed and registered in this state with the secretary, the 2 
Secretary of State, the state Tax Department, and all other 3 
applicable business or licensing entities. 4 

(b) The program sponsor need not be a licensed 5 
physician but shall employ a licensed physician for the 6 
position of medical director, when required by the rules 7 
promulgated pursuant to this article. 8 

(c) Each medication-assisted treatment program shall 9 
designate a medical director. If the medication-assisted 10 
treatment program is accredited by a Substance Abuse and 11 
Mental Health Services Administration approved 12 
accrediting body that meets nationally accepted standards 13 
for providing medication-assisted treatment, including the 14 
Commission on Accreditation of Rehabilitation Facilities or 15 
the Joint Commission on Accreditation of Healthcare 16 
Organizations, then the program may designate a medical 17 
director to oversee all facilities associated with the 18 
accredited medication-assisted treatment program. The 19 
medical director shall be responsible for the operation of the 20 
medication-assisted treatment program, as further specified 21 
in the rules promulgated pursuant to this article.  He or she 22 
may delegate the day-to-day operation of a medication-23 
assisted treatment program as provided in rules promulgated 24 
pursuant to this article. Within 10 days after termination of 25 
a medical director, the medication-assisted treatment 26 
program shall notify the director of the identity of another 27 
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medical director for that program.  Failure to have a medical 28 
director practicing at the program may be the basis for a 29 
suspension or revocation of the program license.  The 30 
medical director shall: 31 

(1) Have a full, active, and unencumbered license to 32 
practice allopathic medicine or surgery from the West 33 
Virginia Board of Medicine or to practice osteopathic 34 
medicine or surgery from the West Virginia Board of 35 
Osteopathic Medicine in this state and be in good standing 36 
and not under any probationary restrictions; 37 

(2) Meet both of the following training requirements: 38 

(A) If the physician prescribes a partial opioid agonist, 39 
he or she shall complete the requirements for the Drug 40 
Addiction Treatment Act of 2000; and 41 

(B) Complete other programs and continuing education 42 
requirements as further described in the rules promulgated 43 
pursuant to this article; 44 

(3) Practice at the licensed or registered medication-45 
assisted treatment program a sufficient number of hours, 46 
based upon the type of medication-assisted treatment 47 
license or registration issued pursuant to this article, to 48 
ensure regulatory compliance, and carry out those duties 49 
specifically assigned to the medical director as further 50 
described in the rules promulgated pursuant to this article; 51 

(4) Be responsible for monitoring and ensuring 52 
compliance with all requirements related to the licensing 53 
and operation of the medication-assisted treatment program; 54 

(5) Supervise, control, and direct the activities of each 55 
individual working or operating at the medication-assisted 56 
treatment program, including any employee, volunteer, or 57 
individual under contract, who provides medication-58 
assisted treatment at the program or is associated with the 59 
provision of that treatment.  The supervision, control, and 60 
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direction shall be provided in accordance with rules 61 
promulgated by the secretary; and 62 

(6) Complete other requirements prescribed by the 63 
secretary by rule. 64 

(d) Each medication-assisted treatment program shall 65 
designate counseling staff, either employees, or those used 66 
on a referral-basis by the program, which meet the 67 
requirements of this article and the rules promulgated 68 
pursuant to this article. The individual members of the 69 
counseling staff shall have one or more of the following 70 
qualifications: 71 

(1) Be a licensed psychiatrist; 72 

(2) Certification as an alcohol and drug counselor; 73 

(3) Certification as an advanced alcohol and drug 74 
counselor; 75 

(4) Be a counselor, psychologist, marriage and family 76 
therapist, or social worker with a master’s level education 77 
with a specialty or specific training in treatment for 78 
substance use disorders, as further described in the rules 79 
promulgated pursuant to this article; 80 

(5) Under the direct supervision of an advanced alcohol 81 
and drug counselor, be a counselor with a bachelor’s degree 82 
in social work or another relevant human services field: 83 
Provided, That the individual practicing with a bachelor’s 84 
degree under supervision applies for certification as an 85 
alcohol and drug counselor within three years of the date of 86 
employment as a counselor; or 87 

(6) Be a counselor with a graduate degree actively 88 
working toward licensure or certification in the individual’s 89 
chosen field under supervision of a licensed or certified 90 
professional in that field and/or advanced alcohol and drug 91 
counselor. 92 
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(e) The medication-assisted treatment program shall be 93 
eligible for, and not prohibited from, enrollment with West 94 
Virginia Medicaid and other private insurance.  Prior to 95 
directly billing a patient for any medication-assisted 96 
treatment, a medication-assisted treatment program must 97 
receive either a rejection of prior authorization, rejection of 98 
a submitted claim, or a written denial from a patient’s 99 
insurer or West Virginia Medicaid denying coverage for 100 
such treatment: Provided, That the secretary may grant a 101 
variance from this requirement pursuant to §15-5Y-6 of this 102 
code. The program shall also document whether a patient 103 
has no insurance.  At the option of the medication-assisted 104 
treatment program, treatment may commence prior to 105 
billing. 106 

(f) The medication-assisted treatment program shall 107 
apply for and receive approval as required from the United 108 
States Drug Enforcement Administration, Center for 109 
Substance Abuse Treatment, or an organization designated 110 
by Substance Abuse and Mental Health and Mental Health 111 
Administration. 112 

(g) All persons employed by the medication-assisted 113 
treatment program shall comply with the requirements for 114 
the operation of a medication-assisted treatment program 115 
established within this article or by any rule adopted 116 
pursuant to this article. 117 

(h) All employees of an opioid treatment program shall 118 
furnish fingerprints for a state and federal criminal records 119 
check by the Criminal Identification Bureau of the West 120 
Virginia State Police and the Federal Bureau of 121 
Investigation. The fingerprints shall be accompanied by a 122 
signed authorization for the release of information and 123 
retention of the fingerprints by the Criminal Identification 124 
Bureau and the Federal Bureau of Investigation. The opioid 125 
treatment program shall be subject to the provisions of §16-126 
49-1 et seq. of this code and subsequent rules promulgated 127 
thereunder. 128 
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(i) The medication-assisted treatment program shall not 129 
be owned by, nor shall it employ or associate with, any 130 
physician or prescriber: 131 

(1) Whose Drug Enforcement Administration number is 132 
not currently full, active, and unencumbered; 133 

(2) Whose application for a license to prescribe, 134 
dispense, or administer a controlled substance has been 135 
denied by and is not full, active, and unencumbered in any 136 
jurisdiction; or 137 

(3) Whose license is anything other than a full, active, 138 
and unencumbered license to practice allopathic medicine 139 
or surgery by the West Virginia Board of Medicine or 140 
osteopathic medicine or surgery by the West Virginia Board 141 
of Osteopathic Medicine in this state, and, who is in good 142 
standing and not under any probationary restrictions. 143 

(j) A person may not dispense any medication-assisted 144 
treatment medication, including a controlled substance as 145 
defined by §60A-1-101 of this code, on the premises of a 146 
licensed medication-assisted treatment program, unless he 147 
or she is a physician or pharmacist licensed in this state and 148 
employed by the medication-assisted treatment program 149 
unless the medication-assisted treatment program is a 150 
federally certified narcotic treatment program.  Prior to 151 
dispensing or prescribing medication-assisted treatment 152 
medications, the treating physician must access the 153 
Controlled Substances Monitoring Program Database to 154 
ensure the patient is not seeking medication-assisted 155 
treatment medications that are controlled substances from 156 
multiple sources and to assess potential adverse drug 157 
interactions, or both.  Prior to dispensing or prescribing 158 
medication-assisted treatment medications, the treating 159 
physician shall also ensure that the medication-assisted 160 
treatment medication utilized is related to an appropriate 161 
diagnosis of a substance use disorder and approved for such 162 
usage.  The physician shall also review the Controlled 163 
Substances Monitoring Program Database no less than 164 
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quarterly and at each patient’s physical examination. The 165 
results obtained from the Controlled Substances Monitoring 166 
Program Database shall be maintained with the patient’s 167 
medical records. 168 

(k) A medication-assisted treatment program 169 
responsible for medication administration shall comply 170 
with: 171 

(1) The West Virginia Board of Pharmacy regulations; 172 

(2) The West Virginia Board of Examiners for 173 
Registered Professional Nurses regulations; 174 

(3) All applicable federal laws and regulations relating 175 
to controlled substances; and 176 

(4) Any requirements as specified in the rules 177 
promulgated pursuant to this article. 178 

(l) Each medication-assisted treatment program location 179 
shall be licensed separately, regardless of whether the 180 
program is operated under the same business name or 181 
management as another program. 182 

(m) The medication-assisted treatment program shall 183 
develop and implement patient protocols, treatment plans, 184 
or treatment strategies and profiles, which shall include, but 185 
not be limited by, the following guidelines: 186 

(1) When a physician diagnoses an individual as having 187 
a substance use disorder, the physician may treat the 188 
substance use disorder by managing it with medication in 189 
doses not exceeding those approved by the United States 190 
Food and Drug Administration as indicated for the 191 
treatment of substance use disorders and not greater than 192 
those amounts described in the rules promulgated pursuant 193 
to this article.  The treating physician and treating 194 
counselor’s diagnoses and treatment decisions shall be 195 
made according to accepted and prevailing standards for 196 
medical care; 197 
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(2) The medication-assisted treatment program shall 198 
maintain a record of all of the following: 199 

(A) Medical history and physical examination of the 200 
individual; 201 

(B) The diagnosis of substance use disorder of the 202 
individual; 203 

(C) The plan of treatment proposed, the patient’s 204 
response to the treatment, and any modification to the plan 205 
of treatment; 206 

(D) The dates on which any medications were 207 
prescribed, dispensed, or administered, the name and 208 
address of the individual for whom the medications were 209 
prescribed, dispensed, or administered, and the amounts and 210 
dosage forms for any medications prescribed, dispensed, or 211 
administered; 212 

(E) A copy of the report made by the physician or 213 
counselor to whom referral for evaluation was made, if 214 
applicable; and 215 

(F) A copy of the coordination of care agreement, which 216 
is to be signed by the patient, treating physician, and treating 217 
counselor.  If a change of treating physician or treating 218 
counselor takes place, a new agreement must be signed. The 219 
coordination of care agreement must be updated or 220 
reviewed at least annually.  If the coordination of care 221 
agreement is reviewed, but not updated, this review must be 222 
documented in the patient’s record. The coordination of care 223 
agreement will be provided in a form prescribed and made 224 
available by the secretary; 225 

(3) Medication-assisted treatment programs shall report 226 
information, data, statistics, and other information as 227 
directed in this code, and the rules promulgated pursuant to 228 
this article to required agencies and other authorities; 229 
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(4) A prescriber authorized to prescribe a medication-230 
assisted treatment medication who practices at a 231 
medication-assisted treatment program is responsible for 232 
maintaining the control and security of his or her 233 
prescription blanks and any other method used for 234 
prescribing a medication-assisted treatment medication.  235 
The prescriber shall comply with all state and federal 236 
requirements for tamper-resistant prescription paper. In 237 
addition to any other requirements imposed by statute or 238 
rule, the prescriber shall notify the secretary and appropriate 239 
law-enforcement agencies in writing within 24 hours 240 
following any theft or loss of a prescription blank or breach 241 
of any other method of prescribing a medication-assisted 242 
treatment medication; and 243 

(5) The medication-assisted treatment program shall 244 
have a drug testing program to ensure a patient is in 245 
compliance with the treatment strategy. 246 

(n) Medication-assisted treatment programs shall only 247 
prescribe, dispense, or administer liquid methadone to 248 
patients pursuant to the restrictions and requirements of the 249 
rules promulgated pursuant to this article. 250 

(o) The medication-assisted treatment program shall 251 
immediately notify the secretary, or his or her designee, in 252 
writing of any changes to its operations that affect the 253 
medication-assisted treatment program’s continued 254 
compliance with the certification and licensure 255 
requirements. 256 

(p) If a physician treats a patient with more than 16 257 
milligrams per day of buprenorphine then clear medical 258 
notes shall be placed in the patient’s medical file indicating 259 
the clinical reason or reasons for the higher level of dosage. 260 

(q) If a physician is not the patient’s obstetrical or 261 
gynecological provider, the physician shall consult with the 262 
patient’s obstetrical or gynecological provider to the extent 263 
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possible to determine whether the prescription is 264 
appropriate for the patient. 265 

(r) A practitioner providing medication-assisted 266 
treatment may perform certain aspects of telehealth if 267 
permitted under his or her scope of practice. 268 

(s) The physician shall follow the recommended 269 
manufacturer’s tapering schedule for the medication-270 
assisted treatment medication. If the schedule is not 271 
followed, the physician shall document in the patient’s 272 
medical record and the clinical reason why the schedule was 273 
not followed. The secretary may investigate a medication-274 
assisted treatment program if a high percentage of its 275 
patients are not following the recommended tapering 276 
schedule. 277 

ARTICLE 54. OPIOID REDUCTION ACT. 

§16-54-1. Definitions. 

As used in this section: 1 

“Acute pain” means a time limited pain caused by a 2 
specific disease or injury. 3 

“Chronic pain” means a noncancer, non-end of life pain 4 
lasting more than three months or longer than the duration 5 
of normal tissue healing. 6 

“Health care practitioner” or “practitioner” means:  7 

(1) A physician licensed pursuant to the provisions of 8 
§30-3-1 et seq. and §30-14-1 et seq. of this code; 9 

(2) A podiatrist licensed pursuant to the provisions of 10 
§30-3-1 et seq. of this code; 11 

(3) A physician assistant with prescriptive authority as 12 
set forth in §30-3E-3 of this code; 13 
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(4) An advanced practice registered nurse with 14 
prescriptive authority as set forth in §30-7-15a of this code; 15 

(5) A dentist licensed pursuant to the provisions of §30-16 
4-1 et seq. of this code; and  17 

(6) An optometrist licensed pursuant to the provisions 18 
of §30-8-1 et seq. of this code;  19 

“Office” means the Office of Drug Control Policy. 20 

“Pain clinic” means the same as that term is defined in 21 
§16-5H-2 of this code.  22 

“Pain specialist” means a practitioner who is board 23 
certified in pain management or a related field.    24 

§16-54-2. Voluntary nonopioid advanced directive form. 

(a) The office shall establish a voluntary nonopioid 1 
advanced directive form. The form shall be available on the 2 
office’s web site. The form shall indicate to a health care 3 
practitioner that an individual may not be administered or 4 
offered a prescription or medication order for an opioid. The 5 
advance directive shall be filed in the individual’s medical 6 
record in either a health care facility or a private office of a 7 
practitioner, or both, and shall be transferred with the person 8 
from one practitioner to another or from one health care 9 
facility to another.   10 

(b) An individual may revoke the voluntary nonopioid 11 
advanced directive form for any reason and may do so by 12 
written or oral means.  13 

(c)  A practitioner without actual knowledge of an 14 
advance directive as set forth in §16-54-2(a) of this code and 15 
who prescribes an opioid in a medical emergency situation 16 
is not civilly or criminally liable for failing to act in 17 
accordance with the directives unless the act or omission 18 
was the result of a practitioner’s gross negligence or willful 19 
misconduct. For purposes of this section, a “medical 20 
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emergency situation” shall mean an acute injury or illness 21 
that poses an immediate risk to a person’s life or long-term 22 
health. 23 

§16-54-3. Opioid prescription notifications. 

Prior to issuing a prescription for an opioid, a 1 
practitioner shall: 2 

(1) Advise the patient regarding the quantity of the 3 
opioid and a patient’s option to fill the prescription in a 4 
lesser quantity; and  5 

(2) Inform the patient of the risks associated with the 6 
opioid prescribed. 7 

§16-54-4. Opioid prescription limitations. 

(a) When issuing a prescription for an opioid to an adult 1 
patient seeking treatment in an emergency room for 2 
outpatient use, a health care practitioner may not issue a 3 
prescription for more than a four-day supply. 4 

(b) When issuing a prescription for an opioid to an adult 5 
patient seeking treatment in an urgent care facility setting 6 
for outpatient use, a health care practitioner may not issue a 7 
prescription for more than a four-day supply: Provided, 8 
That an additional dosing for up to no more than a seven-9 
day supply may be permitted, but only if the medical 10 
rational for more than a four-day supply is documented in 11 
the medical record. 12 

(c) A health care practitioner may not issue an opioid 13 
prescription to a minor for more than a three-day supply and 14 
shall discuss with the parent or guardian of the minor the 15 
risks associated with opioid use and the reasons why the 16 
prescription is necessary. 17 

(d) A dentist or an optometrist may not issue an opioid 18 
prescription for more than a three-day supply at any time. 19 
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(e) A practitioner may not issue an initial opioid 20 
prescription for more than a seven-day supply. The 21 
prescription shall be for the lowest effective dose which in 22 
the medical judgement of the practitioner would be the best 23 
course of treatment for this patient and his or her condition. 24 

(f) Prior to issuing an initial opioid prescription, a 25 
practitioner shall: 26 

(1) Take and document the results of a thorough medical 27 
history, including the patient’s experience with nonopioid 28 
medication, nonpharmacological pain management 29 
approaches, and substance abuse history; 30 

(2) Conduct, as appropriate, and document the results of 31 
a physical examination; 32 

(3) Develop a treatment plan, with particular attention 33 
focused on determining the cause of the patient’s pain; and 34 

(4) Access relevant prescription monitoring information 35 
under the Controlled Substances Monitoring Program 36 
Database. 37 

(g) Notwithstanding any provision of this code or 38 
legislative rule to the contrary, no medication listed as a 39 
Schedule II controlled substance as set forth in §60A-2-206 40 
of this code, may be prescribed by a practitioner for greater 41 
than a 30-day supply: Provided, That two additional 42 
prescriptions, each for a 30-day period for a total of a 90-43 
day supply, may be prescribed if the practitioner accesses 44 
the West Virginia Controlled Substances Monitoring 45 
Program Database as set forth in §60A-9-1 et seq. of this 46 
code: Provided, however, That the limitations in this section 47 
do not apply to cancer patients, patients receiving hospice 48 
care from a licensed hospice provider, patients receiving 49 
palliative care, a patient who is a resident of a long-term care 50 
facility, or a patient receiving medications that are being 51 
prescribed for use in the treatment of substance abuse or 52 
opioid dependence. 53 
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(h) A practitioner is required to conduct and document 54 
the results of a physical examination every 90 days for any 55 
patient for whom he or she continues to treat with any 56 
Schedule II controlled substance as set forth in §60-2-206 57 
of this code.  58 

(i) A veterinarian licensed pursuant to the provisions of 59 
§30-10-1 et seq. of this code may not issue more than an 60 
initial opioid prescription for more than a seven-day supply. 61 
The prescription shall be for the lowest effective dose which 62 
in the medical judgment of the veterinarian would be the 63 
best course of treatment for this patient and his or her 64 
condition. 65 

(j)  A prescription for any opioid drug listed on Schedule 66 
II as set forth in §60A-2-206 of this code for greater than a 67 
seven-day period shall require the patient to execute a 68 
narcotics contract with their prescribing practitioner.  The 69 
contract shall be made a part of the patient’s medical record.  70 
The narcotics contract is required to provide that:   71 

(1) The patient agrees only to obtain scheduled 72 
medications from this particular prescribing practitioner;  73 

(2) The patient agrees he or she will only fill those 74 
prescriptions at a single pharmacy which includes a 75 
pharmacy with more than one location;  76 

(3) The patient agrees to notify the prescribing 77 
practitioner within 72 hours of any emergency where he or 78 
she is prescribed scheduled medication; and  79 

(4) If the patient fails to honor the provisions of the 80 
narcotics contract, the prescribing practitioner may either 81 
terminate the provider-patient relationship or continue to 82 
treat the patient without prescribing a Schedule II opioid for 83 
the patient.  Should the practitioner decide to terminate the 84 
relationship, he or she is required to do so pursuant to the 85 
provisions of this code and any rules promulgated 86 
hereunder.  Termination of the relationship for the patient’s 87 
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failure to honor the provisions of the contract is not subject 88 
to any disciplinary action by the practitioner’s licensing 89 
board.   90 

§16-54-5.  Subsequent prescriptions; limitations.  

(a) No fewer than six days after issuing the initial 1 
prescription as set forth in §16-54-4 of this code, the 2 
practitioner, after consultation with the patient, may issue a 3 
subsequent prescription for an opioid to the patient if: 4 

(1) The subsequent prescription would not be deemed 5 
an initial prescription pursuant to §16-54-4 of this code; 6 

(2) The practitioner determines the prescription is 7 
necessary and appropriate to the patient’s treatment needs 8 
and documents the rationale for the issuance of the 9 
subsequent prescription; and 10 

(3) The practitioner determines that issuance of the 11 
subsequent prescription does not present an undue risk of 12 
abuse, addiction, or diversion and documents that 13 
determination. 14 

(b) Prior to issuing the subsequent prescription of the 15 
course of treatment, a practitioner shall discuss with the 16 
patient, or the patient’s parent or guardian if the patient is 17 
under 18 years of age, the risks associated with the drug 18 
being prescribed.  This discussion shall include:  19 

(1) The risks of addiction and overdose associated with 20 
opioid drugs and the dangers of taking opioid drugs with 21 
alcohol, benzodiazepines, and other central nervous system 22 
depressants; 23 

(2) The reasons why the prescription is necessary;  24 

(3) Alternative treatments that may be available; and 25 

(4) Risks associated with the use of the drugs being 26 
prescribed, specifically that opioids are highly addictive, 27 
even when taken as prescribed, that there is a risk of 28 
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developing a physical or psychological dependence on the 29 
controlled substance, and that the risks of taking more 30 
opioids than prescribed, or mixing sedatives, 31 
benzodiazepines, or alcohol with opioids, can result in fatal 32 
respiratory depression.  33 

(c) The discussion as set forth in §16-54-5(b) of this 34 
code shall be included in a notation in the patient’s medical 35 
record. 36 

§16-54-6.  Ongoing treatment; referral to pain clinic or pain 
specialist.   

(a) At the time of the issuance of the third prescription 1 
for a prescription opioid the practitioner shall consider 2 
referring the patient to a pain clinic or a pain specialist.  The 3 
practitioner shall discuss the benefits of seeking treatment 4 
through a pain clinic or a pain specialist and provide him or 5 
her with an understanding of any risks associated by 6 
choosing not to pursue that as an option.   7 

(b) If the patient declines to seek treatment from a pain 8 
clinic or a pain specialist and opts to remain a patient of the 9 
practitioner, and the practitioner continues to prescribe an 10 
opioid for pain as provided in this code, the practitioner 11 
shall: 12 

(1)  Note in the patient’s medical records that the patient 13 
knowingly declined treatment from a pain clinic or pain 14 
specialist;  15 

(2) Review, at a minimum of every three months, the 16 
course of treatment, any new information about the etiology 17 
of the pain, and the patient’s progress toward treatment 18 
objectives and document the results of that review; 19 

(3) Assess the patient prior to every renewal to 20 
determine whether the patient is experiencing problems 21 
associated with physical and psychological dependence and 22 
document the results of that assessment; and 23 
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(4) Periodically make reasonable efforts, unless 24 
clinically contraindicated, to either stop the use of the 25 
controlled substance, decrease the dosage, try other drugs or 26 
treatment modalities in an effort to reduce the potential for 27 
abuse or the development of physical or psychological 28 
dependence, and document with specificity the efforts 29 
undertaken. 30 

§16-54-7.  Exceptions. 

(a) This article does not apply to a prescription for a 1 
patient who is currently in active treatment for cancer, 2 
receiving hospice care from a licensed hospice provider or 3 
palliative care provider, or is a resident of a long-term care 4 
facility, or to any medications that are being prescribed for 5 
use in the treatment of substance abuse or opioid 6 
dependence. 7 

(b) A practitioner may prescribe an initial seven-day 8 
supply of an opioid to a post-surgery patient immediately 9 
following a surgical procedure.  Based upon the medical 10 
judgment of the practitioner, a subsequent prescription may 11 
be prescribed by the practitioner pursuant to the provisions 12 
of this code. Nothing in this section authorizes a practitioner 13 
to prescribe any medication which he or she is not permitted 14 
to prescribe pursuant to their practice act.   15 

(c) A practitioner who acquires a patient after January 16 
1, 2018, who is currently being prescribed an opioid from 17 
another practitioner shall be required to access the 18 
Controlled Substances Monitoring Program Database as set 19 
forth in §60A-9-1 et seq. of this code.  Any prescription 20 
would not be deemed an initial prescription pursuant to the 21 
provisions of this section.  The practitioner shall otherwise 22 
treat the patient as set forth in this code.   23 

(d) This article does not apply to an existing 24 
practitioner-patient relationship established before January 25 
1, 2018, where there is an established and current opioid 26 
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treatment plan which is reflected in the patient’s medical 27 
records.   28 

§16-54-8. Treatment of pain. 

(a) When patients seek treatment for any of the myriad 1 
conditions that cause pain, a health care practitioner shall 2 
refer or prescribe to a patient any of the following treatment 3 
alternatives, based on the practitioner’s clinical judgment 4 
and the availability of the treatment, before starting a patient 5 
on an opioid: physical therapy, occupational therapy, 6 
acupuncture, massage therapy, osteopathic manipulation, 7 
chronic pain management program, and chiropractic 8 
services, as defined in §30-16-3 of this code.  9 

(b) Nothing in this section should be construed to 10 
require that all of the treatment alternatives set forth in §16-11 
54-8(a) of this code are required to be exhausted prior to the 12 
patient receiving a prescription for an opioid.   13 

(c) At a minimum, an insurance provider who offers an 14 
insurance product in this state, the Bureau for Medical 15 
Services, and the Public Employees Insurance Agency shall 16 
provide coverage for 20 visits per event of physical therapy, 17 
occupational therapy, osteopathic manipulation, a chronic 18 
pain management program, and chiropractic services, as 19 
defined in §30-16-3 of this code, when ordered by a health 20 
care practitioner to treat conditions that cause chronic pain. 21 

(d) A patient may seek treatment for physical therapy, 22 
occupational therapy, osteopathic manipulation, a chronic 23 
pain management program, and chiropractic services, as 24 
defined in §30-16-3 of this code, prior to seeking treatment 25 
from a practitioner and a practitioner referral is not required 26 
as a condition of coverage by the Bureau for Medical 27 
Services, the Public Employees Insurance Agency, and any 28 
insurance provider who offers an insurance product in this 29 
state.  Any deductible, coinsurance, or co-pay required for 30 
any of these services may not be greater than the deductible, 31 
coinsurance, or co-pay required for a primary care visit. 32 
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(e) Nothing in this section precludes a practitioner from 33 
simultaneously prescribing an opioid and prescribing or 34 
recommending any of the procedures set forth in §16-54-35 
8(a) of this code.  36 

§16-54-9. Discipline. 

A violation of this article is grounds for disciplinary 1 
action by the board that regulates the health care practitioner 2 
who commits the violation. 3 

CHAPTER 30. PROFESSIONS AND OCCUPATIONS. 

ARTICLE 3. WEST VIRGINIA MEDICAL PRACTICE 
ACT. 

§30-3-14. Professional discipline of physicians and podiatrists; 
reporting of information to board pertaining to medical 
professional liability and professional incompetence 
required; penalties; grounds for license denial and 
discipline of physicians and podiatrist; investigations; 
physical and mental examinations; hearings; sanctions; 
summary sanctions; reporting by the board; 
reapplication; civil and criminal immunity; voluntary 
limitation of license; probable cause determination; 
referral to law-enforcement authorities.  

(a) The board may independently initiate disciplinary 1 
proceedings as well as initiate disciplinary proceedings 2 
based on information received from medical peer review 3 
committees, physicians, podiatrists, hospital administrators, 4 
professional societies, the Board of Pharmacy, and others.   5 

The board may initiate investigations as to professional 6 
incompetence or other reasons for which a licensed 7 
physician or podiatrist may be adjudged unqualified based 8 
upon criminal convictions; complaints by citizens, 9 
pharmacists, physicians, podiatrists, peer review 10 
committees, hospital administrators, professional societies, 11 
or others; or unfavorable outcomes arising out of medical 12 
professional liability.  The board shall initiate an 13 
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investigation if it receives notice that three or more 14 
judgments, or any combination of judgments and 15 
settlements resulting in five or more unfavorable outcomes 16 
arising from medical professional liability, have been 17 
rendered or made against the physician or podiatrist within 18 
a five-year period. The board may not consider any 19 
judgments or settlements as conclusive evidence of 20 
professional incompetence or conclusive lack of 21 
qualification to practice. 22 

(b) Upon request of the board, any medical peer review 23 
committee in this state shall report any information that may 24 
relate to the practice or performance of any physician or 25 
podiatrist known to that medical peer review committee. 26 
Copies of the requests for information from a medical peer 27 
review committee may be provided to the subject physician 28 
or podiatrist if, in the discretion of the board, the provision 29 
of such copies will not jeopardize the board’s investigation. 30 
In the event that copies are provided, the subject physician 31 
or podiatrist is allowed 15 days to comment on the requested 32 
information and such comments must be considered by the 33 
board. 34 

The chief executive officer of every hospital shall, 35 
within 60 days after the completion of the hospital’s formal 36 
disciplinary procedure and also within 60 days after the 37 
commencement of and again after the conclusion of any 38 
resulting legal action, report in writing to the board the name 39 
of any member of the medical staff or any other physician 40 
or podiatrist practicing in the hospital whose hospital 41 
privileges have been revoked, restricted, reduced, or 42 
terminated for any cause, including resignation, together 43 
with all pertinent information relating to such action. The 44 
chief executive officer shall also report any other formal 45 
disciplinary action taken against any physician or podiatrist 46 
by the hospital upon the recommendation of its medical staff 47 
relating to professional ethics, medical incompetence, 48 
medical professional liability, moral turpitude or drug or 49 
alcohol abuse. Temporary suspension for failure to maintain 50 
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records on a timely basis or failure to attend staff or section 51 
meetings need not be reported. Voluntary cessation of 52 
hospital privileges for reasons unrelated to professional 53 
competence or ethics need not be reported. 54 

Any managed care organization operating in this state 55 
which provides a formal peer review process shall report in 56 
writing to the board, within 60 days after the completion of 57 
any formal peer review process and also within 60 days after 58 
the commencement of and again after the conclusion of any 59 
resulting legal action, the name of any physician or 60 
podiatrist whose credentialing has been revoked or not 61 
renewed by the managed care organization. The managed 62 
care organization shall also report in writing to the board 63 
any other disciplinary action taken against a physician or 64 
podiatrist relating to professional ethics, professional 65 
liability, moral turpitude, or drug or alcohol abuse within 60 66 
days after completion of a formal peer review process which 67 
results in the action taken by the managed care organization. 68 
For purposes of this subsection, “managed care 69 
organization” means a plan that establishes, operates, or 70 
maintains a network of health care providers who have 71 
entered into agreements with and been credentialed by the 72 
plan to provide health care services to enrollees or insureds 73 
to whom the plan has the ultimate obligation to arrange for 74 
the provision of or payment for health care services through 75 
organizational arrangements for ongoing quality assurance, 76 
utilization review programs, or dispute resolutions. 77 

Any professional society in this state comprised 78 
primarily of physicians or podiatrists which takes formal 79 
disciplinary action against a member relating to professional 80 
ethics, professional incompetence, medical professional 81 
liability, moral turpitude, or drug or alcohol abuse shall 82 
report in writing to the board within 60 days of a final 83 
decision the name of the member, together with all pertinent 84 
information relating to the action. 85 

Every person, partnership, corporation, association, 86 
insurance company, professional society, or other 87 
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organization providing professional liability insurance to a 88 
physician or podiatrist in this state, including the state Board 89 
of Risk and Insurance Management, shall submit to the 90 
board the following information within 30 days from any 91 
judgment or settlement of a civil or medical professional 92 
liability action excepting product liability actions: The name 93 
of the insured; the date of any judgment or settlement; 94 
whether any appeal has been taken on the judgment and, if 95 
so, by which party; the amount of any settlement or 96 
judgment against the insured; and other information 97 
required by the board. 98 

Within 30 days from the entry of an order by a court in 99 
a medical professional liability action or other civil action 100 
in which a physician or podiatrist licensed by the board is 101 
determined to have rendered health care services below the 102 
applicable standard of care, the clerk of the court in which 103 
the order was entered shall forward a certified copy of the 104 
order to the board. 105 

Within 30 days after a person known to be a physician 106 
or podiatrist licensed or otherwise lawfully practicing 107 
medicine and surgery or podiatry in this state or applying to 108 
be licensed is convicted of a felony under the laws of this 109 
state or of any crime under the laws of this state involving 110 
alcohol or drugs in any way, including any controlled 111 
substance under state or federal law, the clerk of the court 112 
of record in which the conviction was entered shall forward 113 
to the board a certified true and correct abstract of record of 114 
the convicting court. The abstract shall include the name 115 
and address of the physician or podiatrist or applicant, the 116 
nature of the offense committed, and the final judgment and 117 
sentence of the court. 118 

Upon a determination of the board that there is probable 119 
cause to believe that any person, partnership, corporation, 120 
association, insurance company, professional society, or 121 
other organization has failed or refused to make a report 122 
required by this subsection, the board shall provide written 123 
notice to the alleged violator stating the nature of the alleged 124 
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violation and the time and place at which the alleged 125 
violator shall appear to show good cause why a civil penalty 126 
should not be imposed. The hearing shall be conducted in 127 
accordance with §29A-5-1 et seq. of this code. After 128 
reviewing the record of the hearing, if the board determines 129 
that a violation of this subsection has occurred, the board 130 
shall assess a civil penalty of not less than $1,000 nor more 131 
than $10,000 against the violator. The board shall notify any 132 
person so assessed of the assessment in writing and the 133 
notice shall specify the reasons for the assessment. If the 134 
violator fails to pay the amount of the assessment to the 135 
board within 30 days, the Attorney General may institute a 136 
civil action in the Circuit Court of Kanawha County to 137 
recover the amount of the assessment. In any civil action, 138 
the court’s review of the board’s action shall be conducted 139 
in accordance with §29A-5-4 of this code. Notwithstanding 140 
any other provision of this article to the contrary, when there 141 
are conflicting views by recognized experts as to whether 142 
any alleged conduct breaches an applicable standard of care, 143 
the evidence must be clear and convincing before the board 144 
may find that the physician or podiatrist has demonstrated a 145 
lack of professional competence to practice with a 146 
reasonable degree of skill and safety for patients.  147 

Any person may report to the board relevant facts about 148 
the conduct of any physician or podiatrist in this state which 149 
in the opinion of that person amounts to medical 150 
professional liability or professional incompetence. 151 

The board shall provide forms for filing reports pursuant 152 
to this section. Reports submitted in other forms shall be 153 
accepted by the board. 154 

The filing of a report with the board pursuant to any 155 
provision of this article, any investigation by the board, or 156 
any disposition of a case by the board does not preclude any 157 
action by a hospital, other health care facility, or 158 
professional society comprised primarily of physicians or 159 
podiatrists to suspend, restrict, or revoke the privileges or 160 
membership of the physician or podiatrist. 161 
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(c) The board may deny an application for license or 162 
other authorization to practice medicine and surgery or 163 
podiatry in this state and may discipline a physician or 164 
podiatrist licensed or otherwise lawfully practicing in this 165 
state who, after a hearing, has been adjudged by the board 166 
as unqualified due to any of the following reasons: 167 

(1) Attempting to obtain, obtaining, renewing, or 168 
attempting to renew a license to practice medicine and 169 
surgery or podiatry by bribery, fraudulent 170 
misrepresentation, or through known error of the board; 171 

(2) Being found guilty of a crime in any jurisdiction, 172 
which offense is a felony, involves moral turpitude, or 173 
directly relates to the practice of medicine. Any plea of nolo 174 
contendere is a conviction for the purposes of this 175 
subdivision; 176 

(3) False or deceptive advertising; 177 

(4) Aiding, assisting, procuring, or advising any 178 
unauthorized person to practice medicine and surgery or 179 
podiatry contrary to law; 180 

(5) Making or filing a report that the person knows to be 181 
false; intentionally or negligently failing to file a report or 182 
record required by state or federal law; willfully impeding 183 
or obstructing the filing of a report or record required by 184 
state or federal law; or inducing another person to do any of 185 
the foregoing. The reports and records covered in this 186 
subdivision mean only those that are signed in the capacity 187 
as a licensed physician or podiatrist; 188 

(6) Requesting, receiving, or paying directly or 189 
indirectly a payment, rebate, refund, commission, credit, or 190 
other form of profit or valuable consideration for the referral 191 
of patients to any person or entity in connection with 192 
providing medical or other health care services or clinical 193 
laboratory services, supplies of any kind, drugs, medication, 194 
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or any other medical goods, services, or devices used in 195 
connection with medical or other health care services; 196 

(7) Unprofessional conduct by any physician or 197 
podiatrist in referring a patient to any clinical laboratory or 198 
pharmacy in which the physician or podiatrist has a 199 
proprietary interest unless the physician or podiatrist 200 
discloses in writing such interest to the patient. The written 201 
disclosure shall indicate that the patient may choose any 202 
clinical laboratory for purposes of having any laboratory 203 
work or assignment performed or any pharmacy for 204 
purposes of purchasing any prescribed drug or any other 205 
medical goods or devices used in connection with medical 206 
or other health care services; 207 

As used in this subdivision, “proprietary interest” does 208 
not include an ownership interest in a building in which 209 
space is leased to a clinical laboratory or pharmacy at the 210 
prevailing rate under a lease arrangement that is not 211 
conditional upon the income or gross receipts of the clinical 212 
laboratory or pharmacy; 213 

(8) Exercising influence within a patient-physician 214 
relationship for the purpose of engaging a patient in sexual 215 
activity; 216 

(9) Making a deceptive, untrue, or fraudulent 217 
representation in the practice of medicine and surgery or 218 
podiatry; 219 

(10) Soliciting patients, either personally or by an agent, 220 
through the use of fraud, intimidation, or undue influence; 221 

(11) Failing to keep written records justifying the course 222 
of treatment of a patient, including, but not limited to, 223 
patient histories, examination and test results, and treatment 224 
rendered, if any; 225 

(12) Exercising influence on a patient in such a way as 226 
to exploit the patient for financial gain of the physician or 227 
podiatrist or of a third party. Any influence includes, but is 228 
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not limited to, the promotion or sale of services, goods, 229 
appliances, or drugs; 230 

(13) Prescribing, dispensing, administering, mixing, or 231 
otherwise preparing a prescription drug, including any 232 
controlled substance under state or federal law, other than 233 
in good faith and in a therapeutic manner in accordance with 234 
accepted medical standards and in the course of the 235 
physician’s or podiatrist’s professional practice. A 236 
physician who discharges his or her professional obligation 237 
to relieve the pain and suffering and promote the dignity and 238 
autonomy of dying patients in his or her care and, in so 239 
doing, exceeds the average dosage of a pain relieving 240 
controlled substance, as defined in Schedules II and III of 241 
the Uniform Controlled Substance Act, does not violate this 242 
article; 243 

(14) Performing any procedure or prescribing any 244 
therapy that, by the accepted standards of medical practice 245 
in the community, would constitute experimentation on 246 
human subjects without first obtaining full, informed, and 247 
written consent; 248 

(15) Practicing or offering to practice beyond the scope 249 
permitted by law or accepting and performing professional 250 
responsibilities that the person knows or has reason to know 251 
he or she is not competent to perform; 252 

(16) Delegating professional responsibilities to a person 253 
when the physician or podiatrist delegating the 254 
responsibilities knows or has reason to know that the person 255 
is not qualified by training, experience, or licensure to 256 
perform them; 257 

(17) Violating any provision of this article or a rule or 258 
order of the board or failing to comply with a subpoena or 259 
subpoena duces tecum issued by the board; 260 

(18) Conspiring with any other person to commit an act 261 
or committing an act that would tend to coerce, intimidate, 262 
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or preclude another physician or podiatrist from lawfully 263 
advertising his or her services; 264 

(19) Gross negligence in the use and control of 265 
prescription forms; 266 

(20) Professional incompetence;  267 

(21) The inability to practice medicine and surgery or 268 
podiatry with reasonable skill and safety due to physical or 269 
mental impairment, including deterioration through the 270 
aging process, loss of motor skill, or abuse of drugs or 271 
alcohol. A physician or podiatrist adversely affected under 272 
this subdivision shall be afforded an opportunity at 273 
reasonable intervals to demonstrate that he or she may 274 
resume the competent practice of medicine and surgery or 275 
podiatry with reasonable skill and safety to patients. In any 276 
proceeding under this subdivision, neither the record of 277 
proceedings nor any orders entered by the board shall be 278 
used against the physician or podiatrist in any other 279 
proceeding; or 280 

(22) Knowingly failing to report to the board any act of 281 
gross misconduct committed by another licensee of the 282 
board. 283 

(d) The board shall deny any application for a license or 284 
other authorization to practice medicine and surgery or 285 
podiatry in this state to any applicant, and shall revoke the 286 
license of any physician or podiatrist licensed or otherwise 287 
lawfully practicing within this state who, is found guilty by 288 
any court of competent jurisdiction of any felony involving 289 
prescribing, selling, administering, dispensing, mixing, or 290 
otherwise preparing any prescription drug, including any 291 
controlled substance under state or federal law, for other 292 
than generally accepted therapeutic purposes. Presentation 293 
to the board of a certified copy of the guilty verdict or plea 294 
rendered in the court is sufficient proof thereof for the 295 
purposes of this article. A plea of nolo contendere has the 296 
same effect as a verdict or plea of guilt. Upon application of 297 
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a physician that has had his or her license revoked because 298 
of a drug related felony conviction, upon completion of any 299 
sentence of confinement, parole, probation, or other court-300 
ordered supervision and full satisfaction of any fines, 301 
judgments, or other fees imposed by the sentencing court, 302 
the board may issue the applicant a new license upon a 303 
finding that the physician is, except for the underlying 304 
conviction, otherwise qualified to practice medicine: 305 
Provided, That the board may place whatever terms, 306 
conditions, or limitations it deems appropriate upon a 307 
physician licensed pursuant to this subsection. 308 

(e) The board may refer any cases coming to its 309 
attention to an appropriate committee of an appropriate 310 
professional organization for investigation and report. 311 
Except for complaints related to obtaining initial licensure 312 
to practice medicine and surgery or podiatry in this state by 313 
bribery or fraudulent misrepresentation, any complaint filed 314 
more than two years after the complainant knew, or in the 315 
exercise of reasonable diligence should have known, of the 316 
existence of grounds for the complaint shall be dismissed: 317 
Provided, That in cases of conduct alleged to be part of a 318 
pattern of similar misconduct or professional incapacity 319 
that, if continued, would pose risks of a serious or 320 
substantial nature to the physician’s or podiatrist’s current 321 
patients, the investigating body may conduct a limited 322 
investigation related to the physician’s or podiatrist’s 323 
current capacity and qualification to practice and may 324 
recommend conditions, restrictions, or limitations on the 325 
physician’s or podiatrist’s license to practice that it 326 
considers necessary for the protection of the public. Any 327 
report shall contain recommendations for any necessary 328 
disciplinary measures and shall be filed with the board 329 
within 90 days of any referral. The recommendations shall 330 
be considered by the board and the case may be further 331 
investigated by the board. The board after full investigation 332 
shall take whatever action it considers appropriate, as 333 
provided in this section. 334 
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(f) The investigating body, as provided in §30-3-14(e) 335 
of this code, may request and the board under any 336 
circumstances may require a physician or podiatrist or 337 
person applying for licensure or other authorization to 338 
practice medicine and surgery or podiatry in this state to 339 
submit to a physical or mental examination by a physician 340 
or physicians approved by the board. A physician or 341 
podiatrist submitting to an examination has the right, at his 342 
or her expense, to designate another physician to be present 343 
at the examination and make an independent report to the 344 
investigating body or the board. The expense of the 345 
examination shall be paid by the board. Any individual who 346 
applies for or accepts the privilege of practicing medicine 347 
and surgery or podiatry in this state is considered to have 348 
given his or her consent to submit to all examinations when 349 
requested to do so in writing by the board and to have 350 
waived all objections to the admissibility of the testimony 351 
or examination report of any examining physician on the 352 
ground that the testimony or report is privileged 353 
communication. If a person fails or refuses to submit to an 354 
examination under circumstances which the board finds are 355 
not beyond his or her control, failure or refusal is prima facie 356 
evidence of his or her inability to practice medicine and 357 
surgery or podiatry competently and in compliance with the 358 
standards of acceptable and prevailing medical practice. 359 

(g) In addition to any other investigators it employs, the 360 
board may appoint one or more licensed physicians to act 361 
for it in investigating the conduct or competence of a 362 
physician. 363 

(h) In every disciplinary or licensure denial action, the 364 
board shall furnish the physician or podiatrist or applicant 365 
with written notice setting out with particularity the reasons 366 
for its action. Disciplinary and licensure denial hearings 367 
shall be conducted in accordance with §29A-5-1 et seq. of 368 
this code.  However, hearings shall be heard upon sworn 369 
testimony and the rules of evidence for trial courts of record 370 
in this state shall apply to all hearings. A transcript of all 371 
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hearings under this section shall be made, and the 372 
respondent may obtain a copy of the transcript at his or her 373 
expense. The physician or podiatrist has the right to defend 374 
against any charge by the introduction of evidence, the right 375 
to be represented by counsel, the right to present and cross 376 
examine witnesses and the right to have subpoenas and 377 
subpoenas duces tecum issued on his or her behalf for the 378 
attendance of witnesses and the production of documents. 379 
The board shall make all its final actions public. The order 380 
shall contain the terms of all action taken by the board. 381 

(i) In disciplinary actions in which probable cause has 382 
been found by the board, the board shall, within 20 days of 383 
the date of service of the written notice of charges or 60 days 384 
prior to the date of the scheduled hearing, whichever is 385 
sooner, provide the respondent with the complete identity, 386 
address, and telephone number of any person known to the 387 
board with knowledge about the facts of any of the charges; 388 
provide a copy of any statements in the possession of or 389 
under the control of the board; provide a list of proposed 390 
witnesses with addresses and telephone numbers, with a 391 
brief summary of his or her anticipated testimony; provide 392 
disclosure of any trial expert pursuant to the requirements 393 
of Rule 26(b)(4) of the West Virginia Rules of Civil 394 
Procedure; provide inspection and copying of the results of 395 
any reports of physical and mental examinations or 396 
scientific tests or experiments; and provide a list and copy 397 
of any proposed exhibit to be used at the hearing: Provided, 398 
That the board shall not be required to furnish or produce 399 
any materials which contain opinion work product 400 
information or would be a violation of the attorney-client 401 
privilege. Within 20 days of the date of service of the written 402 
notice of charges, the board shall disclose any exculpatory 403 
evidence with a continuing duty to do so throughout the 404 
disciplinary process. Within 30 days of receipt of the 405 
board’s mandatory discovery, the respondent shall provide 406 
the board with the complete identity, address, and telephone 407 
number of any person known to the respondent with 408 
knowledge about the facts of any of the charges; provide a 409 
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list of proposed witnesses with addresses and telephone 410 
numbers, to be called at hearing, with a brief summary of 411 
his or her anticipated testimony; provide disclosure of any 412 
trial expert pursuant to the requirements of Rule 26(b)(4) of 413 
the West Virginia Rules of Civil Procedure; provide 414 
inspection and copying of the results of any reports of 415 
physical and mental examinations or scientific tests or 416 
experiments; and provide a list and copy of any proposed 417 
exhibit to be used at the hearing. 418 

(j) Whenever it finds any person unqualified because of 419 
any of the grounds set forth in §30-3-14(c) of this code, the 420 
board may enter an order imposing one or more of the 421 
following: 422 

(1) Deny his or her application for a license or other 423 
authorization to practice medicine and surgery or podiatry; 424 

(2) Administer a public reprimand; 425 

(3) Suspend, limit, or restrict his or her license or other 426 
authorization to practice medicine and surgery or podiatry 427 
for not more than five years, including limiting the practice 428 
of that person to, or by the exclusion of, one or more areas 429 
of practice, including limitations on practice privileges; 430 

(4) Revoke his or her license or other authorization to 431 
practice medicine and surgery or podiatry or to prescribe or 432 
dispense controlled substances for any period of time, 433 
including for the life of the licensee, that the board may find 434 
to be reasonable and necessary according to evidence 435 
presented in a hearing before the board or its designee; 436 

(5) Require him or her to submit to care, counseling, or 437 
treatment designated by the board as a condition for initial 438 
or continued licensure or renewal of licensure or other 439 
authorization to practice medicine and surgery or podiatry; 440 

(6) Require him or her to participate in a program of 441 
education prescribed by the board; 442 
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(7) Require him or her to practice under the direction of 443 
a physician or podiatrist designated by the board for a 444 
specified period of time; and 445 

(8) Assess a civil fine of not less than $1,000 nor more 446 
than $10,000. 447 

(k) Notwithstanding the provisions of §30-1-8 of this 448 
code, if the board determines the evidence in its possession 449 
indicates that a physician’s or podiatrist’s continuation in 450 
practice or unrestricted practice constitutes an immediate 451 
danger to the public, the board may take any of the actions 452 
provided in §30-3-4(j) of this code on a temporary basis and 453 
without a hearing if institution of proceedings for a hearing 454 
before the board are initiated simultaneously with the 455 
temporary action and begin within 15 days of the action. 456 
The board shall render its decision within five days of the 457 
conclusion of a hearing under this subsection. 458 

(l) Any person against whom disciplinary action is taken 459 
pursuant to this article has the right to judicial review as 460 
provided in §29A-5-1 et seq. and §29A-6-1 et seq. of this 461 
code: Provided, That a circuit judge may also remand the 462 
matter to the board if it appears from competent evidence 463 
presented to it in support of a motion for remand that there 464 
is newly discovered evidence of such a character as ought 465 
to produce an opposite result at a second hearing on the 466 
merits before the board and: 467 

(1) The evidence appears to have been discovered since 468 
the board hearing; and 469 

(2) The physician or podiatrist exercised due diligence 470 
in asserting his or her evidence and that due diligence would 471 
not have secured the newly discovered evidence prior to the 472 
appeal. 473 

A person may not practice medicine and surgery or 474 
podiatry or deliver health care services in violation of any 475 
disciplinary order revoking, suspending, or limiting his or 476 
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her license while any appeal is pending. Within 60 days, the 477 
board shall report its final action regarding restriction, 478 
limitation, suspension, or revocation of the license of a 479 
physician or podiatrist, limitation on practice privileges, or 480 
other disciplinary action against any physician or podiatrist 481 
to all appropriate state agencies, appropriate licensed health 482 
facilities and hospitals, insurance companies or associations 483 
writing medical malpractice insurance in this state, the 484 
American Medical Association, the American Podiatry 485 
Association, professional societies of physicians or 486 
podiatrists in the state, and any entity responsible for the 487 
fiscal administration of Medicare and Medicaid. 488 

(m) Any person against whom disciplinary action has 489 
been taken under this article shall, at reasonable intervals, 490 
be afforded an opportunity to demonstrate that he or she can 491 
resume the practice of medicine and surgery or podiatry on 492 
a general or limited basis. At the conclusion of a suspension, 493 
limitation, or restriction period the physician or podiatrist 494 
may resume practice if the board has so ordered. 495 

(n) Any entity, organization or person, including the 496 
board, any member of the board, its agents or employees 497 
and any entity or organization or its members referred to in 498 
this article, any insurer, its agents or employees, a medical 499 
peer review committee and a hospital governing board, its 500 
members or any committee appointed by it acting without 501 
malice and without gross negligence in making any report 502 
or other information available to the board or a medical peer 503 
review committee pursuant to law and any person acting 504 
without malice and without gross negligence who assists in 505 
the organization, investigation, or preparation of any such 506 
report or information or assists the board or a hospital 507 
governing body or any committee in carrying out any of its 508 
duties or functions provided by law is immune from civil or 509 
criminal liability, except that the unlawful disclosure of 510 
confidential information possessed by the board is a 511 
misdemeanor as provided in this article. 512 
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(o) A physician or podiatrist may request in writing to 513 
the board a limitation on or the surrendering of his or her 514 
license to practice medicine and surgery or podiatry or other 515 
appropriate sanction as provided in this section. The board 516 
may grant the request and, if it considers it appropriate, may 517 
waive the commencement or continuation of other 518 
proceedings under this section. A physician or podiatrist 519 
whose license is limited or surrendered or against whom 520 
other action is taken under this subsection may, at 521 
reasonable intervals, petition for removal of any restriction 522 
or limitation on or for reinstatement of his or her license to 523 
practice medicine and surgery or podiatry. 524 

(p) In every case considered by the board under this 525 
article regarding discipline or licensure, whether initiated by 526 
the board or upon complaint or information from any person 527 
or organization, the board shall make a preliminary 528 
determination as to whether probable cause exists to 529 
substantiate charges of disqualification due to any reason set 530 
forth in §30-3-14(c) of this code. If probable cause is found 531 
to exist, all proceedings on the charges shall be open to the 532 
public who are entitled to all reports, records, and 533 
nondeliberative materials introduced at the hearing, 534 
including the record of the final action taken: Provided, 535 
That any medical records, which were introduced at the 536 
hearing and which pertain to a person who has not expressly 537 
waived his or her right to the confidentiality of the records, 538 
may not be open to the public nor is the public entitled to 539 
the records. 540 

(q) If the board receives notice that a physician or 541 
podiatrist has been subjected to disciplinary action or has 542 
had his or her credentials suspended or revoked by the 543 
board, a hospital or a professional society, as defined in §30-544 
3-14(b) of this code, for three or more incidents during a 545 
five-year period, the board shall require the physician or 546 
podiatrist to practice under the direction of a physician or 547 
podiatrist designated by the board for a specified period of 548 
time to be established by the board. 549 
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(r) Notwithstanding any other provisions of this article, 550 
the board may, at any time, on its own motion, or upon 551 
motion by the complainant, or upon motion by the physician 552 
or podiatrist, or by stipulation of the parties, refer the matter 553 
to mediation. The board shall obtain a list from the West 554 
Virginia State Bar’s mediator referral service of certified 555 
mediators with expertise in professional disciplinary 556 
matters. The board and the physician or podiatrist may 557 
choose a mediator from that list. If the board and the 558 
physician or podiatrist are unable to agree on a mediator, the 559 
board shall designate a mediator from the list by neutral 560 
rotation. The mediation shall not be considered a proceeding 561 
open to the public, and any reports and records introduced 562 
at the mediation shall not become part of the public record. 563 
The mediator and all participants in the mediation shall 564 
maintain and preserve the confidentiality of all mediation 565 
proceedings and records. The mediator may not be 566 
subpoenaed or called to testify or otherwise be subject to 567 
process requiring disclosure of confidential information in 568 
any proceeding relating to or arising out of the disciplinary 569 
or licensure matter mediated: Provided, That any 570 
confidentiality agreement and any written agreement made 571 
and signed by the parties as a result of mediation may be 572 
used in any proceedings subsequently instituted to enforce 573 
the written agreement. The agreements may be used in other 574 
proceedings if the parties agree in writing. 575 

(s) A physician licensed under this article may not be 576 
disciplined for providing expedited partner therapy in 577 
accordance with §16-4F-1 et seq. of this code. 578 

(t) Whenever the board receives credible information 579 
that a licensee of the board is engaging or has engaged in 580 
criminal activity or the commitment of a crime under state 581 
or federal law, the board shall report the information, to the 582 
extent that sensitive or confidential information may be 583 
publicly disclosed under law, to the appropriate state or 584 
federal law-enforcement authority and/or prosecuting 585 
authority. This duty exists in addition to and is distinct from 586 
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the reporting required under federal law for reporting 587 
actions relating to health care providers to the United States 588 
Department of Health and Human Services. 589 

ARTICLE 3A. MANAGEMENT OF INTRACTABLE PAIN. 

§30-3A-1. Definitions. 

For the purposes of this article, the words or terms 1 
defined in this section have the meanings ascribed to them. 2 
These definitions are applicable unless a different meaning 3 
clearly appears from the context. 4 

“Accepted guideline” is a care or practice guideline for 5 
pain management developed by a nationally recognized 6 
clinical or professional association or a specialty society or 7 
government-sponsored agency that has developed practice 8 
or care guidelines based on original research or on review 9 
of existing research and expert opinion. An accepted 10 
guideline also includes policy or position statements 11 
relating to pain management issued by any West Virginia 12 
board included in §30-1-1 et seq. of this code with 13 
jurisdiction over various health care practitioners. 14 
Guidelines established primarily for purposes of coverage, 15 
payment, or reimbursement do not qualify as accepted 16 
practice or care guidelines when offered to limit treatment 17 
options otherwise covered by the provisions of this article. 18 

“Board” or “licensing board” means the West Virginia 19 
Board of Medicine, the West Virginia Board of Osteopathy, 20 
the West Virginia Board of Registered Nurses, the West 21 
Virginia Board of Pharmacy, the West Virginia Board of 22 
Optometry, or the West Virginia Board of Dentistry. 23 

“Nurse” means a registered nurse licensed in the State 24 
of West Virginia pursuant to the provisions of §30-7-1 et 25 
seq. of this code. 26 

“Pain” means an unpleasant sensory and emotional 27 
experience associated with actual or potential tissue damage 28 
or described in terms of such damage. 29 
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“Pain-relieving controlled substance” includes, but is 30 
not limited to, an opioid or other drug classified as a 31 
Schedule II through V controlled substance and recognized 32 
as effective for pain relief, and excludes any drug that has 33 
no accepted medical use in the United States or lacks 34 
accepted safety for use in treatment under medical 35 
supervision including, but not limited to, any drug classified 36 
as a Schedule I controlled substance. 37 

“Pharmacist” means a registered pharmacist licensed in 38 
the State of West Virginia pursuant to the provisions of §30-39 
5-1 et seq. of this code. 40 

“Prescriber” shall mean: 41 

(1) A physician licensed pursuant to the provisions of 42 
§30-3-1 et seq. or §30-14-1 et seq. of this code; 43 

(2) An advanced practice registered nurse with 44 
prescriptive authority as set forth in §30-7-15a of this code; 45 

(3) A dentist licensed pursuant to the provisions of §30-46 
4-1 et seq. of this code; and 47 

(4) An optometrist licensed pursuant to the provisions 48 
of §30-8-1 et seq. of this code. 49 

§30-3A-2. Limitation on disciplinary sanctions or criminal 
punishment related to management of pain. 

(a) A prescriber is not subject to disciplinary sanctions 1 
by a licensing board or criminal punishment by the state for 2 
prescribing, administering, or dispensing pain-relieving 3 
controlled substances for the purpose of alleviating or 4 
controlling pain if: 5 

(1) In the case of a dying patient experiencing pain, the 6 
prescriber practices in accordance with an accepted 7 
guideline as defined in §30-3A-1 of this code and discharges 8 
his or her professional obligation to relieve the dying 9

patient’s pain and promote the dignity and autonomy of the 10 
dying patient; or 11 

(2) In the case of a patient who is not dying and is 12 
experiencing pain, the prescriber discharges his or her 13 
professional obligation to relieve the patient’s pain, if the 14 
prescriber can demonstrate by reference to an accepted 15 
guideline that his or her practice substantially complied with 16 
that accepted guideline. Evidence of substantial compliance 17 
with an accepted guideline may be rebutted only by the 18 
testimony of a clinical expert. Evidence of noncompliance 19 
with an accepted guideline is not sufficient alone to support 20 
disciplinary or criminal action. 21 

(b) A health care provider, as defined in §55-7B-2 of 22 
this code, with prescriptive authority is not subject to 23 
disciplinary sanctions by a licensing board or criminal 24 
punishment by the state for declining to prescribe, or 25 
declining to continue to prescribe, any controlled substance 26 
to a patient which the health care provider with prescriptive 27 
authority is treating if the health care provider with 28 
prescriptive authority in the exercise of reasonable prudent 29 
judgment believes the patient is misusing the controlled 30 
substance in an abusive manner or unlawfully diverting a 31 
controlled substance legally prescribed for their use. 32 

(c) A licensed registered professional nurse is not 33 
subject to disciplinary sanctions by a licensing board or 34 
criminal punishment by the state for administering pain-35 
relieving controlled substances to alleviate or control pain, 36 
if administered in accordance with the orders of a licensed 37 
physician. 38 

(d) A licensed pharmacist is not subject to disciplinary 39 
sanctions by a licensing board or criminal punishment by 40 
the state for dispensing a prescription for a pain-relieving 41 
controlled substance to alleviate or control pain, if 42 
dispensed in accordance with the orders of a licensed 43 
physician. 44 
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(e) For purposes of this section, the term “disciplinary 45 
sanctions” includes both remedial and punitive sanctions 46 
imposed on a licensee by a licensing board, arising from 47 
either formal or informal proceedings. 48 

(f) The provisions of this section apply to the treatment 49 
of all patients for pain, regardless of the patient’s prior or 50 
current chemical dependency or addiction. The board may 51 
develop and issue policies or guidelines establishing 52 
standards and procedures for the application of this article 53 
to the care and treatment of persons who are chemically 54 
dependent or addicted. 55 

§30-3A-3. Acts subject to discipline or prosecution. 

(a) Nothing in this article shall prohibit disciplinary 1 
action or criminal prosecution of a prescriber for: 2 

(1) Failing to maintain complete, accurate, and current 3 
records documenting the physical examination and medical 4 
history of the patient, the basis for the clinical diagnosis of 5 
the patient, and the treatment plan for the patient; 6 

(2) Writing a false or fictitious prescription for a 7 
controlled substance scheduled in §60A-2-201 et seq. of this 8 
code; or 9 

(3) Prescribing, administering, or dispensing a 10 
controlled substance in violation of the provisions of the 11 
federal Comprehensive Drug Abuse Prevention and Control 12 
Act of 1970, 21 U.S.C. §§801, et seq. or chapter §60A-1-13 
101 et seq. of this code;  14 

(4) Diverting controlled substances prescribed for a 15 
patient to the physician’s own personal use or 16 

(5) Abnormal or unusual prescribing or dispensing 17 
patterns, or both as identified by the Controlled Substance 18 
Monitoring Program set forth in §60A-9-1 et seq. of this 19 
code.  These prescribing and dispensing patterns may be 20 
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discovered in the report filed with the appropriate board as 21 
required by section §60A-9-1 et seq. of this code.   22 

(b) Nothing in this article shall prohibit disciplinary 23 
action or criminal prosecution of a nurse or pharmacist for: 24 

(1) Administering or dispensing a controlled substance 25 
in violation of the provisions of the federal Comprehensive 26 
Drug Abuse Prevention and Control Act of 1970, 21 U.S.C. 27 
§§801, et seq. or §60A-1-101 of this code; or 28 

(2) Diverting controlled substances prescribed for a 29 
patient to the nurse’s or pharmacist’s own personal use. 30 

§30-3A-4. Abnormal or unusual prescribing practices. 

(a) Upon receipt of the quarterly report set forth in 1 
§60A-9-1 et seq. of this code, the licensing board shall 2 
notify the prescriber that he or she has been identified as a 3 
potentially unusual or abnormal prescriber.  The board may 4 
take appropriate action, including, but not limited to, an 5 
investigation or disciplinary action based upon the findings 6 
provided in the report.   7 

(b) A licensing board may upon receipt of credible and 8 
reliable information independent of the quarterly report as 9 
set forth in §60A-9-1 et seq. of this code initiate an 10 
investigation into any alleged abnormal prescribing or 11 
dispensing practices of a licensee.  12 

(c) The licensing boards and prescribers shall have all 13 
rights and responsibilities in their practice acts. 14 

ARTICLE 4. WEST VIRGINIA DENTAL PRACTICE ACT. 

§30-4-19. Complaints; investigations; due process procedure; 
grounds for disciplinary action. 

(a) The board may initiate a complaint upon receipt of 1 
the quarterly report from the Board of Pharmacy as required 2 
by §60A-9-1 et seq. of this code or upon receipt of credible 3 
information and shall, upon the receipt of a written 4 
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complaint of any person, cause an investigation to be made 5 
to determine whether grounds exist for disciplinary action 6 
under this article or the legislative rules promulgated 7 
pursuant to this article. 8 

(b) After reviewing any information obtained through 9 
an investigation, the board shall determine if probable cause 10 
exists that the licensee, certificate holder, or permittee has 11 
violated §30-4-19(a) of this code or rules promulgated 12 
pursuant to this article. 13 

(c) Upon a finding of probable cause to go forward with 14 
a complaint, the board shall provide a copy of the complaint 15 
to the licensee, certificate holder, or permittee. 16 

(d) Upon a finding that probable cause exists that the 17 
licensee, certificate holder, or permittee has violated §30-4-18 
19(g) of this code or rules promulgated pursuant to this 19 
article, the board may enter into a consent decree or hold a 20 
hearing for disciplinary action against the licensee, 21 
certificate holder, or permittee. Any hearing shall be held in 22 
accordance with the provisions of this article and shall 23 
require a violation to be proven by a preponderance of the 24 
evidence. 25 

(e) A member of the complaint committee or the 26 
executive director of the board may issue subpoenas and 27 
subpoenas duces tecum to obtain testimony and documents 28 
to aid in the investigation of allegations against any person 29 
regulated by the article. 30 

(f) Any member of the board or its executive director 31 
may sign a consent decree or other legal document on behalf 32 
of the board. 33 

(g) The board may, after notice and opportunity for 34 
hearing, deny or refuse to renew, suspend, restrict, or revoke 35 
the license, certificate, or permit of, or impose probationary 36 
conditions upon, or take disciplinary action against, any 37 
licensee, certificate holder, or permittee for any of the 38 
following reasons: 39 
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(1) Obtaining a board authorization by fraud, 40 
misrepresentation, or concealment of material facts; 41 

(2) Being convicted of a felony or a misdemeanor crime 42 
of moral turpitude; 43 

(3) Being guilty of unprofessional conduct which placed 44 
the public at risk, as defined by legislative rule of the board; 45 

(4) Intentional violation of a lawful order or legislative 46 
rule of the board; 47 

(5) Having had a board authorization revoked or 48 
suspended, other disciplinary action taken, or an application 49 
for a board authorization denied by the proper authorities of 50 
another jurisdiction; 51 

(6) Aiding or abetting unlicensed practice; 52 

(7) Engaging in an act while acting in a professional 53 
capacity which has endangered or is likely to endanger the 54 
health, welfare, or safety of the public; 55 

(8) Having an incapacity that prevents a licensee from 56 
engaging in the practice of dentistry or dental hygiene, with 57 
reasonable skill, competence, and safety to the public; 58 

(9) Committing fraud in connection with the practice of 59 
dentistry or dental hygiene; 60 

(10) Failing to report to the board one’s surrender of a 61 
license or authorization to practice dentistry or dental 62 
hygiene in another jurisdiction while under disciplinary 63 
investigation by any of those authorities or bodies for 64 
conduct that would constitute grounds for action as defined 65 
in this section; 66 

(11) Failing to report to the board any adverse judgment, 67 
settlement, or award arising from a malpractice claim 68 
arising related to conduct that would constitute grounds for 69 
action as defined in this section; 70 
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(12) Being guilty of unprofessional conduct as 71 
contained in the American Dental Association principles of 72 
ethics and code of professional conduct. The following acts 73 
are conclusively presumed to be unprofessional conduct: 74 

(A) Being guilty of any fraud or deception; 75 

(B) Committing a criminal operation or being convicted 76 
of a crime involving moral turpitude; 77 

(C) Abusing alcohol or drugs; 78 

(D) Violating any professional confidence or disclosing 79 
any professional secret; 80 

(E) Being grossly immoral; 81 

(F) Harassing, abusing, intimidating, insulting, 82 
degrading, or humiliating a patient physically, verbally, or 83 
through another form of communication; 84 

(G) Obtaining any fee by fraud or misrepresentation; 85 

(H) Employing directly or indirectly, or directing or 86 
permitting any suspended or unlicensed person so 87 
employed, to perform operations of any kind or to treat 88 
lesions of the human teeth or jaws, or correct malimposed 89 
formations thereof; 90 

(I) Practicing or offering or undertaking to practice 91 
dentistry under any firm name or trade name not approved 92 
by the board; 93 

(J) Having a professional connection or association 94 
with, or lending his or her name to another, for the illegal 95 
practice of dentistry, or professional connection or 96 
association with any person, firm, or corporation holding 97 
himself or herself, themselves, or itself out in any manner 98 
contrary to this article; 99 

(K) Making use of any advertising relating to the use of 100 
any drug or medicine of unknown formula; 101 
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(L) Advertising to practice dentistry or perform any 102 
operation thereunder without causing pain; 103 

(M) Advertising professional superiority or the 104 
performance of professional services in a superior manner; 105 

(N) Advertising to guarantee any dental service; 106 

(O) Advertising in any manner that is false or 107 
misleading in any material respect; 108 

(P) Soliciting subscriptions from individuals within or 109 
without the state for, or advertising or offering to 110 
individuals within or without the state, a course or 111 
instruction or course materials in any phase, part, or branch 112 
of dentistry or dental hygiene in any journal, newspaper, 113 
magazine, or dental publication, or by means of radio, 114 
television, or United States mail, or in or by any other means 115 
of contacting individuals: Provided, That the provisions of 116 
this paragraph may not be construed so as to prohibit: 117 

(i) An individual dentist or dental hygienist from 118 
presenting articles pertaining to procedures or technique to 119 
state or national journals or accepted dental publications; or 120 

(ii) Educational institutions approved by the board from 121 
offering courses or instruction or course materials to 122 
individual dentists and dental hygienists from within or 123 
without the state; or 124 

(Q) Engaging in any action or conduct which would 125 
have warranted the denial of the license. 126 

(13) Knowing or suspecting that a licensee is incapable 127 
of engaging in the practice of dentistry or dental hygiene, 128 
with reasonable skill, competence, and safety to the public, 129 
and failing to report any relevant information to the board; 130 

(14) Using or disclosing protected health information in 131 
an unauthorized or unlawful manner; 132 
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(15) Engaging in any conduct that subverts or attempts 133 
to subvert any licensing examination or the administration 134 
of any licensing examination; 135 

(16) Failing to furnish to the board or its representatives 136 
any information legally requested by the board or failing to 137 
cooperate with or engaging in any conduct which obstructs 138 
an investigation being conducted by the board; 139 

(17) Announcing or otherwise holding himself or 140 
herself out to the public as a specialist or as being specially 141 
qualified in any particular branch of dentistry or as giving 142 
special attention to any branch of dentistry or as limiting his 143 
or her practice to any branch of dentistry without first 144 
complying with the requirements established by the board 145 
for the specialty and having been issued a certificate of 146 
qualification in the specialty by the board; 147 

(18) Failing to report to the board within 72 hours of 148 
becoming aware of any life threatening occurrence, serious 149 
injury, or death of a patient resulting from dental treatment 150

(19) Failing to report to the board any driving under the 152 
influence and/or driving while intoxicated offense; or 153 

(20) Violation of any of the terms or conditions of any 154 
order entered in any disciplinary action. 155 

(i) For the purposes of §30-4-19(g) of this code, 156 
disciplinary action may include: 157 

(1) Reprimand; 158 

(2) Probation; 159 

(3) Restrictions; 160 

(4) Suspension; 161 

(5) Revocation; 162 
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(6) Administrative fine, not to exceed $1,000 per day 163 
per violation; 164 

(7) Mandatory attendance at continuing education 165 
seminars or other training; 166 

(8) Practicing under supervision or other restriction; or 167 

(9) Requiring the licensee or permittee to report to the 168 
board for periodic interviews for a specified period of time. 169 

(j) In addition to any other sanction imposed, the board 170 
may require a licensee or permittee to pay the costs of the 171 
proceeding. 172 

(k) The board may defer disciplinary action with regard 173 
to an impaired licensee who voluntarily signs an agreement, 174 
in a form satisfactory to the board, agreeing not to practice 175 
dental care and to enter an approved treatment and 176 
monitoring program in accordance with the board’s 177 
legislative rule: Provided, That this subsection does not 178 
apply to a licensee who has been convicted of, pleads guilty 179 
to, or enters a plea of nolo contendere to an offense relating 180 
to a controlled substance in any jurisdiction. 181 

(l) A person authorized to practice under this article who 182 
reports or otherwise provides evidence of the negligence, 183 
impairment, or incompetence of another member of this 184 
profession to the board or to any peer review organization 185 
is not liable to any person for making the report if the report 186 
is made without actual malice and in the reasonable belief 187 
that the report is warranted by the facts known to him or her 188 
at the time. 189 

ARTICLE 5. PHARMACISTS, PHARMACY TECHNICIANS, 
PHARMACY INTERNS, AND PHARMACIES. 

§30-5-6. Powers and duties of the board. 

(a) (1) The board has all the powers and duties set forth 1 
in this article, by rule, in §30-1-1 et seq. of this code and 2 
elsewhere in law, including the power to: 3 
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(2) Hold meetings; 4 

(3) Establish additional requirements for a license, 5 
permit, and registration; 6 

(4) Establish procedures for submitting, approving, and 7 
rejecting applications for a license, permit, and registration; 8 

(5) Determine the qualifications of any applicant for a 9 
license, permit, and registration; 10 

(6) Establish a fee schedule; 11 

(7) Issue, renew, deny, suspend, revoke, or reinstate a 12 
license, permit, and registration; 13 

(8) Prepare, conduct, administer, and grade written, 14 
oral, or written and oral examinations for a license and 15 
registration and establish what constitutes passage of the 16 
examination; 17 

(9) Contract with third parties to administer the 18 
examinations required under the provisions of this article; 19 

(10) Maintain records of the examinations the board or 20 
a third party administers, including the number of persons 21 
taking the examination and the pass and fail rate; 22 

(11) Regulate mail order pharmacies; 23 

(12) Maintain an office, and hire, discharge, establish 24 
the job requirements, and fix the compensation of 25 
employees and contract with persons necessary to enforce 26 
the provisions of this article. Inspectors shall be licensed 27 
pharmacists; 28 

(13) Investigate alleged violations of the provisions of 29 
this article, legislative rules, orders, and final decisions of 30 
the board; 31 

(14) Conduct disciplinary hearings of persons regulated 32 
by the board; 33 
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(15) Determine disciplinary action and issue orders; 34 

(16) Institute appropriate legal action for the 35 
enforcement of the provisions of this article; 36 

(17) Maintain an accurate registry of names and 37 
addresses of all persons regulated by the board; 38 

(18) Keep accurate and complete records of its 39 
proceedings, and certify the same as may be necessary and 40 
appropriate; 41 

(19) Propose rules in accordance with the provisions of 42 
§29A-3-1 et seq. of this code to implement the provisions of 43 
this article; 44 

(20) Sue and be sued in its official name as an agency 45 
of this state; 46 

(21) Confer with the Attorney General or his or her 47 
assistant in connection with legal matters and questions; and  48 

(22) Take all other actions necessary and proper to 49 
effectuate the purposes of this article. 50 

(b) The board is exempt from state purchasing laws, 51 
legislative rules, and policies for the purposes of spending 52 
grant money if the grant is in relation to substance use and 53 
controlled substances. 54 

ARTICLE 7. REGISTERED PROFESSIONAL NURSES. 

§30-7-11. Denial, revocation, or suspension of license; grounds 
for discipline. 

(a) The board shall have the power to deny, revoke, or 1 
suspend any license to practice registered professional 2 
nursing issued or applied for in accordance with the 3 
provisions of this article, or to otherwise discipline a 4 
licensee or applicant upon proof that he or she: 5 
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(1) Is or was guilty of fraud or deceit in procuring or 6 
attempting to procure a license to practice registered 7 
professional nursing; or 8 

(2) Has been convicted of a felony; or 9 

(3) Is unfit or incompetent by reason of negligence, 10 
habits, or other causes; or 11 

(4) Is habitually intemperate or is addicted to the use of 12 
habit-forming drugs; or 13 

(5) Is mentally incompetent; or 14 

(6) Is guilty of conduct derogatory to the morals or 15 
standing of the profession of registered nursing; or 16 

(7) Is practicing or attempting to practice registered 17 
professional nursing without a license or reregistration; or 18 

(8) Has demonstrated abnormal prescribing or 19 
dispensing practices pursuant to §30-3A-4 of this code; or 20 

(9) Has willfully or repeatedly violated any of the 21 
provisions of this article. 22 

(b) An advanced practice registered nurse licensed 23 
under this article may not be disciplined for providing 24 
expedited partner therapy in accordance with §16-4F-1 et 25 
seq. of this code. 26 

ARTICLE 8. OPTOMETRISTS. 

§30-8-18. Complaints; investigations; due process procedure; 
grounds for disciplinary action. 

(a) The board may upon its own motion based on 1 
credible information or based upon the quarterly report from 2 
the Board of Pharmacy as required by §60A-9-1 et seq. of 3 
this code shall upon the written complaint of any person 4 
cause an investigation to be made to determine whether 5 
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grounds exist for disciplinary action under this article or the 6 
legislative rules of the board. 7 

(b) Upon initiation or receipt of the complaint, the board 8 
shall provide a copy of the complaint to the licensee, 9 
certificate holder, or permittee. 10 

(c) After reviewing any information obtained through an 11 
investigation, the board shall determine if probable cause 12 
exists that the licensee or permittee has violated §30-8-18(g) 13 
of this code or rules promulgated pursuant to this article. 14 

(d) Upon a finding that probable cause exists that the 15 
licensee or permittee has violated §30-8-18(g) of this code 16 
or rules promulgated pursuant to this article, the board may 17 
enter into a consent decree or hold a hearing for the 18 
suspension or revocation of the license, certificate, or permit 19 
or the imposition of sanctions against the licensee, 20 
certificate holder, or permittee. Any hearing shall be held in 21 
accordance with the provisions of this article, and the 22 
provisions of §29A-5-1 and §29A-6-1 et seq. of this code. 23 

(e) Any member of the board or the executive secretary 24 
of the board may issue subpoenas and subpoenas duces 25 
tecum on behalf of the board to obtain testimony and 26 
documents to aid in the investigation of allegations against 27 
any person regulated by the article. 28 

(f) Any member of the board or its executive secretary 29 
may sign a consent decree or other legal document on behalf 30 
of the board. 31 

(g) The board may, after notice and opportunity for 32 
hearing, deny or refuse to renew, suspend, or revoke the 33 
license, certificate, or permit of, impose probationary 34 
conditions upon or take disciplinary action against, any 35 
licensee, certificate holder, or permittee for any of the 36 
following reasons once a violation has been proven by a 37 
preponderance of the evidence: 38 
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(1) Obtaining a license, certificate, or permit by fraud, 39 
misrepresentation or concealment of material facts; 40 

(2) Being convicted of a felony or other crime involving 41 
moral turpitude; 42 

(3) Being guilty of unprofessional conduct which placed 43 
the public at risk; 44 

(4) Intentional violation of a lawful order; 45 

(5) Having had an authorization to practice optometry 46 
revoked, suspended, other disciplinary action taken, by the 47 
proper authorities of another jurisdiction; 48 

(6) Having had an application to practice optometry 49 
denied by the proper authorities of another jurisdiction; 50 

(7) Exceeded the scope of practice of optometry; 51 

(8) Aiding or abetting unlicensed practice; 52 

(9) Engaging in an act while acting in a professional 53 
capacity which has endangered or is likely to endanger the 54 
health, welfare, or safety of the public; or 55 

(10) False and deceptive advertising; this includes, but 56 
is not limited to, the following: 57 

(A) Advertising “free examination of eyes”, or words of 58 
similar import and meaning; or 59 

(B) Advertising frames or mountings for glasses, 60 
contact lenses, or other optical devices which does not 61 
accurately describe the same in all its component parts. 62 

(h) For the purposes of §30-8-18(g) of this code 63 
disciplinary action may include: 64 

(1) Reprimand; 65 

(2) Probation; 66 
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(3) Administrative fine, not to exceed $1,000 per day 67 
per violation; 68 

(4) Mandatory attendance at continuing education 69 
seminars or other training; 70 

(5) Practicing under supervision or other restriction; 71 

(6) Requiring the licensee or certificate holders to report 72 
to the board for periodic interviews for a specified period of 73 
time; or 74 

(7) Other corrective action considered by the board to 75 
be necessary to protect the public, including advising other 76 
parties whose legitimate interests may be at risk. 77 

ARTICLE 10. VETERINARIANS. 

§30-10-19. Complaints; investigations; due process procedure; 
grounds for disciplinary action. 

(a) The board may upon its own motion and shall upon 1 
the written complaint of any person or based upon the 2 
quarterly report from the Board of Pharmacy as required by 3 
§60A-9-1 et seq. of this code cause an investigation to be 4 
made to determine whether grounds exist for disciplinary 5 
action under this article. 6 

(b) Upon initiation or receipt of the complaint, the board 7 
shall provide a copy of the complaint to the licensee, 8 
permittee, registrant, or certificate holder. 9 

(c) After reviewing any information obtained through an 10 
investigation, the board shall determine if probable cause 11 
exists that the licensee, permittee, registrant, or certificate 12 
holder has violated any provision of this article. 13 

(d) Upon a finding that probable cause exists that the 14 
licensee, permittee, registrant, or certificate holder has 15 
violated this article, the board may enter into a consent 16 
decree or hold a hearing for the suspension or revocation of 17 
the license, permit, registration, or certificate or the 18 
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imposition of sanctions against the licensee, permittee, 19 
registrant, or certificate holder. The hearing shall be held in 20 
accordance with the provisions of this article. 21 

(e) Any member of the board or the executive director 22 
of the board may issue subpoenas and subpoenas duces 23 
tecum to obtain testimony and documents to aid in the 24 
investigation of allegations against any person regulated by 25 
this article. 26 

(f) Any member of the board or its executive director 27 
may sign a consent decree or other legal document on behalf 28 
of the board. 29 

(g) The board may, after notice and opportunity for 30 
hearing, deny, refuse to renew, suspend, or revoke the 31 
license, permit, registration, or certificate of, impose 32 
probationary conditions upon or take disciplinary action 33 
against, any licensee, permittee, registrant, or certificate 34 
holder for any of the following reasons: 35 

(1) Obtaining a license, permit, registration, or 36 
certificate by fraud, misrepresentation, or concealment of 37 
material facts; 38 

(2) Being convicted of a felony or other crime involving 39

(4) Intentional violation of this article or lawful order; 42 

(5) Having had a license or other authorization to 43 
practice revoked or suspended, other disciplinary action 44 
taken, or an application for licensure or other authorization 45 
refused, revoked, or suspended by the proper authorities of 46 
another jurisdiction, irrespective of intervening appeals and 47 
stays; or 48 
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(6) Engaging in any act which has endangered or is 49 
likely to endanger the health, welfare, or safety of the 50 
public. 51 

(h) For the purposes of §30-10-19(g) of this code, 52 
disciplinary action may include: 53 

(1) Reprimand; 54 

(2) Probation; 55 

(3) Administrative fine, not to exceed $1,000 a day per 56 
violation; 57 

(4) Mandatory attendance at continuing education 58 
seminars or other training; 59 

(5) Practicing under supervision or other restriction; 60 

(6) Requiring the licensee, permittee, registrant, or 61 
certificate holder to report to the board for periodic 62 
interviews for a specified period of time; or 63 

(7) Other corrective action considered by the board to 64 
be necessary to protect the public, including advising other 65 
parties whose legitimate interests may be at risk. 66 

ARTICLE 14. OSTEOPATHIC PHYSICIANS AND 
SURGEONS. 

§30-14-12a.  Initiation of suspension or revocation proceedings 
allowed and required; reporting of information to board 
pertaining to professional malpractice and professional 
incompetence required; penalties; probable cause 
determinations; referrals to law-enforcement authorities. 

(a) The board may independently initiate suspension or 1 
revocation proceedings as well as initiate suspension or 2 
revocation proceedings based on information received from 3 
any person, including but not limited to the Board of 4 
Pharmacy as required by §60A-9-1 et seq. of this code. 5 
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The board shall initiate investigations as to professional 6 
incompetence or other reasons for which a licensed 7 
osteopathic physician and surgeon may be adjudged 8 
unqualified if the board receives notice that three or more 9 
judgments or any combination of judgments and settlements 10 
resulting in five or more unfavorable outcomes arising from 11 
medical professional liability have been rendered or made 12 
against such osteopathic physician within a five-year 13 
period. 14 

(b) Upon request of the board, any medical peer review 15 
committee in this state shall report any information that may 16 
relate to the practice or performance of any osteopathic 17 
physician known to that medical peer review committee. 18 
Copies of such requests for information from a medical peer 19 
review committee may be provided to the subject 20 
osteopathic physician if, in the discretion of the board, the 21 
provision of such copies will not jeopardize the board’s 22 
investigation. In the event that copies are provided, the 23 
subject osteopathic physician has 15 days to comment on 24 
the requested information and such comments must be 25 
considered by the board. 26 

After the completion of a hospital’s formal disciplinary 27 
procedure and after any resulting legal action, the chief 28 
executive officer of such hospital shall report in writing to 29 
the board within 60 days the name of any member of the 30 
medical staff or any other osteopathic physician practicing 31 
in the hospital whose hospital privileges have been revoked, 32 
restricted, reduced, or terminated for any cause, including 33 
resignation, together with all pertinent information relating 34 
to such action. The chief executive officer shall also report 35 
any other formal disciplinary action taken against any 36 
osteopathic physician by the hospital upon the 37 
recommendation of its medical staff relating to professional 38 
ethics, medical incompetence, medical malpractice, moral 39 
turpitude, or drug or alcohol abuse. Temporary suspension 40 
for failure to maintain records on a timely basis or failure to 41 
attend staff or section meetings need not be reported. 42 
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Any professional society in this state comprised 43 
primarily of osteopathic physicians or physicians and 44 
surgeons of other schools of medicine which takes formal 45 
disciplinary action against a member relating to professional 46 
ethics, professional incompetence, professional 47 
malpractice, moral turpitude, or drug or alcohol abuse, shall 48 
report in writing to the board within 60 days of a final 49 
decision the name of such member, together with all 50 
pertinent information relating to such action. 51 

Every person, partnership, corporation, association, 52 
insurance company, professional society, or other 53 
organization providing professional liability insurance to an 54 
osteopathic physician in this state shall submit to the board 55 
the following information within 30 days from any 56 
judgment, dismissal, or settlement of a civil action or of any 57 
claim involving the insured: The date of any judgment, 58 
dismissal, or settlement; whether any appeal has been taken 59 
on the judgment, and, if so, by which party; the amount of 60 
any settlement or judgment against the insured; and such 61 
other information required by the board. 62 

Within 30 days after a person known to be an 63 
osteopathic physician licensed or otherwise lawfully 64 
practicing medicine and surgery in this state or applying to 65 
be licensed is convicted of a felony under the laws of this 66 
state, or of any crime under the laws of this state involving 67 
alcohol or drugs in any way, including any controlled 68 
substance under state or federal law, the clerk of the court 69 
of record in which the conviction was entered shall forward 70 
to the board a certified true and correct abstract of record of 71 
the convicting court. The abstract shall include the name 72 
and address of such osteopathic physician or applicant, the 73 
nature of the offense committed and the final judgment and 74 
sentence of the court. 75 

Upon a determination of the board that there is probable 76 
cause to believe that any person, partnership, corporation, 77 
association, insurance company, professional society, or 78 
other organization has failed or refused to make a report 79

required by this subsection, the board shall provide written 80 
notice to the alleged violator stating the nature of the alleged 81 
violation and the time and place at which the alleged 82 
violator shall appear to show good cause why a civil penalty 83 
should not be imposed. The hearing shall be conducted in 84 
accordance with the provisions of §29A-5-1 et seq. of this 85 
code.  After reviewing the record of such hearing, if the 86 
board determines that a violation of this subsection has 87 
occurred, the board shall assess a civil penalty of not less 88 
than $1,000 nor more than $10,000 against such violator.

The board shall provide forms for filing reports pursuant 103 
to this section. Reports submitted in other forms shall be 104 
accepted by the board. 105 

The filing of a report with the board pursuant to any 106 
provision of this article, any investigation by the board or 107 
any disposition of a case by the board does not preclude any 108 
action by a hospital, other health care facility or professional 109 
society comprised primarily of osteopathic physicians or 110 
physicians and surgeons of other schools of medicine to 111 
suspend, restrict, or revoke the privileges or membership of 112 
such osteopathic physician. 113 

(c) In every case considered by the board under this 114 
article regarding suspension, revocation, or issuance of a 115 
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license whether initiated by the board or upon complaint or 116 
information from any person or organization, the board shall 117 
make a preliminary determination as to whether probable 118 
cause exists to substantiate charges of cause to suspend, 119 
revoke, or refuse to issue a license as set forth in §30-14-120 
11(a) of this code. If such probable cause is found to exist, 121 
all proceedings on such charges shall be open to the public 122 
who are entitled to all reports, records, and nondeliberative 123 
materials introduced at such hearing, including the record of 124 
the final action taken: Provided, That any medical records, 125 
which were introduced at such hearing and which pertain to 126 
a person who has not expressly waived his or her right to the 127 
confidentiality of such records, shall not be open to the 128 
public nor is the public entitled to such records. If a finding 129 
is made that probable cause does not exist, the public has a 130 
right of access to the complaint or other document setting 131 
forth the charges, the findings of fact and conclusions 132 
supporting such finding that probable cause does not exist, 133 
if the subject osteopathic physician consents to such access. 134 

(d) If the board receives notice that an osteopathic 135 
physician has been subjected to disciplinary action or has 136 
had his or her credentials suspended or revoked by the 137 
board, a medical peer review committee, a hospital or 138 
professional society, as defined in §30-14-12(a) of this 139 
code, for three or more incidents in a five-year period, the 140 
board shall require the osteopathic physician to practice 141 
under the direction of another osteopathic physician for a 142 
specified period to be established by the board. 143 

(e) Whenever the board receives credible information 144 
that a licensee of the board is engaging or has engaged in 145 
criminal activity or the commitment of a crime under state 146 
or federal law, the board shall report the information, to the 147 
extent that sensitive or confidential information may be 148 
publicly disclosed under law, to the appropriate state or 149 
federal law-enforcement authority and/or prosecuting 150 
authority. This duty exists in addition to and is distinct from 151 
the reporting required under federal law for reporting 152 
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actions relating to health care providers to the United States 153 
Department of Health and Human Services. 154 

ARTICLE 36. ACUPUNCTURISTS. 

§30-36-2. Definitions. 

(a) Unless the context in which used clearly requires a 1 
different meaning, as used in this article: 2 

(1) “Acupuncture” means a form of health care, based 3 
on a theory of energetic physiology, that describes the 4 
interrelationship of the body organs or functions with an 5 
associated point or combination of points. 6 

(2) “Board” means the West Virginia Acupuncture 7 
Board. 8 

(3) “License” means a license issued by the board to 9 
practice acupuncture. 10 

(4) “Moxibustion” means the burning of mugwort on or 11 
near the skin to stimulate the acupuncture point. 12 

(5) “Practice acupuncture” means the use of oriental 13 
medical therapies for the purpose of normalizing energetic 14 
physiological functions including pain control, and for the 15 
promotion, maintenance, and restoration of health. 16 

(b) (1) “Practice acupuncture” includes: 17 

(A) Stimulation of points of the body by the insertion of 18 
acupuncture needles; 19 

(B) The application of moxibustion; and 20 

(C) Manual, mechanical, thermal, or electrical therapies 21 
only when performed in accordance with the principles of 22 
oriental acupuncture medical theories. 23 

(2) The practice of acupuncture does not include the 24 
procedure of auricular acupuncture when used in the context 25 
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of a chemical dependency treatment program when the 26 
person is trained and approved by the National Acupuncture 27 
Detoxification Association or an equivalent certifying body. 28 

CHAPTER 60A. UNIFORM CONTROLLED 
SUBSTANCES ACT. 

ARTICLE 5.  ENFORCEMENT AND ADMINISTRATIVE 
PROVISIONS.  

§60A-5-509.  Unlawful retaliation against health care providers. 

(a) A health care provider has the right to exercise his or 1 
her professional judgment to decline to administer, 2 
dispense, or prescribe narcotics without being subject to 3 
actual or threatened acts of reprisal.   4 

(b) It shall be unlawful for any person or entity to 5 
engage in any form of threats or reprisal, or to engage in, or 6 
hire, or conspire with, others to commit acts or activities of 7 
any nature, the purpose of which is to punish, embarrass, 8 
deny, or reduce privileges or compensation, or cause 9 
economic loss or to aid, abet, incite, compel, or coerce any 10 
person to engage in such threats or reprisal, against a health 11 
care provider as a result of, or in retaliation for, the refusal 12 
of that health care provider to administer, dispense, or 13 
prescribe narcotics.   14 

(c) Any person or entity who violates the foregoing shall 15 
be subject to a private right of action by the affected health 16 
care provider and shall be liable in the amount of three times 17 
the economic loss sustained as a direct and proximate result 18 
of the reprisal.  19 

(d) A health care provider that prevails in an action 20 
brought pursuant to this section shall be entitled to an award 21 
of costs and attorney fees.   22 

ARTICLE 9. CONTROLLED SUBSTANCES MONITORING. 

§60A-9-4. Required information.   
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(a) The following individuals shall report the required 1 
information to the Controlled Substances Monitoring 2 
Program Database when: 3 

(1) A medical services provider dispenses a controlled 4 
substance listed in Schedule II, III, IV, V, or an opioid 5 
antagonist;  6 

(2) A prescription for the controlled substance or opioid 7 
antagonist is filled by:  8 

(A) A pharmacist or pharmacy in this state;  9 

(B) A hospital, or other health care facility, for 10 
outpatient use; or  11 

(C) A pharmacy or pharmacist licensed by the Board of 12 
Pharmacy, but situated outside this state for delivery to a 13 
person residing in this state; and  14 

(3) A pharmacist or pharmacy sells an opioid antagonist. 15 

(b) The above individuals shall in a manner prescribed 16 
by rules promulgated by the Board of Pharmacy pursuant to 17 
this article, report the following information, as applicable: 18 

(1) The name, address, pharmacy prescription number, 19 
and Drug Enforcement Administration controlled substance 20 
registration number of the dispensing pharmacy or the 21 
dispensing physician or dentist; 22 

(2) The full legal name, address, and birth date of the 23 
person for whom the prescription is written; 24 

(3) The name, address, and Drug Enforcement 25 
Administration controlled substances registration number 26 
of the practitioner writing the prescription; 27 

(4) The name and national drug code number of the 28 
Schedule II, III, and IV controlled substance or opioid 29 
antagonist dispensed; 30 
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(5) The quantity and dosage of the Schedule II, III, and 31 
IV controlled substance or opioid antagonist dispensed; 32 

(6) The date the prescription was written and the date 33 
filled; 34 

(7) The number of refills, if any, authorized by the 35 
prescription; 36 

(8) If the prescription being dispensed is being picked 37 
up by someone other than the patient on behalf of the 38 
patient, information about the person picking up the 39 
prescription as set forth on the person’s government-issued 40 
photo identification card shall be retained in either print or 41 
electronic form until such time as otherwise directed by rule 42 
promulgated by the Board of Pharmacy; and 43 

(9) The source of payment for the controlled substance 44 
dispensed. 45 

(c) Whenever a medical services provider treats a 46 
patient for an overdose that has occurred as a result of illicit 47 
or prescribed medication, the medical service provider shall 48 
report the full legal name, address, and birth date of the 49 
person who is being treated, including any known ancillary 50 
evidence of the overdose.  The Board of Pharmacy shall 51 
coordinate with the Division of Justice and Community 52 
Services and the Office of Drug Control Policy regarding 53 
the collection of overdose data.   54 

(d) The Board of Pharmacy may prescribe by rule 55 
promulgated pursuant to this article the form to be used in 56 
prescribing a Schedule II, III, and IV substance or opioid 57 
antagonist if, in the determination of the Board of 58 
Pharmacy, the administration of the requirements of this 59 
section would be facilitated.

§60A-9-5. Confidentiality; limited access to records; period of 
retention; no civil liability for required reporting. 

(a)(1) The information required by this article to be kept 1 
by the Board of Pharmacy is confidential and not subject to 2 
the provisions of §29B-1-1 et seq. of this code or obtainable 3 
as discovery in civil matters absent a court order and is open 4 
to inspection only by inspectors and agents of the Board of 5 
Pharmacy, members of the West Virginia State Police 6 
expressly authorized by the Superintendent of the West 7 
Virginia State Police to have access to the information, 8 
authorized agents of local law-enforcement agencies as 9 
members of a federally affiliated drug task force, authorized 10 
agents of the federal Drug Enforcement Administration, 11 
duly authorized agents of the Bureau for Medical Services, 12 
duly authorized agents of the Office of the Chief Medical 13 
Examiner for use in post-mortem examinations, duly 14 
authorized agents of the Office of Health Facility Licensure 15

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licensing boards of practitioners in this state and other states 18 
authorized to prescribe Schedules II, III, and IV controlled 19 
substances, prescribing practitioners and pharmacists, a 20

Pharmacy shall maintain the information required by this 65 
article for a period of not less than five years. 66

(b) The Board of Pharmacy shall create a West Virginia 121 
Controlled Substances Monitoring Program Database 122 
Review Committee of individuals consisting of two 123 
prosecuting attorneys from West Virginia counties, two 124 
physicians with specialties which require extensive use of 125 
controlled substances and a pharmacist who is trained in the 126 
use and abuse of controlled substances. The review 127 
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committee may determine that an additional physician who 128 
is an expert in the field under investigation be added to the 129 
team when the facts of a case indicate that the additional 130 
expertise is required. The review committee, working 131 
independently, may query the database based on parameters 132 
established by the advisory committee. The review 133 
committee may make determinations on a case-by-case 134

resulting from the information provided by the Board of 147 
Pharmacy. The review committee shall also review notices 148 
provided by the chief medical examiner pursuant to §61-12-149 
10(h) of this code and determine on a case-by-case basis 150 
whether a practitioner who prescribed or dispensed a 151 
controlled substance resulting in or contributing to the drug 152 
overdose may have breached professional or occupational 153 
standards or committed a criminal act when prescribing the 154 
controlled substance at issue to the decedent.

(f) Good faith reliance by a practitioner on information 224

defense in any civil or criminal action brought due to 229 
prescribing or dispensing or refusing or declining to 230 
prescribe or dispense.

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data published by the National Geodetic Survey; setting 
requirements for survey establishing coordinates that is relied

(a) The following acronyms used throughout this 1 
section shall have the following meanings:  2

Code of West Virginia, 1931, as amended, all relating to 
requiring the Division of Juvenile Services to transfer to a 
correctional facility or regional jail any person in its custody 
that has been transferred to adult jurisdiction of the circuit 
court and who turns 18 years of age; requiring transfer of 
juvenile under adult jurisdiction from a juvenile facility upon 
reaching 18 years of age if he or she has either been convicted 
or is in a pretrial status; directing the Division of Juvenile 
Services to notify the circuit court 180 days or as soon as 
practicable prior to a juvenile reaching 18 years of age; 
requiring the circuit court to set and conduct a hearing prior to 
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the transfer to an adult correctional facility; making provisions 
of law related to victims applicable to proceedings held 
pursuant to the section; prohibiting persons 18 or older that 
commit an adult offense while under the custody of the 
Division of Juvenile Services from being returned to the 
placement in a juvenile facility; requiring the court to conduct 
a hearing prior to the completion of the adult sentence; and 
prohibiting a court from remanding a person who has reached 
18 years of age and completed serving an adult sentence to a 
juvenile facility.

(a) A juvenile, including one who has been transferred 1 
to criminal jurisdiction of the court, may not be detained or 2 
confined in any institution in which he or she has contact 3 
with or comes within sight or sound of any adult persons 4 
incarcerated because he or she has have been convicted of a 5 
crime or are awaiting trial on criminal charges or with the 6 
security staff (including management) or direct-care staff of 7 
a jail or locked facility for adults. 8 

(b) A child who has been convicted or is awaiting trial 9 
of an offense under the adult jurisdiction of the circuit 10 
court may not be held in custody in an adult correctional 11 
facility of this state while under the age of 18 years.

ARTICLE 15. COUNTY CONVICT ROAD FORCE. 

§17-15-4. Work by prisoners; relief of sheriffs and others from 
liability for injuries, etc. 

Any person convicted of a criminal offense and 1 
sentenced to confinement in a county or regional jail may, 2 
as incident to such sentence of confinement, be required to 3 
perform labor within the jail, as a trustee or otherwise, or in 4 
and upon the buildings, grounds, institutions, roads, bridges, 5 
streams or other public works of the county or the area 6 
within which the regional jail is located if he or she meets 7 
the following criteria: 8 

(1) Such person is at least eighteen years of age; 9 

(2) Such person is physically and mentally sound and 10 
has not been exempted for medical reasons from such work 11 
by a licensed physician or other medical professional; and 12

(3) Such person is considered by the sheriff or the 13 
executive director of the West Virginia Regional Jail 14 
Authority or designee not to pose a threat to the community 15 
if released for work purposes. 16 

(b) The work described in subsection (a) of this section 17 
shall be performed under the supervision, care and custody 18 
of the executive director of the West Virginia Regional Jail 19 
Authority or designee, the sheriff, his or her deputies, 20 
correctional officers or other persons charged with inmate 21 
supervision to perform maintenance or control litter in this 22 
state. 23 

(c) In order to effectuate the provisions of this section, 24 
the sheriff or the executive director of the West Virginia 25 
Regional Jail and Correctional Facility Authority or 26 
designee shall promulgate rules for the safe and useful 27 
employment of inmate labor. 28 

(d) Notwithstanding any provision of this code to the 29

CHAPTER 7. COUNTY COMMISSIONS AND OFFICERS. 

ARTICLE 1. COUNTY COMMISSIONS GENERALLY. 

§7-1-3ff. Authority of county commission to regulate unsafe or 
unsanitary structures and refuse on private land; authority 
to establish an enforcement agency; county litter control 
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officers; procedure for complaints; lien and sale of land to 
recover costs; entry on land to perform repairs and 
alterations or to satisfy lien; receipt of grants and subsidies. 

(a) Plenary power and authority are hereby conferred 1 
upon every county commission to adopt ordinances 2 
regulating the repair, alteration, or improvement, or the 3 
vacating and closing or removal or demolition, or any 4 
combination thereof, of any dwellings or other buildings, 5 
except for buildings used for farm purposes on land actually 6 
being used for farming, unfit for human habitation due to 7 
dilapidation, defects increasing the hazard of fire, accidents, 8 
or other calamities, lack of ventilation, light or sanitary 9 
facilities, or any other conditions prevailing in any dwelling 10 
or building, whether used for human habitation or not, 11 
which would cause the dwellings or other buildings to be 12 
unsafe, unsanitary, dangerous, or detrimental to the public 13 
safety or welfare, whether the result of natural or manmade 14 
force or effect.

(f) (1) Complaints authorized by this section shall be 64 
brought before the county commission. Complaints shall be 65 
initiated by citation issued by the county litter control 66 
officer or petition of the county engineer (or other 67 
technically qualified county employee or consulting 68 
engineer) on behalf of and at the direction of the 69 
enforcement agency, but only after that agency has 70 
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investigated and determined that any dwelling, building, 71 
accumulation of refuse or debris, overgrown vegetation, or 72 
toxic spillage or toxic seepage is unsafe, unsanitary, 73 
dangerous, or detrimental to the public safety or welfare and 74 
should be repaired, altered, improved, vacated, removed, 75 
closed, cleaned, or demolished.

(2) The county commission shall cause the owner or 77 
owners of the private land in question to be served with a 78 
copy of the complaint. Service shall be accomplished in the 79 
manner provided in rule four of the West Virginia Rules of 80

(3) The complaint shall state the findings and 82 
recommendations of the enforcement agency and that unless 83 
the owner or owners of the property file with the clerk of the 84 
county commission a written request for a hearing within 10 85 
days of receipt of the complaint, an order will be issued by 86 
the county commission implementing the recommendations 87 
of the enforcement agency.

(4) If the owner or owners of the property file a request 89 
for a hearing, the county commission shall issue an order 90 
setting this matter down for hearing within 20 days.

(5) “Governor’s Committee on Crime, Delinquency, 18 
and Correction” or “Governor’s committee” means the 19 
Governor’s Committee on Crime, Delinquency, and 20 
Correction established as a state planning agency pursuant 21 
to §15-9-1 of this code; 22 

(6) “Law-enforcement officer” means any duly 23 
authorized member of a law-enforcement agency who is 24 
authorized to maintain public peace and order, prevent and 25 
detect crime, make arrests, and enforce the laws of the state 26 
or any county or municipality thereof, other than parking 27 
ordinances, and includes those persons employed as campus 28 
police officers at state institutions of higher education in 29 
accordance with the provisions of §18B-4-5 of this code, 30 
and persons employed by the Public Service Commission as 31 
motor carrier inspectors and weight-enforcement officers 32 
charged with enforcing commercial motor vehicle safety 33 
and weight restriction laws, although those institutions and 34 
agencies may not be considered law-enforcement agencies.

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ARTICLE 14D. DEPUTY SHERIFF RETIREMENT 

SYSTEM ACT. 

§7-14D-2. Definitions. 

As used in this article, unless a federal law or regulation 1 
or the context clearly requires a different meaning: 2 

(a) “Accrued benefit” means on behalf of any member 3 
two and one-quarter percent of the member’s final average 4 
salary multiplied by the member’s years of credited service: 5 
Provided, That members who are retired on or retire after 6 
July 1, 2018, shall have an accrued benefit of two and one-7 
half percent of the member’s final average salary multiplied 8 
by the member’s years of credited service. A member’s 9 
accrued benefit may not exceed the limits of Section 415 of 10 
the Internal Revenue Code and is subject to the provisions 11 
of §7-14D-9(a) of this code. 12 

(b) “Accumulated contributions” means the sum of all 13 
amounts deducted from the compensation of a member, or 14 
paid on his or her behalf pursuant to §5-10C-1 et seq. of this 15 
code, either pursuant to §7-14D-7 of this code or §5-10-29 16 
of this code as a result of covered employment together with 17 
regular interest on the deducted amounts. 18 

(c) “Active member” means a member who is active and 19 
contributing to the plan. 20 

(d) “Active military duty” means full-time active duty 21 
with any branch of the armed forces of the United States, 22 
including service with the National Guard or reserve 23 
military forces when the member has been called to active 24 
full-time duty and has received no compensation during the 25 
period of that duty from any board or employer other than 26 
the armed forces. 27 

(e) “Actuarial equivalent” means a benefit of equal 28 
value computed upon the basis of the mortality table and 29 
interest rates as set and adopted by the retirement board in 30 
accordance with the provisions of this article: Provided, 31

(f) “Annual compensation” means the wages paid to the 37 
member during covered employment within the meaning of 38 
Section 3401(a) of the Internal Revenue Code, but 39 
determined without regard to any rules that limit the 40 
remuneration included in wages based upon the nature or 41 
location of employment or services performed during the 42 
plan year plus amounts excluded under Section 414(h)(2) of 43 
the Internal Revenue Code and less reimbursements or other 44 
expense allowances, cash, or noncash fringe benefits or 45 
both, deferred compensation, and welfare benefits. Annual 46 
compensation for determining benefits during any 47 
determination period may not exceed the maximum 48 
compensation allowed as adjusted for cost of living in 49 
accordance with §5-10D-7 of this code and Section 50 
401(a)(17) of the Internal Revenue Code.

(g) “Annual leave service” means accrued annual leave. 52 

(h) “Annuity starting date” means the first day of the 53 
first calendar month following receipt of the retirement 54 
application by the board or the required beginning date, if 55 
earlier: Provided, That the member has ceased covered 56 
employment and reached early or normal retirement age. 57 

(i) “Base salary” means a member’s cash compensation 58 
exclusive of overtime from covered employment during the 59 
last 12 months of employment.

12 months, annualized base salary is used as base salary. 61 

(j) “Board” means the Consolidated Public Retirement 62 
Board created pursuant to §5-10D-1 et seq. of this code. 63 

(k) “County commission” has the meaning ascribed to 64 
it in §7-1-1 of this code. 65 
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(l) “Covered employment” means either: (1) 66 
Employment as a deputy sheriff and the active performance 67 
of the duties required of a deputy sheriff; (2) the period of 68 
time which active duties are not performed but disability 69 
benefits are received under §7-14D-14 or §7-14D-15 of this 70 
code; or (3) concurrent employment by a deputy sheriff in a 71 
job or jobs in addition to his or her employment as a deputy 72 
sheriff where the secondary employment requires the 73

(o) “Dependent child” means either: 86 

(1) An unmarried person under age 18 who is: 87 

(A) A natural child of the member; 88 

(B) A legally adopted child of the member; 89 

(C) A child who at the time of the member’s death was 90 
living with the member while the member was an adopting 91 
parent during any period of probation; or 92 

(D) A stepchild of the member residing in the member’s 93 
household at the time of the member’s death; or 94 

(2) Any unmarried child under age 23: 95 
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(A) Who is enrolled as a full-time student in an 96 
accredited college or university; 97 

(B) Who was claimed as a dependent by the member for 98 
federal income tax purposes at the time of the member’s 99 
death; and 100 

(C) Whose relationship with the member is described in 101 
subparagraph (A), (B), or (C), paragraph (1) of this 102 
subdivision. 103 

(p) “Dependent parent” means the father or mother of 104 
the member who was claimed as a dependent by the member 105 
for federal income tax purposes at the time of the member’s 106 
death. 107 

(q) “Disability service” means service credit received by 108 
a member, expressed in whole years, fractions thereof or 109 
both, equal to one half of the whole years, fractions thereof, 110 
or both, during which time a member receives disability 111 
benefits under §7-14D-14 or §7-14D-15 of this code. 112 

(r) “Early retirement age” means age 40 or over and 113 
completion of 20 years of service. 114 

(s) “Employer error” means an omission, 115 
misrepresentation, or violation of relevant provisions of the 116 
West Virginia Code or of the West Virginia Code of State 117 
Rules or the relevant provisions of both the West Virginia 118 
Code and of the West Virginia Code of State Rules by the 119 
participating public employer that has resulted in an 120 
underpayment or overpayment of contributions required.

(w) “Hour of service” means: 140 

(1) Each hour for which a member is paid or entitled to 141 
payment for covered employment during which time active 142 
duties are performed. These hours shall be credited to the 143 
member for the plan year in which the duties are performed; 144

(2) Each hour for which a member is paid or entitled to 146 
payment for covered employment during a plan year but 147 
where no duties are performed due to vacation, holiday, 148 
illness, incapacity including disability, layoff, jury duty, 149 
military duty, leave of absence, or any combination thereof 150 
and without regard to whether the employment relationship 151 
has terminated. Hours under this paragraph shall be 152 
calculated and credited pursuant to West Virginia Division 153 
of Labor rules. A member will not be credited with any 154 
hours of service for any period of time he or she is receiving 155 
benefits under §7-14D-14 or §7-14D-15 of this code; and 156 

(3) Each hour for which back pay is either awarded or 157 
agreed to be paid by the employing county commission, 158 
irrespective of mitigation of damages.  The same hours of 159 
service shall not be credited both under this paragraph and 160 
paragraph (1) or (2) of this subdivision.  Hours under this 161 
paragraph shall be credited to the member for the plan year 162 
or years to which the award or agreement pertains rather 163 
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than the plan year in which the award, agreement, or 164 
payment is made. 165 

(x) “Member” means a person first hired as a deputy 166 
sheriff after the effective date of this article, as defined in 167 
subdivision (t) of this section, or a deputy sheriff first hired 168 
prior to the effective date and who elects to become a 169 
member pursuant to §7-14D-5 or §7-14D-17 of this code.  170 
A member shall remain a member until the benefits to which 171 
he or she is entitled under this article are paid or forfeited or 172 
until cessation of membership pursuant to §7-14D-5 of this 173 
code. 174 

(y) “Monthly salary” means the portion of a member’s 175 
annual compensation which is paid to him or her per month. 176 

(z) “Normal form” means a monthly annuity which is 177 
one twelfth of the amount of the member’s accrued benefit 178 
which is payable for the member’s life. If the member dies 179 
before the sum of the payments he or she receives equals his 180 
or her accumulated contributions on the annuity starting 181 
date, the named beneficiary shall receive in one lump sum 182 
the difference between the accumulated contributions at the 183 
annuity starting date and the total of the retirement income 184 
payments made to the member. 185 

(aa) “Normal retirement age” means the first to occur of 186 
the following: (1) Attainment of age 50 years and the 187 
completion of 20 or more years of service; (2) while still in 188 
covered employment, attainment of at least age 50 years, 189 
and when the sum of current age plus years of service equals 190 
or exceeds 70 years; (3) while still in covered employment, 191 
attainment of at least age 60 years, and completion of five 192 
years of service; or (4) attainment of age 62 years and 193 
completion of five or more years of service.

(bb) “Partially disabled” means a member’s inability to 195

(dd) “Plan” means the West Virginia Deputy Sheriff 212 
Death, Disability, and Retirement Plan established by this 213 
article. 214 

(ee) “Plan year” means the 12-month period 215 
commencing on July 1 of any designated year and ending 216 
the following June 30. 217 

(ff) “Qualified public safety employee” means any 218 
employee of a participating state or political subdivision 219 
who provides police protection, fire-fighting services, or 220 
emergency medical services for any area within the 221 
jurisdiction of the state or political subdivision, or such 222 
other meaning given to the term by Section 72(t)(10)(B) of 223 
the Internal Revenue Code or by Treasury Regulation 224 
§1.401(a)-1(b)(2)(v) as they may be amended from time to 225 
time. 226 

(gg) “Regular interest” means the rate or rates of interest 227 
per annum, compounded annually, as the board adopts in 228 
accordance with the provisions of this article. 229 

(hh) “Required beginning date” means April 1 of the 230 
calendar year following the later of: (i) The calendar year in 231 
which the member attains age 70 and one half; or (ii) the 232 
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calendar year in which he or she retires or otherwise 233 
separates from covered employment. 234 

(ii) “Retire” or “retirement” means a member’s 235 
withdrawal from the employ of a participating public 236 
employer and the commencement of an annuity by the plan.  237 

(jj) “Retirement income payments” means the annual 238 
retirement income payments payable under the plan. 239 

(kk) “Spouse” means the person to whom the member 240 
is legally married on the annuity starting date. 241 

(ll) “Surviving spouse” means the person to whom the 242 
member was legally married at the time of the member’s 243 
death and who survived the member. 244 

(mm) “Totally disabled” means a member’s inability to 245 
engage in substantial gainful activity by reason of any 246 
medically determined physical or mental impairment that 247 
can be expected to result in death or that has lasted or can 248 
be expected to last for a continuous period of not less than 249 
12 months. For purposes of this subdivision: 250 

(1) A member is totally disabled only if his or her 251 
physical or mental impairment or impairments are so severe 252 
that he or she is not only unable to perform his or her 253 
previous work as a deputy sheriff but also cannot, 254 
considering his or her age, education and work experience, 255 
engage in any other kind of substantial gainful employment 256 
which exists in the state regardless of whether: (A) The 257 
work exists in the immediate area in which the member 258 
lives; (B) a specific job vacancy exists; or (C) the member 259 
would be hired if he or she applied for work.

(a) A family court judge is entitled to receive as 1 
compensation for his or her services an annual salary of 2 
$62,500: Provided, That beginning July 1, 2005, a family 3 
court judge is entitled to receive as compensation for his or 4 
her services an annual salary of $82,500: Provided, 5 
however, That beginning July 1, 2011, the annual salary of 6 
a family court judge shall be $94,500. 7 

(b) The secretary-clerk of the family court judge is 8 
appointed by the family court judge and serves at his or her 9 
will and pleasure. The secretary-clerk of the family court 10 
judge is entitled to receive an annual salary of $27,036:  11 
Provided, That on and after July 1, 2006, the annual salary 12 
of the secretary-clerk shall be established by the 13 
administrative director of the Supreme Court of Appeals, 14 
but may not exceed $39,000. In addition, any person 15 
employed as a secretary-clerk to a family court judge on the 16 
effective date of the enactment of this section during the 17 
sixth extraordinary session of the Legislature in the year 18

(6) To devote time to any other purpose approved of or 13 
ordered by the court, including participation in the litter 14 
control program of the county unless the court specifically 15 
finds that this alternative service would be inappropriate. 16 

(b) When a defendant is sentenced or committed for a 17 
term of one year or less by a magistrate of the state of West 18 
Virginia having criminal jurisdiction, the court may in its 19 
order grant to the defendant the privilege of leaving the jail 20 
during necessary and reasonable hours to work at his or her 21 
employment.  22 

(c) Whenever an inmate who has been granted the 23 
privilege of leaving the jail under this section is not engaged 24 
in the activity for which the leave is granted, he or she shall 25 
be confined in jail.

(7) Required financial information; and 28 

(8) A description of the known areas of agreement and 29 
disagreement with any other parenting plan submitted in the 30 
case.

The court shall maintain the confidentiality of any 32 
information required to be filed under this section when the 33 
person giving that information has a reasonable fear of 34 
domestic abuse, and disclosure of the information would 35 
increase that fear. 36 

(b) The court shall develop a process to identify cases in 37 
which there is credible information that child abuse or 38 
neglect as defined in §49-1-201 of this code or domestic 39 
violence as defined in §48-27-202 of this code has occurred. 40 
The process shall include assistance for possible victims of 41 
domestic abuse in complying with §48-9-205(a)(6) of this 42 
code and referral to appropriate resources for safe shelter, 43 
counseling, safety planning, information regarding the 44 
potential impact of domestic abuse on children, and 45 
information regarding civil and criminal remedies for 46 
domestic abuse.

(3) To keep siblings together when the court finds that 17 
doing so is necessary to their welfare; 18 

(4) To protect the child’s welfare when, under an 19 
otherwise appropriate allocation, the child would be harmed 20 
because of a gross disparity in the quality of the emotional 21 
attachments between each parent and the child, or in each 22 
parent’s demonstrated ability or availability to meet a 23 
child’s needs; 24 

(5) To take into account any prior agreement of the 25 
parents that, under the circumstances as a whole, including 26 
the reasonable expectations of the parents in the interest of 27 
the child, would be appropriate to consider; 28 

(6) To avoid an allocation of custodial responsibility 29 
that would be extremely impractical or that would interfere 30 
substantially with the child’s need for stability in light of 31 
economic, physical, or other circumstances, including the 32 
distance between the parents’ residences, the cost and 33 
difficulty of transporting the child, the parents’ and child’s 34 
daily schedules, and the ability of the parents to cooperate 35 
in the arrangement; 36 

(7) To apply the principles set forth in §48-9-403(d) of 37 
this code if one parent relocates or proposes to relocate at a 38 
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distance that will impair the ability of a parent to exercise 39 
the amount of custodial responsibility that would otherwise 40 
be ordered under this section;  41 

(8) To consider the stage of a child’s development; and  42 

(9) To consider which parent will encourage and accept 43 
a positive relationship between the child and the other 44 
parent, including which parent is more likely to keep the 45 
other parent involved in the child’s life and activities.

(b) The court may consider the allocation of custodial 47 
responsibility arising from temporary agreements made by 48 
the parties after separation if the court finds, by a 49 
preponderance of the evidence, that such agreements were 50 
consensual.  The court shall afford those temporary 51 
consensual agreements the weight the court believes the 52 
agreements are entitled to receive, based upon the 53 
evidence.

(a) The Legislature finds that the safety and welfare of 1 
the citizens of this state are inextricably dependent upon 2 
assurances of safety for children attending and persons 3 
employed by schools in this state and for persons employed 4 
by the judicial department of this state.

person’s nineteenth birthday. If the person has not been 95 
issued a driver’s license or instruction permit by this state, 96 
a court may order the Division of Motor Vehicles to deny 97 
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the person’s application for a license or permit for a period 98 
of time as the court considers appropriate, not to extend 99 
beyond the person’s nineteenth birthday. A suspension 100 
ordered by the court pursuant to this subsection is effective 101 
upon the date of entry of the order. Where the court orders 102

If the conviction is the judgment of a magistrate 118 
court, the magistrate court clerk shall forward the transcript 119 
when the person convicted has not requested an appeal 120 
within 20 days of the sentencing for the conviction. If the 121 
conviction is the judgment of a circuit court, the circuit clerk 122 
shall forward a transcript of the judgment of conviction 123 
when the person convicted has not filed a notice of intent to 124 
file a petition for appeal or writ of error within 30 days after 125 
the judgment was entered.

(3) If, upon examination of the transcript of the 127 
judgment of conviction, the commissioner determines that 128 
the person was convicted as described in §61-7-11a(e)(1) of 129 
this code, the commissioner shall make and enter an order 130

(2) A person violating this subsection is guilty of a 184 
felony and, upon conviction thereof, shall be imprisoned in 185 
a state correctional facility for a definite term of years of not 186 
less than two years nor more than 10 years, or fined not 187 
more than $5,000, or both fined and imprisoned. 188 

(i) Nothing in this section may be construed to be in 189 
conflict with the provisions of federal law.

adoption at county board level. 

(a) The purpose of this section is to provide for a 1 
transition to the county board level of the process for review 2 
and adoption of instructional resources required to be used 3 
in the schools under the jurisdiction of the county board. 4 
Notwithstanding any other provision of this article to the 5 
contrary, for instructional resources adopted by a county 6 
board for use in the school year beginning July 1, 2019, and 7 
successive school years, the provisions of sections one, two, 8 
three, four, five, six, seven and eight of this article are 9 
repealed to the extent that they are in conflict with the 10 
provisions of this section: Provided, That nothing in this 11 
section limits or prevents a county board from adopting 12 
instructional resources approved and included on the state 13 
multiple list under those provisions for the duration of the 14 
adoption cycle if they choose to do so.

§18-28-3. Standardized testing requirements. 

(a) Each private, parochial or church school or school of 1 
a religious order or other nonpublic school electing to 2 
operate under this statute in lieu of the approval 3 
requirements set forth as part of §18-8-1(b) of this code, 4 
shall administer during each school year a nationally 5 
normed standardized achievement test which test shall be 6 
selected by the chief administrative officer of each school. 7 
The test shall be administered to students at the same grade 8 
levels and in the same subject areas as required in the public 9 
schools of the state for administration of the state-wide 10 
summative assessment. The selected test shall be published 11 
or normed within the last ten years and shall be administered 12 
under standardized conditions as set forth by the published 13 
instructions of the selected test.

(a) Education of children in grades K-12 — Beginning 1 
July 1, 2019, children in grades K-12 shall receive body age-2 
appropriate safety information at least once per academic 3 
school year, with a preference for four times per academic 4 
year. To facilitate this process and develop resources, the 5 
state board shall propose a legislative rule for promulgation, 6 
in accordance with §29A-3b-1 et seq. of this code, by 7 
December 31, 2018. The rule shall provide for at least the 8 
following: 9 

(1) Developmentally appropriate education and 10 
resources; 11 

(2) Social media usage and content; 12 

(3) Implementation of best practices; 13 

(4) Differing county and school sizes, demographics, 14 
etc. relating to implementation strategies; 15 

(5) Strategies for dealing with disclosures after student 16 
education; 17 

(6) Rules informed by family voice; 18 

(7) Offender dynamics; 19 

(8) Child-on-child scenarios; 20 

(9) Rules on development of supplementary materials, 21 
including posting of the child abuse hotline, to embed into 22 
the school climate; 23 

(10) Protocols for local crisis response in conjunction 24 
with §18-9F-9 of this code.  25 

(b) Training of public school employees. The state 26 
board shall propose by December 31, 2018 a legislative rule 27 
for promulgation in accordance with §29A-3b-1 et seq. of 28 
this code, and if necessary may promulgate an emergency 29 
rule in accordance with said article, for the establishment of 30 
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standards for training requirements of all public school 31 
employees focused on developing skills, knowledge, and 32 
capabilities related to preventing child sexual abuse and 33 
recognizing and responding to suspected abuse and neglect. 34 
The rule shall provide for at least the following: 35 

(1) This required training shall include comprehensive 36 
instruction and information to better equip schools and their 37 
employees, including how to:  38 

(A) Recognize sexually offending behaviors in adults, 39 
questionable behaviors such as boundary violations, and 40 
signs in adults that might indicate they pose a sexual risk to 41

(B) Recognize, appropriately respond to, and prevent 43 
sexually inappropriate, coercive, or abusive behaviors 44 
among children and youth served by schools;  45 

(C) Recognize behaviors and verbal cues that might 46 
indicate a child or youth has been a victim of abuse or 47 
neglect;  48 

(D) Support the healthy development of children and 49 
youth and the building of protective factors to mitigate 50 
against their sexual victimization by adults or peers;   51 

(E) Recognize and appropriately respond to student 52 
infatuations and flirtations with adults in schools; 53 

(F) Recognize appropriate and inappropriate social 54 
media usage by adults and children;  55 

(G) Provide consistent and standard protocols for 56 
responding to disclosures of sexual abuse or reports of 57 
boundary-violating behaviors by adults or children in a 58 
supportive and appropriate manner which meet mandated 59 
reporting requirements;  60 

(H) Provide adequate understanding of the age-61 
appropriate, comprehensive, evidence-informed child 62 
sexual abuse prevention education which will be offered to 63 
their students; and 64 
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(I) Reflect the research on Adverse Childhood 65 
Experiences (ACEs) and trauma-informed care.  66 

(2) The rule shall contain provisions to ensure public 67 
school employees complete the required training every two 68 
years. 69 

(A) The required training shall be at least a cumulative 70 
four hours (half day) of instruction on the elements 71 
identified in this section.  72 

(B) A skills renewal is required every two years 73 
thereafter. 74 

(C) The mode of delivery for the trainings may include 75 
in-person or e-learning instruction and may include a series 76 
of trainings or modules.  77 

(D) The state board shall provide certificates of 78 
satisfactory completion for the employee and the employer 79 
documenting the employee completed the required training. 80

(1) In West Virginia, one in four children suffer from 2 
food insecurity; however, every day each school has a large 3 
percentage of food that is left uneaten and thrown away, and 4 
in many cases this food can be reused;   5 

(2) A new initiative called “The Shared Table” 6 
encourages schools to collect unused food appropriate for 7 
redistribution, and make that food available throughout the 8 
day to students who may be hungry, to provide a method for 9 
discrete distribution of that food to be taken home by kids 10 
with food insecurity, and to donate any unused food to local 11 
food pantries and other entities that distribute food to those 12 
in need; 13 

(3) This program has begun to catch on nationally and 14 
has shown itself to be an effective way to distribute excess 15

(4) The Shared Table initiative can be as simple as 17

(5) The Shared Table initiative does not require school 25 
cafeterias to produce extra food and is only intended to 26 
promote the more effective consumption of existing food 27 
particularly to students who may otherwise go without. 28

consistent with U.S. Food and Drug Administration and 31 
local health agencies requirements.  32 

Therefore, the purpose of this section is to establish a 33 
statewide initiative to facilitate this worthwhile program.

§3-1-19. Ballot commissioners; selection; duties generally; 
vacancies. 

(a) In each county in the state, the Board of Ballot 1 
Commissioners shall be comprised of: 2 

(1) The clerk of the county commission while holding 3 
office; and 4 

(2) Two other persons as follows: 5 

(A) One person appointed by the county executive 6 
committee of the political party that cast the largest number 7 
of votes in the state at the last preceding general election; 8 
and 9 

(B) One person appointed by the county executive 10 
committee of the political party that cast the second largest 11 
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number of votes in the state at the last preceding general 12 
election. 13 

(b) If the county executive committees do not make the 14 
appointments in a timely manner, then the county clerk shall 15 
make the appointments.

(a) Each ballot commissioner is to be paid a sum, to be 1 
fixed by the county commission, for each day he or she 2 
serves as ballot commissioner, but in no case may a ballot 3 
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commissioner receive allowance for more than 10 days’ 4 
services for any one primary, general, or special election. 5 

(b) Each commissioner of election and poll clerk is to 6 
be paid a sum, to be fixed by the county commission, for 7 
one day’s services for attending the school of instruction for 8 
election officials if the commissioner or poll clerk provides 9 
at least one day’s service during an election and a sum for 10 
his or her services at any one election: Provided, That each 11 
commissioner of election and poll clerk is to be paid a sum 12 
for his or her services at any of the three special elections 13 
described in §3-1-44(g) of this code.

§3-1-48. Legislative findings; State Election Fund; loans to

(a) Legislative findings. — The Help America Vote Act 1 
of 2002, PL 107-252, 42 U.S.C. §15301, et seq., provides 2 
funding so that all states will be able to implement some 3 
form of electronic voting system to replace punch card and 4 
lever machines by 2006. The new voting systems must meet 5 
several requirements including notifying the voter of over 6 
votes and permitting each voter to review his or her ballot 7 
and correct errors before casting the vote. The limited, finite 8 
funding available to the state will not be sufficient to meet 9 
current and future needs for equipment and services as 10 
equipment needs to be obtained, repaired, or replaced as 11 
technology changes. It is the intent of the Legislature to 12 
maximize the available funds by establishing a no-interest 13 
loan program to assist any county, regardless of its current 14 
voting system, in purchasing necessary electronic voting 15 
equipment and services. As the loans are repaid funds will 16 
continue to be available to meet future needs. It is not the 17 
intent of the Legislature to mandate any technology for 18 
voting systems to be utilized in this state and this section is 19 
intended only to establish terms and conditions for 20 
providing loan assistance to counties in accordance with the 21 
provisions of this section. 22 

(b) State Election Fund. — The special revenue account 23 
created in the State Treasury and known as the State 24 
Election Fund account is continued. Expenditures from the 25 
account shall be used by the Secretary of State for the 26 
administration of this chapter in accordance with the 27 
provisions of 42 U.S.C. §15301, et seq., the Help America 28 
Vote Act of 2002, PL 107-252, in accordance with the 29 
provisions of §4-11-1 et seq. of this code. 30 

(c) Establishment of special revenue account. — There 31 
is created in the State Treasury a special revenue revolving 32 
fund account known as the County Assistance Voting 33 
Equipment Fund which shall be an interest-bearing account. 34 
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The fund shall consist of an initial transfer not to exceed 35 
$8,500,000 from the State Election Fund established under 36 
§3-1-48(b) of this code pursuant to legislative 37 
appropriation; any future funds received from the federal 38 
government under the Help America Vote Act of 2002, PL 39 
107-252, 42 U.S.C. §15301, et seq., or subsequent acts 40 
providing funds to states to obtain, modify, or improve 41 
voting equipment and obtain necessary related services 42 
including voting systems, technology, and methods for 43 
casting and counting votes; any funds appropriated by the 44 
Legislature or transferred by any public agency as 45 
contemplated or permitted by applicable federal or state 46 
law; and any accrued interest or other return on the moneys 47 
in the fund. The balance remaining in the fund at the end of 48 
each fiscal year shall remain in the fund and not revert to the 49 
State General Revenue Fund. 50 

(d) Use of funds. — The money in the fund shall be used 51 
only in the manner and for the purposes prescribed in this 52 
section. Notwithstanding any provision of law to the 53 
contrary, funds in the County Assistance Voting Equipment 54 
Fund may not be designated or transferred for any purpose 55 
other than those set forth in this section. 56 

(e) Administration of the fund. — The Secretary of State 57 
shall administer the fund with the approval of the State 58 
Election Commission. 59 

(f) Investment of fund. — The moneys of the fund shall 60 
be invested pursuant to §12-6-1 et seq. of this code and in 61 
such a manner that sufficient moneys are available as 62 
needed for loans authorized under this section. 63 

(g) Loans to counties. — The county assistance voting 64 
equipment fund shall be used to make no-interest loans to 65 
counties to obtain, modify, or replace voting equipment, 66 
software, and necessary related services including voting 67 
systems, technology, and methods for casting and counting 68 
votes: Provided, That any county commission that 69 
purchased an electronic voting system prior to November 70 
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13, 2004, is eligible to apply for matching funds under this 71 
section to upgrade the system: Provided, however, That 72 
matching funds available for an upgrade shall not exceed 73 
the amount available under §3-1-48(g)(1) of this code for 74 
the purchase of a new electronic voting system under the 75 
Secretary of State’s authorized contract. The loans shall be 76 
made under the following terms and conditions: 77 

(1) The State Election Commission shall, subject to 78 
availability of funds, loan no more than 50 percent of the 79 
cost of the voting equipment or services to any county 80 
commission: Provided, That a portion or all of the county 81 
matching requirement may be waived in limited 82 
circumstances as determined by the State Election 83 
Commission pursuant to this section. 84 

(2) The county commission shall provide sufficient 85 
documentation to establish to the satisfaction of the State 86 
Election Commission that the county commission has at 87 
least 50 percent of the money necessary to obtain the voting 88 
equipment, software, or services for which the loan is 89 
sought. 90 

(3) The county commission shall enter into a contract 91 
with the State Election Commission for the repayment of 92 
the loan over a period not to exceed five years or the length 93 
of the contract to obtain the equipment, software, or 94 
services, whichever is less. 95 

(4) The county commission shall use the loan for voting 96 
equipment and services certified by the State Election 97 
Commission pursuant to the provisions of §3-4a-1 et seq. of 98 
this code and authorized for use by the Secretary of State. 99 

(5) A county commission may apply for a loan on a form 100 
provided by the Secretary of State. The form shall, in 101 
addition to requesting information necessary for processing 102 
the application, state the deadline for submitting the 103 
application and the eligibility requirements for obtaining a 104 
loan. 105 
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(6) The State Election Commission may waive a portion 106 
or all of the matching money required by this subsection for 107 
a county commission that can establish that it has exercised 108 
due diligence in raising its share of the costs but has been 109 
unable to do so. On forms provided by the Secretary of State 110 
the county commission shall request a waiver and shall 111 
make a full financial disclosure of its assets and liabilities 112 
as well as potential for future income when applying for a 113 
waiver. The county commission shall demonstrate, to the 114 
satisfaction of the State Election Commission, its inability 115 
to meet the matching requirements of this subsection and its 116 
ability to repay the loan in a timely manner. 117 
Notwithstanding the provisions of §3-1-48(g)(3) of this 118 
code, the State Election Commission may extend the 119 
repayment period on a year-to-year basis for a repayment 120 
period not to exceed five additional years. 121 

(h) Application. — An application for a loan shall be 122 
approved by the State Election Commission if the 123 
requirements of this section have been met. 124 

(i) Rulemaking. — The Secretary of State shall propose 125 
for promulgation in accordance with §29A-3-1 et seq. of 126 
this code emergency and legislative rules necessary to 127 
effectuate the purposes of this section. 128 

(j) Availability of loans. — The State Election 129 
Commission may not approve a loan under this section until 130 
final standards for electronic voting equipment with a voter 131 
verified paper ballot have been established by the Secretary 132 
of State or the national institute for standards and 133 
technology. The State Election Commission may not 134 
approve a loan for the purchase, lease, rental, or other 135 
similar transaction to obtain electronic voting equipment, 136 
software, or necessary related services unless obtained 137 
under a contract authorized by the Secretary of State 138 
pursuant to rules promulgated under this section.139 

(k) Repayment of loans. — The Secretary of State may, 140 
by civil action, mandamus, or other judicial or 141 
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administrative proceeding, compel performance by a county 142 
commission of all the terms and conditions of the loan 143 
agreement between the state and that county commission 144 
including periodic reduction of any moneys due the county 145 
from the state. 146 

(l) Notwithstanding the provisions of this section 147 
relating to loan procedures, the State Election Commission 148 
may, with a recommendation from the HAVA Grant Board, 149 
and consistent with the legislative rules of the program, 150 
approve a grant to a county for the purchase of election 151 
systems, or election system upgrades, payable from the 152 
County Assistance Voting Equipment Fund: Provided, That 153 
the Secretary of State shall issue emergency rules setting 154 
forth the criteria for the issuance of grants to the counties. 155

Be it enacted by the Legislature of West Virginia: 

ARTICLE 1. GENERAL PROVISIONS AND DEFINITIONS. 
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§3-1-28. Election officials; eligibility, suspension of eligibility. 

(a) To be eligible to be appointed or serve as an election 1 
official in any state, county, or municipal election held in 2 
West Virginia, a person: 3 

(1) Must be a registered voter of the county for elections 4 
held throughout the county and a registered voter of the 5 
municipality for elections held within the municipality: 6 
Provided, That if the required number of persons eligible to 7 
serve as election officials for a municipal election are not 8 
available or are not willing to serve as election officials for 9 
a municipal election, a registered voter of the county in 10 
which the municipality is located may serve as an election 11 
official for elections held within the municipality; 12 

(2) Must be able to read and write the English language; 13 

(3) May not be a candidate on the ballot or an official 14 
write-in candidate in the election for any office, other than 15 
for district, county, or state political party executive 16 
committee; 17 

(4) May not be the parent, child, sibling, or spouse of a 18 
candidate on the ballot for any office, other than for district, 19 
county, or state political party executive committee, or an 20 
official write-in candidate for any office, other than for 21 
district, county, or state political party executive committee, 22 
in the precinct where the official serves; 23 

(5) May not be a person prohibited from serving as an 24 
election official pursuant to any other federal or state 25 
statute; and 26 

(6) May not have been previously convicted of a 27 
violation of any election law. 28 

(b) The county commission may, upon majority vote, 29 
suspend the eligibility to serve as an election official in any 30 
election for four years for the following reasons: 31 
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(1) Failure to appear at the polling place at the 32 
designated time without proper notice and just cause; 33 

(2) Failure to perform the duties of an election official 34 
as required by law; 35 

(3) Improper interference with a voter casting a ballot or 36 
violating the secrecy of the voter’s ballot; 37 

(4) Being under the influence of alcohol or drugs while 38 
serving as an election official; or 39 

(5) Having anything wagered or bet on an election. 40 

(c) The county commission may, upon majority vote, 41 
suspend the eligibility to serve as an election official in any 42 
election for two years upon petition of 25 registered voters 43 
of the precinct where the official last served and upon 44 
presentation of evidence of any of the grounds set forth in 45 
§31-1-28(b) of this code: Provided, That the petition 46 
requesting the suspension of the election official is filed 47 
with the county commission at least 90 days prior to an 48 
election date.

§3-10-7 of the Code of West Virginia, 1931, as amended, all 
relating generally to filling vacancies in certain offices; 
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providing that the Governor shall appoint a person to fill a 
vacancy in an elected state office, choosing from a list of 
candidates required to be submitted by the executive 
committee of the political party with which the individual 
vacating the office was affiliated at the time the vacancy 
occurred; establishing a deadline for a party executive 
committee to submit names of qualified persons for vacancies 
in elected state offices; providing that appointments to elected 
state offices be made within a time certain; providing that the 
Governor shall appoint a person, of the same political party 
with which the individual vacating the office was affiliated at 
the time the vacancy occurred, to fill a vacancy in an elected 
state office when a party executive committee fails to submit 
names of qualified persons; providing that the Governor shall 
appoint a person, from a list of qualified persons required to 
be submitted by the executive committee of the political party 
with which the individual vacating the office was affiliated at 
the time the vacancy occurred, to fill a vacancy in the office 
of United States Senator; establishing a deadline for an 
executive committee to submit names of qualified persons for 
vacancies in the office of United States Senator; providing that 
appointment to fill vacancies in office of United States 
Senator be made within a time certain; providing for Governor

§3-10-3. Vacancies in offices of state officials, justices, judges, 
and magistrates. 

(a) Any vacancy occurring in the offices of Secretary of 1 
State, Auditor, Treasurer, Attorney General, Commissioner 2 
of Agriculture, or in any office created or made elective to 3 
be filled by the voters of the entire state, is filled by the 4 
Governor of the state by appointment and subsequent 5 
election to fill the remainder of the term, if required by §3-6 
10-1 of this code. The Governor shall make the appointment 7 
from a list of three legally qualified persons submitted by 8 
the party executive committee of the same political party 9 
with which the person holding the office immediately 10 
preceding the vacancy was affiliated at the time the vacancy 11 
occurred. The list of qualified persons to fill the vacancy 12 
shall be submitted to the Governor within 15 days after the 13 
vacancy occurs, and the Governor shall duly make his or her 14 
appointment to fill the vacancy from the list of legally 15 
qualified persons within five days after the list is received.

remainder of the term, as required by §3-10-3(d) of this 30 
code. If an election is required under §3-10-3(d) of this 31 
code, the Governor, circuit court, or the chief judge thereof 32 
in vacation, is responsible for the proper proclamation by 33 
order and notice required by §3-10-1 of this code.

(c) Any vacancy in the office of magistrate is appointed 35 
according to the provisions of §50-1-6 of this code, and, if 36 
the unexpired term be for a period of more than two years, 37 
by a subsequent election to fill the remainder of the term, as 38 
required by §3-10-3(d) of this code.

(d) (1) When the vacancy in the office of Justice of the 40 
Supreme Court of Appeals, judge of the circuit court, judge 41 
of a family court, or magistrate occurs after the 84th day 42 
before a general election, and the affected term of office 43 
ends on December 31 following the succeeding general 44 
election two years later, the person appointed to fill the 45 
vacancy shall continue in office until the completion of the 46 
term.

(2) When the vacancy occurs before the close of the 48 
candidate filing period for the primary election, and if the 49 
unexpired term be for a period of greater than two years, the 50

(e) When an election to fill a vacancy is required to be 62

§3-10-4. Vacancies in representation in United States Congress. 

(a) (1) If there is a vacancy in the representation from 1 
this state in the House of Representatives in the Congress of 2 
the United States, the Governor shall, within five days after 3 
the fact comes to his or her knowledge, issue a proclamation 4 
setting dates for a special general election that is not less 5 
than 84 nor more than 120 days from the date of the vacancy 6 
and requiring nomination of candidates as provided in §3-7 
10-4(a)(2) of this code: Provided, That no such 8 
proclamation may be made nor may a special election be 9 
held if the vacancy occurs after the 84th day prior to the 10 
regularly scheduled general election for a new full term of 11 
the office.

The Governor shall make the appointment 22 
from a list of three legally qualified persons submitted by 23 
the party executive committee of the same political party 24 
with which the person holding the office immediately 25 
preceding the vacancy was affiliated at the time the vacancy 26 
occurred. The list of qualified persons to fill the vacancy 27 
shall be submitted to the Governor within 15 days after the 28 
vacancy occurs, and the Governor shall duly make his or her 29 
appointment to fill the vacancy from the list of legally 30 
qualified persons within five days after the list is received. 31

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§3-10-5. Vacancies in state Legislature. 

(a) Any vacancy in the office of state senator or member 1 
of the House of Delegates shall be filled by appointment by 2 
the Governor, from a list of three legally qualified persons 3 
submitted by the party executive committee of the same 4 
political party with which the person holding the office 5 
immediately preceding the vacancy was affiliated at the 6 
time the vacancy occurred. The list of qualified persons to 7 
fill the vacancy shall be submitted to the Governor within 8

duly make his or her appointment to fill the vacancy from 10 
the list of legally qualified persons within five days after the 11 
list is received.

(c) In the case of a state senator, the list shall be 24 
submitted by the party executive committee of the state 25 
senatorial district in which the vacating senator resided at 26 
the time of his or her election or appointment. The 27 
appointment to fill a vacancy in the state Senate is for the 28 
unexpired term, unless §3-10-1 of this code requires a 29 
subsequent election to fill the remainder of the term, which 30 
shall follow the procedure set forth in said section. 31 

§3-10-7. Vacancies in offices of county commissioner and clerk 
of county commission. 
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(a) Any vacancy in the office of county commissioner 1 
or clerk of county commission shall be filled by 2 
appointment by the county commission. The appointee must 3 
be a person of the same political party with which the person 4 
holding the office immediately preceding the vacancy was 5 
affiliated at the time the vacancy occurred: Provided, That 6 
at the time of appointment, the appointee must have been a 7 
member of that political party for at least 60 days prior to 8 
the occurrence of the vacancy. 9 

(b) If a quorum of the county commission fails to make 10 
an appointment within 30 days, the county executive 11 
committee of the same political party with which the person 12 
holding the office preceding the vacancy was affiliated at 13 
the time the vacancy occurred, shall submit a list of three 14 
legally qualified persons to fill the vacancy. Within 15 days 15 
from the date on which the list is received, the county 16 
commission shall appoint a candidate from the list to fill the 17 
vacancy. If the county commission fails to make the 18 
appointment within the specified time, then the county 19 
commissioner with the longest tenure shall eliminate one 20 
name from the submitted list, followed by the county 21 
commissioner with the second-longest tenure then 22 
eliminating one name from the submitted list.

(c) If the number of vacancies in a county commission 27 
deprives that body of a quorum, the Governor shall make an 28 
appointment to fill any vacancy in the county commission 29 
necessary to create a quorum, from a list of three legally 30 
qualified persons submitted by the party executive 31 
committee of the same political party with which the person 32 
holding the office immediately preceding the vacancy was 33 
affiliated at the time the vacancy occurred. The Governor 34 
shall make any appointments necessary, beginning with the 35 
vacancy first created, to create a quorum in accordance with 36 
the same procedures applicable to county commissions 37 
under §3-10-7(a) of this code.

The temporary 47 
successor may serve no more than 30 days from the date of 48 
the vacancy.

(f) If an election is necessary under §3-10-1 of this code, 50 
the county commission, or the president thereof in vacation, 51 
shall be responsible for the proper proclamation, by order, 52 
and notice required by §3-10-1 of this code. 53 

(g) §3-10-1 of this code shall be followed with respect 54 
to any election needed to fill a vacancy, except that if the 55 
vacancy occurs after the primary cutoff date but not later 56 
than the general cutoff date, candidates to fill the vacancy 57 
shall be nominated by the county executive committee in 58 
the manner provided in §3-5-19 of this code, as in the case 59 
of filling vacancies in nominations, and the names of the 60 
persons, so nominated and certified to the clerk of the 61 
county commission of the county, shall be placed upon the 62 
ballot to be voted at the next general election.

(h) If the election for an unexpired term is held at the same 64 
time as the election for a full term for county commissioner, 65 
the full term shall be counted first and the unexpired term shall 66 
be counted second.

ARTICLE 5. PRIMARY ELECTIONS AND NOMINATING 
PROCEDURES. 

§3-5-23. Certificate nominations; requirements and control; 
penalties.  

(a) Groups of citizens having no party organization may 1 
nominate candidates who are not already candidates in the 2 
primary election for public office otherwise than by 3 
conventions or primary elections. In that case, the candidate 4 
or candidates, jointly or severally, shall file a nomination 5 
certificate in accordance with the provisions of this section 6 
and the provisions of §3-5-24 of this code. 7 

(b) The person or persons soliciting or canvassing 8 
signatures of duly qualified voters on the certificate or 9

ARTICLE 5. PRIMARY ELECTIONS AND NOMINATING

§3-5-7. Filing certificates of announcements of candidacies; 
requirements; withdrawal of candidates when section 
applicable. 

(a) Any person who is eligible and seeks to hold an 1 
office or political party position to be filled by election in 2 
any primary or general election held under the provisions of 3 
this chapter shall file a certificate of announcement 4 
declaring his or her candidacy for the nomination or election 5 
to the office. 6 
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(b) The certificate of announcement shall be filed as 7 
follows: 8 

(1) Candidates for the House of Delegates, the State 9 
Senate, circuit judge, family court judge, and any other 10 
office or political position to be filled by the voters of more 11 
than one county shall file a certificate of announcement with 12 
the Secretary of State. 13

(4) The county of residence and a statement that the 51

ARTICLE 15. SOLID WASTE MANAGEMENT ACT. 

§22-15-10. Prohibitions; permits required. 

(a) Open dumps are prohibited and it is unlawful for any 1 
person to create, contribute to, or operate an open dump or 2

for any landowner to allow an open dump to exist on the 3 
landowner’s property unless that open dump is under a 4 
compliance schedule approved by the director. The 5 
compliance schedule shall contain an enforceable sequence 6 
of actions leading to compliance and shall not exceed two 7 
years. Open dumps operated prior to April 1, 1988, by a 8 
landowner or tenant for the disposal of solid waste 9 
generated by the landowner or tenant at his or her residence 10 
or farm, are not a violation of this section, if the open dump 11 
was not a violation of law on January 1, 1988, and 12 
unauthorized dumps which were created by unknown 13 
persons are not a violation of this section: Provided, That a 14 
person may not contribute additional solid waste to any such 15 
dump after April 1, 1988, except that the landowners on 16 
which unauthorized dumps have been or are being made are 17 
not liable for the unauthorized dumping unless the 18 
landowners refuse to cooperate with the division in stopping 19 
the unauthorized dumping. 20 

(b) It is unlawful for any person, unless the person holds 21 
a valid permit from the division to install, establish, 22 
construct, modify, operate, or abandon any solid waste 23 
facility. All approved solid waste facilities shall be installed, 24 
established, constructed, modified, operated, or abandoned 25 
in accordance with §22-15-1 et seq. of this code, plans, 26 
specifications, orders, instructions, and rules in effect. 27 

(c) Any permit issued under §22-15-1 et seq. of this 28 
code shall be issued in compliance with the requirements of 29 
§22-15-1 et seq. of this code, its rules and §22-11-1 et seq. 30 
of this code and the rules, promulgated under §22-11-1 et 31 
seq. of this code, so that only a single permit is required of 32 
a solid waste facility under those two articles. Each permit 33 
issued under §22-15-1 et seq. of this code shall have a fixed 34 
term not to exceed five years: Provided, That the director 35 
may administratively extend a permit beyond its five-year 36 
term, if the approved solid waste facility is in compliance 37 
with §22-15-1 et seq. of this code, its rules, and §22-11-1 et 38 
seq. of this code and the rules promulgated under §22-11-1 39 
et seq. of this code: Provided, however, That the 40 
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administrative extension may not be for more than one year. 41 
Upon expiration of a permit, the division may issue renewal 42 
permits in compliance with rules promulgated by the 43 
director. 44 

(d) For existing solid waste facilities which formerly 45 
held division of health permits which expired by law and for 46 
which complete permit applications for new permits 47 
pursuant to §22-15-1 et seq. of this code were submitted as 48 
required by law, the division may enter an administrative 49 
order to govern solid waste activities at the facilities, which 50 
may include a compliance schedule, consistent with the 51 
requirements of the division’s solid waste management 52 
rules, to be effective until final action is taken to issue or 53 
deny a permit for the facility pursuant to §22-15-1 et seq. of 54 
this code, or until further order of the division. 55 

(e) A person may not dispose of any solid waste in this 56 
state in a manner which endangers the environment or the 57 
public health, safety, or welfare as determined by the 58 
director: Provided, That the carcasses of dead animals may 59 
be disposed of in any solid waste facility or in any other 60 
manner as provided for in this code. Upon request by the 61 
director, the Commissioner of the Bureau for Public Health 62 
shall provide technical advice concerning the disposal of 63 
solid waste or carcasses of dead animals within the state. 64 

(f) A commercial solid waste facility shall not 65 
discriminate in favor of or against the receipt of any waste 66 
otherwise eligible for disposal at the facility based on its 67 
geographic origin.68 

(g) In addition to all the requirements of §22-15-1 et seq. 69 
of this code and the rules promulgated under §22-15-1 et 70 
seq. of this code, the division may not issue a permit to 71 
construct a new commercial solid waste facility or to expand 72 
the spatial area of an existing facility, unless the Public 73 
Service Commission has granted a certificate of need, as 74 
provided in §24-2-1c of this code. If the director approves a 75 
permit or permit modification, the certificate of need shall 76 
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become a part of the permit and all conditions contained in 77 
the certificate of need shall be conditions of the permit and 78 
may be enforced by the division in accordance with the 79 
provisions of §22-15-1 et seq. of this code: Provided, That 80 
the provisions of this subsection do not apply to materials 81

Virginia, 1931, as amended, relating to standards of water 
quality and effluent limitations; providing that the secretary 
may issue water pollution control permits that contain water 
quality-based effluent limits that are adjusted to reflect credit 
for pollutants in the permittee’s intake water; providing that 
the secretary may not set benchmarks for substances in, or 
conditions of, discharges of stormwater that are more 
restrictive than the acute aquatic life water quality criterion, 
the federal benchmark, the chronic aquatic life water quality 
criterion, or the ambient aquatic life advisory concentration; 
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providing that the secretary shall establish effluent limits for 
stormwater that are developed in accordance with mixing 
zones that are appropriate for relevant conditions, upon 
request by a permit applicant; and providing that the secretary 
shall promptly develop guidance for determining how 
benchmarks in permits demonstrate the adequacy of 
stormwater best management practices. 

Be it enacted by the Legislature of West Virginia: 

ARTICLE 11. WATER POLLUTION CONTROL ACT. 

§22-11-6. Requirement to comply with standards of water 
quality and effluent limitations. 

(a) All persons affected by rules establishing water 1 
quality standards and effluent limitations shall promptly 2 
comply with the rules: Provided, That: 3 

(1) Where necessary and proper, the secretary may 4 
specify a reasonable time for persons not complying with 5 
the standards and limitations to comply with the rules and, 6 
upon the expiration of that period of time, the secretary shall 7 
revoke or modify any permit previously issued which 8 
authorized the discharge of treated or untreated sewage, 9 
industrial wastes, or other wastes into the waters of this state 10 
which result in reduction of the quality of the waters below 11 
the standards and limitations established therefor by rules of 12 
the board or secretary; 13 

(2) For purposes of both this article and sections 309 and 14 
505 of the federal Water Pollution Control Act, compliance 15 
with a permit issued pursuant to this article shall be 16 
considered compliance for purposes of both this article and 17 
sections 301, 302, 303, 306, 307, and 403 of the federal 18 
Water Pollution Control Act and with all applicable state 19 
and federal water quality standards, except for any standard 20 
imposed under section 307 of the federal Water Pollution 21 
Control Act for a toxic pollutant injurious to human health. 22 
Notwithstanding any provision of this code or rule or permit 23 
condition to the contrary, water quality standards 24 
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themselves shall not be considered effluent standards or 25 
limitations for the purposes of both this article and sections 26 
309 and 505 of the federal Water Pollution Control Act and 27 
may not be independently or directly enforced or 28 
implemented except through the development of terms and 29 
conditions of a permit issued pursuant to this article. 30 
Nothing in this section, however, prevents the secretary 31 
from modifying, reissuing, or revoking a permit during its 32 
term. The provisions of this section addressing compliance 33 
with a permit are intended to apply to all existing and future 34 
discharges and permits without the need for permit 35 
modifications; and 36 

(3) The Legislature finds that there are concerns within 37 
West Virginia regarding the applicability of the research 38 
underlying the federal selenium criteria to a state such as 39 
West Virginia which has high precipitation rates and free-40 
flowing streams, and that the alleged environmental impacts 41 
that were documented in applicable federal research have 42 
not been observed in West Virginia and, further, that 43 
considerable research is required to determine if selenium is 44 
having an impact on West Virginia streams, to validate or 45 
determine the proper testing methods for selenium, and to 46 
better understand the chemical reactions related to selenium 47 
mobilization in water. 48 

(4) The Legislature finds that the EPA has been 49 
contemplating a revision to the federally recommended 50 
criteria for several years, but has yet to issue a revised 51 
standard. 52 

(5) Because of the uncertainty regarding the 53 
applicability of the current selenium standard, the secretary 54 
is hereby directed to develop within six months of the 55 
effective date of this subdivision an implementation plan for 56 
the current selenium standard that will include, at minimum, 57 
the following: 58 

(A) Implementing the criteria as a threshold standard; 59 
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(B) A monitoring plan that will include chemical 60 
speciation of any selenium discharge; 61 

(C) A fish population survey and monitoring plan that 62 
will be implemented at a representative location to assess 63 
any possible impacts from selenium discharges if the 64 
threshold criteria are exceeded; and 65 

(D) The results of the monitoring will be reported to the 66 
department for use in the development of state-specific 67 
selenium criteria. 68 

(6) Within 24 months of the effective date of this 69 
subdivision, the secretary shall propose rules for legislative 70 
approval in accordance with §29A-3-1 et seq. of this code 71 
which establish a state-specific selenium standard that 72 
protects aquatic life. Concurrent with proposing a 73 
legislative rule, the secretary shall also submit the proposed 74 
standard and supporting documentation to the administrator 75 
of the Environmental Protection Agency. The secretary 76 
shall also consult with and consider research and data from 77 
the West Virginia Water Research Institute at West Virginia 78 
University, the regulated community, and other appropriate 79 
groups in developing the state-specific selenium standard. 80 

(7) Within 30 days of the effective date of this section, 81 
the secretary shall promulgate an emergency rule revising 82 
the statewide aluminum water quality criteria for the 83 
protection of aquatic life to incorporate aluminum criteria 84 
values using a hardness-based equation. Concurrent with 85 
issuing an emergency rule, the secretary shall also submit 86 
the proposed revisions and supporting documentation to the 87 
administrator of the Environmental Protection Agency. 88 

(8) The secretary shall, within 90 days of receipt of any 89 
completed request for a site-specific water quality criterion, 90 
approve or deny the request. Any denial or approval of an 91 
application shall detail the specific basis for the denial or 92 
approval and any revisions needed to the application. Any 93 
denial or approval of a request may be appealed to the 94 
environmental quality board pursuant to §22-11-21 of this 95 
code.96 
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(b) The secretary may issue water pollution control 97 
permits that contain water quality-based effluent limits that 98 
are adjusted to reflect credit for pollutants in the permittee’s 99 
intake water (net limits). 100 

(c) The secretary may not set benchmarks for substances 101 
in, or conditions of, discharges of stormwater that are more 102 
restrictive than the acute aquatic life water quality criterion, 103 
the federal benchmark, the chronic aquatic life water quality 104 
criterion, or the ambient aquatic life advisory concentration. 105 

(d) Upon request by an applicant for a permit issued in 106 
accordance with this article, the secretary shall establish 107 
effluent limits for stormwater that are developed in 108 
accordance with mixing zones that are appropriate for 109 
relevant conditions. 110 

(e) The secretary shall promptly develop guidance for 111 
determining how benchmarks in permits issued pursuant to 112 
this article demonstrate the adequacy of stormwater best 113 
management practices. 114

ARTICLE 6. OFFICE OF OIL AND GAS; OIL AND GAS 
WELLS; ADMINISTRATION; ENFORCEMENT. 

§22-6-8. Permits not to be on flat well royalty leases; legislative 
findings and declarations; permit requirements. 

(a) The Legislature hereby finds and declares: 1 

(1) That a significant portion of the oil and gas 2 
underlying this state is subject to development pursuant to 3 
leases or other continuing contractual agreements wherein 4 
the owners of such oil and gas are paid upon a royalty or 5 
rental basis known in the industry as the annual flat well 6 
royalty basis, in which the royalty is based solely on the 7 
existence of a producing well, and thus is not inherently 8 
related to the volume of the oil and gas produced or 9 
marketed; 10 

(2) That continued exploitation of the natural resources 11 
of this state in exchange for such wholly inadequate 12 
compensation is unfair, oppressive, works an unjust 13 
hardship on the owners of the oil and gas in place, and 14 
unreasonably deprives the economy of the State of West 15 
Virginia of the just benefit of the natural wealth of this state; 16 

(3) That a great portion, if not all, of such leases or other 17 
continuing contracts based upon or calling for an annual flat 18 
well royalty, have been in existence for a great many years 19 
and were entered into at a time when the techniques by 20 
which oil and gas are currently extracted, produced or 21 
marketed, were not known or contemplated by the parties, 22 
nor was it contemplated by the parties that oil and gas would 23 
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be recovered or extracted or produced or marketed from the 24 
depths and horizons currently being developed by the well 25 
operators; 26 

(4) That while being fully cognizant that the provisions 27 
of Section 10, Article I of the United States Constitution and 28 
of section 4, article III of the Constitution of West Virginia, 29 
proscribe the enactment of any law impairing the obligation 30 
of a contract, the Legislature further finds that it is a valid 31 
exercise of the police powers of this state and in the interest 32 
of the State of West Virginia and in furtherance of the 33 
welfare of its citizens, to discourage as far as 34 
constitutionally possible the production and marketing of oil 35 
and gas located in this state under the type of leases or other 36 
continuing contracts described above. 37 

(b) In the light of the foregoing findings, the Legislature 38

ARTICLE 1. SHORT TITLE; LEGISLATIVE FINDINGS, 
PURPOSES AND INTENT; CONSTRUCTION AND 
APPLICATION OF CHAPTER; SEVERABILITY. 

§6B-1-3. Definitions. 

As used in this chapter, unless the context in which used 1 
clearly requires otherwise: 2 

(a) “Review Board” means the Probable Cause Review 3 
Board created by §6B-2-2a of this code. 4 

(b) “Business” means any entity through which business 5 
for-profit is conducted including a corporation, partnership, 6 
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proprietorship, franchise, association, organization, or self-7 
employed individual. 8 

(c) “Compensation” means money, thing of value, or 9 
financial benefit. The term “compensation” does not include 10 
reimbursement for actual reasonable and necessary 11 
expenses incurred in the performance of one’s official 12 
duties. 13 

(d) “Employee” means any person in the service of 14 
another under any contract of hire, whether express or 15 
implied, oral, or written, where the employer or an agent of 16 
the employer or a public official has the right or power to 17 
control and direct such person in the material details of how 18 
work is to be performed and who is not responsible for the 19 
making of policy nor for recommending official action. 20 

(e) “Ethics Commission” or “commission” means the 21 
West Virginia Ethics Commission. 22 

(f) “Immediate family”, with respect to an individual, 23 
means a spouse with whom the individual is living as 24 
husband and wife and any dependent child or children, 25 
dependent grandchild or grandchildren, and dependent 26 
parent or parents. 27 

(g) “Ministerial functions” means actions or functions 28 
performed by an individual under a given state of facts in a 29 
prescribed manner in accordance with a mandate of legal 30 
authority, without regard to, or without the exercise of, the 31 
individual’s own judgment as to the propriety of the action 32 
being taken. 33 

(h) “Person” means an individual, corporation, business 34 
entity, labor union, association, firm, partnership, limited 35 
partnership, committee, club, or other organization or group 36 
of persons, irrespective of the denomination given such 37 
organization or group. 38 
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(i) “Political contribution” means and has the same 39 
definition as is given that term under the provisions of §3-40 
8-1 et seq. of this code. 41 

(j) “Public employee” means any full-time or part-time 42 
employee of any state, county or municipal governmental 43 
body or any political subdivision thereof, including county 44 
school boards.  45 

(k) “Public official” means any person who is elected 46 
to, appointed to, or given the authority to act in any state, 47 
county, or municipal office or position, whether 48 
compensated or not, and who is responsible for the making 49 
of policy or takes official action which is either ministerial 50 
or nonministerial, or both, with respect to: (1) Contracting 51 
for, or procurement of, goods or services; (2) administering 52 
or monitoring grants or subsidies; (3) planning or zoning; 53 
(4) inspecting, licensing, regulating, or auditing any person; 54 
or (5) any other activity where the official action has an 55 
economic impact of greater than a de minimis nature on the 56 
interest or interests of any person. The term “public official” 57 
includes a public servant volunteer. 58 

(l) “Public servant volunteer” means any person who, 59 
without compensation, performs services on behalf of a 60 
public official and who is granted or vested with powers, 61 
privileges, or authorities ordinarily reserved to public 62 
officials. 63 

(m) “Relative” means spouse, mother, father, sister, 64 
brother, son, daughter, grandmother, grandfather, 65 
grandchild, mother-in-law, father-in-law, sister-in-law, 66 
brother-in-law, son-in-law, or daughter-in-law. 67 

(n) “Respondent” means a person who is the subject of 68 
an investigation by the commission or against whom a 69 
complaint has been filed with the commission. 70 

(o) “Thing of value”, “other thing of value,” or 71 
“anything of value” means and includes: (1) Money, bank 72 
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bills, or notes, United States treasury notes and other bills, 73 
bonds or notes issued by lawful authority and intended to 74 
pass and circulate as money; (2) goods and chattels; (3) 75 
promissory notes, bills of exchange, orders, drafts, warrants, 76 
checks, bonds given for the payment of money, or the 77 
forbearance of money due or owing; (4) receipts given for 78 
the payment of money or other property; (5) any right or 79 
chose in action; (6) chattels real or personal or things which 80 
savor of realty and are, at the time taken, a part of a freehold, 81 
whether they are of the substance or produce thereof or 82 
affixed thereto, although there may be no interval between 83 
the severing and the taking away thereof; (7) any interest in 84 
realty, including, but not limited to, fee simple estates, life 85 
estates, estates for a term or period of time, joint tenancies, 86 
cotenancies, tenancies in common, partial interests, present 87 
or future interests, contingent or vested interests, beneficial 88 
interests, leasehold interests, or any other interest or 89

§6B-2-5. Ethical standards for elected and appointed officials 
and public employees. 

(a) Persons subject to section. — The provisions of this 1 
section apply to all public officials and public employees, 2 
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whether full or part-time and whether compensated or not, 3 
in state, county, municipal governments and their respective 4 
boards, agencies, departments, and commissions and in any 5 
other regional or local governmental agency, including 6 
county school boards. 7 

(b) Use of public office for private gain. — (1) A public 8 
official or public employee may not knowingly and 9 
intentionally use his or her office or the prestige of his or 10 
her office for his or her own private gain or that of another 11 
person. Incidental use of equipment or resources available 12 
to a public official or public employee by virtue of his or her 13 
position for personal or business purposes resulting in de 14 
minimis private gain does not constitute use of public office 15 
for private gain under this subsection. The performance of 16 
usual and customary duties associated with the office or 17 
position or the advancement of public policy goals or 18 
constituent services, without compensation, does not 19 
constitute the use of prestige of office for private gain. 20 

(2) Notwithstanding the general prohibition against use 21 
of office for private gain, public officials and public 22 
employees may use bonus points acquired through 23 
participation in frequent traveler programs while traveling 24 
on official government business: Provided, That the 25 
official’s or employee’s participation in such program, or 26 
acquisition of such points, does not result in additional costs 27 
to the government. 28 

(3) The Legislature, in enacting this subsection, 29 
recognizes that there may be certain public officials or 30 
public employees who bring to their respective offices or 31 
employment their own unique personal prestige which is 32 
based upon their intelligence, education, experience, skills 33 
and abilities, or other personal gifts or traits. In many cases, 34 
these persons bring a personal prestige to their office or 35 
employment which inures to the benefit of the state and its 36 
citizens. Those persons may, in fact, be sought by the state 37 
to serve in their office or employment because, through their 38 
unusual gifts or traits, they bring stature and recognition to 39 
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their office or employment and to the state itself. While the 40 
office or employment held or to be held by those persons 41 
may have its own inherent prestige, it would be unfair to 42 
those individuals and against the best interests of the 43 
citizens of this state to deny those persons the right to hold 44 
public office or to be publicly employed on the grounds that 45 
they would, in addition to the emoluments of their office or 46 
employment, be in a position to benefit financially from the 47 
personal prestige which otherwise inheres to them. 48 
Accordingly, the commission is directed, by legislative rule, 49 
to establish categories of public officials and public 50 
employees, identifying them generally by the office or 51 
employment held, and offering persons who fit within those 52 
categories the opportunity to apply for an exemption from 53 
the application of the provisions of this subsection. 54 
Exemptions may be granted by the commission, on a case-55 
by-case basis, when it is shown that: (A) The public office 56 
held or the public employment engaged in is not such that it 57 
would ordinarily be available or offered to a substantial 58 
number of the citizens of this state; (B) the office held or the 59 
employment engaged in is such that it normally or 60 
specifically requires a person who possesses personal 61 
prestige; and (C) the person’s employment contract or letter 62 
of appointment provides or anticipates that the person will 63 
gain financially from activities which are not a part of his or 64 
her office or employment. 65 

(4) A public official or public employee may not show 66 
favoritism or grant patronage in the employment or working 67 
conditions of his or her relative or a person with whom he 68 
or she resides: Provided, That as used in this subdivision, 69 
“employment or working conditions” shall only apply to 70 
government employment: Provided, however, That 71 
government employment includes only those governmental 72 
entities specified in subsection (a) of this section. 73 

(c) Gifts. — (1) A public official or public employee 74 
may not solicit any gift unless the solicitation is for a 75 
charitable purpose with no resulting direct pecuniary benefit 76 
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conferred upon the official or employee or his or her 77 
immediate family: Provided, That no public official or 78 
public employee may solicit for a charitable purpose any 79 
gift from any person who is also an official or employee of 80 
the state and whose position is subordinate to the soliciting 81 
official or employee: Provided, however, That nothing 82 
herein shall prohibit a candidate for public office from 83 
soliciting a lawful political contribution. No official or 84 
employee may knowingly accept any gift, directly or 85 
indirectly, from a lobbyist or from any person whom the 86 
official or employee knows or has reason to know: 87 

(A) Is doing or seeking to do business of any kind with 88 
his or her agency; 89 

(B) Is engaged in activities which are regulated or 90 
controlled by his or her agency; or 91 

(C) Has financial interests which may be substantially 92 
and materially affected, in a manner distinguishable from 93 
the public generally, by the performance or nonperformance 94 
of his or her official duties. 95 

(2) Notwithstanding the provisions of subdivision (1) of 96 
this subsection, a person who is a public official or public 97 
employee may accept a gift described in this subdivision, 98 
and there shall be a presumption that the receipt of such gift 99 
does not impair the impartiality and independent judgment 100 
of the person. This presumption may be rebutted only by 101 
direct objective evidence that the gift did impair the 102 
impartiality and independent judgment of the person or that 103 
the person knew or had reason to know that the gift was 104 
offered with the intent to impair his or her impartiality and 105 
independent judgment. The provisions of subdivision (1) of 106 
this subsection do not apply to: 107 

(A) Meals and beverages; 108 

(B) Ceremonial gifts or awards which have insignificant 109 
monetary value; 110 
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(C) Unsolicited gifts of nominal value or trivial items of 111 
informational value; 112 

(D) Reasonable expenses for food, travel, and lodging 113 
of the official or employee for a meeting at which the 114 
official or employee participates in a panel or has a speaking 115 
engagement; 116 

(E) Gifts of tickets or free admission extended to a 117 
public official or public employee to attend charitable, 118 
cultural, or political events, if the purpose of such gift or 119 
admission is a courtesy or ceremony customarily extended 120 
to the office; 121 

(F) Gifts that are purely private and personal in nature; 122 
or 123 

(G) Gifts from relatives by blood or marriage, or a 124 
member of the same household. 125 

(3) The commission shall, through legislative rule 126 
promulgated pursuant to chapter 29A of this code, establish 127 
guidelines for the acceptance of a reasonable honorarium by 128 
public officials and elected officials. The rule promulgated 129 
shall be consistent with this section. Any elected public 130 
official may accept an honorarium only when: 131 

(A) That official is a part-time elected public official; 132 

(B) The fee is not related to the official’s public position 133 
or duties; 134 

(C) The fee is for services provided by the public 135 
official that are related to the public official’s regular, 136 
nonpublic trade, profession, occupation, hobby, or 137 
avocation; and 138 

(D) The honorarium is not provided in exchange for any 139 
promise or action on the part of the public official. 140 
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(4) Nothing in this section shall be construed so as to 141 
prohibit the giving of a lawful political contribution as 142 
defined by law. 143 

(5) The Governor or his designee may, in the name of 144 
the State of West Virginia, accept and receive gifts from any 145 
public or private source. Any gift so obtained shall become 146 
the property of the state and shall, within 30 days of the 147 
receipt thereof, be registered with the commission and the 148 
Division of Culture and History. 149 

(6) Upon prior approval of the Joint Committee on 150 
Government and Finance, any member of the Legislature 151 
may solicit donations for a regional or national legislative 152 
organization conference or other legislative organization 153 
function to be held in the state for the purpose of deferring 154 
costs to the state for hosting of the conference or function. 155 
Legislative organizations are bipartisan regional or national 156 
organizations in which the Joint Committee on Government 157 
and Finance authorizes payment of dues or other 158 
membership fees for the Legislature’s participation and 159 
which assist this and other State Legislatures and their staff 160 
through any of the following: 161 

(A) Advancing the effectiveness, independence, and 162 
integrity of Legislatures in the states of the United States; 163 

(B) Fostering interstate cooperation and facilitating 164 
information exchange among State Legislatures; 165 

(C) Representing the states and their Legislatures in the 166 
American federal system of government; 167 

(D) Improving the operations and management of State 168 
Legislatures and the effectiveness of legislators and 169 
legislative staff, and to encourage the practice of high 170 
standards of conduct by legislators and legislative staff; 171 

(E) Promoting cooperation between State Legislatures 172 
in the United States and Legislatures in other countries. 173 
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The solicitations may only be made in writing. The 174 
legislative organization may act as fiscal agent for the 175 
conference and receive all donations. In the alternative, a 176 
bona fide banking institution may act as the fiscal agent. The 177 
official letterhead of the Legislature may not be used by the 178 
legislative member in conjunction with the fund raising or 179 
solicitation effort. The legislative organization for which 180 
solicitations are being made shall file with the Joint 181 
Committee on Government and Finance and with the 182 
Secretary of State for publication in the State Register as 183 
provided in §29A-2-1 et seq. of this code, copies of letters, 184 
brochures, and other solicitation documents, along with a 185 
complete list of the names and last known addresses of all 186 
donors and the amount of donations received. Any 187 
solicitation by a legislative member shall contain the 188 
following disclaimer: 189 

“This solicitation is endorsed by [name of member]. 190 
This endorsement does not imply support of the soliciting 191 
organization, nor of the sponsors who may respond to the 192 
solicitation. A copy of all solicitations are on file with the 193 
West Virginia Legislature’s Joint Committee on 194 
Government and Finance, and with the Secretary of State 195 
and are available for public review.” 196 

(7) Upon written notice to the commission, any member 197 
of the board of Public Works may solicit donations for a 198 
regional or national organization conference or other 199 
function related to the office of the member to be held in the 200 
state for the purpose of deferring costs to the state for 201 
hosting of the conference or function. The solicitations may 202 
only be made in writing. The organization may act as fiscal 203 
agent for the conference and receive all donations. In the 204 
alternative, a bona fide banking institution may act as the 205 
fiscal agent. The official letterhead of the office of the Board 206 
of Public Works member may not be used in conjunction 207 
with the fund raising or solicitation effort. The organization 208 
for which solicitations are being made shall file with the 209 
Joint Committee on Government and Finance, with the 210 
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Secretary of State for publication in the State Register as 211 
provided in §29A-2-1 et seq. of this code and with the 212 
commission, copies of letters, brochures, and other 213 
solicitation documents, along with a complete list of the 214 
names and last known addresses of all donors and the 215 
amount of donations received. Any solicitation by a member 216 
of the board of Public Works shall contain the following 217 
disclaimer: “This solicitation is endorsed by (name of 218 
member of Board of Public Works.) This endorsement does 219 
not imply support of the soliciting organization, nor of the 220 
sponsors who may respond to the solicitation. Copies of all 221 
solicitations are on file with the West Virginia Legislature’s 222 
Joint Committee on Government and Finance, with the 223 
West Virginia Secretary of State and with the West Virginia 224 
Ethics Commission and are available for public review.” 225 
Any moneys in excess of those donations needed for the 226 
conference or function shall be deposited in the Capitol 227 
Dome and Capitol Improvement Fund established in §5A-228 
4-2 et seq. of this code. 229 

(d) Interests in public contracts. — (1) In addition to the 230 
provisions of §61-10-15 of this code, no elected or 231 
appointed public official or public employee or member of 232 
his or her immediate family or business with which he or 233 
she is associated may be a party to or have an interest in the 234 
profits or benefits of a contract which the official or 235 
employee may have direct authority to enter into, or over 236 
which he or she may have control: Provided, That nothing 237 
herein shall be construed to prevent or make unlawful the 238 
employment of any person with any governmental body: 239 
Provided, however, That nothing herein shall be construed 240 
to prohibit a member of the Legislature from entering into a 241 
contract with any governmental body, or prohibit a part-242 
time appointed public official from entering into a contract 243 
which the part-time appointed public official may have 244 
direct authority to enter into or over which he or she may 245 
have control when the official has not participated in the 246 
review or evaluation thereof, has been recused from 247 
deciding or evaluating and has been excused from voting on 248 
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the contract and has fully disclosed the extent of his or her 249 
interest in the contract. 250 

(2) In the absence of bribery or a purpose to defraud, an 251 
elected or appointed public official or public employee or a 252 
member of his or her immediate family or a business with 253 
which he or she is associated shall not be considered as 254 
having a prohibited financial interest in a public contract 255 
when such a person has a limited interest as an owner, 256 
shareholder, or creditor of the business which is awarded a 257 
public contract. A limited interest for the purposes of this 258 
subsection is: 259 

(A) An interest which does not exceed $1,000 in the 260 
profits or benefits of the public contract or contracts in a 261 
calendar year; 262 

(B) An interest as a creditor of a public employee or 263 
official who exercises control over the contract, or a 264 
member of his or her immediate family, if the amount is less 265 
than $5,000. 266 

(3) If a public official or employee has an interest in the 267 
profits or benefits of a contract, then he or she may not 268 
make, participate in making, or in any way attempt to use 269 
his office or employment to influence a government 270 
decision affecting his or her financial or limited financial 271 
interest. Public officials shall also comply with the voting 272 
rules prescribed in subsection (j) of this section. 273 

(4) Where the provisions of subdivisions (1) and (2) of 274 
this subsection would result in the loss of a quorum in a 275 
public body or agency, in excessive cost, undue hardship, or 276 
other substantial interference with the operation of a state, 277 
county, municipality, county school board, or other 278 
governmental agency, the affected governmental body or 279 
agency may make written application to the Ethics 280 
Commission for an exemption from subdivisions (1) and (2) 281 
of this subsection. 282 
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(e) Confidential information. — No present or former 283 
public official or employee may knowingly and improperly 284 
disclose any confidential information acquired by him or 285 
her in the course of his or her official duties nor use such 286 
information to further his or her personal interests or the 287 
interests of another person. 288 

(f) Prohibited representation. — No present or former 289 
elected or appointed public official or public employee 290 
shall, during or after his or her public employment or 291 
service, represent a client or act in a representative capacity 292 
with or without compensation on behalf of any person in a 293 
contested case, rate-making proceeding, license or permit 294 
application, regulation filing or other particular matter 295 
involving a specific party or parties which arose during his 296 
or her period of public service or employment and in which 297 
he or she personally and substantially participated in a 298 
decision-making, advisory or staff support capacity, unless 299 
the appropriate government agency, after consultation, 300 
consents to such representation. A staff attorney, accountant 301 
or other professional employee who has represented a 302 
government agency in a particular matter shall not thereafter 303 
represent another client in the same or substantially related 304 
matter in which that client’s interests are materially adverse 305 
to the interests of the government agency, without the 306 
consent of the government agency: Provided, That this 307 
prohibition on representation shall not apply when the client 308 
was not directly involved in the particular matter in which 309 
the professional employee represented the government 310 
agency, but was involved only as a member of a class. The 311 
provisions of this subsection shall not apply to legislators 312 
who were in office and legislative staff who were employed 313 
at the time it originally became effective on July 1, 1989, 314 
and those who have since become legislators or legislative 315 
staff and those who shall serve hereafter as legislators or 316 
legislative staff. 317 

(g) Limitation on practice before a board, agency, 318 
commission or department. — Except as otherwise provided 319 
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in §8A-2-3, §8A-2-4, or §8A-2-5 of this code: (1) No 320 
elected or appointed public official and no full-time staff 321 
attorney or accountant shall, during his or her public service 322 
or public employment or for a period of one year after the 323 
termination of his or her public service or public 324 
employment with a governmental entity authorized to hear 325 
contested cases or promulgate or propose rules, appear in a 326 
representative capacity before the governmental entity in 327 
which he or she serves or served or is or was employed in 328 
the following matters: 329 

(A) A contested case involving an administrative 330 
sanction, action or refusal to act; 331 

(B) To support or oppose a proposed rule; 332 

(C) To support or contest the issuance or denial of a 333 
license or permit; 334 

(D) A rate-making proceeding; and 335 

(E) To influence the expenditure of public funds. 336 

(2) As used in this subsection, “represent” includes any 337 
formal or informal appearance before, or any written or oral 338 
communication with, any public agency on behalf of any 339 
person: Provided, That nothing contained in this subsection 340 
shall prohibit, during any period, a former public official or 341 
employee from being retained by or employed to represent, 342 
assist or act in a representative capacity on behalf of the 343 
public agency by which he or she was employed or in which 344 
he or she served. Nothing in this subsection shall be 345 
construed to prevent a former public official or employee 346 
from representing another state, county, municipal, or other 347 
governmental entity before the governmental entity in 348 
which he or she served or was employed within one year 349 
after the termination of his or her employment or service in 350 
the entity. 351 

(3) A present or former public official or employee may 352 
appear at any time in a representative capacity before the 353 
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Legislature, a county commission, city or town council, or 354 
county school board in relation to the consideration of a 355 
statute, budget, ordinance, rule, resolution, or enactment. 356 

(4) Members and former members of the Legislature 357 
and professional employees and former professional 358 
employees of the Legislature shall be permitted to appear in 359 
a representative capacity on behalf of clients before any 360 
governmental agency of the state or of county or municipal 361 
governments, including county school boards. 362 

(5) An elected or appointed public official, full-time 363 
staff attorney or accountant who would be adversely 364 
affected by the provisions of this subsection may apply to 365 
the Ethics Commission for an exemption from the one year 366 
prohibition against appearing in a representative capacity, 367 
when the person’s education and experience is such that the 368 
prohibition would, for all practical purposes, deprive the 369 
person of the ability to earn a livelihood in this state outside 370 
of the governmental agency. The Ethics Commission shall, 371 
by legislative rule, establish general guidelines or standards 372 
for granting an exemption or reducing the time period, but 373 
shall decide each application on a case-by-case basis. 374 

(h) Employment by regulated persons and vendors. — 375 
(1) No full-time official or full-time public employee may 376 
seek employment with, be employed by, or seek to 377 
purchase, sell or lease real or personal property to or from 378 
any person who: 379 

(A) Had a matter on which he or she took, or a 380 
subordinate is known to have taken, regulatory action within 381 
the preceding 12 months; or 382 

(B) Has a matter before the agency on which he or she 383 
is working or a subordinate is known by him or her to be 384 
working. 385 

(C) Is a vendor to the agency where the official serves 386 
or public employee is employed and the official or public 387 
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employee, or a subordinate of the official or public 388 
employee, exercises authority or control over a public 389 
contract with such vendor, including, but not limited to: 390 

(i) Drafting bid specifications or requests for proposals; 391 

(ii) Recommending selection of the vendor; 392 

(iii) Conducting inspections or investigations;  393 

(iv) Approving the method or manner of payment to the 394 
vendor; 395 

(v) Providing legal or technical guidance on the 396 
formation, implementation or execution of the contract; or 397 

(vi) Taking other nonministerial action which may 398 
affect the financial interests of the vendor. 399 

(2) Within the meaning of this section, the term 400 
“employment” includes professional services and other 401 
services rendered by the public official or public employee, 402 
whether rendered as employee or as an independent 403 
contractor; “seek employment” includes responding to 404 
unsolicited offers of employment as well as any direct or 405 
indirect contact with a potential employer relating to the 406 
availability or conditions of employment in furtherance of 407 
obtaining employment; and “subordinate” includes only 408 
those agency personnel over whom the public official or 409 
public employee has supervisory responsibility. 410 

(3) A full-time public official or full-time public 411 
employee who would be adversely affected by the 412 
provisions of this subsection may apply to the Ethics 413 
Commission for an exemption from the prohibition 414 
contained in subdivision (1) of this subsection. 415 

(A) The Ethics Commission shall, by legislative rule, 416 
establish general guidelines or standards for granting an 417 
exemption, but shall decide each application on a case-by-418 
case basis; 419 
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(B) A person adversely affected by the restriction on the 420 
purchase of personal property may make such purchase 421 
after seeking and obtaining approval from the commission 422 
or in good faith reliance upon an official guideline 423 
promulgated by the commission, written advisory opinions 424 
issued by the commission, or a legislative rule. 425 

(C) The commission may establish exceptions to the 426 
personal property purchase restrictions through the adoption 427 
of guidelines, advisory opinions or legislative rule. 428 

(4) A full-time public official or full-time public 429 
employee may not take personal regulatory action on a 430 
matter affecting a person by whom he or she is employed or 431 
with whom he or she is seeking employment or has an 432 
agreement concerning future employment. 433 

(5) A full-time public official or full-time public 434 
employee may not personally participate in a decision, 435 
approval, disapproval, recommendation, rendering advice, 436 
investigation, inspection, or other substantial exercise of 437 
nonministerial administrative discretion involving a vendor 438 
with whom he or she is seeking employment or has an 439 
agreement concerning future employment. 440 

(6) A full-time public official or full-time public 441 
employee may not receive private compensation for 442 
providing information or services that he or she is required 443 
to provide in carrying out his or her public job 444 
responsibilities. 445 

(i) Members of the Legislature required to vote. — 446 
Members of the Legislature who have asked to be excused 447 
from voting or who have made inquiry as to whether they 448 
should be excused from voting on a particular matter and 449 
who are required by the presiding officer of the House of 450 
Delegates or Senate of West Virginia to vote under the rules 451 
of the particular house shall not be guilty of any violation of 452 
ethics under the provisions of this section for a vote so cast. 453 
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(j) Limitations on voting. — (1) Public officials, 454 
excluding members of the Legislature who are governed by 455 
subsection (i) of this section, may not vote on a matter: 456 

(A) In which they, an immediate family member, or a 457 
business with which they or an immediate family member 458 
is associated have a financial interest. Business with which 459 
they are associated means a business of which the person or 460 
an immediate family member is a director, officer, owner, 461 
employee, compensated agent, or holder of stock which 462 
constitutes five percent or more of the total outstanding 463 
stocks of any class. 464 

(B) If a public official is employed by a financial 465 
institution and his or her primary responsibilities include 466 
consumer and commercial lending, the public official may 467 
not vote on a matter which directly affects the financial 468 
interests of a customer of the financial institution if the 469 
public official is directly involved in approving a loan 470 
request from the person or business appearing before the 471 
governmental body or if the public official has been directly 472 
involved in approving a loan for that person or business 473 
within the past 12 months: Provided, That this limitation 474 
only applies if the total amount of the loan or loans exceeds 475 
$15,000. 476 

(C) The employment or working conditions of the 477 
public official’s relative or person with whom the public 478 
official resides. 479 

(D) The appropriations of public moneys or the 480 
awarding of a contract to a nonprofit corporation if the 481 
public official or an immediate family member is employed 482 
by, or a compensated officer or board member of, the 483 
nonprofit: Provided, That if the public official or immediate 484 
family member is an uncompensated officer or board 485 
member of the nonprofit, then the public official shall 486 
publicly disclose such relationship prior to a vote on the 487 
appropriations of public moneys or award of contract to the 488 
nonprofit: Provided, however, That for purposes of this 489 
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paragraph, public disclosure shall mean disclosure of the 490 
public official’s, or his or her immediate family member’s, 491 
relationship to the nonprofit (i) on the agenda item relating 492 
to the appropriation or award contract, if known at time of 493 
agenda, (ii) by the public official at the meeting prior to the 494 
vote, and (iii) in the minutes of the meeting. 495 

(2) A public official may vote: 496 

(A) If the public official, his or her spouse, immediate 497 
family members or relatives or business with which they are 498 
associated are affected as a member of, and to no greater 499 
extent than any other member of a profession, occupation, 500 
class of persons or class of businesses. A class shall consist 501 
of not fewer than five similarly situated persons or 502 
businesses; or 503 

(B) If the matter affects a publicly traded company 504 
when: 505 

(i) The public official, or dependent family members 506 
individually or jointly own less than five percent of the 507 
issued stock in the publicly traded company and the value 508 
of the stocks individually or jointly owned is less than 509 
$10,000; and 510 

(ii) Prior to casting a vote the public official discloses 511 
his or her interest in the publicly traded company. 512 

(3) For a public official’s recusal to be effective, it is 513 
necessary to excuse him or herself from participating in the 514 
discussion and decision-making process by physically 515 
removing him or herself from the room during the period, 516 
fully disclosing his or her interests, and recusing him or 517 
herself from voting on the issue. The recusal shall also be 518 
reflected in the meeting minutes.  519 

(k) Limitations on participation in licensing and rate-520 
making proceedings. — No public official or employee may 521 
participate within the scope of his or her duties as a public 522 
official or employee, except through ministerial functions as 523 
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defined in §6B-1-3 of this code, in any license or rate-524 
making proceeding that directly affects the license or rates 525 
of any person, partnership, trust, business trust, corporation, 526 
or association in which the public official or employee or 527 
his or her immediate family owns or controls more than 10 528 
percent. No public official or public employee may 529 
participate within the scope of his or her duties as a public 530 
official or public employee, except through ministerial 531 
functions as defined §6B-1-3 of this code, in any license or 532 
rate-making proceeding that directly affects the license or 533 
rates of any person to whom the public official or public 534 
employee or his or her immediate family, or a partnership, 535 
trust, business trust, corporation or association of which the 536 
public official or employee, or his or her immediate family, 537 
owns or controls more than 10 percent, has sold goods or 538 
services totaling more than $1,000 during the preceding 539 
year, unless the public official or public employee has filed 540 
a written statement acknowledging such sale with the public 541 
agency and the statement is entered in any public record of 542 
the agency’s proceedings. This subsection shall not be 543 
construed to require the disclosure of clients of attorneys or 544 
of patients or clients of persons licensed pursuant to §30-3-545 
1 et seq., §30-8-1 et seq., §30-14-1 et seq., §30-14A-1 et 546 
seq., §30-15-1 et seq., §30-16-1 et seq., §30-20-1 et seq., 547 
§30-21-1 et seq., or §30-31-1 et seq. of this code. 548 

(l) Certain compensation prohibited. — (1) A public 549 
employee may not receive additional compensation from 550 
another publicly-funded state, county, or municipal office 551 
or employment for working the same hours, unless: 552 

(A) The public employee’s compensation from one 553 
public employer is reduced by the amount of compensation 554 
received from the other public employer; 555 

(B) The public employee’s compensation from one 556 
public employer is reduced on a pro rata basis for any work 557 
time missed to perform duties for the other public employer; 558 
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(C) The public employee uses earned paid vacation, 559 
personal or compensatory time or takes unpaid leave from 560 
his or her public employment to perform the duties of 561 
another public office or employment; or 562 

(D) A part-time public employee who does not have 563 
regularly scheduled work hours or a public employee who 564 
is authorized by one public employer to make up, outside of 565 
regularly scheduled work hours, time missed to perform the 566 
duties of another public office or employment maintains 567 
time records, verified by the public employee and his or her 568 
immediate supervisor at least once every pay period, 569 
showing the hours that the public employee did, in fact, 570 
work for each public employer. The public employer shall 571 
submit these time records to the Ethics Commission on a 572 
quarterly basis. 573 

(2) This section does not prohibit a retired public official 574 
or public employee from receiving compensation from a 575 
publicly-funded office or employment in addition to any 576 
retirement benefits to which the retired public official or 577 
public employee is entitled. 578 

(m) Certain expenses prohibited. — No public official 579 
or public employee shall knowingly request or accept from 580 
any governmental entity compensation or reimbursement 581 
for any expenses actually paid by a lobbyist and required by 582 
the provisions of this chapter to be reported, or actually paid 583 
by any other person. 584 

(n) Any person who is employed as a member of the 585 
faculty or staff of a public institution of higher education 586 
and who is engaged in teaching, research, consulting, or 587 
publication activities in his or her field of expertise with 588 
public or private entities and thereby derives private 589 
benefits from such activities shall be exempt from the 590 
prohibitions contained in subsections (b), (c) and (d) of this 591 
section when the activity is approved as a part of an 592 
employment contract with the governing board of the 593 
institution or has been approved by the employee’s 594 
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department supervisor or the president of the institution by 595 
which the faculty or staff member is employed. 596 

(o) Except as provided in this section, a person who is a 597 
public official or public employee may not solicit private 598 
business from a subordinate public official or public 599 
employee whom he or she has the authority to direct, 600 
supervise or control. A person who is a public official or 601 
public employee may solicit private business from a 602 
subordinate public official or public employee whom he or 603 
she has the authority to direct, supervise or control when: 604 

(A) The solicitation is a general solicitation directed to 605 
the public at large through the mailing or other means of 606 
distribution of a letter, pamphlet, handbill, circular, or other 607 
written or printed media; or 608 

(B) The solicitation is limited to the posting of a notice 609 
in a communal work area; or 610 

(C) The solicitation is for the sale of property of a kind 611 
that the person is not regularly engaged in selling; or 612 

(D) The solicitation is made at the location of a private 613 
business owned or operated by the person to which the 614 
subordinate public official or public employee has come on 615 
his or her own initiative. 616 

(p) The commission may, by legislative rule 617 
promulgated in accordance with chapter 29A of this code, 618 
define further exemptions from this section as necessary or 619 
appropriate. 620

and §6B-2B-4 of the Code of West Virginia, 1931, as 
amended, all relating to the use of a public official’s name or 
likeness on items or in materials produced using public funds; 
defining terms; providing that a public official’s name or 
likeness may be included in certain educational materials and 
press releases produced using public funds; providing that a 
public official’s name or likeness may appear on an agency’s 
website or social media for certain purposes; and clarifying 
that items or materials that are paid for by a public official’s 
campaign funds are not subject to restrictions on items or 
materials produced using public funds. 

Be it enacted by the Legislature of West Virginia: 

ARTICLE 2B. LIMITATIONS ON A PUBLIC OFFICIAL 
FROM USING HIS OR HER NAME OR LIKENESS. 

§6B-2B-1. Definitions. 

As used in this article: 1 

(a) “Advertising” means publishing, distributing, 2 
disseminating, communicating, or displaying information to 3 
the public through audio, visual, or other media tools with 4 
the purpose of promoting the public official or a political 5 
party. “Advertising” may include, but is not limited to, 6 
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billboard, radio, television, mail, electronic mail, 7 
publications, banners, table skirts, magazines, social media, 8 
websites, and other forms of publication, dissemination, 9 
display, or communication. 10 

(b) “Agent” means any volunteer or employee, 11 
contractual or permanent, serving at the discretion of a 12 
public official or public employee. 13 

(c) “Educational materials” means publications, guides, 14 
calendars, handouts, pamphlets, reports, or booklets 15 
intended to provide information about the public official or 16 
governmental office. It includes information or details about 17 
the office, services the office provides to the public, updates 18 
on laws and services, and other informational items that are 19 
intended to educate the public. 20 

(d) “Instructional material” means written instructions 21 
explaining or detailing steps for completion of a 22 
governmental agency document or form. 23 

(e) “Likeness” means a photograph, drawing, or other 24 
depiction of an individual. 25 

(f) “Mass media communication” means 26 
communication through audio, visual, or other media tools, 27 
including U.S. mail, electronic mail, and social media, 28 
intended for general dissemination to the public. Examples 29 
include mass mailing by U.S. mail, list-serve emails and 30 
streaming clips on websites. It does not include: (i) Regular 31 
responses to constituent requests or questions during the 32 
normal course of business; or (ii) communications that are 33 
authorized or required by law to be publicly disseminated, 34 
such as legal notices. 35 

(g) “Press release” means a written, audio, or video 36 
communication issued by an official or agency to the public 37 
or to members and organizations of the news media to report 38 
specific but brief information about an event, circumstance, 39 
or other happening. 40 
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(h) “Public employee” means any full-time or part-time 41 
employee of any state, or political subdivision of the state, 42 
and their respective boards, agencies, departments, and 43 
commissions, or in any other regional or local governmental 44 
agency. 45 

(i) “Public official” means any person who is elected or 46 
appointed to any state, county, or municipal office or 47 
position, including boards, agencies, departments, and 48 
commissions, or in any other regional or local governmental 49 
agency. 50 

(j) “Public payroll” means payment of public moneys as 51 
a wage or salary from the state, or political subdivision of 52 
the state, or any other regional or local governmental 53 
agency, whether accepted or not. 54 

(k) “Social media” means forms of electronic 55 
communication through which users create online 56 
communities to share information, ideas, personal 57 
messages, and other content. It includes web and mobile-58 
based technologies which are used to turn communication 59 
to interactive dialogue among organizations, communities, 60 
and individuals. Examples include, but are not limited to, 61 
Facebook, Myspace, Twitter, and YouTube. 62 

(l) “Trinkets” means items of tangible personal property 63 
that are not vital or necessary to the duties of the public 64 
official’s or public employee’s office, including, but not 65 
limited to, the following: magnets, mugs, cups, key chains, 66 
pill holders, band-aid dispensers, fans, nail files, matches, 67 
and bags. 68 

§6B-2B-2. Limitations on a public official from using his or 
her name or likeness. 

(a) Trinkets. – Public officials, their agents, or anyone 1 
on public payroll may not place the public official’s name 2 
or likeness on trinkets paid for with public funds: Provided, 3 
That when appropriate and reasonable, public officials may 4 
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expend a minimal amount of public funds for the purchase 5 
of pens, pencils, or other markers to be used during 6 
ceremonial signings. 7 

(b) Advertising. – (1) Public officials, their agents, or 8 
anyone on public payroll may not use public funds, 9 
including funds of the office held by the public official, 10 
public employees, or public resources to distribute, 11 
disseminate, publish, or display the public official’s name 12 
or likeness for the purpose of advertising to the public. 13 

(2) Notwithstanding the prohibitions in subdivision (1) 14 
of this subsection, the following conduct is not prohibited: 15 

(A) A public official’s name and likeness may be used 16 
in a public announcement or mass media communication 17 
when necessary, reasonable, and appropriate to relay 18 
specific public safety, health, or emergency information. 19 

(B) A public official’s name and likeness may appear on 20 
an agency’s social media and website if it complies with 21 
§6B-2B-3 of this code. 22 

(3) Banners and table skirts are considered advertising 23 
and may not include the public official’s name or likeness. 24 

(4) Nothing in this article shall be interpreted as 25 
prohibiting public officials from using public funds to 26 
communicate with constituents in the normal course of their 27 
duties as public officials if the communications do not 28 
include any reference to voting in favor of the public official 29 
in an election. 30 

(c) Vehicles. – Public officials, their agents, or any 31 
person on public payroll may not use or place the public 32 
official’s name or likeness on any publicly owned vehicles. 33 

(d) Educational Materials. –  34 

A public official’s name or likeness may be placed on 35 
any educational material, that is paid for with public funds, 36 
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so long as the primary purpose of the material is to provide 37 
information about the processes, operations, structure, 38 
functions, or history of an agency, agencies, or branch of 39 
government, or to provide lists of contact information or 40 
other identifying information about a public official. 41 
Educational materials in which the name and likeness of an 42 
official may appear include, but are not limited to: 43 
directories; reports; reference books; and legislative 44 
publications, such as the West Virginia Blue Book and the 45 
Legislative Manual. 46 

(e) Press releases. – Notwithstanding any other 47 
provision of law, the name and likeness of a public official 48 
may be included in a press release, produced with public 49 
funds and which is disseminated by any means, if that press 50 
release is intended for a legitimate news or informational 51 
purpose and, considered as a whole, does not feature or 52 
present the public official in a form, manner, or context 53 
which is intended to promote the official. A press release 54 
produced with public funds may not request, solicit, or 55 
promote voting for any official or political party. 56 

§6B-2B-3. Use of public official’s name or likeness on agency 
website or social media. 

(a) A public official’s name and likeness may appear on 1 
a public agency’s website and on the agency’s social media 2 
accounts or pages in any of the following circumstances: 3 

(1) The public official’s name and likeness appears on 4 
the agency’s website or social media accounts or pages for 5 
the purpose of providing biographical information 6 
regarding the public official; 7 

(2) The public official’s name and likeness appears in 8 
educational materials posted or otherwise shared on the 9 
agency’s website or social media accounts or pages, so long 10 
as the educational materials comply with the requirements 11 
of §6B-2B-2(d) of this code;  12 
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(3) The public official’s name and likeness appears in a 13 
press release posted or otherwise shared on the agency’s 14 
website or social media accounts or pages, so long as the 15 
press release complies with the requirements of §6B-2B-16 
2(e) of this code; or 17 

(4) The public official’s name and likeness appears on 18 
the agency’s website or social media accounts or pages for 19 
any other purpose that is reasonable, incidental, appropriate, 20 
and has a primary purpose to promote the agency’s mission 21 
and services rather than to promote the public official.  22 

(b) The requirements of this section do not apply to a 23 
public official’s personal or non-public agency social media 24 
accounts. 25 

(c) A public agency’s website or social media may not 26 
provide links or reference to a public official’s or public 27 
employee’s personal or campaign social media or website. 28 

§6B-2B-4. Exceptions to use of name or likeness. 

(a) A public official may use his or her name or likeness 1 
on any official record or report, letterhead, document, or 2 
certificate or instructional material issued in the course of his 3 
or her duties as a public official: Provided, That other official 4 
documents used in the normal course of the agency, 5 
including, but not limited to, facsimile cover sheets, press 6 
release headers, office signage, and envelopes may include 7 
the public official’s name: Provided, however, That when 8 
official documents are reproduced for distribution or 9 
dissemination to the public as educational material, the items 10 
are subject to the prohibitions in §6B-2B-2(d) of this code. 11 

(b) When appropriate and reasonable, the West Virginia 12 
Division of Tourism may use a public official’s name and 13 
likeness on material used for tourism promotion.14 

(c) The prohibitions contained in this article do not 15 
apply to any person who is employed as a member of the 16 
faculty, staff, administration, or president of a public 17

institution of higher education and who is engaged in 18 
teaching, research, consulting, coaching, recruiting, or 19

“veteran” as that term pertains to veteran-owned businesses. 

Be it enacted by the Legislature of West Virginia: 

ARTICLE 1. FEES AND ALLOWANCES. 
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§59-1-2a. Annual business fees to be paid to the Secretary of 

State; filing of annual reports; purchase of data. 

(a) Definitions. – As used in this section: 1 

(1) “Annual report fee” means the fee described in §59-2 
1-2a(c) of this code that is to be paid to the Secretary of State 3 
each year by corporations, limited partnerships, domestic 4 
limited liability companies, and foreign limited liability 5 
companies. After June 30, 2008, any reference in this code 6 
to a fee paid to the Secretary of State for services as a 7 
statutory attorney in fact shall mean the annual report fee 8 
described in this section. 9 

(2) “Business activity” means all activities engaged in 10 
or caused to be engaged in with the object of gain or 11 
economic benefit, direct or indirect, but does not mean any 12 
of the activities of foreign corporations enumerated in 13 
§31D-15-1501(b) of this code, except for the activity of 14 
conducting affairs in interstate commerce when activity 15 
occurs in this state, nor does it mean any of the activities of 16 
foreign limited liability companies enumerated in §31B-10-17 
1003(a) of this code, except for the activity of conducting 18 
affairs in interstate commerce when activity occurs in this 19 
state. 20 

(3) “Corporation” means a “domestic corporation”, a 21 
“foreign corporation”, or a “nonprofit corporation”. 22 

(4) “Deliver or delivery” means any method of delivery 23 
used in conventional commercial practice, including, but 24 
not limited to, delivery by hand, mail, commercial delivery, 25 
and electronic transmission. 26 

(5) “Domestic corporation” means a corporation for 27 
profit which is not a foreign corporation incorporated under 28 
or subject to chapter 31D of this code. 29 

(6) “Domestic limited liability company” means a 30 
limited liability company which is not a foreign limited 31 
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liability company under or subject to chapter 31B of this 32 
code. 33 

(7) “Foreign corporation” means a for-profit 34 
corporation incorporated under a law other than the laws of 35 
this state. 36 

(8) “Foreign limited liability company” means a limited 37 
liability company organized under a law other than the laws 38 
of this state. 39 

(9) “Limited partnership” means a partnership as 40 
defined by §47-9-1 of this code. 41 

(10) “Nonprofit corporation” means a nonprofit 42 
corporation as defined by §31E-1-150 of this code. 43 

(11) “Registration fee” means the fee for the issuance of 44 
a certificate relating to the initial registration of a 45 
corporation, limited partnership, domestic limited liability 46 
company or foreign limited liability company described in 47 
§59-1-2(a)(2) of this code. The term “initial registration” 48 
also means the date upon which the registration fee is paid. 49 

(12) “Veteran” means any person who has served as an 50 
active member of the armed forces of the United States, the 51 
National Guard, or a reserve component as described in 38 52 
U. S. C. §101. Notwithstanding any provision in this code 53 
to the contrary, a veteran must be honorably discharged or 54 
under honorable conditions as described in 38 U. S. C. §101. 55 

(13) “Veteran-owned business” means a business that 56 
meets the following criteria: 57 

(A) Is at least 51 percent unconditionally owned by one 58 
or more veterans; or 59 

(B) In the case of a publicly owned business, at least 51 60 
percent of the stock is unconditionally owned by one or 61 
more veterans. 62 
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(b) Required payment of annual report fee and filing of 63 
annual report. – After June 30, 2008, no corporation, 64 
limited partnership, domestic limited liability company, or 65 
foreign limited liability company may engage in any 66 
business activity in this state without paying the annual 67 
report fee and filing the annual report as required by this 68 
section. 69 

(c) Annual report fee. – After June 30, 2008, each 70 
corporation, limited partnership, domestic limited liability 71 
company, and foreign limited liability company engaged in 72 
or authorized to do business in this state shall pay an annual 73 
report fee of $25 for the services of the Secretary of State as 74 
attorney-in-fact for the corporation, limited partnership, 75 
domestic limited liability company, or foreign limited 76 
liability company and for such other administrative services 77 
as may be imposed by law upon the Secretary of State. The 78 
fee is due and payable each year after the initial registration 79 
of the corporation, limited partnership, domestic limited 80 
liability company, or foreign limited liability company with 81 
the annual report described in §59-1-2a(d) of this code on 82 
or before the dates specified in §59-1-2a(e) of this code. The 83 
fee is due and payable each year with the annual report from 84 
corporations, limited partnerships, domestic limited liability 85 
companies, and foreign limited liability companies that paid 86 
the registration fee prior to July 1, 2008, on or before the 87 
dates specified in §59-1-2a(e) of this code. The annual 88 
report fees received by the Secretary of State pursuant to 89 
this subsection shall be deposited by the Secretary of State 90 
in the general administrative fees account established by 91 
§59-1-2 of this code. 92 

(d) Annual report. –  93 

(1) After June 30, 2008, each corporation, limited 94 
partnership, domestic limited liability company, and foreign 95 
limited liability company engaged in or authorized to do 96 
business in this state shall file an annual report. The report 97 
is due each year after the initial registration of the 98 
corporation, limited partnership, domestic limited liability 99 
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company, or foreign limited liability company with the 100 
annual report fee described in §59-1-2a(c) of this code on or 101 
before the dates specified in §59-1-2a(e) of this code. The 102 
report is due each year from corporations, limited 103 
partnerships, domestic limited liability companies, and 104 
foreign limited liability companies that paid the registration 105 
fee prior to July 1, 2008, on or before the dates specified in 106 
§59-1-2a(e) of this code. 107 

(2) (A) The annual report shall be filed with the 108 
Secretary of State on forms provided by the Secretary of 109 
State for that purpose. The annual report shall, in the case of 110 
corporations, contain: (i) The address of the corporation’s 111 
principal office; (ii) the names and mailing addresses of its 112 
officers and directors; (iii) the name and mailing address of 113 
the person on whom notice of process may be served; (iv) 114 
the name and address of the corporation’s parent 115 
corporation and of each subsidiary of the corporation 116 
licensed to do business in this state; (v) in the case of limited 117 
partnerships, domestic limited liability companies, and 118 
foreign limited liability companies, similar information with 119 
respect to their principal or controlling interests as 120 
determined by the Secretary of State or otherwise required 121 
by law to be reported to the Secretary of State; (vi) the 122 
county or county code in which the principal office address 123 
or mailing address of the company is located; (vii) business 124 
class code; and (viii) any other information the Secretary of 125 
State considers appropriate.

(B) Notwithstanding any other provision of law to the 127 
contrary, the Secretary of State shall, upon request of any 128 
person, disclose, with respect to corporations: (i) The 129 
address of the corporation’s principal office; (ii) the names 130 
and addresses of its officers and directors; (iii) the name and 131 
mailing address of the person on whom notice of process 132 
may be served; (iv) the name and address of each subsidiary 133

address or mailing address of the company is located; and 136 
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(vi) the business class code. The Secretary of State shall 137

(e) Annual reports and fees due July 1. – Each domestic 143 
and foreign corporation, limited partnership, limited 144 
liability company, and foreign limited liability company 145 
shall file with the Secretary of State the annual report and 146 
pay the annual report fee by July 1 of each year. 147 

(f) Deposit of fees. – The annual report fees received by 148 
the Secretary of State pursuant to this section shall be 149 
deposited by the Secretary of State in the general 150 
administrative fees account established by §59-1-2 of this 151 
code. 152 

(g) (1) Duty to pay. – It shall be the duty of each 153 
corporation, limited partnership, limited liability company, 154 
and foreign limited liability company required to pay the 155 
annual report fees imposed under this article to remit them 156 
with a properly completed annual report to the Secretary of 157 
State, and if it fails to do so it shall be subject to the late fees 158 
prescribed in §59-1-2a(h) of this code and dissolution or 159 
revocation, pursuant to this code: Provided, That before 160 
dissolution or revocation for failure to pay fees may occur, 161 
the Secretary of State shall notify the entity by certified 162 
mail, return receipt requested, of its failure to pay, all late 163 
fees or bad check fees associated with the failure to pay, and 164 
the date upon which dissolution or revocation will occur if 165 
all fees are not paid in full.

(2) Bad check fee. – If any corporation, limited 169

Secretary of State shall assess a bad check fee to the 175 
corporation, limited partnership, limited liability company, 176 
or foreign limited liability company that is equivalent to the 177 
service charge paid by the Secretary of State due to the 178 
rejected check or money order. The bad check fee assessed 179 
under this subdivision shall be deposited into the account or 180 
accounts from which the Secretary of State paid the service 181 
charge.

(1) The following late fees shall be in addition to any 184

(A) Administrative late fee. – The Secretary of State 187 
shall assess upon each corporation, limited partnership, 188 
limited liability company, and foreign limited liability 189 
company delinquent in the payment of an annual report fee 190 
or the filing of an annual report an administrative late fee in 191 
the amount of $50.

(B) Administrative late fees for nonprofit corporations. 193

(2) The Secretary of State shall deposit the first $25,000 198 
of fees collected under this subsection into the General 199 
Administrative Fees Account established in §59-1-2(h) of 200 
this code and shall deposit any additional fees collected 201 
under this section into the General Revenue Fund of the 202 
state.

(i) Reports to Tax Commissioner; suspension, 204 
cancellation or withholding of business registration 205 
certificate.

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(1) The Secretary of State shall, within 20 days after the 207 
close of each month, make a report to the Tax 208 
Commissioner for the preceding month, in which he or she 209 
shall set out the name of every business entity to which he 210 
or she issued a certificate to conduct business in the State of 211 
West Virginia during that month. The report shall set out the 212 
names and addresses of all corporations, limited 213 
partnerships, limited liability companies, and foreign 214 
limited liability companies to which he or she issued 215 
certificates of change of name or of change of location of 216 
principal office, dissolution, withdrawal, or merger.

or in the filing of an annual report required by this section, 227 
the Tax Commissioner may suspend, cancel or withhold a 228 
business registration certificate issued to or applied for by 229 
the delinquent corporation, limited partnership, limited 230 
liability company, or foreign limited liability company until 231 
the same is paid and filed in the manner provided for the 232 
suspension, cancellation or withholding of business 233 
registration certificates for other reasons under §11-12-1 et 234 
seq. of this code.235 

(j) Purchase of data. – The Secretary of State will 236 
provide electronically, for purchase, any data maintained in 237 
the Secretary of State’s Business Organizations Database. 238 
For the electronic purchase of the entire Business 239 
Organizations Database, the cost is $12,000. For the 240 
purchase of the monthly updates of the Business 241 
Organizations Database, the cost is $1,000 per month. The 242 
fees received by the Secretary of State pursuant to this 243 
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subsection shall be deposited by the Secretary of State in the 244 
general administrative fees account established by §59-1-2 245 
of this code. 246 

(k) The Secretary of State is authorized to collect the 247 
service fee per transaction, if any, charged for an online 248 
service from any customer who purchases data or conducts 249 
transactions through an online service. 250 

(l) Rules. – The Secretary of State may propose rules for 251 
legislative approval, in accordance with the provisions of 252 
§29A-3-1 et seq. of this code, to implement this article. 253 

(m) A veteran-owned business, as defined in §59-1-254 
2a(a)(13) of this code, commenced on or after July 1, 2015, 255 
is exempt from paying the annual report fee, required by this 256 
section, for the first four years after its initial registration: 257 
Provided, That a veteran-owned business is not exempt 258 
from any filing deadlines or other fees required by this 259 
section. 260

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CHAPTER 39B. UNIFORM POWER OF ATTORNEY 
ACT. 

ARTICLE 2. AUTHORITY. 

*§39B-2-101. Authority that requires specific grant; grant of 
general authority. 

(a) An agent under a power of attorney may do the 1 
following on behalf of the principal or with the principal’s 2 
property only if the power of attorney expressly grants the 3 
agent the authority and exercise of the authority is not 4 
otherwise prohibited by another agreement or instrument to 5 
which the authority or property is subject to: 6 

(1) Create, amend, revoke, or terminate an inter vivos 7 
trust; 8 

(2) Make a gift; 9 

(3) Create or change rights of survivorship; 10 

(4) Create or change a beneficiary designation; 11 

(5) Delegate authority granted under the power of 12 
attorney; 13 

(6) Waive the principal’s right to be a beneficiary of a 14 
joint and survivor annuity, including a survivor benefit 15 
under a retirement plan; 16 

(7) Exercise fiduciary powers that the principal has 17 
authority to delegate;  18 

(8) Disclaim property, including a power of 19 
appointment; or 20 

(9) Exercise authority over the content of electronic 21 
communications, as defined in 18 U.S.C. Section 2510(12) 22 
sent or received by the principal. 23

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(b) Notwithstanding a grant of authority to do an act 24 
described in this section, unless the power of attorney 25 
otherwise provides, an agent may not exercise authority 26 
under a power of attorney to create in the agent, or in an 27 
individual to whom the agent owes a legal obligation of 28 
support, an interest in the principal’s property, whether by 29 
gift, right of survivorship, beneficiary designation, 30 
disclaimer, or otherwise. 31 

(c) Subject to §39B-2-101(a), §39B-2-101(b), §39B-2-32 
101(d), and §39B-2-101(e) of this code, if a power of 33 
attorney grants to an agent authority to do all acts that a 34 
principal could do, the agent has the general authority 35 
described in §39B-2-104 through §39B-2-116 of this code. 36 

(d) Unless the power of attorney otherwise provides, a 37 
grant of authority to make a gift is subject to the provisions 38 
of §39B-2-117 of this code. 39 

(e) Subject to §39B-2-101(a), §39B-2-101(b), §39B-2-40 
101(d), and §39B-2-101(e) of this code, if the subjects over 41 
which authority is granted in a power of attorney are similar 42 
or overlap, the broadest authority controls. 43 

(f) Authority granted in a power of attorney is 44 
exercisable with respect to property that the principal has 45 
when the power of attorney is executed or acquires later, 46 
whether or not the property is located in this state and 47 
whether or not the authority is exercised or the power of 48 
attorney is executed in this state. 49 

(g) An act performed by an agent pursuant to a power of 50 
attorney has the same effect and inures to the benefit of and 51 
binds the principal and the principal’s successors in interest 52 
as if the principal had performed the act. 53

CHAPTER 44. ADMINISTRATION OF ESTATES AND 
TRUSTS. 

ARTICLE 5B. WEST VIRGINIA UNIFORM FIDUCIARY 
ACCESS TO DIGITAL ASSETS ACT. 

§44-5B-1. Short title. 

This article may be cited as the West Virginia Uniform 1 
Fiduciary Access to Digital Assets Act. 2 

§44-5B-2. Definitions. 

In this article: 1 
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“Account” means an arrangement under a terms-of-2 
service agreement in which a custodian carries, maintains, 3 
processes, receives, or stores a digital asset of the user or 4 
provides goods or services to the user; 5 

“Agent” means an attorney-in-fact granted authority 6 
under a durable or nondurable power of attorney; 7 

“Carries” means engages in the transmission of an 8 
electronic communication; 9 

“Catalogue of electronic communications” means 10 
information that identifies each person with whom a user 11 
has had an electronic communication, the time and date of 12 
the communication, and the electronic address of the 13 
person; 14 

“Conservator” means a person appointed by a court to 15 
manage the estate and financial affairs of a protected person. 16 
The term includes a limited conservator and temporary 17 
conservator; 18 

“Content of an electronic communication” means 19 
information concerning the substance or meaning of the 20 
communication which: 21 

(1) Has been sent or received by a user; 22 

(2) Is in electronic storage by a custodian providing an 23 
electronic communication service to the public or is carried 24 
or maintained by a custodian providing a remote computing 25 
service to the public; and 26 

(3) Is not readily accessible to the public; 27 

“Court” means the circuit court of the county having 28 
jurisdiction over the fiduciary or designated recipient; 29 

“Custodian” means a person that carries, maintains, 30 
processes, receives, or stores a digital asset of a user; 31 
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“Designated recipient” means a person chosen by a user 32 
using an online tool to administer digital assets of the user; 33 

“Digital asset” means an electronic record in which an 34 
individual has a right or interest. The term does not include 35 
an underlying asset or liability, unless the asset or liability 36 
is itself an electronic record; 37 

“Electronic” means relating to technology having 38 
electrical, digital, magnetic, wireless, optical, 39 
electromagnetic, or similar capabilities; 40 

“Electronic communication” has the meaning set forth 41 
in 18 U.S.C. § 2510(12); 42 

“Electronic communication service” means a custodian 43 
that provides to a user the ability to send or receive an 44 
electronic communication; 45 

“Fiduciary” means an original, additional or successor 46 
personal representative, conservator, agent, or trustee; 47 

“Information” means data, text, images, videos, sounds, 48 
codes, computer programs, software, databases, or the like; 49 

“Online tool” means an electronic service provided by a 50 
custodian that allows the user, in an agreement distinct from 51 
the terms-of-service agreement between the custodian and 52 
user, to provide directions for disclosure or nondisclosure of 53 
digital assets to a third person; 54 

“Person” means an individual, estate, business or 55 
nonprofit entity, public corporation, government or 56 
governmental subdivision, agency, instrumentality, or other 57 
legal entity; 58 

“Personal representative” means an executor, 59 
administrator, special administrator, or person that performs 60 
substantially the same function under law of this state other 61 
than this article; 62 
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“Power of attorney” means a record that grants an agent 63 
authority to act in the place of a principal; 64 

“Principal” means an individual who grants authority to 65 
an agent in a power of attorney; 66 

“Protected person” means an individual for whom a 67 
conservator has been appointed. The term includes an 68 
individual for whom an application for the appointment of 69 
a conservator is pending; 70 

“Record” means information that is inscribed on a 71 
tangible medium or that is stored in an electronic or other 72 
medium and is retrievable in perceivable form; 73 

“Remote computing service” means a custodian that 74 
provides to a user computer-processing services or the 75 
storage of digital assets by means of an electronic 76 
communications system, as defined in 18 U.S.C. § 77 
2510(14); 78 

“Terms of service agreement” means an agreement that 79 
controls the relationship between a user and a custodian; 80 

“Trustee” means a fiduciary with legal title to property 81 
under an agreement or declaration that creates a beneficial 82 
interest in another. The term includes a successor trustee; 83 

“User” means a person that has an account with a 84 
custodian; and 85 

“Will” includes a codicil, testamentary instrument that 86 
only appoints an executor, and instrument that revokes or 87 
revises a testamentary instrument. 88 

§44-5B-3. Applicability. 

(a) This article applies to: 1 

(1) A fiduciary acting under a will or power of attorney 2 
executed before, on, or after the effective date of this article; 3 
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(2) A personal representative acting for a decedent who 4 
died before, on, or after the effective date of this article; 5 

(3) A conservatorship proceeding commenced before, 6 
on, or after the effective date of this article; and 7 

(4) A trustee acting under a trust created before, on, or 8 
after the effective date of this article. 9 

(b) This article applies to a custodian if the user resides 10 
in this state or resided in this state at the time of the user’s 11 
death. 12 

(c) This article does not apply to a digital asset of an 13 
employer used by an employee in the ordinary course of the 14 
employer’s business. 15 

§44-5B-4. User direction for disclosure of digital assets. 

(a) A user may use an online tool to direct the custodian 1 
to disclose or not to disclose to a designated recipient some 2 
or all of the user’s digital assets, including the content of 3 
electronic communications. If the online tool allows the user 4 
to modify or delete a direction at all times, a direction 5 
regarding disclosure using an online tool overrides a 6 
contrary direction by the user in a will, trust, power of 7 
attorney, or other record. 8 

(b) If a user has not used an online tool to give direction 9 
under §44B-5B-3(a) of this code or if the custodian has not 10 
provided an online tool, the user may allow or prohibit in a 11 
will, trust, power of attorney, or other record, disclosure to 12 
a fiduciary of some or all of the user’s digital assets, 13 
including the content of electronic communications sent or 14 
received by the user.  15 

(c) A user’s direction under §44-5B-4(a) or §44-5B-4(b) 16 
of this code overrides a contrary provision in a terms-of-17 
service agreement that does not require the user to act 18 
affirmatively and distinctly from the user’s assent to the 19 
terms of service. 20 
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§44-5B-5. Terms of service agreement. 

(a) This article does not change or impair a right of a 1 
custodian or a user under a terms-of-service agreement to 2 
access and use digital assets of the user.  3 

(b) This article does not give a fiduciary or a designated 4 
recipient any new or expanded rights other than those held 5 
by the user for whom, or for whose estate, the fiduciary or 6 
designated recipient acts or represents. 7 

(c) A fiduciary’s or a designated recipient’s access to 8 
digital assets may be modified or eliminated by a user, by 9 
federal law, or by a terms-of-service agreement if the user 10 
has not provided direction under §44-5B-4 of this code.  11 

§44-5B-6. Procedure for disclosing digital assets. 

(a) When disclosing digital assets of a user under this 1 
article, the custodian may at its sole discretion: 2 

(1) Grant a fiduciary or designated recipient full access 3 
to the user’s account; 4 

(2) Grant a fiduciary or designated recipient partial 5 
access to the user’s account sufficient to perform the tasks 6 
with which the fiduciary or designated recipient is charged; 7 
or 8 

(3) Provide a fiduciary or designated recipient a copy in 9 
a record of any digital asset that, on the date the custodian 10 
received the request for disclosure, the user could have 11 
accessed if the user were alive and had full capacity and 12 
access to the account. 13 

(b) A custodian may assess a reasonable administrative 14 
charge for the cost of disclosing digital assets under this 15 
article. 16 

(c) A custodian need not disclose under this article a 17 
digital asset deleted by a user. 18 
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(d) If a user directs or a fiduciary requests a custodian 19 
to disclose under this article some, but not all, of the user’s 20 
digital assets, the custodian need not disclose the assets if 21 
segregation of the assets would impose an undue burden on 22 
the custodian. If the custodian believes the direction or 23 
request imposes an undue burden, the custodian or fiduciary 24 
may seek an order from the court to disclose: 25 

(1) A subset limited by date of the user’s digital assets; 26 

(2) All of the user’s digital assets to the fiduciary or 27 
designated recipient; 28 

(3) None of the user’s digital assets; or 29 

(4) All of the user’s digital assets to the court for review 30 
in camera. 31 

§44-5B-7. Disclosure of content of electronic communications 
of deceased user. 

If a deceased user consented or a court directs disclosure 1 
of the contents of electronic communications of the user, the 2 
custodian shall disclose to the personal representative of the 3 
estate of the user the content of an electronic 4 
communication sent or received by the user if the 5 
representative gives the custodian: 6 

(a) A written request for disclosure in physical or 7 
electronic form; 8 

(b) A certified copy of the death certificate of the user; 9 

(c) A certified copy of the letter of appointment of the 10 
representative;  11 

(d) Unless the user provided direction using an online 12 
tool, a copy of the user’s will, trust, power of attorney or 13 
other record evidencing the user’s consent to disclosure of 14 
the content of electronic communications; and 15 

(e) If requested by the custodian: 16 
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(1) A number, username, address, or other unique 17 
subscriber or account identifier assigned by the custodian to 18 
identify the user’s account; 19 

(2) Evidence linking the account to the user; or 20 

(3) A finding by the court that: 21 

(A) The user had a specific account with the custodian, 22 
identifiable by the information specified in §44-5B-7(e)(1) 23 
of this code; 24 

(B) Disclosure of the content of electronic 25 
communications of the user would not violate 18 U.S.C. § 26 
2701 et seq., 47 U.S.C. § 222, or other applicable law; 27 

(C) Unless the user provided direction using an online 28 
tool, the user consented to disclosure of the content of 29 
electronic communications; or 30 

(D) Disclosure of the content of electronic 31 
communications of the user is reasonably necessary for 32 
administration of the estate. 33 

§44-5B-8. Disclosure of other digital assets of deceased user. 

Unless the user prohibited disclosure of digital assets or 1 
the court directs otherwise, a custodian shall disclose to the 2 
personal representative of the estate of a deceased user a 3 
catalogue of electronic communications sent or received by 4 
the user and digital assets, other than the content of 5 
electronic communications of the user, if the personal 6 
representative gives the custodian: 7 

(a) A written request for disclosure in physical or 8 
electronic form; 9 

(b) A certified copy of the death certificate of the user; 10 

(c) A certified copy of the letter of appointment of the 11 
representative; and 12 
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(d) If requested by the custodian:  13 

(1) A number, username, address, or other unique 14 
subscriber or account identifier assigned by the custodian to 15 
identify the user’s account; 16 

(2) Evidence linking the account to the user; 17 

(3) An affidavit stating that disclosure of the user’s 18 
digital assets is reasonably necessary for administration of 19

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(1) A number, username, address, or other unique 15 
subscriber or account identifier assigned by the custodian to 16 
identify the principal’s account; or 17 

(2) Evidence linking the account to the principal. 18 

§44-5B-10. Disclosure of other digital assets of principal. 

Unless otherwise ordered by the court, directed by the 1 
principal, or provided by a power of attorney, a custodian 2 
shall disclose to an agent with specific authority over digital 3 
assets or general authority to act on behalf of a principal a 4 
catalogue of electronic communications sent or received by 5 
the principal and digital assets, other than the content of 6 
electronic communications, of the principal if the agent 7 
gives the custodian: 8 

(a) A written request for disclosure in physical or 9 
electronic form; 10 

(b) An original or a copy of the power of attorney that 11 
gives the agent specific authority over digital assets or 12 
general authority to act on behalf of the principal; 13 

(c) A certification by the agent, under penalty of perjury, 14 
that the power of attorney is in effect; and 15 

(d) If requested by the custodian: 16 

(1) A number, username, address, or other unique 17 
subscriber or account identifier assigned by the custodian to 18 
identify the principal’s account; or 19 

(2) Evidence linking the account to the principal.  20 

§44-5B-11. Disclosure of digital assets held in trust when 
trustee is original user. 

Unless otherwise ordered by the court or provided in a 1 
trust instrument, a custodian shall disclose to a trustee that 2 
is an original user of an account any digital asset of the 3 
account held in trust, including a catalogue of electronic 4 
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communications of the trustee and the content of electronic 5 
communications. 6 

§44-5B-12. Disclosure of contents of electronic 
communications held in trust when trustee not original 
user. 

Unless otherwise ordered by the court, directed by the 1 
user, or provided in a trust instrument, a custodian shall 2 
disclose to a trustee that is not an original user of an account 3 
the content of an electronic communication sent or received 4 
by an original or successor user and carried, maintained, 5 
processed, received, or stored by the custodian in the 6 
account of the trust if the trustee gives the custodian: 7 

(a) A written request for disclosure in physical or 8

(2) Evidence linking the account to the trust. 21 

§44-5B-13. Disclosure of other digital assets held in trust when 
trustee not original user. 

Unless otherwise ordered by the court, directed by the 1 
user, or provided in a trust, a custodian shall disclose, to a 2 
trustee that is not an original user of an account, a catalogue 3 
of electronic communications sent or received by an 4 
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original or successor user and stored, carried, or maintained 5 
by the custodian in an account of the trust and any digital 6 
assets, other than the content of electronic communications, 7 
in which the trust has a right or interest if the trustee gives 8 
the custodian: 9 

(1) A written request for disclosure in physical or 10 
electronic form; 11 

(2) A certified copy of the trust instrument or a 12 
certification of the trust under §44D-10-1013 of this code; 13 

(3) A certification by the trustee, under penalty of 14 
perjury, that the trust exists and the trustee is a currently 15 
acting trustee of the trust; and 16 

(4) If requested by the custodian: 17 

(A) A number, username, address, or other unique 18 
subscriber or account identifier assigned by the custodian to 19 
identify the trust’s account; or 20 

(B) Evidence linking the account to the trust. 21 

§44-5B-14. Disclosure of digital assets to conservator of 
protected person. 

(a) After an opportunity for a hearing under §44A-1-1 1 
et seq. of this code, the court may grant a conservator access 2 
to the digital assets of a protected person. 3 

(b) Unless otherwise ordered by the court or directed by 4 
the user, a custodian shall disclose to a conservator the 5 
catalogue of electronic communications sent or received by 6 
a protected person and any digital assets, other than the 7 
content of electronic communications, in which the 8 
protected person has a right or interest if the conservator 9 
gives the custodian: 10 

(1) A written request for disclosure in physical or 11 
electronic form; 12 
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(2) A certified copy of the court order that gives the 13 
conservator authority over the digital assets of the protected 14 
person; and 15 

(3) If requested by the custodian: 16 

(A) A number, username, address, or other unique 17 
subscriber or account identifier assigned by the custodian to 18 
identify the account of the protected person; or 19 

(B) Evidence linking the account to the protected 20 
person.

(c) A conservator with general authority to manage the 22 
assets of a protected person may request a custodian of the 23 
digital assets of the protected person to suspend or terminate 24 
an account of the protected person for good cause.

(d) A fiduciary acting within the scope of the fiduciary’s 22 
duties is an authorized user of the property of the decedent, 23 
protected person, principal, or settlor for the purpose of 24 
applicable computer fraud and unauthorized computer 25 
access laws, including the provisions of §61-3C-1 et seq. of 26 
this code. 27 

(e) A fiduciary with authority over the tangible, personal 28 
property of a decedent, protected person, principal, or 29 
settlor: 30 

(1) Has the right to access the property and any digital 31 
asset stored in it; and 32 

(2) Is an authorized user for the purpose of computer 33 
fraud and unauthorized computer access laws, including the 34 
provisions of §61-3C-1 et seq. of this code. 35 

(f) A custodian may disclose information in an account 36 
to a fiduciary of the user when the information is required 37 
to terminate an account used to access digital assets licensed 38 
to the user. 39 

(g) A fiduciary of a user may request a custodian to 40 
terminate the user’s account. A request for termination must 41 
be in writing, in either physical or electronic form, and 42 
accompanied by:  43 
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(1) If the user is deceased, a certified copy of the death 44 
certificate of the user; 45 

(2) A certified copy of the letter of appointment of the 46 
representative, court order, power of attorney, or trust 47 
instrument giving the fiduciary authority over the account; 48 
and 49 

(3) If requested by the custodian: 50 

(A) A number, username, address, or other unique 51 
subscriber or account identifier assigned by the custodian to 52 
identify the user’s account; 53 

(B) Evidence linking the account to the user; or 54 

(C) A finding by the court that the user had a specific 55 
account with the custodian, identifiable by the information 56 
specified in §44-5B-15(g)(1) of this code. 57 

§44-5B-16. Custodian compliance and immunity. 

(a) Not later than 60 days after receipt of the information 1 
required under §44-5B-7 through §44-5B-15 of this code, a 2 
custodian shall comply with a request under this article from 3 
a fiduciary or designated recipient to disclose digital assets 4 
or terminate an account. If the custodian fails to comply, the 5 
fiduciary or designated recipient may apply to the court for 6 
an order directing compliance. 7 

(b) An order under §44-5B-16(a) of this code directing 8 
compliance must contain a finding that compliance is not in 9 
violation of 18 U.S.C. §2702. 10

In applying and construing this uniform act, 1 
consideration must be given to the need to promote 2 
uniformity of the law with respect to its subject matter 3 
among states that enact it.

§44-5B-18. Relation to Electronic Signatures in Global and 
National Commerce Act. 

This article modifies, limits, or supersedes the 1 
Electronic Signatures in Global and National Commerce 2 
Act, 15 U. S. C. Section 7001 et seq., but does not modify, 3 
limit, or supersede Section 101(c) of that act, 15 U. S. C. 4 
Section 7001(c), or authorize electronic delivery of any of 5 
the notices described in Section 103(b) of that act, 15 U. S. 6 
C. Section 7003(b).7 
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§44-5B-19. Severability. 

If any provision of §44-5B-1 et seq. of this code or its 1 
application to any person or circumstance is held invalid, 2 
the invalidity does not affect other provisions or 3 
applications of this article which can be given effect without 4 
the invalid provision or application, and to this end the 5 
provisions of this article are severable. 6

ARTICLE 3. PURCHASING DIVISION. 

§5A-3-3c. Exemptions from purchasing requirements for 
contracts entered into as part of recovery from a declared 
state of emergency. 

(a) The provisions of this article do not apply to 1 
contracts entered into during a state of emergency declared 2 
by the Governor pursuant to §15-5-6 of this code, so long as 3 
the contract is directly and solely related to the recovery 4 
from the declared state of emergency.  5 

(b) The provisions of this article do not apply to the 6 
renewal of a contract entered into during a state of 7 
emergency declared pursuant to §15-5-6 of this code, if the 8 
contract is directly and solely related to the recovery from 9 
the declared state of emergency during which the contract 10 
was initially entered. For purposes of this subsection, 11 
recovery does not include permanent reconstruction after 12 
the initial state of emergency has ended. 13 

(c) The provisions of this article do not apply to the 14 
purchase of goods or services from the federal government, 15 
or an agency thereof, if the purchase of those goods and 16 
services is directly and solely related to the recovery from a 17 
state of emergency declared pursuant to §15-5-6 of this 18 
code. 19 

(d) To qualify for the exemption contained in this 20 
section, the Director of the Division of Homeland Security 21 
and Emergency Management must certify that the contract 22 
or purchase is directly and solely related to the recovery 23 
from a declared state of emergency and attach a copy of the 24 
proclamation issued by the Governor’s office to the 25 
certification.

§5A-2-1. Finance Division created; director; sections; powers 
and duties.

The Finance Division shall be 2 
under the supervision and control of a director, who shall be 3 
appointed by the secretary. There shall be in the Finance 4 
Division a Shared Services Section and a Financial 5 
Accounting and Reporting Section. 6 

(b) The Shared Services Section shall have the duties 7

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(a) There is hereby created within the Finance Division 1 
the Shared Services Section for the purpose of establishing 2 
centralized accounting and financial reporting services for 3 
state spending units. 4 

(b) The Shared Services Section shall be under the 5 
supervision of a deputy director, who shall be appointed by 6 
the Secretary of the Department of Administration and who 7 
shall, at a minimum, have: 8 

(1) A bachelor’s degree from an accredited four-year 9 
college or university; 10 

(2) Six years of full-time experience in finance or 11 
accounting, with two years of experience as an 12 
administrator or supervisor; and 13 

(3) Knowledge of generally accepted accounting 14 
principles and budgeting. 15 

(c) The Shared Services Section is authorized to employ 16 
necessary personnel, including, but not limited to, 17 
accountants, auditors, and procurement officers, to 18 
discharge the duties of this article. 19 

(d) The Shared Services Section shall provide, at a 20 
minimum, accounting, financial reporting, and budgeting 21 
services to spending units who enter into agreements 22 
pursuant to §5A-2B-3 of this code. The deputy director may 23 
charge a reasonable fee to spending units for the accounting 24 
and financial reporting services provided to agencies. 25 

§5A-2B-2. Cost analysis and reporting. 

(a) On or before July 1, 2018, the Department of 1 
Administration shall develop a cost-performance 2 
assessment for use by each state spending unit to measure 3 
costs of that spending unit providing its own accounting and 4 
financial reporting services.  5 
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(b) Beginning April 1, 2019, and each year thereafter, 6 
all state spending units shall report annually to the Shared 7 
Services Section information related to costs of providing 8 
accounting and financial reporting services based upon the 9 
metrics identified by the Shared Services Section in the 10 
cost-performance assessment. The deputy director shall 11 
evaluate the cost information provided by spending units to 12 
determine if the same services could be provided by the 13 
Shared Services Section at a lower cost and in a more 14 
efficient manner.  15 

(c) On or before July 1, 2019, the deputy director shall 16 
report to the Governor and the Joint Committee on 17 
Government and Finance the results of the cost-18 
performance assessment documenting the amount each state 19 
spending unit incurs for accounting services, and make 20 
recommendations for providing the services through the 21 
Shared Services Section. 22 

(d) The deputy director shall report annually, on or 23 
before December 31 of each year, to the Governor and the 24 
Joint Committee on Government and Finance the cost 25 
savings and efficiencies resulting from providing 26 
accounting and financial reporting services by the Shared 27 
Services Section. 28 

(e) The Department of Administration is authorized to 29 
promulgate legislative rules, including emergency rules, to 30 
develop the assessment, any forms necessary for reporting 31 
costs, and any other information necessary pursuant to 32 
§29A-3-1 et seq. of this code.  33 

§5A-2B-3. Applicability and exemptions. 

(a) Those spending units with a cost-performance 1 
assessment greater than the baseline cost set by the Shared 2 
Services Section, as determined by the provisions set forth 3 
in §5A-2B-2 of this code, shall enter into an agreement with 4 
the Shared Services Section for the provision of accounting 5 
and financial services.  6 
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(b) Any spending unit seeking accounting and financial 7 
reporting services may voluntarily request an agreement for 8 
the provision of accounting and financial reporting services 9 
by the Shared Services Section. 10 

(c) Those spending units with one full-time equivalent 11 
position or less dedicated to providing accounting and 12 
financial reporting services shall enter into an agreement with 13 
the deputy director of the Shared Services Section for the 14 
provision of accounting and financial reporting services, 15 
provided the deputy director determines the implementation of 16 
the agreement would be feasible and documents that the 17 
agreement will result in cost savings or efficiencies to the state. 18 

(d) Those spending units that fail to provide any 19 
required report or information to the Department of 20 
Administration necessary for the completion of any required 21 
federal report, including the single audit required by the 22 
Single Audit Act of 1984, P.L. 98-502, and the Single Audit 23 
Act Amendments of 1996, P.L. 104-156, as well as any 24 
subsequent amendments, by the deadlines established by the 25 
Department of Administration will be given a one-year 26 
probationary period with a plan of corrective action defined 27 
by the Department of Administration.  28 

(1) The plan of corrective action shall include defined 29 
benchmarks for completing all reports or information 30 
necessary for the consolidated annual financial report by the 31 
deadline in the next fiscal year.  32 

(2) If a spending unit fails to meet established deadlines 33 
by the end of the probationary period, the spending unit 34 
shall, at the deputy director’s discretion, enter into an 35 
agreement for the provision of accounting and financial 36 
reporting services by the Shared Services Section. 37 

(e) The deputy director may decline to enter into an 38 
agreement under this section only upon a determination that 39 
the complexities of providing accounting, financial 40 
reporting, and budgeting services to the spending unit 41 
exceed the expertise of the Shared Services Section and that 42 
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developing that expertise would outweigh any potential cost 43 
savings to the state.  44 

(f) When a spending unit has entered into an agreement 45 
with the Shared Services Section for the provision of 46 
accounting and financial reporting services pursuant to 47 
subsection (a) of this section, the spending unit may cancel the 48 
agreement at the end of the fiscal year when documentation 49 
showing the spending unit can provide the services at a lower 50 
cost to the state is approved by the deputy director.  51 

§5A-2B-4. Special revenue fund; payments into fund;

There is created in the State Treasury a special revenue 1 
fund designated the Shared Services Section Fund.

ARTICLE 3. PURCHASING DIVISION. 

§5A-3-3. Powers and duties of Director of Purchasing. 

The director, under the direction and supervision of the 1 
secretary, is the executive officer of the Purchasing Division 2 
and has the power and duty to: 3 

(1) Direct the activities and employees of the 4 
Purchasing Division; 5 

(2) Ensure that the purchase of or contract for 6 
commodities and services are based, whenever possible, on 7 
competitive bid; 8 

(3) Purchase or contract for, in the name of the state, the 9 
commodities, services, and printing required by the 10 
spending units of the state government; 11 

(4) Apply and enforce standard specifications 12 
established in accordance with §5A-3-5 of this code as 13 
hereinafter provided; 14 

(5) Transfer to or between spending units or sell 15 
commodities that are surplus, obsolete, or unused as 16 
hereinafter provided; 17 

(6) Have charge of central storerooms for the supply of 18 
spending units as the director considers advisable; 19 

(7) Establish and maintain a laboratory for the testing of 20 
commodities and make use of existing facilities in state 21 
institutions for that purpose as hereinafter provided as the 22 
director considers advisable; 23 

(8) Suspend the right and privilege of a vendor to bid on 24 
state purchases when the director has evidence that the 25 
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vendor has violated any of the provisions of the purchasing 26 
law or the rules and regulations of the director; 27 

(9) Examine the provisions and terms of every contract 28 
entered into for and on behalf of the State of West Virginia 29 
that impose any obligation upon the state to pay any sums 30 
of money for commodities or services and approve the 31 
contract as to such provisions and terms; and the duty of 32 
examination and approval herein set forth does not 33 
supersede the responsibility and duty of the Attorney 34 
General to approve  the contracts as to form: Provided, That 35 
the provisions of this subdivision do not apply in any respect 36 
whatever to construction or repair contracts entered into by 37 
the Division of Highways of the Department of 38 
Transportation or to construction or reclamation contracts 39 
entered into by the Department of Environmental 40 
Protection: Provided, however, That the provisions of this 41 
subdivision do not apply in any respect whatsoever to 42 
contracts entered into by the University of West Virginia 43 
Board of Trustees or by the board of directors of the state 44 
college system, except to the extent that such boards request 45 
the facilities and services of the director under the 46 
provisions of this subdivision: Provided further, That the 47 
provisions of this subdivision do not apply to the West 48 
Virginia State Police and the West Virginia Office of 49 
Laboratory Services: And provided further, That the 50 
provisions of this subdivision shall not apply to contracts for 51 
any natural disaster recovery activities entered into by the 52 
West Virginia State Conservation Committee or the West 53 
Virginia Conservation Agency; 54 

(10) Assure that the specifications and descriptions in 55 
all solicitations are prepared so as to provide all potential 56 
suppliers-vendors who can meet the requirements of the 57 
state an opportunity to bid and to assure that the 58 
specifications and descriptions do not favor a particular 59 
brand or vendor. If the director determines that any such 60 
specifications or descriptions as written favor a particular 61 
brand or vendor or if it is decided, either before or after the 62 
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bids are opened, that a commodity or service having 63 
different specifications or quality or in different quantity 64 
can be bought, the director may rewrite the solicitation and 65 
the matter shall be rebid; and 66 

(11) Issue a notice to cease and desist to a spending unit 67 
when the director has credible evidence that a spending unit 68 
has violated competitive bidding or other requirements 69 
established by this article and the rules promulgated 70 
hereunder. Failure to abide by the notice may result in 71 
penalties set forth in §5A-3-17 of this code. 72

CHAPTER 5. GENERAL POWERS AND AUTHORITY 
OF THE GOVERNOR, SECRETARY OF STATE, AND 

ATTORNEY GENERAL; BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS; 
MISCELLANEOUS AGENCIES, COMMISSIONS, 

OFFICES, PROGRAMS, ETC. 
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ARTICLE 22. GOVERNMENT CONSTRUCTION 

CONTRACTS. 

§5-22-1. Bidding required; government construction contracts to 
go to lowest qualified responsible bidder; procedures to be 
followed in awarding government construction projects; 
penalties for violation of procedures and requirements 
debarment; exceptions. 

(a) This section and the requirements in this section may 1 
be referred to as the West Virginia Fairness in Competitive 2 
Bidding Act. 3 

(b) As used in this section: 4 

(1) “Lowest qualified responsible bidder” means the 5 
bidder that bids the lowest price and that meets, at a 6 
minimum, all the following requirements in connection with 7 
the bidder’s response to the bid solicitation. The bidder shall 8 
certify that it: 9 

(A) Is ready, able, and willing to timely furnish the labor 10 
and materials required to complete the contract; 11 

(B) Is in compliance with all applicable laws of the State 12 
of West Virginia; and 13 

(C) Has supplied a valid bid bond or other surety 14 
authorized or approved by the contracting public entity. 15 

(2) “The state and its subdivisions” means the State of 16 
West Virginia, every political subdivision thereof, every 17 
administrative entity that includes such a subdivision, all 18 
municipalities, and all county boards of education. 19 

(3) “State spending unit” means a department, agency, 20 
or institution of the state government for which an 21 
appropriation is requested, or to which an appropriation is 22 
made by the Legislature. 23 

(4) “Alternates” means any additive options or 24 
alternative designs included in a solicitation for competitive 25 
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bids that are different from and priced separately from what 26 
is included in a base bid. 27 

(5) “Construction project” means a specifically 28 
identified scope of work involving the act, trade, or process 29 
of building, erecting, constructing, adding, repairing, 30 
remodeling, rehabilitating, reconstructing, altering, 31 
converting, improving, expanding, or demolishing of a 32 
building, structure, facility, road, or highway. Repair and 33 
maintenance of existing public improvements that are 34 
recurring or ongoing in nature and that are not fully 35 
identified or known at any one time shall be considered a 36 
construction project and procured according to this article 37 
on an open-ended basis, so long as the work to be performed 38 
under the contract falls into a generally accepted single 39 
class, or type, and bidders are notified of the open-ended 40 
nature of the work in the solicitation: Provided, That no 41 
open-ended repair or maintenance contract may exceed 42 
$500,000. 43 

(c) The state and its subdivisions shall, except as 44 
provided in this section, solicit competitive bids for every 45 
construction project exceeding $25,000 in total cost.  46 

(1) If a solicitation contains a request for any alternates, 47 
the alternates shall be listed numerically in the order of 48 
preference in the solicitation.  49 

(2) A vendor who has been debarred pursuant to §5A-3-50 
33b through §5A-3-33f of this code, may not bid on or be 51 
awarded a contract under this section.  52 

(d) All bids submitted pursuant to this chapter shall 53 
include a valid bid bond or other surety as approved by the 54 
State of West Virginia or its subdivisions.  55 

(e) Following the solicitation of bids, the construction 56 
contract shall be awarded to the lowest qualified responsible 57 
bidder who shall furnish a sufficient performance and 58 
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payment bond. The state and its subdivisions may reject all 59 
bids and solicit new bids on the project. 60 

(f) Any solicitation of bids shall include no more than 61 
five alternates. Alternates, if accepted, shall be accepted in 62 
the order in which they are listed on the bid form. Any 63 
unaccepted alternate contained within a bid shall expire 90 64 
days after the date of the opening of bids for review.  65 

Determination of the lowest qualified responsible 66 
bidder shall be based on the sum of the base bid and any 67 
alternates accepted. 68 

(g) The apparent low bidder on a contract valued at 69 
more than $250,000 for the construction, alteration, 70 
decoration, painting, or improvement of a new or existing 71 
building or structure with a state spending unit shall submit 72 
a list of all subcontractors who will perform more than 73 
$25,000 worth of work on the project including labor and 74 
materials. This section does not apply to other construction 75 
projects such as highway, mine reclamation, water, or sewer 76 
projects. The list shall include the names of the bidders and 77 
the license numbers as required by §21-11-1 et seq. of this 78 
code. This information shall be provided to the state 79 
spending unit within one business day of the opening of bids 80 
for review prior to the awarding of a construction contract. 81 
If the apparent low bidder fails to submit the subcontractor 82 
list, the spending unit shall promptly request by telephone 83 
and electronic mail that the low bidder and second low 84 
bidder provide the subcontractor list within one business 85 
day of the request. Failure to submit the subcontractor list 86 
within one business day of receiving the request shall result 87 
in disqualification of the bid. A subcontractor list may not 88 
be required if the bidder provides notice in the bid 89 
submission or in response to a request for a subcontractor 90 
list that no subcontractors who will perform more than 91 
$25,000 worth of work will be used to complete the project.  92 
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(h) Written approval must be obtained from the state 93 
spending unit before any subcontractor substitution is 94 
permitted. Substitutions are not permitted unless: 95 

(1) The subcontractor listed in the original bid has filed 96 
for bankruptcy; 97 

(2) The state spending unit refuses to approve a 98 
subcontractor in the original bid because the subcontractor 99 
is under a debarment pursuant to §5A-3-33d of this code or 100 
a suspension under §5A-3-32 of this code; or 101 

(3) The contractor certifies in writing that the 102 
subcontractor listed in the original bill fails, is unable, or 103 
refuses to perform the subcontract. 104 

(i) The contracting public entity may not award the 105 
contract to a bidder which fails to meet the minimum 106 
requirements set out in this section. As to a prospective low 107 
bidder which the contracting public entity determines not to 108 
have met one or more of the requirements of this section or 109 
other requirements as determined by the public entity in the 110 
written bid solicitation, prior to the time a contract award is 111 
made, the contracting public entity shall document in 112 
writing and in reasonable detail the basis for the 113 
determination and shall place the writing in the bid file. 114 
After the award of a bid under this section, the bid file of the 115 
contracting public agency and all bids submitted in response 116 
to the bid solicitation shall be open and available for public 117 
inspection. 118 

(j) The contracting public entity shall not award a 119 
contract pursuant to this section to any bidder that is known 120 
to be in default on any monetary obligation owed to the state 121 
or a political subdivision of the state, including, but not 122 
limited to, obligations related to payroll taxes, property 123 
taxes, sales and use taxes, fire service fees, or other fines or 124 
fees. Any governmental entity may submit to the Division 125 
of Purchasing information which identifies vendors that 126 
qualify as being in default on a monetary obligation to the 127 
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entity. The contracting public entity shall take reasonable 128 
steps to verify whether the lowest qualified bidder is in 129 
default pursuant to this subsection prior to awarding a 130 
contract. 131 

(k) A public official or other person who individually or 132 
together with others knowingly makes an award of a 133 
contract under this section in violation of the procedures and 134 
requirements of this section is subject to the penalties set 135 
forth in §5A-3-29 of this code. 136 

(l) No officer or employee of this state or of a public 137 
agency, public authority, public corporation, or other public 138 
entity and no person acting or purporting to act on behalf of 139 
an officer or employee or public entity may require that a 140 
performance bond, payment bond, or surety bond required 141 
or permitted by this section be obtained from a particular 142 
surety company, agent, broker, or producer. 143 

(m) All bids shall be open in accordance with the 144 
provisions of §5-22-2 of this code, except design-build 145 
projects which are governed by §5-22A-1 et seq. of this 146 
code and are exempt from these provisions. 147 

(n) Nothing in this section applies to: 148 

(1) Work performed on construction or repair projects 149 
by regular full-time employees of the state or its 150 
subdivisions; 151 

(2) Prevent students enrolled in vocational educational 152 
schools from being utilized in construction or repair projects 153 
when the use is a part of the student’s training program; 154 

(3) Emergency repairs to building components, systems, 155 
and public infrastructure. For the purpose of this 156 
subdivision, the term “emergency repairs” means repairs 157 
that if not made immediately will seriously impair the use 158 
of building components, systems, and public infrastructure 159 
or cause danger to persons using the building components, 160 
systems, and public infrastructure; and 161 
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(4) A situation where the state or subdivision thereof 162 
reaches an agreement with volunteers, or a volunteer group, 163 
in which the governmental body will provide construction 164 
or repair materials, architectural, engineering, technical, or 165 
other professional services, and the volunteers will provide 166 
the necessary labor without charge to, or liability upon, the 167 
governmental body.  168 

CHAPTER 5A. DEPARTMENT OF ADMINISTRATION. 

ARTICLE 3. PURCHASING DIVISION. 

§5A-3-10b. Best value procurement. 

(a) The director may utilize best value procurement to 1 
enter into a contract when he or she determines in writing 2 
that it is advantageous to the state. 3 

(b) A solicitation for bids under best value procurement 4 
shall be made in the same manner as provided in §5A-3-10 5 
of this code. 6 

(c) Best value procurement awards shall be based on 7 
criteria set forth in the solicitation and information 8 
contained in the proposals submitted in response to the 9 
solicitation. Those criteria include, but are not limited to, 10 
price and the total cost of acquiring, operating, maintaining, 11 
and supporting a commodity or service over its projected 12 
lifetime, as well as technical criteria. The technical criteria 13 
may include, but are not limited to, the evaluated technical 14 
merit of the bidder’s bid or proposal, the bidder’s past 15 
performance, the degree to which a proposal exceeds other 16 
proposals in technical merit, the utility of any novel or 17 
unrequested items in the proposal, and the evaluated 18 
probability of performing the requirements stated in the 19 
solicitation on time, with high quality, and in a manner that 20 
accomplishes the business objectives set forth in the 21 
solicitation. 22 

(d) The award must be made to the highest scoring 23 
responsive and responsible bidder whose bid is determined, 24 
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in writing, to be most advantageous to the state, taking into 25 
consideration all evaluation factors set forth in the best 26 
value solicitation. 27 

(e) The director may not use best value procurement to 28 
enter into government construction contracts, including, but 29 
not limited to, those set forth in §5-22-1 et seq. of this code. 30 

§5A-3-10c. Direct award procurement. 

(a) The director may make a direct award of a contract 1 
without competitive bidding if: 2 

(1) The spending unit requests a direct award in writing; 3 

(2) The spending unit provides written justification 4 
showing that the direct award is in the best interest of the 5 
state;  6 

(3) The spending unit provides written confirmation that 7 
competition is not available because there is no other source 8 
for the commodity or service, or that no other source would 9 
be willing or able to replace the existing source without a 10 
detrimental effect on the spending unit, the existence of a 11 
detrimental effect being determined by the director in his or 12 
her sole discretion; 13 

(4) The director publicly advertises a notice of intent to 14 
make a direct award without competition in the state’s 15 
official bid notification system, as well as any other public 16 
advertisement that the director deems appropriate, for no 17 
less than 10 business days; and  18 

(5) No other vendor expresses an interest in providing 19 
the commodity or service in question. 20 

(b) If a vendor expresses an interest in providing the 21 
commodity or service described in the notice of intent to 22 
make a direct award, then the spending unit must convert 23 
the direct award to a competitive bid, unless the director 24 
determines that the interest expressed by a vendor is 25 
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unreasonable. The competitive bid may, at the discretion of 26 
the director, be either a request for quotation or request for 27 
proposal. 28 

(c) The notice of intent to make a direct award shall 29 
contain the following information: 30 

(1) A description of the commodity or service for which 31 
a direct award will be made; 32 

(2) A time period by which delivery must be made or 33 
performance must occur; 34 

(3) The price that will be paid for the commodity or 35 
service; 36 

(4) Any limitations that a competing vendor would need 37 
to satisfy; 38 

(5) An invitation to all vendors interested in providing 39 
the commodity or service to make that interest known; and 40 

(6) Contact information for the director or his or her 41 
designee, and instructions to submit a statement of interest 42 
to the director or his or her designee. 43 

(d) The director may refuse a spending unit’s request to 44 
utilize a direct award procurement if the commodities or 45 
services have previously been obtained through competitive 46 
bidding. 47 

(e) On or before December 1, 2018, and annually 48 
thereafter, the director shall report to the Governor and the 49 
Joint Committee on Government and Finance on the 50 
spending units that have requested a direct award for their 51 
commodities or services, the type of commodity or service, 52 
and results of the direct award process. 53 

§5A-3-10e. Prequalification agreement; agency- delegated bidding. 

(a) Subject to the limitations of this section, the director 1 
may permit spending units to procure commodities from a 2 
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preapproved vendor through a prequalification agreement 3 
and delegated prequalification bidding if the director 4 
determines the process is fair, economical, and in the best 5 
interests of the state. 6 

(b) Definitions. — For purposes of this section: 7 

(1) “Information technology” means hardware and 8 
software related to electronic processing, and storage, 9 
retrieval, transmittal, and manipulation of data. 10 

(2) “Prequalification agreement” means an agreement, 11 
having a term of no more than three years, between the 12 
Purchasing Division and at least two prequalified vendors 13 
authorizing a spending unit to purchase a commodity on a 14 
recurrent basis through the delegated prequalification 15 
bidding process defined in the prequalification agreement. 16 

(3) “Prequalified vendor” means a “vendor”, as that 17 
term is defined in §5A-1-1 of this code, that has entered into 18 
a prequalification agreement with the Purchasing Division 19 
and may participate in the delegated prequalification 20 
bidding subject to the terms and conditions of the 21 
prequalification agreement. 22 

(4) “Delegated prequalification bidding” means the 23 
competitive bidding process whereby the prequalified 24 
vendors that are parties to a prequalification agreement may 25 
submit sealed bids directly to spending units to provide a 26 
commodity identified in the prequalification agreement 27 
subject to the limitations set forth in this section. 28 

(c) Prequalification agreement. —  29 

(1) For each prequalification agreement, the director 30 
shall set forth the requirements, technical or otherwise, 31 
under which a vendor may be qualified to supply a 32 
commodity through the delegated prequalification bidding. 33 
For each prequalification agreement, the director shall 34 
follow the notice and advertising requirements set forth in 35 
§5A-3-10 of this code. 36 
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(2) A prequalification agreement may authorize the 37 
delegated prequalification bidding for only one type of 38 
commodity. 39 

(3) A vendor may submit information to the director to 40 
establish that it meets the requirements set forth in the 41 
prequalification agreement. 42 

(4) If the director determines that a vendor meets the 43 
requirements set forth in the prequalification agreement, the 44 
vendor may enter into the prequalification agreement as a 45 
prequalified vendor. 46 

(d) Delegated prequalification bidding procedures. — 47 

(1) A spending unit may commence the delegated 48 
prequalification bidding process by issuing a request for a 49 
commodity identified in the prequalification agreement 50 
stating in the request the quantity of the commodity to be 51 
procured. 52 

(2) The prequalified vendor that submits the lowest bid 53 
in response to the request shall be awarded the procurement. 54 

(3) The delegated prequalification bidding may not be 55 
utilized for any request for commodities anticipated to cost 56 
more than $1 million, unless approved in writing by the 57 
Director of Purchasing. The state may not issue a series of 58 
orders each anticipated to cost less than $1 million to 59 
circumvent the monetary limitation in this subsection. The 60 
limit expressed herein applies to each delegated 61 
prequalification bid conducted pursuant to the 62 
prequalification agreement and not to total spending under 63 
the prequalification agreement. 64 

(e) Rule-making authority. — The Director of the 65 
Purchasing Division shall propose rules for legislative 66 
approval in accordance with the provisions of §29A-3-1 et 67 
seq. of this code to implement this section, including, but 68 
not limited to, provisions to establish procedures for the 69 
solicitation and authorization of prequalification 70 
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agreements, prequalification of vendors, and 71 
implementation of delegated prequalification bidding. 72 

§5A-3-33d. Grounds for debarment. 

(a) Grounds for debarment are: 1 

(1) Conviction of an offense involving fraud or a felony 2 
offense related to obtaining or attempting to obtain a public 3 
contract or subcontract; 4 

(2) Conviction of any federal or state antitrust statute 5 
relating to the submission of offers; 6 

(3) Conviction of an offense involving embezzlement, 7 
theft, forgery, bribery, falsification, or destruction of 8 
records, making false statements, or receiving stolen 9 
property related to the performance of a contract; 10 

(4) Conviction of a felony offense demonstrating a lack 11 
of business integrity or business honesty that affects the 12 
present responsibility of the vendor or subcontractor; 13 

(5) Default on obligations owed to the state, including, 14 
but not limited to, obligations owed to the workers’ 15 
compensation funds, as defined in §23-2C-1 et seq. of this 16 
code, and obligations under the West Virginia 17 
Unemployment Compensation Act and West Virginia state 18 
tax and revenue laws. For purposes of this subdivision, a 19 
vendor is in default when, after due notice, the vendor fails 20 
to submit a required payment, interest thereon, or penalty, 21 
and has not entered into a repayment agreement with the 22 
appropriate agency of the state or has entered into a 23 
repayment agreement but does not remain in compliance 24 
with its obligations under the repayment agreement. In the 25 
case of a vendor granted protection by order of a federal 26 
bankruptcy court or a vendor granted an exemption under 27 
any rule of the Bureau of Employment Programs or the 28 
Insurance Commission, the director may waive debarment 29 
under §5A-3-33f of this code: Provided, That in no event 30 
may debarment be waived with respect to any vendor who 31 
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has not paid all current state obligations for at least the four 32 
most recent calendar quarters, excluding the current 33 
calendar quarter, or with respect to any vendor who is in 34 
default on a repayment agreement with an agency of the 35 
state; 36 

(6) The vendor is not in good standing with a licensing 37 
board, in that the vendor is not licensed when licensure is 38 
required by the law of this state, or the vendor has been 39 
found to be in violation of an applicable licensing law after 40 
notice, opportunity to be heard, and other due process 41 
required by law; 42 

(7) The vendor is an active and knowing participant in 43 
dividing or planning procurements to circumvent the 44 
$25,000 threshold requiring a sealed bid or otherwise 45 
avoiding the use of a sealed bid;  46 

(8) Violation of the terms of a public contract or 47 
subcontract for: 48 

(A) Willful failure to substantially perform in 49 
accordance with the terms of one or more public contracts; 50 

(B) Performance in violation of standards established by 51 
law or generally accepted standards of the trade or 52 
profession amounting to intentionally deficient or grossly 53 
negligent performance on one or more public contracts; 54 

(C) Use of substandard materials on one or more public 55 
contracts or defects in construction in one or more public 56 
construction projects amounting to intentionally deficient or 57 
grossly negligent performance, even if discovery of the 58 
defect is subsequent to acceptance of a construction project 59 
and expiration of any warranty thereunder; or 60 

(D) A repeated pattern or practice of failure to perform 61 
so serious and compelling as to justify debarment; or 62 

(9) Any other cause of a serious and compelling nature 63 
amounting to knowing and willful misconduct of the vendor 64 
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that demonstrates a wanton indifference to the interests of 65 
the public and that caused, or that had a substantial 66 
likelihood of causing, serious harm to the public. 67 

(b) For the purposes of this section, the term 68 
“conviction” includes, but may not be limited to, the 69 
entering of a deferred prosecution agreement or a plea of 70 
guilty or nolo contendere, including pleading to a lesser or 71 
related offense in exchange for some form of prosecutorial 72 
leniency. 73 

§5A-3-33f. Effects of debarment. 

(a) Unless the director determines in writing that there 1 
is a compelling reason to do otherwise, the state and its 2 
subdivisions may not solicit offers from, award contracts to, 3 
nor consent to subcontract with a debarred vendor during 4 
the debarment period. 5 

(b) The contracting officer may not exercise an option 6 
to renew or otherwise extend a current contract with a 7 
debarred vendor, nor a contract which is being performed in 8 
any part by a debarred subcontractor, unless the director 9 
approves the action in writing, based on compelling reasons 10 
for exercise of the option or extension. 11 

(c) The debarment decision may extend to all 12 
commodities and services of the vendor, or may be limited 13 
to specific commodities or services, as the director 14 
specifically finds, in the debarment procedure under §5A-3-15 
33e of this code, to be in the public interest based on the 16 
substantial record. 17 

(d) The director may extend the debarment to include a 18 
related party of the vendor.  The director shall follow the 19 
same procedure, and afford the affiliate like notice, hearing, 20 
and other rights, for extending the debarment to the affiliate 21 
as provided for under §5A-3-33e of this code for the 22 
debarment of the vendor.

(1) Spouses, parents, children, siblings, grandparents, or 25 
grandchildren of a debarred vendor or individual;  26 

(2) Any individual or entity that partially or completely 27 
owns, controls, or influences, or is partially or completely 28 
owned, controlled, or influenced by the actions of a 29 
debarred vendor or individual; 30 

(3) Entities that are related under common ownership or 31 
control with a debarred vendor; or  32 

(4) A business entity or individual that has contracted 33 
with or employed a debarred vendor or individual to 34 
perform work on one or more public contracts. 35 

(e) The director may reduce the period or extent of 36 
debarment, upon the vendor’s request supported by 37 
documentation, for the following reasons: 38 

(1) Newly discovered material evidence; 39 

(2) Reversal of the conviction or judgment upon which 40 
debarment was based; 41 

(3) Elimination of the causes for which the debarment 42 
was imposed; or 43 

(4) Other good cause shown, including evidence that the 44 
vendor has become responsible. 45 

(f) The director may extend the debarment period for an 46 
additional period if the director determines that the 47 
extension is necessary to protect the interests of the state. 48 
Upon the expiration of a debarment period, the director shall 49 
extend the debarment period for any vendor who has not 50 
paid all current state obligations for at least the four most 51 
recent calendar quarters, exempting the current calendar 52 
quarter, and for any vendor who is in default on a repayment 53 
agreement with an agency of the state, until such time as the 54 
cause for the extended debarment is removed. If the director 55 
extends the debarment period, the director shall follow the 56 
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same procedures, and afford the vendor like notice, hearing, 57 
and other rights for extending the debarment, as provided 58 
for debarment under §5A-3-33e of this code. 59 

(g) A debarment under this article may be waived by the 60 
director with respect to a particular contract if the director 61 
determines the debarment of the vendor would severely 62 
disrupt the operation of a governmental entity to the 63 
detriment of the general public or would not be in the public 64 
interest. 65 

§5A-3-37. Reciprocal preference; preference for resident 
vendors for certain contracts.  

(a) For purposes of this section, a vendor shall be 1 
deemed to be a resident of this state if such vendor: 2 

(1) Is registered in accordance with §11-12-1 et seq. of 3 
this code to transact business within the State of West 4 
Virginia; 5 

(2) Maintains its headquarters or principal place of 6 
business in the state;  7 

(3) Has actually paid, and not just applied to pay, 8 
personal property taxes imposed by chapter 11 of this code 9 
on equipment used in the regular course of supplying 10 
services or commodities of the general type offered; and  11 

(4) Has actually paid, and not just applied to pay, all 12 
required business taxes imposed by chapter 11 of this code. 13 

(b) Except as provided in §5A-3-37(c) of this code, in 14 
any instance that a purchase of commodities or printing by 15 
the director or by a state spending unit is required under the 16 
provisions of this article to be made upon competitive bids, 17 
preference shall only be given to resident vendors of West 18 
Virginia against a nonresident vendor from any state that 19 
gives or requires a preference to bidders from that state. The 20 
amount of the preference shall be equal to the amount of the 21 
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preference given or required by the state of the nonresident 22 
vendor for that particular supply. 23 

(c)(1) In any instance that a purchase of motor vehicles 24 
or construction and maintenance equipment and machinery 25 
used in highway and other infrastructure projects by the 26 
director or by a state department is required under the 27 
provisions of this article to be made upon competitive bids, 28 
the successful bid shall be determined as provided in this 29 
subsection.  30 

(2) For purposes of this subsection, a successful bid 31 
shall be determined and accepted as follows: 32 

(A) From an individual resident vendor who has resided 33 
in West Virginia continuously for the four years 34 
immediately preceding the date on which the bid is 35 
submitted or from a partnership, association, corporation 36 
resident vendor, or from a corporation nonresident vendor 37 
which has an affiliate or subsidiary which employs a 38 
minimum of 100 state residents and which has maintained 39 
its headquarters or principal place of business within West 40 
Virginia continuously for four years immediately preceding 41 
the date on which the bid is submitted, if the vendor’s bid 42 
does not exceed the lowest qualified bid from a nonresident 43 
vendor by more than two and one-half percent of the latter 44 
bid, and if the vendor has made written claim for the 45 
preference at the time the bid was submitted: Provided, That 46 
for purposes of this paragraph, any partnership, association, 47 
or corporation resident vendor of this state which does not 48 
meet the requirements of this paragraph solely because of 49 
the continuous four-year residence requirement, shall be 50 
considered to meet the requirement if at least 80 percent of 51 
the ownership interest of the resident vendor is held by 52 
another individual, partnership, association, or corporation 53 
resident vendor who otherwise meets the requirements of 54 
this paragraph, including the continuous four-year residency 55 
requirement: Provided, however, That the Purchasing 56 
Division shall promulgate rules relating to attribution of 57 
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ownership among several resident vendors for purposes of 58 
determining the 80 percent ownership requirement; or 59 

(B) From a resident vendor, if, for purposes of 60 
producing or distributing the motor vehicles or the 61 
construction and maintenance equipment and machinery 62 
used in highway and other infrastructure projects which are 63 
the subject of the vendor’s bid and continuously over the 64 
entire term of the contract, on average at least 75 percent of 65 
the vendor’s employees are residents of West Virginia who 66 
have resided in the state continuously for the two 67 
immediately preceding years, and the vendor’s bid does not 68 
exceed the lowest qualified bid from a nonresident vendor 69 
by more than two and one-half percent of the latter bid, and 70 
if the vendor has certified the residency requirements of this 71 
paragraph and made written claim for the preference, at the 72 
time the bid was submitted; or 73 

(C) From a nonresident vendor, which employs a 74 
minimum of 100 state residents or a nonresident vendor 75 
which has an affiliate or subsidiary which maintains its 76 
headquarters or principal place of business within West 77 
Virginia and which employs a minimum of 100 state 78 
residents, if, for purposes of producing or distributing the 79 
motor vehicles or the construction and maintenance 80 
equipment and machinery used in highway and other 81 
infrastructure projects which are the subject of the vendor’s 82 
bid and continuously over the entire term of the contract, on 83 
average at least 75 percent of the vendor’s employees or the 84 
vendor’s affiliate’s or subsidiary’s employees are residents 85 
of West Virginia who have resided in the state continuously 86 
for the two immediately preceding years and the vendor’s 87 
bid does not exceed the lowest qualified bid from a 88 
nonresident vendor by more than two and one-half percent 89 
of the latter bid, and if the vendor has certified the residency 90 
requirements of this paragraph and made written claim for 91 
the preference, at the time the bid was submitted; or 92 

(D) From a vendor who meets either the requirements 93 
of both §5A-3-37(c)(2)(A) and §5A-3-37(c)(2)(B) of this 94

code, if the bid does not exceed the lowest qualified bid 96 
from a nonresident vendor by more than five percent of the 97 
latter bid, and if the vendor has certified the residency 98 
requirements above and made written claim for the 99 
preference at the time the bid was submitted; or 100 

(E) From an individual resident vendor who is a veteran 101 
of the United States armed forces, the reserves or the 102 
National Guard and has resided in West Virginia 103 
continuously for the four years immediately preceding the 104 
date on which the bid is submitted, if the vendor’s bid does 105 
not exceed the lowest qualified bid from a nonresident 106 
vendor by more than three and one-half percent of the latter 107 
bid, and if the vendor has made written claim for the 108 
preference at the time the bid was submitted; or 109 

(F) From a resident vendor who is a veteran of the 110 
United States armed forces, the reserves or the National 111 
Guard, if, for purposes of producing or distributing motor 112 
vehicles or construction and maintenance equipment and 113 
machinery used in highway and other infrastructure projects 114 
which are the subject of the vendor’s bid and continuously 115 
over the entire term of the contract, on average at least 75 116 
percent of the vendor’s employees are residents of West 117 
Virginia who have resided in the state continuously for the 118 
two immediately preceding years and the vendor’s bid does 119 
not exceed the lowest qualified bid from a nonresident 120 
vendor by more than three and one-half percent of the latter 121 
bid, and if the vendor has certified the residency 122 
requirements of this paragraph and made written claim for 123 
the preference, at the time the bid was submitted; or 124 

(G) Notwithstanding any provisions of §5A-3-125 
37(c)(2)(A), §5A-3-37(c)(2)(B), §5A-3-37(c)(2)(C), §5A-126 
3-37(c)(2)(D), §5A-3-37(c)(2)(E), or §5A-3-37(c)(2)(F) of 127 
this code to the contrary, if any nonresident vendor that is 128 
bidding on the purchase of motor vehicles or construction 129 
and maintenance equipment and machinery used in highway 130 
and other infrastructure projects by the director or by a state 131 
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department is also certified as a small-, women-, or 132 
minority-owned business pursuant to §5A-3-59, the 133 
nonresident vendor shall be provided the same preference 134 
made available to any resident vendor under the provisions 135 
of this subdivision. 136 

(3) If any of the requirements or provisions set forth in 137 
this section jeopardize the receipt of federal funds, then the 138 
requirement or provisions are void and of no force and effect 139 
for that specific project. 140 

(4) The Purchasing Division shall promulgate any rules 141 
necessary to: (A) Determine that vendors have met the 142 
residence requirements described in this section; (B) 143 
establish the procedure for vendors to certify the residency 144 
requirements at the time of submitting their bids; (C) 145 
establish a procedure to audit bids which make a claim for 146 
preference permitted by this section and to reject 147 
noncomplying bids; and (D) otherwise accomplish the 148 
objectives of this subsection. 149 

(d) If the Purchasing Division determines under any 150 
audit procedure that a vendor who received a preference 151 
under this section fails to continue to meet the requirements 152 
for the preference at any time during the term of the contract 153 
for which the preference was received the Purchasing 154 
Division may: (1) Reject the vendor’s bid; or (2) assess a 155 
penalty against the vendor of not more than five percent of 156 
the vendor’s bid on the contract. 157 

(e) Political subdivisions of the state including county 158 
boards of education may grant the same preferences to any 159 
vendor of this state who has made a written claim for the 160 
preference at the time a bid is submitted, but for the 161 
purposes of this subsection, in determining the lowest bid, 162 
any political subdivision shall exclude from the bid the 163 
amount of business occupation taxes which must be paid by 164 
a resident vendor to any municipality within the county 165 
comprising or located within the political subdivision as a 166 
result of being awarded the contract which is the object of 167 
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the bid; in the case of a bid received by a municipality, the 168 
municipality shall exclude only the business and occupation 169 
taxes as will be paid to the municipality: Provided, That 170 
prior to soliciting any competitive bids, any political 171 
subdivision may, by majority vote of all its members in a 172 
public meeting where all the votes are recorded, elect not to 173 
exclude from the bid the amount of business and occupation 174 
taxes as provided in this subsection. 175 

§5A-3-45. Disposition of surplus state property; semiannual 
report; application of proceeds from sale. 

(a) The state agency for surplus property has the 1 
exclusive power and authority to make disposition of 2 
commodities or expendable commodities now owned or in 3 
the future acquired by the state when the commodities are 4 
or become obsolete or unusable or are not being used or 5 
should be replaced. 6 

(b) The agency shall determine what commodities or 7 
expendable commodities should be disposed of and make 8 
disposition in the manner which will be most advantageous 9 
to the state. The disposition may include: 10 

(1) Transferring the particular commodities or 11 
expendable commodities between departments; 12 

(2) Selling the commodities to county commissions, 13 
county boards of education, municipalities, public service 14 
districts, county building commissions, airport authorities, 15 
parks and recreation commissions, nonprofit domestic 16 
corporations qualified as tax exempt under Section 17 
501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as 18 
amended, or volunteer fire departments in this state when 19 
the volunteer fire departments have been held exempt from 20 
taxation under Section 501(c) of the Internal Revenue Code 21 
1986, as amended; 22 

(3) Trading in the commodities as a part payment on the 23 
purchase of new commodities; 24 
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(4) Cannibalizing the commodities pursuant to 25 
procedures established under §5A-3-45(g) of this code; 26 

(5) Properly disposing of the commodities as waste; 27 

(6) Selling the commodities to the general public at the 28 
posted price or to the highest bidder by means of public 29 
auctions or sealed bids, after having first advertised the 30 
time, terms, and place of the sale as a Class II legal 31 
advertisement in compliance with the provisions of §59-3-1 32 
et seq. of this code. The publication area for the publication 33 
is the county in which the sale is to be conducted. The sale 34 
may also be advertised in other advertising media that the 35 
agency considers advisable. The agency may sell to the 36 
highest bidder or to any one or more of the highest bidders, 37 
if there is more than one, or, if the best interest of the state 38 
will be served, reject all bids; or 39 

(7) Selling the commodities to the highest bidder by 40 
means of an Internet auction site approved by the director, 41 
as set forth in a legislative rule pursuant to the provisions of 42 
chapter 29A of this code. 43 

(c) Upon the sale to the general public or transfer of 44 
commodities or expendable commodities between 45 
departments, or upon the sale of commodities or expendable 46 
commodities to an eligible organization, the agency shall set 47 
the price to be paid by the receiving eligible organization, 48 
with due consideration given to current market prices. 49 

(d) The agency may sell expendable, obsolete, or 50 
unused motor vehicles owned by the state to an eligible 51 
organization, other than volunteer fire departments. In 52 
addition, the agency may sell expendable, obsolete, or 53 
unused motor vehicles owned by the state with a gross 54 
weight in excess of 4,000 pounds to an eligible volunteer 55 
fire department. The agency, with due consideration given 56 
to fair market value as determined by an independent 57 
automotive pricing guide, shall set the price at a fair market 58 
price to be paid by the receiving eligible organization for 59 
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motor vehicles sold pursuant to this provision. The fair 60 
market value shall be based on a thorough inspection of the 61 
vehicle by an employee of the agency who shall consider 62 
the mileage of the vehicle and the condition of the body, 63 
engine, and tires as indicators of its fair market value. If no 64 
fair market value is available, the agency shall set the price 65 
to be paid by the receiving eligible organization with due 66 
consideration given to current market prices. The duly 67 
authorized representative of the eligible organization, for 68 
whom the motor vehicle or other similar surplus equipment 69 
is purchased or otherwise obtained, shall cause ownership 70 
and proper title to the motor vehicle to be vested only in the 71 
official name of the authorized governing body for whom 72 
the purchase or transfer was made. The ownership or title, 73 
or both, shall remain in the possession of that governing 74 
body and be nontransferable for a period of not less than one 75 
year from the date of the purchase or transfer. Resale or 76 
transfer of ownership of the motor vehicle or equipment 77 
prior to an elapsed period of one year may be made only by 78 
reason of certified unserviceability. 79 

(e) The agency shall report to the Legislative Auditor, 80 
semiannually, all sales of commodities or expendable 81 
commodities made during the preceding six months to 82 
eligible organizations. The report shall include a description 83 
of the commodities sold, the price paid by the eligible 84 
organization which received the commodities, and to whom 85 
each commodity was sold. 86 

(f) The proceeds of the sales or transfers shall be 87 
deposited in the State Treasury to the credit on a pro rata 88 
basis of the fund or funds out of which the purchase of the 89 
particular commodities or expendable commodities was 90 
made: Provided, That the agency may charge and assess 91 
fees reasonably related to the costs of care and handling with 92 
respect to the transfer, warehousing, sale, and distribution 93 
of state property disposed of or sold pursuant to the 94 
provisions of this section. Notwithstanding §5A-3-45(e) of 95 
this code, if the fund or funds out of which the purchase was 96 
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made no longer exist, the spending unit may designate an 97 
alternate fund within which the proceeds must be deposited. 98 

(g)(1) For purposes of this section, “cannibalization” 99 
means the removal of parts from one commodity to use in 100 
the creation or repair of another commodity. 101 

(2) The Director of the Purchasing Division shall 102 
propose for promulgation legislative rules to establish 103 
procedures that permit the cannibalization of a commodity 104 
when it is in the best interests of the state. The procedures 105 
shall require the approval of the director prior to the 106 
cannibalization of the commodity under such circumstances 107 
as the procedures may prescribe. 108 

(3)(A) Under circumstances prescribed by the 109 
procedures, state agencies shall be required to submit a 110 
form, in writing or electronically, that, at a minimum, elicits 111 
the following information for the commodity the agency is 112 
requesting to cannibalize: 113 

(i) The commodity identification number;  114 

(ii) The commodity’s acquisition date;  115 

(iii) The commodity’s acquisition cost;  116 

(iv) A description of the commodity;  117 

(v) Whether the commodity is operable and, if so, how 118 
well it operates;  119 

(vi) How the agency will dispose of the remaining parts 120 
of the commodity; and  121 

(vii) Who will cannibalize the commodity and how the 122 
person is qualified to remove and reinstall the parts. 123 

(B) If the agency has immediate plans to use the 124 
cannibalized parts, the form shall elicit the following 125 
information for the commodity or commodities that will 126 
receive the cannibalized part or parts:  127 
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(i) The commodity identification number;  128 

(ii) The commodity’s acquisition date;  129 

(iii) The commodity’s acquisition cost;  130 

(iv) A description of the commodity;  131 

(v) Whether the commodity is operable;  132 

(vi) Whether the part restores the commodity to an 133 
operable condition; and  134 

(vii) The cost of the parts and labor to restore the 135 
commodity to an operable condition without 136 
cannibalization. 137 

(C) If the agency intends to retain the cannibalized parts 138 
for future use, it shall provide information justifying its 139 
request. 140 

(D) The procedures shall provide for the disposal of the 141 
residual components of cannibalized property. 142 

(h)(1) The Director of the Purchasing Division shall 143 
propose for promulgation legislative rules to establish 144 
procedures that allow state agencies to dispose of 145 
commodities in a landfill, or by other lawful means of waste 146 
disposal, if the value of the commodity is less than the 147 
benefit that may be realized by the state by disposing of the 148 
commodity using another method authorized in this section. 149 
The procedures shall specify circumstances where the state 150 
agency for surplus property shall inspect the condition of 151 
the commodity prior to authorizing the disposal and those 152 
circumstances when the inspection is not necessary prior to 153 
the authorization. 154 

(2) Whenever a state agency requests permission to 155 
dispose of a commodity in a landfill, or by other lawful 156 
means of waste disposal, the state agency for surplus 157 
property has the right to take possession of the commodity 158 
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and to dispose of the commodity using any other method 159 
authorized in this section. 160 

(3) If the state agency for surplus property determines, 161 
within 15 days of receiving a commodity, that disposing of 162 
the commodity in a landfill or by other lawful means of 163 
waste disposal would be more beneficial to the state than 164 
disposing of the commodity using any other method 165 
authorized in this section, the cost of the disposal is the 166 
responsibility of the agency from which it received the 167 
commodity. 168 

§5A-3-61. Standardization. 

(a) Notwithstanding any provision in this article to the 1 
contrary, a spending unit may utilize the process described 2 
in this section to standardize purchases of commodities used 3 
by the spending unit on a repeated basis. Such 4 
standardization may result in a determination that only a 5 
specific brand name for the commodity in question will be 6 
used.  7 

(b) Standardization is limited to commodities that 8 
represent a core function of the spending unit’s mission; 9 
would yield a savings of time and money if standardized; 10 
and either require testing or evaluation to determine 11 
accuracy or consistency or require interoperability in a 12 
larger system or network. Savings of time and money must 13 
be shown without considering the traditional procurement 14 
process or the standardization process.  15 

(c) Any standardization established under this section 16 
shall be valid for no more than four years. Upon expiration, 17 
the spending unit establishing the standardization may 18 
either take no action, which would allow the standardization 19 
to end, or undertake the process outlined in this section to 20 
establish a new standard. 21 

(d) A spending unit desiring to establish a standard must 22 
use the following procedure:  23

(1) The head of the spending unit must identify the 24 
commodity to be standardized and request approval from 25 
the director to establish a standard. The head of the spending 26 
unit shall provide to the director written certification and 27 
supporting evidence verifying that the requirements for 28 
standardization have been met. 29 

(2) The spending unit must identify the individual or 30 
individuals that will be evaluating the commodity for 31 
standardization. Each individual must certify that he or she 32 
has no conflict of interest and can evaluate the information 33 
used to standardize without favoritism or bias. At least one 34 
individual involved in the standardization evaluation must 35 
be the spending unit’s procurement officer. If the spending 36 
unit has no procurement officer, the individual responsible 37 
for the spending unit’s procurement must participate in the 38 
evaluation. 39 

(3) The spending unit must advertise the intent to 40 
standardize as a request for information in the system used 41 
at that time to solicit competitive bids. The spending unit 42 
should also identify all known entities that would have an 43 
interest in providing a commodity for evaluation and ensure 44 
that they receive notice of the request for information. The 45 
request for information must be advertised and allow for 46 
responses for no less than 30 calendar days. The request for 47 
information must notify the vendor community of the 48 
following: 49 

(A) That the spending unit is attempting to standardize 50 
state procurements for the commodity in question; 51 

(B) That any entity interested in having its products 52 
considered for standardization should provide information 53 
on the benefits and drawbacks of that entity’s products; 54 

(C) Any evaluation criteria that the spending unit will 55 
use in the standardization decision; 56 
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(D) The date and time by which documentation must be 57 
provided; and 58 

(E) The approximate date and time by which a decision 59 
will be made.  60 

(4) If the spending unit desires to conduct product 61 
testing, it must notify vendors in the request for information 62 
and establish a time period during which tests will be 63 
performed. Vendors may provide commodities for 64 
demonstration, testing, and evaluation so long as such items 65 
are provided at no cost and no risk to the state.  A written 66 
record describing the nature of the testing performed and a 67 
written record of the results of that testing shall be produced 68 
pursuant to any testing conducted on all the commodities 69 
being considered. The written record of testing and results 70 
shall be provided to the Purchasing Division and preserved. 71 

(5) The spending unit will evaluate the information 72 
received in response to the request for information, 73 
information the spending unit has obtained from its own 74 
research, the results of any product testing, and anything 75 
else the spending unit finds relevant to establish a pending 76 
standardization. 77 

(6) The spending unit must advertise the pending 78 
standardization as a request for information in the system 79 
used at that time to solicit competitive bids for a minimum 80 
of 15 calendar days. The request for information must notify 81 
the vendor community and any vendor who has participated 82 
in the standardization evaluation process of the following:  83 

(A) The pending decision to standardize, including any 84 
brand name that has been tentatively selected the standard;  85 

(B) The rationale for the selection made in the pending 86 
standardization; 87 

(C) That comments may be submitted for review for a 88 
period of 15 calendar days from the date of the 89 
advertisement;  90 
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(D) The date and time by which a final decision will be 91 
made, which will be no less than three days after the 92 
comment period has ended; and  93 

(E) The location where the final decision will be posted. 94 

(7) The spending unit must review the comments 95 
submitted in response to the pending standardization 96 
advertisement and make any adjustments that it deems 97 
necessary. 98 

(8) The head of the spending unit shall notify the 99 
director of a selection of the standard commodity, and the 100 
director shall post the results of the standardization decision 101 
on the Purchasing Division’s website. The spending unit 102 
shall also specifically notify any vendor who participated in 103 
the standardization evaluation process of the results in 104 
writing, within five business days of the final 105 
standardization selection. 106 

(e) Any vendor that participated in the standardization 107 
process may appeal the standardization decision to the head 108 
of the spending unit. The head of the spending unit shall 109 
consider the appeal in accordance with the administrative 110 
procedures established in chapter 29A of this code. 111 

(f) Once a standard has been established, the Purchasing 112 
Division is authorized to solicit competitive bids on behalf 113 
of the spending unit in the form of a request for quotation 114 
for the standardized commodity. 115 

(g) The director may develop any necessary forms and 116 
reporting templates for use in standardization approval, 117 
testing, reporting, or any other forms necessary to carry out 118 
the provisions of this section. Such forms and reports shall 119 
be maintained by the Purchasing Division. 120 

CHAPTER 5G. PROCUREMENT OF ARCHITECT-
ENGINEER SERVICES BY STATE AND ITS SUBDIVISIONS. 

ARTICLE 1. PROCUREMENT OF ARCHITECT-ENGINEER 
SERVICES. 
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§5G-1-3. Contracts for architectural and engineering 

services; selection process where total project costs are 
estimated to cost $250,000 or more. 

In the procurement of architectural and engineering 1 
services for projects estimated to cost $250,000 or more, the 2 
director of purchasing shall encourage firms engaged in the 3 
lawful practice of the profession to submit an expression of 4 
interest, which shall include a statement of qualifications 5 
and performance data, and may include anticipated concepts 6 
and proposed methods of approach to the project. All jobs 7 
shall be announced by public notice published as a Class II 8 
legal advertisement in compliance with the provisions of 9 
§59-3-1 et seq. of this code. A committee of three to five 10 
representatives of the agency initiating the request shall 11 
evaluate the statements of qualifications and performance 12 
data and other material submitted by interested firms and 13 
select three firms which, in their opinion, are best qualified 14 
to perform the desired service: Provided, That if such 15 
circumstances exist, such that seeking competition could 16 
result in a compromise to public safety, significantly 17 
increase costs, or an extended interruption of essential 18 
services, the agency may, with the prior approval of the 19 
director of purchasing, select a firm on the basis of previous 20 
satisfactory performance and knowledge of the agency’s 21 
facilities and needs: Provided, however, That on projects 22 
funded, wholly or in part, by School Building Authority 23 
moneys, in accordance with §18-9D-15 and §18-9D-16 of 24 
this code, two of said three firms shall have had offices 25 
within this state for a period of at least one year prior to 26 
submitting an expression of interest regarding a project 27 
funded by School Building Authority moneys. Interviews 28 
with each firm selected shall be conducted and the 29 
committee shall conduct discussions regarding anticipated 30 
concepts and proposed methods of approach to the 31 
assignment. The committee shall then rank, in order of 32 
preference, no less than three professional firms deemed to 33 
be the most highly qualified to provide the services 34 
required, and shall commence scope of service and price 35 
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negotiations with the highest qualified professional firm for 36 
architectural or engineering services or both. Should the 37 
agency be unable to negotiate a satisfactory contract with 38 
the professional firm considered to be the most qualified, at 39 
a fee determined to be fair and reasonable, price 40 
negotiations with the firm of second choice shall 41 
commence. Failing accord with the second most qualified 42 
professional firm, the committee shall undertake price 43 
negotiations with the third most qualified professional firm. 44 
Should the agency be unable to negotiate a satisfactory 45 
contract with any of the selected professional firms, it shall 46 
select additional professional firms in order of their 47 
competence and qualifications and it shall continue 48 
negotiations in accordance with this section until an 49 
agreement is reached: Provided further, That county boards 50 
of education may either elect to start the selection process 51 
over in the original order of preference, or it may select 52 
additional professional firms in order of their competence 53 
and qualifications, and it shall continue negotiations in 54 
accordance with this section until an agreement is reached: 55 
And provided further, That for any water or wastewater 56 
construction project the engineering design and 57 
construction inspection costs may not exceed the amount 58 
calculated pursuant to the compensation curves for 59 
consulting engineering services based upon project 60 
construction costs published by the American Society of 61 
Civil Engineers manual of practice, unless granted a 62 
variance by the Infrastructure and Jobs Development 63 
Council established pursuant to §31-15A-1 et seq. of this 64 
code. 65 

§5G-1-4. Contracts for architectural and engineering 
services; selection process where total project costs are 
estimated to cost less than $250,000; division of highways 
procurements. 

(a) In the procurement of architectural and engineering 1 
services for projects estimated to cost less than $250,000, 2 
competition shall be sought by the agency. The agency shall 3 
conduct discussions with three or more professional firms 4 
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solicited on the basis of known or submitted qualifications 5 
for the assignment prior to the awarding of any contract: 6 
Provided, That if a judgment is made that special 7 
circumstances exist and that seeking competition is not 8 
practical, the agency may, with the prior approval of the 9 
director of purchasing, select a firm on the basis of previous 10 
satisfactory performance and knowledge of the agency’s 11 
facilities and needs. After selection, the agency and firm 12 
shall develop the scope of services required and negotiate a 13 
contract. 14 

(b) The Division of Highways may procure the services 15 
of architectural and engineering firms under the provisions 16 
of this section in an amount not to exceed $750,000 for the 17 
services per project. 18 

Chapter 6d. public contracts. 19 

article 1. disclosure of interested parties. 20 

§6D-1-1. Definitions. 

For purposes of this article: 1 

(a) “Applicable contract” means a contract of a state 2 
agency that has an actual or estimated value of at least $1 3 
million: Provided, That this shall include a series of related 4 
contracts or orders in which the cumulative total exceeds $1 5 
million. 6 

(b) “Business entity” means any entity recognized by 7 
law through which business is conducted, including, but not 8 
limited to, a sole proprietorship, partnership, limited 9 
liability company, or corporation. For purposes of this 10 
article, “business entity” does not include publicly traded 11 
companies listed on a national or international stock 12 
exchange. 13 

(c) “Disclosure” shall mean a form prescribed and 14 
approved by the Ethics Commission pursuant to §6D-1-3 of 15 
this code. 16 
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(d) “Interested party” or “interested parties” means: (1) 17 
A business entity performing work or service pursuant to, 18 
or in furtherance of, the applicable contract, including sub-19 
contractors; (2) any person who has an ownership interest 20 
equal to or greater than 25 percent in the business entity 21 
performing work or service pursuant to, or in furtherance of, 22 
the applicable contract; and (3) the person or business 23 
entity, if any, that served as a compensated broker or 24 
intermediary to actively facilitate the applicable contract or 25 
negotiated the terms of the applicable contract with the state 26 
agency: Provided, That §6D-1-1(d)(3) of this code shall not 27 
include persons or business entities performing legal 28 
services related to the negotiation or drafting of the 29 
applicable contract. 30 

(e) “State agency” means a board, commission, office, 31 
department, or other agency in the executive, judicial, or 32 
legislative branch of state government, including publicly 33 
funded institutions of higher education: Provided, That for 34 
purposes of this article, the West Virginia Investment 35 
Management Board shall not be deemed a state agency nor 36 
subject to the requirements of this article. 37 

CHAPTER 18B. HIGHER EDUCATION. 38 

ARTICLE 5.  HIGHER EDUCATION BUDGETS AND 
EXPENDITURES. 

§18B-5-4. Purchase or acquisition of materials, supplies, 
equipment, services, and printing.  

(a) The council, commission, and each governing board 1 
shall purchase or acquire all materials, supplies, equipment, 2 
services, and printing required for their respective needs: 3 
Provided, That the governing boards under the jurisdiction 4 
of the commission, including the exempted schools, are 5 
subject to §18B-5-4(d) of this code. 6 

(b) The commission and council jointly shall adopt rules 7 
governing and controlling acquisitions and purchases in 8 
accordance with this section: Provided, That these rules do 9 
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not apply to the exempted schools and the governing boards 10 
of the exempted schools shall adopt their own rules 11 
consistent with this section: Provided, however, That the 12 
joint rules shall provide for appropriate deference to the 13 
value judgments of governing boards under the jurisdiction 14 
of the commission. The rules shall ensure that the following 15 
procedures are followed: 16 

(1) No person is precluded from participating and 17 
making sales thereof to the council, commission, or 18 
governing board except as otherwise provided in §18B-5-5 19 
of this code. Providing consulting services such as strategic 20 
planning services does not preclude or inhibit the governing 21 
boards, council, or commission from considering a qualified 22 
bid or response for delivery of a product or a commodity 23 
from the individual providing the services; 24 

(2) Specifications are established and prescribed for 25 
materials, supplies, equipment, services, and printing to be 26 
purchased; 27 

(3) Purchase order, requisition, or other forms as may 28 
be required are adopted and prescribed; 29 

(4) Purchases and acquisitions in such quantities, at such 30 
times and under contract, are negotiated for and made in the 31 
open market or through other accepted methods of 32 
governmental purchasing as may be practicable in 33 
accordance with general law; 34 

(5) Bids are advertised on all purchases exceeding 35 
$50,000 and made by means of sealed or electronically 36 
submitted bids and competitive bidding or advantageous 37 
purchases effected through other accepted governmental 38 
methods and practices. Competitive bids are not required for 39 
purchases of $50,000 or less; 40 

(6) Notices for acquisitions and purchases for which 41 
competitive bids are being solicited are posted either in the 42 
purchasing office of the specified institution involved in the 43 
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purchase or by electronic means available to the public at 44 
least five days prior to making the purchases. The rules shall 45 
ensure that the notice is available to the public during 46 
business hours; 47 

(7) Purchases are made in the open market; 48 

(8) Vendors are notified of bid solicitation and 49 
emergency purchasing; and 50 

(9) No fewer than three bids are obtained when bidding 51 
is required, except if fewer than three bids are submitted, an 52 
award may be made from among those received. 53 

(c) When a state institution of higher education submits 54 
a contract, agreement, or other document to the Attorney 55 
General for approval as to form as required by this chapter, 56 
the following conditions apply: 57 

(1) “Form” means compliance with the Constitution and 58 
statutes of the State of West Virginia; 59 

(2) The Attorney General does not have the authority to 60 
reject a contract, agreement, or other document based on the 61 
substantive provisions in the contract, agreement, or 62 
document or any extrinsic matter as long as it complies with 63 
the Constitution and statutes of this state; 64 

(3) Within 15 days of receipt, the Attorney General shall 65 
notify the appropriate state institution of higher education in 66 
writing that the contract, agreement, or other document is 67 
approved or disapproved as to form. If the contract, 68 
agreement, or other document is disapproved as to form, the 69 
notice of disapproval shall identify each defect that supports 70 
the disapproval; and 71 

(4) If the state institution elects to challenge the 72 
disapproval by filing a writ of mandamus or other action and 73 
prevails, then the Attorney General shall pay reasonable 74 
attorney fees and costs incurred. 75 
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(d) Pursuant to this subsection, the governing boards 76 
under the jurisdiction of the commission, including the 77 
exempted schools, respectively, may carry out the following 78 
actions: 79 

(1) Purchase or acquire all materials, supplies, 80 
equipment, services, and printing required for the governing 81 
board without approval from the commission or the Vice 82 
Chancellor for Administration and may issue checks in 83 
advance to cover postage as provided in §18B-5-4(f) of this 84 
code; 85 

(2) Purchase from cooperative buying groups, consortia, 86 
the federal government or from federal government 87 
contracts, or from West Virginia public institution of higher 88 
education contracts, if the materials, supplies, services, 89 
equipment, or printing to be purchased is available from 90 
these groups and if this would be the most financially 91 
advantageous manner of making the purchase; 92 

(3) Select and acquire by contract or lease all grounds, 93 
buildings, office space, or other space, and capital 94 
improvements, including equipment, if the rental is 95 
necessarily required by the governing board; and 96 

(4) Use purchase cards.  97 

(e) The governing boards shall adopt sufficient 98 
accounting and auditing procedures and promulgate and 99 
adopt appropriate rules subject to §18B-1-6 of this code to 100 
govern and control acquisitions, purchases, leases, and other 101 
instruments for grounds, buildings, office, or other space, 102 
and capital improvements, including equipment, or lease-103 
purchase agreements. 104 

(f) The council, commission, or each governing board 105 
may issue a check in advance to a company supplying 106 
postage meters for postage used by that board, the council, 107 
or commission and by the state institutions of higher 108 
education under their jurisdiction. 109 
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(g) When a purchase is to be made by bid, any or all bids 110 
may be rejected. However, all purchases based on 111 
advertised bid requests shall be awarded to the lowest 112 
responsible bidder taking into consideration the qualities of 113 
the articles to be supplied, their conformity with 114 
specifications, their suitability to the requirements of the 115 
governing boards, council, or commission and delivery 116 
terms.  117 

 (h) The governing boards, council, and commission 118 
shall maintain a purchase file, which shall be a public record 119 
and open for public inspection. 120 

(1) After the award of the order or contract, the 121 
governing boards, council, and commission shall indicate 122 
upon the successful bid the following information: 123 

(A) Designation as the successful bid; 124 

(B) The reason any bids were rejected; and 125 

(C) The reason for rejection, if the mathematical low 126 
vendor was not awarded the order or contract. 127 

(2) A record in the purchase file may not be destroyed 128 
without the written consent of the Legislative Auditor. 129 
Those files in which the original documentation has been 130 
held for at least one year and in which the original 131 
documents have been reproduced and archived on 132 
microfilm or other equivalent method of duplication may be 133 
destroyed without the written consent of the Legislative 134 
Auditor. 135 

(3) All files, no matter the storage method, shall be open 136 
for inspection by the Legislative Auditor upon request. 137 

(i) The commission and council, also jointly, shall 138 
promulgate rules to prescribe qualifications to be met by any 139 
person who is to be employed as a buyer at a state college 140 
and university or community and technical college pursuant 141 
to this section. These rules shall require that a person may 142 
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not be employed as a buyer unless that person, at the time 143 
of employment, has one of the following qualifications: 144 

(1) Is a graduate of an accredited college or university; 145 
or 146 

(2) Has at least four years’ experience in purchasing for 147 
any unit of government or for any business, commercial, or 148 
industrial enterprise. 149 

(j) Any person making purchases and acquisitions 150 
pursuant to this section shall execute a bond in the penalty 151 
of $50,000, payable to the State of West Virginia, with a 152 
corporate bonding or surety company authorized to do 153 
business in this state as surety thereon, in form prescribed 154 
by the Attorney General and conditioned upon the faithful 155 
performance of all duties in accordance with this section and 156 
sections five through eight, inclusive, of this article and the 157 
rules of the governing board and the council and 158 
commission. In lieu of separate bonds for these buyers, a 159 
blanket surety bond may be obtained. The bond shall be 160 
filed with the Secretary of State and the cost of the bond 161 
shall be paid from funds appropriated to the applicable 162 
governing board or the council or commission. 163 

(k) All purchases and acquisitions shall be made in 164 
consideration and within limits of available appropriations 165 
and funds and in accordance with applicable provisions of 166 
§5A-2-1 et seq. of this code relating to expenditure 167 
schedules and quarterly allotments of funds. 168 
Notwithstanding any other provision of this code to the 169 
contrary, only those purchases exceeding the dollar amount 170 
for competitive sealed bids in this section are required to be 171 
encumbered. Such purchases may be entered into the state’s 172 
centralized accounting system by the staff of the 173 
commission, council, or governing boards to satisfy the 174 
requirements of §5A-2-1 et seq. of this code to determine 175 
whether the amount of the purchase is within the quarterly 176 
allotment of the commission, council, or governing board, 177 
is in accordance with the approved expenditure schedule 178 
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and otherwise conforms to the article: Provided, That, 179 
notwithstanding the foregoing provisions of this subsection 180 
or any other provision of this code to the contrary, purchases 181 
by exempted schools are not required to be encumbered. 182 

(l) The governing boards, council, or commission may 183 
make requisitions upon the State Auditor for a sum to be 184 
known as an advance allowance account, not to exceed five 185 
percent of the total of the appropriations for the governing 186 
board, council, or commission, and the State Auditor shall 187 
draw a warrant upon the Treasurer for those accounts. All 188 
advance allowance accounts shall be accounted for by the 189 
applicable governing board or the council or commission 190 
once every 30 days or more often if required by the State 191 
Auditor. 192 

(m) Contracts entered into pursuant to this section shall 193 
be signed by the applicable governing board or the council 194 
or commission in the name of the state and shall be 195 
approved as to form by the Attorney General. A contract 196 
which requires approval as to form by the Attorney General 197 
is considered approved if the Attorney General has not 198 
responded within 15 days of presentation of the contract. A 199 
contract or a change order for that contract and 200 
notwithstanding any other provision of this code to the 201 
contrary, associated documents such as performance and 202 
labor/material payments, bonds, and certificates of 203 
insurance which use terms and conditions or standardized 204 
forms previously approved by the Attorney General and do 205 
not make substantive changes in the terms and conditions of 206 
the contract do not require approval as to form by the 207 
Attorney General. The Attorney General shall make a list of 208 
those changes which he or she considers to be substantive 209 
and the list, and any changes to the list, shall be published 210 
in the State Register. A contract that exceeds the dollar 211 
amount requiring competitive sealed bids in this section 212 
shall be filed with the State Auditor. If requested to do so, 213 
the governing boards, council, or commission shall make all 214 
contracts available for inspection by the State Auditor. The 215 
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governing board, council, or commission, as appropriate, 216 
shall prescribe the amount of deposit or bond to be 217 
submitted with a bid or contract, if any, and the amount of 218 
deposit or bond to be given for the faithful performance of 219 
a contract. 220 

(n) If the governing board, council, or commission 221 
purchases or contracts for materials, supplies, equipment, 222 
services, and printing contrary to §18B-5-4 through §18B-223 
5-7 of this code or the rules pursuant to this article, the 224 
purchase or contract is void and of no effect. 225 

(o) A governing board or the council, or commission, as 226 
appropriate, may request the director of purchasing to make 227 
available the facilities and services of that department to the 228 
governing boards, council, or commission in the purchase 229 
and acquisition of materials, supplies, equipment, services, 230 
and printing. The director of purchasing shall cooperate 231 
with that governing board, council, or commission, as 232 
appropriate, in all such purchases and acquisitions upon that 233 
request. 234 

(p) Each governing board or the council, or commission, 235 
as appropriate, may permit affiliated organizations, state 236 
institutions of higher education, or private institutions of 237 
higher education to join as purchasers on purchase contracts 238 
for materials, supplies, services, and equipment entered into 239 
by that governing board or the council, or commission. An 240 
affiliated organization, state institution of higher education, 241 
or private institution desiring to join as purchaser on 242 
purchase contracts shall file with that governing board or 243 
the council or commission, as appropriate, an affidavit 244 
signed by the president or designee of the affiliated 245 
organization, state institution of higher education, or private 246 
institution requesting that it be authorized to join as 247 
purchaser on purchase contracts of that governing board or 248 
the council, or commission, as appropriate. The affiliated 249 
organization, state institution of higher education, or private 250 
institution shall agree that it is bound by such terms and 251 
conditions as that governing board or the council, or 252 
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commission may prescribe and that it will be responsible for 253 
payment directly to the vendor under each purchase 254 
contract. 255 

(q) Notwithstanding any other provision of this code to 256 
the contrary, the governing boards, council, and 257 
commission, as appropriate, may make purchases from 258 
cooperative buying groups, consortia, the federal 259 
government or from federal government contracts if the 260 
materials, supplies, services, equipment, or printing to be 261 
purchased is available from that source, and purchasing 262 
from that source would be the most financially 263 
advantageous manner of making the purchase. 264 

(r) An independent performance audit of all purchasing 265 
functions and duties which are performed at any state 266 
institution of higher education shall be performed at least 267 
once in each three-year period. The Joint Committee on 268 
Government and Finance shall require a performance audit 269 
and the governing boards, council, and commission, as 270 
appropriate, are responsible for paying the cost of the audit 271 
from funds appropriated to the governing boards, council, 272 
or commission. 273 

(1) The governing board shall provide for independent 274 
performance audits of all purchasing functions and duties on 275 
its campus at least once in each three-year period. 276 

(2) Each audit shall be inclusive of the entire time period 277 
that has elapsed since the date of the preceding audit. 278 

(3) Copies of all appropriate documents relating to any 279 
audit performed by a governing board shall be furnished to 280 
the Joint Committee on Government and Finance and the 281 
Legislative Oversight Commission on Education 282 
Accountability within 30 days of the date the audit report is 283 
completed. 284 

(s) The governing boards shall require each institution 285 
under their respective jurisdictions to notify and inform 286 
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every vendor doing business with that institution of §5A-3-287 
54 of this code, also known as the Prompt Pay Act of 1990. 288 

(t) Consultant services, such as strategic planning 289 
services, do not preclude or inhibit the governing boards, 290 
council, or commission from considering any qualified bid 291 
or response for delivery of a product or a commodity 292 
because of the rendering of those consultant services. 293 

(u) Purchasing card use may be expanded by the 294 
council, commission, and state institutions of higher 295 
education pursuant to this subsection. 296 

(1) The council and commission jointly shall establish 297 
procedures to be implemented by the council, commission, 298 
and any state college and university or community and 299 
technical college using purchasing cards. The governing 300 
boards of the exempted schools shall establish procedures 301 
to be implemented by their respective institutions. The 302 
procedures shall ensure that each meets the following 303 
conditions: 304 

(A) Appropriate use of the purchasing card system; 305 

(B) Full compliance of §12-3-1 et seq. of this code 306 
relating to the purchasing card program; and 307 

(C) Sufficient accounting and auditing procedures for 308 
all purchasing card transactions. 309 

(2) Notwithstanding any other provision of this code to 310 
the contrary, the council, commission, and any institution 311 
authorized pursuant to §18B-5-4(u)(3) of this code may use 312 
purchasing cards for the following purposes: 313 

(A) Payment of travel expenses directly related to the 314 
job duties of the traveling employee, including, but not 315 
limited to, fuel and food; and316 
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(B) Payment of any routine, regularly scheduled 317 
payment, including, but not limited to, utility payments and 318 
real property rental fees. 319 

(3) The commission and council each shall evaluate the 320 
capacity of each state college and university and community 321 
and technical college under its jurisdiction for complying 322 
with the procedures established pursuant to §18B-5-4(u)(2) 323 
of this code. The commission and council each shall 324 
authorize expanded use of purchasing cards pursuant to that 325 
subdivision for any state college and university and 326 
community and technical college it determines has the 327 
capacity to comply. 328

(1) Applicants for original or renewal driver’s licenses 6 
or identification cards; and 7 

(2) Applicants for a renewal of a vehicle registration. 8 

(b) A contribution under §17A-2-12a(a) of this code 9 
shall be added, as appropriate, to the regular fee for: 10 

(1) An original or renewal driver’s license or 11 
identification card; and 12 

(2) A renewal of a vehicle registration. 13 

(c) Contributions under §17A-2-12a(a) of this code 14 
shall be used exclusively for purposes set forth in §9A-1-1 15 
et seq. of this code. 16 

(d) The division shall determine on a monthly basis the 17 
total amount collected under this section and report and 18 
transfer said amount to the State Treasurer.

§5-16D-1. Definitions. 

As used in this article, the term: 1 

(a) “Actuarial cost method” means a method for 2 
determining the actuarial present value of the obligations 3 
and administrative expenses of the fund and for developing 4 
an actuarially equivalent allocation of the value to time 5 
periods, usually in the form of a normal cost and a total other 6 
post-employment benefits liability. Acceptable actuarial 7 
methods are the aggregate, attained age, entry age, frozen 8 
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attained age, frozen entry age, and projected unit credit 9 
methods. 10 

(b) “Actuarially sound” means that calculated 11 
contributions to the fund are sufficient to pay the full 12 
actuarial cost of the fund. The full actuarial cost includes 13 
both the normal cost of providing for fund obligations as 14 
they accrue in the future and the cost of amortizing the 15 
unfunded total other post-employment benefits liability 16 
over a period of no more than 30 years. 17 

(c) “Actuarial present value of total projected benefits” 18 
means the present value, at the valuation date, of the cost to 19 
finance benefits payable in the future, discounted to reflect 20 
the expected effects of the time value of money and the 21 
probability of payment. 22 

(d) “Actuarial assumptions” means assumptions 23 
regarding the occurrence of future events affecting the fund 24 
such as mortality, withdrawal, disability, and retirement; 25 
changes in compensation and offered post-employment 26 
benefits; rates of investment earnings and other asset 27 
appreciation or depreciation; procedures used to determine 28 
the actuarial value of assets; and other relevant items. 29 

(e) “Actuarial valuation” means the determination, as of 30 
a valuation date, of the normal cost, total other post-31 
employment benefits liability, actuarial value of assets, and 32 
related actuarial present values for the fund. 33 

(f) “Administrative expenses” means all expenses 34 
incurred in the operation of the fund, including all 35 
investment expenses. 36 

(g) “Board” means the Public Employees Insurance 37 
Agency Finance Board created in §5-16-4 of this code. 38 

(h) “Collective net other post-employment benefits 39 
liability” means for any actuarial valuation, the excess of the 40 
plan’s total other post-employment benefits liability over 41 
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the actuarial value of the assets of the fund under an 42 
actuarial cost method used by the fund for funding purposes. 43 

(i) “Cost-sharing multiple employer plan” means a 44 
single plan with pooling (cost-sharing) arrangements for the 45 
participating employers. All risk, rewards, and costs, 46 
including benefit costs, are shared and not attributed 47 
individually to the employers. A single actuarial valuation 48 
covers all plan members and the same contribution rate 49 
applies for each employer. 50 

(j) “Covered health care expenses” means all actual 51 
health care expenses paid by the health plan on behalf of 52 
fund beneficiaries. Actual health care expenses include 53 
claims payments to providers and premiums paid to 54 
intermediary entities and health care providers by the health 55 
plan. 56 

(k) “Employer” means any employer as defined by §5-57 
16-2 of this code which has or will have retired employees 58 
in any Public Employees Insurance Agency health plan. 59 

(l) “Fund” means the West Virginia Retiree Health 60 
Benefit Trust Fund established under this article. 61 

(m) “Fund beneficiaries” means all persons receiving 62 
post-employment health care benefits through the health 63 
plan. 64 

(n) “Health plan” means the health insurance plan or 65 
plans established under §5-16-1 et seq. of this code. 66 

(o) “Minimum annual employer payment” means the 67 
annual amount paid by employers which, when combined 68 
with the retirees’ contributions on their premiums that year, 69 
provide sufficient funds such that the annual finance plan of 70 
the finance board will cover all projected retiree covered 71 
health care expenses and related administrative costs for 72 
that year. The finance board shall develop the minimum 73 
annual employer payment as part of its financial plan each 74 
year as addressed in §5-16-5 of this code. 75

(p) “Normal cost” means that portion of the actuarial 76 
present value of the fund obligations and expenses which is 77 
allocated to a valuation year by the actuarial cost method 78 
used for the fund.

(q) “Obligations” means the administrative expenses of 80 
the fund and the cost of covered health care expenses 81 
incurred on behalf of fund beneficiaries. 82 

(r) “Other post-employment benefits” or “retiree post-83 
employment health care benefits” means those benefits as 84 
addressed by governmental accounting standards board 85 
statement no. 43 or any subsequent governmental standards 86 
board statement that may be applicable to the fund. 87 

(s) “Plan for other post-employment benefits” means the 88 
fiscal funding plan for retiree post-employment health care 89 
benefits as it relates to governmental accounting standards 90 
board statement no. 43 or any subsequent governmental 91 
accounting standards board statements that may be 92 
applicable to the fund. 93 

(t) “Proportionate share” means the portion of the 94 
collective net other post-employment benefits liability that 95 
is attributed to, and the responsibility of, a particular 96 
employer. 97 

(u) “Retiree” means retired employee as defined by §5-98 
16-2 of this code. 99 

(v) “Retirement system” or “system” means the West 100 
Virginia Consolidated Public Retirement Board created and 101 
established by §5-10-1 et seq. of this code and includes any 102 
retirement systems or funds administered or overseen by the 103 
Consolidated Public Retirement Board. 104 

(w) “Total other post-employment benefits liability” 105 
means that portion, as determined by a particular actuarial 106 
cost method, of the actuarial present value of fund 107 
obligations and administrative expenses which is not 108 
provided by future normal costs. 109 
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§5-16D-3. Operation of trust fund. 

(a) Responsibility for the rules and policies for the 1 
proper operation of the fund is vested in the board. 2 

(b) The board shall adopt actuarial assumptions as it 3 
deems necessary and prudent. 4 

(c) The board shall determine the contribution rates in 5 
an actuarially sound manner and each employer’s 6 
proportionate share sufficient to maintain the fund in 7 
accordance with the state plan for other post-employment 8 
benefits. 9 

(d) The board may promulgate, in accordance with 10 
§29A-1-1 et seq. of this code, any rules it finds necessary to 11 
properly administer the fund. The board may promulgate 12 
emergency rules pursuant to the provisions of §29A-3-15 of 13 
this code.

ARTICLE 22A. RACETRACK VIDEO LOTTERY. 

§29-22A-5. Video lottery terminal requirements; application 
for approval of a video lottery terminal; testing of video 
lottery terminals; report of test results; modifications to 
previously approved models; conformity to prototype; 
seizure and destruction of terminals. 

(a) Video lottery terminals registered with and approved 1 
by the commission for use at licensed racetracks may offer 2 
video lottery games regulated, controlled, and owned and 3 
operated by the commission in accordance with the 4 
provisions of this section: Provided, That the Secretary of 5 
State shall post on the secretary’s website that the rules for 6 
video lottery games that have been approved by the 7 
commission are available for review at the office of the 8 
commission and provide relevant contact information.  9 
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(b) A manufacturer may not sell or lease a video lottery 10 
terminal for placement at a licensed racetrack in this state 11 
unless the terminal has been approved by the commission. 12 
Only manufacturers with permits may apply for approval of 13 
a video lottery terminal or associated equipment. The 14 
manufacturer shall submit two copies of terminal 15 
illustrations, schematics, block diagrams, circuit analysis, 16 
technical and operation manuals, and any other information 17 
requested by the commission for the purpose of analyzing 18 
and testing the video lottery terminal or associated 19 
equipment. 20 

(c) The commission may require that two working 21 
models of a video lottery terminal be transported to the 22 
location designated by the commission for testing, 23 
examination, and analysis. 24 

(1) The manufacturer shall pay all costs of testing, 25 
examination, analysis, and transportation of such video 26 
lottery terminal models. The testing, examination, and 27 
analysis of any video lottery terminal model may require 28 
dismantling of the terminal and some tests may result in 29 
damage or destruction to one or more electronic 30 
components of such terminal model. The commission may 31 
require that the manufacturer provide specialized equipment 32 
or pay for the services of an independent technical expert to 33 
test the terminal. 34 

(2) The manufacturer shall pay the cost of transportation 35 
of two video lottery terminals to lottery headquarters. The 36 
commission shall conduct an acceptance test to determine 37 
terminal functions and central system compatibility. If the 38 
video lottery terminal fails the acceptance test conducted by 39 
the commission, the manufacturer shall make all 40 
modifications required by the commission. 41 

(d) After each test has been completed, the commission 42 
shall provide the terminal manufacturer with a report 43 
containing findings, conclusions, and pass/fail results. The 44 
report may contain recommendations for video lottery 45 
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terminal modification to bring the terminal into 46 
compliance with the provisions of this article. Prior to 47 
approving a particular terminal model, the commission 48 
may require a trial period not in excess of 60 days for a 49 
licensed racetrack to test the terminal. During the trial 50 
period, the manufacturer may not make any modifications 51 
to the terminal model unless such modifications are 52 
approved by the commission.

(e) The video lottery terminal manufacturer and licensed 54 
racetrack are jointly responsible for the assembly and 55 
installation of all video lottery terminals and associated 56 
equipment. The manufacturer and licensed racetrack shall 57 
not change the assembly or operational functions of a 58 
terminal licensed for placement in West Virginia unless a 59 
request for modification of an existing video terminal 60 
prototype is approved by the commission.

CHAPTER 16. PUBLIC HEALTH. 

ARTICLE 1. STATE PUBLIC HEALTH SYSTEM. 

§16-1-7. Duties and powers of the commissioner; service on 
advisory councils; boards and commissions; authority to 
designate a representative to serve in his or her place on 
certain boards and commissions. 

(a) Effective July 1, 2012, the commissioner serves on 1 
the West Virginia Board of Medicine, provided in §30-3-1 2 
et seq. of this code.  3 

(b) Effective July 1, 2012, the commissioner serves on 4 
the following advisory councils, boards, and commissions: 5 

(1) The Advisory Committee on Cancer (Cancer 6 
Registry); 7 

(2) The Air Quality Board; 8 

(3) The Appalachian States Low-level Radioactive 9 
Waste Commission; 10 
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(4) The Child Fatality Review Team; 11 

(5) The Childhood Immunization Advisory Committee; 12 

(6) The Early Intervention Coordinating Council; 13 

(7) The Interagency Council on Osteoporosis; 14 

(8) The Sewage Advisory Board; 15 

(9) The State Emergency Response Commission; 16 

(10) The State Groundwater Coordinating Committee; 17 

(11) The Water Development Authority; 18 

(12) The West Virginia Commission for the Deaf and 19 
Hard of Hearing; 20 

(13) The West Virginia Infrastructure and Jobs 21 
Development Council; and 22 

(14) Any other advisory council, board, or commission 23 
as assigned by the secretary except for business, 24 
professional, or occupational licensing boards. 25 

(c) Notwithstanding any other provision of this code to 26 
the contrary, the commissioner may, at his or her discretion, 27 
designate in writing, a representative to serve in his or her 28 
stead at the meetings and in the duties of all boards and 29 
commissions on which the commissioner is designated as 30 
an ex officio member. The appropriately designated 31 
representative or proxy acts with the full power and 32 
authority of the commissioner in voting, acting upon matters 33 
concerning the public health and welfare, and other business 34 
that is properly the duty of any board or commission.

CHAPTER 30. PROFESSIONS AND OCCUPATIONS. 

ARTICLE 17. SANITARIANS. 

§30-17-4. State Board of Sanitarians. 

(a) The Board of Registration for Sanitarians is 1 
continued and commencing July 1, 2010, shall be known as 2 
the State Board of Sanitarians. Any member of the board, 3 
except one registered sanitarian, in office on July 1, 2010, 4 
may continue to serve until his or her successor has been 5 
appointed and qualified. 6 

(b) Prior to July 1, 2010, the Governor, by and with the 7 
advice and consent of the Senate, shall appoint one certified 8 
sanitarian to replace one registered sanitarian. 9 

(c) Commencing July 1, 2010, the board shall consist of 10 
the following seven voting members with staggered terms:  11 

(1) Four members who are registered sanitarians;  12 

(2) One member who has a certificate as a sanitarian at 13 
the time of the appointment: Provided, That if the member 14 
becomes a registered sanitarian during his or her 15 
appointment term, then the person may not be reappointed 16 
as the certified sanitarian member, but may be reappointed 17 
as a registered sanitarian member; and 18 

(3) Two citizen members who are not licensed, certified, 19 
or permitted under the provisions of this article, and who do 20 
not perform any services related to the practice of the 21 
professions regulated under the provisions of this article.  22 

(d) Each member must be appointed by the Governor, 23 
by and with the advice and consent of the Senate, and must 24 
be a resident of this state during the appointment term. 25 
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(e) The term of each board member is five years. 26 

(f) No member may serve more than two consecutive 27 
full terms and any member having served two full terms 28 
may not be appointed for one year after completion of his or 29 
her second full term. A member shall continue to serve until 30 
his or her successor has been appointed and qualified. 31 

(g) Each licensed or certified member shall have been 32 
engaged in the practice of environmental health science or 33 
public health sanitation for at least five years immediately 34 
preceding the appointment. 35 

(h) Each licensed or certified member shall maintain an 36 
active license or certificate with the board during his or her 37 
term. 38 

(i) The Governor may remove any member from the 39 
board for neglect of duty, incompetency, or official 40 
misconduct. 41 

(j) A licensed or certified member of the board 42 
immediately and automatically forfeits membership to the 43 
board if his or her license or certificate to practice is 44 
suspended or revoked. 45 

(k) A member of the board immediately and 46 
automatically forfeits membership to the board if he or she 47 
is convicted of a felony under the laws of any jurisdiction or 48 
becomes a nonresident of this state. 49 

(l) The board shall designate one of its members as 50 
chairperson who serves at the will of the board. 51 

(m) Each member of the board is entitled to receive 52 
compensation and expense reimbursement in accordance 53 
with §30-1-11 of this code. 54 

(n) A majority of the members of the board shall 55 
constitute a quorum. 56 
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(o) The board shall hold at least two annual meetings. 57 
Other meetings may be held at the call of the chairperson, 58 
or upon the written request of two members, at such time 59 
and place as designated in the call or request. 60 

(p) Prior to commencing his or her duties as a member 61 
of the board, each member shall take and subscribe to the 62 
oath required by section five, article IV of the Constitution 63 
of this state.

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§29-22D-2. State authorization of sports wagering at licensed 

racetrack facilities and historic resort hotel; legislative 
findings and declarations. 

(a) Operation of West Virginia Lottery sports wagering. 1 
— Notwithstanding any provision of law to the contrary, the 2 
operation of sports wagering and ancillary activities are 3 
only lawful when conducted in accordance with the 4 
provisions of this article and rules of the commission. 5 

(b) Legislative findings. —  6 

(1) The Legislature finds that the operation of the four 7 
racetracks and the historic resort hotel in this state play a 8 
critical role in the economy of this state, and such 9 
constitutional lotteries are rightfully authorized as state 10 
enterprises consistent with the rights and powers granted to 11 
the states under the Tenth Amendment of the United States 12 
Constitution. The federal government is a government of 13 
limited and enumerated powers, and powers not delegated 14 
to the United States by the Constitution nor prohibited by it 15 
to the states are reserved for the states and its respective 16 
citizens. 17 

(2) The Legislature finds that section 36, article VI of 18 
the Constitution of the State of West Virginia grants the 19 
state the exclusive right to lawfully own and operate a 20 
lottery in this state. Authorization of wagering on any 21 
constitutional lottery within West Virginia is within the 22 
state’s sovereign rights as a state to act in the best interest 23 
of its citizens.  24 

(3) The Legislature finds that it is in the best interests of 25 
the State of West Virginia for the state to operate a lottery 26 
in the form of sports wagering and that it is the intent of the 27 
Legislature to authorize sports wagering when federal law 28 
is enacted or repealed, or a federal court decision is issued 29 
that permits a state to regulate sports wagering, as such 30 
power is reserved to the states. 31 
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(4) The Legislature finds that illegal sports wagering 32 
channels operating throughout the United States pose a 33 
critical threat to the safety and welfare of the citizens of 34 
West Virginia and that creating civil and criminal penalties 35 
to prosecute illegal operators, while transferring this black 36 
market demand into a secure and highly regulated 37 
environment, will protect the public and positively benefit 38 
state revenues and the state’s economy. 39 

(5) The Legislature finds that in order to protect 40 
residents of this state who wager on sports or other events 41 
and to capture revenues and create jobs generated from 42 
sports wagering, it is in the best interests of this state and its 43 
citizens to regulate this activity by authorizing and 44 
establishing a secure, responsible, fair, and legal system of 45 
sports wagering immediately, when the federal ban on 46 
sports wagering is lifted. 47 

(6) The Legislature finds that the most effective and 48 
efficient manner in which the state can operate and regulate 49 
the forms of lottery authorized by the provisions of this 50 
article is to limit the number of authorized operators to those 51 
who are licensed, pursuant to the provisions of §29-22A-1 52 
et seq. of this code, and to facilities licensed to operate video 53 
lottery terminals, pursuant to the provisions of §29-25-1 et 54 
seq. of this code. 55 

(7) The Legislature finds that the granting of licenses 56 
pursuant to the provisions of this article, while maintaining 57 
all ownership rights and exercising control through strict 58 
regulation of all West Virginia Lottery sports wagering 59 
authorized by the provisions of this article, constitutes an 60 
appropriate exercise by the Legislature of the power granted 61 
it by the provisions of section 36, article VI of the 62 
Constitution of the State of West Virginia. 63 

(8) The Legislature finds that the operation of West 64 
Virginia Lottery sports wagering at racetracks, licensed 65 
pursuant to the provisions of §29-22A-1 et seq. of this code, 66 
and at a historic resort hotel, licensed pursuant the 67 
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provisions of §29-25-1 et seq. of this code, serves to protect, 68 
preserve, promote, and enhance the tourism industry of the 69 
state as well as the general fiscal wellbeing of the state and 70 
its subdivisions. 71 

§29-22D-3. Definitions. 

For the purposes of this article, the following terms have 1 
the meanings ascribed to them in this section: 2 

(1) “Adjusted gross sports wagering receipts” means an 3 
operator’s gross sports wagering receipts from West 4 
Virginia Lottery sports wagering, less winnings paid to 5 
wagerers in such games. 6 

(2) “Collegiate sport or athletic event” means a sport or 7 
athletic event offered or sponsored by, or played in 8 
connection with, a public or private institution that offers 9 
educational services beyond the secondary level. 10 

(3) “Commission” or “State Lottery Commission” 11 
means the West Virginia Lottery Commission, created by 12 
§29-22-1 et seq. of this code. 13 

(4) “Director” means the Director of the West Virginia 14 
State Lottery Commission, appointed pursuant to §29-22-6 15 
of this code. 16 

(5) “Gaming equipment” or “sports wagering 17 
equipment” means any mechanical, electronic or other 18 
device, mechanism, or equipment, and related supplies used 19 
or consumed in the operation of West Virginia Lottery 20 
sports wagering at a licensed gaming facility including, but 21 
not limited to, a kiosk installed to accept sports wagers. 22 

(6) “Gaming facility” means a designated area on the 23 
premises of an existing historic resort hotel, licensed under 24 
§29-25-1 et seq. of this code, to operate video lottery and 25 
table games or the facility of an entity authorized to operate 26 
racetrack video lottery machines, pursuant to §29-22A-1 et 27 
seq. of this code. 28 
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(7) “Government” means any governmental unit of a 29 
national, state, or local body exercising governmental 30 
functions, other than the United States Government.  31 

(8) “Gross sports wagering receipts” means the total 32 
gross receipts received by a licensed gaming facility from 33 
sports wagering. 34 

(9) “License” means any license, applied for or issued 35 
by the commission under this article, including, but not 36 
limited to: 37 

(A) A license to act as agent of the commission in 38 
operating West Virginia Lottery sports wagering at a 39 
licensed gaming facility (operator license or West Virginia 40 
Lottery sports wagering license); 41 

(B) A license to supply a gaming facility, licensed under 42 
this article, to operate sports wagering with sports wagering 43 
equipment or services necessary for the operation of sports 44 
wagering (supplier license); 45 

(C) A license to be employed at a racetrack or gaming 46 
facility, licensed under this article, to operate West Virginia 47 
Lottery sports wagering when the employee works in a 48 
designated gaming area that has sports wagering or 49 
performs duties in furtherance of or associated with the 50 
operation of sports wagering at the licensed gaming facility 51 
(occupational license); or 52 

(D) A license to provide management services under a 53 
contract to a gaming facility, licensed under this article, to 54 
operate sports wagering (management services provider 55 
license). 56 

(10) “Licensed gaming facility” means a designated 57 
area on the premises of an existing historic resort hotel, 58 
pursuant to §29-25-1 et seq. of this code, or the facility of 59 
an entity authorized to operate racetrack video lottery 60 
machines, pursuant to §29-22A-1 et seq. of this code, 61 
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licensed under this article, to conduct West Virginia Lottery 62 
sports wagering. 63 

(11) “Lottery” means the public gaming systems or 64 
games regulated, controlled, owned, and operated by the 65 
State Lottery Commission in the manner provided by 66 
general law, as provided in this article, §29-22-1 et seq., 67 
§29-22A-1 et seq., §29-22B-1 et seq., §29-22C-1 et seq., 68 
and §29-25-1 et seq. of this code. 69 

(12) “National criminal history background check 70 
system” means the criminal history record system 71 
maintained by the Federal Bureau of Investigation, based on 72 
fingerprint identification or any other method of positive 73 
identification. 74 

(13) “Operator” means a licensed gaming facility which 75 
has elected to operate a sports pool and other authorized 76 
West Virginia Lottery sports wagering activities. 77 

(14) “Professional sport or athletic event” means an 78 
event at which two or more persons participate in sports or 79 
athletic events and receive compensation in excess of actual 80 
expenses for their participation in such event. 81 

(15) “Sports event” or “sporting event” means any 82 
professional sport or athletic event, any collegiate sport or 83 
athletic event, motor race event, or any other special event 84 
authorized by the commission under this article. 85 

(16) “Sports pool” means the business of accepting 86 
wagers on any sports event by any system or method of 87 
wagering. 88 

(17) “Sports wagering account” means a financial 89 
record established by a licensed gaming facility for an 90 
individual patron in which the patron may deposit and 91 
withdraw funds for sports wagering and other authorized 92 
purchases, and to which the licensed gaming facility may 93 
credit winnings or other amounts due to that patron or 94 
authorized by that patron. 95 
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(18) “Sports wagering agreement” means a written 96 
agreement between the commission and one or more other 97 
governments whereby persons who are physically located in 98 
a signatory jurisdiction may participate in sports wagering 99 
conducted by one or more operators licensed by the 100 
signatory governments. 101 

(19) “Sports wagering fund” means the special fund in 102 
the State Treasury, created in §29-22D-17 of this code. 103 

(20) “Supplier” means a person that requires a supplier 104 
license to provide a sports wagering licensee with goods or 105 
services to be used in connection with operation of West 106 
Virginia Lottery sports wagering. 107 

(21) “Wager” means a sum of money or thing of value 108 
risked on an uncertain occurrence. 109 

(22) “West Virginia Lottery sports wagering” or “sports 110 
wagering” means the business of accepting wagers on 111 
sporting events and other events, the individual 112 
performance statistics of athletes in a sporting event or other 113 
events, or a combination of any of the same by any system 114 
or method of wagering approved by the commission 115 
including, but not limited to, mobile applications and other 116 
digital platforms that utilize communications technology to 117 
accept wagers originating within this state. The term 118 
includes, but is not limited to, exchange wagering, parlays, 119 
over-under, moneyline, pools, and straight bets. The term 120 
does not include: 121 

(A) Pari-mutuel betting on the outcome of horse or dog 122 
races, authorized by §19-23-12a and §19-23-12d of this 123 
code; 124 

(B) Lottery games of the West Virginia State Lottery, 125 
authorized by §29-22-1 et seq. of this code; 126 

(C) Racetrack video lottery, authorized by §29-22A-1 et 127 
seq. of this code; 128 
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(D) Limited video lottery, authorized by §29-22B-1 et 129 
seq. of this code; 130 

(E) Racetrack table games, authorized by §29-22C-1 et 131 
seq. of this code;  132 

(F) Video lottery and table games, authorized by §29-133 
25-1 et seq. of this code; and 134 

(G) Daily Fantasy Sports (DFS). 135 

(23) “West Virginia Lottery sports wagering license” 136 
means authorization granted under this article by the 137 
commission to a gaming facility that is already licensed 138 
under §29-22A-1 et seq. or §29-25-1 et seq. of this code, 139 
which permits the gaming facility as an agent of the 140 
commission to operate West Virginia Lottery sports 141 
wagering in one or more designated areas or in one or more 142 
buildings owned by the licensed gaming facility on the 143 
grounds where video lottery is conducted by the licensee or 144 
through any other authorized platform developed by the 145 
gaming facility. This term is synonymous with “operator’s 146 
license.” 147 

§29-22D-4. Commission duties and powers. 

(a) In addition to the duties set forth elsewhere in this 1 
article, §29-22-1 et seq., §29-22A-1 et seq., §29-22B-1 et 2 
seq., §29-22C-1 et seq., and §29-25-1 et seq. of this code, 3 
the commission shall have the authority to regulate sports 4 
pools and the conduct of sports wagering under this article. 5 

(b) The commission shall examine the regulations 6 
implemented in other states where sports wagering is 7 
conducted and shall, as far as practicable, adopt a similar 8 
regulatory framework through promulgation of rules and 9 
regulations.  10 

(c) The commission has the authority, pursuant to §29A-11 
1-1, et seq. and §29A-3-1, et seq. of this code, to promulgate 12 
or otherwise enact any legislative, interpretive, and 13 
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procedural rules the commission considers necessary for the 14 
successful implementation, administration, and 15 
enforcement of this article. Rules proposed by the 16 
commission before December 1, 2018, may be promulgated 17 
as emergency rules pursuant to §29A-3-15 of this code.  18 

(1) Regulations promulgated by the commission may 19 
include, but are not limited to, those governing the 20 
acceptance of wagers on a sports event or a series of sports 21 
events; maximum wagers which may be accepted by an 22 
operator from any one patron on any one sports event; type 23 
of wagering tickets which may be used; method of issuing 24 
tickets; method of accounting to be used by operators; types 25 
of records which shall be kept; use of credit and checks by 26 
patrons; type of system for wagering; protections for 27 
patrons placing wagers; and promotion of social 28 
responsibility, responsible gaming, and inclusion of the 29 
statement, “If you or someone you know has a gambling 30 
problem and wants help, call 1-800 GAMBLER,” in every 31 
designated area approved for sports wagering and on any 32 
mobile application or other digital platform used to place 33 
wagers.  34 

(2) The commission shall establish minimum internal 35 
control standards (MICS) and approve minimum internal 36 
control standards proposed by licensed operators for 37 
administration of sports wagering operations, wagering 38 
equipment and systems, or other items used to conduct 39 
sports wagering, as well as maintenance of financial records 40 
and other required records. 41 

(d) The commission shall determine the eligibility of a 42 
person to hold or continue to hold a license, shall issue all 43 
licenses, and shall maintain a record of all licenses issued 44 
under this article. The commission may accept applications, 45 
evaluate qualifications of applicants, and undertake initial 46 
review of licenses prior to promulgation of emergency rules 47 
upon the effective date of this article. 48 
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(e) The commission shall levy and collect all fees, 49 
surcharges, civil penalties, and weekly tax on adjusted gross 50 
sports wagering receipts imposed by this article, and deposit 51 
all moneys into the sports wagering fund, except as 52 
otherwise provided under this article.  53 

(f) The commission may sue to enforce any provision of 54 
this article or any rule of the commission by civil action or 55 
petition for injunctive relief. 56 

(g) The commission may hold hearings, administer 57 
oaths, and issue subpoenas or subpoenas duces tecum: 58 
Provided, That all hearings shall be conducted pursuant to 59 
the provisions of the State Administrative Procedures Act, 60 
§29A-2-1, et seq. of this code and the Lottery 61 
Administrative Appeal Procedures, W.Va. CSR §179-2-1, 62 
et seq. 63 

(h) The commission may exercise any other powers 64 
necessary to effectuate the provisions of this article and the 65 
rules of the commission. 66 

§29-22D-5. Licenses required. 

(a) The commission shall not grant a license required 1 
under this article to any applicant until the commission has 2 
published the notice in the State Register, as required by 3 
§29-22D-15(f) of this code. 4 

(b) No person may engage in any activity in connection 5 
with West Virginia Lottery sports wagering in this state 6 
unless all necessary licenses have been obtained in 7 
accordance with this article and rules of the commission. 8 
Four types of licenses: (1) Operator; (2) supplier; (3) 9 
management services provider; and (4) occupational—are 10 
issued pursuant to this article, and no person or entity may 11 
engage in any sports wagering operation or activity without 12 
first obtaining the appropriate license. 13 

(c) The commission may not grant a license until it 14 
determines that each person who has control of the applicant 15 
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meets all qualifications for licensure. The following persons 16 
are considered to have control of an applicant: 17 

(1) Each person associated with a corporate applicant, 18 
including any corporate holding company, parent company, 19 
or subsidiary company of the applicant who has the ability 20 
to control the activities of the corporate applicant or elect a 21 
majority of the board of directors of that corporation; this 22 
does not include any bank or other licensed lending 23 
institution which holds a mortgage or other lien acquired in 24 
the ordinary course of business; 25 

(2) Each person associated with a non-corporate 26 
applicant who directly or indirectly holds a beneficial or 27 
proprietary interest in the applicant’s business operation, or 28 
who the commission otherwise determines has the ability to 29 
control the applicant; and 30 

(3) Key personnel of an applicant, including any 31 
executive, employee, or agent, having the power to exercise 32 
significant influence over decisions concerning any part of 33 
the applicant’s business operation. 34 

(d) License application requirements. — All applicants 35 
for any license issued under this article shall submit an 36 
application to the commission in the form the commission 37 
requires and submit fingerprints for a national criminal 38 
records check by the Criminal Identification Bureau of the 39 
West Virginia State Police and the Federal Bureau of 40 
Investigation. The fingerprints shall be furnished by all 41 
persons required to be named in the application and shall be 42 
accompanied by a signed authorization for the release of 43 
information by the Criminal Investigation Bureau and the 44 
Federal Bureau of Investigation. The commission may 45 
require additional background checks on licensees when 46 
they apply for annual license renewal, and any applicant 47 
convicted of any disqualifying offense shall not be licensed. 48 

(e) Each sports wagering licensee, licensed supplier, or 49 
a licensed management services provider shall display the 50 
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license conspicuously in its place of business or have the 51 
license available for inspection by any agent of the 52 
commission or any law-enforcement agency. 53 

(f) Each holder of an occupational license shall carry the 54 
license and have some indicia of licensure prominently 55 
displayed on his or her person when present in a licensed 56 
gaming facility at all times, in accordance with the rules of 57 
the commission. 58 

(g) Each person licensed under this article shall give the 59 
commission written notice within 30 days of any change to 60 
any information provided in the licensee’s application for a 61 
license or renewal.  62 

(h) No commission employee may be an applicant for 63 
any license issued under this article nor may any employee 64 
of any such licensee directly or indirectly hold an ownership 65 
or a financial interest in any West Virginia Lottery sports 66 
wagering license. 67 

§29-22D-6. Operator license; West Virginia sports wagering 
operators.  

(a) In addition to the casino games permitted pursuant 1 
to the provisions of §29-22A-1 et seq., §29-22C-1 et seq., 2 
and §29-25-1 et seq. of this code, a licensed gaming facility 3 
may operate West Virginia Lottery sports wagering upon 4 
the approval of the commission, and the commission shall 5 
have the general responsibility for the implementation of 6 
this article and all other duties specified in §29-22-1 et seq., 7 
§29-22A-1 et seq., §29-22C-1 et seq., and §29-25-1 et seq. 8 
of this code, the provisions of this article, and applicable 9 
regulations. 10 

(b) All sports wagering authorized by this article shall 11 
be West Virginia Lottery games owned by the State of West 12 
Virginia. An operator license granted by the commission 13 
pursuant to this article grants licensees lawful authority to 14 
conduct West Virginia Lottery sports wagering within the 15 
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terms and conditions of the license and any regulations 16 
promulgated under this article. 17 

(c) Sports wagering licenses. — The commission may 18 
issue up to five licenses to operate West Virginia Lottery 19 
sports wagering in accordance with the provisions of this 20 
article. No more than five licenses to operate a gaming 21 
facility with West Virginia Lottery sports wagering shall be 22 
permitted in this state. 23 

(d) Grant of license. — Upon application by a gaming 24 
facility and payment of a $100,000 application fee, the 25 
commission shall immediately grant a West Virginia 26 
Lottery sports wagering license to an operator that provides 27 
for the right to conduct West Virginia Lottery sports 28 
wagering: Provided, That the applicant must hold a valid 29 
racetrack video lottery license issued by the commission, 30 
pursuant to §29-22A-1 et seq. of this code, or a valid license 31 
to operate a gaming facility, issued by the commission 32 
pursuant to §29-25-1 et seq. of this code, and otherwise meet 33 
the requirements for licensure under the provisions of this 34 
article and the rules of the commission. This license shall be 35 
issued for a five-year period, and may be renewed for five-36 
year periods upon payment of a $100,000 renewal fee, as 37 
long as an operator continues to meet all qualification 38 
requirements. 39 

(e) Location. — A West Virginia Lottery sports 40 
wagering license authorizes the operation of West Virginia 41 
Lottery sports wagering at locations and through any mobile 42 
application or other digital platforms approved by the 43 
commission. 44 

(f) Management service contracts. — 45 

(1) Approval. — A West Virginia Lottery sports 46 
wagering licensee may not enter into any management 47 
services contract that would permit any person other than 48 
the licensee to act as the commission’s agent in operating 49 
West Virginia Lottery sports wagering unless the 50 
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management service contract: (A) Is with a person licensed 51 
under this article to provide management services; (B) is in 52 
writing; and (C) has been approved by the commission. 53 

(2) Material change. — The West Virginia Lottery 54 
sports wagering licensee shall submit any material change 55 
in a management services contract, previously approved by 56 
the commission, to the commission for its approval or 57 
rejection before the material change may take effect. 58 

(3) Other commission approvals and licenses. — The 59 
duties and responsibilities of a management services 60 
provider under a management services contract may not be 61 
assigned, delegated, subcontracted, or transferred to a third 62 
party without the prior approval of the commission. Third 63 
parties must be licensed as a management services provider 64 
under this article before providing services.  65 

(g) Expiration date and renewal. —  66 

(1) A licensed operator shall submit to the commission 67 
such documentation or information as the commission may 68 
require demonstrating to the satisfaction of the director that 69 
the licensee continues to meet the requirements of the law 70 
and regulations. Required documentation or information 71 
shall be submitted no later than five years after issuance of 72 
an operator license and every five years thereafter, or within 73 
lesser periods based on circumstances specified by the 74 
commission.  75 

(2) If the licensee fails to apply to renew its license 76 
issued pursuant to §29-22A-1 et seq. or §29-25-1 et seq. of 77 
this code prior to expiration, the commission shall renew its 78 
license under this article at the time the expired license is 79 
renewed as long as the licensee was operating in compliance 80 
with applicable requirements in the preceding license year. 81 

(h) Surety bond. — A West Virginia Lottery sports 82 
wagering licensee shall execute a surety bond in an amount 83 
and in the form approved by the commission, to be given to 84 
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the state, to guarantee the licensee faithfully makes all 85 
payments in accordance with the provisions of this article 86 
and rules promulgated by the commission.  87 

(i) Audits. — Upon application for a license and 88 
annually thereafter, a West Virginia Lottery sports wagering 89 
licensee shall submit to the commission an annual audit of 90 
the financial transactions and condition of the licensee’s 91 
total operations prepared by a certified public accountant in 92 
accordance with generally accepted accounting principles 93 
and applicable federal and state laws. 94 

(j) Commission office space. — A West Virginia Lottery 95 
sports wagering licensee shall provide suitable office space 96 
at the sports wagering facility, at no cost, for the 97 
commission to perform the duties required of it by this 98 
article and the rules of the commission. 99 

(k) Facility qualifications. — A West Virginia Lottery 100 
sports wagering licensee shall demonstrate that its gaming 101 
facility with West Virginia Lottery sports wagering will: (1) 102 
Be accessible to disabled individuals, in accordance with 103 
applicable federal and state laws; (2) be licensed in 104 
accordance with this article, and all other applicable federal, 105 
state, and local laws; and (3) meet any other qualifications 106 
specified in rules adopted by the commission. 107 
Notwithstanding any provision of this code or any rules 108 
promulgated by the Alcohol Beverage Control 109 
Commissioner to the contrary, vacation of the premises after 110 
service of beverages ceases is not required for any licensed 111 
gaming facility.  112 

§29-22D-7. Management services providers; license requirements. 

(a) License. — The holder of a license to operate West 1 
Virginia Lottery sports wagering may contract with an 2 
entity to conduct that operation in accordance with the 3 
regulations of the commission. That entity shall obtain a 4 
license as a management services provider prior to the 5 
execution of any such contract, and such license shall be 6 
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issued pursuant to the provisions of this article and any 7 
regulations promulgated by the commission. 8 

(b) License qualifications and fee. — Each applicant for 9 
a management services provider license shall meet all 10 
requirements for licensure and pay a nonrefundable license 11 
and application fee of $1,000. The commission may adopt 12 
rules establishing additional requirements for an authorized 13 
management services provider. The commission may accept 14 
licensing by another jurisdiction, that it specifically 15 
determines to have similar licensing requirements, as 16 
evidence the applicant meets authorized management 17 
services provider licensing requirements. 18 

(c) Renewal. — Management services provider licenses 19 
shall be renewed annually to any licensee who continues to 20 
be in compliance with all requirements and who pays the 21 
annual renewal fee of $1,000.  22 

(d) Any entity or individual who shares in revenue, 23 
including any affiliate operating under a revenue share 24 
agreement, shall be licensed under this section.  25 

§29-22D-8. Suppliers; license requirements. 

(a) Supplier license. —  1 

(1) The commission may issue a supplier license to a 2 
person to sell or lease sports wagering equipment, systems, 3 
or other gaming items necessary to conduct sports wagering, 4 
and offer services related to such equipment or other gaming 5 
items to a West Virginia Lottery sports wagering licensee 6 
while the license is active. The commission may establish 7 
the conditions under which the commission may issue 8 
provisional licenses, pending completion of final action on 9 
an application. 10 

(2) The commission may adopt rules establishing 11 
additional requirements for a West Virginia Lottery sports 12 
wagering supplier and any system or other equipment 13 
utilized for wagering. The commission may accept licensing 14 
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by another jurisdiction, that it specifically determines to 15 
have similar licensing requirements, as evidence the 16 
applicant meets West Virginia Lottery sports wagering 17 
supplier licensing requirements. 18 

(b) Supplier specifications. — An applicant for a 19 
supplier license shall demonstrate that the equipment, 20 
system, or services that the applicant plans to offer to the 21 
sports wagering licensee conform to standards established 22 
by the commission and applicable state law. The 23 
commission may accept approval by another jurisdiction, 24 
that it specifically determines have similar equipment 25 
standards, as evidence the applicant meets the standards 26 
established by the commission and applicable state law. 27 

(c) License application and renewal fees. — Applicants 28 
shall pay to the commission a nonrefundable license and 29 
application fee in the amount of $1,000. After the initial 30 
one-year term, the commission shall renew supplier licenses 31 
annually thereafter. Renewal of a supplier license will be 32 
granted to any renewal applicant who has continued to 33 
comply with all applicable statutory and regulatory 34 
requirements, upon submission of the commission issued 35 
renewal form and payment of a $1,000 renewal fee.  36 

(d) Inventory. — A licensed sports wagering supplier 37 
shall submit to the commission a list of all sports wagering 38 
equipment and services sold, delivered to, or offered to a 39 
West Virginia Lottery sports wagering licensee in this state, 40 
as required by the commission, all of which must be tested 41 
and approved by an independent testing laboratory 42 
approved by the commission. A sports wagering licensee 43 
may continue to use supplies acquired from a licensed sports 44 
wagering supplier, even if a supplier’s license expires or is 45 
otherwise cancelled, unless the commission finds a defect in 46 
the supplies. 47 

§29-22D-9. Occupational licenses. 

(a) All persons employed to be engaged directly in 1 
sports wagering-related activities, or otherwise conducting 2 
or operating sports wagering, shall be licensed by the 3 
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commission and maintain a valid occupational license at all 4 
times and the commission shall issue such license to be 5 
employed in the operation of sports wagering to a person 6 
who meets the requirements of this section. 7 

(b) An occupational license to be employed by a gaming 8 
facility with West Virginia Lottery sports wagering permits 9 
the licensee to be employed in the capacity designated by 10 
the commission while the license is still active. The 11 
commission may establish, by rule, job classifications with 12 
different requirements to recognize the extent to which a 13 
particular job has the ability to impact the proper operation 14 
of West Virginia Lottery sports wagering. 15 

(c) Application and fee. — Applicants shall submit any 16 
required application forms established by the commission 17 
and pay a nonrefundable application fee of $100. The fee 18 
may be paid on behalf of an applicant by the employer. 19 

(d) Renewal fee and form. — Each licensed employee 20 
shall pay to the commission an annual license fee of $100 21 
by June 30 of each year. The fee may be paid on behalf of 22 
the licensed employee by the employer. In addition to a 23 
renewal fee, each licensed employee shall annually submit 24 
a renewal application on the form required by the 25 
commission. 26 

§29-22D-10. License prohibitions. 

(a) The commission may not grant any license, pursuant 1 
to the provisions of this article, if evidence satisfactory to 2 
the commission exists that the applicant: 3 

(1) Has knowingly made a false statement of a material 4 
fact to the commission; 5 

(2) Has been suspended from operating a gambling 6 
game, gaming device, or gaming operation, or had a license 7 
revoked by any governmental authority responsible for 8 
regulation of gaming activities; 9 
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(3) Has been convicted of a crime of moral turpitude, a 10 
gambling-related offense, a theft or fraud offense, or has 11 
otherwise demonstrated, either by a police record or other 12 
satisfactory evidence, a lack of respect for law and order; or 13 

(4) Is a company or individual who has been directly 14 
employed by any illegal or offshore book that serviced the 15 
United States, or otherwise accepted black market wagers 16 
from individuals located in the United States.  17 

(b) The commission may deny a license to any 18 
applicant, reprimand any licensee, or suspend or revoke a 19 
license: 20 

(1) If the applicant or licensee has not demonstrated to 21 
the satisfaction of the commission financial responsibility 22 
sufficient to adequately meet the requirements of the 23 
proposed enterprise; 24 

(2) If the applicant or licensee is not the true owner of 25 
the business or is not the sole owner and has not disclosed 26 
the existence or identity of other persons who have an 27 
ownership interest in the business; or 28 

(3) If the applicant or licensee is a corporation which 29 
sells more than five percent of a licensee’s voting stock, or 30 
more than five percent of the voting stock of a corporation 31 
which controls the licensee, or sells a licensee’s assets, other 32 
than those bought and sold in the ordinary course of 33 
business, or any interest in the assets, to any person not 34 
already determined by the commission to have met the 35 
qualifications of a licensee under this article. 36 

(c) In the case of an applicant for a sports wagering 37 
license, the commission may deny a license to any 38 
applicant, reprimand any licensee, or suspend or revoke a 39 
license if an applicant has not met the requirements of this 40 
section or any other provision of this article. 41 
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§29-22D-11. Sports wagering house rules; posting of rules. 

(a) Each operator shall adopt comprehensive house rules 1 
for game play governing sports wagering transactions with 2 
its patrons. These comprehensive rules will be published as 3 
part of the minimum internal control standards. The rules 4 
shall specify the amounts to be paid on winning wagers and 5 
the effect of schedule changes. House rules shall be 6 
approved by the commission prior to implementation. 7 

(b) The house rules, together with any other information 8 
the commission deems appropriate, shall be conspicuously 9 
displayed and included in the terms and conditions of the 10 
sports wagering system. Copies shall be made readily 11 
available to patrons.  12 

(c) The commission shall license and require the display 13 
of West Virginia Lottery game logos on game surfaces, 14 
other gaming items, and any locations the commission 15 
considers appropriate. 16 

§29-22D-12. Operator duties; sports wagering operations at a 
licensed gaming facility. 

(a) General. — All operators licensed under this article 1 
to conduct West Virginia Lottery sports wagering shall: 2 

(1) Employ a monitoring system utilizing software to 3 
identify non-normal irregularities in volume or odds swings 4 
which could signal suspicious activities that should require 5 
further investigation which shall be immediately reported 6 
and investigated by the commission. System requirements 7 
and specifications shall be developed according to industry 8 
standards and implemented by the commission as part of the 9 
minimum internal control standards;  10 

(2) Promptly report to the commission any facts or 11 
circumstances related to the operation of a West Virginia 12 
Lottery sports wagering licensee which constitute a 13 
violation of state or federal law and immediately report any 14 
suspicious betting over a threshold set by the operator that 15 
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has been approved by the commission to the appropriate 16 
state or federal authorities; 17 

(3) Conduct all sports wagering activities and functions 18 
in a manner which does not pose a threat to the public 19 
health, safety, or welfare of the citizens of this state and does 20 
not adversely affect the security or integrity of the West 21 
Virginia Lottery; 22 

(4) Hold the commission and this state harmless from 23 
and defend and pay for the defense of any and all claims 24 
which may be asserted against a licensee, the commission, 25 
the state, or employees thereof, arising from the licensee’s 26 
actions or omission while acting as an agent of the 27 
commission operating West Virginia Lottery sports 28 
wagering pursuant to this article; 29 

(5) Assist the commission in maximizing sports 30 
wagering revenues; and 31 

(6) Keep current in all payments and obligations to the 32 
commission. 33 

(b) Duties. — All West Virginia Lottery sports wagering 34 
licensees shall: 35 

(1) Acquire West Virginia Lottery sports wagering 36 
gaming equipment by purchase, lease, or other assignment 37 
and provide a secure location for the placement, operation, 38 
and play of sports wagering gaming equipment; 39 

(2) Prevent any person from tampering with or 40 
interfering with the operation of any West Virginia Lottery 41 
sports wagering; 42 

(3) Ensure that West Virginia Lottery sports wagering 43 
conducted at a gaming facility is within the sight and control 44 
of designated employees of the licensee and such wagering 45 
at the facility or otherwise available by the licensee is 46 
conducted under continuous observation by security 47 
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equipment in conformity with specifications and 48 
requirements of the commission; 49 

(4) Ensure that West Virginia Lottery sports wagering 50 
occurs only in the specific locations within designated 51 
gaming areas approved by the commission or using a 52 
commission approved mobile application or other digital 53 
platform that utilizes communications technology to accept 54 
wagers originating within this state, or on a sports wagering 55 
device. West Virginia Lottery sports wagering shall only be 56 
relocated or offered in additional authorized manners in 57 
accordance with the rules of the commission; 58 

(5) Maintain sufficient cash and other supplies to 59 
conduct sports wagering at all times; and 60 

(6) Maintain daily records showing the gross sports 61 
wagering receipts and adjusted gross sports wagering 62 
receipts of the licensee from West Virginia Lottery sports 63 
wagering and shall timely file with the commission any 64 
additional reports required by rule or by other provisions of 65 
this code. 66 

§29-22D-13. Posting of betting limits. 

A sports wagering licensee shall conspicuously post a 1 
sign at each West Virginia Lottery sports wagering location 2 
indicating the minimum and maximum wagers permitted at 3 
that location and shall comply with the same. 4 

§29-22D-14. Sports wagering agreements with other 
governments. 

(a) On behalf of the State of West Virginia, the 1 
commission is authorized to: 2 

(1) Enter into sports wagering agreements with other 3 
governments whereby persons who are physically located in 4 
a signatory jurisdiction may participate in sports wagering 5 
conducted by one or more operators licensed by the 6 
signatory governments; and 7 
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(2) Take all necessary actions to ensure that any sports 8 
wagering agreement entered into, pursuant to this section, 9 
becomes effective. 10 

(b) The regulations adopted by the commission pursuant 11 
to this section may include provisions prescribing: 12 

(1) The form, length, and terms of an agreement entered 13 
into by the commission and another government, including, 14 
but not limited to, provisions relating to how: Taxes are to 15 
be treated by this state and another government; revenues 16 
are to be shared and distributed; and disputes with patrons 17 
are to be resolved; 18 

(2) The information to be furnished to the commission 19 
by a government that proposes to enter into an agreement 20 
with this state pursuant to this section; 21 

(3) The information to be furnished to the commission 22 
to enable the commission and director to carry out the 23 
purposes of this section; 24 

(4) The manner and procedure for hearings conducted 25 
by the commission pursuant to this section, including any 26 
special rules or notices; and 27 

(5) The information required to be furnished to the 28 
commission to support any recommendations made to the 29 
commission, pursuant to this section. 30 

(c) The commission may not enter into any sports 31 
wagering agreement, pursuant to this section, unless the 32 
agreement includes provisions that: 33 

(1) Account for the sharing of revenues by this state and 34 
another government; 35 

(2) Permit the effective regulation of sports wagering by 36 
this state, including provisions relating to licensing of 37 
persons, technical standards, resolution of disputes by 38 
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patrons, requirements for bankrolls, enforcement, 39 
accounting, and maintenance of records; 40 

(3) Require each government that is a signatory to the 41 
agreement to prohibit operators of sports wagering, 42 
management or other service providers, or suppliers, 43 
manufacturers or distributors of sports wagering systems 44 
from engaging in any activity permitted by the sports 45 
wagering agreement unless they are licensed in this state or 46 
in a signatory jurisdiction with similar requirements 47 
approved by the commission; 48 

(4) No variation from the requirements of the sports 49 
wagering agreement is permitted for any signatory 50 
government without a lack of opposition by this state and 51 
all signatory governments; 52 

(5) Prohibit any subordinate or side agreements among 53 
any subset of governments that are signatories to the 54 
agreement unless it relates exclusively to the sharing of 55 
revenues; and 56 

(6)  Require the government to establish and maintain 57 
regulatory requirements governing sports wagering that are 58 
consistent with the requirements of this state in all material 59 
respects if the sports wagering agreement allows persons 60 
physically located in this state to participate in sports 61 
wagering conducted by another government or an operator 62 
licensed by another government.  63 

§29-22D-15. Authorization of sports wagering in this state; 
requirements. 

(a) An operator shall accept wagers on sports events and 1 
other events authorized under this article from persons 2 
physically present in a licensed gaming facility where 3 
authorized sports wagering occurs, or from persons not 4 
physically present who wager by means of electronic 5 
devices. A person placing a wager shall be at least 21 years 6 
of age. 7 
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(b) An operator may accept wagers from an individual 8 
physically located within this state using a mobile or other 9 
digital platform or a sports wagering device, approved by 10 
the commission, through the patron’s sports wagering 11 
account. 12 

(c) An operator may accept wagers from an individual 13 
physically located in a state or jurisdiction with which the 14 
commission has entered into a sports wagering agreement 15 
using a mobile or other digital platform or a sports wagering 16 
device through the patron’s sports wagering account, so 17 
long as the device or platform is approved by the 18 
commission and all other requirements of the agreement are 19 
satisfied. 20 

(d) The commission or operator may ban any person 21 
from entering a gaming area of a gaming facility conducting 22 
sports wagering or the grounds of a gaming facility licensed 23 
under this article or from participating in the play or 24 
operation of any West Virginia Lottery sports wagering. A 25 
log of all excluded players shall be kept by the commission 26 
and each licensee, and no player on the commission’s 27 
exclusion list or the licensed operator’s exclusion list shall 28 
wager on any West Virginia Lottery sports wagering under 29 
this article.  30 

(e) The commission shall promulgate regulations 31 
implementing the provisions of §29-22D-15(a) of this code 32 
by interpretive rule and minimum internal control standards. 33 

(f) The commission shall, when a federal law is enacted 34 
or repealed or when a federal court decision is issued that 35 
permits a state to regulate sports wagering, publish a notice 36 
in the State Register notifying the public of the enactment 37 
or repeal of federal law or of the issuance of such court 38 
decision. The commission shall not be authorized to conduct 39 
sports wagering in this state until the notice prescribed in 40 
this subsection is published in the State Register. 41 
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(g) No licensed gaming facility employee may place a 42 
wager on any sports wagering at the employer’s facility or 43 
through any other mobile application or digital platform of 44 
their employer. 45 

(h) No commission employee may knowingly wager or 46 
be paid any prize from any wager placed at any licensed 47 
gaming facility with West Virginia Lottery sports wagering 48 
within this state or at any facility outside this jurisdiction 49 
that is directly or indirectly owned or operated by a sports 50 
wagering licensee. 51 

§29-22D-16. Sports wagering revenues; accounting for the 
state’s share of revenue imposed for the privilege of 
offering West Virginia Lottery sports wagering; limitation 
of other taxes; recoupment for improvements. 

(a) Imposition and rate of assessment. — For the 1 
privilege of holding a license to operate sports wagering 2 
under this article, the state shall impose and collect ten 3 
percent of the licensee’s adjusted gross sports wagering 4 
receipts from the operation of West Virginia Lottery sports 5 
wagering (hereinafter “privilege tax” or “tax”). The accrual 6 
method of accounting shall be used for purposes of 7 
calculating the amount of the tax owed by the licensee. 8 

(b) Operator revenue reports and payment of privilege 9 
tax. — 10 

(1) The tax levied and collected pursuant to §29-22D-11 
16(a) of this code is due and payable to the commission in 12 
weekly installments on or before the Wednesday following 13 
the calendar week in which the adjusted gross sports 14 
wagering receipts were received and the tax obligation was 15 
accrued. 16 

(2) The licensed operator shall complete and submit the 17 
return for the preceding week by electronic communication 18 
to the commission, on or before Wednesday of each week, 19 
in the form prescribed by the commission that provides: 20 
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(A) The total gross sports wagering receipts and 21 
adjusted gross sports wagering receipts from operation of 22 
West Virginia Lottery sports wagering during that week; 23 

(B) The tax amount for which the sports wagering 24 
licensee is liable; and 25 

(C) Any additional information necessary in the 26 
computation and collection of the tax on adjusted gross 27 
sports wagering receipts required by the commission. 28 

(3) The tax amount shown to be due shall be remitted by 29 
electronic funds transfer simultaneously with the filing of 30 
the return. All moneys received by the commission pursuant 31 
to this section shall be deposited in the sports wagering fund 32 
in accordance with the provisions of this article. 33 

(4) When adjusted gross receipts for a week is a 34 
negative number because the winnings paid to patrons 35 
wagering on the licensee’s West Virginia Lottery sports 36 
wagering exceeds the licensee’s total gross receipts from 37 
sports wagering by patrons, the commission shall allow the 38 
licensee to carry over the negative amount to returns filed 39 
for subsequent weeks. The negative amount of adjusted 40 
gross receipts may not be carried back to an earlier week 41 
and moneys previously received by the commission will not 42 
be refunded, except if the licensee surrenders its operator’s 43 
license and the licensee’s last return reported negative 44 
adjusted gross receipts. In that case, the commission shall 45 
multiply the amount of negative adjusted gross receipts by 46 
10 percent and pay the amount to the licensee in the manner 47 
approved by the commission. 48 

(c) Privilege tax obligation imposed by this section is in 49 
lieu of other taxes. — With the exception of the ad valorem 50 
property tax collected under chapter eleven-a of this code, 51 
the privilege tax on adjusted gross sports wagering receipts 52 
imposed by this section is in lieu of all other state and local 53 
taxes and fees imposed on the operation of, or the proceeds 54 
from operation of West Virginia Lottery sports wagering, 55 
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except as otherwise provided in this section. The consumers 56 
sales and services tax imposed pursuant to §11-15-1 et seq. 57 
of this code, the use tax imposed by §11-15A-1 et seq. of 58 
this code and any similar local tax imposed at the municipal 59 
or county level, shall not apply to the licensee’s gross 60 
receipts from any West Virginia Lottery sports wagering or 61 
to the licensee’s purchase of sports wagering equipment, 62 
supplies, or services directly used in operation of the sports 63 
wagering authorized by this article. 64 

(d) Acquisition of any system or wagering equipment 65 
and other items related to the operation of West Virginia 66 
sports wagering shall be considered “facility modernization 67 
improvements” eligible for recoupment as defined in §29-68 
22A-10(b)(2) and §29-25-22(c) of this code.  69 

(e) Prohibition on credits. — Notwithstanding any other 70 
provision of this code to the contrary, no credit may be 71 
allowed against the privilege tax obligation imposed by this 72 
section or against any other tax imposed by any other 73 
provision of this code for any investment in gaming 74 
equipment or for any investment in or improvement to real 75 
property that is used in the operation of West Virginia 76 
Lottery sports wagering. 77 

§29-22D-17. West Virginia Lottery Sports Wagering Fund; 
distribution of funds. 

(a) The special fund in the State Treasury known as the 1 
West Virginia Lottery Sports Wagering Fund is hereby 2 
created and all moneys collected under this article by the 3 
commission shall be deposited with the State Treasurer to 4 
the West Virginia Lottery Sports Wagering Fund. The fund 5 
shall be an interest-bearing account with all interest or other 6 
return earned on the money of the fund credited to and 7 
deposited in the fund. All expenses of the commission 8 
incurred in the administration and enforcement of this 9 
article shall be paid from the sports wagering fund pursuant 10 
to §29-22D-17(b) of this code. 11 
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(b) The commission shall deduct an amount sufficient 12 
to reimburse its actual costs and expenses incurred in 13 
administering sports wagering at licensed gaming facilities 14 
from the gross deposits into the sports wagering fund. The 15 
amount remaining after the deduction for administrative 16 
expenses is the net profit. 17 

(1) Administrative allowance. — The commission shall 18 
retain up to 15 percent of gross deposits for the fund 19 
operation and its administrative expenses: Provided, That in 20 
the event that the percentage allotted for operations and 21 
administration generates a surplus, the surplus shall be 22 
allowed to accumulate but may not exceed $250,000. On a 23 
monthly basis, the director shall report any surplus in excess 24 
of $250,000 to the Joint Committee on Government and 25 
Finance and remit the entire amount of those surplus funds 26 
in excess of $250,000 to the State Treasurer which shall be 27 
allocated as net profit.  28 

(2) Distribution of net profit. — In each fiscal year, net 29 
profit shall be deposited into the State Lottery Fund created 30 
by §29-22-18 of this code until a total of $15 million is 31 
deposited; thereafter, the remainder shall be deposited into 32 
the Public Employees Insurance Agency Financial Stability 33 
Fund to stabilize and preserve the future solvency of PEIA, 34 
and such amount may not be included in the calculation of 35 
any plan year aggregate premium cost-sharing percentages 36 
between employers and employees. 37 

§29-22D-18. Law enforcement. 

Notwithstanding any provision of this code to the 1 
contrary, the commission shall, by contract or cooperative 2 
agreement with the West Virginia State Police, arrange for 3 
those law-enforcement services uniquely related to gaming, 4 
as such occurs at facilities of the type authorized by this 5 
article, that are necessary to enforce the provisions of this 6 
article that are not subject to federal jurisdiction: Provided, 7 
That the State Police shall only have exclusive jurisdiction 8 
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over offenses committed on the grounds of a licensed 9 
gaming facility that are offenses relating to gaming. 10 

§29-22D-19. Civil penalties. 

(a) The commission may impose, on any person who 1 
violates the provisions of this article, a civil penalty not to 2 
exceed $50,000 for each violation. Such penalty shall be 3 
imposed on all individuals and is not limited to individuals 4 
licensed under this article. This provision shall not be 5 
construed as applicable to office pools. 6 

(b) The provisions of §29A-5-1 et seq. of this code apply 7 
to any civil penalty imposed pursuant to the provisions of 8 
this section. 9 

§29-22D-20. Crimes and penalties related to unauthorized 
sports wagering operations. 

(a) Any person, other than a licensee under this article, 1 
who engages in accepting, facilitating, or operating a sports 2 
wagering operation is guilty of a misdemeanor and, upon 3 
conviction thereof, shall be fined not more than $10,000 or 4 
confined in jail for not more than ninety days, or both fined 5 
and confined. 6 

(b) Notwithstanding the penalty provisions §29-22D-7 
20(a) of this code, any person convicted of a second 8 
violation of §29-22D-20(a) of this code is guilty of a 9 
misdemeanor and, upon conviction thereof, shall be fined 10 
not more than $50,000, or confined in jail for not more than 11 
six months, or both fined and confined. 12 

(c) Notwithstanding the penalty provisions of §29-22D-13 
20(a) or §29-22D-20(b) of this code, any person convicted 14 
of a third or subsequent violation of said §29-22D-20(a) of 15 
this code is guilty of a felony, and upon conviction thereof, 16 
shall be fined not less than $25,000 nor more than $100,000 17 
or imprisoned in a state correctional facility for not less than 18 
one year nor more than five years, or both fined and 19 
confined. 20 
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§29-22D-21. Crimes and penalties related to authorized sports 

wagering operation. 

(a) A sports wagering licensee is guilty of unlawful 1 
operation and is guilty of a misdemeanor when: 2 

(1) The licensee operates West Virginia Lottery sports 3 
wagering without authority of the commission to do so; 4 

(2) The licensee operates West Virginia Lottery sports 5 
wagering in any location or by any manner that is not 6 
approved by the commission; 7 

(3) The licensee knowingly conducts, carries on, 8 
operates, or allows any sports wagering to occur on 9 
premises or through any other device if equipment or 10 
material has been tampered with, or exposed to conditions 11 
in which it will be operated in a manner designed to deceive 12 
the public; 13 

(4) The licensee employs an individual who does not 14 
hold a valid occupational license in a position for which a 15 
license is required or otherwise allows an individual to 16 
perform duties for which such license is required or 17 
continues to employ an individual after the employee’s 18 
occupational license is no longer valid; 19 

(5) The licensee acts or employs another person to act 20 
as if he or she is not an agent or employee of the licensee in 21 
order to encourage participation in West Virginia Lottery 22 
sports wagering at the licensed gaming facility; 23 

(6) The licensee knowingly permits an individual under 24 
the age of 21 to enter or remain in a designated gaming area 25 
or to engage in sports wagering at a licensed gaming facility; 26 
or 27 

(7) The licensee exchanges tokens, chips, electronic 28 
media, or other forms of credit used for wagering for 29 
anything of value except money or credits applied to a sports 30 
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wagering account at a gaming facility authorized under this 31 
article. 32 

(b) A person is guilty of a felony when: 33 

(1) A person offers, promises, or gives anything of value 34 
to anyone for the purpose of influencing the outcome of a 35 
race, sporting event, contest, or game upon which a wager 36 
may be made, or a person places, increases, or decreases a 37 
wager after acquiring knowledge, not available to the 38 
general public, that anyone has been offered, promised, or 39 
given anything of value for the purpose of influencing the 40 
outcome of the race, sporting event, contest, or game upon 41 
which the wager is placed, increased or decreased, or 42 
attempts to do any of the same; 43 

(2) A person changes or alters the normal outcome of 44 
any game played on a mobile or other digital platform, 45 
including any interactive gaming system used to monitor the 46 
same or the way in which the outcome is reported to any 47 
participant in the game; 48 

(3) The person manufactures, sells, or distributes any 49 
device that is intended by that person to be used to violate 50 
any provision of this article or the sports wagering laws of 51 
any other state; 52 

(4) The person places a bet or aids any other individual 53 
in placing a bet on a sporting event or other sports wagering 54 
game or offering authorized under this article after 55 
unlawfully acquiring knowledge of the outcome on which 56 
winnings from that bet are contingent; 57 

(5) The person claims, collects, or takes anything of 58 
value from a gaming facility with West Virginia Lottery 59 
sports wagering with intent to defraud or attempts such 60 
action without having made a wager in which such amount 61 
or value is legitimately won or owed; 62 

(6) The person knowingly places a wager using 63 
counterfeit currency or other counterfeit form of credit for 64 
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wagering at a gaming facility with West Virginia Lottery 65 
sports wagering; or 66 

(7) The person, not a licensed gaming facility under this 67 
article or an employee or agent of a gaming facility licensed 68 
under this article acting in furtherance of the licensee’s 69 
interest, has in his or her possession on grounds owned by 70 
the gaming facility licensed under this article or on grounds 71 
contiguous to the licensed gaming facility, any device 72 
intended to be used to violate a provision of this article or 73 
any rule of the commission.

(c) Any person who violates any provision of §29-22D-75 
21(a) of this code is guilty of a misdemeanor and, upon 76 
conviction thereof, shall be fined not more than $1,000 or 77 
confined in jail for not more than six months, or both fined 78 
and confined, except any violation that is not committed by 79 
a natural person may result in a fine of not more than 80 
$25,000. 81 

(d) Any person who violates any provision of §29-22D-82 
21(b) of this code is guilty of a felony and, upon conviction 83 
thereof, shall be fined not less than $5,000 nor more than 84 
$10,000, or confined in a state correctional facility for not 85 
less than one year nor more than five years, or both fined 86 
and confined. 87

recording, and labeling of which have been completed by the 5 
supplier thereof in accordance with Chapter 1194, 64 Stat. 1134, 6

AN ACT to amend and reenact §6-9-1a, §6-9-7, §6-9-8, and §6-9-9a of 

the Code of West Virginia, 1931, as amended; and to amend said 
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code by adding thereto a new section, designated §6-9-9b, all 
relating to audits, reviews, and monitoring of local government 
offices; defining terms; clarifying applicable audit requirements; 
establishing a small government monitoring program; authorizing 
the Auditor, acting in the capacity as chief inspector, to oversee and 
maintain the monitoring program; directing the Auditor to prescribe 
policies and procedures for the monitoring program; authorizing 
cooperative agreements with higher education institutions to 
perform and participate in the monitoring program; changing the 
expenditure threshold for performance of annual audits; clarifying 
the notification and publication requirements when misfeasance, 
malfeasance, or nonfeasance is discovered as part of an audit, 
examination, or investigation; lowering the time frame in which a 
legal authority has to take action upon recommendations from an 
audit; raising the cost limits for certain municipalities for 
performance of services by the chief inspector; removing Class III 
municipalities from the cost limits; adding cost limits for 
municipalities policemen and firemen pension and relief funds; 
authorizing chief inspector to designate certain reports as 
confidential; and declaring that audit work papers created by the 
chief inspector division are confidential and not deemed public 
records.  

Be it enacted by the Legislature of West Virginia: 

ARTICLE 9. SUPERVISION OF LOCAL GOVERNMENT 
OFFICES. 

§6-9-1a. Definitions. 

As used in this article: 1 

(a) “Audit” means a systematic examination and collection 2 
of sufficient, competent evidential matter needed for an Auditor 3 
to attest to the fairness of management’s assertions in the financial 4 
statements and to evaluate whether management has sufficiently 5 
and effectively carried out its responsibilities and complied with 6 
applicable laws and regulations. An audit shall be conducted in 7 
accordance with generally accepted auditing standards, standards 8 
issued by the chief inspector, and, as applicable, the single audit 9 
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requirement of the Uniform Guidance, Title 2 of the Code of 10 
Federal Regulations, Uniform Administrative Requirements, 11 
Cost Principles, and Audit Requirements for Federal Awards, as 12 
amended or revised from time to time, or any successor circular 13 
or regulation of the Office of Management and Budget. 14 

(b) “Examination” includes an audit, review, or small 15 
government monitoring as defined in this section. 16 

(c) “Federal awards” means federal financial assistance and 17 
federal cost-reimbursement contracts that nonfederal entities 18 
receive directly from federal awarding agencies or indirectly from 19 
pass-through entities. 20 

(d) “Federal financial assistance” means assistance that 21 
nonfederal entities receive or administer in the form of grants, 22 
loans, loan guarantees, property, cooperative agreements, interest 23 
subsidies, insurance, food commodities, direct appropriations, or 24 
other assistance, but does not include amounts received as 25 
reimbursement for services rendered to individuals in accordance 26 
with guidance issued by the director of the federal office of 27 
management and budget. 28 

(e) “Financial audit” includes financial statement audits and 29 
financial related audits, as defined by government auditing 30 
standards. 31 

(f) “Government auditing standards” means the government 32 
auditing standards issued by the Comptroller General of the 33 
United States, which are applicable to financial audits of 34 
government organizations, programs, and activities. 35 

(g) “Investigation” means an examination, inspection, or 36 
review of a local government’s finances to determine or ascertain 37 
whether fraudulent, illegal, or improper conduct has occurred, 38 
including, but not limited to, misappropriation, waste, or misuse 39 
of moneys or assets.  40 

(h) “Local government” means any unit of local government 41 
within the state, including a county, county board of education, 42 
municipality, and any other authority, board, commission, 43 
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district, office, public authority, public corporation, or other 44 
instrumentality of a county, county board of education, or 45 
municipality or any combination of two or more local 46 
governments. 47 

(i) “Nonfederal entity” means a state, local government, or 48 
nonprofit organization. 49 

(j) “Office of Management and Budget” means the executive 50 
Office of the President of the United States, Office of 51 
Management and Budget. 52 

(k) “Proper legal authority” means the prosecuting 53 
attorney of the county wherein the audited, examined, or 54 
investigated entity is located, the Attorney General, law 55 
enforcement, or other legal authority the chief inspector 56 
deems appropriate. 57 

(l) “Review” means an inquiry or analytical procedures 58 
that provide the Auditor with a reasonable basis for 59 
expressing limited assurance that there are no material 60 
modifications that should be made to the financial 61 
statements in order for them to be in conformity with 62 
generally accepted accounting principles or, if applicable, 63 
with another comprehensive basis of accounting. 64 

(m) “Single audit” means a financial and compliance 65 
audit as defined in the federal Single Audit Act of 1996, as 66 
amended, in section 7502(d), chapter 75, title 31 of the 67 
United States Code, of a nonfederal entity that includes the 68 
entity’s financial statements and federal awards. Each single 69 
audit conducted for any fiscal year shall cover the 70 
operations of the entire nonfederal entity; or at the option of 71 
the nonfederal entity, the audit shall include a series of 72 
audits that cover departments, agencies, and other 73 
organizational units that expend or otherwise administer 74 
federal awards during the fiscal year being audited except 75 
that each such audit shall encompass the financial 76 
statements and schedule of expenditures of federal awards 77 
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for each department, agency, and organizational unit, which 78 
shall be considered to be a nonfederal entity. 79 

(n) “Small government monitoring” means specialized 80 
procedures, performed on certain qualifying local governments 81 
as a lower cost alternative to an audit or review. 82 

§6-9-7. Examinations into affairs of local public offices; 
penalties. 

(a) The chief inspector has the power by himself or herself, 1 
or by any person appointed, designated, or approved by the 2 
chief inspector to perform the service, to examine into all 3 
financial affairs of every local governmental office or political 4 
subdivision and all boards, commissions, authorities, agencies 5 
or other offices created under authority thereof. An 6 
examination shall be made annually, if required, to comply 7 
with the Single Audit Act and when otherwise required by law 8 
or contract. When that act does not apply, unless otherwise 9 
required by law or by contract, the examination shall be made 10 
at least once a year, if practicable. Furthermore, the chief 11 
inspector shall furnish annually to the Legislature a list of each 12 
local government office or political subdivision and all boards, 13 
commissions, authorities, agencies, or other offices created 14 
under authority thereof and the year of its most recent 15 
completed audit. 16 

(b) When required for compliance with regulations for 17 
federal funds received or expended by county boards of 18 
education the chief inspector or his or her designee, including 19 
any certified public accountant approved by the chief inspector 20 
shall conduct and issue an audit report within the time 21 
specified in controlling federal regulations. Examinations of 22 
other local governments shall be conducted and audit, review, 23 
or monitoring reports issued in accordance with uniform 24 
procedures of the chief inspector. 25 

(c) In cooperation with institutions of higher education 26 
located in the State of West Virginia, the chief inspector may 27 
establish and maintain a small government monitoring 28 
program. The small government monitoring program shall 29 
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authorize local governments which are not otherwise 30 
required to undergo a single audit or a financial audit to 31 
apply to the chief inspector, on an annual basis, for 32 
participation in the program. The chief inspector shall 33 
prescribe and oversee monitoring procedures that shall be 34 
performed by higher education students in the field of 35 
accounting. Participating institutions of higher education 36 
shall enter into a cooperative agreement with the chief 37 
inspector to provide the service. The chief inspector shall 38 
prescribe policies and procedures for the administration of 39 
the small government monitoring program.   40 

(d) A county board of education may elect, by May 1 of 41 
the fiscal year to be audited, to have its annual examination 42 
performed by a certified public accountant approved by the 43 
chief inspector to perform the examinations. When this 44 
election is made, a copy of the order of the county board 45 
making the election shall be filed with the chief inspector 46 
and the State Board of School Finance. The county board of 47 
education is allowed to contract with any certified public 48 
accountant on the chief inspector’s then current list of 49 
approved certified public accountants, unless the State 50 
Board of School Finance or the prosecuting attorney of the 51 
county in which the board is located timely submits to the 52 
chief inspector a written request for the examination to be 53 
performed by the chief inspector or a person appointed by 54 
the chief inspector, or the chief inspector determines that a 55 
special or unusual situation exists. The county board shall 56 
follow the audit bid procurement procedures established by 57 
the chief inspector in obtaining the audit. 58 

(e) The chief inspector shall, at least annually, prepare a 59 
list of certified public accountants approved by the chief 60 
inspector to perform examinations of local governments. 61 
Names shall be added to or deleted from that list in 62 
accordance with uniform procedures of the chief inspector. 63 
When each list or updated list is issued, the chief inspector 64 
shall promptly file a copy of the list in the State Register and 65 
send a copy to the State Board of Education, the State Board 66 
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of School Finance, and to local governments who request a 67 
copy. 68 

(f) A county board of education, when procuring the 69 
services of a certified public accountant on the chief 70 
inspector’s list, shall follow the procurement standards 71 
prescribed by the Uniform Guidance, Title 2 of the Code of 72 
Federal Regulations, Uniform Administrative 73 
Requirements, Cost Principles, and Audit Requirements for 74 
Federal Awards, in effect for the fiscal year being examined, 75 
or in any replacement circular or regulation of the Office of 76 
Management and Budget and in addition shall follow those 77 
standards as determined by the office of chief inspector. 78 

(g) The approved independent certified public 79 
accountant making examinations under this section shall 80 
comply with requirements of this section applicable to 81 
examinations performed by the chief inspector, including 82 
applicable requirements of the federal government and 83 
uniform procedures of the chief inspector applicable to 84 
examinations of county boards of education. 85 

(1) Upon completion of the certified public accountant’s 86 
examination and audit or review report, the certified public 87 
accountant shall promptly send two copies of the certified 88 
report to the county board of education who shall file one 89 
copy with the federal Audit Clearing House. The certified 90 
public accountant shall send one copy of the certified report 91 
to the State Board of School Finance, and one copy to the 92 
chief inspector. 93 

(2) If any examination discloses misfeasance, 94 
malfeasance, or nonfeasance in office on the part of any 95 
public officer or employee, the certified public accountant 96 
shall submit his or her recommendation to the chief 97 
inspector regarding the legal action the approved certified 98 
public accountant considers appropriate, including, but not 99 
limited to, whether criminal prosecution or civil action to 100 
effect restitution is appropriate, and three additional copies 101 
of the certified audit report. After review of the 102 
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recommendations and the audit report, the chief inspector 103 
shall proceed as provided in §6-9-7(n) of this code. For 104 
purposes of this section and §18-9B-13 of this code, a 105 
certified audit report of an approved certified public 106 
accountant shall be treated in the same manner as a report 107 
of the chief inspector. 108 

(h) On every examination, inquiry shall be made as to 109 
the financial conditions and resources of the agency having 110 
jurisdiction over the appropriations and levies disbursed by 111 
the office and whether the requirements of the Constitution 112 
and statutory laws of the state and the ordinances and orders 113 
of the agency have been properly complied with and also 114 
inquire into the methods and accuracy of the accounts and 115 
such other matters of audit and accounting as the chief 116 
inspector may prescribe. 117 

(i) If a local government office is not subject to a single 118 
audit requirement under federal regulations or if it is not 119 
otherwise required by law or contract to undergo an annual 120 
audit and its expenditures from all sources are less than 121 
$500,000 during the fiscal year the chief inspector may 122 
choose to perform either a review or audit on the local 123 
government office and may in his or her discretion 124 
determine the frequency of such review or audit. 125 

(j) The chief inspector or any authorized assistant may 126 
issue subpoenas and compulsory process, direct the service 127 
thereof by any sheriff, compel the attendance of witnesses 128 
and the production of books and papers at any designated 129 
time and place, selected in their respective county, and 130 
administer oaths. 131 

(k) If any person refuses to appear before the chief 132 
inspector or his or her authorized assistant when required to 133 
do so, refuses to testify on any matter or refuses to produce 134 
any books or papers in his or her possession or under his or 135 
her control, he or she is guilty of a misdemeanor and, upon 136 
conviction thereof, shall be fined not more than $100 and 137 
confined for not more than six months. 138 
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(l) A person convicted of willful false swearing in an 139 
examination is guilty of a misdemeanor and, upon 140 
conviction thereof, shall be fined not more than $100 and 141 
confined in jail not more than six months. 142 

(m) Except as otherwise provided in this section, a copy 143 
of the certified report of each examination shall be filed in 144 
the office of the commissioner, chief inspector with the 145 
governing body of the local government and with other 146 
offices as prescribed in uniform procedures of the chief 147 
inspector. 148 

(n) If any audit, examination or investigation discloses 149 
misfeasance, malfeasance, or nonfeasance in office on the 150 
part of any public officer or employee, a certified copy of 151 
the report shall be published electronically by the chief 152 
inspector with notice of the publishing sent in writing to the 153 
proper legal authority of the entity being audited, examined, 154 
or investigated the chief inspector deems appropriate for 155 
such legal action as is proper. At the time the certified audit, 156 
examination, or investigation report is published, the chief 157 
inspector shall notify the proper legal authority of the entity 158 
being audited, examined, or investigated he or she deems 159 
appropriate in writing of his or her recommendation as to 160 
the legal action that the chief inspector considers proper, 161 
whether criminal prosecution or civil action to effect 162 
restitution, or both. 163 

(o) If the proper legal authority or prosecuting attorney, 164 
within 90 days of receipt of the certified audit report and 165 
recommendations, refuses, neglects, or fails to take efficient 166 
legal action by a civil suit to effect restitution or by 167 
prosecuting criminal proceedings, in accordance with the 168 
recommendations, the chief inspector may institute the 169 
necessary proceedings or participate therein and prosecute 170 
the proceedings in any court of the state to a final 171 
conclusion. 172 

(p) A local government that is not a county board of 173 
education may elect, by May 1 of the fiscal year to be 174 
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audited, to have its annual examination performed by a 175 
certified public accountant approved by the chief inspector 176 
to perform the examinations. When this election is made, a 177 
copy of the order of the governing body making the election 178 
shall be filed with the chief inspector. An electing local 179 
government is allowed to contract with any certified public 180 
accountant on the chief inspector’s then current list of 181 
approved certified public accountants, unless the 182 
prosecuting attorney of the county in which the local 183 
government is located timely submits to the chief inspector 184 
a written request for the examination to be performed by the 185 
chief inspector or a person appointed by the chief inspector, 186 
or the chief inspector determines that a special or unusual 187 
situation exists: Provided, That the audit of a local 188 
government may be performed by the chief inspector at his 189 
or her discretion. The local government shall follow the 190 
audit bid procurement procedures established by the chief 191 
inspector in obtaining the audit: Provided, however, That 192 
the chief inspector may elect to conduct the audit of a local 193 
unit of government with one or more members of his or her 194 
audit staff where, in the opinion of the chief inspector, a 195 
special or unusual situation exists. 196 

§6-9-8. Payment of cost of services of chief inspector; 
revolving fund. 

(a) The cost of any service or act performed by the chief 1 
inspector under the provisions of this article as to any county 2 
or district office, officer or institution shall be paid by the 3 
county commission of the county; the cost of any service or 4 
act to any board of education shall be paid by the board; the 5 
cost of any service or act to any municipal corporation shall 6 
be paid by the authorities of the municipal corporation: 7 
Provided, That in municipalities in which the total revenue 8 
from all taxes does not exceed the sum of $2,000 annually, 9 
the cost including the per diem and all actual costs and 10 
expenses of the services shall not exceed the sum of $200. 11 
The cost of this service shall be the actual cost and expense 12 
of the service performed, including transportation, hotel, 13 
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meals, materials, per diem compensation of deputies, 14 
assistants, clerical help, and the other costs that are 15 
necessary to enable them to perform the services required, 16 
but the costs shall not exceed the sum of $3,000 for services 17 
rendered to a Class IV municipality: Provided, however, 18 
That the chief inspector may charge up to an additional 19 
$3,000 for costs incurred for each service or act performed 20 
for a utility or park system owned by a Class IV 21 
municipality and for each policemen’s and firemen’s 22 
pension and relief fund maintained by the municipality: 23 
Provided further, That if a municipality is required to 24 
undergo a single audit by the federal agency or agencies 25 
making a grant, the cost limitations of this subsection do not 26 
apply: And provided further, That the chief inspector shall 27 
provide a written quote for all costs in advance for all 28 
services required by this article. The chief inspector shall 29 
render to the agency liable for the cost a statement of the 30 
cost as soon after the cost was incurred as practicable and 31 
the agency shall allow the cost and cause it to be paid 32 
promptly in the manner that other claims and accounts are 33 
allowed and paid and the total amount constitutes a debt 34 
against the local agency due the state. Whenever there is in 35 
the State Treasury a sum of money due any county 36 
commission, board of education or municipality from any 37 
source, upon the application of the chief inspector, the sum 38 
shall be at once applied on the debt against the county 39 
commission, board of education or municipality and the fact 40 
of the application of the fund shall be reported by the 41 
Auditor to the county commission, board of education or 42 
municipality, which report shall be a receipt for the amount 43 
named in the report. All money received by the chief 44 
inspector from this source shall be paid into the State 45 
Treasury, shall be deposited to the credit of an account to be 46 
known as chief inspector’s fund and shall be expended only 47 
for the purpose of covering the cost of the services, unless 48 
otherwise directed by the Legislature. The cost of any 49 
examination, service, or act by the chief inspector made 50 
necessary, or the part thereof that was made necessary, by 51 
the willful fault of any officer or employee, may be 52 
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recovered by the chief inspector from that person, on 53 
motion, on 10-days’ notice in any court having jurisdiction. 54 

(b) For the purpose of permitting payments to be made 55 
at definite periods to deputy inspectors and assistants for per 56 
diem compensation and expenses, there is hereby created a 57 
revolving fund for the chief inspector’s office. The fund 58 
shall be accumulated and administered as follows: 59 

(1) There shall be appropriated from the state General 60 
Revenue Fund the sum of $25,000 to be transferred to this 61 
fund to create a revolving fund which, together with other 62 
payments into this fund as provided in this article, shall 63 
constitute a fund to defray the cost of this service; 64 

(2) Payments received for the cost of services of the 65 
chief inspector’s office and interest earned on the invested 66 
balance of the chief inspector’s revolving fund shall be 67 
deposited into this revolving fund, which shall be known as 68 
the Chief Inspector’s Fund; 69 

(3) Any appropriations made to this fund may not be 70 
considered to have expired at the end of any fiscal period; 71 
and 72 

(4) The chief inspector may transfer an amount not to 73 
exceed $400,000 from the Chief Inspector’s Fund to the 74 
special operating fund created in §32-4-1 et seq. of this 75 
code: Provided, That any transfers shall be completed prior 76 
to July 1, 2003. 77 

§6-9-9a. Public inspection of reports of examinations. 

All reports of examinations and audits of public offices 1 
made in accordance with the provisions of §6-9-7 of this 2 
code, and the copies thereof, when filed in the office of the 3 
chief inspector of public offices or in the office of the State 4 
Tax Commissioner, shall be public documents and shall be 5 
available for public inspection: Provided, That if an 6 
examination or investigative report discloses misfeasance, 7 
nonfeasance, or malfeasance, the chief inspector may direct 8 
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that a report remain confidential until such time that the 9 
proper legal authority, as described in §6-9-7(n) of this 10 
code, has completed its investigation or adjudication of the 11 
matter and authorizes public disclosure. 12 

§6-9-9b. Documentation of chief inspector. 

(a) The audit working papers created by the chief 1 
inspector division during examinations or investigations 2 
shall be considered confidential, and shall not be deemed 3 
public records for purposes of §29B-1-1 et seq. of this code.   4 

(b) For purposes of this section, “audit working papers” 5 
includes, but is not limited to, the books and records of the 6 
entity being audited, intra- and inter-agency 7 
communications, draft reports, summaries, schedules, 8 
notes, memoranda, and all other records relating to an 9 
examination or investigation by the chief inspector division. 10

Virginia, 1931, as amended; and to amend and reenact §29A-
3-8, §29A-3-12, and §29A-3-19 of said code, all relating 
generally to the Administrative Procedures Act; providing 
that rules become void if statutory authority is repealed; 
providing that legislative exempt, procedural, or interpretive 
rules may be repealed by an agency upon notification to 
Secretary of State; relating to the deadline for filing agency-
approved rules; providing a procedure for the agencies to 
affirmatively seek renewal of a legislative rule; providing that 
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legislative rules up for termination are not subject to a public 
comment period; and providing for review by the Legislative 
Rule-Making Review Committee. 

Be it enacted by the Legislature of West Virginia: 

ARTICLE 1. DEFINITIONS AND APPLICATION OF 
CHAPTER. 

§29A-1-3b. Void rules.  

(a) If an agency ceases to exist, through the operation of 1 
law or by statute, any rules adopted or promulgated by the 2 
agency are void on the date the agency ceases to exist, 3 
unless the agency’s rule-making power and its rules have 4 
been transferred to another agency. 5 

(b) Upon repeal or elimination of a statute that provides 6 
rule-making authority, any rule adopted or promulgated by 7 
the agency pursuant to that statute is void.  8 

ARTICLE 3. RULEMAKING. 

§29A-3-8. Adoption of legislative exempt, procedural, and 
interpretive rules. 

(a) An agency shall consider a legislative exempt, 1 
procedural, and interpretive rule for adoption not later than 2 
six months after the close of public comment and file a 3 
notice of withdrawal or adoption in the State Register within 4 
that period. An agency’s failure to file the notice constitutes 5 
withdrawal and the Secretary of State shall note the failure 6 
in the State Register immediately upon the expiration of the 7 
six-month period. 8 

(b) A legislative exempt, procedural, or interpretive rule 9 
may be amended by the agency prior to final adoption 10 
without further hearing or public comment. The amendment 11 
may not change the main purpose of the rule. If the fiscal 12 
implications have changed since the rule was proposed, the 13 
agency shall attach a new fiscal note to the notice of filing. 14 
Upon adoption of the rule, including any amendment, the 15 
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agency shall file the text of the adopted legislative exempt, 16 
procedural, or interpretive rule with its notice of adoption in 17 
the State Register and the rule is effective on the date 18 
specified in the rule or 30 days after the filing, whichever is 19 
later or as specified in this code. 20 

(c) An agency may repeal a legislative exempt, 21 
procedural, or interpretive rule by filing a notice of repeal 22 
with the Secretary of State.  23 

§29A-3-12. Submission of legislative rules to Legislature. 

(a) No later than 40 days before the sixtieth day of each 1 
regular session of the Legislature, the cochairmen of the 2 
Legislative Rule-Making Review Committee shall submit 3 
to the clerk of the respective houses of the Legislature 4 
copies of all proposed legislative rules which have been 5 
submitted to, and considered by, the committee pursuant to 6 
the provisions of §29A-3-11 of this code and which have 7 
not been previously submitted to the Legislature for study, 8 
together with the recommendations of the committee with 9 
respect to the rules, a statement of the reasons for any 10 
recommendation that a rule be amended or withdrawn, and 11 
a statement that a bill authorizing the legislative rule has 12 
been drafted by the staff of the committee or by Legislative 13 
Services pursuant to §29A-3-11 of this code. The 14 
cochairmen of the committee may also submit the rules at 15 
the direction of the committee at any time before or during 16 
a special session in which consideration of the rules may be 17 
appropriate. Beginning in 2019, the committee may 18 
withhold from its report any proposed legislative rule which 19 
was submitted to the committee after the last Friday in July 20 
and beginning in 2020, and every four years thereafter, by 21 
the last Friday in August. The clerk of each house shall 22 
submit the report to his or her house at the commencement 23 
of the next session. 24 

All bills introduced authorizing the promulgation of a 25 
rule may be referred by the President of the Senate and by 26 
the Speaker of the House of Delegates to appropriate 27 
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standing committees of the respective houses for further 28 
consideration or the matters may be otherwise dealt with as 29 
each house or its rules provide. The Legislature may, by act, 30 
authorize the agency to adopt a legislative rule 31 
incorporating the entire rule or may authorize the agency to 32 
adopt a rule with any amendments adopted by the 33 
Legislature. The clerk of the house originating the act shall 34 
immediately file a copy of any bill of authorization enacted 35 
with the Secretary of State and with the agency proposing 36 
the rule and the clerk of each house may prepare and file a 37 
synopsis of legislative action during any session on any 38 
proposed rule submitted to the house during the session for 39 
which authority to promulgate was not by law provided 40 
during the session. In acting upon the separate bills 41 
authorizing the promulgation of rules, the Legislature may, 42 
by amendment or substitution, combine the separate bills of 43 
authorization insofar as the various rules authorized in the 44 
amendment or substitution are proposed by agencies which 45 
are placed under the administration of one of the single, 46 
separate executive departments identified under the 47 
provisions of §5F-1-2 of this code or the Legislature may 48 
combine the separate bills of authorization by agency or 49 
agencies within an executive department. In the case of rules 50 
proposed for promulgation by an agency which is not 51 
administered by an executive department pursuant to the 52 
provisions of §5F-1-2 of this code, the separate bills of 53 
authorization for the proposed rules of that agency may, by 54 
amendment or substitution, be combined. These provisions 55 
relating to combining separate bills of authorization 56 
according to department or agency are not intended to 57 
restrict the permissible breadth of bills of authorization and 58 
do not preclude the Legislature from otherwise combining 59 
various bills of authorization which have a unity of subject 60 
matter. Any number of provisions may be included in a bill 61 
of authorization, but the single object of the bill shall be to 62 
authorize the promulgation of proposed legislative rules. 63 

(b) If the Legislature during its regular session 64 
disapproves all or part of any legislative rule which was 65 
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submitted to it by the Legislative Rule-Making Review 66 
Committee during the session, an agency may not thereafter 67 
issue any rule or directive or take other action to implement 68 
the rule or part of the rule unless and until otherwise 69 
authorized to do so, except that the agency may resubmit the 70 
same or similar proposed rule to the Legislative Rule-71 
Making Review Committee in accordance with the 72 
provisions of §29A-3-11 of this code. 73 

(c) Nothing shall be construed to prevent the Legislature 74 
by law from authorizing, or authorizing and directing, an 75 
agency to promulgate legislative rules not proposed by the 76 
agency or upon which some procedure specified in this 77 
chapter is not yet complete. 78 

(d) Whenever the Legislature is convened by 79 
proclamation of the Governor, upon his or her own initiative 80 
or upon application of the members of the Legislature, or 81 
whenever a regular session of the Legislature is extended or 82 
convened by the vote or petition of its members, the 83 
Legislature may by act enacted during the extraordinary or 84 
extended session authorize, in whole or in part, any 85 
legislative rule, whether submitted to the Legislative Rule-86 
Making Review Committee or not, if legislative action on 87 
the rule during the session is a lawful order of business. 88 

(e) As a part of any act that amends chapter 64 of this 89 
code, authorizing the promulgation of a proposed legislative 90 
rule or rules, the Legislature may also provide, by general 91 
language or with specificity, for the disapproval of rules not 92 
approved or acted upon by the Legislature. 93 

§29A-3-19. Sunset provision in rules. 

(a) Any new legislative rule promulgated pursuant to 1 
this article after April 1, 2016, shall include a sunset 2 
provision terminating the rule after five years: Provided, 3 
That the rule may be renewed for additional terms of five 4 
years or less by the Legislature pursuant to the rule-making 5 
procedures and authority in this article: Provided, however, 6 
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That if a different sunset or termination provision exists in 7 
the statute under which the proposed rule is promulgated, 8 
the enabling statute’s provision shall control: Provided 9 
further, That this subsection shall not apply to rules 10 
promulgated by the Department of Environmental 11 
Protection or emergency rules promulgated pursuant to 12 
§29A-3-15 of this code. 13 

(b) Any legislative rule existing as of April 1, 2016, that 14 
is thereafter modified pursuant to this article, shall include 15 
a sunset provision as part of the modification setting forth a 16 
termination date for the rule: Provided, That the rule may be 17 
renewed for additional terms of years by the Legislature 18 
pursuant to the rule-making procedures and authority in this 19 
article: Provided, however, That if a different sunset or 20 
termination provision exists in the statute under which the 21 
legislative rule is promulgated, the enabling statute’s 22 
provision controls: Provided further, That this subsection 23 
shall not apply to legislative rules promulgated by the 24 
Department of Environmental Protection or emergency 25 
rules promulgated pursuant to §29A-3-15 of this code. 26 

(c) The existence of a sunset provision terminating a 27 
legislative rule shall not preclude the repeal of the 28 
legislative rule by the Legislature prior to its termination. 29 

(d) As part of its rule review under this article, the 30 
Legislative Rule-Making Review Committee may establish 31 
a procedure for timely review of a legislative rule prior to 32 
its termination for those agencies that have affirmatively 33 
sought renewal prior to expiration. The procedure may 34 
include a requirement that the agency show cause as to why 35 
the terminating legislative rule is required and necessary to 36 
be continued for another term of years. 37 

(e) The Secretary of State shall provide notice to the 38 
promulgating agency and the Legislative Rule-Making 39 
Review Committee at least 18 months prior to every 40 
legislative rule’s termination date. The promulgating 41 
agency has 60 days from receipt of the notice to file the 42 
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legislative rule with the Secretary of State and the 43 
Legislative Rule-Making Review Committee affirmatively 44 
seeking renewal of the legislative rule: Provided, That the 45 
legislative rule that is scheduled to sunset may not be 46 
amended or changed except for a new sunset date and is not 47 
subject to the public comment period requirements 48 
contained in §29A-3-5 of this code. The Legislative Rule-49 
Making Review Committee, as part of its rule review under 50 
this article, may begin reviewing a legislative rule upon its 51 
filing. 52

CHAPTER 29. MISCELLANEOUS BOARDS AND 
OFFICERS. 

ARTICLE 22. STATE LOTTERY ACT. 

§29-22-15a. Option for winners of draw games to remain 
anonymous. 

(a) A person entitled to collect proceeds exceeding one 1 
million dollars from a winning draw game ticket may 2 
remain anonymous: Provided, That such anonymity only 3 
applies to the person’s name, personal contact information, 4 
and likeness. 5 

(b) If the person entitled to collect proceeds exceeding 6 
one million dollars from a winning draw game ticket desires 7 
to remain anonymous, he or she shall contact the State 8 
Lottery Director in writing or appear at the state lottery 9 
headquarters in person, concerning his or her desire to 10 
remain anonymous: Provided, That such a request only 11 
permits that the person’s name, personal contact 12 
information, and likeness remain anonymous. At the time of 13 
his or her request to remain anonymous, the person shall 14 
provide his or her contact information, including any 15 
personal telephone number, residential address, and 16 
electronic mail address. 17 

(c) Any request to remain anonymous may be made by 18 
certified mail addressed to the West Virginia State Lottery 19 
Director, P.O. Box 2067, Charleston, West Virginia 25327, 20 
by electronic mail to an email address that is to be 21 
established by West Virginia State Lottery prior to the 22 
effective date of this section, or in person at the state lottery 23 
headquarters. Once established, the secure email address 24 
shall be posted on the West Virginia Lottery’s website prior 25 
to the effective date of this section. 26 

(d) Upon receiving a request to remain anonymous, the 27 
director shall contact the person requesting anonymity and 28 
schedule an appointment to meet at any county, regional, or 29 
state lottery office to confirm the winning number and to 30 
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otherwise make arrangements to protect the anonymity of 31 
the requesting person.  32 

(e) If a person elects to remain anonymous pursuant to 33 
this section, he or she shall remit 5 percent of his or her 34 
winnings to the State Lottery Fund. 35 

(f) The requirements of this section are effective on 36 
January 1, 2019.  37 

CHAPTER 29B. FREEDOM OF INFORMATION. 

ARTICLE 1. PUBLIC RECORDS. 

*§29B-1-4. Exemptions. 

(a) There is a presumption of public accessibility to all 1 
public records, subject only to the following categories of 2 
information which are specifically exempt from disclosure 3 
under this article: 4 

(1) Trade secrets, as used in this section, which may 5 
include, but are not limited to, any formula, plan pattern, 6 
process, tool, mechanism, compound, procedure, 7 
production data, or compilation of information which is not 8 
patented which is known only to certain individuals within 9 
a commercial concern who are using it to fabricate, produce, 10 
or compound an article or trade or a service or to locate 11 
minerals or other substances, having commercial value, and 12 
which gives its users an opportunity to obtain business 13 
advantage over competitors; 14 

(2) Information of a personal nature such as that kept in 15 
a personal, medical, or similar file, if the public disclosure 16 
of the information would constitute an unreasonable 17 
invasion of privacy, unless the public interest by clear and 18 
convincing evidence requires disclosure in this particular 19 
instance: Provided, That this article does not preclude an 20 
individual from inspecting or copying his or her own 21 
personal, medical, or similar file;  22

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(3) Test questions, scoring keys, and other examination 23 
data used to administer a licensing examination, 24

(4) (A) Records of law-enforcement agencies that deal 26 
with the detection and investigation of crime and the 27 
internal records and notations of such law-enforcement 28 
agencies which are maintained for internal use in matters 29 
relating to law enforcement; 30 

(B) Records identifying motor vehicles used, and the 31 
agencies using them, for undercover investigation activities 32 
conducted by state law-enforcement agencies or other 33 
agencies that are authorized by this code to use undercover 34 
or unmarked vehicles; 35 

(5) Information specifically exempted from disclosure 36 
by statute; 37 

(6) Records, archives, documents, or manuscripts 38 
describing the location of undeveloped historic, prehistoric, 39 
archaeological, paleontological, and battlefield sites or 40 
constituting gifts to any public body upon which the donor 41 
has attached restrictions on usage or the handling of which 42 
could irreparably damage the record, archive, document, or 43

(7) Information contained in or related to examination, 45 
operating or condition reports prepared by, or on behalf of, 46 
or for the use of any agency responsible for the regulation 47 
or supervision of financial institutions, except those reports 48 
which are by law required to be published in newspapers; 49 

(8) Internal memoranda or letters received or prepared 50 
by any public body; 51 

(9) Records assembled, prepared, or maintained to 52 
prevent, mitigate, or respond to terrorist acts or the threat of 53 
terrorist acts, the public disclosure of which threaten the 54 
public safety or the public health; 55 

(10) Those portions of records containing specific or 56 
unique vulnerability assessments or specific or unique 57 
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response plans, data, databases and inventories of goods or 58 
materials collected or assembled to respond to terrorist acts; 59 
and communication codes or deployment plans of law-60 
enforcement or emergency response personnel; 61 

(11) Specific intelligence information and specific 62 
investigative records dealing with terrorist acts or the threat 63 
of a terrorist act shared by and between federal and 64 
international law-enforcement agencies, state and local law-65 
enforcement, and other agencies within the Department of 66 
Military Affairs and Public Safety; 67 

(12) National security records classified under federal 68 
executive order and not subject to public disclosure under 69 
federal law that are shared by federal agencies and other 70 
records related to national security briefings to assist state 71 
and local government with domestic preparedness for acts 72 
of terrorism; 73 

(13) Computing, telecommunications, and network 74 
security records, passwords, security codes, or programs 75 
used to respond to or plan against acts of terrorism which 76 
may be the subject of a terrorist act; 77 

(14) Security or disaster recovery plans, risk 78 
assessments, tests, or the results of those tests; 79 

(15) Architectural or infrastructure designs, maps, or 80 
other records that show the location or layout of the facilities 81 
where computing, telecommunications, or network 82 
infrastructure used to plan against or respond to terrorism 83 
are located or planned to be located; 84 

(16) Codes for facility security systems; or codes for 85 
secure applications for facilities referred to in subdivision 86 
(15) of this subsection; 87 

(17) Specific engineering plans and descriptions of 88 
existing public utility plants and equipment; 89 
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(18) Customer proprietary network information of other 90 
telecommunications carriers, equipment manufacturers and 91 
individual customers, consistent with 47 U.S.C. §222;  92 

(19) Records of the Division of Corrections, Regional 93 
Jail and Correctional Facility Authority and the Division of 94 
Juvenile Services relating to design of corrections, jail and 95 
detention facilities owned or operated by the agency, and 96 
the policy directives and operational procedures of 97 
personnel relating to the safe and secure management of 98 
inmates or residents, that if released, could be used by an 99 
inmate or resident to escape a facility, or to cause injury to 100 
another inmate, resident, or to facility personnel; 101 

(20) Information related to applications under §61-7-4 102 
of this code, including applications, supporting documents, 103 
permits, renewals, or any other information that would 104 
identify an applicant for or holder of a concealed weapon 105 
permit: Provided, That information in the aggregate that 106 
does not identify any permit holder other than by county or 107 
municipality is not exempted: Provided, however, That 108 
information or other records exempted under this 109 
subdivision may be disclosed to a law-enforcement agency 110 
or officer: (i) To determine the validity of a permit, (ii) to 111 
assist in a criminal investigation or prosecution, or (iii) for 112 
other lawful law-enforcement purposes;  113 

(21) Personal information of law-enforcement officers 114 
maintained by the public body in the ordinary course of the 115 
employer-employee relationship. As used in this paragraph, 116 
“personal information” means a law-enforcement officer’s 117 
social security number, health information, home address, 118 
personal address, personal telephone numbers, and personal 119 
email addresses and those of his or her spouse, parents, and 120

(22) Information provided by a person when he or she 123 
elects to remain anonymous after winning a draw game 124 
prize, pursuant to §29-22-15a of this code. 125 
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(b) As used in subdivisions (9) through (16), inclusive, 126 
subsection (a) of this section, the term “terrorist act” means 127 
an act that is likely to result in serious bodily injury or 128 
damage to property or the environment and is intended to: 129 

(1) Intimidate or coerce the civilian population; 130 

(2) Influence the policy of a branch or level of 131 
government by intimidation or coercion; 132 

(3) Affect the conduct of a branch or level of 133 
government by intimidation or coercion; or 134 

(4) Retaliate against a branch or level of government for 135 
a policy or conduct of the government. 136 

(c) The provisions of subdivisions (9) through (16), 137 
inclusive, subsection (a) of this section do not make subject 138 
to the provisions of this chapter any evidence of an 139 
immediate threat to public health or safety unrelated to a 140 
terrorist act or the threat of a terrorist act which comes to the 141 
attention of a public entity in the course of conducting a 142 
vulnerability assessment response or similar activity. 143

(a) The Governor shall appoint twelve members as 1

History; 6 

(4) One representative of the Division of Tourism; 7 

(5) One representative from the Herbert Henderson 8

ARTICLE 26A. WEST VIRGINIA COMMISSION FOR 
NATIONAL AND COMMUNITY SERVICE. 

§5-26A-3. Members. 

(a) The West Virginia commission for national and 1 
community service shall have no fewer than fifteen and no 2 
more than twenty-five voting members to be appointed by 3 
the Governor. 4 

(b) The voting membership of the West Virginia 5 
commission for national and community service shall 6 
include: 7 
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(1) At least one individual with expertise in the 8 
educational and developmental needs of the state’s 9 
disadvantaged youth; 10 

(2) At least one individual with experience in promoting 11 
the involvement of older adults in national or community 12 
service and volunteer programs; 13 

(3) A representative of a community-based agency 14 
operating within the state; 15 

(4) The State Superintendent of Schools or a designee; 16 

(5) A representative of a county or municipal 17 
government; 18 

(6) A representative of a local labor organization; 19 

(7) A representative of a for-profit business operating 20 
within the state;  21 

(8) An individual whose age is between the age of 22 
sixteen years and twenty-five years, inclusive, who has 23 
been, or remains, a participant or a supervisor in a volunteer 24 
or service program; and 25 

(9) A representative of an arts or crafts organization. 26 

(c) The membership of the West Virginia Commission 27 
for National and Community Service shall include a 28 
representative of the corporation for national and 29 
community service who shall serve as a member in a 30 
nonvoting, ex officio capacity. 31 

(d) No more than twenty-five percent of the voting 32 
membership of the West Virginia commission for national 33 
and community service may be individuals who are 34 
employed by the state or its agencies, except that the 35 
membership may include additional employees of the state 36 
or its agencies in a nonvoting, ex officio capacity. 37 
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(e) No member of the West Virginia Commission for 38 
National and Community Service may vote on an issue 39 
affecting organizations for which the member has served as 40 
a staff person or as a volunteer at any time during the 41 
twelve-month period before the member’s appointment to 42 
the commission. 43 

(f) No more than fifty percent plus one of the members 44 
of the West Virginia Commission for National and 45 
Community Service may be members of the same political 46 
party. 47 

(g) To the extent possible, the membership of the West 48 
Virginia Commission for National and Community Service 49 
shall reflect the diversity of the state’s population. 50 

(h) Members of the West Virginia Commission for 51 
National and Community Service who were appointed 52 
under the executive order of the Governor entered on 53 
January 28, 1994, shall continue as members of the 54 
commission for a term of three years, except that the 55 
Governor shall designate eight members who shall serve for 56 
a term of two years and shall also designate an additional 57 
eight members who shall serve for a term of one year. 58 
Additional appointments by the Governor under the 59 
provisions of this section and appointments by the Governor 60 
upon the expiration of a member’s term shall be made for a 61 
term of three years. Appointments of members by the 62

ARTICLE 2C. WEST VIRGINIA ACADEMY OF SCIENCE 
AND TECHNOLOGY. 

§5B-2C-6. Periodic reports. 

(a) The academy will prepare and produce an annual 1 
report on the state of science and technology in West 2 
Virginia and submit it to the Governor, the Speaker of the 3 
House of Delegates, the President of the Senate and the joint 4 
commission on economic development or before July 1, of 5 
each year. The report shall address all aspects of research, 6 
development and commercialization that the academy 7 
council deems material, including, but not limited to: 8 

(1) Strengths, weaknesses, opportunities, and threats to 9 
West Virginia’s research, development, and 10 
commercialization environment and establishments; 11 

(2) Options for actions by the Legislature and the 12 
Governor to maximize the ability of the state to attract 13 
investment, grants, and infrastructure development to 14 
support growth of science and technology research, 15 
development, and commercialization in the state; 16 

(3) The status of, and options to improve, scientific and 17 
technological entrepreneurship in West Virginia; and 18 
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(4) The status of, and options to improve, the 19 
collaboration of institutions of higher education in obtaining 20 
competitive research awards and grants. 21 

(b) In preparing its annual report, the council may utilize 22 
the technical support available to it through the West 23 
Virginia Development Office, the West Virginia 24 
Experimental Program to Stimulate Competitive Research 25 
(EPSCoR), the West Virginia higher education system, 26 
federal and state agencies, and other entities that have an 27 
interest in fostering science and technology research, 28 
development, and commercialization in this state. 29 

(c) Each month, an academy representative shall meet 30 
with legislative and executive leaders to provide updates 31 
and information concerning opportunities, issues and 32 
progress of science, technology, and commercialization in 33 
the state. 34

CHAPTER 18. EDUCATION. 

ARTICLE 2I. STATE-LEVEL LEADERSHIP FOR 
PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT SYSTEM. 

§18-2I-1. Professional development coordination and 
delivery; system goals. 

The purpose of this article is to establish clear state-level 1 
leadership for professional development for all West 2 
Virginia public school educators and administrators. As the 3 
state institution charged with the general supervision of the 4 
state school system, the state board shall institute a system 5 
for the coordination and delivery of high-quality 6 
professional development. The system shall clearly define 7 
the goals for professional development and delineate roles 8 
and responsibilities of the various state, school district and 9 
individual school levels for the delivery of high-quality 10 
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professional development. The state board shall include 11 
among the goals for the system of professional development 12 
the following: 13 

(1) The instructional leadership skills of principals are 14 
developed to ensure that each school is led by a principal 15 
who is knowledgeable of continuous improvement 16 
processes and capable of leading effective improvement 17 
efforts. The principal also must understand the value of fair 18 
and accurate personnel performance evaluations as an 19 
effective, continuous improvement effort to drive 20 
professional learning at the school level; 21 

(2) Professional development is among the array of 22 
supports and processes necessary under a performance-23 
based accreditation system to build the capacity of schools 24 
to impact student performance and well-being by increasing 25 
staff individual and collective skills, competencies, and 26 
abilities. It should be based on a thorough analysis of 27 
accountability data and strategic planning for continuous 28 
improvement that addresses those areas that must be a 29 
priority for individual school support, including an analysis 30 
of personnel evaluation data in order to target individualized 31 
professional learning at the school level; 32 

(3) The school is the unit of change. Local and state 33 
resources, policies, and procedures must focus on assisting 34 
the improvement of each West Virginia school and on 35 
differentiating supports according to need and level of 36 
performance, including the implementation of school-based 37 
professional development programs that address the unique 38 
needs of staff and students; and 39 

(4) Professional development should be delivered using 40 
techniques, school schedules or time in a manner that does 41 
not diminish student learning by the absence of their 42 
classroom teacher. 43 

§18-2I-2. Legislative findings. 

The Legislature finds: 1 
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(1) That high-quality professional development is 2 
critical in supporting improved practice, assuring teacher 3 
quality and raising student achievement; 4 

(2) That professional development is vital in the state’s 5 
overall school improvement efforts; 6 

(3) That the state board shall assure the efficient 7 
delivery of high-quality professional development 8 
programs and that the duplication of efforts be 9 
minimized;  10 

(4) That the state board shall assure all stakeholders are 11 
appropriately involved in the planning and implementing of 12 
programs to meet requisite needs and that high-quality 13 
professional development programs be provided to public 14 
school educators of West Virginia in the most efficient and 15 
cost effective manner;  16 

(5) That continuous improvement is the on-going 17 
process of planning, determining, implementing, and 18 
refining efforts to improve student performance and well-19 
being. It is the collective staff process of analyzing student 20 
performance data, studying current school and classroom 21 
practices, determining root causes, researching solutions, 22 
and implementing processes outlined in the school’s 23 
strategic plan; and 24 

(6) That the capacity for excellence resides in every 25 
school. Schools are responsible for creating school-wide 26 
and classroom conditions that produce student success. 27 
Every school needs quality leadership and the flexibility and 28 
support to make the decisions that will lead to the 29 
achievement of all students.  30 

§18-2I-3. Annual professional development master plan 
established by state board. 

[Repealed.] 1 
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§18-2I-4. Coordination, development and evaluation of 

professional development programs. 

(a) On or before November 1, 2018, the state board shall 1 
promulgate a rule in accordance with §29A-3B-1 et seq.  of 2 
this code to ensure the coordination, development and 3 
evaluation of high-quality professional development 4 
programs. The rule shall include, but is not limited to, the 5 
following: 6 

(1) Standards for quality professional development that 7 
all professional development providers shall use in 8 
designing, implementing, and evaluating professional 9 
development that shall become part of the system for the 10 
coordinated delivery of high-quality professional 11 
development established by the state board; 12 

(2) Processes for aggregating information, in part from 13 
school and school district strategic plans, to determine areas 14 
of common need for professional development, as well as 15 
those more varied, to assist in the design of the most 16 
effective and efficient method and level of delivery; 17 

(3) Processes for assuring professional development 18 
resources are appropriately allocated to identified areas of 19 
need; 20 

(4) Processes for evaluating the effectiveness, 21 
efficiency, and impact of the professional development; 22 

(5) Processes for ensuring all stakeholders, including 23 
affected principals and classroom teachers, have a voice in 24 
the identification of needed professional development and 25 
various delivery models; 26 

(6) Processes for collaboration among West Virginia 27 
Department of Education, county boards, principals and 28 
classroom teachers; and 29 

(7) Processes for ensuring that the expertise and 30 
experience of state institutions of higher education with 31 
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teacher preparation programs are included in developing 32 
and implementing professional development programs. 33 

(b) The Center for Professional Development, formerly 34 
provided for under §18A-3A-1 et seq. of this code before 35 
the effective date of the amendment and reenactment of this 36 
section during the 2018 regular session of the Legislature, 37 
is hereby transferred to be under the authority and control 38 
of the state board. To assist in the delivery of high quality 39 
professional development for teachers, principals, and other 40 
school employees, the state board shall incorporate within 41 
the Department of Education the Center for Professional 42 
Development whose general mission shall be under the 43 
direction of the state board to advance the quality of 44 
teaching and learning in the schools of West Virginia 45 
through programs, technical assistance and support to 46 
schools and school systems to meet the legislative findings 47 
and goals of this article. The center shall perform other 48 
duties that may be assigned to it by the state board. In 49 
addition, the center shall provide statewide coordination for 50 
the continued growth and development of advanced 51 
placement programs in West Virginia high schools, 52 
including, but not limited to, serving as a liaison for The 53 
College Board, Inc., and providing for the training of 54 
advanced placement teachers. 55 

ARTICLE 10A. REHABILITATION SERVICES. 

§18-10A-1. Definitions. 

As used in this article and §18-10B-1 et seq. of this 1 
code: 2 

(1) “State board” means the Secretary of the Department 3 
of Commerce, or where required by federal law, the board, 4 
commission or council designated by the Secretary of the 5 
Department of Commerce to oversee certain functions of 6 
the Division of Rehabilitation Services. All references in 7 
this code to the state board of vocational education, except 8 
where the context clearly indicates the provision of 9 
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vocational education to other than disabled individuals, 10 
means the state board defined by this subsection. 11 

(2) “Division” means the division of vocational 12 
rehabilitation established by this article. 13 

(3) “Director” means the director of the division of 14 
vocational rehabilitation. 15 

(4) “Employment handicap” means a physical or mental 16 
condition which constitutes, contributes to, or if not 17 
corrected will probably result in, an obstruction to 18 
occupational performance. 19 

(5) “Disabled individual” means any person who has a 20 
substantial employment handicap. 21 

(6) “Vocational rehabilitation” and “vocational 22 
rehabilitation services” means any services, provided 23 
directly or through public or private instrumentalities, found 24 
by the director to be necessary to compensate a disabled 25 
individual for his or her employment handicap and to enable 26 
him or her to engage in a remunerative occupation 27 
including, but not limited to, medical and vocational 28 
diagnosis, vocational guidance, counseling and placement, 29 
rehabilitation training, attendant care services, physical 30 
restoration, transportation, occupational licenses, 31 
occupational tools and equipment, including motor 32 
vehicles, maintenance, and training books and materials. 33 

(7) “Rehabilitation training” means all necessary 34 
training provided to a disabled individual to compensate for 35 
his or her employment handicap including, but not limited 36 
to, manual, preconditioning, prevocational, vocational, and 37 
supplementary training and training provided for the 38 
purpose of achieving broader or more remunerative skills 39 
and capacities. 40 

(8) “Physical restoration” means any medical, surgical, 41 
or therapeutic treatment necessary to correct or substantially 42 
reduce a disabled individual’s employment handicap within 43 
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a reasonable length of time including, but not limited to, 44 
medical, psychiatric, dental and surgical treatment, nursing 45 
services, hospital care not to exceed ninety days, 46 
convalescent home care, drugs, medical and surgical 47 
supplies, and prosthetic appliances, but excluding curative 48 
treatment for acute or transitory conditions. 49 

(9) “Prosthetic appliance” means any artificial device 50 
necessary to support or take the place of a part of the body 51 
or to increase the acuity of a sense organ. 52 

(10) “Occupational licenses” means any license, permit 53 
or other written authority required by any governmental unit 54 
to be obtained in order to engage in an occupation. 55 

(11) “Maintenance” means money payments not 56 
exceeding the estimated cost of subsistence during 57 
vocational rehabilitation. 58 

(12) “Regulations” means regulations made by the 59 
director with the approval of the secretary of the Department 60 
of Commerce or the state board. 61 

(13) “Attendant care evaluation unit” means any agency 62 
certified by the division of vocational rehabilitation that 63 
employs a qualified evaluator to provide evaluations and 64 
attendant referrals such as the centers for independent 65 
living, the West Virginia Rehabilitation Center and any 66 
other unit approved by the division. 67 

(14) “Attendant care services” means services which 68 
include, but are not limited to: 69 

(a) Routine bodily functions such as bowel and bladder 70 
care; 71 

(b) Dressing; 72 

(c) Ambulation; 73 
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(d) Meal preparation and consumption; 74 

(e) Assistance in moving in and out of bed; 75 

(f) Bathing and grooming; 76 

(g) Housecleaning and laundry; and 77 

(h) Any other similar activity of daily living. 78 

(15) “Attendant” means a self-employed individual who 79 
is trained to perform attendant care services and who works 80 
as an independent contractor. 81 

§18-10A-2. Division of Rehabilitation Services. 

(a) The Division of Rehabilitation Services is 1 
transferred to the Department of Commerce created in §5F-2 
1-1 et seq. of this code. The secretary shall appoint any 3 
board, commission, or council over the division to the extent 4 
required by federal law to qualify for federal funds for 5 
providing rehabilitation services for disabled persons. The 6 
secretary and the boards, commissions or councils as he or 7 
she is required by federal law to appoint are authorized and 8 
directed to cooperate with the federal government to the 9 
fullest extent in an effort to provide rehabilitation services 10 
for disabled persons. 11 

(b) References in this article or §18-10B-1 et seq. of this 12 
code to the state Board of Vocational Education, the state 13 
Board of Rehabilitation or the state board as the governing 14 
board of vocational or other rehabilitation services or 15 
facilities mean the Secretary of Commerce. All references 16 
in the code to the Division of Vocational Rehabilitation 17 
mean the Division of Rehabilitation Services and all 18 
references to the Director of the Division of Vocational 19 
Rehabilitation means the Director of the Division of 20 
Rehabilitation Services. 21 
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§18-10A-3. Director of division of vocational rehabilitation; 

powers and duties. 

The division shall be administered, under the general 1 
supervision and direction of the Secretary of the Department 2 
of Commerce or, if required by federal law his or her 3 
designated state board, by a director appointed by the 4 
secretary, or if required by federal law his or her designated 5 
state board in accordance with established personnel 6 
standards and on the basis of his or her education, training, 7 
experience, and demonstrated ability. 8 

In carrying out his or her duties under this article, the 9 
director shall: 10 

(1) Appoint such personnel as he or she considers 11 
necessary for the efficient performance of the functions of 12 
the division. 13 

(2) Establish a merit system of personnel management, 14 
or in lieu thereof, avail himself or herself of the services of 15 
the state merit system upon payment of a fair share of the 16 
expenses of the operation of the system. 17 

(3) Make regulations governing the protection of 18 
records and confidential information; the manner and form 19 
of filing applications for vocational rehabilitation services, 20 
eligibility therefor, and investigation and determination 21 
thereof; procedures for fair hearings; and such other matters 22 
as may be necessary or desirable in accomplishing the 23 
purposes of this article. 24 

(4) Have the authority to establish and operate a staff 25 
development program for the employees of the division and 26 
may, in furtherance of such a program, and utilizing any 27 
funds appropriated or made available, for such purpose, pay 28 
to the employees compensation or expenses, or both, while 29 
the employees are pursuing approved training courses or 30 
academic studies for the purpose of becoming better 31 
equipped for their employment in the division; the staff 32 
development program shall be conducted subject to 33 
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appropriate rules as adopted by the director and approved 34 
by the state board: Provided, That these rules shall include 35 
reasonable provisions for the return of any employee, 36 
receiving the benefits of such training, for a reasonable 37 
period of duty, or for reimbursement to the state for 38 
expenditures incurred on behalf of the training of such 39 
employee. 40 

(5) Establish appropriate subordinate administrative 41 
units within the division. 42 

(6) Prepare and submit to the Secretary of the 43 
Department of Commerce or his or her designated state 44 
board annual reports of activities and expenditures and, 45 
prior to each regular session of the Legislature, estimates of 46 
sums required for carrying out the provisions of this article 47 
and estimates of the amounts to be made available for this 48 
purpose from all sources. 49 

(7) Make requisition for disbursement, in accordance 50 
with regulations of the funds available for vocational 51 
rehabilitation purposes. 52 

(8) Take such other action as may be determined 53 
necessary or appropriate to carry out the purposes of this 54 
article. 55 

§18-10A-6a. West Virginia Rehabilitation Services Special 
Account; expenditures. 

(a) There is hereby established in the State Treasury a 1 
separate account which shall be designated the “West 2 
Virginia Rehabilitation Services Special Account”. The 3 
director of rehabilitation services shall deposit promptly 4 
into the account all fees received for services provided by 5 
the West Virginia Rehabilitation Center from whatever 6 
source, including the federal government, state government 7 
or from other third-party payers or personal payments. 8 

(b) A five-year West Virginia rehabilitation services 9 
long-range plan shall be developed by the director and shall 10 
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be adopted by the Secretary of Commerce. The West 11 
Virginia rehabilitation services’ long-range plan shall be 12 
updated and revised at least every two years. 13 

(c) The director may expend the moneys deposited in 14 
the West Virginia Rehabilitation Services Special Account 15 
in accordance with federal laws and regulations and with the 16 
laws of this state necessary for the development of the five-17 
year long-range plan and subsequent revisions. 18 

(d) The director may expend the moneys deposited in 19 
the West Virginia Rehabilitation Services Special Account 20 
as provided in the long-range plan at such times and in such 21 
amounts as the director determines to be necessary for the 22 
purpose of maintaining or improving the delivery of 23 
rehabilitation services: Provided, That during the budget 24 
preparation period which occurs prior to the convening of 25 
the Legislature, the director shall submit for inclusion in the 26 
executive budget document and budget bill his or her 27 
recommended capital expenditures, recommended 28 
priorities, estimated costs, and request for appropriations for 29 
maintaining or improving the delivery of vocational 30 
rehabilitation services. 31 

(e) The director shall make an annual report to the 32 
Legislature on the status of the West Virginia Rehabilitation 33 
Services Special Account, including the previous year’s 34 
expenditures and projected expenditures for the next year. 35 

§18-10A-12. Vocational evaluation and work adjustment 
program for disadvantaged individuals. 

The division, under the direction of any federally 1 
mandated board, commission, or council appointed by the 2 
Secretary of the Department of Commerce, is authorized 3 
and directed to cooperate with the federal government in 4 
providing vocational evaluation and work adjustment 5 
services to disadvantaged individuals. 6 

“Vocational evaluation and work adjustment services” 7 
include, as appropriate in each case, such services as: 8 
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(a) A preliminary diagnostic study to determine that the 9 
individual is disadvantaged, has an employment handicap, 10 
and that services are needed; 11 

(b) A thorough diagnostic study consisting of a 12 
comprehensive evaluation of pertinent medical, 13 
psychological, vocational, educational, cultural, social, and 14 
environmental factors which bear on the individual’s 15 
handicap to employment and rehabilitation potential 16 
including, to the degree needed, an evaluation of the 17 
individual’s personality, intelligence level, educational 18 
achievements, work experience, vocational aptitudes and 19 
interests, personal and social adjustments, employment 20 
opportunities, and other pertinent data helpful in 21 
determining the nature and scope of services needed; 22 

(c) Services to appraise the individual’s patterns of work 23 
behavior and ability to acquire occupational skills, and to 24 
develop work attitudes, work habits, work tolerance, and 25 
social and behavior patterns suitable for successful job 26 
performance, including the utilization of work, simulated or 27 
real, to assess and develop the individual’s capacities to 28 
perform adequately in a work environment; 29 

(d) Any other goods or services provided to a 30 
disadvantaged individual, determined (in accordance with 31 
regulations of the federal government) to be necessary for, 32 
and which are provided for the purpose of, ascertaining the 33 
nature of the handicap to employment and whether it may 34 
reasonably be expected the individual can benefit from 35 
vocational rehabilitation services or other services available 36 
to disadvantaged individuals; 37 

(e) Outreach, referral, and advocacy; and 38 

(f) The administration of these evaluation and work 39 
adjustment services. 40 

As used in this section, the term “disadvantaged 41 
individuals” means: (1) Disabled individuals as defined in 42 
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§18-10A-1(5) of this code; (2) individuals disadvantaged by 43 
reason of their youth or advanced age, low educational 44 
attainments, ethnic or cultural factors, prison or delinquency 45 
records, or other conditions which constitute a barrier to 46 
employment; and (3) other members of their families when 47 
the provision of vocational rehabilitation services to family 48 
members is necessary for the rehabilitation of the individual 49 
described in subdivision (1) or (2) above. 50 

ARTICLE 30. WEST VIRGINIA COLLEGE PREPAID 
TUITION AND SAVINGS PROGRAM ACT. 

§18-30-4. Creation of program; board; members; terms; 
compensation; proceedings generally. 

(a) The West Virginia college prepaid tuition and 1 
savings program is continued. The program consists of a 2 
prepaid tuition plan and a savings plan. 3 

(b) The board of the college prepaid tuition and savings 4 
program is continued and all powers, rights and 5 
responsibilities of the board of trustees of the prepaid tuition 6 
trust fund are vested in the board of the college prepaid 7 
tuition and savings program. 8 

(c) The board consists of eight members and includes 9 
the following: 10 

(1) The State Treasurer, or his or her designee; 11 

(2) A representative of the Higher Education Policy 12 
Commission, who may or may not be a member of the 13 
Higher Education Policy Commission, appointed by the 14 
commission who serves as a voting member of the board; 15 

(3) A representative of the Council for Community and 16 
Technical College Education, who may or may not be a 17 
member of the Council for Community and Technical 18 
College Education, appointed by the council who serves as 19 
a voting member of the board; and  20 
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(4) Five other members, appointed by the Governor, 21 
with knowledge, skill and experience in an arts, academic, 22 
business or financial field, to be appointed as follows: 23 

(A) Two private citizens not employed by, or an officer 24 
of, the state or any political subdivision of the state; 25 

(B) One member representing the interests of private 26 
institutions of higher education located in this state 27 
appointed from one or more nominees of the West Virginia 28 
association of private colleges; and 29 

(C) Two members representing the public. 30 

(d) The public members and the member representing 31 
the interests of private institutions of higher education are 32 
appointed by the Governor with the advice and consent of 33 
the Senate. 34 

(e) Only state residents are eligible for appointment to 35 
the board. 36 

(f) Members appointed by the Governor serve a term of 37 
five years and are eligible for reappointment at the 38 
expiration of their terms. If there is a vacancy among 39 
appointed members, the Governor shall appoint a person 40 
representing the same interests to fill the unexpired term. 41 

(g) Members of the board serve until the later of the 42 
expiration of the term for which the member was appointed 43 
or the appointment of a successor. Members of the board 44 
serve without compensation. The treasurer may pay all 45 
expenses, including travel expenses, actually incurred by 46 
board members in the conduct of their official duties. 47 
Expense payments are made from the college prepaid 48 
tuition and savings program administrative account, and are 49 
made at the same rate paid to state employees. 50 

(h) The treasurer may provide support staff and office 51 
space for the board. 52 
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(i) The treasurer is the chairman and presiding officer of 53 
the board, and may appoint the employees the board 54 
considers advisable or necessary. A majority of the 55 
members of the board constitute a quorum for the 56 
transaction of the business of the board. 57 

CHAPTER 18A. SCHOOL PERSONNEL. 

ARTICLE 2. SCHOOL PERSONNEL. 

§18A-2-9. Duties and responsibilities of school principals; 
assistant principals. 

(a) Upon the recommendation of the county 1 
superintendent of schools, the county board of education 2 
shall employ and assign, through written contract, public 3 
school principals who shall be the principal instructional 4 
leader of the school and shall supervise the management and 5 
the operation of the school or schools to which they are 6 
assigned to improve student performance and progress. The 7 
principals shall hold valid administrative certificates 8 
appropriate for their assignments. 9 

(b)(1) Beginning on July 1, 1994, the prerequisites for 10 
issuance of an administrative certificate for principals shall 11 
include that the person has successfully completed at least 12 
six credit hours of approved course work in public school 13 
management techniques at an accredited institution of 14 
higher education and has successfully completed education 15 
and training in evaluation skills approved by the state board. 16 

(2) Beginning on July 1, 2019, the prerequisites for 17 
issuance of an administrative certificate for principals shall 18 
include that the person has successfully completed at least 19 
six credit hours of approved course work in public school 20 
instructional leadership and management techniques at an 21 
accredited institution of higher education, including, but not 22 
limited to, the standards for high quality schools, the school 23 
accreditation process and strategic planning for continuous 24 
improvement.  25 
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(c) Prior to employment as a principal or assistant 26 
principal, or in another administrative position the duties of 27 
which require conducting personnel performance 28 
evaluations, the principal, assistant or administrator shall 29 
successfully complete education and training in evaluation 30 
skills approved by the state board. 31 

(d) Under the supervision of the superintendent and in 32 
accordance with the rules and regulations of the county 33 
board of education, the principal:  34 

(1) Shall assume administrative and instructional 35 
leadership responsibility for the planning, management, 36 
operation, and evaluation of the total educational program 37 
of the school or schools to which he or she is assigned. 38 

(2) May submit recommendations to the superintendent 39 
regarding the appointment, assignment, promotion, transfer 40 
and dismissal of all personnel assigned to the school or 41 
schools under said principal’s control. The 42 
recommendations shall be submitted in writing as 43 
prescribed by the superintendent; and 44 

(3) Shall perform such other duties as may be assigned 45 
by the superintendent pursuant to the rules and regulations 46 
of the county board of education. 47 

(e) Upon recommendation of the county superintendent 48 
of schools, the county board of education shall, when 49 
needed, employ and assign, through written contract, 50 
assistant principals who shall work under the direction of 51 
the school principal. Such assistant principals shall hold 52 
valid administrative certificates appropriate for their 53 
assignments. 54 

(f) The assignment of principals and assistant principals 55 
by each county board of education is subject to the 56 
following:  57 

(1) A certificated principal shall be assigned to each 58 
school;  59 
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(2) A principal may not be assigned more than two 60 
schools;  61 

(3) No additional schools may be assigned to the 62 
principal of a school where enrollment exceeds four 63 
hundred students; 64 

(4) A principal assigned to more than one school may 65 
not be assigned any teaching duties except on a temporary 66 
emergency basis;  67 

(5) A principal shall be assigned full-time at each school 68 
whose net enrollment equals or exceeds one hundred 69 
seventy students and may not be assigned any teaching 70 
duties except on a temporary emergency basis;  71 

(6) A principal assigned on a full-time basis to a school 72 
whose net enrollment is more than seventy-five students but 73 
less than one hundred seventy students shall have a 74 
minimum of twenty hours per week for nonteaching duties;  75 

(7) A principal assigned on a full-time basis to a school 76 
with seventy-five students or less shall have a minimum of 77 
ten hours per week for nonteaching duties;  78 

(8) Nothing in this section prohibits a county board of 79 
education from assigning a full-time principal to a school 80 
with a net enrollment of less than one hundred seventy 81 
students; and 82 

(9) The State Board of Education may not deny a county 83 
board of education the right to place a principal in a school 84 
with less than one hundred seventy students.  85 

§18A-2-12. Performance evaluations of school personnel; 
professional personnel evaluation process; restrictions on 
requirements on lesson plans and record keeping by 
classroom teachers. 

(a) The state board shall adopt a written system for the 1 
evaluation of the employment performance of personnel, 2 
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which system shall be applied uniformly by county boards 3 
in the evaluation of the employment performance of 4 
personnel employed by the board. 5 

(b) The system adopted by the state board for evaluating 6 
the employment performance of professional personnel 7 
shall be in accordance with the provisions of this section. 8 

(c) For purposes of this section, “professional 9 
personnel”, “professional”, or “professionals”, means 10 
professional personnel and other professional employees, as 11 
defined in §18A-1-1 of this code but does not include 12 
classroom teachers, principals, and assistant principals 13 
subject to the evaluation processes established pursuant to 14 
§18A-3C-2 of this code. 15 

(d) The performance evaluation system shall contain, 16 
but not be limited to, the following information: 17 

(1) The professional personnel positions to be 18 
evaluated; 19 

(2) The frequency and duration of the evaluations, 20 
which shall be of such frequency and duration as to insure 21 
the collection of a sufficient amount of data from which 22 
reliable conclusions and findings may be drawn, but at least 23 
annually; 24 

(3) The evaluation shall serve the following purposes: 25 

(A) Serve as a basis for the improvement of the 26 
performance of the personnel in their assigned duties; 27 

(B) Provide an indicator of satisfactory performance for 28 
individual professionals; 29 

(C) Serve as documentation for a dismissal on the 30 
grounds of unsatisfactory performance; and 31 
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(D) Serve as a basis for programs to increase the 32 
professional growth and development of professional 33 
personnel; 34 

(4) The standards for satisfactory performance for 35 
professional personnel and the criteria to be used to 36 
determine whether the performance of each professional 37 
meets those standards and other criteria for evaluation for 38 
each professional position evaluated. Professional 39 
personnel, as appropriate, shall demonstrate competency in 40 
the knowledge and implementation of the technology 41 
standards adopted by the state board. If a professional fails 42 
to demonstrate competency in the knowledge and 43 
implementation of these standards, he or she will be subject 44 
to an improvement plan to correct the deficiencies; and 45 

(5) Provisions for a written improvement plan, which 46 
shall be specific as to what improvements, if any, are needed 47 
in the performance of the professional and shall clearly set 48 
forth recommendations for improvements, including 49 
recommendations for additional education and training 50 
during the professional’s recertification or license renewal 51 
process. 52 

(e) A professional whose performance is considered to 53 
be unsatisfactory shall be given notice of deficiencies. A 54 
remediation plan to correct deficiencies shall be developed 55 
by the employing county board and the professional. The 56 
professional shall be given a reasonable period of time for 57 
remediation of the deficiencies and shall receive a statement 58 
of the resources and assistance available for the purposes of 59 
correcting the deficiencies. 60 

(f) No person may evaluate professional personnel for 61 
the purposes of this section or professional educator for the 62 
purposes of §18A-3C-2 of this code unless the person has 63 
an administrative certificate issued by the state 64 
superintendent and has successfully completed education 65 
and training in evaluation skills approved by the state board, 66 
which will enable the person to make fair, professional, and 67

credible evaluations of the personnel whom the person is 68 
responsible for evaluating.  69 

(g) Any professional whose performance evaluation 70 
includes a written improvement plan shall be given an 71 
opportunity to improve his or her performance through the 72 
implementation of the plan. If the next performance 73 
evaluation shows that the professional is now performing 74 
satisfactorily, no further action may be taken concerning the 75 
original performance evaluation. If the evaluation shows 76 
that the professional is still not performing satisfactorily, the 77 
evaluator either shall make additional recommendations for 78 
improvement or may recommend the dismissal of the 79 
professional in accordance with the provisions of §18A-2-8 80 
of this code. 81 

(h) This subsection applies to all classroom teachers 82 
irrespective of the process under which they are evaluated. 83 

(1) Lesson plans are intended to serve as a daily guide 84 
for teachers and substitutes for the orderly presentation of 85 
the curriculum. Lesson plans may not be used as a substitute 86 
for observations by an administrator in the performance 87 
evaluation process. A classroom teacher, as defined in 88 
§18A-1-1 of this code, may not be required to post his or 89 
her lesson plans on the Internet or otherwise make them 90 
available to students and parents or to include in his or her 91 
lesson plans any of the following: 92 

(A) Teach and reteach strategies; 93 

(B) Write to learn activities; 94 

(C) Cultural diversity; 95 

(D) Color coding; or 96 

(E) Any other similar items which are not required to 97 
serve as a guide to the teacher or substitute for daily 98 
instruction; 99 
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(2) The Legislature finds that classroom teachers must 100 
be free of unnecessary paperwork so that they can focus 101 
their time on instruction. Therefore, classroom teachers may 102 
not be required to keep records or logs of routine contacts 103 
with parents or guardians; 104 

(3) Nothing in this subsection may be construed to 105 
prohibit classroom teachers from voluntarily posting 106 
material on the Internet; and 107 

(4) Nothing in §18A-3C-1 et seq. of this code may be 108 
construed to negate the provisions of this subsection. 109 

ARTICLE 3. TRAINING, CERTIFICATION, LICENSING, 
PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT. 

§18A-3-1. Teacher preparation programs; program approval 
and standards; authority to issue teaching certificates. 

(a) The education of professional educators in the state 1 
is under the general direction and control of the state board.  2 

The education of professional educators in the state 3 
includes all programs leading to certification to teach or 4 
serve in the public schools. The programs include the 5 
following: 6 

(1) Programs in all institutions of higher education, 7 
including student teaching and teacher-in-residence 8 
programs as provided in this section; 9 

(2) Beginning teacher induction programs; 10 

(3) Granting West Virginia certification to persons who 11 
received their preparation to teach outside the boundaries of 12 
this state, except as provided in subsection (b) of this 13 
section; 14 

(4) Alternative preparation programs in this state 15 
leading to certification, including programs established 16 
pursuant to the provisions of §18A-3-1a, §18A-3-1b, §18A-17 
3-1c, §18A-3-1d, §18A-3-1e, §18A-3-1f, §18A-3-1g, 18 
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§18A-3-1h and §18A-3-1i of this code and programs which 19 
are in effect on the effective date of this section; and 20 

(5) Continuing professional education, professional 21 
development, and in-service training programs for 22 
professional educators employed in the public schools in the 23 
state. 24 

(b) The state board shall adopt standards for the 25 
education of professional educators in the state and for 26 
awarding certificates valid in the public schools of this state. 27 
The standards include, but are not limited to the following: 28 

(1) A provision for the study of the history and 29 
philosophical foundations of Western Civilization and the 30 
writings of the founders of the United States of America; 31 

(2) A provision for the study of multicultural education. 32 
As used in this section, multicultural education means the 33 
study of the pluralistic nature of American society including 34 
its values, institutions, organizations, groups, status 35 
positions and social roles; 36 

(3) A provision for the study of classroom management 37 
techniques, including methods of effective management of 38 
disruptive behavior including societal factors and their 39 
impact on student behavior; and  40 

(4) A teacher from another state shall be awarded a 41 
teaching certificate for a comparable grade level and subject 42 
area valid in the public schools of this state, subject to §18A-43 
3-10 if he or she has met the following requirements: 44 

(A) Holds a valid teaching certificate or a certificate of 45 
eligibility issued by another state; 46 

(B) Has graduated from an educator preparation 47 
program at a regionally accredited institution of higher 48 
education or from another educator preparation program; 49 

(C) Possesses the minimum of a bachelor’s degree; and 50 
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(D) Meets all of the requirements of the state for full 51 
certification except employment. 52 

(c) The state board may enter into an agreement with 53 
county boards for the use of the public schools in order to 54 
give prospective teachers the teaching experience needed to 55 
demonstrate competence as a prerequisite to certification to 56 
teach in the West Virginia public schools. 57 

(d) An agreement established pursuant to subsection (c) 58 
of this section shall recognize student teaching as a joint 59 
responsibility of the educator preparation institution and the 60 
cooperating public schools. The agreement shall include the 61 
following items: 62 

(1) The minimum qualifications for the employment of 63 
public school teachers selected as supervising teachers, 64 
including the requirement that field-based and clinical 65 
experiences be supervised by a teacher fully certified in the 66 
state in which that teacher is supervising; 67 

(2) The remuneration to be paid to public school 68 
teachers by the state board, in addition to their contractual 69 
salaries, for supervising student teachers; 70 

(3) Minimum standards to guarantee the adequacy of the 71 
facilities and program of the public school selected for 72 
student teaching; 73 

(4) Assurance that the student teacher, under the 74 
direction and supervision of the supervising teacher, shall 75 
exercise the authority of a substitute teacher; 76 

(5) A provision requiring any higher education 77 
institution with an educator preparation program to 78 
document that the student teacher’s field-based and clinical 79 
experiences include participation and instruction with 80 
multicultural, at-risk and exceptional children at each 81 
programmatic level for which the student teacher seeks 82 
certification; and 83 
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(6) A provision authorizing a school or school district 84 
that has implemented a comprehensive beginning teacher 85 
induction program, to enter into an agreement that provides 86 
for the training and supervision of student teachers 87 
consistent with the educational objectives of this subsection 88 
by using an alternate structure implemented for the support, 89 
supervision and mentoring of beginning teachers. The 90 
agreement is in lieu of any specific provisions of this 91 
subsection and is subject to the approval of the state board. 92 

(e) Teacher-in-residence programs. — 93 

(1) In lieu of the provisions of subsections (c) and (d) of 94 
this section and subject to approval of the state board, an 95 
institution of higher education with a program for the 96 
education of professional educators approved by the state 97 
board may enter into an agreement with county boards for 98 
the use of teacher-in-residence programs in the public 99 
schools. 100 

(2) A “teacher-in-residence program” means an 101 
intensively supervised and mentored residency program for 102 
prospective teachers during their senior year that refines 103 
their professional practice skills and helps them gain the 104 
teaching experience needed to demonstrate competence as a 105 
prerequisite to certification to teach in the West Virginia 106 
public schools. 107 

(3) The authorization for the higher education institution 108 
and the county board to implement a teacher-in-residence 109 
program is subject to state board approval. The provisions 110 
of the agreement include, but are not limited to, the 111 
following items: 112 

(A) A requirement that the prospective teacher in a 113 
teacher-in-residence program has completed all other 114 
preparation courses and has passed the appropriate basic 115 
skills and subject matter test or tests required by the state 116 
board for teachers to become certified in the area for which 117 
licensure is sought; 118 
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(B) A requirement that the teacher-in-residence serve 119 
only in a teaching position in the county which has been 120 
posted and for which no other teacher fully certified for the 121 
position has been employed; 122 

(C) Specifics regarding the program of instruction for 123 
the teacher-in-residence setting forth the responsibilities for 124 
supervision and mentoring by the higher education 125 
institution’s educator preparation program, the school 126 
principal, and peer teachers and mentors, and the 127 
responsibilities for the formal instruction or professional 128 
development necessary for the teacher-in-residence to 129 
perfect his or her professional practice skills. The program 130 
also may include other instructional items as considered 131 
appropriate. 132 

(D) A requirement that the teacher-in-residence hold a 133 
teacher-in-residence permit qualifying the individual to 134 
teach in his or her assigned position as the teacher of record; 135 

(E) A requirement that the salary and benefit costs for 136 
the position to which the teacher-in-residence is assigned 137 
shall be used only for program support and to pay a stipend 138 
to the teacher-in-residence as specified in the agreement, 139 
subject to the following: 140 

(i) The teacher-in-residence is a student enrolled in the 141 
teacher preparation program of the institution of higher 142 
education and is not a regularly employed employee of the 143 
county board; 144 

(ii) The teacher-in-residence is included on the certified 145 
list of employees of the county eligible for state aid funding 146 
the same as an employee of the county at the appropriate 147 
level based on their permit and level of experience; 148 

(iii) All state-aid-funding due to the county board for the 149 
teacher-in-residence shall be used only in accordance with 150 
the agreement with the institution of higher education for 151 
support of the program as provided in the agreement, 152 
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including costs associated with instruction and supervision 153 
as set forth in paragraph (C) of this subdivision; 154 

(iv) The teacher-in-residence is provided the same 155 
liability insurance coverage as other employees; and 156 

(v) All state aid funding due to the county for the 157 
teacher-in-residence and not required for support of the 158 
program shall be paid as a stipend to the teacher-in-159 
residence: Provided, That the stipend paid to the teacher-in-160 
residence shall be no less than sixty-five percent of all state 161 
aid funding due the county for the teacher-in-residence. 162 

(F) Other provisions that may be required by the state 163 
board. 164 

(f) In lieu of the student teaching experience in a public 165 
school setting required by this section, an institution of 166 
higher education may provide an alternate student teaching 167 
experience in a nonpublic school setting if the institution of 168 
higher education meets the following criteria: 169 

(1) Complies with the provisions of this section; 170 

(2) Has a state board approved educator preparation 171 
program; and 172 

(3) Enters into an agreement pursuant to subdivisions 173 
(g) and (h) of this section. 174 

(g) At the discretion of the higher education institution, 175 
an agreement for an alternate student teaching experience 176 
between an institution of higher education and a nonpublic 177 
school shall require one of the following: 178 

(1) The student teacher shall complete at least one half 179 
of the clinical experience in a public school; or 180 

(2) The educator preparation program shall include a 181 
requirement that any student performing student teaching in 182 
a nonpublic school shall complete the following: 183 
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(A) At least two hundred clock hours of field-based 184 
training in a public school; and 185 

(B) A course, which is a component of the institution’s 186 
state board approved educator preparation program, that 187 
provides information to prospective teachers equivalent to 188 
the teaching experience needed to demonstrate competence 189 
as a prerequisite to certification to teach in the public 190 
schools in West Virginia. The course also shall include 191 
instruction on at least the following elements: 192 

(i) State board policy and provisions of this code 193 
governing public education; 194 

(ii) Requirements for federal and state accountability, 195 
including the mandatory reporting of child abuse; 196 

(iii) Federal and state mandated curriculum and 197 
assessment requirements, including multicultural education, 198 
safe schools, and student code of conduct; 199 

(iv) Federal and state regulations for the instruction of 200 
exceptional students as defined by the Individuals with 201 
Disabilities Education Act, 20 U.S.C. §1400 et seq.; and 202 

(v) Varied approaches for effective instruction for 203 
students who are at-risk. 204 

(h) In addition to the requirements set forth in 205 
subsection (g) of this section, an agreement for an alternate 206 
student teaching experience between an institution of higher 207 
education and a nonpublic school shall include the 208 
following: 209 

(1) A requirement that the higher education institution 210 
with an educator preparation program shall document that 211 
the student teacher’s field-based and clinical experiences 212 
include participation and instruction with multicultural, at-213 
risk, and exceptional children at each programmatic level 214 
for which the student teacher seeks certification; and 215 
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(2) The minimum qualifications for the employment of 216 
school teachers selected as supervising teachers, including 217 
the requirement that field-based and clinical experiences be 218 
supervised by a teacher fully certified in the state in which 219 
that teacher is supervising. 220 

(i) The state superintendent may issue certificates as 221 
provided in §18A-3-2a of this code to graduates of educator 222 
preparation programs and alternative educator preparation 223 
programs approved by the state board. The certificates are 224 
issued in accordance with this section and rules adopted by 225 
the state board.  226 

(1) A certificate to teach may be granted only to a person 227 
who meets the following criteria: 228 

(A) Is a citizen of the United States, except as provided 229 
in subdivision (2) of this subsection; 230 

(B) Is of good moral character; 231 

(C) Is physically, mentally, and emotionally qualified to 232 
perform the duties of a teacher; and 233 

(D) Is at least eighteen years of age on or before October 234 
1 of the year in which his or her certificate is issued. 235 

(2) A permit to teach in the public schools of this state 236 
may be granted to a person who is an exchange teacher from 237 
a foreign country or an alien person who meets the 238 
requirements to teach. 239 

(j) Institutions of higher education approved for 240 
educator preparation may cooperate with each other and 241 
with one or more county boards to organize and operate 242 
centers to provide selected phases of the educator 243 
preparation program. The phases include, but are not limited 244 
to the following: 245 

(1) Student teaching and teacher-in-residence programs; 246 
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(2) Beginning teacher induction programs; 247 

(3) Instruction in methodology; and 248 

(4) Seminar programs for college students, teachers 249 
with provisional certification, professional support team 250 
members, and supervising teachers. 251 

By mutual agreement, the institutions of higher 252 
education and county boards may budget and expend funds 253 
to operate the centers through payments to the appropriate 254 
fiscal office of the participating institutions and the county 255 
boards. 256 

(k) The provisions of this section do not require 257 
discontinuation of an existing student teacher training center 258 
or school which meets the standards of the state board. 259 

(l) All institutions of higher education approved for 260 
educator preparation in the 1962-63 school year continue to 261 
hold that distinction so long as they meet the minimum 262 
standards for educator preparation. Nothing in this section 263 
infringes upon the rights granted to any institution by 264 
charter given according to law previous to the adoption of 265 
this code. 266 

(m) Definitions. — For the purposes of this section, the 267 
following words have the meanings ascribed to them unless 268 
the context clearly indicates a different meaning: 269 

(1) “Nonpublic school” means a private school, 270 
parochial school, church school, school operated by a 271 
religious order, or other nonpublic school that elects to meet 272 
the following conditions: 273 

(A) Comply with the provisions of §18-28-1 et seq. of 274 
this code; 275 

(B) Participate on a voluntary basis in a state operated 276 
or state sponsored program provided to this type school 277 
pursuant to this section; and 278 
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(C) Comply with the provisions of this section; 279 

(2) “At-risk” means a student who has the potential for 280 
academic failure, including, but not limited to, the risk of 281 
dropping out of school, involvement in delinquent activity, 282 
or poverty as indicated by free or reduced lunch status; and 283 

(3) “Exceptional child” or “exceptional children” has 284 
the meaning ascribed to these terms pursuant to §18-20-1 of 285 
this code, but, as used in this section, the terms do not 286 
include gifted students. 287 

§18A-3-1d. Alternative program rules; necessary contents. 

(a) Alternative program rules. – 1 

(1) The state board shall promulgate a legislative rule or 2 
rules in accordance with §29A-3B-1 et seq. of this code 3 
containing procedures for the approval and operation of 4 
alternative teacher education programs as provided in this 5 
article. The State Board shall promulgate separate 6 
procedures for alternative programs for classroom teachers, 7 
alternative programs for highly qualified special education 8 
teachers, and additional alternative programs to prepare 9 
highly qualified special education teachers. These 10 
procedures shall be separate from the state board’s other 11 
procedures for approving standard teacher education 12 
programs. 13 

(2) Before adopting a rule or rules, the state board shall 14 
submit its proposed rule or rules to the Legislative Oversight 15 
Commission on Education Accountability for review. 16 

(b) Necessary contents. – The state board’s rule or rules 17 
shall include, at a minimum, the following elements: 18 

(1) An orderly set of deadlines, forms, and guidance to 19 
govern: 20 

(A) A partnership’s process for applying to become an 21 
approved education provider; 22 
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(B) The state board’s process for reviewing and acting 23 
on a partnership’s application; 24 

(C) An approved education provider’s process for 25 
seeking persons to enroll in an alternative program; and 26 

(D) A person’s process for enrolling in an approved 27 
education provider’s alternative program; 28 

(2) Procedures for determining whether a partnership 29 
agreement complies with §18A-3-1b and §18A-3-1c of this 30 
code; 31 

(3) Procedures for determining whether a partnership 32 
agreement complies with any additional requirements 33 
contained in the state board’s rule or rules; 34 

(4) Standards for how often and for what lengths of time 35 
an alternative program teacher must observe in a mentor’s 36 
classroom; 37 

(5) Guidelines for determining what tuition or other 38 
charges an approved education provider may impose 39 
relating to an alternative program; 40 

(6) A list of the test or tests that a person must pass if he 41 
or she seeks a certification to teach American Sign 42 
Language; and 43 

(7) A list of the test or tests that a person must pass if he 44 
or she seeks a certification to teach in selected vocational 45 
and technical areas.  46 

§18A-3-2c. Minimum qualities, proficiencies and skills 
required of principals; state board rule. 

On or before October 1, 2018, the state board shall 1 
promulgate rules in accordance with §29A-3B-1 et seq. of 2 
this code regarding the minimum qualities, proficiencies 3 
and skills that will be required of principals after July 1, 4 
2019. The state board shall promulgate and may, from time 5 
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to time, amend such rules. The rules promulgated by the 6 
state board shall address at least the following: 7 

(1) Instructional leadership and management 8 
techniques, including, but not limited to, the standards for 9 
high quality schools, the school accreditation process, and 10 
strategic planning for continuous improvement; 11 

(2) Staff relations, including, but not limited to, the 12 
development and use of skills necessary to make a positive 13 
use of faculty senates, manage faculty and staff with 14 
courtesy and mutual respect, coach and motivate 15 
employees, and build consensus as a means of management; 16 

(3) School community leadership qualities, including, 17 
but not limited to, the ability to organize and leverage 18 
community initiative, communicate effectively, work 19 
effectively with local school improvement councils, manage 20 
change, resolve conflict, and reflect the highest personal 21 
values; 22 

(4) Educational proficiencies, including, but not limited 23 
to, knowledge of curriculum, instructional techniques, 24 
student learning styles, student assessment criteria, school 25 
personnel performance, evaluation skills, and family issues; 26 
and 27 

(5) Administrative skills, including, but not limited to, 28 
organizational, fiscal, public policy, and total quality 29 
management skills and techniques. 30 

§18A-3-2d. Beginning principal internships.

§18A-3-8. County professional staff development councils. 

The Legislature finds the professional expertise and 1 
insight of the classroom teacher to be an invaluable 2 
ingredient in the development and delivery of staff 3 
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development programs which meet the needs of classroom 4 
teachers. 5 

Therefore, a professional staff development council 6 
comprised of proportional representation from the major 7 
school levels and from vocational, special education and 8 
other specialties in proportion to their employment numbers 9 
in the county shall be established in each school district in 10 
the state in accordance with rules adopted by the State Board 11 
of Education. Nominations of instructional personnel to 12 
serve on the county staff development council may be 13 
submitted by the faculty senates of the district to the county 14 
superintendent who shall prepare and distribute ballots and 15 
tabulate the votes of the counties instructional personnel 16 
voting on the persons nominated. Each county staff 17 
development council shall consist of between nine and 18 
fifteen members at the discretion of the county 19 
superintendent based on the size of the county. The councils 20 
have final authority to propose staff development programs 21 
for their peers based upon an analysis of the individual and 22 
collective needs of the schools of the county as indicated by 23 
their strategic plans. 24 

The county superintendent or a designee has an 25 
advisory, nonvoting role on the council. The county board 26 
shall make available an amount equal to one tenth of one 27 
percent of the amounts provided in accordance with §18-28 
9A-4 of this code and credit the funds to an account to be 29 
used by the council to fulfill its objectives. The local board 30 
has final approval of all proposed disbursements. 31 

Any funds credited to the council during a fiscal year, 32 
but not used by the council, shall be carried over in the 33 
council account for use in the next fiscal year. These funds 34 
are separate and apart from, and in addition to, those funds 35 
to be credited to the council pursuant to this section. At the 36 
end of each fiscal year, the council shall report to each 37 
faculty senate chairperson the amount of funds carried over 38 
into the next fiscal year.

ARTICLE 3C. IMPROVING TEACHING AND LEARNING. 

§18A-3C-1. Findings; purposes and definition. 

(a) The Legislature makes the following findings: 1 

(1) Processes set forth in this article for the performance 2 
evaluation of professional personnel and the induction and 3 
professional growth of teachers and leaders are not intended 4 
to make up for substandard initial preparation, but instead 5 
are intended to build on a solid foundation created by the 6 
teacher and principal preparation programs. Therefore, the 7 
Legislature expects the teacher preparation programs to 8 
graduate teachers and leaders who can perform at a level 9 
that increases student achievement. The Legislature expects 10 
that the processes set forth in this article will allow a teacher 11 
and principal to excel beyond that level in the classroom and 12 
in school leadership positions; 13 
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(2) The comprehensive system of support provided in 14 
this article should be implemented in a way that effectively 15 
provides for the professional growth of teachers and 16 
principals; 17 

(3) In order for the comprehensive system of support to 18 
much more effectively provide for the professional growth 19 
of teachers and principals, professional development 20 
resources must be focused in the most cost effective manner 21 
on the unique needs of individual schools, including their 22 
professional personnel evaluation data, to increase the 23 
school’s capacity to improve student performance and 24 
progress; and 25 

(4) Although the quality of the teacher is extremely 26 
important to the academic achievement of students, students 27 
cannot learn if they are not present to receive the instruction. 28 
Therefore, attending school on a regular basis is of utmost 29 
importance to the academic success of students. 30 

(b) The purpose of this article is to create a 31 
comprehensive infrastructure that routinely supports a 32 
continuous process for improving teaching and learning. Its 33 
focus is on developing strong teaching and school 34 
leadership, without which effective learning does not occur. 35 
The general components of this infrastructure include the 36 
following: 37 

(1) High-quality teacher and principal preparation, 38 
induction, and evaluation; 39 

(2) Universal support for emerging teachers and 40 
principals including comprehensive induction and support 41 
for (A) Beginning teachers, student teachers, teachers 42 
teaching in assignments for which they have less than a full 43 
professional credential, and teacher candidates pursuing 44 
certification through an alternative route; and (B) beginning 45 
principals, assistant principals, and vocational 46 
administrators, and those of them beginning a new 47 
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assignment at a school with a significantly different grade 48 
level configuration; 49 

(3) Evaluation of the performance of teachers and 50 
leaders in demonstrating high quality professional practice, 51 
leadership, and collaboration and the resulting growth in 52 
student learning; 53 

(4) Focused improvement in teaching and learning 54 
through the use of evaluation data to inform the delivery of 55 
professional development and additional supports to 56 
improve teaching based on the evaluation results and to 57 
inform the need for improvements in teacher preparation 58 
programs; and 59 

(5) The creation of a leadership culture that seeks and 60 
builds powerful alliances among all stakeholders focused on 61 
continuous growth in student learning. 62 

(c) For purposes of this article “professional personnel” 63 
includes classroom teachers, assistant principals, and 64 
principals as defined in §18A-1-1 of this code. 65 

§18A-3C-2. Performance evaluations of professional 
personnel. 

(a) The provisions of this section govern the 1 
performance evaluation of classroom teachers, principals 2 
and assistant principals employed in public schools and 3 
school systems. To the extent that this section conflicts with 4 
the provisions of §18A-2-12 of this code relating to 5 
professional personnel performance evaluations, this 6 
section shall govern.  7 

(b) Before July 1, 2018, the state board shall adopt a 8 
legislative rule in accordance with §29A-3B-1 et seq. of this 9 
code, for annually evaluating the performance of each 10 
professional person. The rule shall provide for performance 11 
evaluations of professional personnel to be conducted in 12 
accordance with this section in each school and school 13 
system.  14 
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(c) (1) The process adopted by the state board for 15 
evaluating the performance of classroom teachers shall 16 
incorporate at least the following: 17 

(A) Alignment with the West Virginia Professional 18 
Teaching Standards adopted by the state board that establish 19 
the foundation for educator preparation, teacher assessment, 20 
and professional development throughout the state; 21 

(B) Employment of the professional teaching standards 22 
to provide explicit and extensive measures of the work of 23 
teaching and what teachers must know and be able to do and 24 
provide evaluative measures of educator performance; and 25 

(C) The use of two pieces of evidence at two points in 26 
time over the instructional term to demonstrate student 27 
learning as an indicator of educator performance.  28 

(2) Eighty percent of the evaluation shall be based on an 29 
appraisal of the educator’s ability to perform the critical 30 
standard elements of the professional teaching standards. 31 
The appraisal shall include conferences with the evaluator 32 
reinforced through observation. Twenty percent of the 33 
evaluation shall be based on evidence of the learning of the 34 
students assigned to the educator in accordance with 35 
paragraph (C), subdivision (1) of this subsection.  36 

(d) (1) The process adopted by the state board for 37 
evaluating the performance of principals and assistant 38 
principals shall include at least the following: 39 

(A) Alignment with the West Virginia Professional 40 
Leadership Standards adopted by the state board 41 
establishing the responsibility of principals for the 42 
collective success of their school including the learning, 43 
growth, and achievement of students, staff, and self; 44 

(B) Employment of the professional leadership 45 
standards to provide explicit and extensive measures of the 46 
work of school leadership focused on the continuous 47 
improvement of teaching and learning. The process shall 48

include conferences and goal setting with the superintendent 49 
or his or her designee and the use of a survey of stakeholders 50 
to assist in identifying the needs and establishing the goals 51 
for the school and the principal. The survey shall be 52 
distributed to at least the following stakeholders: Students, 53 
parents, teachers, and service personnel. The evaluative 54 
measures shall include the use of data, evidence, and 55 
artifacts to confirm the principal’s performance on 56 
achieving the goals established by the principal and 57 
superintendent; and 58 

(C) The use of two pieces of evidence at two points in 59 
time over the instructional term to demonstrate the growth 60 
in student learning at the school.  61 

(2) Eighty percent of the evaluation shall be based on an 62 
appraisal of the principal’s or the assistant principal’s ability 63 
to perform the critical standard elements of the professional 64 
leadership standards and achieve the goals established for 65 
the principal and the school. Twenty percent of the 66 
evaluation shall be based on evidence of the learning of the 67 
students assigned to the school in accordance with 68 
paragraph (C), subdivision (1) of this subsection.  69 

(e) Evaluations of the performance of professional 70 
personnel shall serve the following purposes: 71 

(1) Serve as a basis for the improvement of the 72 
performance of the professional personnel in their assigned 73 
duties; 74 

(2) Serve as the basis for providing professional 75 
development specifically targeted on the area or areas 76 
identified through the evaluation process as needing 77 
improvement. If possible, this targeted professional 78 
development should be delivered at the school site using 79 
collaborative processes, mentoring or coaching or other 80 
approaches that maximize use of the instructional setting; 81 
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(3) Serve as the basis for establishing priorities for the 82 
provision of county-level professional development when 83 
aggregate evaluation data from the county’s schools 84 
indicates an area or areas of needed improvement; 85 

(4) Serve as a basis for informing the teacher 86 
preparation programs in this state of an area or areas of 87 
needed improvement in the programs, or informing a 88 
specific program of needed improvement, when state-level 89 
aggregate evaluation data indicates that beginning teachers 90 
who have graduated from the program have specific 91 
weaknesses; 92 

(5) Provide an indicator of level of performance of the 93 
professional personnel; 94 

(6) Serve as a basis for programs to increase the 95 
professional growth and development of professional 96 
personnel; and 97 

(7) Serve as documentation for a dismissal on the 98 
grounds of unsatisfactory performance. 99 

(f) The rule adopted by the state board shall include 100 
standards for the performance of professional personnel and 101 
the criteria to be used to determine whether their 102 
performance meets the standards. The rule also shall include 103 
guidance on best practices for providing time within the 104 
school day for teachers and leaders subject to performance 105 
evaluations under this section to participate in the 106 
collaborative mentoring or coaching and planning processes 107 
necessary for execution of the performance evaluation 108 
process and achieving advanced levels of performance. 109 

(g) The rule adopted by the state board shall include 110 
provisions for written improvement plans when necessary 111 
to improve the performance of the professional personnel. 112 
The written improvement plan shall be specific as to what 113 
improvements are needed in the performance of the 114 
professional personnel and shall clearly set forth 115 
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recommendations for improvements including 116 
recommendations for additional education and training of 117 
professionals subject to recertification. Professional 118 
personnel whose performance evaluation includes a written 119 
improvement plan shall be given an opportunity to improve 120 
his or her performance through the implementation of the 121 
plan. 122 

(h) A professional person whose performance is 123 
considered to be unsatisfactory shall be given written notice 124 
of his or her deficiencies. A written improvement plan to 125 
correct these deficiencies shall be developed by the 126 
employing county board and the employee. The 127 
professional person shall be given a reasonable period of 128 
time, not exceeding twelve months, to accomplish the 129 
requirements of the improvement plan and shall receive a 130 
written statement of the resources and assistance available 131 
for the purposes of correcting the deficiencies. If the next 132 
performance evaluation shows that the professional is now 133 
performing satisfactorily, no further action may be taken 134 
concerning the original performance evaluation. If the 135 
evaluation shows that the professional is still not performing 136 
satisfactorily, the evaluator either shall make additional 137 
written recommendations for improvement or may 138 
recommend the dismissal of the professional personnel in 139 
accordance with the provisions of §18A-2-8 of this code. 140 

(i) No person may evaluate professional personnel for 141 
the purposes of this section unless the person has an 142 
administrative certificate issued by the state superintendent 143 
and has successfully completed education and training in 144 
evaluation skills approved by the state board which will 145 
enable the person to make fair, professional, and credible 146 
evaluations of the personnel whom the person is responsible 147 
for evaluating. 148 

(j) Prior to implementation of the evaluation process 149 
pursuant to this section at a school, each affected employee 150 
shall be given training to ensure that the employees have a 151 
full understanding of the purposes, instruments, and 152 
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procedures used in evaluating their performance. 153 
Thereafter, this training shall be held annually at the 154 
beginning of the employment term. 155 

§18A-3C-3. Comprehensive system for teacher and leader 
induction and professional growth. 

(a) The intent of the Legislature is to allow for local-1 
level implementation of comprehensive systems of support 2 
for building professional practice consistent with sound 3 
educational practices and resources available. In this regard, 4 
it is the intent of the Legislature that the comprehensive 5 
systems of support shall incorporate support for improved 6 
professional performance that is targeted on deficiencies 7 
identified through the educator personnel evaluation 8 
process and other professional development needs 9 
identified in the strategic plans for continuous improvement 10 
of schools and school systems. Further, because of 11 
significant variability among the counties, not only in the 12 
size of their teaching force, distribution of facilities and 13 
available resources, but also because of their varying needs, 14 
the Legislature intends for the implementation of this 15 
section to be accomplished in a manner that provides 16 
adequate flexibility to the counties to design and implement 17 
a comprehensive system of support for improving 18 
professional performance that best achieves the goals of this 19 
section within the county. Finally, because of the critical 20 
importance of ensuring that all teachers perform at the 21 
accomplished level or higher in the delivery of instruction 22 
that at least meets the West Virginia Professional Teaching 23 
Standards and because achieving this objective at a 24 
minimum entails providing assistance to address the needs 25 
as indicated by the data informed results of annual 26 
performance evaluations, including the self-assessed needs 27 
of the teachers themselves, the Legislature expects the 28 
highest priority for county and state professional 29 
development will be on meeting these needs and that the 30 
comprehensive systems of support for improving 31 
professional practice will reflect substantial redirection of 32 
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existing professional development resources toward this 33 
highest priority. 34 

(b) On or before July 1, 2018, the state board shall 35 
publish guidelines on the design and implementation of a 36 
county-level comprehensive system of support for 37 
improving professional practice. The purpose of the 38 
guidelines is to assist the county board with the design and 39 
implementation of a system that best achieves the goals of 40 
this section within the county. The guidelines may include 41 
examples of best practices and resources available to county 42 
boards to assist them with the design and implementation of 43 
a comprehensive system. 44 

(c) Effective for the school year beginning July 1, 2018, 45 
and thereafter, a county board is not eligible to receive state 46 
funding appropriated for the purposes of this section or any 47 
other provision of law related to beginning teacher and 48 
principal internships and mentor teachers and principals 49 
unless it has adopted a plan for implementation of a 50 
comprehensive system of support for improving 51 
professional practice, the plan has been verified by the state 52 
board as meeting the requirements of this section and the 53 
county is implementing the plan. The plan shall address the 54 
following: 55 

(1) The manner in which the county will provide the 56 
strong school-based support and supervision that will assist 57 
beginning teachers in developing instructional and 58 
management strategies, procedural and policy expertise, 59 
and other professional practices they need to be successful 60 
in the classroom and perform at the accomplished level. 61 
Nothing in this subdivision prohibits a school or school 62 
system that was granted an exception or waiver from §18A-63 
3-2c of this code prior to the effective date of this section 64 
from continuing implementation of the program in 65 
accordance with the exception or waiver; 66 

(2) The manner in which the county will provide the 67 
strong support and supervision that will assist beginning 68 
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principals in developing instructional leadership, 69 
supervisory and management strategies, procedural and 70 
policy expertise, and other professional practices they need 71 
to be successful in leading continuous school improvement 72 
and performing at the accomplished level or above; 73 

(3) The manner in which the county in cooperation with 74 
the teacher preparation programs in this state will provide 75 
strong school-based support and assistance necessary to 76 
make student teaching a productive learning experience; 77 

(4) The manner in which the county will use the data 78 
from the educator performance evaluation system to serve 79 
as the basis for providing professional development 80 
specifically targeted on the area or areas identified through 81 
the evaluation process as needing improvement. If possible, 82 
this targeted professional development should be delivered 83 
at the school site using collaborative processes, mentoring 84 
or coaching or other approaches that maximize use of the 85 
instructional setting; 86 

(5) The manner in which the county will use the data 87 
from the educator performance evaluation system to serve 88 
as the basis for establishing priorities for the provision of 89 
county-level professional development when aggregate 90 
evaluation data from the county’s schools indicates an area 91 
or areas of needed improvement; 92 

(6) If a county uses master teachers, mentors, academic 93 
coaches, or any other approaches using individual 94 
employees to provide support, supervision, or other 95 
professional development or training to other employees for 96 
the purpose of improving their professional practice, the 97 
manner in which the county will select each of these 98 
individual employees based upon demonstrated superior 99 
performance and competence as well as the manner in 100 
which the county will coordinate support for these 101 
employees. If the duties of the position are to provide 102 
mentoring to an individual teacher at only one school, then 103 
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priority shall be given to applicants employed at the school 104 
at which those duties will be performed; 105 

(7) The manner in which the county will use local 106 
resources available, including, but not limited to, funds for 107 
professional development and academic coaches, to focus 108 
on the priority professional development goals of this 109 
section; 110 

(8) The manner in which the county will adjust its 111 
scheduling, use of substitutes, collaborative planning time, 112 
calendar, or other measures as may be necessary to provide 113 
sufficient time for professional personnel to accomplish the 114 
goals of this section as set forth in the county’s plan; and 115 

(9) The manner in which the county will monitor and 116 
evaluate the effectiveness of implementation and outcomes 117 
of the county system of support for improving professional 118 
practice. 119 

(d) Effective the school year beginning July 1, 2018, and 120 
thereafter, appropriations for beginning teacher and 121 
principal mentors and internships and any new 122 
appropriation which may be made for the purposes of this 123 
section shall be expended by county boards only to 124 
accomplish the activities as set forth in their county plan 125 
pursuant to this section. Effective the school year beginning 126 
July 1, 2018, and thereafter, no specific level of 127 
compensation is guaranteed for any employee service or 128 
employment as a mentor and such service or employment is 129 
not subject to the provisions of this code governing extra 130 
duty contracts.  131 

(e) The Legislative Oversight Commission on 132 
Education Accountability shall review the progress of the 133 
implementation of this article and may make any 134 
recommendations it considers necessary to the Legislature 135 
during the 2019 regular legislative session. 136 

CHAPTER 18B. HIGHER EDUCATION. 
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ARTICLE 1B. HIGHER EDUCATION POLICY 

COMMISSION. 

§18B-1B-2. Composition of commission; terms and 
qualifications of members; vacancies; eligibility for 
reappointment; oath of office; removal from office. 

(a) The commission is comprised of nine members, all 1 
of whom are entitled to vote. The membership of the 2 
commission is as follows: 3 

(1) The State Superintendent of Schools, ex officio; 4 

(2) The chair of the West Virginia Council for 5 
Community and Technical College Education, ex officio; 6 

(3) Four at-large members who are citizens of the state, 7 
appointed by the Governor, by and with the advice and 8 
consent of the Senate; and  9 

(4) Three at-large members who are designated as 10 
higher education representatives, appointed by the 11 
Governor, by and with the advice and consent of the Senate; 12 
for each of the higher education representatives, the 13 
Governor shall choose from recommendations made by any 14 
state college and university or exempted school and the 15 
Governor may request additional recommendations from 16 
state colleges and universities or exempted schools if in the 17 
Governor in his or her sole discretion determines that 18 
additional recommendations are necessary for appointments 19 
to the commission. 20 

(b) Each of the at-large members appointed by the 21 
Governor shall represent the public interest and shall be 22 
committed to the legislative intent and goals set forth in state 23 
law and policy. 24 

(c) The Governor may not appoint any person to be a 25 
member of the commission who is an officer, employee or 26 
member of the council or an advisory board of any state 27 
college or university or exempted school; an officer or 28 
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member of any political party executive committee; the 29 
holder of any other public office or public employment 30 
under the government of this state or any of its political 31 
subdivisions; an appointee or employee of any governing 32 
board; or an immediate family member of any employee 33 
under the jurisdiction of the commission, the council or any 34 
governing board. 35 

(d) Of the seven, at-large members appointed by the 36 
Governor: 37 

(1) No more than four may belong to the same political 38 
party; 39 

(2) At least two shall be appointed from each 40 
congressional district; and 41 

(3) Effective July 1, 2008, no more than one member 42 
may serve from the same county. 43 

(e) The at-large members appointed by the Governor 44 
serve overlapping terms of four years. 45 

(f) The Governor shall appoint a member to fill any 46 
vacancy among the seven at-large members, by and with the 47 
advice and consent of the Senate. Any member appointed to 48 
fill a vacancy serves for the unexpired term of the vacating 49 
member. The Governor shall fill the vacancy within thirty 50 
days of the occurrence of the vacancy. 51 

(g) An at-large member appointed by the Governor may 52 
not serve more than two consecutive terms. 53 

(h) Before exercising any authority or performing any 54 
duties as a member of the commission, each member shall 55 
qualify as such by taking and subscribing to the oath of 56 
office prescribed by section five, article IV of the 57 
Constitution of West Virginia and the certificate thereof 58 
shall be filed with the Secretary of State. 59 
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(i) A member of the commission appointed by the 60 
Governor may not be removed from office by the Governor 61 
except for official misconduct, incompetence, neglect of 62 
duty or gross immorality and then only in the manner 63 
prescribed by law for the removal of the state elective 64 
officers by the Governor. 65 

ARTICLE 3D. WORKFORCE DEVELOPMENT INITIATIVE. 

§18B-3D-2. Workforce Development Initiative Program 
continued; purpose; program administration; rule 
required. 

(a) The Workforce Development Initiative Program is 1 
continued under the supervision of the council. The purpose 2 
of the program is to administer and oversee grants to 3 
community and technical colleges to implement the 4 
provisions of this article in accordance with legislative 5 
intent. 6 

(b) It is the responsibility of the council to administer 7 
the state fund for community and technical college and 8 
workforce development, including setting criteria for grant 9 
applications, receiving applications for grants, making 10 
determinations on distribution of funds and evaluating the 11 
performance of workforce development initiatives. 12 

(c) The chancellor, under the direction of the council, 13 
shall review and approve the expenditure of all grant funds, 14 
including development of application criteria, the review 15 
and selection of applicants for funding, and the annual 16 
review and justification of applicants for grant renewal. 17 

(1) To aid in decision-making, the chancellor appoints an 18 
advisory committee consisting of the Executive Director of the 19 
West Virginia Development Office or designee; the Assistant 20 
State Superintendent for Technical and Adult Education; the 21 
Chair of the West Virginia Council for Community and 22 
Technical College Education; the Chair of the West Virginia 23 
Workforce Investment Council; the Executive Director of 24 
Workforce West Virginia; one member representing the 25 
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Herbert Henderson Minority Affairs Office, two members 26 
representing business and industry; and one member 27 
representing labor. The advisory committee shall review all 28 
applications for workforce development initiative grants and 29 
make recommendations for distributing grant funds to the 30 
council. The advisory committee also shall make 31 
recommendations on methods to share among the community 32 
and technical colleges any curricula developed as a result of a 33 
workforce development initiative grant. 34 

(2) When determining which grant proposals will be 35 
funded, the council shall give special consideration to 36 
proposals by community and technical colleges that involve 37 
businesses with fewer than fifty employees. 38 

(3) The council shall weigh each proposal to avoid 39 
awarding grants which will have the ultimate effect of 40 
providing unfair advantage to employers new to the state 41 
who will be in direct competition with established local 42 
businesses. 43 

(d) The council may allocate a reasonable amount, not 44 
to exceed five percent up to a maximum of $50,000 of the 45 
funds available for grants on an annual basis, for general 46 
program administration. 47 

(e) Moneys appropriated or otherwise available for the 48 
Workforce Development Initiative Program shall be 49 
allocated by line item to an appropriate account. Any 50 
moneys remaining in the fund at the close of a fiscal year 51 
are carried forward for use in the next fiscal year. 52 

(f) Nothing in this article requires a specific level of 53 
appropriation by the Legislature. 54

ARTICLE 16. HEALTH CARE EDUCATION. 

§18B-16-5. Powers and duties of the vice chancellor. 

In addition to all other duties assigned to the vice 1 
chancellor by the Higher Education Policy Commission, the 2 
vice chancellor shall: 3 

(a) Provide assistance to communities in planning an 4 
educational and clinical component for the primary health 5 
care education sites; 6 

(b) Coordinate and approve the provision of faculty 7 
members, students, interns and residents at the education 8 
sites; 9 

(c) Report directly to the Higher Education Policy 10 
Commission regarding the rural health initiative; 11 

(d) Oversee the administration of the Kellogg 12 
foundation grant; 13 

(e) Coordinate the rural health initiative with the allied 14 
health care education programs within the state college and 15 
community college systems; 16 

(f) Prepare the budget for the rural health initiative and 17 
submit the budget to the Higher Education Policy 18 
Commission for their approval; 19 

(g) Distribute the funds which were appropriated to the 20 
Higher Education Policy Commission for the rural health 21 
initiative; 22 

(h) Mediate any disputes between the institutions of 23 
higher education regarding the rural health initiative; 24 
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(i) Consult with the Council for Community and 25 
Technical College Education established under §18B-2B-3 26 
of this code on the coordination of the education of student 27 
practical nurses with the rural health initiative; and 28 

(j) Perform such other duties as may be prescribed by 29 
this article or as may be necessary to effectuate the 30 
provisions of this article. 31 

§18B-16-8. Allocation of appropriations. 

(a) The primary health care education sites established 1 
under this article shall be supported financially in part from 2 
line item appropriations to the university of West Virginia 3 
health sciences account. Funds shall be distributed to the 4 
state’s schools of medicine upon consideration of the 5 
recommendations of the vice chancellor. Appropriations to 6 
the university of West Virginia health sciences account to 7 
support the rural health initiative shall be by line item, with 8 
at least one line item designated for primary health 9 
education program support at the schools of medicine and 10 
at least one line item designated for rural health initiative 11 
site support. 12 

(b) The vice chancellor shall require each school of 13 
medicine to submit a detailed proposal which shall state, 14 
with specificity, how each school of medicine will be 15 
working to further the goals and meet the criteria set forth 16 
in this article and the amount of appropriation which would 17 
be needed by each school to implement the proposal. 18 

The vice chancellor shall, giving consideration to the 19 
proposals, prepare a comprehensive plan to be presented to 20 
the board of trustees, which plan shall include a 21 
recommendation for allocations of moneys appropriated for 22 
program support and a recommendation for the allocation 23 
of moneys designated for support of the primary health care 24 
education sites commensurate with each school’s level of 25 
participation in such sites. 26 
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(c) Notwithstanding the provisions of §12-3-12 of this 27 
code, any funds appropriated to the Higher Education Policy 28 
Commission in accordance with the provisions of this 29 
section that remain unallocated or unexpended at the end of 30 
any fiscal year shall not expire, shall remain in the line item 31 
to which they were originally appropriated and shall be 32 
available in the next fiscal year to the board of trustees or a 33 
school of medicine for allocation or expenditure for the 34 
purposes of this article. 35 

(d) Additional financial support shall come from fees 36 
generated by services, from grants and contracts, and from 37 
community resources. Any fees so generated shall be paid 38 
to and expended by the facility established as a primary 39 
health care education site unless an alternative fee 40 
arrangement is mutually agreed upon by the chief 41 
administrator of the site and the vice chancellor for health 42 
sciences. 43 

ARTICLE 18B. SCIENCE AND RESEARCH COUNCIL. 

§18B-18B-1. Science and Research Council established; 
purposes. 

(a) The Science and Research Council is hereby 1 
established. For the purposes of this article only, “council” 2 
means the Science and Research Council established herein. 3 

(b) The purposes of the council include, but are not 4 
limited to, the following: 5 

(1) Increasing the capacity of the state and state 6 
institutions of higher education to attract, implement, and 7 
use cutting-edge, competitive research funds and 8 
infrastructure; 9 

(2) Providing expertise and policy guidance in science 10 
and research to the state, its agencies and state institutions 11 
of higher education regarding federal programs such as the 12 
Experimental Program to Stimulate Competitive Research 13 
(“EPSCoR”) and similar state programs such as the West 14 
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Virginia Research Trust Fund established in §18B-18A-1 et 15 
seq. of this code and the Research Challenge Fund 16 
established in §18B-1B-12 of this code; 17 

(3) Encouraging research collaboration among public 18 
and private institutions of higher education and the private 19 
sector, both within and outside the state; 20 

(4) Promoting education at all levels in the fields of 21 
science, technology, engineering, and mathematics; and 22 

(5) Providing recommendations to the commission and 23 
state policymakers, including the Governor and Legislature, 24 
regarding science and research initiatives and effective 25 
programmatic activities, budgets, and investments to 26 
implement those initiatives. 27 

(c) The council replaces the EPSCoR State Advisory 28 
Council and consists of fifteen members as follows: 29 

(1) The vice presidents in charge of research at Marshall 30 
University and West Virginia University; 31 

(2) A representative of health sciences at Marshall 32 
University and a representative of health sciences at West 33 
Virginia University, appointed by the deans of the 34 
respective schools of medicine; 35 

(3) The State Superintendent of Schools or designee; 36 

(4) The Secretary of Commerce or designee; 37 

(5) The Vice Chancellor for Science and Research of the 38 
Commission; 39 

(6) The Chancellor of the Commission who chairs the 40 
council; 41 

(7) One member engaged in applied research at 42 
Marshall University and one member engaged in applied 43 
research at West Virginia University, appointed by the 44 
provosts of the respective universities; and 45 
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(8) Five members, appointed by the Governor, who 46 
have demonstrated interest, knowledge, skill, and 47 
experience in academic research and scientific innovation 48 
and who possess recognized credentials and expertise in one 49 
or more of the following areas: 50 

(A) Science, technology, engineering, or mathematics 51 
(“STEM”) fields; 52 

(B) Cyberinfrastructure, information technology, or 53 
computer science; 54 

(C) Research and development; 55 

(D) Technology based economic development or 56 
industry; or 57 

(E) Undergraduate research or science education. 58 

At least two of the members appointed by the Governor 59 
shall be representatives of business or industry. 60 

(d) Of the initial appointments made by the Governor, 61 
one member shall be appointed to a one-year term; one 62 
member shall be appointed to a two-year term; one member 63 
shall be appointed to a three-year term; and one member 64 
shall be appointed to a four-year term. Of the initial 65 
appointments made by the deans of schools of medicine, the 66 
member appointed by the dean of the Marshall University 67 
School of Medicine shall be appointed to a two-year term, 68 
and the member appointed by the dean of the West Virginia 69 
University School of Medicine shall be appointed to a three-70 
year term. Of the initial appointments made by the provosts, 71 
the member appointed by the West Virginia University 72 
provost shall be appointed to a two-year term, and the 73 
member appointed by the Marshall University provost shall 74 
be appointed to a four-year term. 75 

(e) After the initial appointments, all members serve 76 
terms of four years. Each appointed member who qualifies 77 
under the provisions of this section may serve for no more 78 
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than two successive terms. An appointment to fill a vacancy 79 
on the council or reappointment of a member who is eligible 80 
to serve an additional term is made in accordance with the 81 
provisions of this section. 82 

(f) Members of the council serve without compensation, 83 
but are entitled to reimbursement by the commission for 84 
expenses, including travel expenses, actually incurred by 85 
the member in the official conduct of the business of the 86 
council. 87 

CHAPTER 29. MISCELLANEOUS BOARDS AND 
OFFICERS. 

ARTICLE 24. TECHNOLOGY-RELATED ASSISTANCE 
REVOLVING LOAN FUND FOR INDIVIDUALS WITH 
DISABILITIES ACT. 

§29-24-3. Board created, membership, terms, officers and 
staff. 

(a) The technology-related assistance revolving loan 1 
fund for individuals with disabilities board created by 2 
chapter 247 Acts of the Legislature, regular session, 1996, 3 
is hereby continued. 4 

(b) The board shall consist of seven members as 5 
follows, of whom at least three must be individuals with 6 
disabilities: 7 

(1) Director of the Division of Rehabilitation Services, 8 
ex officio, who shall be entitled to vote, or his or her 9 
designee; 10 

(2) A representative of the banking industry; 11 

(3) A representative of the medical profession; 12 

(4) A certified public accountant; and 13 

(5) Three members from the public at large who are 14 
users or providers of technology-related assistance devices 15 
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or services for individuals with disabilities. Members shall 16 
be appointed by the Governor, by and with the advice and 17 
consent of the Senate, for terms of three years. Members 18 
appointed by the Governor with the advice and consent of 19 
the Senate prior to the effective date of this section shall 20 
continue to serve for the terms for which they were 21 
appointed. State officers or employees may be appointed to 22 
the board unless otherwise prohibited by law. 23 

(c) In the event a board member fails to attend more than 24 
twenty-five percent of the scheduled meetings in a twelve-25 
month period, the board may, after written notification to 26 
that member and the Secretary of Commerce, request in 27 
writing that the Governor remove the member and appoint 28 
a new member to serve his or her unexpired term. 29 

(d) If there is a death, resignation, disqualification, or 30 
removal for any reason of any member of the board, the 31 
vacancy shall be filled in the same manner as the original 32 
appointment and the successor shall serve for the unexpired 33 
term. 34 

(e) The board shall elect from its membership a 35 
chairperson, treasurer, and secretary as well as any other 36 
officer as appropriate. The term of the “chairperson” is for 37 
two years in duration and he or she cannot serve more than 38 
two consecutive terms. 39 

§29-24-5. Power, duties and responsibilities of the board; 
loans. 

(a) The board has the following powers, duties, and 1 
responsibilities: 2 

(1) Meet at such times (minimum of four times each 3 
fiscal year) and at places as it determines necessary or 4 
convenient to perform its duties. The board shall also meet 5 
on the call of the chairperson or Secretary of Commerce; 6 

(2) Maintain written minutes of its meetings; 7 
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(3) Propose rules for legislative promulgation in 8 
accordance with §29A-3-1 et seq. of this code for the 9 
transaction of its business and to carry out the purposes of this 10 
article. The rules shall include: (A) Guidelines, procedures, 11 
reporting requirements, accountability measures and such 12 
other criteria as the board deems appropriate and necessary 13 
to fulfill its governance responsibility under this article if it 14 
elects to contract with a nonprofit, consumer-driven 15 
organization to carry out the purposes of this article; (B) an 16 
appeals process with regard to the administration of the fund; 17 
and (C) rules governing the operation of the fund, including, 18 
but not limited to, eligibility of receipt of funds and all other 19 
matters consistent with and necessary to accomplishing the 20 
purpose of this fund; 21 

(4) Employ personnel on a full-time, part-time or 22 
contracted basis. Board personnel may be members of the 23 
state civil service system. Participating agencies shall make 24 
staff support and resources available to the board whenever 25 
practicable at the discretion of the agencies. The 26 
compensation of personnel shall be paid from moneys in the 27 
revolving loan fund; 28 

(5) Receive, administer and disburse funds to support 29 
purposes established by this article and contract with 30 
nonprofit, consumer-based groups dealing with individuals 31 
with disabilities to assist in administering programs 32 
established by this article; 33 

(6) Maintain detailed records of all expenditures of the 34 
board, funds received as gifts and donations and 35 
disbursements made from the revolving loan fund; 36 

(7) Submit to the Secretary of the Department of 37 
Commerce and the Legislature annually a summary report 38 
concerning programmatic and financial status of the 39 
revolving loan fund; 40 

(8) Develop and implement a comprehensive set of 41 
financial standards to ensure the integrity and accountability 42 
of all funds received as well as loan funds disbursed; and 43 
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(9) Conform to the standards and requirements 44 
prescribed by the State Auditor. 45 

(b) Subject to available funds, the board shall enter into 46 
loan agreements with any qualifying borrower, who 47 
demonstrates that: 48 

(1) The loan will assist one or more individuals with 49 
disabilities in improving their independence, productivity 50 
and full participation in the community; and 51 

(2) The applicant has the ability to repay the loan. Any 52 
necessary loan limitation shall be determined by the board. 53 
All loans must be repaid within such terms and at such 54 
interest rates as the board may determine to be appropriate. 55 
However, no loan may extend beyond sixty months from 56 
date of award and may be paid off anytime without 57 
prepayment penalty. The board shall determine the interest 58 
rate to be charged on loans made pursuant to this article, but 59 
in no event may the interest rate on any such loans be less 60 
than four or more than twenty-one percent per annum. 61 

(c) The board may authorize loans up to ninety percent 62 
of the cost of an item or items. 63 

(d) The board may award loans to qualifying borrowers 64 
for purposes, including, but not limited to, the following: 65 

(1) To assist one or more individuals with disabilities to 66 
improve their independence through the purchase of 67 
technology-related devices; and 68 

(2) To assist one or more individuals with disabilities to 69 
become more independent members of the community and 70 
improve such individuals quality of life within the community 71 
through the purchase of technology-related devices.72 

(e) If there is a failure of the borrower to repay the loan 73 
balance due and owing, the board shall seek to recover the 74 
loan balance by such legal or administrative action available 75 
to it. Persons or representatives of persons who default on a 76 
loan are not eligible for a new loan. The board shall retain 77 
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ownership of all property, equipment, or devices until the 78 
borrower’s loan is paid in full. 79 

(f) A new loan may not be issued to, or on behalf of, a 80 
disabled person if a previous loan made to, or on behalf of, 81 
such person remains unpaid. 82 

(g) The board may charge a fee for loan applications and 83 
processing. All funds generated by fee charges shall be 84 
directly placed into the revolving loan fund to off-set the 85 
costs of application processing. 86 

The board may accept federal funds granted by 87 
Congress or executive order for the purposes of this chapter 88 
as well as gifts and donations from individuals, private 89 
organizations, or foundations. The acceptance and use of 90 
federal funds does not commit state funds and does not place 91 
an obligation upon the Legislature to continue the purposes 92 
for which the federal funds are made available. All funds 93 
received in the manner described in this article shall be 94 
deposited in the revolving loan fund to be disbursed as other 95 
moneys in the revolving loan fund. 96

CHAPTER 5A. DEPARTMENT OF ADMINISTRATION. 

ARTICLE 1. DEPARTMENT OF ADMINISTRATION. 

§5A-1-2. Department of Administration and Office of 
Secretary; secretary; divisions; directors. 

(a) The Department of Administration and the Office 1 
of Secretary of Administration are continued in the 2 
executive branch of state government. The secretary is 3 
the Chief Executive Officer of the department and shall 4 
be appointed by the Governor, by and with the advice and 5 
consent of the Senate, for a term not exceeding the term 6 
of the Governor. 7 

(b) The Department of Administration may receive 8 
federal funds. 9 

(c) The secretary serves at the will and pleasure of the 10 
Governor. The annual compensation of the secretary shall 11 
be as specified in §6-7-2a of this code. 12 

(d) There shall be in the Department of Administration 13 
an Aviation Division, at the discretion of the secretary, a 14 
Finance Division, a Fleet Management Division, a General 15 
Services Division, an Information Services and 16 
Communications Division, Division of Personnel and a 17 
Purchasing Division. Each division shall be headed by a 18 
director who may also head any and all sections within that 19 
division and who shall be appointed by the secretary. 20 

(e) There shall also be in the Department of 21 
Administration those agencies, boards, commissions and 22 
councils specified in §5F-2-1 of this code. 23 
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ARTICLE 3. PURCHASING DIVISION. 

§5A-3-49. Central motor pool for state-owned vehicles and 
aircraft. 

[Repealed] 1 

§5A-3-52. Aviation division; fund. 

(a) The secretary may establish an aviation division 1 
within the Department of Administration to: 2 

(1) Manage all aircraft owned or possessed by the State 3 
of West Virginia or any of its departments, divisions, 4 
agencies, bureaus, boards, commissions, offices or 5 
authorities: Provided, That, such aircraft shall not be used 6 
for personal purposes; 7 

(2) Administer the rules, including emergency rules, 8 
promulgated under the provisions of §5A-3-48 of this code; 9 
and 10 

(3) Perform any duties relating to aircraft owned or 11 
possessed by the State of West Virginia assigned by the 12 
secretary, which duties may include those set out in §5A-3-13 
50 through §5A-3-53 of this code. 14 

(b) The special revenue account, known as the Aviation 15 
Fund, is hereby continued and shall be administered by the 16 
director of the division, or in the absence of a director, by 17 
the secretary. Expenditures from this fund are authorized 18 
from collections but are to be made only in accordance with 19 
appropriation by the Legislature and in accordance with 20 
the provisions of §12-3-1 et seq. of this code and upon 21 
fulfillment of the provisions of §11B-2-1 et seq. of this code. 22 
Any balance remaining in the special revenue account at the 23 
end of any state fiscal year does not revert to the General 24 
Revenue Fund but remains in the special revenue account 25 
and shall be used solely in a manner consistent with this 26 
article. All costs and expenses incurred pursuant to §5A-3-27 
52 of this code, including administrative, shall be paid from 28 
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those funds. Charges for operating, repairing and servicing 29 
aircraft made against any institution, agency, or department 30 
shall be paid into the Aviation Fund by that institution, 31 
department, or agency. 32 

ARTICLE 12. FLEET MANAGEMENT DIVISION. 

§5A-12-1. Definitions. 

As used in this article: 1 

(a) “Central motor pool” means, under the direction and 2 
control of the Secretary of Administration, the group of state 3 
vehicles to be shared among spending units;  4 

(b) “Centralized accounting system” means the system 5 
of record for the maintenance of an accurate inventory of 6 
state vehicle fixed assets as maintained by the Enterprise 7 
Resource Planning Board pursuant to §12-6D-1 et seq. of 8 
this code; 9 

(c) “Director” means the Director of the Fleet 10 
Management Division; 11 

(d) “Division” means the Fleet Management Division, 12 
under the Department of Administration, as established 13 
pursuant to this article; 14 

(e) “Fleet Coordinator” means the head of a spending 15 
unit, or his or her designee, who is responsible for the duties 16 
of fleet coordinator as required by this article; 17 

(f) “Indirect costs” means the expenses of operating 18 
state vehicles that may or may not be attributable to a 19 
specific vehicle, including miscellaneous expenses for 20 
cleaning supplies, shop supplies, small parts, office and 21 
administrative expenses attributable to fleet coordinator 22 
activity, training costs for fleet coordinators and state 23 
vehicle driver training, facilities costs, administrative office 24 
overhead, parking costs, and shop equipment costs where 25 
applicable;  26 
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(g) “Secretary” means the Secretary of the Department 27 
of Administration; 28 

(h) “Spending unit” means the State of West Virginia 29 
and all agencies, offices, departments, divisions, boards, 30 
commissions, councils, committees, or other entities of the 31 
state government for which an appropriation is requested or 32 
to which an appropriation is made by the Legislature. 33 
“Spending unit” does not mean any county, city, township, 34 
public service district, or other political subdivision of the 35 
state; 36 

(i) “State vehicle” means, for the purpose of this article, 37 
a vehicle with a rating of one ton or less that is owned, 38 
purchased, or leased by any state spending unit, on which a 39 
state vehicle license plate is required, where the use of such 40 
vehicle is paid for with public funds regardless of the source 41 
of such funding, but does not include all-terrain vehicles 42 
(ATVs) or vehicles requiring a commercial driver’s license 43 
to operate; 44 

(j) “State vehicle fleet” means all state vehicles; 45 

(k) “State vehicle license plate” means a license plate 46 
authorized to be issued by the Division of Motor Vehicles 47 
pursuant to §17A-3-23 and §17A-3-25 of this code, which 48 
identifies the vehicle as owned or leased by the state or a 49 
spending unit; 50 

(l) “State Vehicle Title, Registration and Relicensing 51 
Project of 2018” means the requirement for all spending 52 
units owning or leasing state vehicles, to report to the 53 
Division of Motor Vehicles and obtain new titles, new 54 
registration cards and new state vehicle license plates by 55 
December 31, 2018, pursuant to §17A-3-23 and §17A-3-25 56 
of this code, to standardize the naming conventions on titles 57 
and registration cards of state vehicles in order to facilitate 58 
the creation and maintenance of a centralized state vehicle 59 
inventory system; and 60 
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(m) “Vehicle log” means the record of state vehicle use, 61 
to be updated by the vehicle operator and maintained by the 62 
fleet coordinators, used to track vehicle utilization data 63 
required to be compiled and maintained pursuant to this 64 
article. 65 

§5A-12-2. Scope of Article. 

(a) This article applies to all spending units of state 1 
government relating to the purchase, lease, or use of any 2 
state vehicle with the expenditure of public funds, except as 3 
otherwise provided by this code.  4 

(b) Notwithstanding any exemption given to a spending 5 
unit by this code from the provisions of §5A-3-1 et seq. of 6 
this code or any prior exemption granted administratively 7 
from the Fleet Management Division or the Fleet 8 
Management Office, each spending unit of the state that 9 
owns, leases, purchases, or reimburses for personal vehicle 10 
use, shall comply with the reporting provisions of this 11 
article. 12 

§5A-12-3. Fleet Management Division created; director; 
duties and responsibilities. 

(a) The Fleet Management Office, as previously 1 
authorized pursuant to §5A-1-2 and §5A-3-52 of this code, 2 
is hereby continued in the Department of Administration as 3 
the Fleet Management Division for the purpose of 4 
maintaining a state vehicle fleet.  5 

(b) The Division shall have the following duties and 6 
responsibilities: 7 

(1) To provide or contract for management services, 8 
including fueling and vehicle maintenance, and any other 9 
services necessary to properly manage the operation and use 10 
of state vehicles; 11 
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(2) To preapprove and assist with purchase of new or 12 
replacement vehicles for agencies including facilitating 13 
financing arrangements; 14 

(3) To maintain a state vehicle fleet for all state vehicles 15 
owned or leased by the State of West Virginia or any of its 16 
spending units; 17 

(4) To charge a fee for division services by spending 18 
units utilizing state vehicles;  19 

(5) To provide training and notice to fleet coordinators 20 
and spending units concerning the duties and 21 
responsibilities under this article, including any 22 
requirements related to the State Vehicle Title, Registration 23 
and Relicensing Project of 2018, established pursuant to 24 
§17A-3-25 of this code;  25 

(6) To develop safe operation and other policies 26 
governing state vehicle use; 27 

(7) To propose rules for legislative approval in 28 
accordance with §29A-3-1 et seq. of this code;  29 

(8) Report annually to the Governor and to the Joint 30 
Committee on Government and Finance, regarding the 31 
operations of the state fleet and the utilization of state 32 
vehicles;  33 

(9) To develop and maintain, in cooperation with the 34 
Travel Management Office, state policies for the utilization 35 
of state vehicles, including establishing best practices for 36 
state vehicle use; and  37 

(10) To provide assistance upon request to any spending 38 
unit related to financing, purchasing, leasing, operating, 39 
maintaining, transferring, and decommissioning state 40 
vehicles. 41 

(c) The secretary shall appoint a director of the division, 42 
who shall: 43 
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(1) Employ such staff as needed to effectuate the 44 
provisions of this article; 45 

(2) Maintain adequate office space for staff and 46 
equipment as needed to effectuate the provisions of this 47 
article; and 48 

(3) Under the direction of the secretary, establish a 49 
central motor pool, which shall be maintained and 50 
administered by the division, subject to such rules as the 51 
director may promulgate: Provided, That the division is 52 
responsible for the storage, maintenance, and repairs of all 53 
vehicles assigned to the central motor pool. 54 

§5A-12-4. Fleet Management Division Fund. 

The special revenue account, known as the “Fleet 1 
Management Office Fund”, previously created by §5A-3-52 2 
of this code, shall terminate effective July 1, 2018. On and 3 
after July 1, 2018, all funds previously belonging to the 4 
Fleet Management Office Fund shall transfer to the special 5 
revenue account which shall be known as the “Fleet 6 
Management Division Fund” which shall be created in the 7 
State Treasury, and shall be administered by the director. 8 
Expenditures are authorized from collections but are to be 9 
made only in accordance with appropriation by the 10 
Legislature and in accordance with §12-3-1 et seq. of this 11 
code and upon fulfillment of the requirements of §11B-2-1 12 
et seq. of this code. Any balance remaining in the special 13 
revenue account at the end of any state fiscal year does not 14 
revert to the General Revenue Fund but remains in the 15 
special revenue account and may be used solely in a manner 16 
consistent with this article.  17 

§5A-12-5. Rule-making authority; emergency rules. 

(a) The director shall propose legislative rules as may 1 
be necessary to implement this article, in accordance with 2 
§29A-3-1 et seq. of this code. Those rules shall include, but 3 
not be limited to: 4 
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(1) Requirements governing the use of state vehicles; 5 

(2) Reporting requirements and responsibilities for fleet 6 
coordinators; 7 

(3) Requirements and responsibilities for each driver or 8 
operator of a state vehicle; 9 

(4) Information to be collected and maintained on state 10 
vehicle log sheets, including information related to mileage, 11 
destinations, and purpose of trip; 12 

(5) The form and manner for each spending unit fleet 13 
coordinator to report to the division, including any 14 
electronic format as deemed necessary by the director; 15 

(6) The information that each spending unit fleet 16 
coordinator shall collect and maintain regarding state 17 
vehicle use by the spending unit; 18 

(7) The information for spending unit fleet coordinators 19 
to annually report to the division regarding state vehicle use; 20 

(8) Requirements and policies governing commuting in 21 
and taking home state vehicles; and 22 

(9) Requirements and policies governing volunteer and 23 
non-public employee drivers. 24 

(b) All rules of the Fleet Management Office in effect 25 
on the effective date of this article shall remain in effect 26 
until they are amended, replaced, or repealed: Provided, 27 
That these rules shall expire on July 1, 2021, if not sooner 28 
superseded. 29 

(c) On or before June 15, 2018, the director shall 30 
propose emergency legislative rules which may amend or 31 
modify existing legislative rules governing the use of state 32 
vehicles pursuant to §5A-12-1 et seq. of this code to 33 
implement the provisions of this article.  34 
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§5A-12-6. Vehicle operator regulations; training. 

(a) Each operator of a state vehicle, or a personal vehicle 1 
for which reimbursement is sought, shall maintain the 2 
vehicle logs to the level of detail required by the division 3 
through legislative rules, and as may be required by the 4 
spending unit. 5 

(b) Each operator of a state vehicle shall comply with 6 
the laws, rules, and policies governing state vehicle use, 7 
including spending unit rules and policies. 8 

(c) Prior to operating a state vehicle, each operator shall 9 
be required to take such training courses as may be required 10 
by the Board of Risk and Insurance Management, the Travel 11 
Management Office, the Fleet Management Division, and 12 
the spending unit. 13 

(d) If any public employee or public official fails to 14 
comply with any rule or regulation for state vehicle use, the 15 
spending unit may require that the individual attend 16 
training, be restricted from using state vehicles, or be 17 
prohibited from using state vehicles: Provided, That 18 
nothing in this section authorizes the division to restrict the 19 
use of state vehicles except for those employees under its 20 
control. 21 

§5A-12-7. Spending unit duties and responsibilities. 

(a) Every spending unit shall report all vehicles and 1 
equipment requiring a state license plate, including those 2 
vehicles with a rating of more than one ton, those requiring 3 
a commercial driver’s license to operate, and all-terrain 4 
vehicles, as fixed assets in the centralized accounting 5 
system maintained by the Enterprise Resource Planning 6 
Board. 7 

(b) Every spending unit that owns state vehicles shall 8 
annually affirm to the State Agency for Surplus Property on 9 
or before July 15 of each year, that the vehicles and assets 10 
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reported to the centralized accounting system as required by 11 
§5A-12-7(a) of this code are accurate and current. 12 

§5A-12-8. Fleet coordinators. 

(a) Each spending unit shall name a fleet coordinator, 1 
who shall be responsible for the management and 2 
maintenance of state vehicle information, and for reporting 3 
state vehicle utilization reports to the division as required by 4 
this article and legislative rules promulgated pursuant 5 
thereto. 6 

(b) Each spending unit shall provide to the division the 7 
name and contact information for the spending unit fleet 8 
coordinator.  9 

(c) Each fleet coordinator is required to attend the Fleet 10 
Coordinator training provided by the Fleet Management 11 
Division. 12 

(d) Each fleet coordinator shall be responsible for 13 
providing adequate training to each operator of a state 14 
vehicle within his or her spending unit.  15 

§5A-12-9. Utilization of Vehicle Management Services; 
exemption. 

(a) Each spending unit that owns, uses, or maintains a 1 
state vehicle shall utilize the vehicle management services 2 
provided by the Fleet Management Division for all state 3 
vehicles. 4 

(b) Spending units may request an exemption from part 5 
or all of the services provided by the Fleet Management 6 
Division. The division shall review each request and may 7 
recommend approval of the request by the secretary. The 8 
division shall submit a legislative rule identifying each 9 
spending unit for which an exemption has been approved, 10 
which rule shall further state the nature of the proposed 11 
exemption, and which services will be used, as well as the 12 
manner in which the spending unit will comply with all 13 
other requirements of this article, including the 14 
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requirements to report certain information to the division: 15 
Provided, That no request for exemption pursuant to this 16 
section shall become effective without the enactment of a 17 
legislative rule pursuant to the provisions of §29A-3-1 et 18 
seq. of this code.  19 

§5A-12-10. Annual reports by spending units. 

(a) Each spending unit that owns or operates a state 1 
vehicle, rents vehicles for a state purpose, or reimburses for 2 
personal vehicle use, shall annually report the Fleet 3 
Management Division, beginning on or before October 31, 4 
2018, and on or before October 31 each year thereafter, in 5 
the manner required by this article and by legislative rule. 6 

(b) Each spending unit that owns or leases a state 7 
vehicle or rents or reimburses an employee for personal 8 
vehicle use, shall periodically compile and maintain the 9 
individual specific vehicle records of each state vehicle, and 10 
all records of vehicle rental and private vehicle use 11 
expenditures, for not less than three years, or as may be 12 
required by the division or the State Auditor pursuant to 13 
§5A-12-13 of this code. 14 

§5A-12-11. Complaint process. 

(a) The director shall provide a complaint process for 1 
use by the general public to report to the division issues 2 
relevant to the operation and maintenance of a state vehicle 3 
fleet. Complaints may be received by the division in writing, 4 
by telephone, or electronically: Provided, That the division 5 
shall review all complaints weekly, and report to the 6 
appropriate spending unit the information regarding the 7 
state vehicle in use by the spending unit, and shall describe 8 
the nature of the complaint, including, but not limited to 9 
mechanical problems, equipment failures, misuse, or illegal 10 
operation of a state vehicle. 11 

(b) Each spending unit shall investigate each complaint 12 
it receives and provide an update to the division on a regular 13 
basis and at the conclusion of the investigation. 14 
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§5A-12-12. State vehicle fleet annual report. 

(a) The Fleet Management Division shall maintain 1 
sufficient records and fleet coordinator reports to produce a 2 
State Vehicle Fleet Annual Report, regarding the 3 
maintenance and operation of the state vehicle fleet.  4 

(b) On or before December 31, 2019 and each 5 
December 31 thereafter, the division shall submit the State 6 
Vehicle Fleet Annual Report to the Governor, and to the 7 
Joint Committee on Government and Finance, containing, 8 
at a minimum: 9 

(1) The total number of state vehicles;  10 

(2) The total number of vehicles operated by each 11 
spending unit; 12 

(3) The total number of state vehicle miles driven, both 13 
in the aggregate and by spending unit; 14 

(4) The total amount of fuel purchased, and the total 15 
expenditures for annual maintenance, repair, fuel 16 
expenditures, both in the aggregate and by spending unit; 17 

(5) The total number of miles reimbursed for personal 18 
vehicle use and the amount reimbursed annually, both in the 19 
aggregate and by spending unit;  20 

(6) The total number of vehicles owned and operated by 21 
the division, including information on the total miles driven, 22 
and the annual expenditures for maintenance, repair, and 23 
fuel;  24 

(7) The total annual indirect costs of operating the state 25 
vehicle fleet, both in the aggregate and by spending unit; 26 

(8) A summary of complaints received concerning state 27 
vehicle usage; 28 

(9) A summary of the State Auditor’s spot compliance 29 
audit report authorized pursuant to §5A-12-13 of this code; 30 
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(10) The operating revenue and expenses of the 31 
division; and 32 

(11) Recommendations for any policy or statutory 33 
changes the director determines may be necessary to 34 
maintain accurate records of the state vehicle fleet, 35 
utilization of state vehicles, and the expenses necessary to 36 
maintain such vehicle fleet. 37 

(c) An annual report produced in an electronic format 38 
complies with the reporting requirements of this article and 39 
shall be made available on the division website: Provided, 40 
That the division shall redact any personally identifiable or 41 
confidential information.  42 

§5A-12-13. Spot compliance audits by the State Auditor.  

(a) Beginning July 1, 2019, the State Auditor shall 1 
conduct spot compliance audits to monitor operator, 2 
spending unit, and fleet coordinator records and reports for 3 
accuracy and compliance with the record keeping 4 
provisions of this article. The State Auditor shall conduct a 5 
spot compliance audit on not less than 20 percent of the state 6 
vehicle fleet annually, in order to conduct spot compliance 7 
audits of all state vehicle records on a five-year cycle.  8 

(b) A spending unit found to be noncompliant with the 9 
recordkeeping provisions of this article may be subject to 10 
further compliance monitoring as the State Auditor and 11 
director deem necessary.  12 

(c) The State Auditor shall report to the division the 13 
findings of each spot compliance audit. Such reports shall 14 
list the spending units and fleet coordinators audited, and 15 
verify: 16 

(1) That state vehicle drivers of the spending unit have 17 
complied with applicable training requirements and are 18 
keeping complete and accurate vehicle logs; 19 
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(2) That spending unit fleet coordinators have attended 20 
training, and are compiling and maintaining the state vehicle 21 
records required by this article; and  22 

(3) The accuracy of fleet coordinator reporting in the 23 
manner consistent with the provisions of this article.  24 

§5A-12-14. Legislative compliance audit. 

On or before December 31, 2020, the Legislative 1 
Auditor, in accordance with §4-10-1 et seq. of this code, 2 
shall audit the division for state spending unit and fleet 3 
coordinator compliance with the reporting requirements and 4 
applicable provisions of this article. Such audit shall also 5 
include an evaluation of the data collected by the division to 6 
determine if the data being provided to the division in 7 
spending unit annual reports are sufficient to evaluate the 8 
state costs of owning, maintaining, and leasing state 9 
vehicles, and to evaluate vehicle use and expenditure trends 10 
among the spending units.  11 

CHAPTER 12. PUBLIC MONEYS AND SECURITIES.  

ARTICLE 6D. WEST VIRGINIA ENTERPRISE 
RESOURCE PLANNING BOARD. 

§12-6D-7. Establishing state vehicle fixed assets record 
keeping. 

The West Virginia Enterprise Resource Planning Board 1 
shall, after consulting with the Fleet Management Division, 2 
established pursuant to §5A-12-1 et seq. of this code, and 3 
the Division of Motor Vehicles, pursuant to the authority in 4 
§17A-3-25, develop standard naming conventions for the 5 
title, registration, and other fixed asset information to be 6 
used in the identification of state vehicles in the system of 7 
record for fixed assets, and shall also designate the 8 
information to be entered by spending units into the 9 
centralized accounting system maintained by the West 10 
Virginia Enterprise Resource Planning Board, for the 11 
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development and maintenance of an accurate and updated 12 
state vehicle inventory.  13 

CHAPTER 17A. MOTOR VEHICLE ADMINISTRATION, 
REGISTRATION, CERTIFICATE OF TITLE, AND 

ANTITHEFT PROVISIONS. 

ARTICLE 3. ORIGINAL AND RENEWAL OF 
REGISTRATION; ISSUANCE OF CERTIFICATES 
OF TITLE. 

§17A-3-23. Registration plates to state, county, municipal and 
other governmental vehicles; use for undercover activities. 

(a) Any motor vehicle designed to carry passengers, 1 
owned or leased by the state of West Virginia, or any of its 2 
departments, bureaus, commissions, or institutions, except 3 
vehicles used by the Governor, Treasurer, not to exceed 8 4 
vehicles operated by investigators of the Office of the 5 
Attorney General, three vehicles per elected office of the 6 
Board of Public Works not otherwise specified, vehicles 7 
operated by the State Police, not to exceed five vehicles 8 
operated by the office of the Secretary of Military Affairs 9 
and Public Safety, not to exceed five vehicles operated by 10 
the Division of Homeland Security and Emergency 11 
Management, vehicles operated by natural resources police 12 
officers of the Division of Natural Resources, not to exceed 13 
10 vehicles operated by the arson investigators of the Office 14 
of State Fire Marshal, not to exceed two vehicles operated 15 
by the Division of Protective Services, not to exceed 16 16 
vehicles operated by inspectors of the Office of the Alcohol 17 
Beverage Control Commissioner, vehicles operated by the 18 
West Virginia Wing of the Civil Air Patrol, and vehicles 19 
operated by probation officers employed under the Supreme 20 
Court of Appeals may not be operated or driven by any 21 
person unless it has displayed and attached to the front 22 
thereof, in the same manner as regular motor vehicle 23 
registration plates are attached, a plate of the same size as 24 
the regular registration plate, with white lettering on a green 25 
background bearing the words “West Virginia” in one line 26 
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and the words “State Car” in another line, and the lettering 27 
for the words “State Car” shall be of sufficient size to be 28 
plainly readable from a distance of 100 feet during 29 
daylight: Provided, That beginning January 1, 2019, state 30 
vehicle license plates shall be gold with blue lettering. 31 

The vehicle shall also have attached to the rear a plate 32 
bearing a number and any other words and figures as the 33 
Commissioner of Motor Vehicles shall prescribe. The rear 34 
plate shall also be green with the number in 35 
white: Provided, That beginning January 1, 2019, state 36 
vehicle license plates shall be gold with blue lettering. 37 

(b) Registration plates issued to vehicles owned by 38 
counties shall be white on red with the word “County” on 39 
top of the plate and the words “West Virginia” on the 40 
bottom. 41 

(c) Registration plates issued to a city or municipality 42 
shall be white on blue with the word “City” on top and the 43 
words “West Virginia” on the bottom. 44 

(d) Registration plates issued to a city or municipality 45 
law-enforcement department shall include blue lettering on 46 
a white background with the words “West Virginia” on top 47 
of the plate and shall be further designed by the 48 
commissioner to include a law-enforcement shield together 49 
with other insignia or lettering sufficient to identify the 50 
motor vehicle as a municipal law-enforcement department 51 
motor vehicle. The colors may not be reversed and shall be 52 
of reflectorized material. The registration plates issued to 53 
counties, municipalities, and other governmental agencies 54 
authorized to receive colored plates hereunder shall be 55 
affixed to both the front and rear of the vehicles. 56 

(e) (1) Registration plates issued to vehicles operated by 57 
county sheriffs shall be designed by the commissioner in 58 
cooperation with the sheriffs’ association with the word 59 
“Sheriff” on top of the plate and the words “West Virginia” 60 
on the bottom. The plate shall contain a gold shield 61 
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representing the sheriff’s star and a number assigned to that 62 
plate by the commissioner. Every county sheriff shall 63 
provide the commissioner with a list of vehicles operated by 64 
the sheriff, unless otherwise provided in this section, and a 65 
fee of $10 for each vehicle submitted by July 1, 2002. 66 

(2) Registration plates issued to vehicles operated by the 67 
West Virginia Wing of the Civil Air Patrol shall be designed 68 
by the commissioner in cooperation with the Civil Air Patrol 69 
and include the words “Civil Air Patrol” on the plate. The 70 
Civil Air Patrol shall provide the commissioner with a list 71 
of vehicles operated by the Civil Air Patrol, unless 72 
otherwise provided in this section, and a fee of $10 for each 73 
new vehicle for which a Civil Air Patrol license plate is 74 
requested. 75 

(f) The commissioner is authorized to designate the 76 
colors and design of any other registration plates that are 77 
issued without charge to any other agency or non-state 78 
government entity entitled to registration plates at no charge 79 
in accordance with the motor vehicle laws: Provided, That 80 
where the institutions of higher education opt to have their 81 
logo displayed on the state license plate, such institution 82 
shall bear any additional costs of those added features: 83 
Provided, however, That no public service districts or 84 
designated nongovernmental organizations shall be issued a 85 
license plate designated for vehicles owned or leased by the 86 
state of West Virginia, or any of its departments, bureaus, 87 
commissions, or institutions. 88 

(g) Upon application, the commissioner is authorized to 89 
issue a maximum of five Class A license plates per applicant 90 
to be used by county sheriffs and municipalities on law-91 
enforcement vehicles while engaged in undercover 92 
investigations. 93 

(h) The commissioner is authorized to issue a maximum 94 
of five Class A license plates to be used on vehicles assigned 95 
to the Division of Motor Vehicles investigators for 96 
commercial driver examination fraud investigation and 97 
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driver’s license issuance fraud detection and fraud 98 
prevention. 99 

(i) The commissioner is authorized to issue an unlimited 100 
number of license plates per applicant to authorized drug 101 
and violent crime task forces in the state of West Virginia 102 
when the chairperson of the control group of a drug and 103 
violent crime task force signs a written affidavit stating that 104 
the vehicle or vehicles for which the plates are being 105 
requested will be used only for official undercover work 106 
conducted by a drug and violent crime task force. 107 

(j) The commissioner is authorized to issue 20 Class A 108 
license plates to the Criminal Investigation Division of the 109 
Department of Revenue for use by its investigators. 110 

(k) The commissioner may issue a maximum of 10 111 
Class A license plates to the Division of Natural Resources 112 
for use by natural resources police officers. The 113 
commissioner shall designate the color and design of the 114 
registration plates to be displayed on the front and the rear 115 
of all other state-owned vehicles owned by the Division of 116 
Natural Resources and operated by natural resources police 117 
officers. 118 

(l) The commissioner is authorized to issue an unlimited 119 
number of Class A license plates to the Commission on 120 
Special Investigations for state-owned vehicles used for 121 
official undercover work conducted by the Commission on 122 
Special Investigations. 123 

(m) The commissioner is authorized to issue a 124 
maximum of two Class A plates to the Division of 125 
Protective Services for state-owned vehicles used by the 126 
Division of Protective Services in fulfilling its mission. 127 

(n) The commissioner is authorized to issue Class A 128 
registration plates for vehicles used by the Medicaid Fraud 129 
Control Unit created by §9-7-7 of this code. 130 
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(o) The commissioner is authorized to issue Class A 131 
registration plates for vehicles used by the West Virginia 132 
Insurance Fraud Unit created by §33-41-8 of this code. 133 

(p) No other registration plate may be issued for, or 134 
attached to, any state-owned vehicle. 135 

(q) The Commissioner of Motor Vehicles shall have a 136 
sufficient number of both front and rear plates produced to 137 
attach to all state-owned or leased vehicles.  138 

(r) The commissioner shall, after consultation with the 139 
Fleet Management Division established pursuant to §5A-140 
12-1 et seq. of this code and the Enterprise Resource 141 
Planning Board established pursuant to §12-6D-1 et seq. of 142 
this code, develop and adopt a standardized naming 143 
convention for the title, registration, and licensing of state 144 
vehicles, pursuant to §17A-3-23 and §7A-3-25 of this code. 145 
The naming convention adopted shall be consistent with the 146 
naming convention adopted for the centralized accounting 147 
system as maintained by the Enterprise Resource Planning 148 
Board for the purpose of creating and maintaining an 149 
accurate and up to date inventory of the state vehicle fleet. 150 

(s) It is the duty of each office, department, bureau, 151 
commission, or institution furnished any vehicle to have 152 
plates as described herein affixed thereto prior to the 153 
operation of the vehicle by any official or employee. 154 

(t) The commissioner may issue special registration 155 
plates for motor vehicles titled in the name of the Division 156 
of Public Transit or in the name of a public transit authority 157 
as defined in this subsection and operated by a public transit 158 
authority or a public transit provider to transport persons in 159 
the public interest. For purposes of this subsection, “public 160 
transit authority” means an urban mass transportation 161 
authority created pursuant to §8-27-1 et seq. of this code or 162 
a nonprofit entity exempt from federal and state income 163 
taxes under the Internal Revenue Code and whose purpose 164 
is to provide mass transportation to the public at large. The 165 
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special registration plate shall be designed by the 166 
commissioner and shall display the words “public transit” 167 
or words or letters of similar effect to indicate the public 168 
purpose of the use of the vehicle. The special registration 169 
plate shall be issued without charge. 170 

(u) Each green registration plate with white letters 171 
affixed to a state vehicle, and each corresponding title and 172 
registration certificate for all state vehicles, other than those 173 
vehicles with Class A registration plates as provided in this 174 
section, terminates at midnight on December 31, 2018. Each 175 
spending unit assigned a state vehicle that is required to 176 
display a state vehicle license plate and registration shall 177 
obtain a new title, new registration card, and new state 178 
vehicle license plate prior to January 1, 2019: Provided, 179 
That no state vehicle license plate shall be issued unless the 180 
spending unit has provided an affirmative statement under 181 
penalty of perjury that the vehicle is a state asset recorded 182 
in the central accounting system as maintained by the 183 
Enterprise Resource Planning Board, and the same has been 184 
verified by the commissioner, as required by §17A-3-25 of 185 
this code. When new registrations are issued pursuant to this 186 
article and for subsequent, non-Class A registrations of state 187 
owned or leased vehicles, the state vehicle registration plate 188 
and certificate shall be valid for a period of not more than 189 
24 months and shall be required to be renewed every two 190 
years. 191 

(v) The commissioner is authorized to prepare and 192 
promulgate emergency rules, pursuant to §29A-3-1 et seq. 193 
of this code in order to implement amendments to this 194 
section. 195 

 (w) Any person who violates the provisions of this 196 
section is guilty of a misdemeanor and, upon conviction 197 
thereof, shall be fined not less than $50 nor more than $100. 198 
Magistrates have concurrent jurisdiction with circuit courts 199 
for the enforcement of this section. 200 
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§17A-3-25. State vehicle title, registration and relicensing 

project of 2018; emergency and legislative rules. 

(a) On or before July 1, 2018, the commissioner shall 1 
coordinate with the Fleet Management Division established 2 
pursuant to §5A-12-1 et seq. of this code and the Enterprise 3 
Resource Planning Board established pursuant to §12-6D-1 4 
et seq. of this code and other applicable agencies, to develop 5 
a standardized titling and registration system for state 6 
vehicles. To the extent practicable, the standardization of 7 
vehicle title, registration, and state vehicle license plates 8 
shall conform to the state’s central accounting system 9 
maintained by the Enterprise Resource Planning Board. The 10 
standardization of state vehicle titles, registrations, and 11 
license plates, as described in this section, shall be known 12 
as the “State Vehicle Title, Registration, and Relicensing 13 
Project of 2018.” Every spending unit shall comply with the 14 
provisions of this section, and §17A-3-23 of this code.  15 

(b) The commissioner, in coordination with the Fleet 16 
Management Division, shall develop a standard system for 17 
identifying and recording the names of agencies, offices, or 18 
spending units to which each state vehicle is assigned, or 19 
registered, and such standard naming conventions shall be 20 
developed to align with the state’s central accounting 21 
system, and the centralized state vehicle inventory system. 22 
The commissioner shall propose legislative and emergency 23 
rules, pursuant to §29A-3-1 et seq. of this code, establishing 24 
those standard naming conventions for the registration, 25 
titling, and licensing of every state vehicle, and assigning by 26 
rule a list of the standardized naming conventions for each 27 
spending unit for the purpose of issuing new title, 28 
registration, and license plates to each state vehicle by 29 
December 31, 2018.  30 

(c) Once the commissioner has promulgated legislative 31 
and emergency rules as authorized pursuant to subsection (b) 32 
of this section, and not later than September 1, 2018, the 33 
division shall begin to issue the standardized title, registration, 34 
and state vehicle license plates for all state vehicles. 35 
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(d) Any spending unit applying to license or relicense a 36 
state vehicle pursuant to this section shall include with the 37 
application an affirmative statement under the penalty of 38 
perjury that the vehicle is a state asset recorded in the central 39 
accounting system as maintained by the Enterprise 40 
Resource Planning Board before the commissioner is 41 
required to issue any motor vehicle registration plates: 42 
Provided, That for leased vehicles, the spending unit shall 43 
affirm to the commissioner that the vehicle is leased and not 44 
required to be recorded in the state central accounting 45 
system. 46 

(e) The commissioner shall confirm that each vehicle 47 
for which an agency applies for a license, title, or 48 
registration is properly listed within the centralized 49 
accounting system as being a vehicle owned by a state 50 
agency before processing the application.  51 

(f) The commissioner is authorized, by legislative and 52 
emergency rule, to establish a procedure whereby the 53 
commissioner shall reject the application for a state vehicle 54 
title, registration and state vehicle license plate if that 55 
application does not conform to the standard naming 56 
convention requirements.

§17A-3-26. Enforcement; report. 

(a) Beginning January 1, 2019, any state vehicle in this 1 
state with a green state license plate with white lettering is 2 
in violation of this article.

(b) After January 1, 2019, any law-enforcement officer 4 
who discovers a state vehicle with an expired state vehicle 5 
license plate shall issue a citation with a penalty of $100 per 6 
violation.

*§29B-1-4. Exemptions. 

(a) There is a presumption of public accessibility to all 1 
public records, subject only to the following categories of 2 
information which are specifically exempt from disclosure 3 
under this article: 4 

(1) Trade secrets, as used in this section, which may 5 
include, but are not limited to, any formula, plan pattern, 6 
process, tool, mechanism, compound, procedure, 7 
production data or compilation of information which is not 8 
patented which is known only to certain individuals within 9 
a commercial concern who are using it to fabricate, produce, 10 
or compound an article or trade or a service or to locate 11 
minerals or other substances, having commercial value, and 12 
which gives its users an opportunity to obtain business 13 
advantage over competitors; 14 

(2) Information of a personal nature such as that kept in 15 
a personal, medical, or similar file, if the public disclosure 16 
of the information would constitute an unreasonable 17 
invasion of privacy, unless the public interest by clear and 18 
convincing evidence requires disclosure in this particular 19 
instance: Provided, That this article does not preclude an 20 
individual from inspecting or copying his or her own 21 
personal, medical, or similar file; 22 

(3) Test questions, scoring keys and other examination 23 
data used to administer a licensing examination, 24 
examination for employment, or academic examination; 25 

(4) (A) Records of law-enforcement agencies that deal 26 
with the detection and investigation of crime and the 27 
internal records and notations of such law-enforcement 28 
agencies which are maintained for internal use in matters 29 
relating to law enforcement; 30

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(B) Records identifying motor vehicles used, and the 31

(5) Information specifically exempted from disclosure 36 
by statute; 37 

(6) Records, archives, documents or, manuscripts 38 
describing the location of undeveloped historic, prehistoric, 39 
archaeological, paleontological, and battlefield sites or 40 
constituting gifts to any public body upon which the donor 41 
has attached restrictions on usage or the handling of which 42 
could irreparably damage the record, archive, document, or 43 
manuscript; 44 

(7) Information contained in or related to examination, 45 
operating, or condition reports prepared by, or on behalf of, 46 
or for the use of any agency responsible for the regulation 47 
or supervision of financial institutions, except those reports 48 
which are by law required to be published in newspapers; 49 

(8) Internal memoranda or letters received or prepared 50 
by any public body; 51 

(9) Records assembled, prepared, or maintained to 52 
prevent, mitigate, or respond to terrorist acts or the threat of 53 
terrorist acts, the public disclosure of which threaten the 54 
public safety or the public health; 55 

(10) Those portions of records containing specific or 56 
unique vulnerability assessments or specific or unique 57 
response plans, data, databases, and inventories of goods or 58 
materials collected or assembled to respond to terrorist acts; 59 
and communication codes or deployment plans of law-60 
enforcement or emergency response personnel; 61 

(11) Specific intelligence information and specific 62 
investigative records dealing with terrorist acts or the threat 63 
of a terrorist act shared by and between federal and 64 
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international law-enforcement agencies, state and local law-65 
enforcement, and other agencies within the Department of 66 
Military Affairs and Public Safety; 67 

(12) National security records classified under federal 68 
executive order and not subject to public disclosure under 69 
federal law that are shared by federal agencies and other 70 
records related to national security briefings to assist state 71 
and local government with domestic preparedness for acts 72

(15) Architectural or infrastructure designs, maps, or 80 
other records that show the location or layout of the facilities 81 
where computing, telecommunications or network 82 
infrastructure used to plan against or respond to terrorism 83 
are located or planned to be located; 84 

(16) Codes for facility security systems; or codes for 85 
secure applications for facilities referred to in subdivision 86 
(15) of this subsection; 87 

(17) Specific engineering plans and descriptions of 88 
existing public utility plants and equipment; 89 

(18) Customer proprietary network information of other 90 
telecommunications carriers, equipment manufacturers, and 91 
individual customers, consistent with 47 U.S.C. §222; 92 

(19) Records of the Division of Corrections, Regional 93 
Jail and Correctional Facility Authority, and the Division of 94 
Juvenile Services relating to design of corrections, jail and 95 
detention facilities owned or operated by the agency, and 96 
the policy directives and operational procedures of 97 
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personnel relating to the safe and secure management of 98 
inmates or residents, that if released, could be used by an 99 
inmate or resident to escape a facility, or to cause injury to 100 
another inmate, resident, or to facility personnel; 101 

(20) Information related to applications under §61-7-4 102 
of this code, including applications, supporting documents, 103 
permits, renewals, or any other information that would 104 
identify an applicant for or holder of a concealed weapon 105 
permit: Provided, That information in the aggregate that 106 
does not identify any permit holder other than by county or 107 
municipality is not exempted: Provided, however, That 108 
information or other records exempted under this 109 
subdivision may be disclosed to a law-enforcement agency 110 
or officer: (i)To determine the validity of a permit, (ii) to 111 
assist in a criminal investigation or prosecution, or (iii) for 112 
other lawful law-enforcement purposes; and 113 

(21) Personal information of law-enforcement officers 114 
maintained by the public body in the ordinary course of the 115 
employer-employee relationship. As used in this paragraph, 116 
“personal information” means a law-enforcement officer’s 117 
social security number, health information, home address, 118 
personal address, personal telephone numbers, and personal 119 
email addresses, and those of his or her spouse, parents, and 120 
children, as well as the names of the law-enforcement 121 
officer’s spouse, parents, and children. 122 

(b) As used in subdivisions (9) through (16), inclusive, 123 
subsection (a) of this section, the term “terrorist act” means 124 
an act that is likely to result in serious bodily injury or 125 
damage to property or the environment and is intended to: 126 

(1) Intimidate or coerce the civilian population; 127 

(2) Influence the policy of a branch or level of 128 
government by intimidation or coercion; 129 

(3) Affect the conduct of a branch or level of 130 
government by intimidation or coercion; or131 
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(4) Retaliate against a branch or level of government for 132 
a policy or conduct of the government. 133 

(c) The provisions of subdivisions (9) through (16), 134 
inclusive, subsection (a) of this section do not make subject 135 
to the provisions of this chapter any evidence of an 136 
immediate threat to public health or safety unrelated to a 137 
terrorist act or the threat of a terrorist act which comes to the 138 
attention of a public entity in the course of conducting a 139 
vulnerability assessment response or similar activity. 140

provisions of code related to corrections management; 
updating code references; eliminating obsolete language; and 
making technical corrections. 

Be it enacted by the Legislature of West Virginia: 

CHAPTER 6. GENERAL PROVISIONS RESPECTING 
OFFICERS. 

ARTICLE 7. COMPENSATION AND ALLOWANCES. 

*§6-7-2a. Terms of certain appointive state officers; appointment; 
qualifications; powers and salaries of officers. 

(a) Each of the following appointive state officers 1 
named in this subsection shall be appointed by the 2 
Governor, by and with the advice and consent of the Senate. 3 
Each of the appointive state officers serves at the will and 4 
pleasure of the Governor for the term for which the 5 
Governor was elected and until the respective state officers’ 6 
successors have been appointed and qualified. Each of the 7 
appointive state officers are subject to the existing 8 
qualifications for holding each respective office and each 9 
has and is hereby granted all of the powers and authority 10 
and shall perform all of the functions and services 11 
heretofore vested in and performed by virtue of existing law 12 
respecting each office. 13 

The annual salary of each named appointive state officer 14 
is as follows: 15 

Commissioner, Division of Highways, $92,500; 16 
Commissioner, Division of Corrections and Rehabilitation, 17 
$90,000; Director, Division of Natural Resources, $75,000; 18

Governor was elected and until the respective state officers’ 72 
successors have been appointed and qualified. Each of the 73

(d) No increase in the salary of any appointive state 87 
officer pursuant to this section may be paid until and unless 88 
the appointive state officer has first filed with the State 89 
Auditor and the Legislative Auditor a sworn statement, on a 90 
form to be prescribed by the Attorney General, certifying 91 
that his or her spending unit is in compliance with any 92

CHAPTER 15A. DEPARTMENT OF MILITARY 
AFFAIRS AND PUBLIC SAFETY 

ARTICLE 1. DEFINITIONS. 

§15A-1-1. Rules of construction generally. 

Whenever in this chapter, or in any rule or regulation 1 
authorized by it, any of the words, terms, or phrases defined 2 
in this article are used, they shall be taken and construed to 3 
have the meaning, application, and effect ascribed to them 4 
in this article, unless otherwise specified or clearly intended. 5 

§15A-1-2. “Department.” 

“Department” means the Department of Military Affairs 1 
and Public Safety. 2 

§15A-1-3. “Secretary.” 

“Secretary” means the Secretary of the Department of 1 
Military Affairs and Public Safety. 2 

§15A-1-4. “Commissioner” defined.  

“Commissioner” means the Commissioner of the 1 
Division of Corrections and Rehabilitation within the 2 
Department of Military Affairs and Public Safety.  3 

§15A-1-5. “Inmate” defined. 

“Inmate” means an adult incarcerated person. 1 

§15A-1-6. “Resident” defined. 

“Resident” means a juvenile within the custody of the 1 
Division of Corrections and Rehabilitation. 2 

ARTICLE 2. DIVISION OF ADMINISTRATIVE SERVICES. 
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§15A-2-1. Division of Administrative Services. 

(a) The Division of Administrative Services is created 1 
within the department to perform the administrative services 2 
for identified agencies within the department.  3 

(b) The Division of Administrative Services shall 4 
provide fiscal services, payroll services, human resources 5 
services, and procurement services for the Division of 6 
Corrections and Rehabilitation, created in §15A-3-1 et seq. 7 
of this code, and any other agencies or boards required by 8 
the secretary: Provided, That the secretary may not require 9 
the administrative services of the State Police, the West 10 
Virginia National Guard, or the West Virginia Military 11 
Authority be provided by the Division of Administrative 12 
Services. 13 

(c) The State Police, the West Virginia National Guard, 14 
and the West Virginia Military Authority may elect to 15 
utilize the services of the Division of Administrative 16 
Services. The director of the Division of Administrative 17 
Services is authorized to enter into a memorandum of 18 
understanding with the head of the State Police, the West 19 
Virginia National Guard, or the West Virginia Military 20 
Authority to effectuate this utilization. 21 

§15A-2-2. Division director; appointment and qualifications; 
powers and duties. 

(a) The secretary shall appoint a director for the 1 
Division of Administrative Services who shall serve at the 2 
will and pleasure of the secretary. The director shall have 3 
extensive knowledge in the field of public safety and the 4 
principles and practices of administration and experience in 5 
the civil service system. 6 

(b) The director shall have control and supervision of 7 
the Division of Administrative Services and shall be 8 
responsible for the work of each of its employees.  9 
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(c) The director shall have the authority to employ all 10 
personnel necessary to perform the functions of the Division 11 
of Administrative Services. The director shall also have the 12 
authority to employ assistants and attorneys as may be 13 
necessary for the efficient operation of the Division of 14 
Administrative Services.  15 

(d) The director shall perform the duties herein specified 16 
and shall also perform other duties as the secretary may 17 
prescribe. 18 

(e) Where reference in this article is made to the 19 
“director”, it shall mean the Director of the Division of 20 
Administrative Services.  21 

§15A-2-3. Transfer of employees; continuation of programs; 
transfer of equipment and records; protection. 

(a) Effective July 1, 2018, all persons employed on the 1 
effective date of this article by the Division of Juvenile 2 
Services, the Regional Jail and Correctional Facility 3 
Authority or the Division of Corrections whose current 4 
employment responsibilities include those to be provided by 5 
the Division of Administrative Services are hereby assigned 6 
and transferred to the Division of Administrative Services.  7 

(1) The Division of Administrative Services shall 8 
assume all responsibilities of the administrative services 9 
sections of the Division of Juvenile Services, the Regional 10 
Jail and Correctional Facility Authority and the Division of 11 
Corrections, including those related to ongoing programs, 12 
benefits, litigation or grievances.  13 

(2) All equipment and records necessary to effectuate 14 
the purposes of this article shall be transferred to the 15 
Division of Administrative Services.  16 

(b) Any person transferred to the office of the director 17 
of the division of administrative services who on the 18 
effective date of this article is a classified civil service 19 
employee shall, within the limits contained in §29-6-1 et 20 
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seq. of this code, remain in the civil service system as a 21 
covered employee. Any person transferred to the office of 22 
the director of the division of administrative services who 23 
on the effective date of this article is a classified exempt 24 
civil service employee, other than the Director, and his or 25 
her Deputy Directors, and one exempt assistant, shall, 26 
within the limits contained in §29-6-1 et seq. of this code, 27 
be transferred into the civil service system as a permanent 28 
covered employee, and is no longer exempt: Provided, That 29 
any transferred employee that has been employed in his or 30 
her position for less than the required probationary period 31 
must first complete the probationary period prior to 32 
becoming a permanent covered employee. 33 

ARTICLE 3. DIVISION OF CORRECTIONS AND 
REHABILITATION. 

§15A-3-1. Purpose and legislative intent. 

(a) The primary purpose of the Division of Corrections 1 
and Rehabilitation is to enhance public safety by providing 2 
for the detention of juvenile offenders, both pretrial and 3 
adjudicated, pretrial detention of adult persons facing 4 
criminal charges, and incarceration and care of adult 5 
convicted offenders who have been sentenced by courts of 6 
proper jurisdiction to serve terms of incarceration.  7 

(b) It is the intent of the Legislature: 8 

(1) That juveniles and adult offenders be afforded 9 
appropriate education and treatment to reestablish their 10 
ability to live peaceably, consistent with the protection of 11 
the community;  12 

(2) That persons held in pretrial detention, and 13 
committed to jails and correctional institutions of the state 14 
for whom release is available for crimes, be afforded 15 
appropriate treatment to reestablish their ability to live 16 
peaceably, consistent with the protection of the community; 17

(3) That persons committed to jails and correctional 18 
institutions of the state be released at the earliest possible 19 
date, consistent with public safety; 20 

(4) To establish a just, humane, and efficient corrections 21 
program; and 22 

(5) To avoid duplication and waste of effort and money 23 
on the part of public and private agencies. 24 

(c) This chapter shall be construed in favor of public 25 
safety. 26 

§15A-3-2. Division of Corrections and Rehabilitation established. 

(a) The Division of Corrections and Rehabilitation is 1 
hereby established within the Department of Military 2 
Affairs and Public Safety. The executive and administrative 3 
head of the Division of Correction and Rehabilitation shall 4 
be the Commissioner appointed pursuant to §15A-3-3 of 5 
this code. 6 

(b) Effective July 1, 2018, the Division of Corrections 7 
and the Division of Juvenile Services are hereby abolished. 8 
Except as otherwise provided in this chapter, the powers and 9 
authority of those divisions are hereby transferred to the 10 
Division of Corrections and Rehabilitation.  11 

(c) Effective July 1, 2018, the powers and authority of 12 
the Regional Jail and Correctional Facility Authority Board, 13 
in relation to all functions of correctional operations, are 14 
hereby transferred to the Division of Corrections and 15 
Rehabilitation. The Regional Jail and Correctional Facility 16 
Authority Board shall only retain the powers authorized in 17 
§15A-8-1 et seq. of this code.  18 

(d) Whenever in this code a reference is made to the 19 
Division of Corrections, it shall be construed to mean the 20 
Division of Corrections and Rehabilitation. Wherever in 21 
this code a reference is made to the Division of Juvenile 22 
Services, it shall be construed to mean the Division of 23 
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Corrections and Rehabilitation. Whenever in this code 24 
reference is made to the Regional Jail and Correctional 25 
Facility Authority Board in relation to operations of any of 26 
the regional jails, it shall be construed to mean the Division 27 
of Corrections and Rehabilitation. 28 

(e) Any person employed by the Division of Corrections 29 
and Rehabilitation who on the effective date of this article 30 
is a classified service employee shall, within the limits 31 
contained in §29-6-1 et seq. of this code, remain in the 32 
classified service system as a covered employee. 33 

(f) Where reference in this article is made to the 34 
“division”, it shall mean the Division of Corrections and 35 
Rehabilitation.  36 

§15A-3-3. Commissioner of division; qualifications, oath and 
bond. 

(a) A commissioner of the Division of Corrections and 1 
Rehabilitation shall be appointed by the Governor, by and 2 
with the advice and consent of the Senate, as provided in 3 
§6-7-2a of this code.  4 

(b) Effective July 1, 2018, the offices of Commissioner 5 
of Division of Corrections, the Director of Juvenile 6 
Services, and the Executive Director of the Regional Jail 7 
and Correctional Facility Authority are hereby abolished. 8 
Except as otherwise provided in this chapter, the powers and 9 
authority of those officers are vested in the Commissioner 10 
of the Division of Corrections and Rehabilitation.  11 

(c) The commissioner shall take and subscribe to the 12 
oath prescribed by the Constitution for public officials and 13 
shall execute an official bond in a penalty of $15,000, 14 
conditioned as required by law. Premiums on the bond shall 15 
be paid from appropriations made for the commissioner’s 16 
office. The bond shall be approved as to form by the 17 
Attorney General and as to sufficiency by the Governor and, 18 
when fully executed and approved, shall be filed in the 19 
office of the Secretary of State. 20 
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(d) Whenever in this code, reference is made to the 21 
Commissioner of the Division of Corrections or the Director 22 
of the Division of Juvenile Services, it shall be construed to 23 
mean the Commissioner of the Division of Corrections and 24 
Rehabilitation. Whenever in this code reference is made to 25 
the Executive Director of the Regional Jail and Correctional 26 
Facility Authority, in relation to operations of any of the 27 
regional jails, it shall be construed to mean the 28 
Commissioner of the Division of Corrections and 29 
Rehabilitation.  30 

§15A-3-4. Powers and duties of commissioner generally. 

(a) The commissioner, in order to carry out the purposes 1 
and intent of this chapter, shall: 2 

(1) Exercise general supervision over the administration 3 
of the institutions under the jurisdiction of the division; 4 

(2) Establish separate subdivisions, including a Bureau 5 
of Prisons and Jails, a Bureau of Juvenile Services, and a 6 
Bureau of Community Corrections, each to be headed by 7 
assistant commissioners, and other subdivisions as he or she 8 
deems advisable, which may be headed by one of the 9 
assistant commissioners, or by deputy directors. Nothing 10 
herein shall prohibit the commissioner from appointing the 11 
same person to head more than one subdivision; 12 

(3) Establish rules, policies, and regulations in writing 13 
governing all subdivisions and institutions within the 14 
division; 15 

(4) Establish an appropriate training program for 16 
personnel of the division; 17 

(5) Classify the institutions of the division, varying 18 
according to the factors as security features, program, age, 19 
and sex of inmates, physical stature or size, character of 20 
inmates; 21 
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(6) Establish a system of classification of inmates and 22 
residents, through a reception and examination procedure; 23 

(7) Cooperate with the Department of Education in 24 
providing for the education of inmates and residents in all 25 
institutions within the division, as provided in §18-2-13f of 26 
this code and any other provision of this code; 27 

(8) Supervise the treatment, custody, and discipline of 28 
all inmates and residents and the maintenance of the 29 
institutions and their industries; 30 

(9) Establish a system of compensation for inmates and 31 
residents of the institutions of the state who perform good 32 
and satisfactory work either within the industrial program 33 
or in the servicing and maintenance of the institutions or any 34 
other institutions or camps within the state. The 35 
commissioner, or his or her designee, may establish a 36 
graduated scale of compensation to be paid to inmates and 37 
residents in accordance with their skill in industry; and 38 

(10) Subject to the provisions in §25-1A-5 of this code, 39 
provide for the transportation of inmates between the jails 40 
and local holding facilities for court appearances. 41 

(b) The commissioner, in order to carry out the purposes 42 
and intent of this chapter, may: 43 

(1) Appoint a deputy commissioner to assist in the day 44 
to day operations of the division; 45 

(2) Employ professional and support staff, including, 46 
but not limited to, certified public accountants, attorneys, 47 
assistants, and other employees as necessary for the efficient 48 
operation of the division; 49 

(3) Acquire, own, hold, and dispose of property, real and 50 
personal, tangible and intangible; 51 

(4) Lease property, whether as a lessee or lessor; 52 
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(5) Conduct examinations and investigations and hear 53 
testimony and take proof, under oath or affirmation; 54 

(6) Issue subpoenas requiring the attendance of 55 
witnesses and the production of books and papers relevant 56 
to any hearing before the commissioner, or his or her 57 
designee, to conduct any hearing; 58 

(7) Apply to the circuit court having venue of the 59 
offense to have punished for contempt any witness who 60 
refuses to obey a subpoena, refuses to be sworn or affirmed, 61 
or refuses to testify, or who commits any contempt after 62 
being summoned to appear; 63 

(8) Sue and be sued, implead and be impleaded, and 64 
complain and defend in any court; 65 

(9) Propose rules for legislative approval for the 66 
management and regulation of the affairs of the division 67 
pursuant to the provisions of §29A-3-1 et seq. of this code; 68 

(10) Make policies for the management and regulation 69 
of the affairs of the divisions; 70 

(11) Make contracts of every kind and nature and to 71 
execute all instruments necessary or convenient for carrying 72 
on its business, including contracts with any other 73 
governmental agency of this state or of the federal 74 
government or with any person, individual, partnership, or 75 
corporation to affect any or all of the purposes of this 76 
chapter; 77 

(12) Accept gifts or grants of property, funds, security 78 
interests, money, materials, labor, supplies, or services from 79 
the United States of America or from any governmental unit 80 
or any person, firm, or corporation, acceptance or 81 
disposition of gifts or grants; and 82 

(13) Designate a facility as a rehabilitation facility; a 83 
rehabilitation facility may utilize recommendations on 84 
programming from West Virginia higher education 85 
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institutions and share statistical data with the same 86 
institutions for study on the effectiveness of services 87 
provided by the institution.  88 

§15A-3-5. Officers and employees of corrections institutions. 

(a) The commissioner, or his or her designee, has the 1 
authority to manage and administer the finances, business, 2 
operations, security, and personnel affairs of correctional 3 
units and juvenile facilities under the jurisdiction of the 4 
division.  5 

(b) The superintendent of each institution or 6 
correctional unit has the power to hire all assistants and 7 
employees required for the management of the institution in 8 
his or her charge, but the number of the assistants and 9 
employees, and their compensation, shall first be approved 10 
by the commissioner.  11 

(c) It is the duty of the commissioner to investigate any 12 
complaint made against the superintendent of any 13 
institution, and against any other officer or employee 14 
thereof, if the same has not been investigated. 15 

(d) All prospective correctional employees shall pass a 16 
preemployment drug screening prior to being hired. 17 

(e) All persons employed at a state-operated 18 
correctional institution or correctional unit are subject to the 19 
supervision and approval of the superintendent and the 20 
authority of the commissioner, or his or her designee, except 21 
those persons employed by the State Board of Education, 22 
pursuant to §18-2-13f of this code. 23 

§15A-3-6. Hiring of correctional officer without regard to 
position on the register. 

Notwithstanding any provision of law to the contrary or 1 
any rule promulgated under the provisions of this code, the 2 
Division of Corrections and Rehabilitation may hire any 3 
person listed on the Correctional Officer I Register for 4 
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employment as a Correctional Officer I without regard to 5 
the person’s position on the register: Provided, That no 6 
person on the Correctional Officer I Register may be offered 7 
employment or hired before an otherwise qualified person 8 
on a preference register who is willing to accept the 9 
position. 10 

§15A-3-7. Compensation of employees; traveling and other 
expenses. 

The commissioner shall, in accordance with the 1 
provisions of §29-6-1 et seq. of this code, approve the 2 
salaries of all employees of the division. Salaries shall be 3 
commensurate with their duties and responsibilities, but no 4 
meals or other emoluments of any kind shall be furnished, 5 
given, or paid to the employee as all or part of their salary. 6 
The employees may be provided meals, household facilities, 7 
and supplies as may be necessary for them to perform their 8 
duties, if the employees agree to pay the reasonable cost as 9 
established by the commissioner. In the event of an 10 
emergency, such as a riot or other disturbance, the 11 
commissioner may authorize meals to be provided to 12 
employees at no cost. Additionally, the commissioner may 13 
establish a procedure to reimburse employees reasonable 14 
costs in the event the employee’s personal property is stolen 15 
or damaged by an inmate or resident. All persons employed 16 
under this article are entitled to be reimbursed for necessary 17 
traveling and other expenses. 18 

§15A-3-8. Reports by commissioner and chief officers of 
institutions to Auditor. 

The commissioner shall, from time to time, as may be 1 
necessary, make a report to the Auditor, which shall state 2 
the name of each person employed at any of the institutions 3 
named in §15A-3-12 of this code, his or her official 4 
designation and biweekly rate of compensation, and out of 5 
what funds or appropriation the same is payable. The 6 
superintendent of the institution, or other person who may 7 
have been appointed for the purpose by the commissioner, 8 
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shall make and certify to the Auditor at the end of each 9 
month a list of persons to whom any payments may be due, 10 
stating for what purpose due, the amount due each person, 11 
and the fund or appropriation from which payable; one copy 12 
whereof shall be filed in the office of the institution where 13 
made, and one in the office of the commissioner. If the 14 
Auditor finds the list correct and in accordance with the 15 
reports made to him or her by the commissioner, he or she 16 
may pay to the persons entitled thereto the amounts so 17 
certified as due each. 18 

§15A-3-9. Special compensation of officers and employees 
prohibited; penalty.  

No officer or employee shall receive, directly or 1 
indirectly, any other compensation for his or her services 2 
than that provided by law, or by the commissioner before 3 
his or her appointment, nor shall he or she receive any 4 
compensation whatever, directly or indirectly, for any act or 5 
service which he or she may do or perform for or on behalf 6 
of any contractor, or agent, or employee of a contractor. For 7 
any violation of this section the officer, agent, or employee 8 
of the state engaged therein shall be dismissed from his or 9 
her office or service, and every contractor, or employee, or 10 
agent of a contractor, engaged therein shall be expelled from 11 
the grounds of an institution, and not again employed in any 12 
institution as a contractor, agent, or employee. 13 

§15A-3-10. Law-enforcement powers of employees. 

(a) Other than as outlined in this section, a correctional 1 
officer employed by the division is not a law-enforcement 2 
officer as that term is defined in §30-29-1 of this code. 3 

(b) The commissioner is a law-enforcement official, and 4 
has the authority to use, and permit and allow or disallow 5 
his or her designated employees to use, publicly provided 6 
carriage to travel from their residences to their workplace 7 
and return: Provided, That the usage is subject to the 8 
supervision of the Commissioner and is directly connected 9 
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with and required by the nature and in the performance of 10 
the official’s or designated employee’s duties and 11 
responsibilities. 12 

(c) All employees of the division are responsible for 13 
enforcing rules and laws necessary for the control and 14 
management of correctional units and the maintenance of 15 
public safety that is within the scope of responsibilities of 16 
the division. 17 

(d) Persons employed by the Division of Corrections 18 
and Rehabilitation as correctional officers are hereby 19 
authorized and empowered to make arrests of persons 20 
already charged with a violation of law who surrender 21 
themselves to the correctional officer, to arrest persons 22 
already in the custody of the division for violations of law 23 
occurring in the officer’s presence, to detain persons for 24 
violations of state law committed on the property of any 25 
facility under the jurisdiction of the commissioner, and to 26 
conduct investigations, pursue, and apprehend escapees 27 
from the custody of a facility of the division. 28 

(e) The commissioner may designate correctional 29 
employees as correctional peace officers who have the 30 
authority: 31 

(1) To detain persons for violations of state law 32 
committed on the property of any state correctional 33 
institution; 34 

(2) To conduct investigations regarding criminal 35 
activity occurring within a correctional facility;  36 

(3) To execute criminal process or other process in 37 
furtherance of these duties; and 38 

(4) To apply for, obtain, and execute search warrants 39 
necessary for the completion of his or her duties and 40 
responsibilities. 41 
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(f) The Corrections Special Operations Team is hereby 42 
established and shall consist of the Corrections Emergency 43 
Response Team, the K9 unit, and the Crisis Negotiations 44 
team created under the former Division of Corrections. The 45 
Corrections Special Operations Team serves as the first 46 
responder necessary for the protection of life, liberty, and 47 
property. It shall have limited law-enforcement authority 48 
regarding matters occurring at jails, correctional centers, 49 
and juvenile centers, and arrest powers to apprehend 50 
escapees, absconders, and in all matters arising on the 51 
grounds of a facility under the care and control of the 52 
commissioner: Provided, That at any time the Corrections 53 
Special Operations Team is apprehending an escapee or an 54 
absconder outside the confinement of the facility grounds, 55 
it does so with the assistance and cooperation of local law 56 
enforcement or the West Virginia State Police.  57 

§15A-3-11. Unauthorized use of uniform, badge, identification 
card, or other insignia; impersonation of member; and 
penalty. 

(a) The commissioner shall prescribe the design, or 1 
designs, of uniforms used by employees of the division, 2 
which shall be dissimilar to the design of the uniform worn 3 
by the members of the State Police or the established 4 
statewide uniform of a sheriff or deputy sheriffs. A 5 
municipality shall not adopt for its police officers or other 6 
employees a uniform which is similar in design to the 7 
uniform adopted by the commissioner. 8 

(b) No person who is not an officer or employee of the 9 
Division of Corrections and Rehabilitation, and no officer 10 
or employee of the division who is not authorized to do so, 11 
may, with intent to deceive, wear, use, order to be used or 12 
worn, copy, or imitate in any respect or manner the uniform, 13 
badge, identification card, or other insignia prescribed for 14 
employees of the division. 15 

(c) No person who is not an officer or employee of the 16 
Division of Corrections and Rehabilitation may falsely 17 
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represent himself or herself to be an officer or employee of 18 
the Division of Corrections and Rehabilitation or to be 19 
under the order or direction of any officer or employee of 20 
the division. 21 

(d) No person employed as an officer or employee of the 22 
Division of Corrections and Rehabilitation may use his or 23 
her position as such to threaten or coerce any other person 24 
in order to receive any favoritism, employment, or thing of 25 
favor by virtue of his or her employment with the division: 26 
Provided, That this subsection does not apply to violations 27 
of the Prison Rape Elimination Act.  28 

(e) Any person who violates the provisions of §15A-3-29 
11(b), §15A-3-11(c), or §15A-3-11(d) of this code is guilty 30 
of a misdemeanor and, upon conviction thereof, shall be 31 
fined not more than $200, or confined in the county or 32 
regional jail for not more than six months, or both fined and 33 
confined. 34 

§15A-3-12. Institutions managed by commissioner. 

(a) The commissioner shall manage, direct, control, and 1 
govern the prisons, jails, or correctional institutions of this 2 
state, and the juvenile facilities of this state, including, but 3 
not limited to: 4 

Mount Olive Correctional Complex and Jail; 5 

Huttonsville Correctional Center and Jail; 6 

Anthony Correctional Center and Jail; 7 

Denmar Correctional Center and Jail; 8 

Pruntytown Correctional Center and Jail; 9 

Northern Regional Jail and Correctional Center; 10 

Saint Marys Correctional Center and Jail; 11 

Lakin Correctional Center and Jail; 12 
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Ohio County Correctional Center and Jail; 13 

Beckley Correctional Center and Jail; 14 

Martinsburg Correctional Center and Jail; 15 

Salem Correctional Center and Jail;  16 

Parkersburg Correctional Center and Jail; 17 

Charleston Correctional Center and Jail; 18 

Central Regional Jail and Corrections Facility; 19 

Eastern Regional Jail and Corrections Facility; 20 

North Central Regional Jail and Corrections Facility; 21 

Potomac Highlands Regional Jail and Corrections Facility; 22 

South Central Regional Jail and Corrections Facility; 23 

Southern Regional Jail and Corrections Facility; 24 

Southwestern Regional Jail and Corrections Facility; 25 

Tygart Valley Regional Jail and Corrections Facility; 26 

Western Regional Jail and Corrections Facility;  27 

Donald R. Kuhn Juvenile Center; 28 

Gene Spadaro Juvenile Center;  29 

J.M. Chick Buckbee Juvenile Center; 30 

Kenneth “Honey” Rubenstein Juvenile Center; 31 

Lorrie Yeager Juvenile Center; 32 

Robert L. Shell Juvenile Center; 33 

Sam Perdue Juvenile Center; 34 
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Tiger Morton Juvenile Center;  35 

Vicki Douglas Juvenile Center; and 36 

Any other juvenile or adult facility later transferred to 37 
the commissioner. 38 

(b) The commissioner may contract with the county 39 
commission of McDowell County to house and incarcerate 40 
inmates at the Stevens Correctional Center consistent with 41 
all requirements and standards governing the division. 42 

(c) The commissioner may contract with Youth Services 43 
System to house and detain juveniles at the Ronald 44 
Mulholland Juvenile Center consistent with all the 45 
requirements and standards governing the division.  46 

(d) The commissioner may establish work and study 47 
release units as extensions and subsidiaries of those state 48 
institutions under his or her control and authority. The work 49 
and study release units may be coeducational and shall be 50 
managed, directed, and controlled as provided in this article. 51 

(e) The commissioner may contract with nonprofit or 52 
charitable entities including, but not limited to, nonprofit 53 
community mental health clinics, operating half-way 54 
houses, or transitional housing facilities for the placement 55 
of persons in the commissioner’s custody, whether confined 56 
or under parole supervision, as long as the facilities meet 57 
standards and criteria established by the commissioner. 58 

(1) The commissioner may direct that a person who is 59 
placed in a half-way house or transitional housing facility 60 
under this section make reimbursement to the state in the 61 
amount of a reasonable sum calculated to offset all or part 62 
of the costs of the placement. Prior to ordering the person to 63 
make the reimbursement, the commissioner, or his or her 64 
designee, shall consider the following: 65 

(A) The person’s ability to pay; 66 
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(B) The nature and extent of the person’s 67 
responsibilities to his or her dependents, if any; 68 

(C) The length of probable incarceration under the 69 
court’s sentence; and 70 

(D) The effect, if any, that reimbursement might have 71 
on the person’s rehabilitation. 72 

(2) The division shall provide the number of persons 73 
placed in a half-way house or a transitional housing facility 74 
as authorized in this section in its report made pursuant to 75 
§5-1-20 of this code, and shall describe its plans to use the 76 
authority provided under the provisions of §15A-3-12(g) of 77 
this code in furtherance of the duties and responsibilities 78 
imposed by this article. 79 

(f) All adult persons sentenced by a court to serve a 80 
sentence of incarceration in a prison, jail, or correctional 81 
institution under the jurisdiction of the commissioner shall 82 
be deemed to be sentenced to the custody of the 83 
commissioner. The commissioner, or his or her designee, 84 
has the authority to and may order the transfer of any adult 85 
to any appropriate institution within the division.  86 

(g) The commissioner has full discretionary authority to 87 
contract with any county jail, or other appropriate facility or 88 
institution for the incarceration and care of adult inmates. If 89 
a felony sentenced inmate is held in a jail facility or unit, 90 
under the jurisdiction of the commissioner, the 91 
commissioner shall pay a per diem rate, not subject to the 92 
limitations set forth in §15A-3-16(g) of this code. 93 

(h) The commissioner, or his or her designee, may 94 
transfer any adult prisoner or inmate who is mentally 95 
disturbed and who would more appropriately be treated in 96 
an institution under the jurisdiction of the Bureau of Health, 97 
to the Bureau, subject to the approval of the Director of 98 
Health, and may transfer any adult prisoner or inmate to an 99 
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appropriate mental facility for specialized medical 100 
treatment. 101 

(i) The commissioner shall, no later than July 1, 2019, 102 
complete an evaluation of all facilities within his or her 103 
control for the most appropriate space to house each type of 104 
inmate, and shall consult with the Juvenile Justice 105 
Commission on any and all intended uses of current or 106 
prospective juvenile facilities. This evaluation shall include 107 
an assessment of the physical plant of each institution, the 108 
inmate population size and type, and classification of 109 
inmates. Following completion of the evaluation, the 110 
commissioner shall develop a plan on how to best utilize the 111 
institutional space, and shall report to the Joint Committee 112 
on Government and Finance with recommendations 113 
regarding implementation of that plan. The commissioner 114 
may, from time to time, and as circumstances dictate, 115 
reorganize the facilities, and units within the facilities, to 116 
house pretrial inmates, convicted misdemeanants, and 117 
convicted felons in the most appropriate manner. No facility 118 
shall be converted from a juvenile to an adult facility, or 119 
from an adult to a juvenile facility, without legislative 120 
authorization. 121 

§15A-3-13. Title to property of state institutions; custody of 
deeds and other muniments of title; authority of 
Commissioner. 

The title to all property constituting or belonging to the 1 
several institutions named in §15A-3-12 of this code is 2 
vested in the state. The commissioner is custodian of all 3 
deeds and other muniments of title and shall cause such as 4 
are susceptible of recordation to be recorded in the proper 5 
offices. The commissioner is authorized, as lessor, to lease 6 
the West Virginia penitentiary in Moundsville, title to which 7 
is vested in the state by prior act of the Legislature, for a 8 
term of not more than five years: Provided, That this section 9 
does not affect any lease in effect as of the effective date of 10 
this section. Any agreement entered into under this section 11 
shall be with the consent and approval of the Secretary of 12 
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the Department of Military Affairs and Public Safety, and 13 
shall include a provision within each agreement allowing 14 
for the immediate termination by the secretary or 15 
commissioner at any time. 16 

§15A-3-14. Exempt from Purchasing Division; purchasing 
procedures. 

(a) The provisions established in §5A-3-1 et seq. of this 1 
code do not apply to the division or any institution under the 2 
control of the division. 3 

(b) When the cost under any contract or agreement 4 
entered into by the division, other than compensation for 5 
personal services, involves an expenditure of more than 6 
$2,500 and less than $25,000, the division shall solicit at 7 
least 3 bids, if possible, from vendors and make a written 8 
contract with the lowest responsible bidder. When the cost 9 
under any contract or agreement entered into by the 10 
division, other than compensation for personal services, 11 
involves an expenditure of $25,000 or more, the division 12 
shall make a written contract with the lowest responsible 13 
bidder after public notice published as a Class II legal 14 
advertisement in compliance with the provisions of §59-3-1 15 
et seq. of this code, the publication area for the publication 16 
to be the county or counties wherein the work is to be 17 
performed or which is affected by the contract, which notice 18 
shall state the general character of the work and general 19 
character of the materials to be furnished, the place where 20 
plans and specifications therefor may be examined and the 21 
time and place of receiving bids. But a contract for lease of 22 
a correctional facility is not subject to the foregoing 23 
requirements and the division may enter into the contract for 24 
lease pursuant to negotiation upon the terms and conditions 25 
and for the period as it finds to be reasonable and proper 26 
under the circumstances and in the best interests of proper 27 
operation or efficient acquisition or construction of the 28 
projects. The division may reject any and all bids. A bond 29 
with good and sufficient surety, approved by the division, 30 
shall be required of all contractors in an amount equal to at 31 
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least 50 percent of the contract price, conditioned upon 32 
faithful performance of the contract. 33 

(c) If the division has to make a purchase under 34 
emergency conditions, or an emergency situation, which 35 
jeopardizes the safe, secure, and orderly operations of the 36 
division, as deemed by the Commissioner, and approved by 37 
the Secretary, §15A-3-14(a) and §15A-3-14(b) of this code 38 
shall not apply. 39 

(d) The commissioner may enter into agreements with 40 
medical schools and institutions of higher education in this 41 
state to develop standards for appropriate and innovative 42 
medical programming and care for inmates: Provided, That 43 
the division will follow the procedures set forth in §15A-3-44 
14(b) of this code for delivery of regular and normal medical 45 
care within the facilities.  46 

§15A-3-15. Mutual aid agreements. 

(a) The commissioner may enter into agreements to 1 
provide for the rendering of mutual aid with the political 2 
subdivisions of this state, other states, and the federal 3 
government to provide for the common defense, protect the 4 
public peace, health, and safety and to preserve the lives and 5 
property of the people of this state. 6 

(b) Any agreement entered into under this section shall 7 
be with the consent and approval of the Secretary of the 8 
Department of Military Affairs and Public Safety, and shall 9 
include a provision within each agreement allowing for the 10 
immediate termination by the secretary or commissioner at 11 
any time. 12 

§15A-3-16. Funds for operations of jails under the jurisdiction 
of the commissioner. 

(a) Any special revenue funds previously administered 1 
by the Regional Jail and Correctional Facility Authority or 2 
its Executive Director are continued, and shall be 3 
administered by the commissioner. 4 
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(b) Funds that have been transferred by §15A-3-16(a) of 5 
this code shall be limited in use to operations of jail 6 
functions, and for payment to the Regional Jail and 7 
Correctional Facility Authority Board, for payment of 8 
indebtedness. In no case shall a fund be utilized to offset or 9 
pay operations of nonjail parts of the facility: Provided, 10 
That funds may be utilized on a pro rata basis for shared 11 
staff and for operational expenses of facilities being used as 12 
both prisons and jails. 13 

(c) Whenever the commissioner determines that the 14 
balance in these funds is more than the immediate 15 
requirements of this article, he or she may request that the 16 
excess be invested until needed. Any excess funds so 17 
requested shall be invested in a manner consistent with the 18 
investment of temporary state funds. Interest earned on any 19 
moneys invested pursuant to this section shall be credited to 20 
these funds. 21 

(d) These funds consist of the following: 22 

(1) Moneys collected and deposited in the State 23 
Treasury which are specifically designated by Acts of the 24 
Legislature for inclusion in these funds; 25 

(2) Contributions, grants, and gifts from any source, 26 
both public and private, specifically directed to the 27 
operations of jails under the control of the commissioner; 28 

(3) All sums paid pursuant to §15A-3-16(g) of this code; 29 
and 30 

(4) All interest earned on investments made by the state 31 
from moneys deposited in these funds. 32 

(e) The amounts deposited in these funds shall be 33 
accounted for and expended in the following manner: 34 

(1) Amounts deposited shall be pledged first to the debt 35 
service on any bonded indebtedness; 36 
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(2) After any requirements of debt service have been 37 
satisfied, the Commissioner shall requisition from these 38 
funds the amounts that are necessary to provide for payment 39 
of the administrative expenses of this article, as limited by 40 
this section; 41 

(3) The commissioner shall requisition from these 42 
funds, after any requirements of debt service have been 43 
satisfied, the amounts that are necessary for the maintenance 44 
and operation of jails under his or her control. These funds 45 
shall make an accounting of all amounts received from each 46 
county by virtue of any filing fees, court costs or fines 47 
required by law to be deposited in these funds and amounts 48 
from the jail improvement funds of the various counties; 49 

(4) Notwithstanding any other provisions of this article, 50 
sums paid into these funds by each county pursuant to 51 
§15A-3-16(g) of this code for each inmate shall be placed 52 
in a separate account and shall be requisitioned from these 53 
funds to pay for costs incurred; and 54 

(5) Any amounts deposited in these funds from other 55 
sources permitted by this article shall be expended based on 56 
particular needs to be determined by the commissioner. 57 

(f)(1) After a jail facility becomes available pursuant to 58 
this article for the incarceration of inmates, each county 59 
within the region shall incarcerate all persons whom the 60 
county would have incarcerated in any jail prior to the 61 
availability of the jail facility in the jail facility, except those 62 
whose incarceration in a local jail facility used as a local 63 
holding facility is specified as appropriate under the 64 
previously promulgated, and hereby transferred standards 65 
and procedures developed by the Jail Facilities Standards 66 
Commission, and whom the sheriff or the circuit court elects 67 
to incarcerate therein. 68 

(2) Notwithstanding the provisions of §15A-3-16(f)(1) 69 
of this code, circuit and magistrate courts are authorized to: 70 
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(A) Detain persons who have been arrested or charged 71 
with a crime in a county or municipal jail specified as 72 
appropriate under the standards and procedures referenced 73 
in §15A-3-16(f)(1), for a period not to exceed 96 hours; or 74 

(B) Commit persons convicted of a crime in a county or 75 
municipal jail, specified as appropriate under the standards 76 
and procedures referenced in §15A-3-16(f)(1) of this code, 77 
for a period not to exceed 14 days. 78 

(g) When inmates are placed in a jail facility under the 79 
jurisdiction of the commissioner pursuant to §15A-3-16(f) 80 
of this code, the county, and municipality if the 81 
incarceration is a municipal violation, shall pay into this 82 
fund a cost per day for each incarcerated inmate to be 83 
determined by the state Budget Office, by examining the 84 
most recent three years of costs submitted by the 85 
commissioner for the cost of operating the jail facilities and 86 
units under his or her jurisdiction, and taking an average per 87 
day, per inmate cost of maintaining the operations of the jail 88 
facilities or units: Provided, That beginning July 1, 2018, 89 
and continuing through July 1, 2021, in no case shall any 90 
county or municipality be required to pay a rate that exceeds 91 
$48.25 per day, per inmate. Nothing in this section shall be 92 
construed to mean that the per diem cannot be decreased or 93 
be less than $48.25 per day per inmate.  94 

(h) The per diem costs for incarcerating inmates may not 95 
include the cost of construction, acquisition, or renovation 96 
of the regional jail facilities: Provided, That each jail facility 97 
or unit operating in this state shall keep a record of the date 98 
and time that an inmate is incarcerated, and a county may 99 
not be charged for a second day of incarceration for an 100 
individual inmate until that inmate has remained 101 
incarcerated for more than 24 hours. After that, in cases of 102 
continuous incarceration, subsequent per diem charges shall 103 
be made upon a county only as subsequent intervals of 24 104 
hours pass from the original time of incarceration. 105 
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(i) The county is responsible for costs incurred by the 106 
division for housing and maintaining inmates in its facilities 107 
who are pretrial inmates and convicted misdemeanants. The 108 
costs of housing shall be borne by the division on a felony 109 
conviction on which an inmate is incarcerated beginning the 110 
calendar day following the day of sentencing: Provided, 111 
That beginning July 1, 2019, the costs of housing shall be 112 
borne by the division on a felony conviction when an inmate 113 
is incarcerated beginning the calendar day following the day 114 
of conviction. In no case shall the county be responsible for 115 
any costs of housing and maintaining felony convicted 116 
inmate populations.  117 

(j) The county is responsible for the costs incurred by 118 
the authority for housing and maintaining an inmate who, 119 
prior to a felony conviction on which the inmate is 120 
incarcerated and is awaiting transportation to a state 121 
correctional facility for a 60 day evaluation period as 122 
provided in §62-12-7a of this code. 123 

(k) On or before July 1, 2020, the commissioner shall 124 
prepare a report on the feasibility of phasing out the county 125 
and municipal per diem charges required by §15A-3-16(g) 126 
of this code. This report shall include information regarding 127 
savings realized because of the consolidation of the former 128 
Division of Corrections, Division of Juvenile Services, and 129 
the operations of the Regional Jail and Correctional Facility 130 
Authority, as well as any other recommendations that might 131 
ease the burden of paying the per diem inmate costs by the 132 
counties or municipalities. On or before January 1, 2019, 133 
January 1, 2020 and January 1, 2021, the commissioner 134 
shall report to the Joint Committee on Government and 135 
Finance and the co-chairmen of the Joint Standing 136 
Committee on Finance the actual per diem rate as calculated 137 
pursuant to §15A-3-16(g) of this code and any amount not 138 
assessed to counties if the actual per diem cost is larger than 139 
the amount charged to the counties or municipalities 140 
pursuant to §15A-3-16(g) between July 1, 2018 and July 1, 141 
2021.  142 
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§15A-3-17. Jail Operations Partial Reimbursement Fund. 

(a) There is continued in the State Treasury the Jail 1 
Operations Partial Reimbursement Fund. 2 

(b) Revenues deposited into this fund shall be composed 3 
of fees collected by magistrate courts pursuant to §50-3-2(a) 4 
of this code, and by circuit courts pursuant to §59-1-11 of 5 
this code. 6 

(c) Revenues deposited into this fund shall be used to 7 
reimburse those counties and municipalities participating in 8 
the jail system for the cost of incarceration.  9 

(d) The State Treasurer shall, in cooperation with the 10 
division, administer the fund. The State Treasurer shall 11 
determine the amount of funds available for reimbursement 12 
and, upon receiving a report from the commissioner 13 
containing the total number of inmate days in the fiscal year 14 
immediately concluded, the State Treasurer shall calculate 15 
the reimbursement to each participant based upon a pro rata 16 
share formula: Provided, That only counties and 17 
municipalities that, on July 1 of each year, are not more than 18 
90 days delinquent in payments for moneys to incarcerate 19 
its offenders are eligible to receive this reimbursement: 20 
Provided, however, That the pro rata share formula shall not 21 
include the counties or municipalities which are not entitled 22 
to reimbursement pursuant to this section. 23 

(e) A participant’s share shall be comparable with its 24 
total of inmate days, which shall consist of the number of 25 
inmates it contributed to the regional jail system and the 26 
number of days those inmates remained incarcerated. 27 

(f) A participant’s share shall be disbursed annually, 28 
within 90 days of July 1 each year, as provided in §15A-3-29 
17(d) of this section. 30 

§15A-3-18. Rules. 

(a) The commissioner is authorized to propose rules for 1 
legislative authorization pursuant to §29A-3-1 et seq. of this 2 
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code or develop policies for the proper execution of his or 3 
her duties and powers; adopt rules or policies for the 4 
government of the institutions named or referred to in §15A-5 
3-12 of this code; adopt rules or policies for the 6 
administration of the financial and business affairs of the 7 
institutions named or referred to in §15A-3-12 of this code, 8 
and establish policies regarding the treatment of mentally ill 9 
inmates, which reflect the safety and security concerns 10 
specific to jails and correctional facilities.  11 

(b) All legislative rules and policies of the former 12 
Division of Corrections, the former Division of Juvenile 13 
Services, and the Regional Jail and Correctional Facility 14 
Authority shall remain effective until amended or 15 
terminated pursuant to the provisions of §29A-3-1 et seq. of 16 
this code by the Division of Correction and Rehabilitation: 17 
Provided, That these rules shall expire on July 1, 2021, if 18 
not superseded sooner. 19 

(c) Notwithstanding any provisions of law to the 20 
contrary, the division is not subject to the rules promulgated 21 
by, nor any mandates upon, the board of health for the 22 
treatment of mentally ill patients. 23 

ARTICLE 4. CORRECTIONS MANAGEMENT. 

§15A-4-1. Applicability of article. 

(a) Except as otherwise provided herein, the provisions 1 
of this article relate to adult inmates housed in jails, prisons, 2 
and correctional facilities, and do not apply to juvenile 3 
residents housed in juvenile centers. 4 

(b) Where reference in this article is made to the 5 
“division”, it shall mean the Division of Corrections and 6 
Rehabilitation.  7 

§15A-4-2. Furlough programs. 

(a) The commissioner may establish a furlough program 1 
for inmates committed to his or her custody for a felony 2 
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offense. The program may provide that selected inmates be 3 
permitted to reside outside an institution operated by the 4 
division pursuant to legislative rules promulgated pursuant 5 
to §29A-3-1 et seq. of this code. 6 

(b) The commissioner, or his or her designee, is 7 
authorized to propose rules for legislative authorization, 8 
pursuant to §29A-3-1 et seq. of this code, or policy 9 
directives, promulgated by the commissioner, a furlough 10 
program for pretrial and misdemeanant inmates under his or 11 
her control and custody in accordance with the following 12 
provisions:  13 

(1) The program may include, but is not limited to, 14 
granting furloughs or special escorts for specified inmates 15 
under the commissioner’s control and custody to attend 16 
funerals or make hospital visits to terminally ill family 17 
members.  18 

(2) The commissioner shall establish criteria to be used 19 
in determining which inmates are not likely to jeopardize 20 
public safety and should be granted a furlough or a special 21 
escort through this program. 22 

(3) The commissioner is authorized to establish any 23 
other guidelines he or she considers necessary to administer 24 
the program and to ensure public safety, including, but not 25 
limited to: 26 

(A) Eligibility for consideration, restrictions, 27 
conditions, and procedures; and 28 

(B) The family relationship an inmate must have with 29 
the deceased or terminally ill individual in order to qualify 30 
for consideration for a furlough. 31 

(c)(1) The division, the commissioner, members of the 32 
Regional Jail and Correctional Facility Authority Board, 33 
and employees of the division are immune from suit and 34 
liability, either personally or in their official capacity, for 35 
any claim for damage to or loss of property or personal 36 
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injury or other civil liability caused or arising out of any 37 
actual or alleged act of an inmate while on a furlough 38 
granted under this section. 39 

(2) The immunity from suit and liability provided in this 40 
subsection does not extend to liability for any damage, loss, 41 
injury, or liability caused by the intentional or willful and 42 
wanton misconduct of any person identified in §15A-4-43 
2(c)(1) of this code. 44 

§15A-4-3. Electronic monitoring of offenders; special account. 

(a) The commissioner may use electronic monitoring 1 
equipment to aid in the supervision of offenders.  2 

(b) The commissioner shall charge offenders subject to 3 
supervision by means of electronic monitoring equipment a 4 
reasonable fee, to be established under a legislative rule 5 
proposed by the commissioner for legislative authorization 6 
pursuant to §29A-3-1 et seq. of this code, to help defray the 7 
costs of the purchase and use of the equipment and the 8 
division’s operational costs: Provided, That an offender’s 9 
inability to pay a fee does not preclude the offender from 10 
being eligible for this program. 11 

(c) All fees collected shall be deposited in a special 12 
account in the State Treasury designated the “electronic 13 
monitoring program account.” The funds deposited in the 14 
account may be used by the commissioner only for the 15 
operation of the program and for the administration of the 16 
division. 17 

(d) For purposes of this section, “electronic monitoring 18 
equipment” means an electronic device or apparatus 19 
approved by the division that is capable of recording or 20 
transmitting information regarding the offender’s presence 21 
or nonpresence in a designated area. The device shall be 22 
minimally intrusive. Except to the extent provided in this 23 
section, the division shall not approve any monitoring 24 
device which is capable of recording or transmitting: (1) 25 
Visual images, except for that of a still image of the offender 26 
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that can only be transmitted by the offender triggering the 27 
monitoring system; or (2) information as to the offender’s 28 
activities while he or she is within the designated area. A 29 
monitoring device may transmit information regarding 30 
blood alcohol levels. The monitoring device shall not be 31 
used to eavesdrop or record any conversation: Provided, 32 
That conversations between the offender and the person 33 
supervising the offender may be recorded solely for purpose 34 
of voice identification. 35 

§15A-4-4. Diagnostic and classification divisions. 

(a) The commissioner may continue and establish 1 
diagnostic and classification subdivisions. 2 

(b) Notwithstanding any provision of this code to the 3 
contrary, all persons committed to the custody of the 4 
division for presentence diagnosis and classification, and all 5 
persons sentenced to the custody of the division shall, upon 6 
transfer to the division, undergo diagnosis and 7 
classification, which shall include:  8 

(1) Assessments of a person’s criminogenic risk and 9 
need factors that are reliable, validated, and normed for a 10 
specific population and responsive to cultural and gender-11 
specific needs as well as individual learning styles and 12 
temperament;  13 

(2) Application of a mental health preliminary screen; 14 
and  15 

(3) If the mental health preliminary screen suggests the 16 
need for further assessment, a full psychological evaluation.  17 

(c) The division shall perform mental health preliminary 18 
screens, appraisals, and evaluations according to standards 19 
provided by the American Correctional Association. 20 

§15A-4-5. Transfer of inmates of state institutions or facilities. 

(a) The commissioner shall have authority to cause the 1 
transfer of any inmate from any facility under his or her 2 
control to any other state or federal institution or facility 3 
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which is better equipped for the care or treatment of the 4 
inmate, or for other good cause or reason. 5 

(b) Whenever an inmate committed to the custody of the 6 
division becomes mentally ill and his or her needs cannot be 7 
properly met within the correctional facility, the 8 
commissioner shall proceed in accordance with §15A-4-19 9 
of this code. 10 

(c) Whenever an inmate committed to the custody of 11 
the division needs medical attention, other than mental 12 
health care, not available at the prison, the superintendent 13 
of the facility shall immediately notify the commissioner 14 
who, after proper investigation, shall cause the transfer of 15 
the inmate to a facility properly equipped to render the 16 
medical attention necessary. The inmate, while receiving 17 
treatment in the hospital, shall be under an appropriate 18 
level of supervision at all times and shall forthwith be 19 
returned to his or her correctional facility upon release 20 
from the facility. 21 

(d) In providing or arranging for the necessary medical 22 
and other care and treatment of a pregnant inmate, the 23 
superintendent of the facility shall take reasonable 24 
measures to assure that pregnant inmates will not be 25 
restrained after reaching the second trimester of pregnancy 26 
until the end of the pregnancy: Provided, That if the 27 
inmate, based upon her classification, discipline history, or 28 
other factors deemed relevant by the superintendent poses 29 
a threat of escape, or to the safety of herself, the public, 30 
staff, or the fetus, the inmate may be restrained in a manner 31 
reasonably necessary: Provided, however, That prior to 32 
directing the application of restraints and where there is no 33 
threat to the safety of the inmate, the public, staff, or the 34 
fetus, the superintendent, or designee shall consult with an 35 
appropriate health care professional to assure that the 36 
manner of restraint will not pose an unreasonable risk of 37 
harm to the inmate or the fetus. 38 
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§15A-4-6. Monitoring of inmate telephone calls; procedures 

and restrictions; calls to or from attorneys excepted. 

(a) The commissioner, or his or her designee, is 1 
authorized to monitor, intercept, record, and disclose 2 
telephone calls to or from adult inmates of state institutions 3 
under his or her control, in accordance with the following 4 
provisions: 5 

(1) All adult inmates of state institutions shall be 6 
notified in writing that their telephone conversations may be 7 
monitored, intercepted, recorded, and disclosed; 8 

(2) Only the commissioner, superintendent, or their 9 
designee shall have access to recordings of inmates’ 10 
telephone calls unless disclosed pursuant to §15A-4-6(a)(4) 11 
of this code; 12 

(3) Notice shall be prominently placed on, or 13 
immediately near, every telephone that may be monitored; 14 

(4) The contents of inmates’ telephone calls may be 15 
disclosed to an appropriate law-enforcement agency, or the 16 
West Virginia Intelligence Fusion Center, when disclosure 17 
is necessary for the investigation, prevention, or prosecution 18 
of a crime or to safeguard the orderly operation of the 19 
correctional institution. Disclosure may also be made in 20 
civil or administrative proceedings pursuant to an order of a 21 
court or an administrative tribunal when the disclosure is: 22 

(A) Necessary to safeguard and protect the orderly 23 
operation of the correctional institution; or 24 

(B) Necessary to protect persons from physical harm or 25 
the threat of physical harm; 26 

(5) All recordings of telephone calls shall be retained for 27 
at least three years and maintained and destroyed in 28 
accordance with the record retention policy of the division 29 
adopted as required by §5A-8-1 et seq. of this code; or 30 
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(6) To safeguard the sanctity of the attorney-client 31 
privilege, a telephone line that is not monitored shall be 32 
made available for telephone calls to or from an attorney. 33 
These calls may not be monitored, intercepted, recorded, or 34 
disclosed in any matter. 35 

(b) The commissioner shall promulgate a policy 36 
directive establishing a record-keeping procedure which 37 
requires retention of: (1) A copy of the contents of any 38 
inmate telephone conversation provided to law 39 
enforcement; and (2) the name of the law-enforcement 40 
officer and the law-enforcement agency to which the 41 
contents of the telephone conversation were provided. The 42 
records required to be retained pursuant to this subsection 43 
shall be retained in accordance with the record retention 44 
policy specified in §29B-1-4(a)(4) of this code. The 45 
inmate’s telephone conversation and the information 46 
regarding law enforcement are law-enforcement records 47 
under that subdivision. 48 

(c) Should an inmate be charged with a crime based, in 49 
whole or in part, on the inmate’s telephone conversation 50 
supplied to law enforcement, the inmate’s attorney in the 51 
criminal matter shall be entitled to access to and copies of 52 
the inmate’s telephone conversations in the custody of the 53 
commissioner which are not evidence in or the subject of 54 
another criminal investigation.  55 

(d) The provisions of this section apply only to those 56 
persons in the physical custody of the commissioner. 57 

§15A-4-7. Monitoring inmate mail; procedures and 
restrictions; identifying mail from a state institution; mail 
to or from attorneys excepted. 

(a) The commissioner, or his or her designee, is 1 
authorized to monitor, open, review, copy, and disclose mail 2 
sent to adult inmates of state institutions under his or her 3 
control, in accordance with the following provisions: 4 
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(1) All adult inmates of state institutions shall be 5 
notified in writing that their mail may be monitored, opened, 6 
reviewed, copied, and disclosed; 7 

(2) Only the commissioner and his or her designee shall 8 
have access to copies of inmates’ mail unless disclosed 9 
pursuant to §15A-4-7(a)(4) of this code; 10 

(3) Notice that the mail may be monitored shall be 11 
prominently placed on or immediately near every mail 12 
receptacle or other designated area for the collection or 13 
delivery of mail; 14 

(4) The contents of inmate’s mail may be disclosed to 15 
an appropriate law-enforcement agency, or the West 16 
Virginia Intelligence Fusion Center, when disclosure is 17 
necessary for the investigation, prevention, or prosecution 18 
of a crime or to safeguard the orderly operation of the 19 
institution. Disclosure may also be made in civil or 20 
administrative proceedings pursuant to an order of a court 21 
or administrative tribunal when the disclosure is: 22 

(A) Necessary to safeguard and protect the orderly 23 
operation of the institution; or 24 

(B) Necessary to protect persons from physical harm or 25 
the threat of physical harm; 26 

(5) All copies of mail shall be retained for at least three 27 
years and maintained and destroyed in accordance with the 28 
records retention policy of the division adopted as required 29 
by §5A-8-1 et seq. of this code; or 30 

(6) The inmate whose mail has been copied and 31 
disclosed under this section shall be given a copy of that 32 
mail when it is determined by the commissioner, or 33 
superintendent, not to jeopardize the safe and secure 34 
operation of the facility or to be detrimental to an ongoing 35 
investigation or administrative action. 36 
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(b) To safeguard the sanctity of the attorney-client 37 
privilege, mail to or from an inmate’s attorney shall not be 38 
monitored, reviewed, copied, and kept by the institution, or 39 
disclosed in any manner unless required by an order of a 40 
court of competent jurisdiction. However, that mail may be 41 
checked for weapons, drugs, and other contraband provided 42 
it is done in the presence of the inmate and there is a 43 
reasonable basis to believe that any weapon, drug, or other 44 
contraband exists in the mail.  45 

(c) All inmate’s outgoing mail must be clearly identified 46 
as being sent from an inmate at a state correctional 47 
institution and must include on the face of the envelope the 48 
name and full address of the institution. 49 

(d) The commissioner or his or her designee is 50 
authorized to open, monitor, review, copy, and disclose an 51 
inmate’s outgoing mail in accordance with the provisions of 52 
§5A-4-7(a) of this code. 53 

(e) The commissioner shall promulgate a policy 54 
directive establishing a record-keeping procedure which 55 
requires retention of: (1) All inmate mail provided to law 56 
enforcement; and (2) the name of the law-enforcement 57 
officer and the law-enforcement agency to which the inmate 58 
mail was provided. The records required to be retained 59 
pursuant to this subsection shall be retained in accordance 60 
with the record retention policy specified in §15A-4-7(a)(5) 61 
of this code. The inmate mail and the information regarding 62 
law enforcement are law-enforcement records under §29B-63 
1-4(a)(4) of this code. 64 

(f) Should an inmate be charged with a criminal offense 65 
based, in whole or in part, on the inmate’s mail supplied to 66 
law enforcement, the inmate’s attorney in the criminal 67 
matter shall be entitled access to and copies of the inmate’s 68 
mail in the custody of the commissioner which are not 69 
evidence in or the subject of another criminal investigation. 70 
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(g) The provisions of this section apply only to those 71 
persons in the physical custody of the commissioner. 72 

§15A-4-8. Monitoring of inmate electronic correspondence; 
procedures and restrictions; to or from attorneys 
excepted. 

(a) The commissioner, or his or her designee, is 1 
authorized to monitor, intercept, record, and disclose 2 
electronic communications to or from adult inmates of state 3 
institutions under his or her control, in accordance with the 4 
following provisions: 5 

(1) All adult inmates of state institutions shall be 6 
notified in writing that their electronic communications may 7 
be monitored, intercepted, recorded, and disclosed; 8 

(2) Only the commissioner, superintendent, or their 9 
designees, shall have access to copies or recordings of 10 
inmates’ electronic communications unless disclosed 11 
pursuant to §15A-4-8(a)(4) of this code; 12 

(3) Notice shall be prominently placed on, or 13 
immediately near, every electronic communications device 14 
that may be monitored; 15 

(4) The contents of inmates’ electronic communications 16 
may be disclosed to an appropriate law-enforcement 17 
agency, or the West Virginia Intelligence Fusion Center, 18 
when disclosure is necessary for the investigation, 19 
prevention, or prosecution of a crime or to safeguard the 20 
orderly operation of the correctional institution. Disclosure 21 
may also be made in civil or administrative proceedings 22 
pursuant to an order of a court or an administrative tribunal 23 
when the disclosure is: 24 

(A) Necessary to safeguard and protect the orderly 25 
operation of the correctional institution; or 26 

(B) Necessary to protect persons from physical harm or 27 
the threat of physical harm; 28 
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(5) All recordings or copies of electronic 29 
communications shall be retained for at least three years and 30 
maintained and destroyed in accordance with the record 31 
retention policy of the division adopted as required by §5A-32 
8-1 et seq. of this code; or 33 

(6) To safeguard the sanctity of the attorney-client 34 
privilege, a method of electronic communications that is not 35 
monitored shall be made available for communications to or 36 
from an attorney. These communications shall not be 37 
monitored, intercepted, recorded, or disclosed in any matter. 38 

(b) The commissioner shall promulgate a policy 39 
directive establishing a record-keeping procedure which 40 
requires retention of: (1) A copy of the contents of any 41 
inmate electronic communication provided to law 42 
enforcement; and (2) the name of the law-enforcement 43 
officer and the law-enforcement agency to which the 44 
contents of the communications were provided. The records 45 
required to be retained pursuant to this subsection shall be 46 
retained in accordance with the record retention policy 47 
specified in §15A-4-8(a)(5) of this code. The inmate’s 48 
electronic communication and the information regarding 49 
law enforcement are law-enforcement records under §29B-50 
1-4(a)(4) of this code. 51 

(c) Should an inmate be charged with a crime based, in 52 
whole or in part, on the inmate’s electronic communication 53 
supplied to law enforcement, the inmate’s attorney in the 54 
criminal matter shall be entitled to access to and copies of 55 
the inmate’s electronic communications in the custody of 56 
the commissioner which are not evidence in or the subject 57 
of another criminal investigation.  58 

(d) The provisions of this section shall apply only to 59 
those persons in the physical custody of the commissioner. 60 

§15A-4-9. Trustee accounts and funds, earnings and personal 
property of inmates and residents. 
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(a) The commissioner is authorized to establish at each 1 
institution under his or her jurisdiction a “Trustee Fund”. 2 
The superintendent of each institution shall receive and take 3 
charge of the money and personal property, as defined by 4 
policy, of all inmates or residents in his or her institution 5 
and all money or personal property, as defined by policy, 6 
sent to the inmates or residents or earned by the inmates as 7 
compensation for work performed while they are domiciled 8 
there. The superintendent shall credit the money and 9 
earnings to the inmate or resident entitled to it and shall keep 10 
an accurate account of all the money and personal property 11 
so received, which account is subject to examination by the 12 
commissioner. The superintendent shall deposit the moneys 13 
in one or more responsible banks in accounts to be 14 
designated “Trustee Fund”. 15 

(b) For all felony sentenced inmates, except those 16 
serving life without mercy and those the superintendent 17 
determines are likely to serve the remainder of their natural 18 
lives in the custody of the division due to their age and the 19 
length of their sentences, the superintendent shall keep in an 20 
account at least 10 percent of all money earned during the 21 
inmate’s or resident’s incarceration and pay the money to 22 
the inmate or resident at the time of the inmate’s or 23 
resident’s release. The superintendent may authorize the 24 
inmate to withdraw money from his or her mandatory 25 
savings for the purpose of preparing the inmate for reentry 26 
into society. 27 

(c) The commissioner may direct that offenders who 28 
work in community work programs, including work release 29 
inmates who have obtained employment, make 30 
reimbursement to the state toward the cost of his or her 31 
incarceration. 32 

(d)(1) Prior to ordering an incarcerated offender to make 33 
reimbursement toward the costs of his or her incarceration, 34 
the commissioner, or his or her designee, shall consider the 35 
following: 36 
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(A) The offender’s ability to pay; 37 

(B) The nature and extent of the offender’s 38 
responsibilities to his or her dependents, if any; 39 

(C) The length of probable incarceration under the 40 
court’s sentence; and 41 

(D) The effect, if any, that reimbursement might have 42 
on the offender’s rehabilitation. 43 

(2) No order of reimbursement entered pursuant to this 44 
section may exceed $500 per month unless the offender 45 
gives his or her express consent; and 46 

(3) The commissioner shall, prior to the beginning of 47 
each fiscal year, prepare a report that details the average cost 48 
per inmate incurred by the division for the care and 49 
supervision of those individuals in his or her custody. 50 

(e) The superintendent of any facility, on request of an 51 
inmate or resident, may expend up to one half of the money 52 
earned by the inmate or resident on behalf of the family of 53 
the inmate or resident if the 10 percent mandatory savings 54 
has first been set aside and other fees or court ordered 55 
obligations owed by the inmate or resident have been paid. 56 
The remainder of the money earned, after deducting 57 
amounts expended as authorized, shall be accumulated to 58 
the credit of the inmate or resident and be paid to the inmate 59 
or resident at times as may be prescribed by rules. The funds 60 
so accumulated on behalf of inmates or residents shall be 61 
held by the superintendent of each institution under a bond 62 
approved by the Attorney General. 63 

(f) The superintendent shall deliver to the inmate or 64 
resident at the time he or she leaves the institution, or as 65 
soon as practicable after departure, all personal property, 66 
moneys, and earnings then credited to the inmate or 67 
resident, or in case of the death of the inmate or resident 68 
before authorized release from the institution, the 69 
superintendent shall deliver the property to the inmate’s or 70 
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resident’s personal representative. In case a conservator is 71 
appointed for the inmate or resident while he or she is 72 
domiciled at the institution, the superintendent shall deliver 73 
to the conservator, upon proper demand, all moneys and 74 
personal property belonging to the inmate or resident that 75 
are in the custody of the superintendent. 76 

(g) If any money is credited to a former inmate or 77 
resident after remittance of the sum of money as provided 78 
in §15A-4-9(f) of this code, the commissioner shall notify 79 
the former inmate or resident within 30 days of receipt of 80 
the money. The former inmate or resident will be afforded 81 
the opportunity to collect the money if he or she pays the 82 
cost of the transaction. If the former inmate or resident does 83 
not claim the money within 30 days of receiving the notice 84 
and the sum of money is less than $10, the commissioner 85 
may place the money into the inmate benefit fund. 86 

(h) The provisions of this section apply to both juveniles 87 
and adults within the custody of the commissioner. 88 

§15A-4-10. Inmate or resident benefit funds. 

(a) The commissioner shall establish an inmate, or 1 
resident, benefit fund for each of the institutions under his 2 
or her jurisdiction. The inmate, or resident, benefit fund is a 3 
fund held by the institutions for the benefit and welfare of 4 
inmates incarcerated, or juveniles placed in facilities under 5 
the jurisdiction of the commissioner, and for the benefit of 6 
victims. 7 

(b) There is continued a special revenue account in the 8 
State Treasury for each inmate, or resident, benefit fund 9 
established by the commissioner. If an account does not 10 
currently exist for an institution, the commissioner may 11 
establish the account for that institution. Moneys received 12 
by an institution for deposit in an inmate, or resident, benefit 13 
fund shall be deposited with the State Treasurer to be 14 
credited to the special revenue account created for the 15 
institution’s inmate, or resident, benefit fund: Provided, 16 
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That commissions on any contract providing services to jail 17 
inmates shall not be deposited into this account. Moneys in 18 
a special revenue account established for an inmate benefit 19 
fund may be expended by the institution for the purposes set 20 
forth in this section. Moneys to be deposited into an inmate, 21 
or resident, benefit fund consist of, but are not limited to: 22 

(1) All profit from the exchange or commissary 23 
operation and if the commissary is operated by a vendor, 24 
whether a public or private entity, the profit is the negotiated 25 
commission paid to the Division of Corrections and 26 
Rehabilitation by the vendor; 27 

(2) All net proceeds from vending machines used for 28 
inmate or resident visitation; 29 

(3) All proceeds from contracted inmate or resident 30 
telephone commissions; 31 

(4) Any funds that may be assigned by inmates or 32 
donated to the institution by the general public or an inmate 33 
service organization on behalf of all inmates or residents; 34 

(5) Any funds confiscated considered contraband; and 35 

(6) Any unexpended balances in individual inmate or 36 
resident trustee funds if designated by the inmate upon his 37 
or her discharge from the institution. 38 

(c) The inmate benefit fund may only be used for the 39 
following purposes at facilities: 40 

(1) Open-house visitation functions or other nonroutine 41 
inmate or resident functions; 42 

(2) Holiday functions which may include decorations 43 
and gifts for children of inmates or residents; 44 

(3) Cable television service; 45 

(4) Rental of movies; 46 
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(5) Payment of video license; 47 

(6) Recreational supplies, equipment, or area surfacing; 48 

(7) Reimbursement of employee wages for overtime 49 
incurred during open-house visitations and holiday 50 
functions; 51 

(8) Post-secondary education classes; 52 

(9) Reimbursement of a pro rata share of inmate or 53 
resident work compensation; 54 

(10) Household equipment and supplies in day rooms or 55 
units as approved by superintendents of institutions, 56 
excluding supplies used in the daily maintenance and 57 
sanitation of the unit; 58 

(11) Christmas or other holidays gift certificates for 59 
each inmate or resident to be used at the exchange or 60 
commissary; 61 

(12) Any expense associated with the operation of the 62 
fund; 63 

(13) Expenditures necessary to properly operate an 64 
automated inmate family and victim information 65 
notification system; 66 

(14) Any expense for improvement of the facility which 67 
will benefit the inmate or resident population that is not 68 
otherwise funded; 69 

(15) Any expense related to the installation, operation, 70 
and maintenance of the inmate or resident telephone system; 71 
and 72 

(16) Restitution of any negative balance on any inmate’s 73 
trustee account for inmate medical copay, legal and 74 
ancillary related postage, and photocopy fees that are due 75 
the State of West Virginia, if the balance is uncollectible 76 
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from an inmate after one calendar year from an inmate’s 77 
release on parole or discharge date. 78 

(d) The institution shall compile a monthly report that 79 
specifically documents inmate benefit fund receipts and 80 
expenditures and a yearly report for the previous fiscal year 81 
by September 1 of each year and submit the reports to the 82 
commissioner. 83 

(e) The provisions of this section apply to both juveniles 84 
and adults within the custody of the commissioner. 85 

§15A-4-11. Financial responsibility program for inmates. 

(a) The Legislature finds that: 1 

(1) There is an urgent need for vigorous enforcement of 2 
child support, restitution, and other court ordered 3 
obligations; 4 

(2) The duty of inmates to provide for the needs of 5 
dependent children, including their necessary food, 6 
clothing, shelter, education, and health care should not be 7 
avoided because of where the inmate resides; 8 

(3) A person owing a duty of child support who chooses 9 
to engage in behaviors that result in the person becoming 10 
incarcerated should not be able to avoid child support 11 
obligations; and 12 

(4) Each sentenced inmate should be encouraged to 13 
meet his or her legitimate court-ordered financial 14 
obligations. 15 

(b) As part of the initial classification process into a 16 
correctional facility, the division shall assist each inmate in 17 
developing a financial plan for meeting the inmate’s child 18 
support obligations, if any exist. At subsequent program 19 
reviews, the division shall consider the inmate’s efforts to 20 
fulfill those obligations as indicative of that individual’s 21 
acceptance and demonstrated level of responsibility. 22 
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(c)(1) The superintendent shall deduct from the earnings 23 
of each inmate all legitimate court-ordered financial 24 
obligations. The superintendent shall also deduct child 25 
support payments from the earnings of each inmate who has 26 
a court-ordered financial obligation. The commissioner 27 
shall develop a policy that outlines the formula for the 28 
distribution of the offender’s income and the formula shall 29 
include a percentage deduction, not to exceed 50 percent in 30 
the aggregate, for any court ordered victim restitution, court 31 
fees, and child support obligations owed under a support 32 
order, including an administrative fee, consistent with the 33 
provisions of §48-14-406(c) of this code, to support the 34 
division’s administration of this financial service; 35 

(2) If the inmate worker’s income is subject to 36 
garnishment for child support enforcement deductions, it 37 
shall be calculated on the net wages after taxes, legal 38 
financial obligations, and garnishment; 39 

(3) The division shall develop the necessary 40 
administrative structure to record inmates wages and keep 41 
records of the amount inmates pay for child support; and 42 

(4) Nothing in this section limits the authority of the 43 
Bureau for Child Support Enforcement of the Department 44 
of Health and Human Resources from taking collection 45 
action against an inmate’s moneys, assets, or property. 46 

(d) If an inmate is awarded a civil judgment which 47 
awards him or her monetary damages, the court in which 48 
those damages are awarded shall enter an order which 49 
deducts all outstanding child support, restitution, or other 50 
court-ordered obligations from the award to the inmate, and 51 
satisfies those obligations, prior to releasing any funds to the 52 
inmate.  53 

(e) The accumulation of the total funds, not necessary 54 
for current distribution, shall be invested, with the approval 55 
of the commissioner or as appropriate, through the West 56 
Virginia Municipal Bond Commission, in short term bonds 57

or treasury certificates or equivalent of the United States. 58 
Bonds and certificates so purchased shall remain in the 59 
custody of the State Treasurer. The earnings from 60 
investments so made shall be reported to the principal 61 
officer of each institution from time to time, as earned, and 62 
shall be credited to the respective accounts of the 63 
institutions by the West Virginia Municipal Bond 64 
Commission. When the earnings are transferred to the 65 
respective institutions, they shall be credited by the 66 
superintendent to the credit of, and for the benefit of, the 67 
inmate, or resident, benefit fund. 68 

§15A-4-12. Limitation on reimbursement rate to medical 
service providers for services outside division facilities. 

The division, or its contracted medical providers, may 1 
not pay an amount to an outside provider of a medical 2 
service for an adult inmate residing in a jail or correctional 3 
facility greater than the reimbursement rate applicable to 4 
service providers established in the West Virginia state 5 
Medicaid plan by the Bureau for Medical Services: 6 
Provided, That critical access hospitals shall be reimbursed 7 
at 75 percent of the billed charges. These limitations apply 8 
to all medical care services, goods, prescription drugs, and 9 
medications provided to a person who is in the custody of a 10 
correctional facility and is provided these services outside 11 
of a correctional facility: Provided, however, That the 12 
Department of Military Affairs and Public Safety and the 13 
Department of Health and Human Resources effectuate an 14 
interagency agreement for the electronic processing and 15 
payment of medical services. 16 

§15A-4-13. Charges assessed against inmates for services 
provided by state. 

(a) The commissioner is authorized to assess inmates 1 
serving a sentence in any state jail, penal, or correctional 2 
facility reasonable charges for health care and treatment 3 
services provided to them by the state. The charges assessed 4 
against an inmate may be deducted directly from the 5 
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inmate’s trustee account without the inmate’s consent. The 6 
inmate shall be notified of the amount deducted and the 7 
charges to which it has been applied. 8 

(b) As used in this section, a “reasonable charge” may 9 
not exceed the sum of $25 for any billable service. Inmates 10 
shall be notified of the fee schedule, billable services, and 11 
exempt services. Services initiated by the inmate shall be 12 
assessed a fee, except that no charge may be assessed for: 13 
(1) a specific health care service required under the law of 14 
this state, including, by way of illustration, tuberculin 15 
testing; (2) an emergency service following a traumatic 16 
injury other than a self-induced injury, or necessary to 17 
prevent death or severe or permanent disability; (3) 18 
diagnosis and treatment of communicable diseases, 19 
including, by way of illustration, tuberculosis or hepatitis; 20 
(4) treatment of diagnosed severe mental illness; (5) 21 
treatment of specific chronic conditions identified by the 22 
commissioner, including, by way of illustration, heart 23 
disease and diabetes; (6) staff-initiated care, including 24 
follow-up and referral visits; (7) preventive services that the 25 
commissioner determines are to be provided or made 26 
available to all inmates, including services related to disease 27 
prevention and promotion of proper health habits; or (8) 28 
other services as may be exempted by rule of the 29 
commissioner. No inmate may be denied any necessary 30 
billable medical service because of inability to pay the 31 
charge. 32 

(c) Any inmate who intentionally ingests, inhales, 33 
injects, absorbs, applies, or otherwise exposes himself or 34 
herself to, in any manner whatsoever not otherwise 35 
specified herein, an illegal drug, a drug not legally 36 
prescribed to him or her, a drug in quantities above that 37 
recommended by a prescribing physician, a synthetic 38 
intoxicant, or any substance for the purpose of causing an 39 
excited, euphoric, or stupefied state, or altered perception, 40 
including hallucinations or delusions, and the inmate 41 
requires medical treatment due to the ingestion, inhalation, 42 
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injection, absorption, application, or exposure shall 43 
reimburse the cost of the medical treatment to the division.  44 

(d) Each inmate shall be afforded an opportunity at least 45 
quarterly to review all deposits into, withdrawals from, and 46 
balance remaining in the inmate’s trustee account during the 47 
preceding three months. 48 

(e) The commissioner shall promulgate interpretive 49 
rules implementing this section pursuant to §29A-3-1 et seq. 50 
of this code prior to making any assessment under this 51 
section. The policy directive rules may establish the fee 52 
schedule and list of billable services and further define 53 
services to be exempted. 54 

§15A-4-14. Record of inmate or resident.  

The commissioner shall file and preserve the record of 1 
the indictment and conviction, in the case of an adult, or the 2 
charges and adjudication, in the case of a juvenile, of each 3 
inmate or resident, and keep a register describing him or her, 4 
the term of his or her confinement, for what offense, and 5 
when received into the institution. 6 

§15A-4-15. Manufacture of license plates, road signs or 
markers; securing signs and markers when federal 
government reimburses state for cost thereof. 

For the purpose of obtaining license plates to be used 1 
upon motor vehicles licensed for operation in this state and 2 
road signs or markers of any description for state roads, the 3 
commissioner is hereby authorized and empowered on 4 
behalf of the state, to establish and operate a plant for the 5 
manufacture of the license plates and road signs or markers 6 
in his or her institution. 7 

It shall be unlawful for any state official or employee to 8 
manufacture or obtain the license plates, road signs, or 9 
markers otherwise than as herein specified: Provided, That 10 
the Commissioner of Highways may originally secure road 11 
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signs or markers from sources other than that provided 12 
herein. 13 

§15A-4-16. Gifts to or dealings with inmate or resident.  

No officer or employee of the state, or contractor, or 1 
employee of a contractor shall make any gift or present to 2 
an inmate or resident, or receive any from an inmate or 3 
resident, or have any barter or dealings with a convict, 4 
except as allowed and permitted by the commissioner. 5 

For every violation of this section, the party engaged 6 
therein shall be dismissed from his or her office or service, 7 
and every contractor, or employee, or agent of a contractor 8 
engaged therein shall be expelled from any facility within 9 
the jurisdiction of the commissioner, and not again 10 
employed in any institution as a contractor, agent, or 11 
employee.  12 

§15A-4-17. Deduction from sentence for good conduct; 
mandatory supervision. 

(a) All current and future adult inmates sentenced to a 1 
felony and, placed in the custody of the division, except 2 
those committed pursuant to §25-4-1 et seq. of this code, 3 
shall be granted commutation from their sentences for good 4 
conduct in accordance with this section: Provided, That 5 
nothing in this section shall be considered to recalculate the 6 
“good time” of inmates currently serving a sentence or of 7 
giving back good time to inmates who have previously lost 8 
good time earned for a disciplinary violation, except for 9 
those inmates currently serving a sentence for a 10 
misdemeanor. 11 

(b) The commutation of sentence, known as “good 12 
time”, shall be deducted from the maximum term of 13 
indeterminate sentences or from the fixed term of 14 
determinate sentences. 15 

(c) Each inmate committed to the custody of the 16 
commissioner and incarcerated in a facility pursuant to that 17 
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commitment shall be granted one day good time for each 18 
day he or she is incarcerated, including any and all days in 19 
jail awaiting sentence which are credited by the sentencing 20 
court to his or her sentence pursuant to §61-11-24 of this 21 
code or for any other reason relating to the commitment. An 22 
inmate may not be granted any good time for time served 23 
either on parole or bond or in any other status when he or 24 
she is not physically incarcerated. 25 

(d) An inmate sentenced to serve a life sentence is not 26 
eligible to earn or receive any good time pursuant to this 27 
section. 28 

(e) An inmate under two or more consecutive sentences 29 
shall be allowed good time as if the several sentences, when 30 
the maximum terms of the consecutive sentences are added 31 
together, were all one sentence. 32 

(f) The commissioner shall promulgate disciplinary 33 
rules and policies. The rules and policies shall describe acts 34 
that inmates are prohibited from committing, procedures for 35 
charging individual inmates for violation of the rules, and 36 
for determining the guilt or innocence of inmates charged 37 
with the violations, and the sanctions which may be 38 
imposed for the violations. A copy of the rules shall be given 39 
to each inmate. For each violation, by a sanctioned inmate, 40 
any part or all of the good time which has been granted to 41 
the inmate pursuant to this section may be forfeited and 42 
revoked by the superintendent of the institution in which the 43 
violation occurred. The superintendent when appropriate 44 
and with approval of the commissioner, may restore any 45 
forfeited good time. 46 

(g) Each inmate, upon his or her commitment to, and 47 
being placed into the custody of the commissioner, or upon 48 
his or her return to custody as the result of violation of 49 
parole pursuant to §62-12-19 of this code, shall be given a 50 
statement setting forth the term or length of his or her 51 
sentence or sentences and the time of his or her minimum 52 
discharge computed according to this section. 53 
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(h) Each inmate shall be given a revision of the 54 
statement described in §15A-4-17(g) of this code when any 55 
part or all of the good time has been forfeited and revoked 56 
or restored pursuant to §15A-4-17(f) of this code, by which 57 
the time of his or her earliest discharge is changed. 58 

(i) The superintendent may, with the approval of the 59 
commissioner, allow extra good time for inmates who 60 
perform exceptional work or service. 61 

(j) There shall be no grants or accumulations of good 62 
time or credit to any current or future inmate serving a 63 
sentence in the custody of the Division of Corrections and 64 
Rehabilitation except in the manner provided in this section. 65 

(k) Prior to the calculated discharge date of an inmate 66 
serving a sentence for a felony crime of violence against the 67 
person, a felony offense where the victim was a minor child 68 
or a felony offense involving the use of a firearm, one year 69 
shall be deducted from the inmate’s accumulated good time 70 
to provide for one year of mandatory post-release 71 
supervision following the first instance in which the inmate 72 
reaches his or her calculated discharge date. All inmates 73 
released pursuant to this subsection shall be subject to 74 
electronic or GPS monitoring for the entire period of 75 
supervision. The provisions of this subsection are applicable 76 
to offenses committed on or after July 1, 2013. 77 

(l) Upon sentencing of an inmate for a felony offense 78 
not referenced in §15A-4-17(k) of this code, the court may 79 
order that 180 days of the sentence, or some lesser period, 80 
be served through post-release mandatory supervision if the 81 
court determines supervision is appropriate and in the best 82 
interest of justice, rehabilitation, and public safety. All 83 
inmates released pursuant to this subsection shall be subject 84 
to electronic or GPS monitoring for the entire period of 85 
supervision. The provisions of this subsection are applicable 86 
to offenses committed on or after July 1, 2013. 87 
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(m) The commissioner shall adopt policies and 88 
procedures to implement the mandatory supervision 89 
provided for in §15A-4-17(k) and §15A-4-17(l) of this code, 90 
which may include terms, conditions, and procedures for 91 
supervision, modification, and violation applicable to 92 
persons on parole. 93 

(n) As used in this section, “felony crime of violence 94 
against the person” means felony offenses set forth in §61-95 
2-1 et seq., §61-3E-1 et seq., §61-8B-1 et seq., or §61-8D-1 96 
et seq. of this code, and the felony offenses of arson and 97 
burglary of a residence where an individual is physically 98 
located at the time of the offense as set forth in §61-3-1 et 99 
seq. of this code. 100 

(o) As used in this section, “felony offense where the 101 
victim was a minor child” means any felony crime of 102 
violence against the person and any felony offense set forth 103 
in §61-8-1 et seq., §61-8A-1 et seq., §61-8C-1 et seq., or 104 
§61-8D-1 et seq. of this code. 105 

§15A-4-18. Governor’s authority to authorize commissioner 
to consent to transfer of inmates under a federal treaty. 

If a treaty in effect between the United States and a 1 
foreign country provides for the transfer or exchange of 2 
convicted offenders to the country of which they are citizens 3 
or nationals, the Governor may, on behalf of the state and 4 
subject to the terms of the treaty and with the consent of the 5 
offender, authorize the commissioner to consent to the 6 
transfer or exchange of inmates in his or her custody and 7 
take any other action necessary to initiate the participation 8 
of this state in the treaty. No transfer may occur pursuant to 9 
the provisions of this section until the inmate is informed of 10 
his or her rights and the procedures involved in his or her 11 
native language unless it is determined that the inmate’s 12 
knowledge of English is sufficient.  13 
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§15A-4-19. Mentally ill inmates; treatment; transfer between 

correctional and mental health facilities; correctional 
facility procedures.  

(a) No person who is, or was considered to be, mentally 1 
ill, intellectually disabled, or addicted shall be denied parole 2 
or a parole hearing based upon the past or present condition. 3 
In the event a convicted person is deemed to be an 4 
appropriate candidate for parole, but for a condition 5 
warranting involuntary hospitalization of the person, shall 6 
be paroled, and proceedings instituted pursuant to §27-5-4 7 
of this code. Any time spent in such a facility shall be 8 
considered part of the term, and any person whose sentence 9 
expires while receiving treatment for a mental condition 10 
shall be discharged unless proceedings have been instituted 11 
and a determination made pursuant to §27-5-4 of this code. 12 

(b) When a convicted person in a jail, prison, or other 13 
facility is believed to be mentally ill, intellectually disabled, 14 
or addicted, as those terms are defined in §27-1-1 et seq. of 15 
this code, and in need of treatment, training, or other 16 
services, the facts relating to the illness, shall be presented 17 
to the superintendent of the facility. The facts may be 18 
presented by a correctional officer, member of a 19 
correctional institution medical staff, relative, or the 20 
convicted person. Immediately upon receipt of the facts, the 21 
superintendent shall arrange for psychiatric or 22 
psychological examination of the person alleged to be so 23 
afflicted. If the report of the examination is to the effect that 24 
the individual is mentally ill, intellectually disabled, or 25 
addicted and that treatment, training, or other services are 26 
required which cannot reasonably be provided at the 27 
correctional facility, the superintendent shall file within 20 28 
days after presentation of the facts an application for 29 
transfer with the clerk of the circuit court of the county of 30 
location of the correctional facility. The application for 31 
transfer shall include a statement of the nature of the 32 
treatment which the person’s condition warrants and the 33 
facility to which transfer is sought. 34 
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Within 10 days of receipt of the application from the 35 
superintendent, the mental hygiene commissioner or circuit 36 
judge shall appoint counsel for the convicted person if the 37 
person is indigent. 38 

The clerk of the circuit court shall forthwith notify the 39 
convicted person, by certified mail, return receipt requested, 40 
delivered only to addressee, that the application has been 41 
filed, enclosing therewith a copy of the application with an 42 
explanation of the place and purpose of the transfer and the 43 
type of treatment to be afforded, together with the name, 44 
address, and telephone number of any appointed counsel. 45 
The person shall be afforded reasonable telephone access to 46 
his or her counsel. The clerk shall also notify the 47 
superintendent or other chief administrative officer of the 48 
facility to which transfer is sought. Within 15 days after 49 
receipt of notice, the convicted person, through counsel, 50 
shall file a verified return admitting or denying the 51 
allegations and informing the court or mental hygiene 52 
commissioner as to whether the respondent wishes to 53 
oppose the transfer. Counsel shall file the return only after 54 
personal consultation with the convicted person. The 55 
superintendent of the facility to which transfer is sought 56 
shall also file a return within 15 days of the receipt of notice, 57 
informing the court or mental hygiene commissioner as to 58 
whether the needed treatment or other services can be 59 
provided within that facility. If the superintendent objects to 60 
receiving the convicted person for treatment or services, the 61 
reasons for the objection shall be specified in detail. 62 

If the transfer is opposed by either the convicted person 63 
or by the superintendent of the facility to which transfer is 64 
sought, the matter shall forthwith be set for hearing, in no 65 
event to exceed 30 days from the date of the return opposing 66 
the transfer, and the clerk shall provide to the convicted 67 
person, the superintendent of the facility to which transfer 68 
is sought, and the superintendent of the correctional facility, 69 
at least 10 days written notice, by certified mail, return 70 
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receipt requested, of the purpose, time, and place of the 71 
hearing. 72 

The convicted person shall be present at the hearing, and 73 
be afforded an opportunity to testify and to present and 74 
cross-examine witnesses. Counsel for the convicted person 75 
shall be entitled to copies of all medical reports upon 76 
request. The person shall have the right to an examination 77 
by an independent expert of the person’s choice and 78 
testimony from the expert as a medical witness on the 79 
person’s behalf. The cost of providing the medical expert 80 
shall be borne by the state if the person is indigent. The 81 
person shall not be required to give testimony which is self-82 
incriminating. The circuit court or mental hygiene 83 
commissioner shall hear evidence from all parties, in accord 84 
with the rules of evidence. A transcript or recording shall be 85 
made of all proceedings, and transcript made available to 86 
the person within 30 days, if the same is requested for the 87 
purpose of further proceedings, and without cost if the 88 
person is indigent. 89 

Upon completion of the hearing, and consideration of 90 
the evidence presented therein, the circuit court or mental 91 
hygiene commissioner shall make findings of facts as to 92 
whether or not: (1) The individual is mentally ill, 93 
intellectually disabled, or addicted; (2) the individual 94 
because of mental illness, mental retardation, or addiction is 95 
likely to cause serious harm to self or others; (3) the 96 
individual could not obtain the requisite treatment or 97 
training at the correctional facility or another appropriate 98 
correctional facility; and (4) the designated facility to which 99 
transfer is sought could provide the treatment or training 100 
with the security as the court finds appropriate; and, if all 101 
the findings are in the affirmative, the circuit court may 102 
order the transfer of the person to the appropriate facility. 103 
The findings of fact shall be incorporated into the order 104 
entered by the circuit court. In all proceedings hereunder, 105 
proof of mental condition and of likelihood of serious harm 106 
must be established by clear, cogent, and convincing 107 
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evidence, and the likelihood of serious harm must be based 108 
upon evidence of recent overt acts. 109 

§15A-4-20. Work program. 

(a) The commissioner is authorized to establish at each 1 
institution a work program for qualified inmates. The 2 
commissioner shall establish guidelines and qualifications 3 
to allow inmates sentenced to a regional jail facility to be 4 
gainfully employed with local businesses and governmental 5 
entities as part of a job program. A qualified inmate does 6 
not include an inmate convicted of a sexual offense or a 7 
violent felony.  8 

(b) An inmate who works in work programs established 9 
under this section may be required to make reimbursement 10 
to the division toward the cost of his or her incarceration to 11 
be credited to the agency billed for that incarceration, 12 
pursuant to the conditions set forth in §15A-4-19 of this 13 
code. 14 

(c) Notwithstanding any provision of this code to the 15 
contrary, the county commission, its members and agents, 16 
the Division of Corrections and Rehabilitation or designee, 17 
its employees, agents, or assigns, the Regional Jail and 18 
Correctional Facility Authority Board, its members, agents, 19 
or assigns, the sheriff, and his or her deputies, shall be 20 
immune from all liability of any kind except for accident, 21 
injury, or death resulting directly from gross negligence or 22 
malfeasance. 23 

§15A-4-21. Director of employment; director of housing; 
released inmates; duties. 

The commissioner may employ or contract for a 1 
Director of Employment and a Director of Housing for 2 
released inmates. The Director of Employment shall work 3 
with federal, state, county, and local government and private 4 
entities to negotiate agreements which facilitate 5 
employment opportunities for released inmates. The 6 
Director of Housing shall work with federal, state, county, 7 
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and local government and private entities to negotiate 8 
agreements which facilitate housing opportunities for 9 
released inmates. The Director of Employment shall 10 
investigate job opportunities and give every possible 11 
assistance in helping released inmates find employment. 12 
The Director of Housing shall work in conjunction with the 13 
Bureau of Community Corrections and the Parole Board to 14 
reduce release delays due to lack of a home plan, develop 15 
community housing resources, and provide short-term loans 16 
to released inmates for costs related to reentry into the 17 
community. 18 

ARTICLE 5. BUREAU OF PRISONS AND JAILS. 

§15A-5-1. Creation of Bureau of Prisons and Jails; 
organization of facilities. 

(a) The commissioner shall establish a Bureau of 1 
Prisons and Jails. The commissioner shall determine what 2 
adult facilities or institutions shall appropriately be 3 
managed by the Bureau of Prisons and Jails. 4 

(b) The commissioner shall appoint an assistant 5 
commissioner, who shall oversee the Bureau of Prisons and 6 
Jails.  7 

(c) Where reference in this article is made to the 8 
“division”, it shall mean the Division of Corrections and 9 
Rehabilitation.  10 

§15A-5-2. Transfer of duties and funds of Division of 
Corrections. 

All prior conveyed responsibilities of the Division of 1 
Corrections, and its Commissioner are hereby transferred to 2 
the Division of Corrections and Rehabilitation. All funds, 3 
both general revenue and special revenue, are hereby 4 
transferred to the Division of Corrections and 5 
Rehabilitation. Any funds administered by the Division of 6 
Corrections are to be administered by the Division of 7 
Corrections and Rehabilitation, and its Commissioner. 8 
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§15A-5-3. Superintendents; duties and authority; bond; 

residence. 

(a) The commissioner shall appoint a superintendent for 1 
each institution under the control of the division. Each 2 
superintendent shall be bonded by the Board of Risk and 3 
Insurance Management. 4 

(b) The superintendent shall be the chief executive 5 
officer of his or her assigned correctional institution and, 6 
subject to the direction of the commissioner, has the 7 
responsibility for the overall management of all operations 8 
within his or her assigned institution. The superintendent 9 
shall be in charge of its internal police and management and 10 
shall provide for feeding, clothing, working and taking care 11 
of the inmates, subject to the control of the commissioner.  12 

(c) The superintendent shall promptly enforce all orders 13 
and rules made by the commissioner. He or she shall protect 14 
and preserve the property of the state and may for that 15 
purpose punish the inmates in the manner authorized by the 16 
commissioner. The superintendent shall have the custody and 17 
control of all the real and personal property at the correctional 18 
institution, subject to the orders of the commissioner.  19 

(d) The commissioner may authorize the superintendent 20 
to establish an imprest fund in accordance with the 21 
provisions of §12-2-2 of this code for the sole purpose of 22 
providing employees with funds to transport inmates for any 23 
purpose as determined by the superintendent, and any of the 24 
fund that currently exists is hereby continued. The employee 25 
is required to complete a travel reimbursement form for the 26 
travel within five days of returning to the correctional 27 
facility. The funds shall be used to reimburse the imprest 28 
fund for the amount expended by the employee.  29 

§15A-5-4. Appointment of deputy superintendent; duties; 
bond. 

Each superintendent, with the approval of the 1 
commissioner, may hire a deputy superintendent. The 2 
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deputy superintendent’s duties shall be fixed by the 3 
superintendent, as approved by the commissioner. In the 4 
absence of the superintendent, the deputy superintendent 5 
shall perform all the duties required of the superintendent. 6 
The deputy superintendent shall be bonded by the Board of 7 
Risk and Insurance Management. 8 

§15A-5-5. Hiring of other assistants and employees. 

The superintendent of each correctional institution or 1 
unit shall, in the manner provided in §15A-3-5 of this code, 2 
hire all assistants and employees required for the 3 
management of the correctional institutions or units, 4 
including a sufficient number of correctional employees to 5 
preserve order and enforce discipline among the inmates, to 6 
prevent escapes, and to remove all persons convicted and 7 
sentenced to the custody of the Division of Corrections and 8 
Rehabilitation, from the place confined to a correctional 9 
institution, all of whom shall be under the control of the 10 
superintendent: Provided, That the number of the assistants 11 
and employees, and their compensation, shall first be 12 
approved by the commissioner.  13 

All persons employed at a state-operated correctional 14 
institution or correctional unit are subject to the supervision 15 
and approval of the superintendent and the authority of the 16 
commissioner, or his or her designee, except those persons 17 
employed by the State Board of Education, pursuant to §18-18 
2-13f of this code. 19 

§15A-5-6. Jail intake facilities; housing of adult inmates. 

To the extent practicable, and in a manner consistent 1 
with providing for the safety of the public, correctional 2 
employees, and inmates, the commissioner will create space 3 
in every adult institution for both jail and prison 4 
populations: Provided, That in no case shall the 5 
commissioner be required to provide jail space in every 6 
institution in excess of space necessary for initial receiving, 7 
booking, and holding of an inmate to await transport by the 8 
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Division of Corrections and Rehabilitation to the most 9 
appropriate housing placement for that inmate. In no case 10 
may a person who is a pretrial detainee, who is not currently 11 
serving a felony sentence in the custody of the 12 
commissioner, be held in a space designated as a prison unit. 13 
Further, no convicted misdemeanant actively serving a 14 
sentence on a misdemeanor shall be held in a space 15 
designated as a prison unit.  16 

§15A-5-7. Pretrial risk assessment. 

(a) Within three calendar days of the arrest and 1 
placement of any person in a jail, the division shall conduct 2 
a pretrial risk assessment using a standardized risk 3 
assessment instrument approved and adopted by the 4 
Supreme Court of Appeals of West Virginia. The results of 5 
all standardized risk and needs assessments are confidential 6 
and shall only be provided to the court, court personnel, the 7 
prosecuting attorney, defense counsel, and the person who 8 
is the subject of the pretrial risk assessment. Upon 9 
completion of the assessment, the Division of Corrections 10 
and Rehabilitation shall provide it to the magistrate and 11 
circuit clerks for delivery to the appropriate circuit judge or 12 
magistrate. 13 

(b) The pretrial risk assessment and all oral or written 14 
statements made by an individual during risk assessment 15 
shall be inadmissible evidence at any criminal or civil trial. 16 

§15A-5-8. Jail processing fee. 

(a) A person committed to be housed in jail by order of 1 
magistrate, circuit judge, or by temporary commitment 2 
order shall, at the time of initial booking into the jail, pay a 3 
processing fee of $30. If the person is unable to pay at the 4 
time of booking, the fee shall be deducted, at a rate of 50 5 
percent, from any new deposits made into the person’s trust 6 
account until the jail processing fee is paid in full. The fee 7 
shall be credited to: 8 
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(1) The Jail’s operating budget if the person is 9 
committed to and housed in a jail; 10 

(2) The county commission if the person is committed 11 
to and housed in a county jail; or 12 

(3) The municipality if the person is committed to and 13 
housed in a municipal jail. The fee should be paid prior to 14 
the offender being released. 15 

(b) A refund of a fee collected under this section shall be 16 
made to a person who has paid the fee if the person is not 17 
convicted of the offense for which the person was booked and 18 
the person provides documentation from the court showing 19 
that all charges for which the person was booked were 20 
dismissed, accurate current name and address and a valid 21 
photographic identification. In the case of multiple offenses, if 22 
the person is convicted of any of the offenses the fee may not 23 
be refunded. If the person is convicted of a lesser included 24 
offense or a related offense, no refund may be made. 25 

§15A-5-9. Ability to refuse offenders. 

Notwithstanding any other provision of this code, the 1 
commissioner, or any employee of the division, having 2 
authority to accept offenders in a jail is not required to accept 3 
those offenders if an offender appears to be in need of 4 
medical attention of a degree necessitating treatment by a 5 
physician. If an offender is refused pursuant to the provisions 6 
of this section, he or she may not be accepted for detention 7 
until a written clearance from a licensed physician reflecting 8 
that the offender has been examined and if necessary treated, 9 
and which states that it is the physician’s medical opinion that 10 
the offender can be safely housed in a jail. 11 

ARTICLE 6. BUREAU OF JUVENILE SERVICES. 

§15A-6-1. Creation of Bureau of Juvenile Services; 
organization of facilities. 

(a) The Commissioner of Corrections and 1 
Rehabilitation shall establish a Bureau of Juvenile Services. 2 
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This bureau shall manage any juvenile facilities or units, as 3 
determined pursuant to §15A-3-12 of this code. 4 

(b) The commissioner shall appoint an assistant 5 
commissioner, who shall oversee the Bureau of Juvenile 6 
Services.  7 

(c) Where reference in this article is made to the 8 
“division”, it shall mean the Division of Corrections and 9 
Rehabilitation.  10 

§15A-6-2. Transfer of duties and funds. 

All prior conveyed responsibilities and duties of the 1 
Division of Juvenile Services, and the Director of Juvenile 2 
Services, outlined in §49-1-101 et seq. of this code, are 3 
hereby transferred and conveyed to the Division of 4 
Corrections and Rehabilitation, and to its Commissioner. 5 
Any funds administered by the Division of Juvenile 6 
Services are to be administered by the Division of 7 
Corrections and Rehabilitation, and its Commissioner.  8 

§15A-6-3. Superintendents; duties and authority; bond; 
residence. 

(a) The commissioner shall appoint a superintendent for 1 
each institution under the control of the division. Each 2 
superintendent shall be bonded by the Board of Risk and 3 
Insurance Management. 4 

(b) The superintendent shall be the chief executive 5 
officer of his or her assigned correctional institution and, 6 
subject to the direction of the commissioner, has the 7 
responsibility for the overall management of all operations 8 
within his or her assigned institution. The superintendent 9 
shall be in charge of its internal police and management and 10 
shall provide for feeding, clothing, working and taking care 11 
of the inmates, subject to the control of the commissioner.  12 

(c) The superintendent shall promptly enforce all orders 13 
and rules made by the commissioner. He or she shall protect 14 
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and preserve the property of the state and may for that 15 
purpose punish the inmates in the manner authorized by the 16 
commissioner. The superintendent shall have the custody 17 
and control of all the real and personal property at the 18 
correctional institution, subject to the orders of the 19 
commissioner.  20 

(d) The commissioner may authorize the superintendent 21 
to establish an imprest fund in accordance with the 22 
provisions of §12-2-2 of this code for the sole purpose of 23 
providing employees with funds to transport inmates for any 24 
purpose as determined by the superintendent, and any of the 25 
fund that currently exists is hereby continued. The employee 26 
is required to complete a travel reimbursement form for the 27 
travel within five days of returning to the correctional 28 
facility. The funds shall be used to reimburse the imprest 29 
fund for the amount expended by the employee. 30 

§15A-6-4. Appointment of deputy superintendent; duties; 
bond. 

Each superintendent, with the approval of the 1 
commissioner, may hire a deputy superintendent. The 2 
deputy superintendent’s duties shall be fixed by the 3 
superintendent, as approved by the commissioner. In the 4 
absence of the superintendent, the deputy superintendent 5 
shall perform all the duties required of the superintendent. 6 
The deputy superintendent shall be bonded by the Board of 7 
Risk and Insurance Management. 8 

§15A-6-5. Hiring of other assistants and employees; duties of 
correctional employees. 

The superintendent of each juvenile institution or unit 1 
shall, in the manner provided in §15A-3-5 of this code, hire 2 
all assistants and employees required for the management 3 
of the juvenile institutions or units, including a sufficient 4 
number of correctional employees to preserve order and 5 
enforce internal rules among the juvenile inmates, to 6 
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prevent escapes, and carry out all other responsibilities as 7 
outlined in chapter 49 of this code.  8 

All persons employed at a state-operated juvenile 9 
facility are subject to the supervision and approval of the 10 
superintendent and the authority of the commissioner, or his 11 
or her designee, except those persons employed by the State 12 
Board of Education, pursuant to §18-2-13f of this code. 13 

ARTICLE 7. BUREAU OF COMMUNITY CORRECTIONS. 

§15A-7-1. Creation of Bureau of Community Corrections; 
Organization of facilities. 

(a) The commissioner shall establish a Bureau of 1 
Community Corrections. The commissioner shall establish 2 
which adult facilities or institutions shall appropriately be 3 
managed by the Bureau of Community Corrections. 4 

(b) The commissioner shall appoint an assistant 5 
commissioner, who shall oversee the Bureau of Community 6 
Corrections.  7 

(c) Where reference in this article is made to the 8 
“division”, it shall mean the Division of Corrections and 9 
Rehabilitation.  10 

§15A-7-2. Duties of superintendents; bond; residence. 

The commissioner shall appoint a superintendent for 1 
each institution under the control of the division. The 2 
superintendent of a community corrections facility shall 3 
have the same duties and responsibilities as described in 4 
§15A-3-1 et seq. of this code. 5 

§15A-7-3. Hiring of other assistants and employees; duties of 
employees. 

(a) Each superintendent of a community corrections 1 
facility shall, in the manner provided in §15A-3-5 of this 2 
code, hire all assistants and employees required for the 3 
management of these facilities or units, including a 4 
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sufficient number of correctional employees to preserve 5 
order and enforce discipline among the inmates or parolees, 6 
to prevent escapes, to enforce laws, rules, and policies, and 7 
to protect the public. Any person employed by the office of 8 
the Commissioner of the Division of Corrections and 9 
Rehabilitation who on the effective date of this article is a 10 
classified civil service employee shall, within the limits 11 
contained in §29-6-1 et seq. of this code, remain in the civil 12 
service system as a covered employee. 13 

(b) The commissioner shall, in the manner provided in 14 
§15A-3-5 of this code, hire all probation and parole officers, 15 
assistants, and employees required to carry out the duties as 16 
proscribed in this code for management of the parolee 17 
population, and probation population, as set forth in §15A-18 
7-4 and §62-13-2(b) of this code, for the management of 19 
parolees, to preserve order, and enforce discipline among 20 
the parolees, to enforce laws, rules, and policies, and to 21 
protect the public. Any person employed by the office of the 22 
Commissioner of the Division of Corrections and 23 
Rehabilitation who on the effective date of this article is a 24 
classified civil service employee shall, within the limits 25 
contained in §29-6-1 et seq. of this code, remain in the civil 26 
service system as a covered employee. Nothing in this 27 
section shall limit the abilities of the Supreme Court of 28 
Appeals of this state to carry forth their responsibilities and 29 
duties as proscribed in this code. All persons appointed or 30 
employed by the director shall be paid all necessary 31 
expenses incurred in the discharge of their duties. 32 

§15A-7-4. Supervision of probationers and parolees; final 
determinations remaining with board of probation and 
parole. 

The commissioner shall supervise all persons released 1 
on parole and placed in the charge of a state parole officer 2 
and all persons released on parole under any law of this 3 
state. He or she shall also supervise all probationers and 4 
parolees whose supervision may have been undertaken by 5 
this state by reason of any interstate compact entered into 6 
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pursuant to the uniform act for out-of-state probation and 7 
parolee supervision. The commissioner shall prescribe rules 8 
for the supervision of probationers and parolees under his or 9 
her supervision and control, and shall succeed to all 10 
administrative and supervisory powers of the Parole Board 11 
and the authority of the Parole Board in those matters only. 12 

The commissioner shall administer all other laws 13 
affecting the custody, control, treatment, and employment 14 
of persons sentenced or committed to institutions under the 15 
supervision of the department or affecting the operation and 16 
administration of institutions or functions of the division. 17 

The final determination regarding the release of inmates 18 
from penal institutions and the final determination regarding 19 
revocation of parolees from those institutions pursuant to 20 
the provisions of §62-12-1 et seq. of this code shall remain 21 
within the exclusive jurisdiction of the Parole Board. 22 

§15A-7-5. Powers and duties of state parole officers. 

(a) Each state probation and parole officer employed by 1 
the Division of Corrections and Rehabilitation shall: 2 

(1) Investigate all cases referred to him or her for 3 
investigation by the Commissioner of Corrections and 4 
Rehabilitation and report in writing on the investigation; 5 

(2) Update the standardized risk and needs assessment 6 
adopted by the Division of Corrections and Rehabilitation 7 
pursuant to §62-12-13(h) of this code for each parolee for 8 
whom an assessment has not been conducted for parole by 9 
a specialized assessment officer; 10 

(3) Supervise each parolee according to the assessment 11 
and supervision standards determined by the Commissioner 12 
of Corrections and Rehabilitation; 13 

(4) Furnish to each parolee under his or her supervision 14 
a written statement of the conditions of his or her parole 15 
together with a copy of the rules prescribed by the 16 
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Commissioner of Corrections and Rehabilitation for the 17 
supervision of parolees; 18 

(5) Keep informed concerning the conduct and 19 
condition of each parolee under his or her supervision and 20 
report on the conduct and condition of each parolee in 21 
writing as often as required by the Commissioner of 22 
Corrections and Rehabilitation; 23 

(6) Use all practicable and suitable methods to aid and 24 
encourage a parolee and to bring about improvement in his 25 
or her conduct and condition; 26 

(7) Keep detailed records of his or her work; 27 

(8) Keep accurate and complete accounts of, and give 28 
receipts for, all money collected from parolees under his or 29 
her supervision, and pay over the money to persons 30 
designated by a circuit court or the Commissioner of 31 
Corrections and Rehabilitation; 32 

(9) Give bond with good security, to be approved by the 33 
Commissioner of Corrections and Rehabilitation, in a 34 
penalty of not less than $1,000 nor more than $3,000, as 35 
determined by the Commissioner of Corrections and 36 
Rehabilitation; and 37 

(10) Perform any other duties required by the 38 
Commissioner of Corrections and Rehabilitation. 39 

(b) Each probation and parole officer, as described in 40 
this article, may, with or without an order or warrant: (1) 41 
Arrest or order confinement of any parolee or probationer 42 
under his or her supervision; and (2) search a parolee or 43 
probationer, or a parolee or probationer’s residence or 44 
property, under his or her supervision. A probation and 45 
parole officer may apply for a search warrant, and execute 46 
the search warrant, in connection to a parolee’s 47 
whereabouts, or a parolee’s activities. He or she has all the 48 
powers of a notary public, with authority to act anywhere 49 
within the state. 50 
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(c) The Commissioner of Corrections and 51 
Rehabilitation may issue a certificate authorizing any state 52 
parole officer who has successfully completed the Division 53 
of Corrections and Rehabilitation’s training program for 54 
firearms certification, which is the equivalent of that 55 
required of any correctional employee under §15A-3-10 of 56 
this code, to carry firearms or concealed weapons. Any 57 
parole officer authorized by the Commissioner of 58 
Corrections and Rehabilitation may, without a state license, 59 
carry firearms and concealed weapons. Each state parole 60 
officer, authorized by the Commissioner of Corrections and 61 
Rehabilitation, shall carry with him or her a certificate 62 
authorizing him or her to carry a firearm or concealed 63 
weapon bearing the official signature of the Commissioner 64 
of Corrections and Rehabilitation. 65 

§15A-7-6. Parole supervision benefit fund. 

(a) There is continued a special revenue account in 1 
the State Treasury designated the “Parole Supervision 2 
Benefit Fund”. The fund is to be used by the Division of 3 
Corrections and Rehabilitation for the benefit of parolee 4 
supervision with approval of the commissioner. The fund 5 
shall consist of moneys received from any source, 6 
including, but not limited to, funds donated by the general 7 
public or an organization dedicated to parole supervision 8 
improvement, and funds seized from parolees that are 9 
forfeited pursuant to the provisions of §60A-7-701 et seq. 10 
of this code. 11 

(b) Notwithstanding any other provision of this code to 12 
the contrary, the commissioner may authorize use of the 13 
money in the fund created pursuant to this section for 14 
payment to a community corrections program established 15 
pursuant to §62-11C-1 et seq. of this code for providing 16 
enhanced supervision of parolees. 17 
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ARTICLE 8. REGIONAL JAIL AND CORRECTIONAL 

FACILITY AUTHORITY BOARD. 

§15A-8-1. Powers and authority of the Regional Jail and 
Correctional Facility Authority Board; continuation of the 
Regional Jail and Correctional Facility Authority Board; 
payment of bonds; appeal of per diem rate. 

(a) The Regional Jail and Correctional Facility 1 
Authority Board is continued, as follows: 2 

(1) The powers and authority of the Regional Jail and 3 
Correctional Facility Authority Board, in relation to all 4 
functions of correctional operations, are hereby abolished, 5 
and these powers and authority are transferred to the 6 
Division of Corrections and Rehabilitation as of July 1, 7 
2018. The Regional Jail and Correctional Facility Authority 8 
Board shall only retain the powers as now outlined in this 9 
chapter. Where reference in this code is made to the 10 
Regional Jail and Correctional Facility Authority, in 11 
relation to operations of any of the regional jails, it shall be 12 
construed to mean the Division of Corrections and 13 
Rehabilitation. 14 

(2) The following powers and authority of the Regional 15 
Jail and Correctional Facility Board are hereby specifically 16 
abolished: 17 

(A) To mortgage or otherwise grant security interests in 18 
its property; 19 

(B) To borrow money and to issue its negotiable bonds, 20 
security interests, or notes and to provide for and secure the 21 
payment thereof, and to provide for the rights of the holders 22 
thereof, and to purchase, hold, and dispose of any of its 23 
bonds, security interests, or notes; 24 

(C) To sell, at public or private sale, any bond or other 25 
negotiable instrument, security interest or obligation of the 26 
authority in a manner and upon terms that the authority 27 
considers would best serve the purposes of this article; 28 
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(D) To issue its bonds, security interests, and notes 29 
payable solely from the revenues or other funds available to 30 
the authority therefor; and the authority may issue its bonds, 31 
security interests, or notes in those principal amounts as it 32 
considers necessary to provide funds for any purposes under 33 
this article, including: 34 

(i) The payment, funding, or refunding of the principal 35 
of, interest on, or redemption premiums on, any bonds, 36 
security interests, or notes issued by it whether the bonds, 37 
security interests, notes, or interest to be funded or refunded 38 
have or have not become due; and 39 

(ii) The establishment or increase of reserves to secure 40 
or to pay bonds, security interests, notes, or the interest 41 
thereon and all other costs or expenses of the Division of 42 
Corrections and Rehabilitation incident to and necessary or 43 
convenient to carry out its purposes and powers. Any bonds, 44 
security interests, or notes may be additionally secured by a 45 
pledge of any revenues, funds, assets, or moneys of the 46 
authority from any source whatsoever; 47 

(E) To issue renewal notes or security interests, to issue 48 
bonds to pay notes or security interests and, whenever it 49 
considers refunding expedient, to refund any bonds by the 50 
issuance of new bonds, whether the bonds to be refunded 51 
have or have not matured except that no renewal notes shall 52 
be issued to mature more than 10 years from date of 53 
issuance of the notes renewed and no refunding bonds may 54 
be issued to mature more than 25 years from the date of 55 
issuance; 56 

(F) To apply the proceeds from the sale of renewal 57 
notes, security interests, or refunding bonds to the purchase, 58 
redemption, or payment of the notes, security interests, or 59 
bonds to be refunded; and 60 

(G) To sell security interests in the loan portfolio of the 61 
authority. The security interests shall be evidenced by 62 
instruments issued by the authority.  63 
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(3) The powers and duties of the board in relation to 64 
paying the current bond series, designated as The State 65 
Building Commission of West Virginia Lease Revenue 66 
Refunding Bonds (West Virginia Regional Jail and 67 
Correctional Facility Authority) Series 1998A, Series 68 
1998B, and Series 1998C are specifically continued. The 69 
board, however, may not reissue these bonds, renegotiate 70 
the terms of the current bonds, or refinance these bonds. 71 
There is hereby created in the State Treasury a Regional Jail 72 
and Correctional Facility Board Fund. The fund shall be 73 
controlled by the board, and shall be utilized for the sole 74 
purpose of payment of the outstanding bond series as 75 
provided above. The Commissioner of the Division of 76 
Corrections and Rehabilitation shall, on or before the fifth 77 
day of every month, transfer to this fund the amount 78 
necessary for the monthly payment of the bond, as set forth 79 
by the yearly communication from the creditor of the bonds. 80 
Further, on the effective date of this section, the 81 
commissioner shall transfer to this fund the reserve amount 82 
required by the bonds. On the date that the bonds are 83 
satisfied in full, these obligations shall cease, and any funds 84 
left in the board fund shall be transferred to the 85 
Commissioner of the Division of Corrections and 86 
Rehabilitation: Provided, That the funds can only be used in 87 
the manner directed or established by the board. Further, the 88 
board retains the authority to be able, and with consent of 89 
the Secretary of the Department of Military Affairs and 90 
Public Safety, to the extent permitted under its contracts 91 
with the holders of bonds, security interests, or notes of the 92 
authority, consent to any modification of the rate of interest, 93 
time of payment of any installment of principal or interest, 94 
security or any other term of any bond, security interest, 95 
note, or contract or agreement of any kind to which the 96 
authority is a party. 97 

(4) The Regional Jail Authority shall review the per 98 
diem cost set by the state Budget Office, pursuant to §15A-99 
3-16 of this code. If the authority believes that the amount 100 
set by the state Budget Office is incorrect, or that the 101 
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amounts submitted by the Division of Corrections and 102 
Rehabilitation include more than what should be attributed 103 
to the efficient operation of jail facilities and units, the 104 
authority may institute an action in regard to this pursuant 105 
to §29A-5-1 et seq. of this code. 106 

(5) The Regional Jail Authority retains the ability to sue, 107 
as defined in this article, and to be sued. 108 

(b) Where reference in this article is made to the 109 
“division”, it shall mean the Division of Corrections and 110 
Rehabilitation.  111 

§15A-8-2. West Virginia Regional Jail and Correctional 
Facility Authority Board; composition; appointment; 
terms; compensation and expenses. 

The West Virginia Regional Jail and Correctional 1 
Facility Authority Board is continued. The members of the 2 
board in office on the date this section takes effect shall, 3 
unless sooner removed, continue to serve until their 4 
respective terms expire and until their successors have been 5 
appointed and qualified. 6 

The authority shall be governed by a board of nine 7 
members, seven of whom are entitled to vote on matters 8 
coming before the authority. The complete governing board 9 
shall consist of the Commissioner of the Division of 10 
Corrections; the Assistant Commissioner for the Bureau of 11 
Juvenile Services; the Secretary of the Department of 12 
Military Affairs and Public Safety; the Secretary of the 13 
Department of Administration, or his or her designated 14 
representative; two county commissioners and one sheriff 15 
appointed by the Governor, no more than two of which may 16 
be of the same political party; and two citizens appointed by 17 
the Governor to represent the areas of law and medicine. 18 
The Commissioner of the Division of Corrections and 19 
Rehabilitation and the Assistant Commissioner for the 20 
Bureau of Juvenile Services shall serve in an advisory 21 
capacity and are not entitled to vote on matters coming 22 
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before the authority. Members of the Legislature are not 23 
eligible to serve on the board. 24 

The Governor shall nominate and, by and with the 25 
advice and consent of the Senate, appoint the five appointed 26 
members of the authority for staggered terms of four years.  27 

Any appointed member whose term has expired shall 28 
serve until his or her successor has been duly appointed and 29 
qualified. Any person appointed to fill a vacancy shall serve 30 
only for the unexpired term. Any appointed member is 31 
eligible for reappointment. Members of the board are not 32 
entitled to compensation for services performed as 33 
members, but are entitled to reimbursement for all 34 
reasonable and necessary expenses actually incurred in the 35 
performance of their duties. 36 

All members of the board shall execute an official bond 37 
in a penalty of $10,000, conditioned as required by law. 38 
Premiums on the bond shall be paid from funds accruing to 39 
the Division of Corrections and Rehabilitation. The bond 40 
shall be approved as to form by the Attorney General and as 41 
to sufficiency by the Governor and, when fully executed and 42 
approved, shall be filed in the office of the Secretary of 43 
State. 44 

§15A-8-3. Governing body; organization and meetings; 
quorum; administrative expenses. 

(a) The board shall consist of the voting members of the 1 
board as provided for in §15A-8-2 of this code and shall 2 
exercise all the powers given to the authority in this article. 3 
On the second Monday of July of each odd-numbered year, 4 
the board shall meet to elect a chairman and a secretary from 5 
among its own members. The Secretary of the Department 6 
of Administration or his or her designated representative 7 
shall serve as treasurer of the board. The board shall 8 
otherwise meet two times a year, unless a special meeting is 9 
called by its chairman. 10 
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(b) A majority of the members of the board constitute a 11 
quorum, and a quorum must be present for the board to 12 
conduct business. Unless the bylaws require a larger 13 
number, action may be taken by majority vote of the 14 
members present. 15 

(c) The board shall prescribe, amend, and repeal bylaws 16 
and rules governing the manner in which the business of the 17 
authority is conducted and shall review and approve the 18 
budget prepared by the executive director annually.

(d) All costs incidental to the administration of the board 20 
shall be paid from the jail operation fund by the 21 
Commissioner of Corrections and Rehabilitation. 22 

CHAPTER 19. AGRICULTURE.

(a) On or before July 1, 1990, the commission shall meet 1 
and confer with respect to the development of a 2 
management plan to determine the optimum use or 3 
disposition of all institutional farms, at which time the Farm 4 
Management Director shall provide the commission with a 5 
complete inventory of all institutional farms, and such 6 
information relating to easements, mineral rights, 7 
appurtenances, farm equipment, agricultural products, 8 
livestock, inventories, and farm facilities as may be 9 
necessary to develop such management plan.

Prior 17 
to the adoption of any plan, the commission shall consult 18 
with the secretaries of the various departments of state 19 
government and shall request from such secretaries 20 
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suggestions for land use and resource development on farm 21 
commission lands. On or before December 1, 1990, such 22 
management plan shall be presented to the Legislature, by 23 
providing a copy to the President of the Senate and the 24 
Speaker of the House of Delegates. The commission may 25 
confer with any other agency or individual in implementing 26 
and adjusting its management plan. The management plan 27 
established pursuant to this subsection may be amended, 28 
from time to time, as may be necessary. 29 

(b) The commission shall manage its institutional farms, 30 
equipment, and other property in order to most efficiently 31 
produce food products for state institutions and shall 32 
implement the intent of the Legislature as set forth by this 33 
article. From the total amount of food, milk and other 34 
commodities produced on institutional farms, the 35 
commission shall sell, at prevailing wholesale prices, and 36 
each of the institutions under the control of the Bureau of 37 
Public Health shall purchase, a proportionate amount of 38 
these products based on the dietary needs of each institution. 39 

(c) If requested by the Commissioner of Corrections and 40 
Rehabilitation, the commission may authorize the Division 41 
of Corrections and Rehabilitation to operate a farm or other 42 
enterprise using inmates as labor on those lands. The 43 
Commissioner of Corrections and Rehabilitation is 44 
responsible for the selection, direction, and supervision of 45 
the inmates and shall assign the work to be performed by 46 
inmates. 47 

(d) The commission is hereby authorized and 48 
empowered to: 49 

(1) Lease to public or private parties, for purposes 50 
including agricultural production or experimentation, public 51 
necessity, or other purposes permitted by the management 52 
plan, any land, easements, equipment, or other property, 53 
except that property may not be leased for any use in any 54 
manner that would render the land toxic for agricultural use, 55 
nor may toxic or hazardous materials as identified by the 56

Commissioner of Agriculture be used or stored upon such 57 
property unless all applicable state and federal permits 58 
necessary are obtained. Any lease for an annual consideration 59

(a) Bids for issuance of permits shall be obtained by 1 
public notice published as a Class II-0 legal advertisement 2 
in compliance with the provisions of §59-3-1 et seq. of this 3 
code. 4 

(b) The second publication of the notice shall appear 5 
more than 60 days next preceding the final day for 6 
submitting bids. 7 

(c) Each bid shall indicate the number of video lottery 8 
terminals for which the permit is sought. The bid shall state 9 
the amount bid for each video lottery terminal for which the 10 
permit is sought. 11 

(d) No bid may be altered or withdrawn after the 12 
appointed hour for the opening of the bids. 13 
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(e) Subject to the provisions of subsection (f) of this 14 
section, permits shall be awarded to the persons submitting 15 
the highest per terminal bids, except that no person may be 16 
authorized to directly or indirectly own or lease more than 17 
seven and one half percent of the total number of video 18 
lottery terminals authorized in §29-22B-1101 of this code.

(m) Prior to issuing a permit to a successful bidder, the 69 
bid price for the number of video lottery terminals 70 
authorized in the permit plus the amount of the operator’s 71 
annual license fee or the limited video lottery retailer’s 72

(b) Each state spending unit shall establish and maintain 4 
a record of each item of real property it owns and/or leases 5 
and annually furnish its records to the Real Estate Division. 6

Joint Committee on Government and Finance those 9 
agencies that have not provided a complete annual record 10 
pursuant to subsection (b).   11

§29-3-5b. Promulgation of rules and statewide building code. 

(a) The State Fire Commission shall propose rules for 1 
legislative approval in accordance with the provisions of 2 
§29A-3-1 et seq. of this code to safeguard life and property 3 
and to ensure the quality of construction of all structures 4 
erected or renovated throughout this state through the 5 
adoption of a State Building Code. The rules shall be in 6 
accordance with standard safe practices so embodied in 7 
widely recognized standards of good practice for building 8 
construction and all aspects related thereto and have force 9 
and effect in those counties and municipalities adopting the 10 
State Building Code: Provided, That each county or 11 
municipality may adopt the code to the extent that it is only 12 
prospective and not retroactive in its application. 13 

(b) The State Fire Commission may propose rules for 14 
legislative approval in accordance with the provisions of 15 
§29A-3-1 et seq. of this code, regarding building 16 
construction, renovation and all other aspects as related to 17 
the construction and mechanical operations of a structure. 18 
The rules shall be known as the State Building Code. 19 

(c) The State Fire Commission shall propose a rule for 20 
legislative approval in accordance with the provisions of 21 
article three, chapter twenty-nine-a of this code to include 22 
building energy codes in the State Building Code. 23 

(d) (1) The State Fire Commission may propose rules 24 
for legislative approval, in accordance with the provisions 25

ARTICLE 6. CRIMES AGAINST THE PEACE.  

§61-6-1. Suppression of riots and unlawful assemblages. 

All members of the West Virginia State Police, the 1 
Division of Protective Services, all sheriffs within their 2 
respective counties and all mayors within their respective 3 
jurisdiction, may suppress riots, routs and unlawful 4 
assemblages. It shall be the duty of each of them to go 5 
among, or as near as may be with safety, to persons 6 
riotously, tumultuously, or unlawfully assembled, and in the 7 
name of the law command them to disperse; and if they shall 8 
not thereupon immediately and peaceably disperse, such 9 
member of the West Virginia State Police, or of the Division 10 
of Protective Services, sheriff or mayor giving the 11 
command, and any other present, shall command the 12 
assistance of all persons present, and of all or any part of 13 
other law-enforcement personnel available to him or her, as 14 
need be, in arresting and securing those so assembled. If any 15 
person present, on being required to give his or her 16 
assistance, depart, or fail to obey, he or she shall be deemed 17 
a rioter. 18 
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§61-6-1a. Control of riots and unlawful assemblages. 

Members of the West Virginia State Police, the Division 1 
of Protective Services, sheriffs and mayors, and those acting 2 
under their order, may, when engaged in suppressing a riot, 3 
rout or unlawful assemblage, cordon off any area or areas 4 
threatened by such riot, rout or unlawful assemblage, and 5 
may take all actions which are necessary and reasonable 6 
under the emergency to restore law and order, and such 7 
actions may be, but are not limited to, the following: 8 

(a) Prohibit the sale, offering for sale, dispensing, 9 
furnishing, or transportation of firearms or other dangerous 10 
weapons, ammunition, dynamite, or other dangerous 11 
explosives in, to or from such areas. 12 

(b) Prohibit the sale, offering for sale, dispensing, 13 
furnishing, or consumption of alcoholic beverages or 14 
nonintoxicating beer in a public place in such areas, and 15 
prohibit the transportation of alcoholic beverages or 16 
nonintoxicating beer in, to, or from such areas. 17 

(c) Impose curfews, as required, to control movement of 18 
persons in, to, and from such areas. 19 

(d) Enter a private dwelling or other building or other 20 
private place in such areas when in fresh pursuit of a rioter, 21 
when in search of a sniper who has fired upon a person from 22 
such a dwelling or other building or place or when in search 23 
of firearms, other dangerous weapons, ammunition, 24 
dynamite, or other dangerous explosives when there is 25 
reason to believe that such items are stored in the said 26 
dwelling, building, or place and that they will be removed 27 
therefrom before a search warrant could be obtained. 28 

No person shall willfully fail to obey a lawful order of 29 
any mayor, sheriff, deputy sheriff, municipal police officer, 30 
member of the West Virginia State Police, or the Division 31 
of Protective Services, or other officer, given pursuant to 32 
this section.

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Any person who violates an order given pursuant to the 34 
authority of this section shall be guilty of a misdemeanor, 35 
and, upon conviction thereof, shall be fined not more than 36 
$500, or imprisoned in the county jail not more than six 37 
months, or both fined and imprisoned.

§18C-7-6. PROMISE Scholarship Program requirements; 
legislative rule. 

(a) A PROMISE scholarship annual award shall meet 1 
the following conditions: 2 

(1) For a student enrolled in a state institution of higher 3 
education, the annual award is equal to the lesser of the cost 4 
of tuition or $4,750, except that a student who was awarded 5 
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and used a PROMISE scholarship annual award prior to 6 
January 1, 2010, shall continue to receive the annual award 7 
calculated under the same terms and conditions that applied 8 
on the day before the effective date of this article; 9 

(2) For a student enrolled in an eligible institution other 10 
than a state institution of higher education, the annual award 11 
is equal to, but may not exceed, the lesser of the cost of 12 
tuition or $4,750, except that a student who was awarded 13 
and used a PROMISE scholarship annual award prior to 14 
January 1, 2010, shall continue to receive the annual award 15 
calculated under the same terms and conditions that applied 16 
on the day before the effective date of this article; 17 

(3) The annual award may exceed $4,750, if the 18 
commission determines that adequate funds are available, 19 
but in any case may not be greater than the actual cost of 20 
tuition; 21 

(4) The annual award shall be used by an eligible 22 
institution to supplement, but may not supplant, a tuition 23 
and fee waiver for which the individual is eligible pursuant 24

(b) The total cost of all scholarships awarded by the 27 
commission in any year may not exceed the amount of funds 28 
available to the commission during that fiscal year.

(2) Apply for and submit a Free Application for Federal 43 
Student Aid; 44 

(3) Maintain a grade point average of at least 3.0 on a 45 
4.0 grading scale in the required core and elective course 46 
work necessary to prepare students for success in post-47 
secondary education at the associate and baccalaureate 48 
degree levels as determined by the commission, if the 49 
individual has completed not more than one semester or 50 
term at an institution of higher education, excluding credits 51 
earned in advanced placement, international baccalaureate, 52 
dual credit, and comparable courses while the student is 53 
enrolled in high school; 54 

(4) Maintain appropriate academic progress toward the 55 
completion of a degree at the undergraduate education level 56 
as determined by the commission if the individual has 57 
completed more than one semester or term at an institution 58 
of higher education, excluding credits earned in advanced 59 
placement, international baccalaureate, dual credit and 60 
comparable courses while the student is enrolled in high 61 
school; 62 

(5) Be a United States citizen or legal immigrant to the 63 
United States; 64 

(6) Meet additional objective standards the commission 65 
considers necessary to promote academic excellence and to 66 
maintain the financial stability of the fund; and 67 

(7) Enroll in an eligible institution. A student enrolled 68 
at an eligible institution who receives a PROMISE 69 
scholarship award may retain and renew the scholarship to 70 
complete his or her undergraduate education at that 71 
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institution or any other eligible institution under the 72 
following circumstances: 73 

(A) The institution at which the student is enrolled loses 74 
its status as an eligible institution pursuant to the provisions 75 
of §18B-7-3(b)(1) of this code; and 76 

(B) The student meets all other renewal requirements of 77 
this code and of commission rules. 78 

(d) It is the intent of the Legislature that the commission 79 
shall strongly encourage prospective candidates for the 80 
PROMISE scholarship to perform at least 20 hours of 81 
unpaid community service while in high school to help 82 
prepare them for success in post-secondary education.

(iii) To operate the program within the limits of 108

(C) Provisions for making the highest and best use of 110 
the PROMISE Scholarship Program in conjunction with the 111 
West Virginia College Prepaid Tuition and Savings 112 
Program Act set forth in §18-30-1 et seq. of this code; 113 

(D) A provision defining the relationship of PROMISE 114 
scholarship awards to all other sources of student financial 115 
aid to ensure maximum coordination. The provision shall 116 
include the following: 117 

(i) Methods to maximize student eligibility for federal 118 
student financial aid; 119 

(ii) A requirement that PROMISE scholarship awards 120 
not supplant tuition and fee waivers; and 121 

(iii) Clarification of the relationship between the 122 
PROMISE Scholarship Program, tuition savings plans and 123 
other state-funded student financial aid programs; 124 

(E) A method for awarding scholarships within the 125 
limits of available appropriations, including circumstances 126 
when program funds are not sufficient to provide awards to 127 
all eligible applicants. The commission may not use any of 128 
the following methods: 129 

(i) Providing for an annual PROMISE scholarship 130 
award that is less than the amounts provided for in this 131

Findings; composition of boards; terms and 
qualifications of members; vacancies; eligibility for 
reappointment. 

(a) Findings. – 1 

The Legislature finds that the State of West Virginia is 2 
served best when the membership of each governing board 3 
includes the following: 4 

(1) The academic expertise and institutional experience 5 
of faculty members and a student of the institution governed 6 
by the board; 7 
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(2) The technical or professional expertise and 8 
institutional experience of a classified employee or, as 9 
appropriate, nonclassified employee of the institution 10 
governed by the board; 11 

(3) An awareness and understanding of the issues facing 12 
the institution governed by the board; and 13 

(4) The diverse perspectives that arise from a 14 
membership that is balanced in terms of gender and varied 15 
in terms of race and ethnic heritage. 16 

(b) Boards of governors established. – 17 

A board of governors is continued at each of the 18 
following institutions: Bluefield State College, Blue Ridge 19 
Community and Technical College, Bridgemont 20 
Community and Technical College, Concord University, 21 
Eastern West Virginia Community and Technical College, 22 
Fairmont State University, Glenville State College, 23 
Kanawha Valley Community and Technical College, 24 
Mountwest Community and Technical College, Marshall 25 
University, New River Community and Technical College, 26 
Pierpont Community and Technical College, Shepherd 27 
University, Southern West Virginia Community and 28 
Technical College, West Liberty University, West Virginia 29 
Northern Community and Technical College, the West 30 
Virginia School of Osteopathic Medicine, West Virginia 31 
State University, West Virginia University and West 32 
Virginia University at Parkersburg. 33 

(c) Board membership. – 34 

(1) An appointment to fill a vacancy on the board or 35 
reappointment of a member who is eligible to serve an 36 
additional term is made in accordance with the provisions 37 
of this section. 38 

(2) The Board of Governors for Marshall University 39 
consists of sixteen persons. The Board of Governors for 40 
West Virginia University consists of seventeen persons. The 41 
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boards of governors of the other state institutions of higher 42 
education consist of twelve persons. 43 

(3) Each board of governors includes the following 44 
members: 45 

(A) A full-time member of the faculty with the rank of 46 
instructor or above duly elected by the faculty of the 47 
respective institution; 48 

(B) A member of the student body in good academic 49 
standing, enrolled for college credit work and duly elected 50 
by the student body of the respective institution; and 51 

(C) A member from the institutional classified 52 
employees duly elected by the classified employees of the 53 
respective institution or, if the respective institution does not 54 
have classified employees, a member from the institutional 55 
nonclassified employees duly elected by the nonclassified 56 
employees of the respective institution. 57 

(4) For the Board of Governors at Marshall University, 58 
thirteen lay members appointed by the Governor, by and 59 
with the advice and consent of the Senate, pursuant to this 60 
section; 61 

(5) For the Board of Governors at West Virginia 62 
University, twelve lay members appointed by the Governor, 63 
by and with the advice and consent of the Senate, pursuant 64 
to this section, and additionally: 65 

(A) The Chairperson of the Board of Visitors of West 66 
Virginia University Institute of Technology; 67 

(B) A full-time faculty member representing the 68 
extension service at the institution or a full-time faculty 69 
member representing the health sciences, selected by the 70 
faculty senate.  71 

(6) For each board of governors of the other state 72 
institutions of higher education, nine lay members 73 
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appointed by the Governor, by and with the advice and 74 
consent of the Senate, pursuant to this section. 75 

(A) Of the nine members appointed by the Governor, no 76 
more than five may be of the same political party. Of the 77 
thirteen members appointed by the Governor to the 78 
governing board of Marshall University, no more than eight 79 
may be of the same political party. Of the twelve members 80 
appointed by the Governor to the governing board of West 81 
Virginia University, no more than seven may be of the same 82 
political party. 83 

(B) Of the nine members appointed by the Governor, at 84 
least five shall be residents of the state. Of the thirteen 85 
members appointed by the Governor to the governing board 86 
of Marshall University, at least eight shall be residents of 87 
the state. Of the twelve members appointed by the Governor 88 
to the governing board of West Virginia University, at least 89 
seven shall be residents of the state. 90 

(7) In making lay appointments, the Governor shall 91 
consider the institutional mission and membership 92 
characteristics including the following: 93 

(A) The need for individual skills, knowledge and 94 
experience relevant to governing the institution; 95 

(B) The need for awareness and understanding of 96 
institutional problems and priorities, including those related 97 
to research, teaching and outreach; 98 

(C) The value of gender, racial and ethnic diversity; and 99 

(D) The value of achieving balance in gender and 100 
diversity in the racial and ethnic characteristics of the lay 101 
membership of each board. 102 

(d) Board member terms. – 103 

(1) The student member serves for a term of one year. 104 
Each term begins on July 1. 105 
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(2) The faculty member serves for a term of two years. 106 
Each term begins on July 1. Faculty members are eligible to 107 
succeed themselves for three additional terms, not to exceed 108 
a total of eight consecutive years. 109 

(3) The member representing classified employees or, 110 
as appropriate, nonclassified employees serves for a term of 111 
two years. Each term begins on July 1. Members 112 
representing classified employees or, as appropriate, 113 
nonclassified employees are eligible to succeed themselves 114 
for three additional terms, not to exceed a total of eight 115 
consecutive years. 116 

(4) The appointed lay citizen members serve terms of 117 
four years each and are eligible to succeed themselves for 118 
no more than one additional term, except that citizen 119 
members who are appointed to fill unexpired terms are 120 
eligible to succeed themselves for two full terms after 121 
completing an unexpired term. 122 

(5) A vacancy in an unexpired term of a member shall 123 
be filled for the unexpired term within thirty days of the 124 
occurrence of the vacancy in the same manner as the 125 
original appointment or election. Except in the case of a 126 
vacancy, all elections are held and all appointments are 127 
made no later than June 30 preceding the commencement of 128 
the term. Each board of governors shall elect one of its 129 
appointed lay members to be chairperson in June of each 130 
year. A member may not serve as chairperson for more than 131 
four consecutive years. 132 

(6) The appointed members of the boards of governors 133 
serve staggered terms of up to four years except that four of 134 
the initial appointments to the governing boards of 135 
community and technical colleges that became independent 136 
July 1, 2008, are for terms of two years and five of the initial 137 
appointments are for terms of four years. 138 

(e) Board member eligibility, expenses. – 139

(A) For a baccalaureate institution or university, a 143 
person is ineligible for appointment who is an officer, 144 
employee or member of any other board of governors within 145 
this state; an employee of any institution of higher education 146 
within this state; an officer or member of any political party 147 
executive committee; the holder of any other public office 148 
or public employment under the government of this state or 149 
any of its political subdivisions; an employee of any 150 
affiliated research corporation created pursuant to article 151 
twelve of this chapter; an employee of any affiliated 152 
foundation organized and operated in support of one or 153 
more state institutions of higher education; or a member of 154 
the council or commission: Provided, That if an appointee 155 
is an employee or board member of an out-of-state higher 156 
education institution, there is no apparent conflict of interest 157 
caused by the individual serving in both capacities.

(B) For a community and technical college, a person is 164 
ineligible for appointment who is an officer, employee or 165 
member of any other board of governors within this state; a 166 
member of a board of visitors of any public institution of 167 
higher education; an employee of any institution of higher 168 
education within this state; an officer or member of any 169 
political party executive committee; the holder of any other 170 
public office, other than an elected county office, or public 171 
employment, other than employment by the county board of 172 
education, under the government of this state or any of its 173 
political subdivisions; an employee of any affiliated 174 
research corporation created pursuant to §18B-12-1 et seq. 175 
of this code; an employee of any affiliated foundation 176 
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organized and operated in support of one or more state 177 
institutions of higher education; or a member of the council 178 
or commission: Provided, That if an appointee is an 179 
employee or board member of an out-of-state higher 180 
education institution, there is no apparent conflict of interest 181 
caused by the individual serving in both capacities.

(2) Before exercising any authority or performing any 187 
duties as a member of a governing board, each member shall 188 
qualify as such by taking and subscribing to the oath of 189 
office prescribed by section five, article IV of the 190 
Constitution of West Virginia and the certificate thereof 191 
shall be filed with the Secretary of State. 192 

(3) A member of a governing board appointed by the 193 
Governor may not be removed from office by the Governor 194 
except for official misconduct, incompetence, neglect of 195 
duty or gross immorality and then only in the manner 196 
prescribed by law for the removal of the state elective 197 
officers by the Governor. 198 

(4) The members of the board of governors serve 199 
without compensation, but are reimbursed for all reasonable 200 
and necessary expenses actually incurred in the 201 
performance of official duties under this article upon 202 
presentation of an itemized sworn statement of expenses. 203 

(5) The president of the institution shall make available 204 
resources of the institution for conducting the business of its 205 
board of governors. All expenses incurred by the board of 206 
governors and the institution under this section are paid 207 
from funds allocated to the institution for that purpose. 208

reenact §31-18-3, §31-18-6, §31-18-22, and §31-18-24 of said 
code; and to amend said code by adding thereto two new 
sections, designated §31-18-20d and §31-18-29, all relating 
generally to the elimination of the West Virginia Affordable 
Housing Trust Fund; transferring current responsibilities and 
duties of West Virginia Housing Trust Fund to the West 
Virginia Housing Development Fund; eliminating the West 
Virginia Affordable Housing Trust Fund and the West 
Virginia Affordable Housing Trust Fund Board of Directors; 
creating Affordable Housing Fund of the West Virginia 
Housing Development Fund and providing for uses therefor; 
providing for assessment of fees on all sales by licensed 
dealers of factory-built homes to be deposited in the 
Affordable Housing Fund of the West Virginia Housing 
Development Fund; providing for assessment of fees upon the 
privilege of transferring real estate for consideration to be 
deposited in the Affordable Housing Fund of the West 
Virginia Housing Development Fund; prohibiting use of 
funds in Affordable Housing Fund from being used to defray 
administrative and operating costs and expenses of Housing 
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Development Fund; defining “Affordable Housing Fund”; 
authorizing the West Virginia Housing Development Fund to 
provide funding to increase the capacity of nonprofit 
community housing organizations; providing for uses of funds 
in the Affordable Housing Fund; providing for disposition of 
the Affordable Housing Fund in the event of termination or 
dissolution of West Virginia Housing Development Fund; 
providing for windup of West Virginia Affordable Housing 
Trust Fund; repealing code related to West Virginia 
Affordable Housing Trust Fund; eliminating obsolete 
language; and making technical corrections. 

Be it enacted by the Legislature of West Virginia: 

CHAPTER 11. TAXATION. 

ARTICLE 15. CONSUMERS SALES AND SERVICE TAX.  

§11-15-4c. Collection of fee in addition to the consumers sales 
tax for sales of mobile factory-built homes; deposit of 
additional fee in West Virginia Affordable Housing Trust 
Fund. 

(a)  There is imposed, in addition to the sales tax 1 
imposed by the provisions of this article and §11-15A-1 et 2 
seq. of this code, a fee of $20 on all sales by licensed dealers 3 
of factory-built homes as that term is defined in §37-15-2 of 4 
this code to be collected as provided in §11-15B -1 et seq. 5 
of this code and remitted to the Tax Commissioner to be 6 
deposited by the commissioner in the Affordable Housing 7 
Fund, as provided in §31-18-20d of this code. 8 

(b) The moneys collected from this additional fee shall 9 
be segregated from other funds of the West Virginia 10 
Housing Development Fund and shall be accounted for 11 
separately. None of these moneys may be expended by the 12 
West Virginia Housing Development Fund to defray 13 
administrative and operating costs and expenses actually 14 
incurred by the West Virginia Housing Development Fund. 15 
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ARTICLE 22. EXCISE TAX ON PRIVILEGE OF 

TRANSFERRING REAL PROPERTY. 

§11-22-2. Rate of tax; when and by whom payable; additional 
county tax. 

(a) Every person who delivers, accepts, or presents for 1 
recording any document, or in whose behalf any document 2 
is delivered, accepted, or presented for recording, is subject 3 
to pay for, and in respect to the transaction or any part 4 
thereof, a state excise tax upon the privilege of transferring 5 
title to real estate at the rate of $1.10 for each $500 value or 6 
fraction thereof as represented by the document as defined 7 
in §11-22-1 of this code. The state tax is payable at the time 8 
of delivery, acceptance, or presenting for recording of the 9 
document. In addition to the state excise tax described in 10 
this subsection, there is assessed a fee of $20 upon the 11 
privilege of transferring real estate for consideration. The 12 
clerk of the county commission shall collect the additional 13 
$20 fee before recording a transfer of title to real estate and 14 
shall deposit the moneys from the additional fees into the 15 
Affordable Housing Fund as provided in §31-18-20d of this 16 
code. The moneys collected from this additional fee shall be 17 
segregated from other funds of the West Virginia Housing 18 
Development Fund and shall be accounted for separately. 19 
None of these moneys may be expended by the West 20 
Virginia Housing Development Fund to defray 21 
administrative and operating costs and expenses actually 22 
incurred by the West Virginia Housing Development Fund. 23 
The West Virginia Housing Development Fund shall 24 
publish monthly on the Internet site an accounting of all 25 
revenue deposited into the fund during the month and a full 26 
disclosure of all expenditures from the fund including the 27 
group receiving funds, their location and any contractor 28 
awarded the construction contract.  29 

(b)  Effective January 1, 1968, and thereafter, there is 30 
imposed an additional county excise tax for the privilege of 31 
transferring title to real estate at the rate of 55 cents for each 32 
$500 value or fraction thereof as represented by such 33 
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document as defined in §11-22-1 of this code, which county 34 
tax shall be payable at the time of delivery, acceptance, or 35 
presenting for recording of such document: Provided, That 36 
after July 1, 1989, the county may increase said excise tax to 37 
an amount equal to the state excise tax. The additional tax 38 
hereby imposed is declared to be a county tax and to be used 39 
for county purposes: Provided, however, That after July 1, 40 
2017, the county may increase the excise tax to an amount 41 
not to exceed $1.65 for each $500 value, or fraction thereof, 42 
as represented by a document as defined in §11-22-1 of this 43 
code: Provided further, That only one such state tax and one 44 
such county tax shall be paid on any one document and shall 45 
be collected in the county where the document is first 46 
admitted to record and the tax shall be paid by the grantor 47 
therein unless the grantee accepts the document without such 48 
tax having been paid, in which event such tax shall be paid 49 
by the grantee: And provided further, That on any transfer of 50 
real property from a trustee or a county clerk transferring real 51 
estate sold for taxes, such tax shall be paid by the grantee. 52 
The county excise tax imposed under this section may not be 53 
increased in any county unless the increase is approved by a 54 
majority vote of the members of the county commission of 55 
such county. Any county commission intending to increase 56 
the excise tax imposed in its county shall publish a notice of 57 
its intention to increase such tax not less than 30 days nor 58 
more than 60 days prior to the meeting at which such increase 59 
will be considered, such notice to be published as a Class I 60 
legal advertisement in compliance with the provisions of §59-61 
3-1 et seq. of this code and the publication area shall be the 62 
county in which such county commission is located. 63 

CHAPTER 31. CORPORATIONS. 

ARTICLE 18. WEST VIRGINIA HOUSING DEVELOPMENT 
FUND. 

§31-18-3. Definitions. 

As used in this article, unless the context otherwise 1 
requires: 2 
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(1) “Affordable Housing Fund” means the affordable 3 
housing fund created and established by the Housing 4 
Development Fund in accordance with §31-18-20d of this 5 
code. 6 

(2) “Annual sinking fund payment” means the amount 7 
of money specified in the resolution or resolutions 8 
authorizing term bonds as payable into a sinking fund 9 
during a particular calendar year for the retirement of term 10 
bonds at maturity after such calendar year, but shall not 11 
include any amount payable by reason only of the maturity 12 
of a bond. 13 

(3) “Development costs” means the costs approved by 14 
the Housing Development Fund as appropriate expenditures 15 
by the Housing Development Fund or by sponsors, for land 16 
development, residential housing, or nonresidential projects 17 
within this state, including, but not limited to: 18 

(a) Payments for options to purchase proposed sites, 19 
necessary easements, and other related property rights, 20 
deposits on contracts of purchase, or, with prior approval of 21 
the Housing Development Fund, payments for the purchase 22 
of such properties; 23 

(b) Legal and organizational expenses, including 24 
payments of attorneys’ fees, utility and governmental 25 
application and filing fees and expenses, project manager 26 
and clerical staff salaries, office rent, and other incidental 27 
expenses; 28 

(c) Payment of fees and expenses for preliminary 29 
feasibility studies and costs estimates and advances for 30 
planning, engineering, and architectural work; 31 

(d) Expenses for tenant surveys and market analyses; 32 
and 33 

(e) Necessary application, approval, and other fees. 34 

(4) “Eligible persons and families” means: 35 
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(a) Persons and families of low and moderate income; 36 
or 37 

(b) Persons or families of higher income to the extent 38 
the Housing Development Fund shall find and determine, 39 
by resolution, that construction of new or rehabilitated 40 
residential housing for occupancy by them will cause to be 41 
vacated existing sanitary, decent, and safe residential 42 
housing available at prices or rentals which persons and 43 
families of low and moderate income can afford; or 44 

(c) Persons or families of higher income to the extent 45 
the Housing Development Fund shall find and determine, 46 
by resolution, that construction of new or rehabilitated 47 
multifamily rental housing or new, rehabilitated, or existing 48 
home ownership housing in the state for occupancy by them 49 
will further economic growth, increase the housing stock in 50 
the state by eliminating substandard or deteriorating 51 
housing conditions, or provide additional housing 52 
opportunities in the state; or 53 

(d) Persons who because of age or physical disability 54 
are found and determined by the Housing Development 55 
Fund, by resolution, to require residential housing of a 56 
special location or design in order to provide them with 57 
sanitary, decent, and safe residential housing; or 58 

(e) Persons and families for whom, as found and 59 
determined by the Housing Development Fund by 60 
resolution, construction of new or rehabilitated residential 61 
housing in some designated area or areas of the state is 62 
necessary for the purpose of retaining in, or attracting to, 63 
such area or areas qualified manpower resources essential 64 
to modern mining, industrial and commercial operations, 65 
and development in such area or areas. 66 

(5) “Federally insured construction loan” means a 67 
construction loan for land development, residential housing, 68 
or nonresidential projects, which are either secured or 69 
guaranteed, in whole or in part, by a federally insured 70 
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mortgage or a federal mortgage, or which are insured or 71 
guaranteed, in whole or in part, by the United States or an 72 
instrumentality thereof, or a commitment by the United 73 
States or an instrumentality thereof to insure such loan. 74 

(6) “Federally insured mortgage” means a mortgage 75 
loan for land development, residential housing, or 76 
nonresidential projects with a commitment by the United 77 
States or an instrumentality thereof to insure or guarantee 78 
such a mortgage. 79 

(7) “Federal mortgage” means a mortgage loan for land 80 
development, residential housing, or nonresidential projects 81 
made by the United States or an instrumentality thereof, or 82 
a commitment by the United States or an instrumentality 83 
thereof to make such a mortgage loan. 84 

(8) “Housing Development Fund” means the West 85 
Virginia Housing Development Fund heretofore created and 86 
established by §31-18-4 of this code. 87 

(9) “Land development” means the process of acquiring 88 
land for residential housing construction or nonresidential 89 
projects or of making, installing, or constructing 90 
improvements, including waterlines and water supply 91 
installations, sewer lines and sewage disposal installations, 92 
steam, gas, telephone, and telecommunications and electric 93 
lines and installations, roads, railroad spurs, docking and 94 
shipping facilities, streets, curbs, gutters, sidewalks, 95 
drainage, and flood control facilities, whether on or off the 96 
site, which the Housing Development Fund deems 97 
necessary or desirable to prepare such land for construction 98 
within this state. 99 

(10) “Land Development Fund” means the land 100 
development fund which may be created and established by 101 
the Housing Development Fund in accordance with §31-18-102 
20a of this code. 103 
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(11) “Minimum bond insurance requirement” means, as 104 
of any particular date of computation, an amount of money 105 
equal to the greatest of the respective amounts, for the then 106 
current or any future calendar year, of annual debt service 107 
of the Housing Development Fund on all outstanding 108 
mortgage finance bonds, such annual debt service for any 109 
calendar year being the amount of money equal to the 110 
aggregate of: (a) All interest payable during such calendar 111 
year on such mortgage finance bonds on said date of 112 
computation; plus (b) the principal amount of such 113 
mortgage finance bonds outstanding which matures during 114 
such calendar year, other than mortgage finance bonds for 115 
which annual sinking fund payments have been or are to be 116 
made in accordance with the resolution authorizing such 117 
bonds; plus (c) the amount of all annual sinking fund 118 
payments payable during such calendar year with respect to 119 
any such mortgage finance bonds, all calculated on the 120 
assumption that bonds will after said date of computation 121 
cease to be outstanding by reason, but only by reason, of the 122 
payment of bonds when due, and the payment when due and 123 
application in accordance with the resolution authorizing 124 
such bonds of all such sinking fund payments payable at or 125 
after said date of computation. 126 

(12) “Mortgage finance bonds” means bonds issued or 127 
to be issued by the Housing Development Fund and secured 128 
by a pledge of amounts payable from the mortgage finance 129 
bond insurance fund in the manner and to the extent 130 
provided in §31-18-20b of this code. 131 

(13) “Mortgage Finance Bond Insurance Fund” means 132 
the special trust fund created and established in the State 133 
Treasury in accordance with §31-18-20b of this code. 134 

(14) “Nonresidential project” means a project in the 135 
state, whether or not directly related to the providing of 136 
residential housing, determined by the Housing 137 
Development Fund as likely to foster and enhance economic 138 
growth and development in the area of the state in which 139 
such project is developed, for retail, commercial, industrial, 140 
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community improvement, or preservation or other proper 141 
purpose, including tourism and recreational housing, land, 142 
air, or water transportation facilities, facilities for vocational 143 
or other training or to provide medical care and other special 144 
needs of persons residing in the state, sports complexes and 145 
cultural, artistic, and other exhibition centers, industrial or 146 
commercial projects and facilities, mail order, wholesale, 147 
and retail sales facilities, and other real or personal 148 
properties including facilities which are owned or leased by 149 
this state, any county or municipality or other public body 150 
within the state, and includes, without limitation, the 151 
process of acquiring, holding, operating, planning, 152 
financing, demolition, construction, renovation, leasing, or 153 
otherwise disposing of such project or any part thereof or 154 
interest therein. Any such project may include appurtenant 155 
machinery and equipment. 156 

(15) “Operating Loan Fund” means the operating loan 157 
fund which may be created and established by the Housing 158 
Development Fund in accordance with §31-18-19 of this 159 
code.  160 

(16) “Persons and families of low and moderate 161 
income” means persons and families, irrespective of race, 162 
creed, national origin, or sex, determined by the Housing 163 
Development Fund to require such assistance as is made 164 
available by this article on account of personal or family 165 
income not sufficient to afford sanitary, decent, and safe 166 
housing, and to be eligible or potentially eligible to occupy 167 
residential housing constructed and financed, wholly or in 168 
part, with federally insured construction loans, federally 169 
insured mortgages, federal mortgages, or with other public 170 
or private assistance, or with uninsured construction loans, 171 
or uninsured mortgage loans, and in making such 172 
determination the fund shall take into account the following: 173 
(a) The amount of the total income of such persons and 174 
families available for housing needs; (b) the size of the 175 
family; (c) the cost and condition of housing facilities 176 
available; (d) the eligibility of such persons and families for 177 
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federal housing assistance of any type predicated upon low 178 
or moderate income basis; and (e) the ability of such persons 179 
and families to compete successfully in the normal housing 180 
market and to pay the amounts at which private enterprise is 181 
providing sanitary, decent, and safe housing: Provided, That 182 
to the extent found and determined by the Housing 183 
Development Fund, by resolution, to be necessary or 184 
appropriate for the purposes of eliminating undesirable social 185 
conditions and permanently eliminating slum conditions, the 186 
income limitation requirements of this article may be waived 187 
as to any persons or families who are eligible to occupy 188 
residential housing constructed in whole, or in part, with 189 
federally insured construction loans, federally insured 190 
mortgages or federal mortgages under housing assistance or 191 
mortgage insurance programs of the United States, or an 192 
instrumentality thereof, predicated upon any low- or 193 
moderate-income basis. 194 

(17) “Residential housing” means a specific work or 195 
improvement within this state undertaken primarily to 196 
provide dwelling accommodations, including the 197 
acquisition, construction, or rehabilitation of land, 198 
buildings, and improvements thereto, for residential 199 
housing for occupancy by eligible persons and families, 200 
including, but not limited to, facilities for temporary 201 
housing and emergency housing, nursing homes and 202 
intermediate care facilities, and such other nonhousing 203 
facilities as may be incidental or appurtenant thereto. 204 

(18) “Special bond insurance commitment fee” means a 205 
fee in the amount of one per centum of the total principal 206 
amount of each loan which is to be temporarily or 207 
permanently financed from the proceeds of mortgage 208 
finance bonds, other than a federally insured construction 209 
loan, a federally insured mortgage or a federal mortgage, or 210 
an amount equal to an equivalent discount on each loan 211 
purchased or invested in by the Housing Development Fund 212 
from the proceeds of mortgage finance bonds, other than a 213 
federally insured construction loan, a federally insured 214 
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mortgage or a federal mortgage, and which may be payable 215 
from the proceeds of such bonds or any other source 216 
available to the Housing Development Fund for such use: 217 
Provided, That if the period of time between the first 218 
disbursement of proceeds of such loan and the date upon 219 
which it is specified that the first repayment of principal of 220 
such a loan shall be payable exceeds 12 months, an 221 
additional amount computed on the basis of one twelfth of 222 
one per centum per month on the total principal amount of 223 
such loan over the number of months of such period of time 224 
in excess of 12 months shall be included in such fee. 225 

(19) “Special bond insurance premium” means: (i) A fee 226 
at the rate of one half of one percent per annum on the 227 
outstanding principal balance which the Housing 228 
Development Fund shall charge the borrower of a mortgage 229 
loan, or of a loan secured by a mortgage, financed from the 230 
proceeds of mortgage finance bonds, other than a federally 231 
insured construction loan, a federally insured mortgage or a 232 
federal mortgage, which shall accrue from a date which is 233 
one month prior to the date on which the first installment 234 
payment of principal of such a loan is payable and which 235 
shall be payable thereafter in monthly installments on the 236 
same day of each successive month that installment 237 
payments of principal of such a loan are payable; and (ii) 238 
with respect to any loan, other than a federally insured 239 
construction loan, a federally insured mortgage or a federal 240 
mortgage, purchased, or invested in with such proceeds, an 241 
equivalent amount which the Housing Development Fund 242 
shall set aside from payments it receives on such loan or 243 
from any other source available to the Housing 244 
Development Fund for such use. 245 

(20) “State sinking fund commission” means the 246 
commission known as such and continued in existence 247 
pursuant to §13-3-1 et seq. of this code and any body, board, 248 
person, or commission which shall, by law, hereafter 249 
succeed to the powers and duties of such commission. 250 
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(21) “Temporary housing” means a specific work or 251 
improvement within this state undertaken primarily to 252 
provide dwelling accommodations, including the 253 
acquisition, construction, or rehabilitation of land, 254 
buildings, and improvements thereto, for temporary 255 
residential housing, including, but not limited to, shelters for 256 
homeless people, housing for victims of floods and other 257 
disasters, shelters for abused or battered persons and their 258 
children, housing for families with hospitalized family 259 
members, housing for students and student families, and 260 
housing for the handicapped and such other nonhousing 261 
facilities as may be incidental or appurtenant thereto. 262 

(22) “Uninsured construction loans” means a 263 
construction loan for land development, residential housing 264 
or nonresidential projects which is not secured by either a 265 
federally insured mortgage or a federal mortgage, and which 266 
is not insured by the United States or an instrumentality 267 
thereof, and as to which there is no commitment by the 268 
United States or an instrumentality thereof to provide 269 
insurance. 270 

(23) “Uninsured mortgage” and “uninsured mortgage 271 
loan” means mortgage loans for land development, 272 
residential housing or nonresidential projects which are not 273 
insured or guaranteed by the United States or an 274 
instrumentality thereof, and as to which there is no 275 
commitment by the United States or an instrumentality 276 
thereof to provide insurance. 277 

§31-18-6. Corporate powers. 

The Housing Development Fund is hereby granted, has 1 
and may exercise all powers necessary or appropriate to 2 
carry out and effectuate its corporate purpose, including, but 3 
not limited to, the following: 4 

(1) To make or participate in the making of federally 5 
insured construction loans to sponsors of land development, 6 
residential housing, or nonresidential projects. Such loans 7 
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shall be made only upon determination by the Housing 8 
Development Fund that construction loans are not otherwise 9 
available, wholly or in part, from private lenders upon 10 
reasonably equivalent terms and conditions; 11 

(2) To make temporary loans, with or without interest, 12 
but with such security for repayment as the Housing 13 
Development Fund determines reasonably necessary and 14 
practicable, from the operating loan fund, if created, 15 
established, organized, and operated in accordance with the 16 
provisions of §31-18-19 of this code, to defray development 17 
costs to sponsors of land development, residential housing, 18 
or nonresidential projects which are eligible or potentially 19 
eligible for federally insured construction loans, federally 20 
insured mortgages, federal mortgages or uninsured 21 
construction loans or uninsured mortgage loans; 22 

(3) To make or participate in the making of long-term 23 
federally insured mortgage loans to sponsors of land 24 
development, residential housing, or nonresidential 25 
projects. Such loans shall be made only upon determination 26 
by the Housing Development Fund that long-term mortgage 27 
loans are not otherwise available, wholly or in part, from 28 
private lenders upon reasonably equivalent terms and 29 
conditions; 30 

(4) To establish residential housing and nonresidential 31 
and land development projects for counties declared to be in 32 
a disaster area by the Federal Emergency Management 33 
Agency or other agency or instrumentality of the United 34 
States or this state; 35 

(5) To accept appropriations, gifts, grants, bequests, and 36 
devises and to utilize or dispose of the same to carry out its 37 
corporate purpose; 38 

(6) To make and execute contracts, releases, 39 
compromises, compositions, and other instruments 40 
necessary or convenient for the exercise of its powers, or to 41 
carry out its corporate purpose; 42 
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(7) To collect reasonable fees and charges in connection 43 
with making and servicing loans, notes, bonds, obligations, 44 
commitments, and other evidences of indebtedness, and in 45 
connection with providing technical, consultative, and 46 
project assistance services; 47 

(8) To invest any funds not required for immediate 48 
disbursement in any of the following securities: 49 

(i) Direct obligations of or obligations guaranteed by the 50 
United States of America or for the payment of the principal 51 
and interest on which the full faith and credit of the United 52 
States of America is pledged; 53 

(ii) Bonds, debentures, notes, or other evidences of 54 
indebtedness issued by any of the following agencies: 55 
Banks for Cooperatives; Federal Intermediate Credit Banks; 56 
Federal Home Loan Bank System; Export-Import Bank of 57 
the United States; Federal Land Banks; Tennessee Valley 58 
Authority; United States Postal Service; Inter-American 59 
Development Bank; International Bank for Reconstruction 60 
and Development; Small Business Administration; 61 
Washington Metropolitan Area Transit Authority; General 62 
Services Administration; Federal Financing Bank; Federal 63 
Home Loan Mortgage Corporation; Student Loan 64 
Marketing Association; Farmer’s Home Administration; the 65 
Federal National Mortgage Association or the Government 66 
National Mortgage Association; or any bond, debenture, 67 
note, participation certificate or other similar obligation to 68 
the extent such obligations are guaranteed by the 69 
Government National Mortgage Association or Federal 70 
National Mortgage Association or are issued by any other 71 
federal agency and backed by the full faith and credit of the 72 
United States of America; 73 

(iii) Public housing bonds issued by public agencies or 74 
municipalities and fully secured as to the payment of both 75 
principal and interest by a pledge of annual contributions 76 
under an annual contributions contract or contracts with the 77 
United States of America; or temporary notes, preliminary 78 
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loan notes, or project notes issued by public agencies or 79 
municipalities, in each case, fully secured as to the payment 80 
of both principal and interest by a requisition or payment 81 
agreement with the United States of America; 82 

(iv) Certificates of deposit, time deposits, investment 83 
agreements, repurchase agreements, or similar banking 84 
arrangements with a member bank or banks of the federal 85 
reserve system or a bank the deposits of which are insured 86 
by the federal deposit insurance corporation, or its 87 
successor, or a savings and loan association or savings bank 88 
the deposits of which are insured by the federal savings and 89 
loan insurance corporation, or its successor, or government 90 
bond dealers reporting to, trading with and recognized as 91 
primary dealers by a federal reserve bank: Provided, That 92 
such investments shall only be made to the extent insured 93 
by the Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation or the Federal 94 
Savings and Loan Insurance Corporation or to the extent 95 
that the principal amount thereof shall be fully collateralized 96 
by obligations which are authorized investments for the 97 
Housing Development Fund pursuant to this section; 98 

(v) Direct obligations of or obligations guaranteed by 99 
the State of West Virginia; 100 

(vi) Direct and general obligations of any other state, 101 
municipality, or other political subdivision within the 102 
territorial United States: Provided, That at the time of their 103 
purchase, such obligations are rated in either of the two 104 
highest rating categories by a nationally recognized bond-105 
rating agency; 106 

(vii) Any bond, note, debenture, or annuity issued by 107 
any corporation organized and operating within the United 108 
States: Provided, That such corporation shall have a 109 
minimum net worth of $15 million and its securities or its 110 
parent corporation’s securities are listed on one or more of 111 
the national stock exchanges: Provided, however, That: (1) 112 
Such corporation has earned a profit in eight of the 113 
preceding 10 fiscal years as reflected in its statements; and 114 
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(2) such corporation has not defaulted in the payment of 115 
principal or interest on any of its outstanding funded 116 
indebtedness during its preceding 10 fiscal years; and (3) 117 
the bonds, notes, or debentures of such corporation to be 118 
purchased are rated “AA” or the equivalent thereof or better 119 
than “AA” or the equivalent thereof by at least two or more 120 
nationally recognized rating services such as Standard and 121 
Poor’s, Dunn & Bradstreet, Best’s, or Moody’s; 122 

(viii) If entered into solely for the purpose of reducing 123 
investment, interest rate, liquidity, or other market risks in 124 
relation to obligations issued or to be issued or owned or to 125 
be owned by the Housing Development Fund, options, 126 
futures contracts (including index futures but exclusive of 127 
commodities futures, options, or other contracts), standby 128 
purchase agreements or similar hedging arrangements listed 129 
by a nationally recognized securities exchange or a 130 
corporation described in §31-18-6(8)(vii) of this code; 131 

(ix) Certificates, shares, or other interests in mutual 132 
funds, unit trusts or other entities registered under section 133 
eight of the United States Investment Company Act of 1940, 134 
but only to the extent that the terms on which the underlying 135 
investments are to be made prevent any more than a minor 136 
portion of the pool which is being invested in to consist of 137 
obligations other than investments permitted pursuant to 138 
this section; and 139 

(x) To the extent not inconsistent with the express 140 
provisions of this section, obligations of the West Virginia 141 
State Board of Investments or any other obligation 142 
authorized as an investment for the West Virginia State 143 
Board of Investments under §12-6-1 et seq. of this code or 144 
for a public housing authority under §16-15-1 et seq. of this 145 
code; 146 

(9) To sue and be sued; 147 

(10) To have a seal and alter the same at will; 148 
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(11) To make, and from time to time, amend, and repeal 149 
bylaws and rules and regulations not inconsistent with the 150 
provisions of this article; 151 

(12) To appoint such officers, employees, and 152 
consultants as it deems advisable and to fix their 153 
compensation and prescribe their duties; 154 

(13) To acquire, hold, and dispose of real and personal 155 
property for its corporate purposes; 156 

(14) To enter into agreements or other transactions with 157 
any federal or state agency, any person and any domestic or 158 
foreign partnership, corporation, association, or 159 
organization; 160 

(15) To acquire real property, or an interest therein, in 161 
its own name, by purchase or foreclosure, where such 162 
acquisition is necessary or appropriate to protect any loan in 163 
which the Housing Development Fund has an interest and 164 
to sell, transfer, and convey any such property to a buyer 165 
and, in the event of such sale, transfer, or conveyance cannot 166 
be effected with reasonable promptness or at a reasonable 167 
price, to lease such property to a tenant; 168 

(16) To purchase or sell, at public or private sale, any 169 
mortgage or other negotiable instrument or obligation 170 
securing a construction, rehabilitation, improvement, land 171 
development, mortgage, or temporary loan; 172 

(17) To procure insurance against any loss in connection 173 
with its property in such amounts, and from such insurers, 174 
as may be necessary or desirable; 175 

(18) To consent, whenever it deems it necessary or 176 
desirable in the fulfillment of its corporate purpose, to the 177 
modification of the rate of interest, time of payment or any 178 
installment of principal or interest, or any other terms, of 179 
mortgage loan, mortgage loan commitment, construction 180 
loan, rehabilitation loan, improvement loan, temporary 181 
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loan, contract, or agreement of any kind to which the 182 
Housing Development Fund is a party; 183 

(19) To make and publish rules and regulations 184 
respecting its federally insured mortgage lending, uninsured 185 
mortgage lending, construction lending, rehabilitation 186 
lending, improvement lending and lending to defray 187 
development costs and any such other rules and regulations 188 
as are necessary to effectuate its corporate purpose; 189 

(20) To borrow money to carry out and effectuate its 190 
corporate purpose and to issue its bonds or notes as evidence 191 
of any such borrowing in such principal amounts and upon 192 
such terms as shall be necessary to provide sufficient funds 193 
for achieving its corporate purpose, except that no notes 194 
shall be issued to mature more than 10 years from date of 195 
issuance and no bonds shall be issued to mature more than 196 
50 years from date of issuance; 197 

(21) To issue renewal notes, to issue bonds to pay notes 198 
and, whenever it deems refunding expedient, to refund any 199 
bonds by the issuance of new bonds, whether the bonds to 200 
be refunded have or have not matured except that no such 201 
renewal notes shall be issued to mature more than 10 years 202 
from date of issuance of the notes renewed and no such 203 
refunding bonds shall be issued to mature more than 50 204 
years from the date of issuance; 205 

(22) To apply the proceeds from the sale of renewal 206 
notes or refunding bonds to the purchase, redemption, or 207 
payment of the notes or bonds to be refunded; 208 

(23) To make grants and provide technical services to 209 
assist in the purchase or other acquisition, planning, 210 
processing, design, construction, or rehabilitation, 211 
improvement, or operation of residential housing, 212 
nonresidential projects, or land development: Provided, That 213 
no such grant or other financial assistance shall be provided 214 
except upon a finding by the Housing Development Fund that 215 
such assistance and the manner in which it will be provided 216 
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will preserve and promote residential housing in this state or 217 
the interests of this state in maintaining or increasing 218 
employment or the tax base; 219 

(24) To provide project assistance services for 220 
residential housing, nonresidential projects, and land 221 
development, including, but not limited to, management, 222 
training, and social and other services; 223 

(25) To promote research and development in scientific 224 
methods of constructing low-cost land development, 225 
residential housing, or nonresidential projects of high 226 
durability including grants, loans, or equity contributions 227 
for research and development purposes: Provided, That no 228 
such grant or other financial assistance shall be provided 229 
except upon a finding by the Housing Development Fund 230 
that such assistance and the manner in which it will be 231 
provided will preserve and promote residential housing in 232 
this state or the interests of this state in maintaining and 233 
increasing employment and the tax base; 234 

(26) With the proceeds from the issuance of notes or 235 
bonds of the Housing Development Fund, including, but not 236 
limited to, mortgage finance bonds, or with other funds 237 
available to the Housing Development Fund for such 238 
purpose, to participate in the making of or to make loans to 239 
mortgagees approved by the Housing Development Fund 240 
and take such collateral security therefor as is approved by 241 
the Housing Development Fund and to invest in, purchase, 242 
acquire, sell, or participate in the sale of, or take 243 
assignments of, notes and mortgages, evidencing loans for 244 
the construction, rehabilitation, improvement, purchase, or 245 
refinancing of land development, residential housing, or 246 
nonresidential projects in this state: Provided, That the 247 
Housing Development Fund shall obtain such written 248 
assurances as shall be satisfactory to it that the proceeds of 249 
such loans, investments, or purchases will be used, as nearly 250 
as practicable, for the making of or investment in long-term 251 
federally insured mortgage loans or federally insured 252 
construction loans, uninsured mortgage loans, or uninsured 253 
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construction loans, for land development, residential 254 
housing, or nonresidential projects or that other moneys in 255 
an amount approximately equal to such proceeds shall be 256 
committed and used for such purpose; 257 

(27) To make or participate in the making of uninsured 258 
construction loans for land development, residential 259 
housing or nonresidential projects. Such loans shall be made 260 
only upon determination by the Housing Development Fund 261 
that construction loans are not otherwise available, wholly 262 
or in part, from private lenders upon reasonably equivalent 263 
terms and conditions; 264 

(28) To make or participate in the making of long-term 265 
uninsured mortgage loans for land development, residential 266 
housing, or nonresidential projects. Such loans shall be 267 
made only upon determination by the Housing 268 
Development Fund that long-term mortgage loans are not 269 
otherwise available, wholly or in part, from private lenders 270 
upon reasonably equivalent terms and conditions; 271 

(29) To obtain options to acquire real property, or any 272 
interest therein, in its own name, by purchase, or lease or 273 
otherwise, which is found by the Housing Development 274 
Fund to be suitable, or potentially suitable, as a site, or as 275 
part of a site, for land development or the construction of 276 
residential housing or nonresidential projects; to hold such 277 
real property or to acquire by purchase or otherwise and to 278 
transfer by sale or otherwise any ownership or equity 279 
interests in any other legal entity which holds such real 280 
property; to finance the performance of land development, 281 
residential housing, or nonresidential projects on or in 282 
connection with any such real property or to perform land 283 
development, residential housing, or nonresidential projects 284 
on or in connection with any such real property; to own, 285 
operate, and sponsor or participate in the sponsorship of 286 
land development, residential housing, or nonresidential 287 
projects; or to sell, transfer and convey, lease, or otherwise 288 
dispose of such real property, or lots, tracts, or parcels of 289 
such real property, for such prices, upon such terms, 290 
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conditions, and limitations, and at such time or times as the 291 
Housing Development Fund shall determine; 292 

(30) To make loans, with or without interest, but with 293 
such security for repayment as the Housing Development 294 
Fund determines reasonably necessary and practicable from 295 
the land development fund, if created, established, 296 
organized, and operated in accordance with the provisions 297 
of §31-18-20a of this code, to sponsors of land 298 
development, to defray development costs and other costs 299 
of land development; 300 

(31) To exercise all of the rights, powers, and authorities 301 
of a public housing authority as set forth and provided in 302 
§16-15-1 et seq. of this code, in any area or areas of the state 303 
which the Housing Development Fund shall determine by 304 
resolution to be necessary or appropriate; 305 

(32) To provide assistance to urban renewal projects in 306 
accordance with the provisions of §16-18-28 of this code 307 
and in so doing to exercise all of the rights, powers, and 308 
authorities granted in this article or in said article, in and for 309 
any communities of the state which the Housing 310 
Development Fund shall determine by resolution to be 311 
necessary or appropriate; 312 

(33) To make or participate in the making of loans for 313 
the purpose of rehabilitating or improving existing 314 
residential and temporary housing or nonresidential 315 
projects, or to owners of existing residential or temporary 316 
housing for occupancy by eligible persons and families for 317 
the purpose of rehabilitating or improving such residential 318 
or temporary housing or nonresidential projects and, in 319 
connection therewith, to refinance existing loans involving 320 
the same property. Such loans shall be made only upon 321 
determination by the Housing Development Fund that 322 
rehabilitation or improvement loans are not otherwise 323 
available, wholly or in part, from private lenders upon 324 
reasonably equivalent terms and conditions; 325 
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(34) Whenever the Housing Development Fund deems 326 
it necessary in order to exercise any of its powers set forth 327 
in §31-18-6(29) of this code, and upon being unable to agree 328 
with the owner or owners of real property or interest therein 329 
sought to be acquired by the fund upon a price for 330 
acquisition of private property not being used or operated 331 
by the owner in the production of agricultural products, to 332 
exercise the powers of eminent domain in the acquisition of 333 
such real property or interest therein in the manner provided 334 
under §54-1-1 et seq. of this code, and the purposes set forth 335 
in said subdivision are hereby declared to be public 336 
purposes for which private property may be taken. For the 337 
purposes of this section, the determination of “use or 338 
operation by the owner in the production of agricultural 339 
products” means that the principal use of such real estate is 340 
for the production of food and fiber by agricultural 341 
production other than forestry, and the fund shall not initiate 342 
or exercise any powers of eminent domain without first 343 
receiving an opinion in writing from both the Governor and 344 
the Commissioner of Agriculture of this state that at the time 345 
the fund had first attempted to acquire such real estate or 346 
interest therein, such real estate or interest therein was not 347 
in fact being used or operated by the owner in the production 348 
of agricultural products; 349 

(35) To acquire, by purchase or otherwise, and to hold, 350 
transfer, sell, assign, pool, or syndicate, or participate in the 351 
syndication of, any loans, notes, mortgages, securities, or 352 
debt instruments collateralized by mortgages or interests in 353 
mortgages or other instruments evidencing loans or equity 354 
interests in or for the construction, rehabilitation, 355 
improvement, renovation, purchase, or refinancing of land 356 
development, residential housing, and nonresidential 357 
projects in this state;  358 

(36) To form one or more nonprofit corporations, whose 359 
board of directors shall be the same as the board of directors 360 
of the Housing Development Fund, which shall be 361 
authorized and empowered to carry out any or all of the 362 
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corporate powers or purposes of the Housing Development 363 
Fund, including, without limitation, acquiring limited or 364 
general partnership interests and other forms of equity 365 
ownership; 366 

(37)  To receive and compile data into an electronic 367 
database and make available the raw mortgage foreclosure 368 
data that is required to be reported to county clerks by 369 
trustees pursuant to the provisions of §38-1-8a of this code, 370 
including all data that has been received by the banking 371 
commissioner pursuant to §31A-2-4c(a) of this code, as of 372 
the effective date of the amendments made to said section 373 
during the regular session of the 2010 Legislature. This 374 
information shall be periodically forwarded by county 375 
clerks to the Housing Development Fund, in accordance 376 
with the provisions of §44-13-4a of this code; and 377 

(38) Provide funding to increase the capacity of 378 
nonprofit community housing organizations to serve their 379 
communities. 380 

§31-18-20d. Affordable Housing Fund. 

(a) There is hereby created and established a special 1 
fund to be designated as the Affordable Housing Fund into 2 
which the Housing Development Fund shall deposit the 3 
funds received pursuant to §11-15-4c and §11-22-2 of this 4 
code. Such funds shall be governed, administered, and 5 
accounted for by the Housing Development Fund as a 6 
special purpose account separate and distinct from any other 7 
moneys, fund or funds owned or managed by the Housing 8 
Development Fund. Additionally, the Housing 9 
Development Fund shall deposit an additional amount at 10 
least equal to the funds received pursuant to §31-18-29 of 11 
this code. The moneys deposited in such fund may be 12 
invested and reinvested by the Housing Development Fund 13 
as authorized under §31-18-6(8) of this code. 14 

(b) The Housing Development Fund shall use the 15 
moneys from the Affordable Housing Fund to make, or 16 
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participate in the making of, loans or grants for eligible 17 
activities that shall include, but not be limited to: 18 

(1) Providing funds for new construction, rehabilitation, 19 
repair, or acquisition of housing to assist low or moderate 20 
income citizens including land and land improvements; 21 

(2) Providing matching funds for federal housing 22 
moneys requiring a local or state match; 23 

(3) Providing funds for administrative costs for housing 24 
assistance programs or nonprofit organizations eligible for 25 
funding pursuant to §31-18-20d(c) of this code if the grants 26 
or loans provided will substantially increase the recipient’s 27 
access to housing funds or increase its capacity to supply 28 
affordable housing; 29 

(4) Providing loan guarantees and other financial 30 
mechanisms to facilitate the provision of housing products 31 
or services; 32 

(5) Providing funds for down payments, closing costs, 33 
foreclosure prevention, home ownership counseling, and 34 
security bonds which facilitate the construction, 35 
rehabilitation, repair, or acquisition of housing by low to 36 
moderate income citizens; 37 

(6) Providing risk underwriting products not provided 38 
by private sector entities to facilitate broader accessibility 39 
of citizens to other federal or state housing funds or loan 40 
programs. The products shall be established using 41 
professional risk underwriting standards and separate 42 
corporate vehicles may be created and capitalized by the 43 
Housing Development Fund to provide the products; and 44 

(7) Providing start-up funds for initial operational 45 
expenses of local government programs to reduce 46 
substandard housing or inappropriate land use patterns. 47 

(c) Organizations eligible for funding from the 48 
Affordable Housing Fund include: (1) Local governments; 49 
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(2) local government housing authorities; (3) nonprofit 50 
organizations recognized as exempt from federal income tax 51 
under Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code, as 52 
amended, codified in 26 U.S.C. § 501(c)(3), and which are 53 
organized and operated exclusively for charitable purposes 54 
within the meaning of that section, and in accordance with 55 
those purposes provide assistance to low or moderate 56 
income citizens of this state; and (4) regional or statewide 57 
housing assistance organizations that have been recognized 58 
as exempt under Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue 59 
Code, as amended, and which provide assistance to low and 60 
moderate income or low income citizens of this state. 61 

§31-18-22. Termination or dissolution. 

Upon the termination or dissolution, all rights and 1 
properties of the Housing Development Fund, including the 2 
Operating Loan Fund, the Land Development Fund, the 3 
Mortgage Finance Bond Insurance Fund, and the 4 
Affordable Housing Fund, shall pass to and be vested in the 5 
State of West Virginia, subject to the rights of bondholders, 6 
lienholders, and other creditors. 7 

§31-18-24. Annual audit; reports to Joint Committee on 
Government and Finance; information to joint committee 
or legislative Auditor. 

The Housing Development Fund shall cause an annual 1 
audit to be made by an independent certified public 2 
accountant of its books, accounts, and records, with respect 3 
to its receipts, disbursements, contracts, mortgages, leases, 4 
assignments, loans, and all other matters relating to its 5 
financial operations, including those of the Operating Loan 6 
Fund, the Land Development Fund, and the Mortgage 7 
Finance Bond Insurance Fund. The person performing such 8 
audit shall furnish copies of the audit report to the 9 
commissioner of finance and administration, where they 10 
shall be placed on file and made available for inspection by 11 
the general public. The person performing such audit shall 12 
also furnish copies of the audit report to the Speaker of the 13 
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House of Delegates, the President of the Senate, and the 14 
majority and minority leaders of both houses. 15 

In addition to the foregoing annual audit report, the 16 
Housing Development Fund shall also render every six 17 
months to the Joint Committee on Government and Finance 18 
a report setting forth in detail a complete analysis of the 19 
activities, indebtedness, receipts, and financial affairs of 20 
such fund and the Operating Loan Fund, the Land 21 
Development Fund, Affordable Housing Fund, and the 22 
Mortgage Finance Bond Insurance Fund. Upon demand, the 23 
Housing Development Fund shall also submit to the Joint 24 
Committee on Government and Finance or the Legislative 25 
Auditor any other information requested by such committee 26 
or the Legislative Auditor. 27 

§31-18-29. Dissolution of West Virginia Affordable Housing 
Trust Fund. 

Upon termination of the West Virginia Affordable 1 
Housing Trust Fund, the Housing Development Fund shall 2 
provide for the payment of all debts, obligations, or expenses 3 
of the Affordable Housing Trust Fund, and all assets 4 
remaining in the Affordable Housing Trust Fund shall be 5 
transferred to the West Virginia Housing Development Fund. 6
