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INTRODUCTION

This edition of the Hand Book contains many new and a complete
revision of its old features. Being a publication that is fostered by the
Legislature, it has been deemed proper to amplify the legislative division
materially by adding a carefully prepared and alphabetically arranged
list of all the men who have served in the State Senate and House of
Delegates from the time the State was formed down to the present, with
the districts or counties represented and the periods of service. This
table begins on page 278 and ends on page 317, and to it reference often
will be had. .

Comparative election tables showing the vote for President and State
officers in 1920-1916 and the vote for members of Congress and the State
Senate in 1920-1918 have been made up and appear in this issue, together
with census statistics covering counties and minor civil divisions for
1900, 1910 and 1920, and specially arranged tables showing the composi-
tion and characteristics of West Virginia population, by counties, in 1920,
and similar tables for cities of 10,000 inhabitants or more and between
2,500 and 10,000.

In addition to the recent history of the several departments of the
State government, carefully prepared digests are published. covering the
school laws, the game and fish law. the prohibition law and the road
law; also, articles on the Good Roads Campaign in 1920; the American
Red Cross, its work abroad, at home, and especially in West Virginia;
the State Capitals and its Capitols; the Reorganization of the West Vir-
ginia National Guard and the American Constitutional Association, all
of which were prepared by special contributors.

The editor and compiler expresses his appreciation of the hearty co-
operation of heads of departments, the heads of State institutions. circuit
and county clerks, chairmen of political committees and the special
writers employed in the production of this work.

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DECLARATION OF INDEPENDENCE.

In Congress July 4, 1776.

The Unanimous Declaration of the Thirteen United States of America.
(Adopted by the Continental Congress July 2, and authentlcated and proclalmed
. July 4, 1776.) ‘

When in the course of human events it becomes necessary for one people to
dissolve the political bonds which have connected them with another, and to
assume among the powers of the earth the separate and equal statlon to which
the laws of nature and of nature’'s God entitled them. a decent respect to the
opinions of mankind requires that they should declare the causes which jimpel
them to the separation.

We hold these truths to be self-evident thdt all men are created equal; that
they are endowed by their Creator with certain unalienable rights; that among
these are life, liberty and the pursuit of happiness; that to secure these rights
governments are instituted among men, deriving their just powers from the con-
sent of the governed: that. whenever any form of government becomes destructive
of these ends, it is the right of the people to alter or abolish it, and to institute
a new government. laying its foundation on such principles. and organizing f{ts
powers in such form, as to them shall seem most likely to effect their safety and
happiness. Prudence, jndeed. will dictate that governments long established should
not be changed for light and transient causes; and. accordingly, ail experience
hath shown that mankind are more disposed to suffer, while evils are sufferable
than t oright themselves by abolishing the forms to which they are accustomed.
But when a long train of abuses and usurpations. pursuing invariably the same
object, evinces a design to reduce them under absolute despotism, it is their right, it
is their duty, to throw off such government, and to provide new guards for their
future security. Such has been the patient sufferance of these colonies. and such
is now the necessity which constrains them to aiter their former systems of gov-
ernment. The history of the present king of Great Britain is a history of repeated
injuries and usurpations, all having in direct object the establishment of an
absolute tyranny over these states. To prove this, let facts be submitted to a
candld world:

e has refused his assent to laws the most wholesome and necessary for the
public good.

He has forbidden his governors to pass laws of immediate and pressing im-
portance, unless suspended in their operation till his assent should be obtdined.
and. when so suspended, he has utterly nceglected to attend to them.

e has refused to pass other laws for the accommodartion of large distrlets of
people, unless these people would relinguish the right of representation in the
legislature—-a right inestimable to them, and formldable to tyrants only.

ITe has called together legislative buodies at places unusual. uncomfortable. and
dlstant from the repository of their public records, for the sole purpose of fatizulng
them into compliance with his measures.

e has  dissolved representative houses repeatedly for opposing. with manly
firmness, hls invasion on the rights of the people,

e has refused for a long time after such dissolutions. to c¢ause others to be
elected i whereby the legislative powers. incapable of annihilation. have returned
to the people at large for their exercise: the state remalning, in the meantime,
oxposed to ail the dangers of invasion from without and convulsions within.

1le has endeavored to prevent the population of these states. for that purpose
obstructing the law for naturalization of foreigners: refusing to pass others to
cencourage their migration hither and raising the conditions of new appropriations
of lands.

1le has obstructed the administratlon of justice by refusing his assent to laws
for establishing judiciary powers.
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IHe has made judges dependent on his will alone for the tenure of their offices
and the amount and payment of their salaries.

He has crected a multitude of new offices, and sent hlther swarms of officers
to harass our people and eat out their substance.

He has kept among us, in times of peace, standing armies, without the consent
of our legislatures.

He has effected to render the military independent of, and superior to, the clvll
power.

Ile has combined with others to subject us to a jurisdiction foreign to our con-
stltutlon and unacknowledged by our laws, giving his assent to their acts of pre-
tended legislation—

For quartering large bodies of armed troops among us;

For protecting them, by a mock trial, from punishment for any murders which
they should commit on the inhabitants of these states;

For cutting off our trade with all parts of the world;

For imposing taxes on us without our consent;

For depriving us. in many cases, of the beneflts of trial by jury;

FFor transporting us beyond seas, to be tried for pretended offenses;

For abolishing the free system of English laws in a neighboring province; estab-
iishing therein an arbitrary government, and enlarging its boundaries, so as to
render it at once an example and fit instrument for lntroduclng the same absolute
rule into these colonies;

I'or taking away our charters, abolishing our most valuable laws, and alterlng
fundamentally the forms of our governments;

FFor suspending our own legislatures, and declaring themselves invested with
power to legislate for us in all cases whatsoever.

He has abdicated government here by declaring us out of ‘his protection and
waging war against us.

He has plundered our seas, ravaged our coasts, burnt our towns, and destroyed
the lives of our people.

Fle is, at this time, transporting large armies of foreign mercenaries’to com-
plete the works of death, desolation and tyranny, already begun, with circumstances
of cruclty, and perfidy scarcely paralleled in the most barbarous ages, and totally
unworthy the head of a civilized nation,

He has constrained our fellow-citizens, taken captive on the high seas, to bear
arms against their country, to become the executioners of their friends and
brethren, or to fall themselves by their hands.

He has excited domestic insurrection amongst us, and has endeavored to bring
on the lnhabitants of our frontiers the merciless Indian savages, whose known rule
of warfare is an undistinguished destruction of all ages, sexes and conditions.

In every stage of these oppressions we have petitioned for redress, in the most
humble terms; our repeated petitions have been answered only by repeated injury.
A prince whose character is thus marked by every act which may define a tyrant
is unfit to be the ruler of a free people.

Nor have we been wanting in attentions to our British brethren. We have
warped them, from time to time of attempts, by their legislature, to extend an
unwarrantable jurisdiction over us. We have reminded them of the circumstances
of our cmigratlon and settlement here. *We have appealed to their native justice
and magnanimity; and we have conjured them, by the ties of our common kin-
dred, to disavow these usurpations, which would inevitably interrupt our conncec-
tions and correspondence. They, too, have been deaf to the volce of justice and
of consanguinity. We must, therefore, acquiesce in the necessity which renounces
our separation, and hold them, as we hold the rest of mankind, enemies in war.
in peace friends.

We. therefore, the representatives of the United States of Amerlca, in general
congress assembled, appealing to the Supreme Judge of the world for the rectitude
of our intentions, do in the name and by tho authority of the good pcople of thcse
colonles, solemnly publish and declare, that these unlted colonies are, and of right
ought to be, free and independent states; that they are absolved from ail allegiance
to the British crown, and that ail politlcal connection between them and the state
of Great Brltaln is. and ought to he, totally dissolved; and that, as free and
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independent states, they have full power to levy war, conclude peace, contract
alllances, establish commerce, and do all other acts and things which independent
states may of right do. And for the support of this declaration, with a firm
reltance on the protection of Divine Providence, we mutally pledge to each other
our lives, our fortunes, and our sacred honor.

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LINCOLN AT GETTYSBURG

LINCOLN’'S GETTYSBURG
ADDRESS

Fourscore and seven years ago our fathers brought forth upon this
continent a new nation, conceived in liberty, and dedicated to the propo-
sition that all men are created equal. Now we are engaged in a great
civil war, testing whether that nation, or any nation so conceived and
so dedicated, can long endure. We are met on a great battlefield of that
war. We have come to dedicate a portion of that field as a final resting-
place of those who here gave their lives that that nation might live. It
is altogether fitting and proper that we should do this. But in a larger
sense we cannot dedicate, we cannot consecrate, we cannot hallow this
ground.” The brave men, living and dead, who struggled here, have
consecrated it far above our power to add or detract. The world will
little note, nor long remember, what we say here, but it can never forget
what they did here. It is for us, the living, rather to be dedicated here
to the unfinished work which they who fought here have thus far so nobly
advanced. It is rather for us to be here dedicated to the great task re-
maining before us, that from these honored dead we take increased devo-
tion to that cause for which they gave the last full measure of devotion;
that we here highly resolve that these dead shall not have died in vain;
that this nation, under God, shall have a new birth of freedom; and that
government of the people, by the people, and for the people, shall not
perish from the earth.




THE CONSTITUTION OF THE UNITED STATES OF AMERICA.*

[This Constitution went into operation on the first Wednesday in March, 17S9, 5,
Wheat. 420, and jis identical as to spelling, punctuation, and capitalization,
with the original document on file at YWashington.]

PREAMBLE.

WE THE PEOPLE of the Unlted States, in Order to form a more perfect Unlon,
establish Justice. insure domestic Tranquility, provlde for the common «efense,
promote the general Welfare, and secure the Blessings of Liberty to ourselves and
our Posterity, do ordain and establish this CONSTITUTION for the Unlted States
of America.

ARTICLE L.
Legislative Power Vested in Congress.

Sectlon 1. All legislative Powers hereln granted shall Le v-ested in a Congress
of the L'nlte_d States, which shall consist of a Senate and House of Representatives.

*In May, 17S5, a committee of Congress made a report recommending an altera-
tion in the Articles of Confederation, but no action was taken on it, and it was
left to the State Legislatures to proceed in the matter. In January, 1786, the
Legislature of Virginia passed a resolution providing for the appointment of five
commissioners. who, or any three of them, should meet such commissioners as
might be appolnted in other States of the Dmon at a time and place to Le agreed
upon, to take into consideration the trzde of the United States; to consider how
far a uniform system in their commercial regulations may be necessnrg to their
common interest and their permanent harmony; and to report to the several
States such an act, relative to this great object, as, when ratified by them will
enable the United States in Congress effectually to provide for the same. The
Virginia commissioners, after some correspondence, fixed the first Monday in
September as the time, and the city of Annapolis as the place for the meeting,
but only four States were represented, viz: Delaware. New York, New Jersey and
Pennsylvania: the commissioners appointed by Massachusetts. New Hampshire,
*North Carollna and Rhode Island failed to attend. Under the circumstances of
so partlal a representatlon, the commissioners present agreed upon a report (drawn
by Mr. Hamilton, of New York). expressing their unanimous conviction that it
might esseutially tend to advance the interests of the Union if the States by which
they were respectively delegzated would concur. and use their endeavors to procure
the concurrence of the other States. in the appointment of commissioners to meet
at Phlladelphla on the second Monday of May following, to take into consideration
the situatlon of the United States: to devise such further provisions as should
appear to them necessary to render the Constitution of the Federal government
adequate to the exezencles of the Tnion: and to report such act for that pur-
pose to the United States in Consgress assembled as. when agreed to by them and
afterwards confirmed by the Legislature of every State, would efTectlvely pro-
vide for the same.

Congress, on the 21st of February, 1787, adopted a resolution in favor of a conven-
tion and the Legislatures of those States which had not already done so (with the
exception of Rhode Island), promptly appointed delegates. On the 25th of May,
seven States having convened. George Washington, of Virginia. was unanimousiy
elected President, and the conslderatiou of the proposed constitution was com-
menced. On the 17th of September, 1787, the Constitution as engrossed and agreed
upon was signed by all the mewmbers present, except Mr. Gerry, of Massachusetts,
and Messrs. Mason and Randolph, of Virginia. The President of the convention
transmitted it to cougress, with a resolution stating how the proposed [Federal
Government should be put in operation, and an cxplanatory letter. Congress, on
the 2Sth of September. 1787, directed the Constitution so framed. with the resolu-
tions and letter concerning the same. to be transmitted to the several Legislatures
in order to be submltted to a conveutlon of delegzates chosen ln each State by the
people thercof, in conformity to the resolves of the convention.’

n the 4th of March, 1780. the day which had been fixed for commencing the
opcratlons of Government under the new Coustltution. it had been ratified by the
cou\'onllon chosen in cach State, to consider it, as follows: Declaware, December
7. 1787;_ Pennsylvanla, December 12, 1787 New Jersey, December 1S, 17873
Georgia, Janunry 2% 1788 Connectlcut January 9, 17SS; Massachusett%, February
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Composition of the House of Representatives.

Section 2. 1. The House of Representatives shall be composed of Members chosen
every second Year by the People of the several States, and the Electors in each
State shall have the qualifications requisite for Electors of the most numerous
Branch of the State Legislature.

Qualifications of Representatives.

2. No person shall be a Representative who shall not have attained to the Age
of twenty-fire Years, and been seven Years a Citizen of the United States, and who
shall not, when elected, be an Inhabitant of that State in which he shall be
chosen.

Apportionment of Representatives and Direct Taxes—Census.

3. *[Representatives and direct Taxes sball be apportioned among the several
States which may be included within this Union, according to their respective Num-
bers, which shall be determined Ly adding to the whole Number of free Persons,
including those bound to Service for a Term of Years, and excluding Indians not
taxed, three fifths, of all other Persons.] The actual Enumeration shall be made
within three Years after the first Meceting of Congress of the United States, and
within every subsequent Term of ten Years, in such Manner as they shall by Law
direct. The Number of Representatives shall not exceed one for every thirty
Thousand, but each State shall have at Least one Representative; and until such
enumeration shall be made, the State of New Hampshire sball be entitled to chuse
three, Massachusetts eight, Rhode Island and Providence Plantations one, Connect-
fcut filve, New York six, New Jersey four, Pennsylvania ecight, Delaware one,
Maryland six, Virginia ten, North Carolina five, South Carolina five, and Georgia
three.

Filling of Vacancies in Representation.

4. When vacancies bhappen in the Representation from any State, the Executive
Authority thereof shall issue Writs of Election to filll such vacancies.

Selection of Officers—Power of Impeachment,

5. The House of Representatives shall cbuse their Speaker and other Officers;
and shall have the sole Power of Impeachment,

Of the Senate.

Section 3. 1. 1[The Senate of the United States shall be composed of two Senators
from each State, chosen by the Legislature thereof, for six Years; and each Senator
shall have one Vote.]

Classification of Senators—Filing of Vacancies.

2. Immediately after they shall be assembled {n Consequence of the first Election,
they shall be divided as equally as may be into three Classes. The Seats of the
Senators of the first Class sball be vacated at the Expiration of the second Year,

6, 1788; Maryland, April 28, 1788; South Carolina, May 23, 1788; New Hamp-
shire, June 21, 1788; Vlrgin!n, Juue 26, 1788; and New 'fork July 26, 1788.
The President informed Congress, on the '28th ot Jnnuury 1790, that North Car-
olina bad ratified the Constftution November 21, 1789; and he informed Congress
on the 1st of June, 1790, that Rhode Island bhad ratifed the Constitution May 29,
1789. Vermont, in convention, ratified the Constitution Januvary 10, 1789, and
was, by an act ot Congress npproved IPebruary 19, 1791, ‘“‘received and admitted
into this Union as a new and entire member of the Unlted States.”

*The clause included in brackets 18 amended by the fourteenth amendment,
second section.

The first paragrapb of Section 3, of Article I, and that part of the second
paragrapb of Section 3, of Article 1, included in brackets have been superseded
by the seventeenth amendment. (Article XVII.)
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of the Second Class at the Expiration of the fourth Yecar, and of the Third Class at
the Expiration of the sixth year, so that one-third may be chosen every secend
year; t[and if Vacancies bappen by Resignatlon, or otherwise, during the Recess of
the Leglslature of any State, the Executive thereof may make temporary Appoint-
ments until the next Meeting of the Legislature, which shall then fill such Vacan-
cies.]

Qualifications of Senators.

3. No person shall be a Senator who shall not have attalned to the Age of thirty
Years, and been nine Years a Citizen of the United States, and who sball not, when
elected, be an inbabitant of that State for which be sball be chosen.

Vice President to be President of Senate.

4. The Vice-President of the United States shall be President of the Senate, but
shall bave no Vote, unless they be equally divided.

Selection of Senate Officers—President pro temp

5. The Senate shall chuse their other Officers. and also a President pro tempore
in the Absence of the Vice-President. or when he shall exercise the office of Presi-
dent of the United States.

Senate to Try Impeachments.

6. The Senate shall bave the sole Power to try ail impeachments. Yhen sitting
for tbat Purpose. they shall he on Oath or Afirmation. Yhen the President of

the United States is tried, the Chief Justice shall preside; And no Person sbali
be convicted without the Concurrence of two-thirds of the Members present.

Judgment in Cases of Impeachment. z
7. Judgment in Cases of Impeachment shall not extend further than to
removal from Office, and Dlsqualification to bold and - enjoy any Oftice of honor.
trust or profit under the United States: but the party convicted shall never-

theless be liable and subject to indictment, trial, Judgment and punishment, accord-
ing to law.

Control of Conggessional Elections.

Section 4. 1. The Times. Places and Manner of bolding Elections for Sena-
tors and representatives. sball be prescribed in each State by the Legislature
thereof ; but the Congress may at any time by Law make or alter such Regu-
lations, except as to the Places of chuslng Senators.

Time for Assembling of Congress.

2. The Congress sball assemble at least once in every Year. and such Meet-

ing shall be on the first Monday in December. unless they shall by Law appoint
a different Day.

Each House to be the Judge of the Election and Qualifications of Its Members—Regulations as to Quorum.

Section 5. 1. Each House sball be the Judze of the Elections. Returns and
Qualltications of its own Members, and a Majority of cacbh shall constitute a
quorum to do Rusiness; but a smaller number may adjourn from day to day. and
may be autborized to compel the Attendance of absent Members. in such Manner,
and under such Penalties as cach House may provide,

Each House to Determine Its Own Rules.

2. Eacbhb House may determine the Rules of its Proceedings, punish its \em-
hers for disorderly Bebavior, and, with the Concurrence of two-thirds, expel a
Member.
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Journals and Yeas and Nays.

3. IEach House shail keep. a Jourual of its Proceedings, and from time to
time publish the snme, excepting such Parts as may f{un .their Judgment require
Secrecy ; and the Yeas and Nays of the Members of elther Flouse on any question
shall. at the Desire of onc-fifth of those Present, be entered on the Journal.

Adjournment,

4. Nelther House, during the Sesslon of Congress. shall, without the Consent

of the other, adiourn for more than three days, nor to any other Place than
that in which the two Houses shall be sitting.

Com‘pensation and Privileges of Members of Congress.

Section 6. 1. The Senators and Representatlves shall receive a Compensation
for thelr servlces, to be ascertained by Law, and pald out of the Treasury of
the United States. They shall in all Cases, except Treason, Felony and Breach
of the Peace, be privileged from Arrest during thelr Attendance at the Session
of their respective Houses, and in golng to and returning from the same; and

for any Speech or Debate in elther IIouse, they shall not be Qquestioned in
any other Place. <

Incompatible Oficers—Exclusions.

2. No Senator or Representative shall, during the Time for which he was
elected, be appointed to any civil Office under the Authority of the United States
which shall have been created, or the Emoluments whereof shall have been en-
creased during such time; and no person holding any office under the United
States, shall be a Member of either House during his Continuance in office.

Revenue Bills to Originate in House.

Section 7. 1. All Blills for raising Revenue shali orlginate in the House of
Relxl)restxzsnl}fllves; but the Senate may propose or concur with Amendments as on
other S.

Manner of Passing Bills—Veto Power of President.

2. Every Bill which shall have passed the IHouse of Represcntatlves and the
Scnate, shall, before it becomes a Law, be presented to the President of the United
States: If he approve he shall sign it, but iIf not he shall return {it, with his
Objections to that House in which it shall have originated, who shall enter the
Objectlons at large on thelr Journal, and proceed to reconsider it. If after such
Reconsideratlon two tblrds of that House shall agree to pass the Bill, it shall
be sent, together with the Objections, to the other Ilouse, hy which it shall
1llkewise be reconsidered, and if approved by two thirds of that House, it shall
become a TLaw. DBut in all such Cases the Votes of both Iouses shall be deter-
mined by yeas and nays, and the Names of the Persons voting for and agalnst
the Bill shall be entered on the Journal of each House respectively. If any Bill
shall not Dbe retnrned by the President within ten Days (Sundays excepted)
after It shall have been presented to him, the Same shall be a Law, in llke manner
as if he had signed it, unless the Congress by their Adjournment prevent its
Return, in which Case it shall’ not be a Law.

Concurrent Orders, Resolutions, &c., to be Passed on by President.

3. Every Order, Resolution, or Vote to which the Concurrence of the Scnate and
House of Representatives may be necessary (except on a question of Adjourn-
ment) shall be presented to the President of the United States; and before the
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same shall take effect, shall be approved by him, or being disapproved Ly him,
shall be re-passed by two thirds of the Senate and FHouse of Representatives,
according to the Rules and Llmitations prescribed in the Case of a Bill

*General Powers of Congress—Taxation.

Scction 8. 1. The Congress shall have PPower To lay and collect Taxes, Duties,
Imposts and Excises. to pay the Debts and provide for the common Defence and
general Welfare of the United States: but ail Duties, Imposts and Excises shall
be uniform throughout the United States.

Borrowing of Money.
2. To horrow Money on the credit of the United States;
Regulation of Commerce.

3. 'T'o regulate Cominerce with foreign Nations, and among the several States,
and with the Indian Trlbes;

Naturalization and Bankruptcy.

4. 'To establish an uniform Rule of XNaturalization. and uniform Laws on the
subject of Bankruptcles throughout the United States;

Money, Weights and Measures.

5. To coin Money, regulate the Value thereof, and of foreign Coin. and fix
the Standard of Weights and Measures;

Counterfeiting.

6. To provide for the Punishment of countetfeiting the Securities and current
Coin of the United States:

Post Offices.

7. To cstablish Post Offices and Post Roads:

Patents and Copyrights.

8. To promote the Progress of Science and useful Arts. by securing for
limited Times to Authors and Inventors the exclusive Right to their respective
Writings and Dlscoverles :

Inferior Courts.

9. To constitute Tribunals inferior to the Supreme Court.

Piracies, Felonies, &c.

10. To define and puulsh Piracles and Felonifes committed on the high Sas, and
Offenses against the Law of Nations:

War—Marque and Reprisal.

11. To declare War, grant Letters of Marque and Reprisal, and make Rules
concerning Captures on Land and Yater;

*Ry Article XVI of the amendments to the Constitution, Congress is ziven the
power to lay and collect taxes on incomes.
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Armies.

12. 7To raise and support Armies, but no Appropriation of Money to that Use
shall be for longer Term than two Years;

Navy.
13. To provide and maintain a Navy;
Land and Naval Forces.

14. To make Rules for the Government and Regulation of the land and
naval Forces;

Calling Out Militia.

15. To provide for calling forth the Militia to execute the Laws of the Union,
suppress Insurrections and repel Invasions;

Organizing, Arming and Disciplining Militia.

16. To provide for organizing, arming, and disciplining, the Militia, and for
governing such Part of them as may be employed in the Service of the United
States, reserving to the States respectively, the Appointment of Officers, and
the Authority of training the Militia according to the discipline prescribed by
Congress ;

Exclusive Legislation Over District of Columbia, &c.

17. To exercise exclusive Legislation in all Cases whatsoever, over such Dis-
trict (not exceeding ten Miles square) as may, by Cession of particular States,
and the Acceptance of Congress, become tbe Seat of the Government of the
United States, and to exercise like Authority over all Places. purchased by the
Consent of the Legislature of the State in which the Same shall be, for the
Erection of Forts, Magazines, Arsenals, Dock Yards, and other needful Bulld-
ings;And

To Enact Laws Necessary to Enforce Constitution.

18. To make all Laws which shall be necessary and proper for-carrying into
Execution the foregoing Powers, and all other Powers vested by this Consti-
tution in the Government of the United States, or in any Department or Officer
thereof.

' Migration or Importation of Certain Persons not to be Prohibited Before 1808.

Section 9. 1. The Migration or Importation of such Persons as any of the
States now existing shall think proper to admit, shall not be prohibited by the
Congress prior to the Year one thousand eight hundred and eight, but a tax or
duty may be imposed on such Importation, not exceeding ten dollars for each
Person.

Writ of Habeas Corpus not to be Suspended—Exception.

2. The Privilege of the Writ of Habcas Corpus shall not be suspended, unless
when in Cases of Rebellion or Invasion the Publlc Safety may require it.

Bills of Attainder and Ex-Post Facto Laws Prohibited.

3. No Bill of .Attalnder or ex post facto Law shall be passed.
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Capitation and Other Direct Taxes.

4. No Capitation, or other direct, Tax shall he laid, unless In Proportion to
the Census or Enumeration herelnbefore directed to be taken.

Exports not to be Taxed.

5. No Tax or Duty sbhall be laid on Articles exported from any State.

No Preference to be Given to Ports of any State—Interstate Shipping.

6. No Preference shall be given by any Regulation of Commerce or Revenue to
the Ports of one State over those of another; nor shall Vessels bound to, or
from, one State, be obliged to enter, clear, or pay Dutles in another.

Money, How Drawn from Treasury—Financial Statements to be Published.

-

7. No Money shall he drawn from the Treasury, but in Consequence of Appro-
priations made by Law; and a regular Statement and Account of the Receipts and
Expenditures of all public Money shall be published from time to time.

Titles of Nobility not to be Granted—Acceptance by Government Officers of Favors from Foreign Powers.

8. No Title of Nobility shall be granted by the United States; And no person
bolding any office of Profit or Trust under them, shall, without the Consent of the
Congress, accept of any present, Emolument, Office, or Title, of any Kind what-
ever, from any King, Prince or Foreign State.

Limitations of the Powers of the Several States.

Section 10. 1. No State shall enter into any Treaty, Alliance, or Confedera-
tion ; grant Letters of Narque and Reprisal; coin Money: emit Bills of Credit;
make any Thing but gold and sllver Coin a Tender in Payvment of Debts; pass
any Bill of Attainder, ex post facto law, or Law impairing the Obligation of
Contracts, or grant any Title of Nobility.

State Imposts and Duties.

2, No State shall, without the Consevt of the Congress, lay any Imposts or
Duties on Imports or Exports, except what may be absolutely necessary for
executing It's inspection Laws; and the net Produce of all Duties and Imposts
laild by any State on Imports or Exports. shall be for the use of the Treasury
of the United States: and all such Laws shall be subject to the Rerislon and
Control of the Congress.

Further Restrictions on Powers of States.

3. No State shall, without the Consent of Congress, lay any Duty of Ton-
nage. kcep Troops, or Ships of War in time of Peace. enter inte any Agree-

ment or Compact with another State, or with a forelgn Power, or engage in

War. unless actually Invaded, or In such imminent Danger as wlll not admit
of delay.

ARTICLE [I.
Of the President—The Executive Power.

Section 1. 1. The executlve TIower shall be vested in a President of the
United States of America. He shall hold his Office during the Term of four
Years, and, together with the Vice President. chosen for the same Term, be
elected, as follows:
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Appointment and Qualifications of Presidential Electors.

2. Each State shall appoint, in such Manner as the Leglislature thereof may
direct, a Number of Electors, equal to the whole Number of Senators and Rep-
resentatives to which the State may bLe entitled in the Congress: but no Senator or
Representative, or Person holding an Office of Trust or Profit under the United
States, shall be appointed an Elector.

Original Method of Electing the President and Vice President.

3. *[The Electors shall meet in thelr respective States, and vote by Ballot for
two Persons, of whom one at least shall not be an Inhabitant of the same State
with themselves. And they shall make a List of all the Persons voted for, and ot
the Number of Votes for ecach: which List they shall sign and ‘certify, and transmit
scaled to the Seat of the Government of the United States, directed to the Presi-

" dent of the Scnate. The President of the Senate shall, in the Presence of the
Senate and House of Representatives, open all the Certificates, and the Votes,
shall then be counted. The Person having the greatest Number of Votes shall be
the President, if such Number be a Majorlty of the whole Number of Electors ap-
pointed ; and {f there be more than one who have such Majority, and have an equal
Number of Votes, then the Iouse of Representatlves shall immediately chuse by
Ballot one of them for President; and if no I'erson have a majority, then from the
five highest on the ILlist the sald Flouse shall in llke Mabnner chuse the President.
But in chusing the Presldent, the Votes shall be taken by States, the Representa-
tlon from each State having one Vote; a quorum for this Purpose shall consist of a
Member or Members from two thirds of the States; a Majorlty of all the States
shall be necessary to a Cholce. In every Case, after the Choice of the Presldent, the
Person having the greatest Number of Votes of the Electors shall be the Vice Presi-
dent. But if there should remain two or more who have equal Votes, the Senate
shall chuse from them by Ballot the Vice President.]

Congress may Determine Time of Choosing Electors and Day for Casting Their Votes.

4. The Congres§ may determine the Time of chusing the Electors, and the
Dny. on which they shall glve thelr Votes; which Day shall be the same through-
out the United States.

tQualifications for the Office of President.

3. No Person except a natural born Citizen, or a Cltizen of the United States,
at the tlme of the Adoption of this Constitution, shall be eleglble to the Oflice of
President ; nelther shall any Person be eliglble to that Oftice who shall not have
attalned to the Age of thirty-five Years, and been fourteen Years a Resldent
within the United States.

Filling Vacancy in Office of President.

8. In Case of the Removal of the President from Oflice, or of his Death,
Reslgnation, or Inabliity to dilscharge the Powers and Duties of the said Office,
the Same shall devolve on the Vice President, and the Congress may by Law
provide for the Case of Removal, Death, Resignation, or Inabllity, both of the
President and Vice Presldent, declaring what Oflicer shall then act as Presldent,
and such Officer shal]l act accordingly, until the Dilsabllity he removed. or a
Presldent shall be elected.

Compensation of the President.

7. The President shall, at stated ‘I'imes, receive for his Services, a Com-
pensation, which shali neither be encreased nor diminished during the Perlod
for which he shall bave been eclected, and he shall not recelve within that
Perlod any other Emolument from the United States, or any of them.

Oath to be Taken by the President.

8. Before he enters on the Execution of his Oflice, he shall take the following
Oath or Aflirmation :—"I do solemniy swear (or aflirm) that I will falthfully

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execute the Office of President of the United States, and will to the best of
my ability, preserve, protect and defend the Constitution of the United States.”

The President to be Commander-in-Chief of Army and Navy and Head of Executive Departments—May
Grant Reprieves and Pardons.

Section 2. 1. The DPresident shall be Commander in Chief of the Army and
Navy of the United States, and of the Mllitla of the several States, when
called into the Actual Service of the United States; be may require the Opinion,
in writing, of the princlpal Oflicer in eacb of the execcutive Departments, upon
any Subject relating to the Duties of their respective Offices, and be sbhall bave
Power to grant Reprieves and Pardons for Offenses agalnst the United States.
except in Cases of Impecacbhment,

President May, with Concurrence of Senate, Make Treaties, Appoint Amb dors, &c.—Appointment
of Inferior Oflicers, Authority of Congress Over.

2. IHe sball bave Power, by and with the Advice and Consent of the Senate.
to make Treatles, provided two-thirds of the Scnators present concur; and be
sball nominate, and by and with the Advice and Consent of the Senate, sball ap-
point Ambassadors, other public Minlsters and Consuls, Judges of the Supreme
Court, and ail other Officers of the United States, whose Appointments are not
berein otherwise provided for., and which shall be established by Law; but the
Congress may by Law vest the Appointment of such inferior Officers. as they
think proper, in the President alone, in the Courts of I.aw, or in the Heads
of Departments.

President May Fiil Vacancies in Office During Recess of Senate.

3. 'The President shall bave Power to fill up all Vacancies tbat may happen
during the Recess of the Senate. by granting Commissions which sball expire at
the End of their next Session.

President to Give Advice to Congress—May Convene or Adjourn it on Certain Occasions—To Receive
Ambassadors, &c.—Have Laws Executed and Commission all Officers.

Section 3. He shall from time to time give to the Congress Information of
the State of the Union. and recommend to their Conslderation such Measures
as he shall judge nccessary and expedient: bhe may. on extraordinary Occasions,
convene bhoth Ifouses, or either of them, and in Case of Dlsagreement between
them, with Respect to the Time of Adjourument. he may Adjourn them to such
Time as he shall think proper; be shall receive Ambassadors and other public
Ministers: he shall take Care that the Laws be faithfully executed, and shall
Commission all the ofMicers of the United States.

All Civil Officers R ble by | hment

Scction 4. The Presldent. Vice President. and all civil Officers of the United
States. shall be removed from Otlice on Impeachment for, and Conviction of,
Treason. RBribery, or other high Crimes and Misdemeanors.

ARTICLE .
Judicial Power—How Vested—Term of Office and Compensation of Judges.

Scetion 1. The judleinl Power of the United States. sball be vested 1n one
supreme Court. and in such Inferlor Courts as the Congress may from time to
time ordain and establish. The Judges, both of the supreme and inferlor Courts,
shall bhold thelr otlices during good Bebavior. and sball, at stated Times. receive
for their Scrvices. a Compensation, which sbhall not be diminished during their
Contlnhance 1n_ Oflice.

*Jurisdiction of Federal Courts.

Sectlon 2. 1. 'The judlclal power shail extend to all Cascs, in Law and Equity.
arlsing under tbis Constitution, the Laws of the United States, and Treaties made,

*hhis section is abrldged by Article X1 of the Amendments.
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or which shall be made, under their Authority,—to all Cases affecting Ambassa-
dors, other public Ministers and Conmsuls ;—to all Cases of Admiralty and mari-
time Jurisdiction ;—to Controversies to which the United States shall be a
Party ;—to Controversies between two or more States;—between a State and
Citizens of another State;—between Citizens of different States;—between Citi-
zens of the same State claiming Lands under Grants of different States, and
between a State, or the Citizens thereof, and foreign States, Citizens or Subjects.

Original and Appellate Jurisdiction of Supreme Court.

2. In all Cases affecting Ambassadors, other public Ministers and Consuls, and
those in which a State shall be a Party, the supreme Court shall have original juris-
diction. In all the other Cases, before mecntioned, the supreme Court shall have
appellate Jurisdiction, both as to Law and Fact, with such Exceptions, and under
such Regulations as the Congress shall make.

Trial of all Crimes, Except Impeachment, to be by Jury.

3. The Trial of all Crimes, except in Cases of Impeachment, shall be by Jury;
and such Trial shall be held in the State where the said Crimes shall have been
committed; but when not committed within any State, the Trial shall be at such
Place or Places as the Congress may by Law have directed.

Treason Defined—Conviction Of.

Section 3. 1. Treason against the United States, shall consist only in levying
War against them, or in adhering to their Enemies, giving them Aid and Comfort.
No Person shall be convicted of Treason unless on the Testimony of two Witnesses
to the same overt Act, or on Confession in open Court.

Congress to Declare Punishment for Treason—Proviso.

2. The Congress shall have Power to declare the Punishment of Treason, but no
Attainder of Treason shall work Corruption of Blood, or Forfeiture except during
the Life of the Person attainted.

ARTICLE 1V.

Each State to Give Full Faith and Credit to the Public Acts and Records of Other States.

Section 1. Full Faith and Credit shall be given in each State to the public Acts,
Records and judicial Proceedings of every other State. And the Congress may by
general Laws prescribe the Manner in which such Acts, Records and Proceedings
shall be proved, and the Effect thereof.

Privileges of Citizens,

Section 2. 1. The citizens of each State shall be entitied to all Privileges and
Immunities of Citizens in the several States.

Extradition Between the Several States.

2. A Person charged in any State with Trecason, Felony, or other Crime, who
shall flee from Justice, and be found in another State, shall on Demand of the
executive Authority of the State from which he fled, be delivered up, to be re-
moved to the State having Jurisdiction of the Crime.

*Persons Held to Labor or Service in One State, Fleeing to Another, to be Returned.

3. No person held to Service or Labour in one State, under the Laws thercof,
escaping into another, shall, in Consequence of any Law or Regulation therein,
be discharged from such Service or Labour, but shall be delivered up on Claim of
the Party to whom such Service or Labour may be due.

New States.
Section, 3 1. New States may be admitted by the Congress into this Union ; but
no new State shall be formed or erected within the Jurisdiction of any other State;

" *Sce Thirteenth A mendment, *
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nor any State be formed by the Junction of two or more States, or Parts of States,
without the Consent of the Legislature of the States concerned as well as of the
Congress.

Reguiations Concerning Territory.

2. The Congress shall have Power to dispose of and make all needful Rules and
Regulations respecting the Territory or other Property belonging to the United
States; and nothing in this Constitution shall be so construed as to Prejudice any
Claims of the United States, or of any partlcular State.

Republican Form of Government and Protection Guaranteed the Several States.

Section 4. The United States shall guarantee to every State in this Union a
Republican Form of Government, and shall protect each ¢f them against Invasion;
and on Application of the Legislature, or of the Executive (when the Legislature
cannot be convened) against domestic Violence.

ARTICLE V.
Ways in Which the Constitution Can be Amended.

The Congress, whenever two thirds of both Houses shall deem it necessary, shall
propose Amendments to this Constitution, or, on the Application of the Legislatures
of two thirds of the several States, shall call a Convention for proposing Amend-
ments, which, in either Case, shall be valid to all Intents and Purposes, as Part
of this Constitution, when ratified by the Leglslatures of three fourths of the sev-
eral States. or by Conventions in three-fourths thereof. as the one or the other
Mode of Ratification may be proposed by the Congress: Provided that no Amendment
which may be made prior to the Year One thousand eight hundred and eight shall
in any Manner affect the first and fourth Clauses in the Ninth Section of the first
Article; and that no State, without its Consent, shall be deprived of its equal
Suffrage in the Scnate.

ARTICLE VI.
Debts Contracted Under the Confederation Secured.

1. All Debts contracted and Engagements entered into, before the Adoption of this
Constitution, shall be as valld against the Unlted States under this Constitution,
as under the Confederation.

Constitution, Laws and Treaties of the United States to be Supreme.

2. This Constitution, and the Laws of the United States, which shall be made in
Pursuance thercof; and all Treaties made, or svhich shall be made, under the Au-
thority of the United States, shall be the supreme Law of the Land; and the Judges
in every State shall be bound thercby, any Thing in the Constitution or Laws of
any State to the Contrary notwithstanding.

Who shall Take Constitutional Oath—No Religious Test as to Official Qualification.

3. The Senators and Representatlves before mentioned, and the Members of the
Several State Leglslatures. and all executive and judicial Officers, both of the
United States, and of the several States shall be bound by Oath or Affirmatlon, to
support this Constitution; but no religious Test shall ever be required as a Quali-
ficatlon to any Otflice or public Trust under the United States.

ARTICLE Vil.
Constitution to be Considered Adopted When Ratified by Nine States.

The Ratlficatlon of the Conventlons of nine States, shall be sufficient for the Es-
tablishmeut of this Coustltutiou betweecu the States so ratiflying the Same.

ARTICLES IN ADDITION TO, AND AMENDMENT OF, THE CONSTITUTION OF THE UNITED
STATES OF AMERICA, PROPOSED BY CONGRESS, AND RATIFIED BY THE LEGISLA-
TURES OF THE SEVERAL STATES PURSUANT TO THE FIFTIL ARTICLE OF THE
ORIGINAL CONSTITUTION.

[ARTICLE 1.]J*
Freedom of Religion, of Speech, of the Press, and Right of Petition.

Congress shall make no law respecting an establishment of religion. or prohib-
iting the free exercise thereof; or abLridging the freedom of speech, or of the
press: or the right of the people peaceably to assemble. and to petition the
Government for & redress of grievances.

[ARTICLE 11.]
Right of People to Bear Arms not to be Infringed.

A well regulated Militia. being necessary to the security of a free State.
the right of the people to keep and Lear Arms, shall not be infringed.

[ARTICLE 111.]

Quartering of Troops.

No Soldier. shall in time of peace bLe quartered in any house. without the
consent of the Owner, nor in time of war. but in a manner to be prescribed
by law.

[ARTICLE 1V.]

Persons and Houses to be Secure from Unreasonable Searches and Seizures.

The right of the people to be secenre in their persons. houses. papers. and effects
azainst unreasonable searches and seizures. shall not bLe viclated, and no War-
rants shall issue. but upen prebable cause, supported by Oath or atfirmation.
and particnlarly describing the place to be searched. and the persons or things
to bLe scized.

[ARTICLE V.]
Trials for Crime—Just Compensation for Private Property Taken for Public Use.

No person shall be held to answer for a capital. or otherwise infamous crime,
utiless on . presentment or indictment of a Grand Jury, except in cases arising
in the land or naval forces, or in the Militia. when in actual service in time
of War or public danger: nor shall any person be subject {or the same offence
to be twice put in jeopardy of life or limb: nor shall be compelled in any Crim-
inal Case to be a witness against himself, nor be deprived of life. liberty. or
property, without due process of law: nor shall private property bLe taken for
public use. without just compensation.

*The first ten articles of amendment to the Constitution of the United States
(with two others which were not ratitfied by the requisite number of States) were
submitted to tho several State Legislatures by a resolution of Congress which
passed on the 20th of September.

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[ARTICLE VI.]
Civil Rights in Trials for Crimes Enumerated.

In all criminal prosecutions. the accused shall enjoy the right to a speedy and
public trlal, by an Impartlal jury of the Ntate and district wherein the crime shall
have been committed. which district shall have been previously ascertained by
law. and to be informed of the nature and cause of the accusatlon; to be con-
fronted with the witnesses against him; to have compulsory process for obtaining
witnesses in his favor, and to have the Asslstance ol Counsel for his defence.

[ARTICLE VIL.]
Civil Riphts in Civil Suits.

In suits at common law, where the value in controversy shall exceed twenty
dollars. the right of trial by jury shall be preserved. and no fact tried by a
jury shall be otherwise re-examined In any Court of the Unlted States, than
accordlng to the rules of the common law.

[ARTICLE VIIL.]
Excessive Bail, Fines and Punishments Prohibited.

Excessive hail shall not be required, nor excessive lines imposed, nor cruel aud
uuusual punishments juflicted. 2

[ARTICLE 1X.]
Reserved Rights of People.

The cnumeration in the Constitution of certain rights, shall not he construed
to deny or disparage others retained by the people.

[ARTICLE X.]

Powers not Delegated, Reserved to States and People Respectively.

The powers not delegated to the Unlted States by the Constitution. nor pro-
hiblted by 1t to the States, are reserved to the States respectively, or to the
people.

. [ARTICLE X1.]*t
Judicial Power of United States not to Extend to Suits Against a State.

'he Judlclal power of the United States shall not be construed to extend tn
apy suit in law or equity, commenced or prosecuted agalnst one of the Unlted
States by Citizens of another State, or by Citizens or Subjects of any Foreign
State.

[ARTICLE XI).]1%
Present Mode of Electing President and Vice President by Electors.

The Electors shall meet in thelr respective states. § and vote by ballot for
President and Vice-President,-one of whom, at least shall not be an Inhabltant
of the same State with themselves: they shall name in their ballots the per-
son, voted for as President, and in dlstinet hallots the person voted for as
Vice President. and they shall make distinet lists of all the persons votedl for
as President, and of ail persons voted -for as Vlce-Presldent, and of the nnmber

Section 2. Representatlves shall be apportioned among the several States
according to their respective numbers, counting the whole number of persons
in ecach State, excluding Indians not taxed. But when the right to vote at
any clection for the choice of electors for President and Vice-President of the
United States, Representatives in Congress. the Executive and Judicial officers of
a State, or the members of the ILegislature thereof, is denied to any of the
male inhabitants of such State, being twenty-one years ol age. and citizens of
the United States. or in any way abridged, except for partlclpatlon in rehellion,
or other crime, the basis of representation therein shall be reduced in the pro-
portion which the number of such male citizens shall bear to the whole number
of male citizens twenty-one years of age In such State.

Disqualification for Office—Removal of Disability.

Section 3. No person shall be a Senator or Representative in Congress. or
elector of President and Vice-President., or hold any oflice, civii or military,
under the United States, or under any State, who. having prevlously taken an
oath, as a member of Congress, or as an oflicer of the United States. or as a
member of any State legislature, or as an executive or Jjudicinl officer of any
State, to support the Constitution of the United States, shall have engaged in
insurrectlon or rebellion agalnst the same, or given aid or comfort to the ene-
mies thercof. But Congress may by a vote of two-thirds of each House, remove
such disability.

Public Debt not to be Questioned—Payment of Debts and Claims Incurred in Aid of Rebellion Forbidden.

Section 4. The validity of the public debt of the United States, authorized
by law, including debts incurred for payment of pensions and Dbounties for serv-
fces in suppressing insurrection or rebellion, shall not be questioned. But neither
the United States nor any State shall assume or pay any debt or obllzatlon
incurred in ald of {nsurrection or rebellion against the United States, or any
claim for the loss or emancipation of any siave; but afl such debts, obliga-
tions and claims shail be held fllegal and void.

Congress Given Power to Enforce this Article.

Section 5. The Congress shall have power to enforce, by appropriate legis-
iation, the provisions of this article.

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DESCRIPTION OF THE GREAT SEAL.

The Legislature of West Virginia. at its first session in 1S63. adopted the report
of a committec designating a State seal. with an obverse and a reverse side. 1o Le
used when the coat-of-arms is made in the form of a medallion. The seal as used
for State purposes shows only the obLverse side.

The disc of the Great Seal is two and one-bhalf inches in diameter: the ob-
verse side Dbears the legend "“The State of West Virginia.,”” the constitutional
designation of our Republic,—which. with the motto, **Montani Semper Liberi"—
**Mountaineers always free"—is inserted in the circumference. In the center is
a rock, with iry, emblematic of stability and continuance. and on the face of
the rock is the inscription. “June 20. 1863, the date of the foundation of the
State. On the right of the rock is a farmer clothed in the traditional bunting
garb,  bis right arm resting on bandles of a plow and his left supporting a wood-
man’s axe, indicating that while our territory Is partly cultivated, it is still in
process of being cleared of the orizinal forest. At bhis right band is a shearf of
wheat and a cornstalk; on the left of the rock. a miner. with a pickaxe on bis
shoulder and with barrels and lumps of mineral at bis feet. On his left Is an
nnvil, partly scen, on which rests a sledge hammer. typical of the mechanic
arts, the whole indlcatlng the principal pursuits and resources of the state. In
front of the rock and the bunter. as If just laid down DLy the latter and readysr
to be resumed at a moment’'s notive are two hunter’s’ rities, crossed and surmounted
at the place of contact by the Phrygian cap. or cap of liberty. indleating that
our freedom and liberty were won and will be maintalned by the force of arms.

The reverse of the Great Seal is encireled by a wreath composed of laurel and
oak icaves. emblematical of valor and strength. with (ruits and cereals. productions
of the State. For device. a laundscape, in the distapce. on the left of the dise
I a wooded mountaln, and on the right cultivated slope with the log farm-
house peculiar to this region. On the side of the mountain is a representation
of the vianduct on the line of the Raltimore & Ohio Railroad in Preston county.
one of the great enginecring triumphs of the age. with a train of cars abour to
pass over It. Near the center is a factory. in front of which is a river with
boats: on the bank and to the right of It, nearer the foreground. are a shed and
derrlek, appertaining to the production of salt and petroteum. Ino the fore-
ground is a meadow with cattle and sheep feeding and reposing. the whole indl-
cating the leading characteristics, productions and pursuits of the State. Above
the mountalu, ete.. the sun is mierging from the clouds. indicating that former
obstacles to our prosperity are now disappearing. In the rays of the sun is
the motto “Libertas et Fldelitate”—Freedom and Loyalty—indicatlug rthat our
liberty and independence are the result of faithfulness to the Dcelaratiou amd the
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ARTICLE 1.

Relations to the Government of the United States.
1. The State of West Virginia is. and shall remaln, one of the Unilted States
of Amerlca. The Constitution of the United States of America. and the laws
and treatics made in pursuance thercof, shall be the supreme law of the land.

Internal Government and Police.

2. The government of the United States is a government of enumerated powers,
and ail powers, not delegated to it, nor inhibited to the States. are reserved to
the States or to the people therecof. Among the powers so reserved to the States
Is the exclusive regulation of their own internal government and police; and it Is
the higb and solemn duty of the several departments of government created by
this Constitution, to guard and protect the people of this State from ail encroach-
ments upon the rights so reserved.

Continuity of Constitutional Operation,

3. The provisions of tbe Constitution of the United States, and of this State.
are operative alike in a period of war as In time of pcace, and any departure
therefrom, or violation thercof, under the plea af necessity, or any other plea,
is subversive of good government. and tends to anarchy and despotlsm.

Representatives to Congress,

4. Tor the clection of representatives to congress, the State shall be dlvided
fnto districts, corresponding in number with the representatives to which It may
be entitled ; which districts shall be formed of contiguous counties, and be compaet.
Each district shall contaln, as nearly as may be. an equnl number of population,
to be determined accordlng to the rule prescribed in the Constltution of the
United States.

2. All power iIs vested in, and consequentiy derived from, tbe peopie. Magis-
trates are their trustees and servants, and at all times amenable to them.

Rights Reserved to People.

3. Government is instituted for the common benefit, protection and security of
the people, nation or community. Of all its various forms that is the best, which
is capable of producing the greatest degree of happiness and safety, and Is most
effectuaily secured against the danger of maladmlinistration; and when any govern-
ment shall be found inadequate or contrary to these purposes, a majority of the
community has an indubitable, inalienable, and indefeasible rigbt to reform, alter
or abolish it in such a manner as shall be judged most conclusive to the public weal.

Writ of Habeas Corpus.

4. The privilege of a writ of labcas corpus shall not be suspended. No person
shall be held to answer for treason, felony or other crime not cognizable by a
justice, unless on presentment or indictment of a grand jury. XNo Dbill of attainder,
ez-post facto law, or law impairing the obligation of a contract, shall be passed.

Excessive Bail not Required.

5. Excessive bail shall not be required, nor excessive fines imposed, mor cruel
and unusual punishment infilcted. FPenalties shall be proportioned to the character
and degree of the offense. No person shall be transported out of, or forced to leave
the State for any offense committed within the same; nor shall any person, in any
criminal case, be compelled to be a witness against himself, or be twice put in
jeopardy of life or liberty for the same offense.

Unreasonable Search and Seizures Prohibited.

G. The right of citizens to be secure in their houses, persons, papers and effects.
against unreasonable searches and seizures, shall not be violated. No warrant
shall i{ssue except upon probable cause, supported by oath or afirmation, particu-
larly describing the place to be searched, or the person or thing to be seized.

Freedom of Speech and Press Guaranteed.

7. No law abridging the freedom, of speech, or of the press, shall be passed:
but the Legislature may by suitable penalties, restrain the publication or sale of
obscene books, papers or pictures, and provide for the punishment of libei, and
defamation of character. and for the recovery in civii actions, by the aggrleved
party, of suitable damages for such libel, or defamation.

Relating to Civil Suits for Libel.

8. In prosecutions and civll suits for libel, the truth may be glven in evidence,
and if it shall appear to the jury that the matter charged as libelous, {s true. and
was published with good motives, and for justifinble ends, the verdict shall be fur
the defendant. ]

Private Property, How Taken.

9. Private property shall not be taken or damaged for public use. without just
compensation, nor shall the same be taken by any company, Incorporated for the
purpose of internal improvements, until just compensation shall have been paid or
secured to be paid., to the owner; and when private property shall be taken, or
dama<cd, for public use, or for the use of such corporations, the compensation to
the owner shall be ascertained in such manner as may Dbe prescribed by generai
law ; provided, that when required by either of the parties, such compensation shall
be ascertained by an impartial jury of twelve freeholders.

Safequards for Life, Liberty and Property.

10. Xo person shail be deprived of iife, liberty, or property, without due process
- of law, and the judgment of his peers. g
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Political Tests Condemned.

11. DPolitical tests requiring persons, as a pre-requisite to the enjoyment of thelr
civil and political rights. to purge themselves by thelr own oaths, of past alleged
offenses, are repugnant to the principles of free government, and are cruel and
oppressive. No rileglous or political test oath shall be required as pre-requisite
or qualification to vote, serve as a juror, sue, plead, appeal, or pursue any pro-
fession or employment. Nor shall any person be deprived by law, of any right,
or privilege, because of ‘any act done prior to the passage of such law.

Military Subordinate to Civil Power.

12. Standing armies in time of peace, should be avolded as dangerous to liberty.
The military shall be snbordlnate to the civil power; and no citizen unless engaged
in the mlilitary service of the State, shall be triled or punished hy any military
court, for any offense that is cognizable by the civil courts of the State. No
soldler shall, in time of peace, be quartered in any house, without the consent of
the owner; nor in time of war, except in the manner to Le prescribed by law.

Right of Jury Trial.

13. In sults at common law, where the valne in controversy exceeds twenty
dollars exclusive of interest and costs, the right of trial by jury, if required by
efther party, shall be preserved; and in such sult before a justice a jury may
consist of six persons. No fact trled by a jury shall be otherwise re-examined in
any case than according to the rules of common law.

[The amendment of this section was proposed by joint resolution of March 7,
1879, Acts 1879, p. 182, and adopted at the next election. Prior to being amended
the section read as follows: “In suits at common law, where the value in cou-
troversy, exclusive of interest and costs, exceeds twenty dollars, the right of trial
by a jury of twelve men, if required by either party, shall be preserved; except
that in appeals from judgments of justices, a jury of a less number may Dbe au-
thorized by law; but in trials of civil cases before a justice no jury shall be al-
lowed. and no fact tried by a jury, shall, in any case, be otherwise re-examined,
than according to the rules of the common law.”]

Trial of Crimes—Provisions in Interest of Accused.

14. Trial of crimes, and of misdemeanors, unless hereln otherwise provlded,
shall be by a jury of twelve men, public, without unreasonable delay, and in the
county where the alleged offense was committed, unless upon petition of the
accused, and for good cause shown, it is removed to some other county. In all
such trials the accused shall be fully and plainly informed of the character and
cause of the accusation, and be confronted with the witnesses against him, and shall
have the assistance of counsel, and a reasonable time to prepare for his defence;
and there shall be awarded to him compulsory process for obtaining witnesses in
his favor.”

Religious Freedom Guaranteed.

15. No man shall be compelled to frequent or support any religlous worship,
place or ministry whatsoever; nor shall any man be enforced, restralned, molested
or burthened, in his body or goods, or otherwise suffer, on account of his rellglous
opinions or DLelief, but all men shall be free to profess, and by argument, to main-
taln their opinions in matters of religlon; and the same shall, in no wise, aflect,
diminish or cnlarge their civil capacitles; and the legislature shall not prescribe
any religlous test whatever, or confer any peculiar privileges or advantages on any
sect or denomlination, or pass any law requiring or authorizing any religlous
society, or the people of any district within this State, to levy on themseclves, or
others, any tax for the erection or repair of any house for publle worship, or for
the support of any church or ministry, but it shall be left free for every person
to select his religlous instructor, and to make for his support, such private con-
tract as he shall please.
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Right of Public Assembly Held Inviolate.

16. The right of the people to assemble in a peaceable manner, to consult for
the common good. to instruct their representatives, or to apply for redress of
grievances, shall be held invlolate. .

Courts Open to All—Justice Administered Speedily.

17. ‘The courts of this State shall be open, and every person, for an injury
done to him in his person. property or reputation, shall have remedy by due
course of law: and justice shall be administered without sale, denial or delay.

Conviction Not to Work Corruption of Blood or Forfeiture.

18. No convictlon shall work corruption of blood or forfeiture of éestate.

Hereditary Emoluments, Etc., Provided Apainst.

19. No hereditary emoluments, honors, or privileges shall ever be granted or
conferred in this State.

Preservation of Free Government.

20. Tree government and the blessings of liberty can be preserved to any
people only by a firm adherence to justice, moderation. temperance. rrugality and
virtue, and by a frequent recurrence to fundamental principles.

ARTICLE IV.
Elections and Officers.

1. The male citizens of the State shall be entitled to vote at all elections
held within the countles in which they respectively reside: but no person who
{s a migor. or of unsound mind. or a pauper. or who is under conviction of
treason, relony. or Uribery fn an clection. or who has not been a resident of the
State for one year. and of the county In whicb he offers to vote. sixty days next
preceding such offer. shall be permitted to vote while such disahillty coutinues:
but no person in the military. naval or marine service of the United States shall
be deemed a resldent of this State by reason of being stationed therelin.

Mode of Voting by Ballot.

2. In all elections by the people. the mode of voting shall be by ballot: but
the vater shall be left free to vote by either open, seiled or secret ballot. as be
may elect.

Voter Not Subject to Arrest on Civil Prosess.

3. No voter, during the coutinuance of an election at which he is entitled to
vote. or during the time necessary awvd convenient for going to aud returning from
the same. shall be subject to arvrest upon civil process. or be compelled to attend
any court. or judicial proceeding. as suitor. juror or witness: or to work upon
the public roads: or. except in time of war or pullic danger, to render military
service,

Persons Entitled to Hold Office—Apge Requirements.

4. No person., except citlzeus entitled to vote. shall be e¢lected or appointed to
any State. county or municipal oflice: but the Governor and Judges wust have
attalned the age of thirty. and the Attorney General and Senators the age of
twenty-five years. at the beginnlug of their respective terms of service. and must
have heen citizens of the State for five years unext preceeding their election or
appointment, or be cltizens at the time this Constitution goes into operation.
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Oath or Affirmation to Support the Constitution.

3. Every person clected or appointed to any oflice. before proceeding to exer-
cise the authority, or discharge the duties thereof, shall make oath or aflirma-
tlon that he will support the Constitution of the Unlted States and the Constl-
tutlon of this State, and that he will faithfully discharge the dutles of his sald
oflice to the bLest of his skill and judgment, and no other oath, declaration or
test shall be required as a quallficatlon, unless herein otherwise provided.

Provision for Removal of Officials.

G. All officers elected or appolnted under this Constitution, may, unless in
cases herein otherwise provided for, be removed from office, for officlal mlsconduct,
incompetence, neglect of duty, or immorallty, in such manner as may he pre- °
scrlbed by’ general laws, and unless so removed they shall contlnue to dlscharge
the duties of thelr respective offices, until thelr successors arc elected. or appoint-
ed and qualified.

General Elections, When Held—Terms of Officials.

7. The general elections of State and county officers, and of members of the
leglslature, shall be held on the Tuesday next after the first Monday in November,
until otherwise provided by law. The terms of such officers not elected, or appointed
to fill a cacancy, shall, unless herein otherwise provided, begin on the first day
of January; and of the members of the Legislature, on the first day of December
next succeeding their election. Elections to fill vacancies shall be for the unexplred
term. When vacancies occur prior to any general election, they shall be filled by
appointments, in such manner as may be prescribed herein, or by general law,
which appointments shall expire at such time after the next general clection as the
person so elected to fill such vacancy shall be qualified.

[The amendment of this sectilon was proposed by joint resolutinn of February
21, 1883. Acts 1883, p. 137, and ratified at the next electlon. The original sec-
tion provided that the gencral election should be held on “the second Tuesday of
October,” and the change was made in order that the election of State officers
would fall on the same day as the presidential election. As a consequentlal
amendment the term of office of members of the Legislature was made to begin on
the first day of December instead of the first day of November, ns in the eriglnal
article.]

Further Provisions Regarding State's Officers and Agents.

8. The lLegislature, In cases not provided for in this Constitution. shall pre-
scribe, by general laws, the terms of office, powers, duties and compensation of alil
public officers and agents, and the manner in which they shall be elected, appolnted
and removed.

Impeachment of Officials.

. 9. Any officer of the State may be impeached for mal-admlnlstratlon, corruptlon,
incompetency, gross immorality, neglect of duty, or any high crime or . misde-
meanor. The House of Delegates shall have the sole power of impeachment. The
Scnate shall have the sole power to try impeachments, and no person shall be
convicted without the concurrence of two-thirds of the members elected thereto.
When sitting as a court of impeachment, the President of the Supreme Court of
Appeals, or if from any cause it be Improper for him to act, then any other judge
of that court, to be designated by it, shall preside; and the Secnators shall be on
oath or afiirmation to do justice according to law and evildence. Judgment In
cases of impeachment shall not extend further than to removal from office, and
dlsqualificatlon to hold any office of honor, trust or profit, under the State: but
the party convicted shall be liable to indictment, trlal, judgment and punlshment
accordlng to law. The Scnate may sit during the recess of the Leglslature, for
the trial of impeachments.
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Fighting of Duels Prohibited.

10. Any citizen of this State, who shall. after the adoption of this Constitution.
cither in. or out of the State, firht a duel with deadly weapons, or send or accept
a challenge so to do, or who shall act as a second or knowingly aid. or assist In
such duel. shall, ever thercafter, be incapable of holding any office of honor, trust or
profit In this State.

Safeguards for Ballots.

11. The Leglslature sball prescribe the manner of conductlng and making re-
turns of clectlons. and of determining contested elections: and shall pass such laws
as may be necessary and proper to prevent intlmidatlon, disorder or violence at the
polls. and corruption or fraud in voting, counting the vote. ascertalnlng and declar-
ing the resulr. or fraud in any manner. upon the ballot.

Registration Laws Provided For.

12. The Legislature shall cnact proper laws for the registration of all qualified
voters in this State.

[ The amendment of this section was proposed by joint resolution of February 22,
1001. Acts 19J1. p. 472, and adopted at the next election. The original section
read as follows: **No citizen shall ever be denied or refused the right or privllege
of votlng at an election., because his name is not or has not been registered or
liIsted as a qualified voter."’] ‘

ARTICLE V.

Division of Powers.

1. The Leglslative. Executlve aund Judleial Departments shall be separate and
distinct, so tbat neither shall ecxercise the powers properly belonging to either of
the others: nor shall any person exerclse the powers of more than one of them at
the same time, except that justices of the peace shall be eligible to the Legislature.

ARTICLE VI.

; Legislature.
1. The legislatlve power shall be vested In a Senate and House of Delegates.
The style of their Acts shall be **Lie it enacted by the legislature of West Vir-
ginia.”

Composition of Senate and House of Delegates.

2. The *Sepate shall be composed of twenty-four. and the louse of Delegates
of sixty-five members subject to be Increased nccordlng to the provislons berein-
after contained.

Senators and Delegates—Term of Office.

3. Senators shall be clected for the term of four years and Delegates for the
termm of two years. The Senators first elected, shall dlvide themselves into two
classes, one Senator from every dlstrict belng asslgned to each class: and of these
elasses, the first to be desigpated by lot Inp such manner as the Senate may de-
termlne, shall hold their seats for two years; and the second for four years, so thar
after the tirst election, one-hali of the Senators shall be elected biennially.
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Division of State into Senatorial Districts. -

4. Tor the clcction of Senators, the State sball be divided into *twelve Sena-
torial Districts, which number sball not be diminisbed, but may be increased as
hereinafter provided. Every district shall elect two Senators, but where tlje dis-
trict is composed of more than one county, both shall not be chosen from the same
county. The districts shall be compact, formed of contiguous territory, bounded by
county lines, as nearly as practicable, equal {n population, to be ascertained
by the census of the United States. After every such census, the Legislature shall
aiter the Senatorial Districts, so far as may be necessary to make them conform
to the foregoing provision.

{*There are now fifteen senatorial dlstrlcts, as provided by Acts 1901, Chb. 101.]

Senatorial Districts Designated.

5. Until the Scnatorlal 1+ Districts shall be altered by the Legislature a sberein
prescribed, the counties of Hancock, Brooke and Ohio shall constitute the first
Senatoria} District; Marsball, Wetzel and Marion, the second; Ritchie, Doddridge,
Harrison. Gilmer and Calhoun, the third; Tyler, Pleasants, Wood and Wirt, the
fourtb ; Jackson, Mason, Putnam and Roane, the fifth; Kanawha, Clay, Nicholas,
Braxton and Webster, the sixth; Cabell, Wayne, Lincoln, Boone, Logan, Wyoming,
McDosweil and Mercer, the seventh; Monroe, Greenbrier, Summers, Pocahontas,
Fayette and Raleigh, the eighth; Lewis, Randolph, Upshur, Barbour, Taylor and
Tucker, the ninth ; Preston and Monongalia, the tenth ; Hampshire, Mineral, Hardy,
Grant and Pendleton, the eleventh; Berkeley, Morgan and Jefferson, the twelfth.

[+By the provisions of the reapportionment aet of 1901. [Acts 19901, ch. 10], the
number of senatorial districts was increased to fifteen, the number of senators to
thirty, and tbe counties constituting each district were changed.]

Provision for Delegate Representation.

6. TFor the clection of Declegates. every county contalning a population of not
less than three-fifths of the ratio of representatlon for the IMouse of Delegates,
shall, at each apportionment, be attached to some contiguous county or counties,
to form a iDeclegate District.

[1By the provisions of the Acts of 1901, ch. 10, the House of Declegates consisted
or cighty-six members, each county having at least one member. After tbe general
election of 1916, the llouse of Delegates consisted of ninety-four members, cach
county having at least one member. See Ch. 30, p. 270, Acts 1915, Regular Ses-
sfon.]

After Census, Delepate Apportionment.

7. After every census the Delegates shall be apportioned as follows: 'The
ratio of representation for the House of Delegates shall be ascertained by divid-
ing the whole population of the State by the number of which the ITouse is to
consist and rejecting the fraction of a unit, if any, resulting from such divislon.
Divlding the population of every Dclegate District, nnd of every county not In-
cluded in a Delcgate District, by the ratio thus ascertained, there shall be asslgned
to each a number of Delegates cqual to the quotient obtained by this divislon,
excluding tbe fractional remalnder. ‘Tbe additional Delegates necessary to make
up the number of which the House Is to consist, shall then be assigned to those
Delegate Districts, and countles not included Iin a Delegzate District, which would
otherwise have the largest fractlons unrepresented, but every Delegate Distriet
and county not included in a Declegate District shall be entitled to at least one
Delcgate.

Designation of Delegate Districts.

8. TUntil a new apportionment shall be declared, the counties of Pleasants and
Wood shall form the first Delegate District, and clect three Delegates; Ritchle
and Calhoun the second. and elect two Delegates: Barbour, Harrison and Taylor
the third, and clect one Delegate : Randolph and Tucker the fourtb, and cleet one
Delegate : Nicholas, Clay and Webster the fifth, and elect one Dclegate; McDowell
and Wyoming the sixth, and clect one Delegate.
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Further Apportionment.

9. Until a new apportionment shall be declared: the apportionment of Delegates
to the counties not included in Delegate Districts, and to Barbour, Harrison and
Taylor counties, embraced in such districts. shall be as follows:

To Barbour, Boone, Braxton, Brooke, Cabell, Doddridge, Fayette, Hampshire,
Hancock, Jackson, Lewis. Logan, Greenbrier. Monroe, Mercer, Mineral, Morgan,
Grant, Hardy, Lincoln, Pendleton, Putnam, Roane, Gilmer, Taylor. 'Tyler, Upshur,
Wayne, Wetzel, Wirt, Pocabontas, Summers and Raleigh counties, one delegate
each.

To Berkeley, Harrison, Jefferson, Marjon, Marshall, Mason, Monongalia and
Preston counties, two Delegates each.

To Kanawha county, three Delegates.

To Obhio county, four Delegates.

Arrangement of Senatorial and Delegate Districts. .

10. The arrangement of the Senatorial and Delegate Districts. and appor-
tionment of Delegates, shall hereafter be declared by law. as soon as possible after
each succeeding census, taken by authority of the United States. When so de-
clared they shall apply to the first general election for members of the Legisla-
ture, to be thereafter held, and sball continue in force uncbanged, until such
Districts shall be altered, and Delegates apportioned, under the succeeding census.

Additionat Territory May be Admitted Into State.

11. Additional territory may be admitted into, and become part of this State,
with the consent of the Legislature and a majority of the qualifed voters of the
State, voting on the question. And in such case provision shall be made by law
for the representation thereof in the Senate and House of Delegates. in conformity
with the principles set forth in this Constitution. And the number of members
of which each house of the Legislature is to consist, shall thereaiter be increased
by the representation assigned to such additional territory.

Senators and Delegates Required to be Residents of Districts.

12. No person shall be a Senator or Delegate who has not for one year next
preceding his election, been a resldent within the District or county from which
he is elected : and if'a Senator or Delcgate remove from the District or county for
which he was elected. bis seat shall be thereby vacated.

Eligibility to Seat in Legislature,

13. No person holdlng a lucrative office under this State. the Unlted States,
or any foreign government: no member of Congress: no person who is a salaried
oflicer of any rallroad company. or who is sheriff, constable or clerk of any court
of record. shall be eligible to a seat in the Legislature.

Bribery Conviction Forfeits Eligibility.

14. No person who has been. or hereafter shall be convicted of bribery, per-
jury, or other infamous crime, shall be eligible to a seat in the Legislature. XNo
persou who may have collected or been entrusted with public money, whether
State. county, township. district, or other municipal organization. shall be eligible
to the Legislature. or to auy oftice of honor, trust or profit in this State until
he shall have duly accounted for and paid over such money according to law,

Senators and Delegates Not to Hold Civil Office for Profit.

15. No Senator or Delegate, during the term for which he shall have been
elected. shall be clected or appointed to any civil oftice of profit under this State,
which has been created. or the emoluments of which bave becn increased during
such term, except offices to be filled by election by the people. Nor shall any
member of the Legislature be interested drlectly or indirectly, in any contract with
the State, or any county thereof authorized by any law passed during the term
for which he shall have been elected.
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Oath of Senators and Delegates.

1G6. Members of the Legislature, before they enter upon their duties, shall take
and subscribe the following oath or affirmation: *“I do solemnly swear (or af-
firm) that I will support the Constitution of the United States, and the Constitu-
tion of the State of West Virginia, and faithfully discharge the duties of Sena-
tor (or Delegate) according to the best of my ability ;" and they shall also take
this further oath, to-wit: “I will not accept or receive, directly or indirectly,
any money or other valuable thing, from any corporation, company, or person,
for any vote or influence I may give or withhold, as Senator (or Delegate), or
any bill, resolution or appropriation, or for any act I may do or perform as
Senator (or Delegate).” These oaths shall be administered in the bhall of the
house to which the member is elected, by a Judge of the Supreme Court of
Appeals, or of a Circuit Court, or b~ snv other person authorized by law to
administer an oath; and the Secretary of State shall record and file said oaths sub-
scribed by each member: and no other oath or declaration shall be required
as a qualification. Any member who shall refuse to take the oath herein pre-
scribed shall forfeit his seat; and any member who shall be convicted of bhaving
violated the oath last above required to be taken, shall forfeit his seat and be
disqualified thereafter from holding any office of profit and trust in this State.

Members of Legisfature Privileged From Civil Arvest.

17. Members of the Legislature shall, in all cases except treason, felony, and
breach of the peace, be privileged trom_ arrest during the session, and for ten days
before and after the same; and for words spoken in debate, or any re-
port, motion or proposition made in either house, a member shall not be ques-
tioned in any other place.

Time of Assembly of Legislature,

18. The Legislature shall assemble at the seat of Government, biennially, and
not oftener, unless convened by the Governor. The first session of the Legisiature,
after the adoption of this Constitution, shall commence on the third Tuesday of
November, 1872, and the regular biennial session of the Legislature shall
commence on the second Wednesday of January, 1875, and every two years there-
after, on the same day.

Convening of Legislature by Governor.
19. The Governor may convene the Legislature by proclamation whenever. in

his opinion, the public safety or welfare shall require it. It shall be his duty to
convene it, on application in writing, of three-fifths of the members elected to

each house.

Seat of Government.

20. The seat ¢f Government shall be at Charleston, until otherwise provided
by law. ;

Provision for A bling of Legislature Other Than at the Seat of Government.

21. The Governor may convene the Legisiature at another place. when, in his
opinion, it can not safcly assemble at the seat of Government, and the Legisin-
ture may, when in session, adjourn to some other place, when in its opinion, the
public safety or welfare, or the safety of the members, or their health shall require

it.
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Length of Legislative Session.

22. *All sessions of the Legislature, other than extraordinary sessions, sball
continue in session for a period not exceeding fifteen days, from date of conven-
ing, during which time no bills sball be passed or rejected, unless the same shall
be necessary to provide for a public emergency. shall be specially recommended by
the Governor and passed by a vote of four-fifths of the members elected to each
bouse; whereupon, a recess of both houses must be taken until the Wednesday
after the second Monday of March following. On reassembling of the Legisla-
ture, no bill shall be introduced in either house without a vote of three-fourths of all
the members elected to each house taken by yeas and nays. The regular sessions
shall not continue longer tban forty-five days after reconvening, without the con-
currence of two-thirds of the members elected to each house.

* (*The amendment of sections 22 and 33. Art. VI. was proposed by joint reso-
lution of January 13, 1919, Acts 1919, p. 456, and ratified at the general elec-
tion November 2, 1920. Prior to its amendment, section 22 read as follows:

“No session of the Legislature, after the first, shall continue longer than forty-
five days without the concurrence of two-thirds of the members elected to each
House.”)

Concerning Adjournment.
23. Neither House sball, during the session, adjourn for more than three days
without the consent of the other. Nor shall either. without such consent, adjourn,
to any other place than that in which the Legislature is sitting.

Rules Governing Legislative Proceedings.

24. A majority of the members elected to each House of the Legislature, sball
constitute a quorum. But a smaller number may adjourn from day to day. and
shall be authorized to compel the attendance of absent members. as each House
may provide. Each House shall determine the rules of its proceedings and be the
judge of the clections, returns and qualifications of its own members. The Senate
shall choose, from its own body, a President: and the House of Delegates, from
its own body, a Speaker. FEacbh House shall appoint its own officers, and remove
them at pleasure. The oldest Delegate present shall call the House to order at
the opening of each new House of Delegates. and preside over it until the Speaker
thereof sball be chosen, and have taken his seat. The oldest member of the Senate
present at the commencement of each regular session thereof. shail call the Senate
to order. and preside over the same until a President of the Senate shall have been
chosen and have taken his seat.

Authority to Punish Members.

253. Each House may punish its own members for disorderly bebavior. and with
the concurrence of two-thirds of the members elected thereto. expel a member. but
not twice for the same offense.

Provisions for Undisturbed Transaction of Business.

26. Each House sball have power to provide for its own safety, and the undia-
turbed transactions of its business, and may puunish by Imprisonment, any person
not n member, for disrespectful behavior in its presence: for obstructing any ot
{ts proceedlngs, or of its ofticers in the discharge of his duties, or for any assault.
threat or abuse of a member, for words spoken in debate. But such imprison-
ment shall not extend beyond the termlnation of the session. and sbhall not pre-
vent the punishment of any offense. by the ordinary course of law.
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Accounting for State Monies.

27. Laws shall be enacted and enforced, by sultable provisions and penalties
requiring sheriffs, and all other officers, whether State, county, district, or muni-
cipal who shall collect or receive, or whose official duty it is or shall be, to
colleet, receive, hold or pay out any money belonging to, or which is, or shall be,
for the use of the State or of any county, district, or municipal corporation, to make
annual account and settlement therefor. Such settlement, when made, shall be
subject to exceptions, and take such direction, and have only such force and
effect, as may be provided by law; but in all cases, such settlement shall be
recorded, and be open to examination of the people at such convenient place or
places as may be appointed by law.

Origination of Bills.

28. Bllls and resolutions may originate in either House, but may be passed,
amended or rejected by the other.

Requirement for Reading of Bills.

29. No bill shall become a law until it has been fully and distinctly read, on
three different days, in each House, unless in case of urgency, by a vote of four-
fifths of the members present, taken by yeas and nays on each bill, this rule be
dispensed with; Provided, in all cases that an engrossed bill shall be fully and
distinctly read in each House.

Acts to Embrace but One Object—Time of Effect.

30. No act hereafter passed shall embrace more than one object, and that shall
be expressed in the title. But if any object shall be embraced in an act which is
not so expressed, the act shall be vold only as to so much thereof as shall not be
expressed, and no law shall be revived, or amended, by reference to its title only;
but the law revived, or the section amended, shall be inserted at large, in the new
act. And no act of the Leglslature, except such as may be passed at the first session
under this Constitution, shall take effect until the expiration of ninety days after
its passage, unless the Legislature shall by a vote of two-thirds of the members
elected to each House, taken by yeas and nays, otherwise direct.

How Bills May Be Amended,

31. When a bill or joint resolution passed by one House, shall be amended by
the other, the question on agreelng to the bill, or joint resolution, as amended, sball
be again voted on, by yeas and nays, in the House by which it was originally
passed and the result entered upon its journals; in all such cases the afirmative
vote of a majority of all the members elected to such House shall be necessary.

**Majority’" Defined.

32. Whenever the words, “a majority of the members elected to elther House of
the Legislature,” or words of like import, are used in this Constitution, they
shall be construed to mean a majority of the whole number of members to which
each House is, at the time, entitled, under the apportionment of representation,
established by the provisions of this Constitution.

Compensation of Members.

33. *The members of the Legislature shall each receive for his services the
sum of five hundred dollars per annum and ten cents for each mile traveled in
going to and returning from the seat of government by the most direct route.
The Speaker of the House of Delegates and the President of the Senate shall
each receive an additional compensation of two dollars per day for each day
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they shall act as presiding officers. No other allowance or emolument than that
by this section provided, shall directly or indirectly be made or paid to the mem-
bers of either house for postage, stationery, newspapers, or any other purpose
whatever.

[*The amendment of sections 22 and 23, Art. VI, was proposed by joint resolu-
tion of January 13, 1919, Acts 1919, p. 456, and ratified at the general election
November 2, 1920. Prior to {ts amendment, section 33 read as follows:

‘“The members of the Leglslature shall each recelve for their services the sum
of four dollars per day and ten cents for each mile traveled in going to and return-
ing from the seat of government by the most direct route. The Speaker of the
House of Delegates and the President of the Senate shall each receive an addi-
tional compensation of two dollars per day for each day they shall act as pre
siding officers. No other allowance or emolument than that by this section pro-
vided shall directly or indirectly be made or paid to the members of either House
for postage, stationery, newspapers,.- or any other purpose whatever.”]

Distribution of Laws and Journals Provided For—Contracts for Printing.

34. The Leglslature shall provide by law that the fuel. stationery and printing
paper, furnished for the use of the State; the copying, printing, binding and
distributing the laws and Jjournals; and all other printing ordered by the Legis-
lature, shall’ be let by contract to the lowest responsible bidder. bidding under a
maximum price to be fixed by the Legislature; and no member or officer thereof
or officer of the State. shall be interested, directly or indirectly. in such contract,
but all such contracts shall be subject to the approval of the Governor, and in
case of his disapproval of any such contract, there shall be m reletting of the
same in the manner prescribed by law.

State Not to be Made Defendant in any Court.

35. The State of West Virginia shall never be made defendant in any court of
law or equity.

Lotteries Prohibited.

36. The Legislature shall have no power to authorlze lotteries or gift enter-
prises for any purpose. and shall pass laws to prohibit the sale of lottery or
gift enterprise tickets In this State.

Term of Office Not to be Extended After Election.

37. No law shall be passed after the election of any public officer. which shall
operate to extend the term of bis office.

Salaries of Officials Cannot be Increased During Official Term.

38. No extra compensation shall be granted or allowed to any public officer,
agent, servant or contractor, after the services shall have been rendered or the
contract made; nor shall any Legislature authorize the payment of any claim or
part thereof, hereafter created against the State, under any agreement or con-
tract made, without express authority of law; and all such unauthorized agree-
ments shall be null and void. Nor shall the salary of any public officer be in-
creased or diminished during his term of oflice. nor shall any sucb otlicer. or his
or their sureties be released from any debt or lfabillty due the State: Provided.
The Legislature may make appropriations ror expenditures hereafter incurred in
suppressing insurrection. or repelling invasion.

Local Laws Not to be Passed in Enumerated Cases.

39. The Legislature shall not pass local or special laws in any of the following
enumerated cases; tbat is to say, for:

Granting Divorces; )
Laying out, opening. altering and working roads or highways:
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Vacating roads, town plats, streets, alleys and public grounds;

Locating or changing county seats;

Regulating or changing county or district affairs;

Providing for the sale of church property, or property held for charitable uses;

Regulating the practice 1n courts of justice;

Incorporating cities, towns or villages, or amending the charter of any city, town
or village containing a population of less than two thousand;

Summoning or impaneling grand or petit juries;

The opening or conducting of any election, or designating the place of voting;

The sale and mortgage of real estate belonging to minors, or others under dis-
ability ;

Chartering, licensing, or establishing ferries or toll bridges;

Remitting fines, penalties or forfeitures;

Chbanging the laws of descent;

Regulating the rates of interest; .

Authorizing deeds to be made for land sold for taxes;

Releasing taxes; releasing title to forfeited lands.

The Legislature shall provide, by general laws, for the foregoing and all otbher
cases for which provision can be made; and in no case shall a special aet be
passed, where a general law would be proper, and can be made applicable to the
case, nor in any other case in which the courts bave jurisdiction and are competent

to give the rellef asked for.
Limiting Powers of Court or Judpe.

40. The Legislature shnll' not confer upon any court, or judge, the power of
appointment to office, further than the same is herein provided for.

Each House to Keep Journal of Proceedings.

41. Each House shall keep a journal of its proceedings, and cause the'same to
be published from time to time, and all bills and joint resolutions shall be de-
scribed therein, as well by their title as their number, and the ayes and nays on
any question, if called for by one-tenth of those present, shall be entered on the
journal. -

Appropriation Bills to be Specific.

42, Bills making appropriations for the pay of members and officers of the
Legislature, and for salaries for the officers of the Government, shall contain no
provision on any other subject.

Board of Court of Registration of Voters Prohibited.

43. The Legislature sbhall never authorize or establish any board or court of
registration of voters.

Election of Legislative County and Municipal Officers.

43. In all elections to office which may hereafter take place in the Tl.egislature,
or in any county, or municipal body, the vote shall be viva vocec, and be entered

on its journals.
Bribery and Attempt to Bribe—Punishment.

45. It shall be the duty of the Leglslature, at its first session after the adop-
tion of this Constitution, to provide, by law, for the punishment by imprisonment
in the penitentiary, of any person, who sball bribe, or attempt to bribe, any exec-
utive or judicial oficer of this State, or any member of the Legislature in order
to influence him in the performance of any of bis official or public duties; and
also to provide by law for the punisbhment by imprisonment in the penitentiary
of any of sald officers, or any member of the Legislature, who shall demand, or
recelve, from any corporation, combany or person, any money, testimonial, or
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other valuable thing for the performance of his official or public duties, or for
refusing or falling to perform the same, or for any vote or infiluence a member
of the Legislature may give or withhold as such member, and also to provide by
law for compelling any person, so bribing or attempting to bribe. or so demanding
or receiving a bribe, fee, reward, or testimonial, to testify against any person
or persons, who may bave committed any of saild offenses: Provided, That any
person so compelled to testify, shall be exempted from trial and punishment for
the offence of which he may bave been guilty, and concerning which he is com-
pelled to testlfy: and any person convicted of any of the offenses specified in this
section shall, as a part of the punishment thereof, be forever disqualified from
bolding any office or position of honor, trust, or profit in this State.

Manufacture and Sale of Liquor Prohibited—Exceptions.

46. On and after the first day of July, one thousand nine hundred and fourteen.
the manufacture, sale and keeping for sale of malt, vinous or spirituous liquors.
wine, porter, ale, beer or any intoxicating drink, mixture, or preparation of like
nature, except as hereinafter provided, are hereby prohibited in this State: pro-
vided, however, that the manufacture and sale and keeping for sale of such liquors
for medicinal, pbarmaceutical, mechanical, sacramental and scientific purposes, and
the manufacture and sale of denatured alcohol for industrial purposes may be per-
mitted under such regulations as the Legislature may prescribe. The Legislature
shall without delay, enact such laws, with regulations, conditions, securities and
penalties as may be necessary to carry into effect the provisions of this section.

{This section, prior to its amendment, read as follows: ‘Laws may be passed
regulating or prohibiting the sale of intoxicating liquors within the limits of this
State.”” The amendment as above set forth was proposed by joint resolution of
February 9, 1911, Acts 1911, p. 289, (see also Acts 1911, ch. 15), and was adopted
at the general clection of 1912. Chapter 32-\, Hogg's Code of 1913, was enacted
pursuant to this section, as amended : acts amendatory of certain sections of
chapter 32-A were passed in 1917 and 1919, which acts were again amended in
1921. (see acts of 1921, chapter 113, p. 40S.) ]

tncorporation of Religious Denominations Prohibited.

47. No charter of incorporation shall he granted to any church or religious
denomination. DI’rovision may be made by general laws for securing the title to
church property, and for the sale and transfer thereof, so that it shall be held, used,
or transferred for the purpose of such church or religious denomination.

Homestead Exemptions.

48. Apy busband or parent. residing in this State, or the infant chlidren of
deceased parents, may hold a homestead of the value of one thousand dollars
and personal property to the value of two hundred dollars, exempt from forced sale
subject to such regulations as shall be prescribed by law. Provided, That such
homestead exemption shall in no wise affect debts or liabilities existing at the
time of the adoption of this Constitution: and provided further, That no propertys
shall be exempt from sale for taxes due thereon, or for the payment of purchase
money due upon sald property, or for debts contracted for the erection of improve-
ments thereon.

Property of Married Women.
49. The Legislature shall pass such laws as may be necessary to protect

the property of marriad women from the debts, liabilitles and control of their
husbands.

Plan of Proportional Representation.

50. The Legislature may provide for submitting to & vote of the people at the
general election to be held in 187G, or at any general election thereafter, a plan
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or scheme of proportional representation in the Senate of this State; and if a
majority of the votes cast at such election be in favor of the plan submitted to
them, the Legislature shall, at its session succeeding sucb election, rearrange the
Senatorial Districts in accordance with the plan so approved by the people.

The Budget System.

51. The Legislature shall not appropriate any money out of the treasury except
in accordance with the following provisions:

Sub-Section A,

Every appropriation bill sball be either a budget bill, or a supplementary appro-
priation bill, as hereinafter mentioned. =

Sub.Section B.

First: Within ten days after the convening of the Legislature, unless such time
sball be extended by the legislature for the session at which the budget is to be
submitted, tbe board of public works, which shall consist of the governor, secretary
of state, auditor, treasurer, attorney general, superintendent of free schools and
commissioner of agriculture, shall submit to the Legislature, two budgets, one for
each of the ensuing fiscal years. Each budget shall contain a complete plan of pro-
posed expenditures and estimated revenues for the particular fiscal year to which it
relates; and shall show the estimated surplus or deficit of revenues at the end of
such year. Accompanying each budget shall be a statement showing: (1) the
revenues and expenditures for each of the two fiscal years next preceding; (2) the
current assets, liabilities, reserves and surplus or deficit of the State; (3) the debts
and funds of the State; (4) an estimate of the State's financial condition as of the
beginning and end of each of the fiscal years covered by the two budgets above pro-
vided ; (5) any explanation the board of public works may desire to make as to the
important features of any budget and any suggestion as to methods for the reduc-
tion or increase of the State’s revenue.

Second: Each budget shall be divided into two parts, and the first part shall
be designated ‘“Governmental Appropriations” and sball embrace an itemized esti-
mate of the appropriations; (1) for the Legislature as certified to the board of pub-
lic works in the manner hereinafter provided; (2) for the executive department; (3)
for the judiciary department, as provided by law, certified to the Governor by the
auditor; (4) to pay and discharge the principal and interest of any debt of the
State of West Virginia hereafter created in conformity with the Constitution. and
all laws enacted in pursuance thereof ; (5) for the salaries payable by tbe state under
the Constitution and laws of the State; (6) for the aid of public schools in con-
formity with the laws of the State; (7) for such other purposes as are set forth In
the Constitution and laws made in pursuance thereof.

Third : The second part shall be designated ‘“General Appropriations,’” and shall
include all other estimates of appropriations.

The board of public works shall deliver to the presiding officer of each House the
budgets and a bill for all the proposed approprintions of the budgets clearly itemized
and classified ; and the presiding officer of each Flouse shall promptly cause said bill
to be Introduced therein, and such bill shall be known as the “Budget BilL’” The
board of public works may, before flnal action thereon by the Legislature, amend
or supplement either of sald budgets to correct an oversight or in case of an
emergency, with the consent of the Legislature by delivering such an amendment or
supplement to the presiding officers of both Houses; and such amendment or sup-
plement shall thereby become a part of said budget bill as an addition to the items
of said bill or as a modification of or a substitute for any item of sald bill such
amendment or supplement may affect.

The Legislature shall not amend the budget bill so as to create a deflcit but may
amend the bill by increasing or diminishing the items therein relating to the Legis-
lature, and by increasing the items therein relating to the judiciary, but except as
hereinbefore specified, may not alter the said bill except to strike out or reduce
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items therein; provided, hotwever, that the salary or compensation of any public
officer shail not be increased or diminished during bis term of office, and such biil
when and as passed by both houses shall be a law immediately without furtber
action by the governor.

Fourth: The governor and such representatives of the boards. officers and com-
missions of the State expending or applying for State’'s money as bave been desig-
nated by the board of public works for tbis purpose. shall bave the right. and when
requested by either House of the Legislature it shall be their duty to appear and
be beard with respect to any budget bill during the consideration thereof, and to
answer inquiries relative thereto.

This section—added to Article VI—was ratified by a vote of the people at the
general election held on the fifth day of November, 1918, as an amendment to the
Constitution known as “The Budget Amendment.”

Sub-Section C.—Supplementary Appropriation Biils.

Neither House shall consider other appropriations untii tbe budget bill bas been
finally acted upon by both Houses, and no such other appropriations shail be valid
except in accordance witb the provisions foliowing:

(1) Every such appropriation shall be embodied in a separate bill limited to
some single work, object or purpose tberein stated and called herein a supplementary
appropriation bill: (2) Each supplementary appropriation bili shall provide the
revenue necessary to pay tbe appropriation thereby made by a tax, direct or indirect
to he laid and collected as shall be directed in said bill unless it appears from such
budget that there is sufficient revenue available; (3) No supplementary appropria-
tion blll shall become a law unless it be passed in each house by a vote of a majority
of the members present, and the yeas and nays recorded on its final passage. Each
supplementary appropriation bill shall be presented to the governor of the State as
provlded in section fourteen of article seven of the Constitution and thereafter all
the provisions of said section shall apply.

Nothing in this amendment shall be construed as preventing tbe Legislature from
passilng in time of war an approprlatlon bill to provide for the payment of any
obligation of the State of WWest Virginia within the protection of section ten of
article one of tbe Constitution of tbe United States.

Sub-Section D—General Provisions.

First: If the ‘Budget Bill" shall not bave been finally acted upon by the Legis-
lature three days before tbe expiration of its regular session. the governor may, and
it shall be his duty to issue a proclamatlon extending the session for such further
perlod as may, in his judgment, be necessary for the passage of such bill; but no
other matter tban such bill shall be consldered during such extended session except
a provision for the cost thercof.

Ncecond: The board of public works for the purpose of making up its budgets shall
have the power. and it sball be its duty, to require from the proper State officials.
including herein all executive departments, all executive and administrative officers,
bureaus, boards. commissions and agencies expending or supervislng the expendi-
tures of. and all instltutions applying for state moneys and appropriations, such
itemized cstimates and other information, {n such form and at such times as said
board shall direct. The estimates for the leglslative department, certified by the
pPresiding officer of each House, of the judiciary, as provided by law, certified by the
auditor, and for the public schools, as provided by law, shall be transmitted to the
hoard of public works in such form and at such time as it shall direct. and shall be
included in the budget.

Tbe board of public works may provide for public hearings on all estimates and
may require the attendance at such bearings of representatives of all agencies, and
all institutions applying for State moneys. After such public hearings it may. in
its discretion, revise all estimates except those for the leglsiative and jndlciary de-
partments, and for the public schools as provided by law.

Third: The Legislature may, from time to time, enact such laws., not incon-

sistent with this section, as may be necessary and proper to carry out its pro-
Visions.
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Fourth: 1In the event of any inconsistency between any of the provisions of this
séction and any of the other provisions of the Constitution, except amendments
thereto heretofore made and ratified by the people, the provisions of this section
shall prevail. But nothing herein shall be construed as preventing the governor from
calling extraordinary sessions of the Legislature, as provided by section seven of
article seven, or as preventing the Legislature at such extraordlnary sessions from
considering any emergency appropriation or appropriations.

If any item of any appropriation bill passed under the provisions of this section
shall be held invalid upon any ground, such invalidity sball not affect the legality
of tbe bill or of any otber item of such bill or bills.

ARTICLE VII.
Executive Department.

1. The Executive Department shall consist of a Governor, Secretary of State,
State Superintendent of Free Schools, Auditor, Treasurer and Attorney-General, who
shall be ew-officio, Reporter of the Court of Appeals. Thelr terms of office, respec-
tively, shall be four years, and shall commence on the fourth day of March, next
after their election. They shall, except the Attorney-General, reside at the seat of
government during their term of office, and keep there the public records, books and
papers pertaining to their respective offices and shall perform such duties as may be
prescribed by law. )

Election.

2. An election for governor, secretary of state, state superintendent of free
schools, auditor, treasurer and attorney general, shall be held at such times and
places as may be prescribed by law.

[{The amendment of this section was proposed by joint resolution of February 135,
1901, Acts 1901, p. 459, and adopted at the next election. The section, prior to
being amended, read as follows: ‘‘An election for governor, state superintendent
of free schools, auditor, treasurer and attorney general, shall be held at such time
and place as may be prescribed in this Constitution or by general law.”]

Certification of Election Returns—Contests.

3. The returns of every election for the above named officers shall be sealed up
and transmitted by the returning officers to the secretary of state, directed to the
speaker of the house of delegates, who shall immediately after the organization of
the house, and before proceeding to business, open and publish the same, in the
presence of a majority of each house of the Legislature, which shall for that purpose
assemble in the house of delegates. The person baving the highest number of votes
for either of sald offices, shall be declared duly elected thereto; but if two or more
have an equal and the highest number of votes for the same office, the Legislature
shall, by joint vote, choose one of such persons for said office. Contested elections
for the office of Governor shall be determined by both houses of the Legislature by
Joint vote, in such manner as may be prescribed by law.

[The amendment of this section was proposed by joint resolution of February 13.
1901, Acts 1901, p. 459, and ratified at the next election. The effect of the
amendment was to strike out the following at the end of the original section: *“The
secretary of state shall be appointed by the governor, by and with the advice
and consent of the Senate, and shall continue in office, unless sooner removed, until
the expiration of the officlal term of the governor, by whom he shall have becen
appointed.']

Efigibitity.
" 4. None of the executive officers mentioned in tbis article shall bold any other
office during the term of his service. The Governor shall not be eligible to said
office for the four years next succeeding the term for which bhe was elected.

{The amendment of this section was proposed b joint resolution of February 105,
1901, Acts 1901, p. 4569, and ratified at the next election.]
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Chief Executive—Powers.

5. The cbief executlve power shall be vested in the Governor, who shall take
care tbat the laws be faitbfully executed.

Governor’s Message.

6. The Governor shall at the commencement of each session give to the Legis-
lature information by message of the condition of the State, and shall recommend
such measures as be shall deem expedient. FHe shall accompany bis message with a
statement of all money received and paid out by him. from any funds, subject to bis
order, with vouchers therefor: and at the commencement of eacb regular session
present estimates of the amount of money required by taxation for all purposes.

Extraordinary Legislative Sessions.

7. The Governor may on extraordinary occasions, convene at his own instance,
the Legislature; but when so convened it shall enter upon no business except that
stated in the proclamation by which it was called together.

Governor to Nominate Certain Officers.

8. The Governor sball nominate, and by and with the advice and consent of the
Senate (a majority of all Senators elected concurring by yeas and nays). appoint
all officers whose offices are established by this Constitution, or shall be created by
law. and whose appointment or election is not otherwise provided for: and no such
officers shall be appointed or elected by the Legislature.

Recess Vacancies—How Filled.

9. In case of a vacancy. during the recess of the Senate, in any office which is

>t electlve. the Governor shall. by appointment. fill such vacancy, until the next
meeting of the Senate. when be shall make a nomination for such office. and the
person so nominated, when confirmed by the Senate (a majority of all the Senators
elected concurring by yeas and nays). shall bold his office during the remainder of
the term. and until his successor shall be appointed and qualified. No person., after
helng rejected by the Senate. shall be again nominated for the same office, during
the same session unless at the request of the Senate: nor shall such person be
appointed to the same office during the recess of the Senate.

Governor's Power of Removal.

10. The Governor shall have power to remove any officer whom he may appoint,
in case of incompetency, neglect of duty. gross immorality. or malfeasance in office.
and he may declare his office vacant and fill the same as herein provided in other
cases of vacancy.

* Executive May Remit Fines and Forfeitures.

11. The Governor shall have power to remit fines and penalties in such cases
nnd under such regulations as may be prescribed by law ; to commute capital punish-
ment and, except where the prosecution has been carried on by the House of Dele-
gates. to grant reprieves and pardons after conviction: but he shall communicate
to the legislature at each session the partlculars of every case of fine or penalty
remitted. of punishment commuted and of reprieve or pardon granted, with his
reasons therefor.

Governor Commander-in-Chief of Military Forces.

12. The Governor shali be commander-in-chief of the military forces of the State
(except when they sball be called into the service of the United States). and may
call out the same to execute the lavws. suppress insurrection and repel invaslon.
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Official Bond of State Officers.

13. When any State officer bas executed his officlal bond, the Governor shall,
for such causes and in such manner as the Legislature may direct, require of such
officer reasonable additional security; and if the security is not given as required
his office shall be declared vacant, in such manner as may be provided by law.

How Bills Become Laws.

14. Every bill passed by the Legislature shall, before it becomes a law, be pre-
sented to the Governor. If he approve he shall sign it, and thereupon it shall be-
come a law,; but if not, he shall return it, with his objections, to the House in
which it originated, which IHouse shall enter the objections at large upon {ts
journal and proceed to reconsider it. It, after such reconsideration, a majority
of the members elected to that Ilouse, agree to pass the bill, it shall be sent, to-
gether with the objections, to the other House, by which it shall be reconsidered,
and if approved by a majority of the members elected to that House it shall be-
come a law, notwithstanding the objections of the Governor. But in all such
cases the vote of each House shall be determined by yeas and nays to be entered
on the journal. Any blll which shall not be returned by the Governor within five
days (Sunday excepted), after it shall have been presented to him, shall be a law,
in llke manner as if he had signed it, unless the Legislature shall, by their ad-
journment prevent its return, in which case, it shall be filed with bis objections
in the office of the Secretary of State, within five days after such adjournment,

or become a law.

Respecting Appropriations of Monies.

15. Every bill passed by the leglslaturc making appropriations of money, em-
bracing distinct items, shall before it becomes a law, be presented to the Governor;
if he disapproves the bill, or any item or appropriation therein contained, he shall
communicate such disapproval with his reasons therefor to the House in which the
bill originated; but all items not disapproved shall have the force and effect of law
according to the original provisions of the bill. Any item or items so disapproved
shall be vold, unless re-passed by a majority of each House according to the rule
and limitations prescribed in the preceding section in reference to other bills.

Vacancy in Governorship, How Filled.

16. In case of the death, conviction on impeachment, failure to qualify, resigna-
tion, or other disability of the Governor, the President of the Senate shall act as
Governor until the vacancy is filled, or the disability removed; and if the President
of the Senate, for any of the above named causes, shall become incapable of petr-
forming the duties of governor, the same shall devolve upon the Speaker of the
House of Delegates; and in all other cases where there is no one to act as Governor
one shall be chosen by joint vote of the Legislature. Whenever a vacancy shall
occur in the office of Governor before the first three years of the term shall have
expired, a new election for Governor shall take place to fill the vacancy.

Vacancies in Other Executive Departments,

17. 1f the office of secretary of state, auditor, treasurer, state superintendent of
free schools or attorney general, shall become vacant by death, resignation or other-
wise, it shall be the duty of the governor to fill the same by appointment, and the
appointee shall hold his office until his successor shall be elected and qualified in
such manner as may be prescribed by law. The subordinate officers of the executive
department and the officers of all public institutions of the State shall keep an
account of all moneys received or disbursed by them, respectively, from ail sourccs,
and for every service performed, and make a semi-annual report thereof to the
Governor under oath or afirmation; and any officer who shall wilfully make a false
report shall be deemed gullty of perjury. .

{The amendment of this section was proposed by Joint resolution of ebruary
15, 1901, Acts 1901, p. 459, and ratified at the next election. The only change
in the original section was by the insertion of the words ‘‘secretary of State in
the first line, and by substitution of the word ‘‘prescribed’ for the word ‘pro-
vided” in the fifth line.]
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Executive Heads to Make Reports.

18. The subordinate officers of the Executive Department and the officers of all
the public institutions of the State, shall at least ten days preceding each regular
session of the Legislature severally report to the Governor, who shall transmit such
report to the Legislature and the Governor may at any time require information in
writing, under oath, from the officers of his department, and all officers and man-
agers of State institutions, upon any subject relating to the condition, manage-
ment and expenses of the respective offices.

Salaries of Officials.

Sec. 19. The officers named in this article shall recelve for their services a
salary to be established by law ; which sball not be increased or diminished during
their official terms. and they shall not, after the expiration of the terms of those
in offices at the adoption of this amendment, receive to their own use any fees, costs,
perquisites of office or other compensation, and all fees that may hereafter be pay-
able by law, for any service performed by any officer provided for in this article
of the Constitution, shall be paid in advance into the State treasury.

[The amendment of this section was proposed by joint resolution of February
13, 1901, Acts 1901, p. 439, and ratified at the next election. This section, prior
to amendment, read as follows: “The governor shall receive for his services a
salary of twenty-seven hundred dollars per annum and no additional emolument,
allowance or perquisite, shall be paid or made to him, on any account. Any
person acting as governor shall receive the emoluments of that office. The
secretary of state shall receive one thousand; the state superintendent of free
schools, fifteen hundred; the treasurer, fourteen hundred; the auditor two thous-
and. and the attorney general thirteen hundred dollars per annum; and no addi-
tional emolument or allowance, except as herein otherwise provided, shall be paid
or made out of the treasury of the state to any of the foregoing executive officers
on any account.”]

ARTICLE VIII,
Judicial Department.

1. The judiclal power of the State shall be vested in a supreme court of appeals,
in circult courts and the judges thereof, in such inferior tribunals as are hereln
authorized aud in justices of the peace.

[The amendment of this entire article was proposed by joint resolution of Marck
6, 1879, Acts 1897, p. 175, and ratified at the next election.)

Supreme Court of Appeals.
o

2. The supreme court of appeals shall consist of *four judges. any three of whomn
shall be a quorum for the transaction of business. They sball be elected by the
voters of the State and hold their office for the term of twelve years, unless sooner
removed in the manner prescribed by this Constitution, except that the judges in
oftice when this article takes eflect sball remain therein until the expiration of their
prescut term of oflice.

[*The supreme court of appeals consists of five judges, by the provisions of the
**Judlclal Amendment” set forth at the end of the Constitution, and Acts 1903, ch.
19 amending and re-enacting section 1 of chapter 113.)

Scope of Jurisdiction.

3. It shall bhave original jurisdiction in cases of habeas corpus, mandamus, and
Prohibition. It shall have appellate jurisdiction in civil cases where the matter in
controversy, exclusive of costs, is of greater value or amount than one hundred
dollars: in controversies concerning the title or boundaries of land, the probate of
wills, the appointment or qualification of a personal representative, guardian, com-
mlittee or curator, or concerning a mill, roadway, ferry or landing: or the right of
a corporation or county to levy tolls or taxcs; and also, in cases of quo scarranto,
habeas corpus, mandamus, certiorari and prohibition, and in cases involving free-
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dom or the constitutionality of a law. It shall have appellate jurisdiction in
criminal cases where there has been a conviction for felony or misdemeanor in a
circuit court, and where a conviction has been had in any inferior court, and been
afirmed in a circuit court, and in cases relating to the public revenue, the right of
appeal shall belong to the State as well as the defendant, and such other appellate
Jurisdiction, in both civil and criminal cases, as may be prescribed by law.

¥

Binding Authority of Decisions,

4. No decision rendered by the supreme court of appeals shall be considered as
binding authority upon any of the inferior courts of this State, except in the par-
ticular case decided, unless such decision is concurred in by at least three judges
of said court.

Reversal or Affirmance of Judgments,

5. When a judgment or decree is reversed or affirmed by the supreme court of
appeals, every point fairly arising upon the record of the case shall be considered
and declded; and the reasons therefor shall be concisely stated in writing and pre-
served with the record of the case, and it shall be the duty of the court to prepare
a syllabus of the points adjudicated in such case concurred in by three of the judges
thereof, which shall be prefixed to the published report of the case.

Writ of Error, Supersedeas and Appeal.

6. A writ of error, supersedeas, or appeal shall be allowed only by the supreme
court of appeals, or a judge thereof, upon a petition assigning error in the judgment
or proceedings of the inferior court and then only after said court or judge shall
have examined and considered the record and assignment of errors, and is satisfled
that there is error in the same, or that it presents a point proper for the considera-
tion of the supreme court of appeals.

Provision for Filling Supreme Court Vacancies.

7. If from any cause a vacancy shall occur in the supreme court of appeals the
Governor shall issue a writ of election to filll such vacancy at the next general
election for the residue of the term, and in the meantime he shall flll such vacancy
by appointment untll a judge is elected and qualified. But if the unexpired term be
less than two years the Governor shall flll such vacancy by appointment for the
unexpired term.

Officers of Supreme Court.

8. The officers of the supreme court of appeals, except the reporter, shall be
appointed by the court, or in vacation by the judges thereof, with the power of
removal ; their duties and compensation shall be prescribed by law.

Terms of Supreme Court.

9. There shall be gt least two terms of the supreme court of appecals held an-
nually at such times and places as may be prescribed by law.

Circuit Courts,

10. The state shall be divided into *thirteen circuits. For the circuit hereinafter
called the first, two judges shall be elected, and for each of the other circuits oune
. Judge shall be elected by the voters thereof. Each of the judges so elected shall hold
his office for the term of eight years unless sooner removed in the manner prescrlbed
in this Constitution. The judges of the circuit courts in office when this article
takes effect shall remain therein until the expiration of the term for which they
have been elected in the circuits in which they may respectively reside, unless
sooner removed as aforesaid. A vacancy in the office of a judge of the circuit court
shall be filled in the same manner as is provided for in the case of a vacancy in
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the office of a judge of the supreme court of appeals. During his continuance in office
the judge of a circult court shall reside in the circuit of which he is judge. The
business of the first circuit may be apportioned between the judges thereof, and such
judges may bhold courts in the same county or in different countles within the cir-
cult at the same time or at different times as may be prescribed by law.

[*Now twenty-three. See Acts 1913, chapters 54, 56 and 57. Hogg's Code of
1913, chapter 112-A. See also, Acts 1919, chapter 132, p. 490, for changes in
composition of circuits.]

Terms of Circuit Court.

11. A circuit court shall be held in every county in the State at least three
times in each year, and provisions may be made by law for holding special terms
of sald court. A judge of any circuit may hold the courts in another circuit.

Circuit Court Jurisdiction.

12. The circuit court shall have the supervision and control of all proceedings
before justices and other inferior tribunals. by mandamus, prohidition and cer-
tiorari. They shall, except in cases confined exclusively by this Constitution to
some other tribunal, have original and general jurisdiction of all matters at law
where the amount in controversy, excluslve of interest, exceeds fifty dollars; of all
cases of habeas corpus, mandamus, quo warranto and prohibition; and all cases
in equity, and of all crimes and misdemeanors. They shall have appellate jurisdic-
tion in aill cases, civil and criminal, where an appeal, writ of error or supersedeas
may be allowed to the judgment or proceedings of any inferior tribunal. They shall
also have such other jurisdiction, whether supervisory, original, appellate or con-
current, as Is or may be prescribed by law

Division of State into Circuits,

13. Until otherwise provided by law, the State shall be divided into the follow-
ing tclrcults: The counties of Brooke, Hancock, Ohio, and Marshall shall constitute
the first circult; the counties of Monongalia, Marlon, and Harrison, the second:
the counties of Preston, Taylor, Barbour, Tucker and Randolph, the third; the
counties of Wetzel, Tryler, Ritchie and Doddridge, the fourth; the counties of
Wood, Wirt and Pleasants, the fifth; the countles of Clay, Gllmer, Jackson, Roane
and Calhoun, the sixth; the counties of Putnam, Eanawha and Mason, the seventh;
the counties of Cabell, Wayrne, Lincoln and Logan, the eighth; the counties of
McDowell, Mercer, Raleigh, Wyoming and Boone, the ninth; the counties of Green-
brier, Monroe, Summers, Fayette and Pocahontas, the tenth; the counties of
Upshur, I.ewls, Braxton, Nlcholas and Webster, the eleventh; the counties of Grant,
IHardy, llampshlre. Mineral and Pendleton, the twelfth; the counties of Jeffer-
son. Berkeley and Morgan, the thirteenth.

[tActs of 1913, chapters 54, 56 and 57, prescribe twenty-three as the number
of circuits in the State. See, also Hogg's Code of 1913, ch. 112-A.}

Re-arrangement of State into Circuits.

14. The Legislature may re.arrange the circuits herein provided for at any ses-
sion thereof, next preceding any general election of the judges of sald circuits,
and after the year one thousand eight hundred and eighty-eight, may, at any sucio
sesslon, incrcase or diminish the number thereof.

15. The Legislature shall provide by law for holding regular and special terms
of the clrcuit courts, where from any cause the judge shall fall to attend, or, if in
attendance, cannot properly preside.

Provision for Special Court Terms.

16. All judges shall be commissioned by the Gorvernor. The °®salary of a judge
of the supreme court of appeals shall be two thousand two hundred dollars per
annum, and that of a judge of the circult court shall be one thousand eight hundred
dollars per annum; and each shall recelve the same mileage as members of the
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Legislature; Providcd, that Ohio county may pay an addltional sum per annum
to the judges of the circuit court thereof; but such allowance shall not be in-
creased or diminished during the term of office of the judges to whom it may
have been made. No judge, during his term of office, shall practice the profes-
sion of law or hold any other office, appolntment or public trust, under this or any
other government, and the acceptance thereof shall vacate his judicial office. Nor
shall he during his continuance therein, be eligible to any political office.

[*The salaries of the judges of the supreme court of appeals and of the judges
of the circuit courts were fixed by section 288, Hogg's Code of 1913. Salaries of
supreme judges were again fixed by the Legislature, chapter 67, Acts Regular Ses-
sfon, 1919 ; and of circuit judges chapter 3, Acts Extraordinary Session, 1919. See
also the “Judicial Amendment” set forth at the end of the Constitution.]

How Judges May be Removed.

17. Judges may be removed from office by a concurrent vote of both houses of
the Legislature when from age, disease, mental or bodily infirmity or intemperance,
they are incapable of discharging the duties of their ofice. But two-thirds of all
the members elected to each House must concur in such vote, and the cause of
removal shall be entered upon tbe journal of each house. The judge against whom
the Legislature may be about to proceed shall recelve notice thereof, accompanied
with the cause alleged for his removal, at least twenty days before the day on
which action is proposed to be taken therein.

General Provisions.

18. The voters of each county shall elect a clerk of the circuit court, whose
term of office shall be six years; his duties and compensation and the manner of
removing him from office shall be prescribed by law, and when a vacancy shall
occur in the office, the circuit court or the judge thereof im vacation shall fill the
same by appointment until the next general election. In any case in respect to which
the clerk shall be so situated as to make it improper for him to act, the said court
shall appoint a clerk to act therein. The clerks of sald courts in office when this
article takes effect, shall remain therein for the term for which they were elected,
unless sooner removed in the manner prescribed by law.

Courts of Limited Jurisdiction,

19. The Legislature may establish courts of limited jurisdiction within any
county, incorporated city, town or village, with the right of appeal to the circuit
court, subject to such limitations as may be prescribed by law; and all courts of
limited jurisdiction heretofore established in any county, incorporated city, town or
village, shall remain as at present constituted until otherwise provided by law. ‘Ihe
municipal court of Wheeling shall continue in existence until otherwise provided by
Jaw, and sald court and the judge thereof, shall exercise the powers and jurisdiction
heretofore conferred upon them ; and appeals in civil cases from said court shall lie
directly in the supreme court of appeals.

Regarding Participation in Civil War.

20. No citizen of the State who anlded or participated in the late war between
the government of the United States and a part of the people thereof, on either
side, shall be liable in any proceeding, civil or criminal ; nor shall his property be
seized or sold under final process Issued upon judgments or decrees herctofore
rendered, or otherwise, because of any act done in accordance with the usage of
civllized warfare in the prosecution of said war. The Legislature shall provide, by
general laws, for giving full force and effect to this section. J
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Parts of Common Law Effective.

21. Such parts of the common law, and of the laws of this State as are fn force
when this article goes into operation, and are not repugnant thereto, shall be and
continue the law of the state until altered or repealed by the Legislature. All
civil and criminal suits and proceedings pending in the former circuits of the State.
shall remain and be proceeded in before the circuit courts of the counties in which
they were pending.

County Courts.

22, There shall be in each county of the State a county court, composed of three
commissioners, and two of said commissioners shall be a quorum for the trans-
action of business. It shall hold four regular sessions in each year and at such
times as may be fixed upon and entered of record by the said court. Provisions may
be made by law for holding special sessions of said court.

Terms of Office of County Commissioners.

23. The commissioners shall be elected by the voters of the county, and hold
their office for the term of six years, except at the first mecting of said commis-
sioners they shall designate by lot, or otherwise., in such manner as they may de-
termine, one of their number, who shall hold his office for the term of two years.
one for four years and one for six years, so that one shall be elected every two
years. But no two of said commissioners shall be elected from the same magisterial
district. And if two or more persons residing in the same district shall receive the
greater number of votes cast at any election, then only the one of such persons re-
ceiving the highest number shall be declared elected, and the person living in an-
other district who shall reccive the next highest number of votes shall be declared
clected. Said commissioners shall annually elect one of their number as presi-
dent, and each shall rececive two dollars per day for his services, in court, to be
paid out of the county treasury.

Authority of County Courts—Clerks.

24, 'The county courts, through their clerks. shall have the custody of all deeds
and other papers presented for record in their counties, and the same shall be pre-
served therein, or otherwise disposed of. as now Is or may be prescrived by law.
‘They shall have jurisdiction in all matters of probate, the appointment and quali-
tlcation of personal representatives., guardians, committees, curators, and the set-
tlement of their accounts. and in all matters relating to apprentices. They sball
also, under such regulations as may be prescribed by law, have the superintendence
and administration of the internal and police and fiscal affairs of their counties, in-
cluding the establlshment and regulation of roads. ways, bridges, public landings.
ferries and mills, with authority to pay and disburse the county levies: Pro-
vided, That no lleense for the sale of intoxicating liquors in any incorporated city,
town or vlllage. shall be granted without the cousent of the munlcipal authon-
tles thercor, first had and obtained. They shall, in all cases of contest. judge of
the electlon, quallfication and returns of their own members, and of ali county
and district oflicers, subject 10 such regulations, by appeal or otherwise., as may
be prescribed by law. Such courts may ecxercise such other powers, and perform
such other duties, not of a judicial nature. as may be prescribed by law. And
provisions may be made, under such regulations as may be prescribed by law, for
the probate of wills and for the appeintment and qualification of personal represen-
tatives, guardians, committees and curators during the recess of the reguiar ses-
sions of the county court. Such tribunals as have been heretofore established by
the Legislature under and by virtue of the thirty-fourth section of the eighth
article of the Constitution of one thousand eight hundred and seventy-two for
police and fiscal purposes, shall, until otherwise provlded by law, remain and
continue as at present constituted in the counties in which they bhave been re-
spectively established. and shall be and act as to police and fiscal matters in lieu
of the county court created by this article until otherwise provided by law. And.
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until otherwise provided by law, such clerk as Is mentloned in the twenty-sixth
section of this article, shall exercise any powers and discharge any duties hereto-
fore conferred on, or required of. any court or tribunal established for judiciai pur-
poses under the said article and section of the Constitution of oae thousand eight
hundred and seventy-two, or the cierk of such court or tribunal respectiveliy,
respectlng the recording and preservation of deeds and other papers presented for
record. matters of probate, the appolntment and qualification of personal represca-
tatives. guardians, committees, curators and the settiement of their accounts, and
In all matters relating to apprentices.

Relating to Actions, Suits and Other Proceedings.

25. Al actions, suits and proceedings not embraced in the next preceding sec-
tlon. peanding in a county court when this article takes effect, together with the
records and papers pertaining thereto, as well as all records and papers pertalning
to such actions, suits and proceedings, as have already been disposed of by sald
courts, shall be transmitted to and filed with the clerk of the circuit court of the
county to which office ail process outstanding at the time this articie goes Into
operation shall be returned; and sald cierk shali have the same power and shall
perform the same duties in relatlon to such records, papers and proceedings as
were vested in and required of the county court on the day before this articie shali
take effect. All such actions, suits and proceedings so pending as aforesald, shall
be docketed, proceeded in, tried. heard and determined In ail respects by the
circuit court, as If such suits and proceedings had originated In said court.

Clerk of County Court—Term of Office.

2¢. The voters of cach county shall elect a clerk of the county court. whaose
term of office shall be six years. His duties and compensation and the manner of his
removal shall be prescribed by law. But the cierks of said courts, now in ofllce,
shall remain therein for the term for which they have been eclected. unless sooner
removed therefrom, in the manner prescribed by law.

Districting of County.

27. Each county shall be laid off into dlstricts, not less than three nor more
than ten in number, as nearly cqual as may be in territory and pepulatlon. There
shall be clected in each district containlng a population net exceeding twelve
hundred, one justice of the peace, and if the populatlon exceeds that number. twa
Justices shall be elected therein. Every justice shall reslde in the district tor which
be was elected and hold his office for the term of four years, unless sooner removed
in the manner prescribed by law, The districts as they now exist shall remain till
changed by the county court.

Jurisdiction of a Justice of the Peace.

28. The civil jurisdiction of a jJustice ot the peace shall extend to actions of
"assumpsit, debt, detinue and trover, if the amount claimed, cxecluslve of interest.
does not exceed three hundred dollars. The jurisdiction of justlees of the peace shall
extend throughout their county: they shall he conservators of the peace and have
such jurisdiction and powers In crlminal cases as may be prescribed by taw. And
justices of the peace shali have authority to take the acknowiedgment of decds and
other writings, administer oaths, and take and certify depositions. And the JLegls.
lature may give to justices such additlonal civll jurisdiction and powers within their
respective counties as may be deemed expedient, under such regulations and restrice-
tfons as may be prescribed by general law, except that in suits to recover money or
damajzes their jurlsdiction and powers shall In no case exceed three huudred dollars.
Appeals shall be allowed from Judgments of justices of the peace In such manner

as may Le prescribed by law.
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Re-formation of County Court Provided for.

29. The Legislature shall, upon the application of any county, reform, alter or
modify the county court establilshed by this article in such county, and in lieu
thereof, with the assent of a majority of the voters of such county voting at an
election. create another tribunal for the transaction of the business required to be
performed by the county court created by this article; and in such case all the pro-
vislons of this article in relatlon to the county court shall be applicable to the
tribunal established in lieu of said court. And when such tribunal has been estab-
lished it shall continue to act in lieu of the county court untll otherwise provided
by law.

Incompatible Officers.

39. The office of commissioner and justice of the peacc shall be deemed incom-
patible. Vacancies in the office of commissioner. clerk of the county court and jus-
tices of the peace shall be filled by the county court of the county until the next
general clection.

ARTICLE IX.
County Orpanization.

1. The voters of each county shall elect a surveyor of lands, a prosecuting
attorney, a sheriff. and one and not more than two assessors, who shall hold their
respectlve oflices for the term of four ycars.

Constabtes. Coroners and Overseers of the Poor.

2. There shall also be elected in cach district of the county, by the voters there-
of. one constable, and if the population of any district shall exceed twelve hun-
dred. an additional constable. whose term of oflice shall be four years and whose
powers as such shall extend throughout their county. The assessor shall, with
the advice and consent of the county court. have the power to appoint one or
more asslstants. Coroners, overseers of the poor and survesors of roads shall
be appointed by the county court. The foregolng oflicers except the prosecuting
attorneys. shall reside in the county and district for which they shall be respectively
clected.

Sheriffs—Consecutive Terms Prohibited.

2. The same person shall not be elected sheriff for two cousecutive full terms:
nor shall any person who acted as his deputy be elected successor to such sheriff.
nor shall any sherlff act as deputy of his successor: nor shall he during his term of
servive. or within one year thereafter, be cllgible to any other office. The retiring
sherift shall tinlsh all business remalning in his hands. at the expiration of his
term : for which porpose his commission and ofticial bond shall remain in force.
The dutles of the oftice of sheriflf shall be performed by him in person, or under his
superintendence.

Malf and Misf in Office.

4. 'The presidents of the couuty court. the justices of the peace, sheriffs. prose-
cuting attorneys, clerks of the circuit and of the county courts, and all other county
oticers. shall be subject to indictment for malfeasance, mls{easance, or neglect of
ofliclal Jdnty. and upon convicrtlon thereof their oftices shall become vacant.

Commissioning of Officers Not Otherwise Provided For.

3. The Legislature shall provide for commisslouing such of the officers herein
mentioned. as {t may deem proper, not provided for in this Constitution. and may
require any class of them to give bond with security rfor the faithtul discharge of
the duties of their respective offices.
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Compensation—Deputies.

6. It shall further provide for the compensation, the duties and responsibilities
of such officers, and may provide for tpe appointment of their deputies and assist-
ants by general law.

Conservators of the Peace.

7. The president of the county court and every justice and constable shall be a
conservator of the peace throughout his county.

Formation of New Counties.

8. No new county shall hereafter be formed in this State with an area less than
four hundred square miles; nor with a population of less than six thousand; nor
shall any county, from which a new county, or part thereof, shall be taken, be
reduced in area below four hundred square miles, nor-in population below six
thousand. Nor shall & new county be formed without the consent of a majority of
the voters residing within the boundaries of the proposed new county, and voting

on the question.
ARTICLE X.
Taxation and Finance.

1. Taxation shall be equal and uniform throughout the State, and ail property,
both real and personal, shall be taxed in proportion to its value, to be ascertained
as directed by law. No one species of property, from which a tax may be collected,
shall be taxed higher than any other species of property of equal value; but property
used for educational, literary, scientific, religious or charitable purposes; all ceme-
teries and public property may, by law, be exempted from taxation. The Legisla-
ture shall have power to tax, by uniform and equal laws, all privileges and fran-
chises of persons and corporations.

Capitation Tax.

2. The Legislature shall levy an annual capitation tax of one dollar upon each
male inhabitant of the State who has attained the age of twenty-one years, which
shall be annually appropriated to the support of free schools. Persons afllicted
with bodily infirmity may be exempted from this tax.

Receipts and Expenditures of Public Monies.

3. No money shall be drawn from the treasury but in pursuance of an appro-
priation made by law, and on a warrant issued therecon by the Auditor; nor shall
any money or fund be taken for any other purpose than that for which it has
been or may be appropriated, or provided. A complete and detailed statement of
the receipts and expenditures of the public moneys, shall be published annually.

Limitation of Contraction of State Debt.

4, No debt shall be contracted by this State, except to meet casual deflcits in
the revenue, to redeem a previous liabillity of the State, to suppress insurrection,
repel invasion or defend the State in time of war; but the payment of any liability
other than that for the ordinary expenses of the State, shall be equally dlstributed
over a period of at least twenty years.

Power of Taxation.

5. The power of taxation of the Legislature shall extend to provisions for the
payment of the State debt, and interest thercon, the support of free schools, and
the payment of the annual estlmated expenses of the State; but whenever any
deficiency in the revenue shall exist in any year, it shall, at the regular session
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thercof held next after the deficiency occurs levy a tax for the ensuing year, suffi-
cient with other sources of income to meet such deficiency, as well as the estimated
expenses of such year.

Credit of State Not to be Granted in Certain Cases.

6. The credit of the State shall not be granted to. or in aid of any county, city,
township, corporation or person; nor shall the State ever assume, or become respon-
sible for the debts or llabllitles of any county, city, township. corporation or person :
nor shall the State ever hereafter become a joint owner, or stockholder in any com-
pany or associatlon in this State or elsewhere, formed for any purpose whatever.

Duties of County Authorities in Assessing Taxes.

7. County authorities shall never assess taxes, in any one year, the aggregate of
which shall exceed ninety-five cents per one hundred dollars valuation; except for
the support of free schools; payment of indebtedness existing at the time of the
adoption of this Constitution. and for the payment of any indebtedness with the
interest thereon, created under the succeeding section. unless such assessment, with
ail questions involving the increase of such aggregate shall have been submitted to
the vote of the people of the county. and have recelved three-fifths of all the votes
cast for and against it.

Banded Indebtedness of Counties.

8. No county, city. school district, or municipal corporation, except in cases
where such corporations have already authorized their bonds to be issued, shall
hereafter be allowed to become indebted, in any manner. or for any purpose, to an
amount, including existing indebtedness, in the aggregate, exceedlng five per centum
on the value of the taxable property therein to be ascertalned by the last assess-
ment for State and county taxes. previous to the incurring of such indebtedness:
nor without, at the same time. providing for the collection of a direct annual tax,
suflicient to pay, annually. the interest on such debt. and the principal thereof, with-
in, and not exceeding thirty-four years: Provided, That no debt shall be contracted
under this section. unless all questions connected with the same shall have been
first submltted to a vote of the people, and have received three-fifths of ail the
votes cast for and against the same.

Corporate Taxes to be Uniform.

9. 'The Legislature may, by law, authorize the corporate authorities of cities.
towns and villages, for corporate purposes. to assess and collect taxes: but such
taxes shall be uniform. with respect to persons and property within the jurisdiction
of the authority imposing the same.

ARTICLE XI.
Corporations.

1. The Legislature shall provide for the organizatlon of all corporations here-
after to be created, by general laws, uniform as to the class to which they relate,
but no corporation shall be created by special law: Provided, That nothing in this
section contalned, shall prevent the Legislature from providing by special laws for
the connection, by canal, of the waters of the Chesapeake with the Ohio river by
the line of the James rlver, Greenbrier, New Rlver and Great Kanawha.

Corporate Liability for Indebtedness.

2. The stockholders of all corporations and joint stock companies, except banks
and banking institutions. created by laws of this State, shall be liable for the in-
debtedness of such corporations to the amount of their stock subscribed and unpaid,

and no more.
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Exclusive Privileges Prohibited.

3. Al existing charters or grants of special or exclusive privileges under which
organization shall not have taken place, or which shall not have been in operation
within two years from the time this Constitution takes effect, shall thereafter have
no validity or affect whatever; Provided, That nothing herein shall prevent the
execution of any bona fide contract heretofore lawfully made in relation to any exist-
ing charter or grant in this State.

Rights of Stockholders.

4. The Leglslature shall provide by law that in all elections for directors or
managers of incorporated companies, every stockholder shall have the right to vote
in person or by proxy, for the number of shares of stock owned by him, for as many
persons as there are directors or managers to be elected, or to cumulate said shares,
and give one candidate as many votes as the number of directors multiplied by the
number of his shares of stock, shall equal, or to distrlbute them on the same prin-
ciple among as many candidates as he shall think fit, and such directors or managers
shall not be elected in any other manner.

Street Railways.

5. No law shall be passed by the Legislature, granting the right to construct and
operate a street railroad within any clity, town or incorporated village, without re-
quiring the consent of the local authorities having the control of the street or high-
way, proposed to be occupied by such street raflroad.

Banks.

6. The Legislature may provide, by general banking law, for the creation and
organization of banks of issue or circulation, but the stockholders of any bank
hereafter authorized by the laws of this State, whether of issue, deposit or dis-
count, shall be personally liable to the creditors thereof over and above the amount
of stock held by them respectively to an amount equal to their respective shares
so held, for all liabilities accruing while they are such stockholders.

Railroads,

7. ZEvery railroad corporation organized or doing business in this State shall an-
nually by their proper ofticers, make a report under oath, to the auditor of public ac-
counts of this State, or some ofticer to be deslgnated b law, setting forth the condi-
tion of their affairs, the operations of the year, and such other matters relatlng to
their respective railroads as may be prescribed by law. The Legislature shall pass
laws enforcing by suitable penalties the provisions of this section.

Rolling Stock Considered Personal Progerty.

8. The rolling stock and ail other movable property belonging to any railroad
company or corporation in this State shall be considered personal property and
shali be liable to execution and sale in the same manner as the personal property of
individuals; and the Legislature shall pass no law exempting any such property
from execution and sale.

Railroads Public Highways.

9. Ralilroads heretofore constructed, or that may hereafter be constructed in this
State, are hereby declared public highways and shall be free to ali persons for the
transportation of their persons and property thereon, under such regulatlons as
shall be prescribed by law ; and the Legislature shall, from time to tlme, pass laws,
applicable to all railroad corporations in the State, establishing reasonable maximum
rates of charges for the transportation of passengers and freight, and providing for
the correction of abuses, the prevention of unjust discriminations between through
and local or way freight and passenger tariffs, and for the protectlon of the just
rights of the public, and shall enforce such laws by adequate pevalties.
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Stations to be Established.

10. The Legislature shall, in the law regulating railway companies, require rafl-
roads running through. or within a half mile of a town or village containing three
hundred or more inhabitants, to establish stations for the accommodation of trade
and travel of said town or village.

Competing Lines—Legislative Permission.

11. No railroad corporation shall consolidate its stock, property or franchise
with any other railroad owning a parallel or competing line, or obtain the possses-
sion or control of such parallel or competing line by lease or other contract. with-
out the permission of the Legislature.

+ Right of Eminent Domain.

12. The cxercise of the power and the right of eminent domain shall never be so
construed or abrldged as to prevent the taking. by the Legislature, of the property
and franchlses of incorporated companies already organized. and subjecting them
to the public use, the same as of individuals.

ARTICLE XII.
Education.

1. The Il.cgislature shall provide, by general law, for a thorough and eftlicient
system of free schools.

State Superintendent of Free Schools.

2. The State Superintendent of Free Schools shall have a general supervislon of
free schools, and perform such other duties in relation thereto as may be pre-
scribed by law. If in the performance of any such duty imposed upon him by the
Legislature he shall incur any expenses. he shall be reimbursed therefor; Provided,
the amount does uot exceed five hundred dollars in any one year.

County Superintendents.

R. The Legtslature may provide for couanty superintendents and such other
officers as may be necessary to carry out the objects of this article and detine their
dutles, powers and compepsation.

Existing Permanent and Invested School Fund.

4. The existing permanent and invested school fund. and ail money accruing to
this State from forfeited. delinquent, waste and unappropriated lands: and from
lands heretofore sold for taxes aad purchased by the State of Virginia, if hereafter
redeemed or sold to others than this State: ali grants, devises or bequests that may
he made to this State. for the purposes of education or where the pnrposes of such
grants. devises or bequests are not specitied @ this State’s just share of the literary
fund of Virginla. whether pald over or otherwise liquidated; and any sums of
money, stocks or property which this State shall have the rlght to cilaim from the
State of Virglnia for educatlonal purposes: the proceeds of the estates of persons
who may dic without leaving a will or heir, and of all escheated lands: the pro-
ceeds of any taxes that may he levied on the revenues of any corporations: all
moneys that may be paid as ao equivalent for exemption from military duty: and
such sums as may from time to time be appropriated by the Leglslature for the
purpose, shall be set apart as a separate fund to be called the “School Fund.” and
Invested under such regulations as may be prescribed by law, in the interest bear-
ing securltles of the United States. or of this State. or if such interest bearing
securltics cannot be obtained. then said **School Fund™ shall be invested in such
other solvent, interest bearing securities as shall be approved by the Governor.
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Superintendent of Free Schools, Auditor and Treasurer, who are hereby con-
stituted the *“Board of the School Fund.” to manage the same under such regula-
tions as may be prescribed by law; and the interest thereof shall be annually ap-
plied to the support of free schools throughout the State, and to no other purpose
whatever, But any portion of said interest remainlng unexpended at the close
of a fiscal year shall be added to and remain a part of the capital of the ‘School
Fund,” Provided, That all taxes which shall be received by the State upon delin-
quent lands, except the taxes due the State thereon, shall be refunded to the
county or district by or for which the same were levied.

[This section is modlfied by the ‘‘Irreducible School Fund Amendment" set forth
at the end of the Constitution.]

Support of Free Schools.

5. The Legislature shall provide for the support of free schools by approprlating
thereto the intcrest of the invested ‘“‘School Fund,” the net proceeds of ail for-
feitures and flpes accruing to this State under the laws thereof; the State capita-
tion tax. and by general taxatlon of persons and property or otherwise. It shalil
also provide for ralslng in each county or district, by the authority of the people
thereof. such a proportion of the amount required for the support of free schools
therein. as shali be prescribed by general laws.

School Districts.

6. The school districts into which any county is now divided shall continue untii
- changed in pursuance of law.

Levies for School Purposes.

7. All levies that may be laid by any county or district for the purpose of free
schools shall be reported to the clerk of the county court; and shall, under such
regulations as may be prescribed by law, be collected by the sheriff or other col-
lector, who shall make annual settlement with the county court; which settlement
shall be made a matter of record by the clerk thereof, in a book to be kept for that
purpose.

Mixed Schools Prohibited.

8. White and colored persons shall not be taught in the same school.

Certain Acts Prohibited.

9. No person connected with the free school system of the State. or with any
educational institution of any pame or grade under State control, shall be inter-
ested in the sale. proceeds or profits of any book or other thing used, or to be
used therein, under such pepnalties as may be prescribed by law; Provided, That
nothing herein shall be construed to apply to any work written, or thing invented,
by such person.

Creation of l.ndependent Free Schoo! Districts.

10. No independent free school distrlct, or organlzation shall hercafter he cre-
ated, except with the consent of the school district or districts out of which the
same is to be created, expressed by a majority of the voters voting on the question.

Appropriations for State Normal Schools.

11. No appropriation shall hereafter be made to any State normal school, or
branch thercof, except to those already established and in operatlon, or now

chartered.
13
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Legislature to Foster General School Improvements.

12. The Legislature shall foster and encourage moral. Intellectual, scientific and
agricultural improvement; it shall, whenever it may be practicable, make suitable .
provlision for the blind, mute and insane, and for the organization of such insti-
tutions of learning as the best interests of general education in the State may
demand.

ARTICLE XIII.
Land Titles.

1. Al private rights and interests in lands in this State derived from or under
the laws of the State of Virginia, and from or under the Constitution and laws of
this State prior to the time this constitution goes into operation. shall remain
valid and secure and shall be determined by the laws in force in Virginia. prior to
the formatlon of this State, and by the constitution and laws in force in this State
prior to the time this constitution goes into effect.

Land Entry Prohibited.

2. Yo entry by warrant on land in this Stare shall herearter he made.

Forfeited Lands.

o

3. All title to lands in this State heretofore forfeited. or treated as forfeited.
waste and unappropriated. or escheated to the State of Virginia or this State. or
purchased by either of sald States at sales made for the non-payment of taxes and
become irredeemable, or hercafter forfeited, or treated as forfeited. or escheated to
this State. or purchased by it and bLecome irredeemable. not redeemed. released
or otherwise disposed of, vested and remaining in this State. shall be. and is
hereby transferred to, and vested In any person (other than those for whose de-
fault the same may have been forfeited or returned delinquent. their heirs or
devisees), for so much thereof as such person has, or shall have bad actual con-
tinuous possession of. under color or claim of title for ten years and who, or those
under whom he claims, shall have paid the State taxes thereon for any five years
during such possession : or if there be no such person. then to any person (other
than those for whose default the same may have been forfeited. or returned de-
linquent. their heirs or devisees), for so much of said land as such person shall
bave title or claim to. regularly derived. mediately or immediately from. or under
a grant from the Commonwealth of Virginia or this State. not forfeited. which
but for the title forfeited would be valid. and who, or those under whom he claims
has. or shall have pald all State taxes charged or chargeable thereon ror five suc-
cessive years. after the year 18G5, or from the date of the grant. if it shall bave
issued since that year: or if there be no such person. as aforesaid. then to any
person (other than those for whose default the same may have Leen forfeited. or
returned delinquent, their heirs and devisees). for so much of said land as such
person shall bave had claim to and actual continuous possession of. under color of
title for any five successive years after the year 1865, and have paid all Srtate
taxes charged or chargeable thereon for said period.

Waste and Unappropriated Lands.

4. Al lands in this State. waste and unappropriated. or heretofore or hereafter
for any cause forfeited, or treated as forfeited. or escheated to the State of Vir-
ginia. or this State, or purchased by ecither and become irredeemable. not re-
deemed, released, transferred or otherwise disposed of. the title whereto shall
remain in this State till such sale as is herecinafter mentioned be made. shall by
proceedings in the circuit court of the county in which the lands. or a part
thereof, are situated, be sold to the highest bidder.
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Former Owner's Privileges.

5. The former owner of any such land shall be cntitled to recelve the excess
of the sum for which the land may be sold over the taxes charged and chargeable
thereon, or which, if the land had not Leen forfeited, would bave been charged
or chargeable therecon, since the formation of this State, with interest at the rate
of twelve percentum per annum, and the costs of the proceedings. if his claim be
filed in the clircult court that decrees the sale, within two years thereafter.

Land Books—Taxes,

6. 1t shall be the duty of every owner of land to have it entered on the land
books of the county In which it, or part of it, is situated, and to cause himself to
be charged with the taxes therecon, and pay the same. Yhen for any five suc-
cessive years after the ycar 1869, the owner of any tract of land containing one
thousand acres or more., shall not have been charged on such books with Sitate
tax on sald land, then by operation hercof, the land shall be forfelted and the title
thereto vested in the State. But if, for any one or more of such five years. the
owner shall have been charged with State tax on any part of the land, such part
thercof shall not be forfelted for such cause. And any owner of land so forfelted,
or of any interest thereln at the time of the forfelture thercof, who shall then be
an infant, marrled woman, or insane person, may, untll the explratlon of threce
vears after the removal of such disability, bave the land, or such interest charged
on such books, with all State and other taxes that shall be, and but for the for-
felture would be chargeable on the land, or Interest thereln for the year 1863,
and cvery year thereafter with interest at the rate of ten per centum per annum;
and pay all taxes and interest thereon for all such vears and thereby redeem the
land or interest thereln. Prorided, Such right to redeem shall in no case extend
beyond twenty years from the time such land was forfelted.

+ ARTICLE XIV.
Amendments.

1. No convention shall be called, having the authority to alter the Constitution
of the State, unless It be in pursuance of a law, passed by the aflirmative vote of a
majority of the members clected to each House of the Legislature and providlug
that polls shall be opened throughout the State, on the same day thereln speciticq,
whieh shall not be less than three months after the passage of such law. for the
purpose of taking, the sense of the voters on the question of calling a conventlon, *
And such convention shall not be held unless a majority of the votes cast at such
polls be in favor of calling the samec; nor shall the members be clected to such
convention until, at least, onc month after the result of the vote shall bhe duly as-
certained, declared and published. And all acts and ordlnances of the said con-
vention shall be submitted to the voters of the State for ratiflcation or rejectlon.
and shall have no validlty whatever until they are ratified.

How Amendments Are Made.

2. Any amendment to the Constitution of the State may be proposed In elther
" House of the ILecglslature: and if the same, being rend on three several days tn cach
House, be agreed to on its third reading, Ly two-thirds of the members elcected
thereto, the proposed amendment, with the ycas and nays thercon. shall be entered
on the journals, and it shall be the duty of the Legislature to provide by law, for
submitting the same to the voters of the State for ratlflcation or rejfection at the
next general clectlon thereafter, and cause the same to be published at least three
months before such electlon In some newspaper in every county In which a news-
paper is printed. And if a majority of the qualified voters, voting on the question nt
the polls held pursuant to such law, ratify the proposed amendment, it shall he
in force from the time of such ratiflcatlon, ag part of the Constitution of the State,
If two or more amcndments be submltted at the same time, the vote on the ratifica-
tlon or rejectlon shall he taken on each scparately.
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AMENDMENTS TO THE CONSTIiTUTION.
The Judicial Amendment.

(House Joint Resolution No. 15. Acts 1901, p. 462. Ratified in November. 1902.}

The Supreme Court of Appeals shall consist of five judges. Those judges in
oflice when this amendment takes effect shall continue in office until their term
shall expire. and the Leglslature shall provide for the election of an additional
Judge of said court at the next general election whose term shall begin on the
first day¥ of January. one thousand nine hundred and five. and the Gorernor
shall, as for a vacancy, appoint a judge of said court to hold office until the SHrst
day of January. one thousand nine bundred and five. The judges of the supreme
court of appeals and of the circuit courts shall recelve such salaries as shall be
fixed by law, for those now in or those hereafter to come into office.

The Irreducible School Fund Amendment.

(House Joint Resolution No. 18, Acts 1901. p. 465. Ratified in November, 1902).

The accumulation of the school fund provided for in section four of article
twelve. of the Constitution of this State, shall cease upon the adoption of this
amendment, and all money to the credit of said fund over ome million of dollars.
together with the interest on =sald fund. shall be used for the support of the
free schools of this State. All money and taxes heretofore payable into the
treasury under the provislon of said section four, to the credlt of the school
fund. shall be herearter paid into the treasury to the credit of the gemeral school
fund for the support of the free schools of the State.

The Good Roads Amendment.

(Senate Joint Resolution No. 1%  Acts 1919, p. 28G. Ratified November 2,
1920.)

‘T'he l.egislature shall make provislon by law for a system of state roads and
highways connectlng at least the varlous county seats of the state. and to be
under the control and supervision of such state officers and agencies as may be
prescribed Ly law. The lLegislature shall also provide a State revenue to build,
construct, and maintaln, or assist in bullding. constructlng and maintainlng the
same and for that purpuose shall have power to authorize the issuing and =elling
of State bonds. the aggregate amount of which, at any one time. shall not
exceed fifty million dollars.

When a bond issue as aforesald is authorized, the Legislature shall at the same
time provide for the collection of an annual State tax sufficient to pay annually
the Interest on such debt, and the prlocipal thercof within, and not exceeding
thirty years.
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THE STATE FLAG

[The St. Louis World's Fair was responsible for the adoption of West Vieginia's
State flag. The West VIrginla State Commisgsion at that exposition found [t nec-
essary to adopt a flag and speclal design to distinguish West Virginin from otheor
States of the Union represented. Therefore, it undertook the task of deslgning a
flag itself. 'The following ycar the legislature ratified this deslgn, anmendlng it
only by the addition of a fringe or border of gold or orange. ‘The law provides
that the portions of the flag shall be the same as those of the United States ban-
ner; that the field shall he pure white, upon the center of which, on the obverse
side, shall be the great seal or coat-of-arms of the State, with the motto “*Montanl
Semper ILiberi” (Mountalncers always freemen), and bencath that, In a seroll, the
legend, “State of West Virglnla.” On the reverse slde of the flag appenrs a Nprig
or sprigs of rhododendron maximum, or blg laurel, the State flower, having a
blossom and leaves. The field of purc white I8 bordered by a strip of blue, and
this in turn by a strip or fringe of old gold. The flag of the State is to be employed
on all occasions where a special display of the State’s Individuallty shall become
necessary or be regarded as appropriate.]

EPHRAIM F. MORGAN
Governor




Biography

EPHRAIM F. MORGAN, sixteenth Governor of West Virginia. was borm
January 16, 1869. on a farm near Forksburg. Winfield district of Marion county,
the son of Marcus and Jennie (Wymer) Morgan, and is a direct descendant of
Morgan ap Morgan, the first white settler in West Virginia. He was educated
in the common schools of Marion county, taught school for nine years and
completed his education in the Fairmont Normal School and in the West Virginia
University. From the latter institution he was graduated in the law school in
1897. After beginning the practice of law in the city of Fairmont. the war with
Spain followed and—when President McKinley called for volunteers—he enlisted
as a private in the First West Virginia Regiment, serving until the end of the
war. Returning to Fairmont. he served as City Solicitor during the years 1900-
1901: served as Judge of the Intermediate Court of Marion county, 1907-1913.
At the expiration of this term. he resumed the practice of law and engaged in
that profession until June I. 1915. when he was appointed a member of the
Public Service Commission by Govemor Henry D. Hatfield, subsequently
serving as a memker and Chairman of that body. He resigned from the Public
Service Commission. tendering his resignation to Governor John J. Comwell
November 15, 1919, to become a Republican candidate for Governor. In the
primary election. held May 25, 1920. he was nominated by the Republican party
for Governor over Samuel B. Montgomery and Fred Paul Grosscup. On Novem-
ber 2, 1920, he was elected to the Govemorship over Arthur B. Koontz. the
Democratic nominee. and Samuel B. Montgomery. candidate of the Non-
Partisan League of West Virginia, by the largest plurality ever given a candidate
for that office.

HOUSTON G. YOUNG (Republican), was born October 10. 1882, on a farm

near Clarksburg, Harrison county, West Virginia: was elected Secretary of
State November, 1916, for a term of four years beginning March 4, 1917; re-

nominated in the primary of May 25, 1920, and elected for a second term Novem-
ber 2, 1921.

Biography
GEORGE M. FORD (Republican), State Superintendent of Free Schools,

was born at Kasson, Barbour county, West Virginia. He attended the rural
schools, the Fairmont State Normal School and the West Virginia University,
graduating from the latter institution in 1892 with the degree of A. B., and in
1896 with the degree of L. L. B. Since graduation he has held school positions
as follows: Principal of the Terra Alta Public Schools. Principal of the Grafton
High School, Principal of the Benwood Graded and High Schools, Principal
of the Concord State Normal School, Head of the Department of Economics
and American History, Marshall College; Superintendent of Bluefield Schools.
including the rural schools of Beaver Pond District, Mercer county: Super-
intendent of Brown's Creek School District, McDowell county; Superintendent
of Dunbar Schools, Dunbar. :

Married Miss Annie L. Linn, of Keyser, Mineral county, December 22, 1897,
and has a family of four children.

He comes from a family that has taken an active part with combatant forces
in every military conflict waged in this country, including the French and Indian
wars. His father, Rev. F. G. W, Ford. was a soldier of the Union during the
Civil War. He served with Company F, Fifteenth West Virginia Volunteer
Infantry. as Second Lieutenant. First Lieutenant and as Captain. George M.
Ford began his military career May 12, 1911, when he was commissioned Captain
in the Second Infantry, West Virginia National Guard. On December 1, 1914,
he received a commission as Major in the Adjutant General’s Department. but
resigned June 19, 1916, to again accept a captaincy in the Second Infantry, West
Virginia National Guard. answering the call of the President for Mexican border
service. He was mustered out of this service March 24, 1917 and April 3. 1917,
he answered the call of the President for World War service. The designation
of his regiment was changed to the One Hundred and Fiftieth U. S. Infantry
and attached to the Thirty-eighth Division. Heservedsixmonths overseas during
which time he was transferred to the command of Co. B, Three Hundred and
Fifty-eighth Infantry. Ninetieth Division and reported to his command on the
front line at Stenay. He accompanied this Division to Berncastle. on the Moselle,
as a part of the Army of Occupation. and was later transferred to the Thirty-
Seventh Division and assigned to the command of Company M One Hundred and
Forty-Fifth Infantry. then under orders to embark for home. He was honorably
discharged from the United States Army on the 25th day of April, 1919.

In the primary election of May, 1920, Captain Ford was chosen as the Repub-
lican candidate for State Superintendent of Free Schools. He was successful
at the general election and entered upon the duties of his office on the 4th of
March, 1921.

At the annual meeting of the State Educational Association which convened
in Huntington November 3-5, 1921, Superintendent Ford was elected President
of the association for the ensuing year, without opposition.



MAJOR JOHN C. BOND

Biography
MAJOR JOHN CALVIN BOND (Republican), a native West Virginian,

was born on a farm in Pendleton county November 9, 1880. In 1893 he moved
to Randolph county, where he worked in a saw-mill, and later as a railrcad
brakeman. He attended the country schools and the Fairmont State Normal
School, graduating from the latter in 1902. He taught school at Fairmont for
two years. From 1904 to 1907 he worked on Fairmont newspapers, and then
moved to Charleston, where he engaged in general newspaper work until 1914.

His military record began in 1898. when he served through the Spanish-
American War as a private in Co. F, First West Virginia Volunteer Infantry.
He enlisted in the West Virginia National Guard in 1905, and served in various
capacities from private to captain.

On July 15, 1914, he was appointed Adjutant General of West Virginia. with
rank of brigadier general, and during his term had charge of reorganizing the
National Guard and mobilizing it for Mexican border service in 1916, and for
the World War in 1917. After the National Guard was drafted into federal
sécrvicc. he resigned his office and went into the military service of the United

tates.

He served with the Thirty-Eighth Division in the United States, and in France
with the First and Thirty-Fifth Divisions at the front, being on duty in several
trench sectors, and participating in the three major offensives of Montdidier-
Noyon, St. Mihiel and Meuse-Argonne. He graduated from the Army General
Staff College. American Expeditionary Forces, with a recommendation for
general staff duty with troops.

In 1920 he was nominated by the Republican party for State Auditor, and
was elected in the general election of that year.

He married Miss Blanche Hume. of Harrison county, and they have a son.
Paul Hume Bond. fourteen years old.

Major Bond is a member of the Methodist Episcopal church; a York Rite
and Scottish Rite Mason and Shriner; a member of the Modern Woodmen of
America, the Indepedent Order of Red Men, the United Spanish War Veterans,
the American Legion and a life member of the National Rifle Association of
America.



WILLIAM S. JOHNSON
State Treasurer




Biography
WILLIAM S. JOHNSON (Republican). is a native West Virginian. He

was born in Fayette county, November 13, 1873. His father was one of the
pioneers of that section and the younger Johnson spent his early days on his
father's farm. Taking advantage of the opportunities that were offered, he
attended the public schools and later became a teacher. He continued in this
work for a number of years and attained such success that he was elected County
Superintendent of Schools of Fayette county in 1902 by an overwhelming major-
ity. It was his first public ofhice. He applied efhciency and energy to his task
and was rewarded with splendid success in his efforts to improve the school
system of that county.

Mr. Johnson was elected to the West Virginia State Senate in 1904, from
the Ninth Senatorial District. and was re-elected in 1908. [t was as a member
of the State legislature that he introduced and had enacted into law—after
months of perseverance—the *‘ Johnson Pistol Law,” aimed to prohibit the
indiscriminate carrying of concealed weapons. Ridiculed in the beginning, it
is now recognized as one of the most effective and beneficial laws of the State.
Statistics show that it has practically eliminated the carrying of concealed
weapons and has reduced murders fifty per cent.

During his eight years of service in the State Senate. Senator Joknson was
the author and patron of much progressive educational legislation, permitting
West Virginia to keep step with sister States in advancing the public school
system. He assisted in the preparation of the educational code: labored for
increased teachers’ salaries: for extension of the school term: for State aid for
poor districts; for the establishment of high schools: and through his efforts
the powers and duties of county superintendents were enlarged. As Chairman
of the Senate Committee on Mines and Mining he secured the enactment of new
mining statutes designed for the protection of 80,000 miners and re-organizing
the State Department of Mines on a more efficient basis.

In recognition of his services in behalf of the public schools, Senator Johnson
was unanimously endorsed, in 1911, for the ofhce of State Superintendent of
Schools by the teachers of Fayette county. In 1916 he became a candidate for
the Republican nomination for State Treasurer in the first state-wide primary
held under the direct primary statute. He was nominated by the largest major-
ity received by any successful candidate in the primary and was elected in
November of the same year.

In the primary of May, 1920, he had no opposition for re-nomination, and in
November following was re-elected, having a plurality of 56,490.



E. T. ENGLAND
Attorney General




Biography

E. T. ENGLAND (Republican), Attorney General, was born and reared
on a farm in Jackson county. During his boyhood he attended the public schools
of his neighborhood and later became a pupil in the public schools of Bramwell,
Mercer county. He entered the Concord State Normal School in the fall of
1889 and graduated from that institution in 1892. After graduation he taught
school for several years in order to secure money to further pursue his educa-
tion. He continued his studies at the Concord Normal, taking the academic
course in 1893 and 1895. Later he entered the Southern Normal University
at Huntington, Tennessee. and graduated therefrom. in law, in 1898, receiving
the degree of L. L. B. He commenced practicing his profession in Wyoming
county, this state, but moved to Logan county in 1901. Two years later he was
elected Mayor of Logan, although the town was strongly Democratic. In 1908
he was nominated for the State Senate by the Republicans of the Eighth Sena-
torial District and elected. In 1912 he was re-elected. He was chairman of the
Senate Judiciary Committee in the sessions of 1911 and 1913, and floor leader
during both of those sessions. In 1915 he was elected President of the Senate
and presided over that body during the regular and two extraordinary sessions
of that year, and the third extraordinary session that convened in November
of [916. Asa presiding officer he showed his marked ability as a parliamentarian,
his fairness and impartiality, and his decisions were seldom questioned. By
virtue of his position he was Lieutenant Governor of the State during his term
of ofice. He presided over the first meeting of the lieutenant governors of the
United States, held at Rhea Springs. Tennessee. June9-12, 1915.

He is a member of the Knights of Pythias, being Grand Chancellor for the
year 1920-21. This fraternal organization experienced the greatest growth
during his administration as its directing head, in the history of the order in
the State. He is also a member of the Independent Order of Odd Fellows, Loyal
Order of Moose, the Benevolent and Protective Order of Elks and a member of
the Methodist Episcopal church.

In 1916 he was elected Attorney General of the State for a term of four years.
In 1920 he was re-elected for another four-year term, which position he is now
filling. During hisincumbency as Attorney General he has had many important
cases to handle, both in the Supreme Court of this State and in the Supreme
Court of the United States, in which the State was vitally interested. Among
some of the cases litigated in the Supreme Court of the United States were:
State of Ohio vs. State of West Virginia; Commonwealth of Pennsylvania vs.
State of West Virginia: United Fuel Gas Company vs. Walter S. Hallanan, State
Tax Commissioner, et. al.; Eureka Pipe Line Company vs. Walter S. Hallanan,
State Tax Commissioner, et. al.

The Legislature in 1921 amended the ‘“Good Roads Statutes’ and in the new
laws placed numerous additional duties and responsibilities upon the office of
the Attorney General. During the last decade the volume of business of this
department of the State government has more than trebled.



JAMES H. STEWART
Commissioner of Agriculture




Biography

“ JAMES H. STEWART (Republican). was born at Raymond City, Putnam
county, Virginia (now West Virginia), June 20, 1859, a son of Dr. James Stewart.
He was educated in the common schools and the State University. Graduated
with A. B. degree in 1882;: M. A. degreein 1884: L.L. B.degree in 1885. Elected
to the State Senate in 1892; Regent of the State University 1893-1896;: Director
of the West Virginia Experiment Station 1897-1912; elected Commissioner of
Agriculture, November 1916: re-elected 1920; a member of the State Geological
Survey; a granger; a member of the American Association of Advanced Science
and of the National Association of State Agricultural Commissioners.

Was married to Minnie Louisa Vance in 1882,

The following may be mentioned as the notable achievements of his first
administration: Creation and successful operation of the Bureau of Markets:;
the establishment of the Weekly Market Bulletin and the publishing of many
department bulletins; co-operative statistical crop reporting service with the
United States Bureau of Markets and Crop Estimates; bringing to public atten-
tion the vast areas of cut-over blue grass lands suitable for cattle and sheep
raising on a large scale: co-operation with the United States Bureau of Animal
Industry in the eradication of tuberculosis from breeding and dairy animals and
other live stock sanitation: prevention of serious outbreaks of cholera among
hogs and other infectious epidemics among live stock; extensive work in horti-
cultural development and the correction of serious dangers from insect pests and
fungus diseases among fruit trees: stimulating truck growing and farm improve-
ment; the enactment and carrying into effect of a Stock Food Law which has
been immensely valuable to the people; perfecting the proper enforcement of a
Pure Seed Law.

DAVIS ELKINS (Republican), of Morgantown, W. Va., was born in Wash-

ington, D. C., January 24, 1876: received his early education in the Lawrence-
ville and Andover schools. and later attended Harvard College: left Harvard
to enlist as a private in the First West Virginia Volunteer Infantry in the begin-
ning of the Spanish-American War; was first lieutenant, and later served as
captain on the staff of Brig. Gen. Schwan in Cuba and Porto Rico until the close
of the war; on leaving the Army assumed charge of the business interests of his
father, the late Senator Stephen B. Elkins, of West Virginia; was appointed
by Gov. Glasscock to the United States Senates January 9. 1911, to succeed his
father, the late Stephen B. Elkins: was commissioned major in the Army on
December 27, 1917, and served as adjutant of the Thirteenth Infantry Brigade,
Seventh Division, in Texas and France: honorably discharged December 27
1918; during his absence in France was nominated and elected to the United
States Senate, receiving in the general election 115,216 votes, to 97,711 for
Clarence W, Watson, Democrat. and 2.288 for M. S. Holt. Socialist: is a member
of the Metropolitan Club, of Washington. D. C., and the Harvard Club, and
Tennis and Racquet Club of New York City.

GOHEN CLARKE ARNOLD (Republican), President of the Senate. was
born in Upshur county on the 5th day of January, 1888. After receiving his
preparatory education in the public schools, he attended the West Virginia
Conference Seminary (now Wesleyan College). at Buckhannon, and graduated
from that institution in 1903. Entering the State University, at Morgantown,
some time afterward, he took its classical and law courses, graduating in 1908
with the degrees of A. B. and LL. B. Locating in the city of Buckhannon he
soon built up a substantital law practice. In 1916 he was nominated on the
Republican ticket for the State g nate in the Thirteenth Senatorial District
and at the general election in November of that year received a majority of
593 over his Democratic opponent. Entering the Senate at the regular session
of 1917 he was made chairman—on the part of the Senate—of the Joint Com-
mittee on Enrolled Bills, and also selected to serve on the Judiciary and other
major committees. At the 1919 session—in recognition of previous services
and of his familiarity with the business of the State and its many institutions—
he was appointed chairman of the committee on Finance. The filling of this
important position brought with it many responsibilities, and involved an
immense amount of labor. and Chairman Amold was frequently and highly
complimented on his performance of the duties assigned to him.

gates, was born in Barton, Tioga county, New York, May 12, 1868. He was
educated in the public schools of Pennsylvania and at Wyoming Seminary, Kings-
ton, Luzerne county, in that State. His early years were spent in the practice
of the profession of mining engineer, being in the employ of various coal com-
panies in Pennsylvania and with the State Geological Survey. He came to
Raleigh county, West Virginia, about 1890, in the employ of J. P. Morgan &
Company and was engaged in the prospecting and surveying of large tracts of
land in Raleigh and Wyoming counties. Later he was employed by various coal
companies in the Pocahontas field. He read law under Hon. John W. McCreery.
of Beckley. and Hon. Edgar P. Rucker, Attorney General of West Virginia,
and took the bar examination before the members of the law faculty of West
Virginia University, being in the second class examined after the law went into
effect making that the examining_ board. Mr. Keatley served as an Assistant
Clerk of the House of Delegates in 1897 and afterward went with Hon. Edgar
P. Rucker, Attorney General of West Virginia, as his assistant. Following that
service he was appointed Clerk of the United States Circuit Court by Judge
Nathan Goff. and, later, Clerk of the United States District Court, for the
Southern District of West Virginia, by Judge Benjamin F. Keller, serving as
Clerk for about seventeen years. During the war with Germany he was Chief
Clerk under W. Gordon Mathews, to the Federal Board for the Southern District
of West Virginia, and served in that capacity, without compensation, for two
years, devoting much time to the arduous work incident to the position. In
1918 he resigned as Clerk of the United States District Court in order to give
his entire attention to important business enterprises with which he is connected.

Mr, Keatley is a vestryman of St. John's Episcopal Church, Charleston, a
Mason, Knight Templar, Shriner and Scottish Rite 18th degree. He is also a
member of the Charleston Automobile Club, Rotary Club, and the Edgewood
Country Club, of Charleston.

THE STATE LEGISLATURE

Under the constitution of West Virginia the legislative power is vested in
a Senate and House of Delegates. The term of a member of the Senate is
four years and of a member of the House of Delegates two years, their
terms commencing the first day of December succeeding their election on
the Tuesday after the first Monday in November.

The State is divided into fifteen senatorial districts, and the Senate is
composed of thirty members, or two from each district, one-half of whom
are elected at each biennial election for a term of four years.

The House of Delegates is composed of ninety-four members, who are
elected biennially. Each county has its representative. There are no
delegate districts. Under the act of the legislature passed on the 15th
day of February, 1915, the following re-apportionment of members of the
house was made:

To the counties of Barbour, Boone, Brooke, Calhoun, Clay, Doddridge,
Gilmer, Grant, Hampshire, Hancock, Hardy, Jefferson, Lewis, Lincoln,
Logan, Mineral, Mingo, Monroe, Morgan, Nicholas, Pendleton, Pieasants,
Pocahontas, Putnam, Ritchie, Summers, Tavlor, Tucker, Tyler, Upshur,
Webster, Wirt and Wyoming, one delegate each.

To the counties of Berkeley, Braxton, Greenbrier, Jackson, Marshall,
Mason, Monongalia, Preston, Raleigh, Randolph, Roane, Wayne and
Wetzel, two delegates each.

To the counties of Narion, Mercer and Wood, three delegates each.

To the counties of Cabell, Fayette, Harrison, NIcDowell and Ohio, four
delegates each.

To the county of Kanawha, six delegates.

The legislature convenes in regular session, at Charleston, on the second
Wednesday in January in the odd numbered years. This is a constitutional
provision. Under the amendment of Section 22 of Article VI of the Con-
stitution, ratified by the people at the general election of November, 1920,
it is provided: *‘All sessions of the legislature, other than extraordinary
sessions, shall continue for a period of not exceeding fifteen days from date of
convening, during which time no bills shall be passed or rejected, uniess
the same shall be necessary to provide for a public emergency, shall be
especially recommended by the governor and passed by a vote of four-
fifths of the members elected to each house; whereupon a recess of both
houses must be taken until the Wednesday after the second Monday of
March following. On reassembling of the legislature no bill shall be intro-
duced in either house without a vote of three-fourths of all the members
elected to each house taken by yeas and nays. The regular session shall
not continue longer .than forty-five davs after reconvening, without the
concurrence of two-thirds of the members elected to each house.”

Since 1872, and up to the time the present legislature was chosen, the
compensation of members was four dollars per day during the session (Sun-
days included), with mileage at the rate of ten cents per mile, and the pre-
siding officers of the two houses each received two dollars per day addi-
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tional. Section 33 of Article VI of the Constitution was also amended at
the general election of 1920 and now reads as follows: ‘“The members of
the legislature shall each receive for his services the sum of five hundred
dollars per annum and ten cents for each mile traveled in going to and
returning from the seat of government by the most direct route. The
Speaker of the House of Delegates and the President of the Senate shall
each receive an additional compensation of two dollars per day for each
day they shall act as presiding officers. No other allowance or emolument
than that by this section provided, shall directly or indirectly be made or
paid to the members of either house for postage, stationery, newspapers,
or any other purpose whatever.”

At the opening of each regular session the Senate proceeds to the election
of a President, Clerk, Sergeant-at-Arms and Doorkeeper; the House of
Delegates to the election of a Speaker, Clerk, Sergeant-at-Arms and Door-
keeper. The compensation of all the officials, other than that of the pre-
siding officers, is fixed by the legislature.



RECENT LEGISLATIVE HISTORY
Regular Session of 1921

The State capitol having been entirely destroved by fire on the after-
noon of Monday, January 3d, 1921, the legislature convened in its Thirty-
fifth regular session, in the City of Charleston, on the second Wednesday in
January, that being the twelfth day of the month, the Senate meeting in
the Assembiy Room of the Young MNlen’s Christian Association, and the
House of Delegates in the Baptist Temple, both on Capitol Street and
convenient to each other. Arrangements for the accommodation of the two
houses had been previously made by the Board of Public Woiks. After an
organization had been effected the biennial message of Governor Cornwell
was received and read. Notwithstanding the many inconveniences brought
about by the destruction of the capitol building, the two houses soon accom-
modated themselves to the situation and entered into the active routine
work of the session. Conforming with the constitution, as amended, the
legislature remained in session fifteen days, during which time many bills
were introduced and ordered printed. A few bills of an emergency nature—
communicated by the governor—were considered and passed. On Janu-
ary 26Lh, a recess was taken until Wednesday after the second Nonday
in March. At the expiration of this constitutional recess period—that is
to say on Wednesday, March 16th—the legislature again assembled. Through
the courtesy of the county court of Kanawha county and the Judges of the
Circuit ana Intermediate Courts, the Senate met in the Circuit Court
room and the House of Delegates in the Intermediate Court room of the
Kanawha County Court House whete they resumed and continued their
_work for the constitutional period of forty-five days. That period expired
on April 29th without the enactment of the general appropriation bill.
Consequently, Governor Ephraim F. Morgan issued a cail for the legis-
lature to meet in extraordinary session at noon of the following day—
April 30th—for the following purposes:

First—To consider and pass an act, or acts making appropriations of
public monies under provisions of the constitution, and for the purposestherein
authorized, because of the emergencies arising from the failure to make
such appropriations at the regular session of the legislature which ended
at midnight, Friday, April twenty-ninth, one thousand nine hundred and
twenty-one.

Second—To amend ‘and re-enact sections twenty-six-a-one to twenty-
six-a-thirty-eight, both inclusive, section twenty-seven and section twenty-
eight of chapter three of the code of West Virginia, Barnes’ edition of one
thousand nine hundred and eighteen; all relating to nominations for office
and clections.

Third—To consider and act upon all matters relating to the assessment
of taxes and the powers and duties of the state tax commissioner and the
powers and duties of county assessors, and to fix the compensation of the
state tax commissioner and such assessors.
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Fourth—To consider and pass an act amending the charter of the city
of Parkersburg.

Fifth—To make necessary appropriations of public monies to pay the
expense of the special session.

First Extraordinary Session

Pursuant to the Governor’s proclamation the Legislature assembled at
noon of April 30th, and was in session until and including May 3rd, con-
sidering and acting upon the matters mentioned in the Governor’s call.
On the night of May 3rd a sine die adjournment was had, th: work of the

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JOINT RULES OF THE SENATE AND HOUSE OF DELEGATES
(Adopted January 26, 1921)

Messages Between the Houses

1. Whea a messuge is sent by ore house to the other, it shall be announced at the door of the
house to which it is sent by the Doorkeeper thereof, if it be in session, and then be respectfully
communicated to the presiding officer by the person by whom it may be sent. But the Clerk of
one house may communicate a message to the Clerk of the other after adjournment, and any
message sc sent shall be received by the house to which it is sent whenever it may be in session.

Printing and Distributlon of Bills
(As amended, May 3, 1921)

2. The President of the Senate and the Speaker of the House of Deleg:ntes shall each appoint
five members of the Committee on Printing Bills otherwise known as the Joint Committee on
Printing Bills. .

All bills introduced on leave in either House at the first or fifteen-day session shall immediately
be referred by the presiding officer, to the Committee on Printing Bills and at the same time
they shall be referred to the appropriate committees for examinntion and report.

The Clerk of each House at the close of each day’s session shall deliver all bills so introduced
to the said Committee on Printing Bills and said committee shall examine all bills so referred to
it for the purpose of nscertaining and reporting to the respective Houses all bills of such general
character as need to be printed tor general distribution prior to the second or forty-five day session
and shall prepare a short statemnent showing the purpose of the bill, the same to be printed at the
top of the first or outer page of the bill. Prorided, hoicerer, no duplicate copy of any bill shall be
reported to be printed.

The Clerk of each House shall immediately deliver all bills so reported to be printed to the
public printer whose duty it shall be to print forthwith four thousand copies of each of said bills
in their numerical order and deliver the same to the Clerk of the House in which the bill was intro-
duced, and in =ddition thereto such other bills and the number ot copies thereof as the said com-
mittee may report to be printed.

The Clerk of the House in which the bill originated shull furuish the members of both Houses,
through the secretary of state, not less than ten copies of each printed bill which number shall be
in addition to the fifteen copies furnished to the secretary of stste to be mailed by him to individuals
as now required by law from the mailing list furnished him by the members of both Houses.

The remaining copies of the bills so printed shall be for the purpouse of placing one copy each in
the bill books of the members of each House and for distribution and general use as the same are
now distributed.

Joint Committee on Passed Bills, Otherwise Known as the Joint Committee on Enrolled Bills

3. After u bill has been pussed by both houses, the type from which it was originally printed
shall be corrected us to any typographical errors that may not theretofore have been corrected
and to meet any amendments that may h:i.we been mnde by either house since the last printing
of the bill, and atter the type has been so corrected two hundred copies of the bill shall be prirted
(except charter bills, of which only twenty-five of each shall bo printed), on eight by ten heavy
bond paper for the use of the Joint Committee on Passed Bills, otherwise known as the Joint
Committee on Enrtolled Bills, one of which copies, when properly authenticated, shall become the
Enrolled Bill. The Joint Commniittee on Passed Bills, otherwise known as the Joint Committee
on lnrolled Bills, shall consist of five members of the Senate and five members of the House of
Delegotes. to be appointed by the presiding officer of each house, whose duty it shall be to compare
carefully all bills and joint resolutions p:ssed by both houses, with the enrollment thereof, and to
correct any errots or omissions they may discover and to make report to their resp:ctive kouses
each day of the correctly enrolled bills or joint resolutions. They shall be authenticated by the
signature of the chairman of the House Committee and the chairman of the Senate Committee,
compoving such Juint Committee on P.ssed Bills, otherwise known as tha Joint Committee on
Enrolled Bills, but in tho absoence of such chairman another member of the committee may act
in his stead, and they shall require all bills and joint resolutions before such authentication to be
free from interlinoations or erasures and destroy any previous enrollment containiag any inter-
lineations or crasures. After enrolled bills and joint rosolutions are authenticated as aforcsaid,
they shall be signed by the Speaker of the House and by the President of the Senate.
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Bills and Joint Resolutions

4. It shall be in order for the Committee on Enrolled Bills to report at any time.

5. After a bill shall have thus been signed in each house, it shall be presented by:the said
committce to the Governor, for his approbation (it being first endorsed on the back of the roli,
oertifying in which house the same originated, which endorsement shall be signed by the clerk of
the house in which the same did originate), and shall be entered on the Journal of each house.
The same committee shall report the day of presentation to the Governor; which time shall also
be carefully entered on the Journal of each house.

6. Where a bill or joint resolution, which shall have passed in one house, is rejected in the
other, notice thereof shall be given to the house in which the same shall have passed.

7. After each house shall have adhered to their disagreement the bill or resolution respecting
which they have disagreed shall be lost.

~. The President of the Senate and the Speaker of the House of Delegates shall have power to
regulate the use of the halls and stairways-of the Capitol building for refreshments and like!pur-
poses, when the Legislaturo is in session.—(Joint Resolution No. 8, Acts 1881.)

Actlon of Governor on Bllla
(Adopted January 31, 1373)

9. Every bill disapproved by the Governor shall be returned by him to the house in which
it originated with his objections thereto unless the Legislature shail by their adjournment prevent
its return, in which case it shall be filed in the office of the Secretary of Stale within five days after
aaid adjournment.

10. Every bill approved by the Governor sball, within five days after it is presented to him, be
Bled in the office of the Secretary of State and the fact of snid approval communicated by the
Governor to the house in which said bill originated. #rovided, That bills hereinfore approved by
the Governor shall be disposed of ns aforesaid within five days after tho pnssnge of the resolution.

11. Every bill which shall be peither approved nor disapproved by the Governor, shall imme-
diately after the expiration of five days from the time it is presented to him, be filed in the office
of the Secretary of State, who shall forthwith engross thereon a certificate to the following effeot:
I certify that the foregoing act, having been presented to the Governor for his approval, and
not having been returned by him to the house of the Legislature in which it originated uwithin the
time prescribed by the Constitution of the State, has become a law without his approval,” and
shall date and sign the same.

12. Upon each bill returned to either house of the Legislature with the objections of the Gover-
nor, the Clerks of the Senste and House of Delegutes shall engross the action of their respective
houses on the reconsideration and paesage of said bill, and sign the same.

Manner of Printing the Journal and Blils
(Adopted January 18, 1887)

13. In printing the daily Journsls of the proceedings of each house there shall be printed at
the top of each page, except the first, the date of the Journal, and on the last page of each day's
Journal shall be printed the calendar for the next day.

14. At the top of the first page of each bill, preceding the title and numbes thercof, there shall
be printed the name of the person by whom or the committee by which it was introduced, the date
when introduced; and at the top of each page, except the first, shall be printed the number of the
bill.

Counting Votes for State Officera
(Adopted January 11, 1877)

15. As soon as the Sonate is informed that the House of Delogates is ready to proceed, na
provided by section three of article seven of the Constitution, to open and publish the returns of
the election for State officers, the Senate, preceded by their president and other officers shall
repair in a body to the hall of the House of Delegates. Upon their arrival the Sergeant-at-Arms
of the House of Delegates, shall announce the presence of the Senate. The President of the Senate
shall then address the Speaker of the House, stating that a majority of the Senate have assombled
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in the hall of the House of Delegates to be present at the opening and publishing of the returns of
of the election for Stete officers, held on the.......... dayof........ocuu The Speaker of the
House of Delegates shall invite the President of the Senate to a seat upon his right, and the other
members of the Senate and officers thereof to take seats assigned them, and after announcing that
a majority of the House of Delegates is present, shall then open and publish the returns of said
election, procecding by counties in alphabeticel order, the Clerks of tho two houses each taking
down tbe returns as announced by the Speaker, to be entered upon the Journal of the House;
and when completed and estimnted, the Speaker shall announce the vutes received by each person
voted for, for each of said offices, and those receiving the largest number of votes shall be by him
declared duly elected: and the Senate shall then return to its hall; and if any two or more have
an equal and the highest number of votes for the same office, the two hcuses shall immediutely
proceed to choose one of auch persons for said office.

Introductlon of Bills at Adjourned Session
(Adopted March 23, 1921)

16. In order to introduce a bill in either house at the session of the legislature, beginning on
the Wednesday after the second Monday in March, the proponent of the bill shall first iatroduce
a proper concurrent resolution which resolution must set out therein the title of the bill and be
accompanied by a typewritten copy of the bill, and such resolution shall by appropriate language
give permission to introduce the aaid bill. When such concurrent resolution is adopted by the
affirmative vote of three-fourths of all the members elected to each house by yeas and nays, such
bill shall stand as properly introduced into the house into which such resolution was introduced.

Ident] icatlon of Passed Bllls
(Adopted May 3, 1921)

17. Upon the passage of a bill by either house, the clerk thereof before transmitting the same
to the other house, shall identify the same by writing his name across the face of each sheet thereof.

If any bill, after being passed by one house is amended by the other house, by substitution or
otherwise, and re-passed as amended by the house in which it originated the clerk thereof shall
agnin identify the bill aa amended by writing his name across the face thereof as aforesaid, before
delivering the same to the publio printer.
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RULES OF THE SENATE
(Adopted January 17, 1921)

1. The President having taken the chair, and a quorum being present the journal «f the pre-
ceding day shsll be read, to the end that any mistake may be corrected that may have been made
in the entries.

2. The President may call a member to the chair, who shnll exercise its functions for the time;
but no member by virtue of such appointment shall preside for a longer period than three days.

3. The presiding officer of the Senate shzll have the regulation of such parts of the Capitcl
and of its passages as ure, or may be set apart for the use of the Scnute,its officers an‘l committees.

4. No persnn except membersz of the House of Delegates, their Clerks. the heads of the executive

epartments, the Governor’'s private secretary, ex-members of the Leygislature, Judges of the
Supreme Court of Appeals, and Circuit Court Judges shall be admitted within the Senate Chamber.

Duties of the Clerk

5. The Journal of the Scrate shall be daily drawn up by the Clerk and zfter being examined
by the President shall be rea-l the succeeding day. It sh:-ll be printed un‘ler the supervisivn of
the clerk and deliverer to the members without Jelay. After the printed journal has been npproved
and fully marked for corrcctions the type from which it was printed shall be chunged in accord-
ance therewith, and from the type so corrected shnll be priated the number of copies require:st by
law for the regular bound volumes of the Journal. [n addition thereto ten copies sh:ll be printed
on 6x9 heavy weight bord paper, with blank lines nt the end of each day’s proccedines for the sig-
nature of the President ard the clerk, aud these shall be the official journals of the sen..te. They
rhall be bound in flexible bindings and bear the imprint on the back, ** Official Journal nf the Senate
of West Virginia,” with designation of regular or extra session and the year. After being sigr ed
by the proper officers two of these copies shall be retained in the office of the clerk and one copy
shnll be lodged in the office of the governor, one with the secretary of state, one with the depart-
ment of archives and history and one with the clerk of the house of lelegutes. 3

6. The clerk of the senate shall not sutfer any 1ecords or pipers to be taken from the tahle, or
out of his custody, by any person except 2 chairman of n committee; but he may deliver any bill
or paper, directed to be printed, to the priuter of the Scnate, or to any member of the senate
on taking his reccipt for the same. ]

7. The clerks of the senate and house of delezates may interchange messoges at such times
between the hours of adjournment and that of meeting on the following day, so that said message
may be read immediately after the usaal orders of the day. z

Powers of the Senate Over Its Members

S. A majority of the senators shull be necessary to proceed to business; two members may
adjourn, and thrce may order a call of the senate, send for absentces, and make any order for their
censure or discharge. On a call of the senate, the doors shall not be clesed against any member
until his name shall have been twice culled.

9. In case a less number than a quorum of the senate shnll econvene, they are hereby authorized
to send the sergeant-at-arms, or any other person or persons by them authorized, for any und
all nbsent members as the m=jonty of such memters shall agree, at the expense of such ubsent
members, respectively, unless sueh excuse for non-attend:nce shall be m.de ns the senate, when
a quorum is convered, shall judge sufficient; and, in that ease, the expense shall be paid out of the
contingent fund. And this rule shall apply, as well to the first convention of the senute st the legal
time of meecting, ns to each day of the scssion, after the hour has arrived to which the Senate
stood adjourned.

10. No senator shall be taken into custody by the scrgeant-at-arms, on any question of com-
plaint of bre.ch of privilege. until the matter is examined by the committee on privileges and
elections, and reported to the Senate, unless by order of the Presidert of the Senate.

11. The Senate may punish its own members for disorderly behavior, »nd with the concur-
rence of two-thirds of the members clected thercto, e'xpcl a mewiber, but not twice for the same
offense.—(Const., art. G, sec. 25.)

12. The Scnate may punish by imprisonment, any person not a member, for disrespectful
behavior in its presence; for obstructing any of its otficers in the discharge of their duties: or
for nny assault, threat or abuse of any member for words spoken in debate: but such imprisonnment
shall not extend beyond the termination of the session.~—(Counst., art. 6, see. 26.)
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Privileges of Members

13. Every member, when speaking, shall stand in his own plnce. and address the President
and when he has finished take his seat.

14. Every member within the Bar, when a question is put, shall vote unless he is immediately
and particularly interested therein, or the Senate excuse him. All motions to excuse a member
from voting must be mude before the Senate divides, or before the ~all of the yeas and nays is
commenced, and it shall be decided without deb.te, except that the member making the motion
taay briefly state the reason why, in his opinion, it ought to be adopted.

15. If a member be called to order, for words spoken in debato, the person calling him to order
shall repeat the words excepted to, and they shall be taken down in writing at the Clerk's table;
and no member shall be held to answer, or be subject to the censure of the Senate for words spoken
in debate, if any member hrs spoken, or other business has intervened after the words spoken and
before exceptions to them have been taken.

16. No member of the Sennte, or other person except the Clerk and his assistants, ehall visit
or remnin by the Clerk's table while the yeas and nays are being called or counted.

17. No member shall speak more than twice upon the eame subject, without leave of the
Senate; nor more than once until every member choosing to speak shall have spoken.

18. While the President is reporting or putting a question none shall entertain private dis-
course, read, stand up, walk into, out of, or ncross the Senate Chamber,

19. No question shall be debated until it h.s been propounded by the chair, and then the
mover shall have the right to explain his views, in preference to any other member.

20. While the Presilent is putting the question, any member who has not spoken betore to
the matter may spenk to the question before the negative is put.

21. During any debsate, nny Scnrtor, though he hns spoken to the mutter, may arise and
speek to the orders of the Senste, if they be transgressed, in cnse tho President do not; but if
the President stands up at any time, he is first to be heard.

22 If any member ot the Senato absent himself from the service thereof without leave, except
in cnse of his sickness or other unavoidable cause which may prevent his attondarce, tho Senate
may by order or resolution, direct his absence to be entered on the Journal.

23. No member of the Scuate shall absent himself from its service without leave first obtained.
When an applicatior for leave of absence is made for a Senntor, the Senate shall deter:nine and
enter upon its Journal whether such absence shall include u suspension of per diem during such
absence. 5

24. At the commencement of each session the following standing committees shall be appointed,
to consist of not less thun five nor more than nine members, except the Committee on the Judiciary,
on Finince, on Forestry nnd Conscrvation, on the Virginia Debt and on Public Buildings, shall
each consist of eleven members, and the Committee on Roads and Navigation and on Finance
shall consist of fifteen members.

And there shall also be appointed on the part of the Senate ive members of the Joint Committee
on Passed Bills, otherwise known as the Joint Committee on Enrolled Bills.

25. All standing committees shall be appointed by the President of the Senate, unless other-
wise directed, and the chairmar of each committee shall be designated by the President of the
Senate.

The chairman of each standing committee of the Senate shall cause to be kept, in a well bound
book to be kept for the purpose, a record o1 every meeting of such committee, wherein shall be
entered:

(a) The time and place of each committee meeting, and every hearing had before the committee.

(b) The attendance of members of the committee at each meeting thereof.

(¢) The name of any person appearing before the committee, and the interest represented
by him,

Any member of such standing committee may cause a notation to be made upon the record
aforesaid of the reason for his absence at any former meeting of the committee; and in the absence
of any such explanatory note. the presumption shall be that his absence was without reascnable
excuse. .

All meetings of the committees, other than exzcutive sessions, shall be open to the public.

On the adjournment of each session of the Legislature, the chairmen of the respective com-
mittees shall deliver to the Clerk of the Senate the record book herein provided for, and it shsll
be the dutv of such Clerk to preserve the same among the archives of his office.

26. Select committces shall consist of not less than three nor more than five members unless
the Senate direct otherwise.

27. The Committeec on Privileges and Flections stall report in all cases of privileges and con-
tested elections, the principles and reasons on which their resolutions are founded.

28. The Committee on Privileges and Elections shall examine the oaths taken by each member,
and the evidence of their election. and report to the Senate.

29. The Committee to Examine the Clerk's Office shall see that all papers belonging thereto
are properly filed, labeled and put away in the presses, and the books belonging to the office are
chronologically arranged, and shall make report thereof to the Senate at each session.

Committee of the Whole

30. When the Scnate shall resclve itself into the Committee of the Whole, the Pres:dent shall
leave the chair and appoint a chairman to preside in the Committee.

31. The Committece of the Whole shall consider and report on such subjects as may be com-
mitted to it by the Scnate. The rules of the Scnate shall be observed in the Committee of the
Whole, 20 far as they are applicable, except the rule limiting the time of speaking, concernine the
previous question, and taking the yeas and nays. The procecedings in thoe Committee of the Whole
shall not be recorded on the Journa! of the Senate, except so far as reported to the Senate by the
ohairman of the committce.

Order of Business

32. The first two hours of each daily scssion of the Scnate, after the sixth order of business,
to-wit: The consideration of unfinished business of the preceding day and resolutions lying
over from the provious day, shall be called tho *"afterncon hour,” and shall be devoted to the
consideration of the business then on the caiendar, unless the Senste, by » two-thirds vote of all
the membors present, suspend this rule.

1. To read the Journal,
II. To dispose of Communications from tho House of Delegates and the Executive.
III. To reccive reports from Standng Committees.
IV. To roceive reports of Scelect Committees.
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V. To receive bills, resoiutions, motions and petitions.

VI. To aet upon unfinished business of the preceding day, and resolutions lying over from
the previous day, and no resolution shall lose its place on the calendar by not being
acted upon the day following that on which it was offered.

VII. Senate and House Bills on third reading.
VIII. Senate and House Bills on second reading.
IX. Senate and House Bills on first reading.

33. All bills originating in the Senate shall be read on three several daye, unless in case of
urgency. by a vote of four-fifths of the members present, taken by yeas and nays, on each bil!,
this rule be dispensed with.—Const., art. 6, sec. 29.)

34. In the title of rll bills to amend chapters or scctions of the Code, or arts passe ! since the
Code was adopted the scveral committees to whom they are referred, or by whom thev originated,
shall insert the subject matter of the chapter.

35. All engrossed bills shall be fully and distinctly read when put upon their passage.—Const.,
art. 6 sec. 29.—

36. All bills or burincss originating in the Senate shall be considered in the order in which
they are introduce and all bills and resolutions received from the House of Delegates shall be
introduced in the order in whioh they are received, unless in ecither case the Senate otherwize
direct.

37. All joint resolutions and all other resolutions, except those requiring a committee to inquire
and report, shalllie oa the table one day at least, after they are ‘ntroduced.

38. Bills mukint appropriations for the pay cf members and officers cf the Legislature, and for
salaric-, for officers of the government, shal' contain no provision on any other subject —(Const.,
art. 6. sec. 42.)

39. Bills may be introduced at the first or fiftcen day session on leave being granted. but no
bill shall be passed at said session except such ns shall be necessary to provide for a public emer-
gency and shall be especially recommended by the Governor, and no bill shall be introduced at the
second or forty-five day session without a vote of three-fourths of all the members elected to enoh
House taken by yeas and nays. (As amoended May 3, 1921. See Const , art. 6, sec. 22.)

40. All billa reporte t from the House of Delegates shall be referred to the appropriate com-
mittee on the first reading. All bills introduced on leave shall be read by their title and referred
to the appro-riate committee without printing, and shall be treated in committee as res lutions

f inquiry, and if the committee report a bill different from the one introduced, such bill shall be
received and treat <) by the Senato as the original bill, and sh2ll b+ jead a first time and printed,
upless in any of the aforesaid cases the Senate shall direct otherwise

41. Before reading each bill, the Clerk shall state whether it is the first, sececond or third read-
ing of the bill.

42. On the demand of any two members when a bill is being read for amendment, it shall be
read section by section, and when the anmendments which ma be moved shall be disposed of,
the question, unless the Senate otherwise order, shall be taken on ordering the bill to be engrossed
and read the third time. If a bill should ke ordered to its engrossment and third reading and
amendments thereto have been made, the type from which the bill was originally printed shall
be changed to conform to the amendments. The bill shall then be reprinted, and shall be the
engrossed bill. If no nmendments are made the bill as originallv printed may be ordered to its
third readin~ and shall become the engrossed bill. All Senate bills so ordered shall be jacketed
endorsed with their number, title, by whom introduced, and if the bill is inally passed, the date ef
its passage and the signature of the Clerk If a bill should be passed by the House and returned
to the Senate without amendments, or if amended, and the amendment or amendments shoul! be
agreed to, it shall then be turned over to the Joint Committee on Pagescd Bille. otherwise known as
the Joint Committee on Enrolled Bills. In the case of a House bill on second reading, if the same
be amended by the Senate and passed as amended, the amendment or amendments shall be noted
in full in typewriting on slips of paper, and attached to the bill at the proper place by the Clerk be-
fore the bill s returned to the House, and all the amendments shall appear in the Senate Journal,

43. When a bill or resolution of the House of Delegates is passed or rejeeted by the Senate,
the fact of its passage or rejection, with the bill or 1esolution, shall be communicated to the House
of Delegates.
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Peiltlons

44. No petition of a private nature, having been once rejected, shall be aeted on a second time,
unless it be supported by new evidence, nor shall any such petition, after a third rejection, be again
acted upon.

45. No petition shall be received claiming a sum of money or praying the settlement of un-
liquidated nccounts, unless it be accompanied with a certificate of disallowance from the Executive
or Auditor, containing the reason why it was rejected. But this order shall extend to no person .
applying for a pension.

46. When any petition, or bill founded on one, is rejected, such petition shall not be with-
drawn, but the petitioner or member presenting the petition, or any member from the county
or corporation in whicn the petitioner resides, may, with leave, v.\'ithdraw any document filed
therewith. and a list of all documents so withdrawn shall be preserved by the Clerk. All petitions
not finally acted on may, with the acecompanying documents, be in like mapner withdrawn after
the expiration of the session at which they were presented.

47. No petition shall be read in the Senate unless particularly required by some member. but
every member presenting one shall announce the name of the petitioner and the nature of the
application. and that, in his opinion, no similar application had been previously made by the
same petitioner. He shall also endorse on the back of his petition bis own name, as a pledge that
it is drawn in respectful language, whereupon it shall be delivered to the Clerk, by whom it shall
be laid before the proper committec.

Messages

48. Messages may be introduced in any stage of business except when a question is being
put by the presiding officer, while the yeas and nays are being called by the Clerk, or while the
ballots are being counted.

Motlions

49. When a bill or joint resolution is put upon its passage, the President shall propound the
questicn, *Shall the bill (or joint resolution as the case may be), pase?”’ On the passage of every
bill or joint resolution the vote shall be taken by yeas and nays, and be entered on the Journa'.
When the bill is on a second reading. and the question is upon stri¥ing out, the Presidert shall
propound the questio : *'Shall these words be stricken out?”

50. When t e (uestion is pending, no motion shall be received but to adjourn, for the previous
question, e nto il the table to postpone indefinitely to adjourn tte questi-n to a di erent day,
tn commit o. amend, which se eral motiors shall have precedence in the crder in which they are
herein arranged.

51. On he first re:ding of the b’l' no motion shal be in order except a motion to reject the
till, and if the committee shall have reported adversely to the bill, the President, immediately
after its first reading, shall propoundd the question: ‘‘Shall the bill be rejected?’’ YWhen the Senate
refuses to reject the bill the question shall be:  **Shall the bill be ordered to its second reading?*’
This question shall be duly put by the chair and acted upon by the Senate.

52. The question, being once determined, must stand as the judgsment of the Senate, and
cannot during the session be drasyn again into debate unless reconsidered, and it shall be in order
for any member voting with the prevailing side to move a regonsideration of the same within two
succeeding busines days.

53. When motions are made for reference of the same subject to a select committee, and a
standing committee, the question in reference to the standing committee shall be first put.

Divislon of the Question

54. If the question in debate contains several points, any member may have the same divided;
but on motion to strike out and insert, it shall not be in order to move for a division of the question
but the rejection of a motion to strike out and insert one proposition shall not prevent a moticn
to strike out and insert a different proposition; nor prevent a subsequent moticn to simply strike
out; nor shall the rejection of a motion simply to strike out pievent a subsequent motion to strike
out and insert.

55. In filling up blanks, the largest sum and the longest time shall be first put.
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Previous Question

56. There shall be a motion for the previous question, which being ordered by a majority of
members present, if a quorum, shall have the effect to cut off all debate and bring the Senate to
direct vote upon the immediate question or questions on which it has been asked and ordered.
The previous questioo may be asked and ordered upon a single motion, a series of motions or may
be made to embrace all - uthorized motions and amendments and include the bill to its engross-
mecnt and third reading and then, on renewal and second of said motion, to its passage or rejection.
it shall be in order pending a motion for or after the previous question shall have been ordered on
its passage, for the President to entertain and submit a motion to commit with or without instruc-
tions to a standing or select committeo: and a motion to lay upon the table shall be in order on the
second and third reading of a bill.

A call of the Senate shall not be in order after the previous question is ordered, unless it shall
appear upon an actual count by the President that a quorum is not present

All incidental questions of order arising after a motion is made for the previous question, and
pending such motion, shall be decided, whether an appeal or otherwise, without debate

Yeas and Nays

57. When the yeas and nays are ordered, or a call of the Senate is directed, the names of the
members shall be called in alphabetical order.

58. The yeas and nays on any question shall at the desire of one-tenth of the members precent,
be entered on the Journal, and any member may enter any protest on the Journal upon the deter-
mination of anv question. After the yeas and nays shall have been taken, and before they are
counted or entered on the Journal, the Clerk shall read over the names of those who voted in the
affirmative and those who voted in the negative, at which time any membe- shall have the right
to correct any mistake committed in enrolling his name.

59. When a bill or joint resolution passed by the Senate shall be amended by the House of
Delegates, the question on agreeing to the bill or joint resolution, as amendcd, shall be again
voted on by yeas and nays in the Senate, and the result entered upon its Journal; in all such
cases the affirmative vote of a majority of all the members clected to the Senate shal' be necessary.
—Const., art. 7, sec. 31.)

60. In all clections of officers which may take place in the Senate the vote shall be vira voce,
and be entered upon the Journa .—(Const., art. 6, sce. 44.)

Executive Session

61. When nominations sha!l bo made in writing by the Governor to the Senate. a future day
shall be ossigned, unlcss the Senate unanimously direct otherwisc, for taking them into consideration.

62. When acting on the nominations of the Governor, the Senate shall be cleared of all per-
eons except the Clerk, his assistante, the Sergeant-at-Arms and Doorkeeper, and all such officers
shall be sworn to secreey.

63. Al confidential communications made by the Governor to the Senate, and all pro-cedings
thereon, shall be by the members thereof kept secret until the Senate shall, by the unanimous
afirmative vote of the members present, remove the injunction of secrecy.

64. All information and remarks touching the eharacter or qualifications of any person nomi-=
nated by the Governor to office, shall be kept secret. The Legislative proceedings and the executive
proecedings of the Senate shall be kept and recorded in separate books.

Constitutional Amendment

65. When an amendment to be proposed to the Constitution is under consideration, the con-
currence of two-thirds of the members clected to the Senate shall not be requisite to decide any
question for amendments, or extending to the merits, being short of the final question.

AdJournment

66. When the Senate adjourns each day, it shall stand adjourned to 2 o'clock, p. m., the next
day, unless the Senate otherwise direct.
67. When the Senate adjourns cach day, every member shall keep bis seat until the Presidont
{ eaves the chair.
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Parllamentary Practice

68. The Rules of Parlinmentiry Practice comprised in ‘“ A Manual of General Parliamentary
Law, with Suggcstions for General Rules,’’ by Thos. B. Reed. shall govern the Senate in all cases
not provided for by the rules of the Senate or in the Joint Rules of the Senate and House of Dele-
gates. In any case not governed by the said Manual of said ru'es, the Senate shall be governed
by the practice in the Congress of the United States

69. No etanding rule or order of the Senate shall be rescinded or changed without one day’s
notice being given of the motion therefor; and no rule shall be suspended except by a vote of two-
thirds of all the members of the Senate present.

1. DNo member shall absent himself from the service of the House unless he have leave, or be
sick and unable to attend; but any member who conscientiously believes that the seventh day
of the week oug! t to be observed as a Sabbath shall be excused from attending upon the House
on that day.

9. When a House bill or House jeint resolution shall be amended by the Senate. the question
on agreeing to the bill or resolution as amended sha" be again voted on by yeas and nays, and
the result entered on the Journal, and in such a case the afirmative vote of a majority of the
members elected to the House shall be necessary.—(Const., art. 7, sec. 31.)

(@) When bill recommitted and amended, question shall again be put on the engrossment of
the bi"'.—Rule 135.

10. Bills may be introduced by any member on leave being granted or by any standing com-
mittee of.the House at the session of the Legislature beginning on the second Wednesday in Janu-
ary, but bills can only be introduced at the session ot such Legislature beginning on the Wodnes~
day after the second Monday in March in the manner set out in section 22 of article 6 of the Con-
stitut'on as amended. ,

11. All bills introduced by motion for leave shall be referred to the appropriate committee
without printing and all such bills shall be treated in committee as resolutions of inquiry, and
if the committee report a bill different from the one so introduced, such bill shall be received and
treated by the House as the origina’ bill.

12. Before any bill is read by the Clerk, ho shall state to the House whether it is on its frst,
second or third reading.

13. A bill may be recommitted at any time before its passage. Should such recrmmitment
take place after its engrossment, and an amendment be reported and agreed t - by the Houre,
the question shall be again put on the engrossment of the bsll.

14. No bill shall become a law until it has been fully and distinctly read on three different
days, unless in case of urgency, by a vote of four-fifths of the members present, taken by yens and
nays on each bill, this rule be dispensed with. Upon any bill there may be a motion to dirpenee
with the Constitutiona' rule. in order that the bill may be read twice or three times on the same
day, and upon the first or second reading of any bill, there may be a motion to dispense with the
constitutional rule, in order that the bill, may, upon such reading, be read by its title. Provided,
in a)l ¢ ses that there be three readings of each bill, and that an engrossed bill shall be fully and
distinctly rend.—(Const , art. G, sec. 29.)

15. On the passage of a bill by the House, 2 motion may be made that it take effect from: ts
passage, or at some time other than ninety days after paesage; and if said motion be adopted by
a vote of two-thirds of all the members elected to the House, taken by yeas and nays, the Clerk
sha'l communicate that fact to the Senate along with the bil.—Const. art. 6, sec. 3C.)

Bilis—First Reading

16. The firet reading of a bill shall be for information; and if opposition be made to it, the
question sha'l be, ‘“Shall the bill be rejected?’ If no opposition be made, or if the question to
reject be lost, it shall be regarded ns ordered to its second reading, unless the House otherwise
specially direot. All bills reported from the Senate shal’ be referred to the appropriate committee
on the first reading.

17. On the first reading of a bill, it may at any stage of the reading be rejected on motion. If
the committee to which the bill was referred shall have reported adversely to the bill, the Speaker
shall, immediately after the same is reported by its title, propound the question, ‘*Shall the hilt
be rejected?”’ ®

Bills—Second Reading

18. No bill shall be put upon ite second reading until the samo shall have been printed and
delivered to the members of the Houre at lenst one day previous to such reading, unless in cases
of emergency.

19. On the second reading of a bill on the demand of any tv o0 members, it shall be read section
by scction for amendment, and when the amendments as may be moved are disposed of, the
question, unless the House otherwise order, shall be, if a House bill, **Shall the bill be engrossed
and ordered to the third reading?'’ If a House bill should be ordered to its engrossment and third
reading and amendments have been made thereto, the type from v hich the bill was originally
printed shall bo changed to conform with the amendment. The bill shall then be reprinted and
shall be the engrossed bill, and shall be designated as such. If no amendments are ma e the bil}
as orignally printed may bo ordered to its third reading and shall become the engrossed bill, and
shall be designated as such. All House bills ordered to their engrossment and third reading shall
be jacketed and endorsed with their number, title, by whom introduced, and if the bill is finally
passed, the dato of its passage and tho signature f the Cierk. If a bill should be passed by the
Senate and returned to the House without amendment, or if amended and tho amendment or
.amendments be agreed to, it shall then be turned over to the Joint Committee on Passed Billg
otherwise known a8 the Committee on Enrolled Bills In the caso of a Senate bill on second read-
'iug, if the same be amended by the House and passed as amended, the amendmont or amendments-
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sball be noted in full on slipe of paper in typewriting and attacbed to the bill at the proper place
by the Clerk before the bill is returned to the Senate, and all the amendments shall also appear in
the House Journal.

Clerk

20. 1t shall be the Clerk’s duty to read to the House all papers ordered to be read; to call tbe
roll and note and report the absentees, when a call of the House is ordered: to call the roll and note
the answere of membere, when a question is taken by yeae and nays; to assist, under the direction
of the Speaker, in taking the count when any vote of the House is taken; to notify committees
of their appointment and tbe business referred to them; to superintend the execution of all print-
ing ordered by the House, and to report to the Speaker, to be submitted to the House, every
failure of the printer to execute the same properly and promptly.

21. Tbe Clerk sball have the custody of all records and papers of the House, and sball not
allow them to be taken from the table or out of bis possession without the leave of the House,
unless to be delivered to committees to whom they may have been referred. He shall endorse on
bills and papers brief notes of proceedings bad thereon by the House and preserve be same in
convenient files for reference.

Committee of the Whole

22. When the House shall resolve to go into the Committee of the Whole the Speaker shall
leave bis chair and appoint a Chairman to preside in the Committee.

23. The Committee of the Whole shall consider and report on such subjects as may be com-
mitted to it by the House. The rules of the House shall be observed by the Committee of the
Whole, so far as they are applicable, except the rules limiting the t'm2s of speaking, concerning the
previous question, and taking the yeas c:nd pays. The procecr:ogsin Committee of the Whole
shall not be recorded on the Journal of the House except so f: 1 .s reported to the House by the
Chairman of the Committee.

24. The following standing committees, to be appointed at the commencement of each session
shall consist of not less than five nor more than fifteen members, namely:

On Labor.

On Medicine and Sanitation.

On Game and Fish.

On Insurance.

On Rules.

On Re-districting.
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25. The Committec on Elections and Privileges shall examine and report upon all the cer-
tificates, and other evidenoes referred to them, touching the right of persons claiming to have been
eleoted members of this House, or to any office for the State at large; and also upon other petitions
and matters touching elections and returns, or relating to the privileges of members and officers
of the House, or witnesses attending the House or any committee thereof. as shall be referred to
them

26. The Committee on Taxation and Finance shall, as soon as possible, after the commence-
ment of the regular session, report the general tax and appropriation bills with an estimate of the
probable revenue and expenditures of the two years, and of the public debt. They shall from
time to time report such measures for equalizing and reducing taxation, supplying revenue and
facilitating the collection thereof, reducing the public expenditure, and providink for the principal
and interest of the public debt as may scem to them expedient; and they shall further examine
into and report upon all such matters and propositions relating to taxation and finance as shall
be referred to them by the House.

All motions directing payment of money to be referred to Committee on Taxation and Finance.—
Rule 68.

27. All claims against the Stnte. which may be presented to the House, shall be referred ct
the Committee on Claims and Grievances, unless otherwise ordered by the House.

28. The Committee on Executive O /ices and Library shall examine the several public offices
and library, and report whether their books and accounts are properly kept; whether the public
money has been disbursed according to law; and dilizence used in the collection of revenue;
and whether the money received is properly accounted for. They shall report from time to time
such measures as may seem to them necessary to add to the economy of the executive o fices and
the accountability of their o hicers. .

29. Every committee, by a majority of their number, may elect a chairman, but if no such
election be made, the first named member of the committee, if it be appointed by the Speaker,
shall act as chairman.

30. Every committee shall meet at such time as they may appoint, or on the call of the chair-
man or any two of its members.

31. The several standing committees shall have leave to report by bill or otherwise. All
committees shall submit their reports to the House in writing.

32. No committee shall sit without apecial leave while the House is in session.

33. Special committees shall consist of five members, unless otherwise ordered by the House,

34. A majority of a committee shall be a quorum thereof.

35. The Speaker shall name the members who are to serve upon committees, unless others
wise ordered by the House.

Debate

36. No question shall be debated until it has been propounded by the Speaker; and then
the mover shall have the right to explain his view in preference to any other member.

37. When a member is about to speak in debate. or deliver any matter to the House he shall
first rise from his secat and respectfully address himself to ‘* Mr. Speaker,” and shall confine himself
to the question under debate and avoid all personality and indecorous or disrespectful language.

38. When a2 member arises and addresses the Chair, the Speaker shall recognize him by name;
but no member in debate shall designate another by name.

39. When two or more members rise at the same time, the Speaker shall name the person to
speak; butin all cases the member who shall first rise and address the Chair shall speak first.

40. No one shall disturb or interrupt a member who is speaking, without his permission, except
to call to order if he be transgressing the rules.

41. No member shall speak more than twice on the same question without leave of the House.

42, When the Speaker is putting the question, any member who has not spoken before to
the matter, may speak to the question before the negative is put.

Division of House

43. When the question is put and the Speaker shall have doubt as to the result of the vote,
or a division be called for, the House shall divide, and those in the aflirmative of the question
shall rise from their seats and remain standing until they are counted, and afterwards those in
the negative. The count may be madc by the Speaker, or if he so directs, by the Clerk, or two
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members, one from each side, to be named for that purpose by the Speaker. When the result is
ascertained the Speaker shall rise and state the decision of the House.
Any member may call for dividion.—~Rule 7.

Division of Question

44. Any member may call for a division of any question pending, before the vote thereon is
taken, if it comprehend propositions in substance so distinct that, one being taken away, a sub-
stantive proposition will remain for the decision of the House, but the member calling for the
division of a question shall state in what manner he proposes it shall be divided.

45. A motion to strike out and insert shall be deemed divisible, and though a motion to strike
out be lost, it shall not preclude a motion to strike out part of the same words or a motion to
amend or to strike out and insert.

Doorkeeper

46. The doorkeeper shall attend the House while in session, and under the direction of the
Speaker execute the orders of the House respecting the admission and the exclusion of person_
from the Hall. He shall, when required by the Speaker, aid in the enforcement of order.

Election of Officers

47. The House, at the commencement of each session, shall elect its Speaker, Clerk, Sergeant-
at-Arms and Doorkeeper.

48. In the election of officers by the House, the vote shall be given rira roce, and a majority
of the whole number of votes given shall be necessary to elect. If, upon any vote there be no elec-
tion, the person having the lowest number of votes shall be dropped, and any votes thereafter
given to such person shall not be taken into the county to affect the result in any way. But if
two or more have the lowest and equal number of votes they may be voted for again. No Ques-
tion before the House, or in committee of the whole, shall be voted on by ballot.

[ndefinite Postponement

49. When a question is postponed indefinitely, the same shall not be acted on again during
the session.

50. The Janitor, under the direction of the Speaker, shall have care of the Hall and committee
rooms of the House, and keep the same, at all time, in a neat and proper condition

Journal

51. The Clerk of the House. under the direction of the Speaker, shall keep a full and correct
Journal of the proceedings; and it shall be the duty of the Speaker to examine the Journal daily
before it is read and cause all errors and omissions therein to be corrected.

52. When the Journal has been read to the end that any mistake made in the entry may be
corrected, if no objection is made. it shall stand approved. but if objections be ruade the first ques
tion of the House shall be to dispose of the same, and when such objections are disposed of and the
Journal corrected, as the House may order, it shall stand as approved. After the printed Journal
has been approved and fully marked for correction, the type from which it was printed shall be
changed in accordance therewith. IFrom the type so corrected shall be printed the number of
copies required by law for the regular bound volumes of the Journal. 1o addition thereto six
copies shall be printed on Sx10 heavy weight bond paper, with blauk lines at the end of each day’s
proceedings for the signatures of the Speaker and Clerk, and these shall be the official Journals of
the House. They shall be bound in flexible binding, and bear the imprint on the back, **Official
Journal of the House of Delegates of West Virginia,” with designation of regular or special session,
as the case may be, and the ycar. After being signed by the proper o‘ficers, two of these copies
shall be retained in the office of the Clerk, and one copy shall be lodged in the otlice of the Governor,
one with the Secretary of State, one with the Department of Archives and History, and one with
tho Clerk of the Senate.
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53. It shall be the duty of the Clerk to furnish a copy of each day’'s proceedings of the Journal
to the printer, to be printed and distributed without delay.

54. Every written motion made to the House shall be inserted in the Journal with the name of
the member making it, unless it be withdrawn on the same day it is submitted.

Lie on the Table

(a) Motion to lie on table not debatable.—Rule 66.

() When a resolution is presented oontaining no reference of subject matter to committee
it shall lie on the table for one day.—Rule 67.

(¢) When motion to take from table in order.—Rule 76.

Manual and Rules

55. The rules of parliamentary practice comprised in “‘A Manual of General Parliamentary
Law with Suggestion for General Rules'’” by Thomas B. Reed, shall govern the House of Dele-
gates in all cases not provided for by the Rules of the House, or in the joint rules of the House
and Senate. In any oase not governed by said rules or Manual, the House shall be governed by the
praotice in the House of Representatives of the United States,

56. No standing rule or order of the House shall be rescinded or changed without one day's
notice being given of the motion therefor, and no rule shall be suspended except by a vote of at
least two-thirds of the members present, unless the same is reported by the Committee on Rules
when either may be done by a majority vote of the members present.

Meeting of the House

¢+ 57. The House, unless it shall be otherwise directed by speoial order, shall meet every day,
except Sunday; at 10 o'clock in the forenoon.

58. There shall be appointed by the Speaker an Official Chaplain of the House whose duty it
shall be to be present at the convening of each day's session for the purpose of opening the House
with prayer. His compensation shall be fixed by the Committee on Taxation and Finance.

Messages

59. The Speaker shall take the chair and call the House to order precisely at the hour of meet-
ing, and, if a quorum be present, cause the Journal of the preceding day to be read.

60. When a message from the Executive or Senate is announced, other business shall be sus-
pended until it is received, unless the House be at the time aotually engaged in taking a vote on
some question, in which case it shall be received as soon as the result of the vote is announced.
‘When received, it shall lie on the table to be disposed of in its turn, unless otherwise ordered by the
House.

Motions and Resolutions

61. When a question is under debate, no motion shai be reoceived, but to adjourn, to lie on the
table, for the previous question, to postpone to a specifio day, to commit, to amend, or to postpone
indefinitely, which motions shall severally have precedence in the order in whioch they aro here
arranged.

62. When a motion is made it shall be stated by the Speaker, or being in writing, shall be
handed to the Chair, and read aloud by the Clerk, and shall then be deemed to be in posscssion
of the House; it may be withdrawn by the mover before any order of the House respeoting the
same has been made.

63. Every motion shall be reduced to writing if the Speaker or any member desires it.

64. When a motion is made to commit any subjeot to a speocial committee, a motion to commit
the same to the Committee of the Whole, or a standing committee, shall have precedence.

685. A motion to adjourn, and & motion to fix the time to which the House shall adjourn, shall
always be in order if the mover be entitled to the floor.

66. The motion to adjourn and to lie on the table shall be put without debate.

67. When a resolution is presented, containing no reference of the subjcot thereof to a com-
mittee, it shall lie on the table for one day, to come up under tho eighth order of business, unless a
majority of the House order otherwise.
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68. Every motion or resolution directing the appropriation or payment of money shall, unless
otherwise ordered by the House, be referred without debate. to the Committec on Taxation and
Finance.

Oaths

69. The Speaker or Clerk shall have authority to administer any oaths required by the business
of the House.

"Objection
Resolutions, not of inquiry, shall lie over one day.—Rule 67.

Order and Decorum

70. While the Speaker is putting any question, or ascertaining the result, no one shall walk
out of or across the House, nor when a member is speaking, pass between him and the Chair.

71. If a member speaking or otherwise transgress the rules of the House, the Speaker shall,
or any member may, call him to order; in which case, the member so called to order shall imme-
diately sit down, unless permitted to explain. If the decision be in favor of the member called
to order, he shall be at liberty to proceed; if otherwise, he shall not be permitted to proceed, if
any member object, without leave of the House, and if the case require it, shall be liable to the
censure of the House. .

72. No member or other person shall visit or remain by the Clerk’s table while the yeas and
nays are being called; and no person, except members. ex-members and officers of the Legislature,
State officers, members and ex-members of the Judiciary. shall be admitted upon the floor of the
House, except by permission of the Speaker. .

73. 1f a member be called to order for words spoken in debate, the person calling him to order
rhall repeat the words excepted to, and they shall be taken down in writing at the Clerk’s table.
And no member shall be held to answer, or be subjected to the censure of the House, for words
spoken in debate, if any other member has spoken. or other business has intervened after the
words were spoken and before the exceotion to them was taken.

Spcaker to prescrve order.—Rule S7.

Order of Business

74. The order of for each day shall be:

I. To read, correct and approve the Journal.
II. To receive and consider reports of standing commlttees
III. To receive and consider reports oi select committces.
IV. To receive and consider messages from the Executive.
V. To receive messages from the Scnate, and conalder amendments, proposed by the
Scnate, to bills passed by the House.
VI. To rcceive resolutions and petitions.
VII. Bills introduced on motion for leave and referred to appropriate commauttees.

VIII. To act on unfinished business of the preceding day, and resolutions lying over from the
previous day, but no resolution shall lose its place on the calendar by not being acted
on the day following that on which it was offered.

IX. House and Scnate Bills on third recading.
X. House and Scnate Bills on second reading.
XI. House and Senate Bills on first reading.
XII. Tho order of the day, unless a subject was made the order of the day for a particular
hour, in which case it may be called for by any member when the hour arrives.
XIII. Miscellancous business.

75. Al questions relating to priority of business shall be decided without debate.
76. A bill or resolution laid on the table may be taken up by a vote of the House at any time
after the seventh order of business is disposed of.

Petitions

77. The member who presents a petition or memorial, or offers a resolution en which a vote of
the House is taken, shall be named on the Journal.
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Prevlous Question

78. If the previous question be demanded by not less than seven members, the Speaker shall
without debate, put the question, ‘‘Shall the main question be now put?”’ If this question be de-
cided in the affirmative by a majority of the members present, if a quorum, all further debate
shall cease and the vote be at once taken on the proposition pending before the House. When
the House refuses to order the main question, the consideration of the subject shall be resumed as
ifthe previous question had been demanded.

79. The previous question shall not be admitted -in the Committee of the Whole.

Printing Documents

80. Documents printed by order of the House shall be printed in pages of the same size as those
of the Journal; and a copy of every such document, bound up with the Journal, shall be furnished
by the printer to each member of the House at the close of the session, or as soon as possible
thereafter; and twenty additional copies bound as aforesaid, shall be delivered to the Clerk of the

House, to be distributed as the House may order.
Printing of bills, before second reading.—Rule 18.

Reconsideration

81. A question being once determined must stand as the judgment of the House and cannot
again be drawn into debate during the samoe session, unless reconsidered. But it shall be in order
for any member of the majority, on the same or succeeding legislative day, to move for a recon-
sideration thereof, and such a motion, if seconded, shall take precedence of all other questions
except a motion to adjourn, and shall not be withdrawn without leave of the House; and if the
House decides to reconsider, any member may thereaftor call the subject up for consideration.

82. When a majority of members present vote in the affirmative on any question, but the
question be lost because it i8 one in which the concurrence of a greater number than a majority
of a quorum is necessary to an affirmative decision, any member may move for a reconsideration.

Sergeant-at-Arms

83. The Sergeant-at-Arms shall give bond, with surety, in the penalty of two thousand dollars,
payable to the State of West Virginia, and conditioned for the faithful performance of the dutics
of his office; such bond to be approved by the Speaker and filed with the Clerk of the House for
safe keeping.

84. It shall be the duty of the Sergeant-at-Arms to attend the Housc while in session: to aid
in the enforcement of order, under the direction of the Speaker; to execute the commands of the
House, from time to time, together with all such prooess issued under its authority as may be
directed to him by the Speaker.

85. The Sergeant-at-Arms, under the direction of the Speaker, shall superintendet the dis-
tribution by the pages of all documents and papers to be distributed to the members.

86.: It shall also be the duty of the Sergecant-nt-Arms, to keep the aceounts for pay and milenge
of members, officers and attaches, to prepare and sign warrants or requisitions for the same, and
if required by any member, who shall endorse his warrant or requisition for that purpose to draw
the money thereon and pay over the same to the member entitled thereto.

Speaker

87. It shall be the duty of the Speaker to preserve order and decorum while the House is in
session; to enforce the rules and orders of the House; to prescribe the order in which business
shall come up for consideration, subject to the rules and orders of the House; to announce the
question of business before the House when properly requested by any member; to receive all
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messages and other communications; to put to vote all questions which are properly moved; to
announce the result of all votes and to authenticate, when necessary, the acts and proceedings of
the House.

88. The Speaker shall decide all questions of order, subject to an appeal in the House. He
may speak to questions of order in preference to other members, and may make the concluding
speech on any appeal from his decision, notwithstanding he may have before spoken on the ques-
tion; but no other member shall speak more than once on such appeal without leave of the House.

89. When properly requested by a member, he shall inform the House upon any point of
order or practice pertinent to the business before it.

90. If any question be put upon a bill or resolution, the Speaker shall state the same, without
argument.

91. If there be any disturbance or disorderly conduct in the lobby or gallery, the Speaker or
Chairman of the Committee of the Whole may order the same to be cleared.

92. The Speaker, subject to the orders of the House, may assign convenient seats within the
bar to stenographers and reporters wishing to take down the proceedings.

93. The Speaker may name any member to perform the duties of the Chair, but no one by
virtue of such appointment, shall act as Speaker for more than three days.

94. If the Speaker be absent at the time appointed for the meeting of the House, it shall be
called to order by the Clerk, and a Speaker pro tem appointed by the House.

95. The Speaker shall, as soon as practical after his election, appoint for the House such number
of Committee clerks, Floor Pages, Journal Pages and other attaches as the House may by resolution
direct, and may at his discretion, remove any person so appointed and appoint another in his
stead. He may also appoint, without resolution, a Private Secreta~y, and a stenographer to
himself.

The Clerk of the House inaddition to the Assistant Clerks, provided for by section
18 of chapter 12 of the Code, may appoint a stenographer to himself, and such other assistants as
the House may by resolution direct, and shall have power at any time to remove such appointee
from office and appoint others in their stead at his discretion.

All resolutions relating to the appointment of persons mentioned in this section, or prescribing
the salary or pay of such persons, shall originate in and come from the Committee on Rules.

96. The Speaker may, from time to time, designate such times as he may deem necessary for
the consideration o fbills of a local nature, and such bills shall be placed in a special calendar.

Voting

97. On the passage of every bill, and joint resolution,, and when the yeas and nays on any
question are called for by one-tenth of those present, the Speaker shall direct t be roll to be called,
and every member shall answer aye or no, when his nameis called. Before the result is announced
the clerk shall read to the House the namcs of those who voted in the affirmative, and then those
who voted in the negative, at which time any member may correct a mistake committed in taking
down his vote. The result shall then be announced, and the yeas and nays entered on the Jour-
nal, but if the House so orders, the announcement of the result and the entry of the yveas and nays
entered upon the Journal may be postponed to the succeeding day. with liberty to absent members
at any time before the result is announced by the Speaker, to appear and vote ayeor no,in the
presence of the House; and any member may, in the presence of the House, change his vote
before the result is announced.

98. Upon calls of the House, in taking the yeas and nays, the names of the members shall be
called alphabetically.

99. Every question shall be first put in the affirmative and then in the negative: each member
present shall vote on every question, and the Speaker shall declare whether the yeas or nays
have it, which declaration shall stand as the judgment of the House, unless a member call for a
division, in which event the Speaker shall divide the House.

100. Every member within the bar, when n question is put, shall vote, unless he is immediately
and particularly interested therein, or the House excuscs him. A motion to excuse a member from
voting must be made before the House divides, or before the call of the yeas and nays is com-
menced, and it shall be decided without dcbate, except that the member making the motion may
briefly state the reason why, in his opinion, it ought to be adopted.

101. No member shall vote on any question in the result of which he is immediately and par-
ticularly interested; and, except in the case provided for in the ninety-fifth rule, no member shall
vote if he was not within the bar when the question was put, unless leave be given him by the House.

SYNOPSIS OF LAWS PASSED BY THE LEGISLATURE

At Its Regular and Extraordinary Sesslon of 1921, Arranged In the
Same Order in which they Appear In the Printed Acts

REGULAR SESSION

H. B. 385. Commuirree Susstitute. (CH. 1.) Amends section four, chapter two, acts of the Legislature of
1919, providing that not more than four of the six members of the state board of education to be appointed by the
governor, shall be members of the same political party.

Text-Books In Public Schools

H. B. 25. Kmasmr. (Ca.2.) Amends section cloven, chapter two, acts of 1919. Provides method for state
board of education to receive bids from publishers. Tho board shall adopt on or before the 6rat Tuesday in May,
1922, and every fifth year thereafter, one book, or acries of books and only one on cach subject required to be taught
in the elementary schools. Not more than thirty per cent of the subjects required by law shall be changed in any
five year adoption unless changes are necessary to protect stato against unfair prices or discrimination. Con.
tractors are required to furnish books to this state for the same price charged in other states.

Rural and Consolldated Schools

H. B. 23. Kmasnr. (Cm. 3.) Provides for the standardisation of one-room rural schoo's and consolidation
of sohools, classifying said schools and designating the amount of state aid to be received by said achools.

‘ Part-time Schools

H.B. 289. Cousirree BirL. (CH.4.) Relatce to the attondance of children over fourteen and under sixtcen
years of age at part-time schools and roquires boards of education to establish and maintain these schools and
evening schools. Minors between the ages stated unless having completed cight years of clementary schooling,
are required to attend the part-timo schoo!s, for at least 144 hours during the school year.

County Superintendents

H. B. 145. Kwstorr. (CH. 5.) Requires county superintendents of achools clected in November, 1922, to
have certain qualifications. Only thoso persons are cligible to hold this offico who have at least one of the fol-
lowing qualifications: A lifo ccrtificato with nine weoks' training in school administration and supervision; a
supervisor's certificate; a graduate from a standard normal course; a first grade clementary cortificate with ten
.years expericnce 88 a teacher and nine wecks' training in school administration and supervision. -

Clerical Asslstance for County Superintendents

H. B. 178. Wrsoxa. (Cm. 6.) Directs county courts to provide proper elerioal nssistance, not to exceed
*81,200 per yesar for the county supcrintondent and provides for the reimbursement of the county superintcndent
for traveling expenses, both items to be paid out of the ecounty fund.
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Secretaries Boards of Education

H. B. 82. McPaxrsoyN. (CH.7.) Fixes annual compensation of secretaries of district boards of education,
ranging from $40 in districts having fower than fifteen achools to $125 in districts having fifty echools or more and
two dollars additional for each achool over fifty.

Teachers’ Safaries

H. B. 81. Couurrree Sossrrrore. (Ca. 8.) Amends section fifty-five of chapter two. acts of one thousand
nine hundred and nineteen, providing the following basic salaries for teachers: Third grade certificates, fifty dollars
per month; sccond grade certificates, sixty-five dollars per month; first grade certificates, eighty-five dollars a
month. Teachers who have completed the short normal course, those who bave completed the diploma course in
a standard normal school and teachers who bave completed a collegiate course will receive additional compensation.
Advanced annua) salaries will also be paid to teachers who have taught one or more cegular terms of school.

Elementary Certificates

H.'B. 149. Cosuarree Scesrrrore. (Ce. 9.) Provides that after July 1, 1922, applicants for first grade
certificstes shall have at least one year of high school work ard nine weeks study of professional subjects; after
July 1, 1924, two years of bigh school work and eighteen weeks study of professional subjects, ani after July 1,
1926, three years high echool work and twenty-seven weeks of study of professional subjects. Also makes pro-
vision for the rcnewal of certificates.

Holidays
H.B.29. Muter. (Ca.10.) Designates the fourth of July, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day and genernl
election day as holidays when the schools will not be kept open. The schools shall be assembled on Washington's
birthday, Lincoln's birthday, Arbor Day, Labor Day, Memo:ial Day and Armistice Day and devote a portion
of these days to appropriate exercises.
Fire Prevention in Schools

H. B. 335. Tarior. (Cm. 11.) Directs the statc superintendent of schools to prescribe a course of study
in fire prevention for use in public. private and parochial schools.

Sale or Lease of School Property
H. B. 377. McCuxmic. (CB. 12)) Provides for the sale of school property at rublic auction by bearde of
education with the consent of the county superintendent or the leasing of any school property for oil. gas or other
minerals.
Joint District High Schools
H. B. 71. Bexoer. (Cn. 13.) Prescribes method by which the boards of education in two or more con-
tioguou distsicts may cstablish and maintain jointly a bigh school in one of the districts. The law amends section
seventy-nine of chapter two, acts of 1919.
High School Dormitories
H.B.20. Sarver. (Cm.14) Amends section cichty-three of ebapter two, acts of one thousand nine bundred
and nineteen and prescribes the method to be followed by county high school boards or district boards of education
maintaining high schools in providing for the erection of dormitories for the acccmmodatizn of pupils attending.
Normal Tralning in High Schools
H. B. 24. KsoeT. (CH.15) Provides that state board of education shall prescrite the course of study for
normal training departments an | normal schools designated for the purpose will receive one thousand dolla-s
annually of state aid from the appropniation for classified high schools.

Levies for School Purposes

S.B.31. Haruer. (CE.16.) Provides for the holding of an election for the authorization of s levy for the
suprort of froe schools in cvery county, district or independent school district of the state.
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District Schoo! Supervisors

S. B. 292. Hacer. (CH. 17.) Amends section fifty-six of chapter two, acts of one thousand nine hundred
and nineteen, relating to the appointment and defining the qualifications of the distriot supervisors of schools.

General School Fund

S. B. 159. StewarT. (CH.18.) Provides that the boar:'s of education shall ascertain the conditions of fscal
affairs of the district and after publication of same lay a levy on the taxable property of the district sufficient to
produce the amount necessary, For maintenance fund the levy shall not exceed fifteen conts; for teachers' fund,
not to exceed forty centa; for now building and improvement fund purposes, a levy not to exceed twenty cents.
It also provides for the creation of the general achool fund, designates for what purposes said fund shall be used
and how distributed.

Vocational Rehabllltation

H.B.22. Kniegar. (CH.19.) Accepts, on the part of tho state, the provisions and benefits of an act of the
federal congress providing for the promotion of vocational rehabilitation of persona disabled in industry. and makes
it the duty of the state board of education and the state compensation commissioner to formulate a plan for co-op-
eration between the federal and stato governments.

Phllippl High Schoo!

S. B. 143. Jomwsoy. Ca. 20.) Authorizes board of education of Philippi independent school district 11
Barbour county to issue bonda for the purpose of providing grounds and erecting a public and high sohool building
after the submission of the same to an election in the school district for ratification.

Spencer Independent School District

H. B. 27. Hemsuan. (CH. 21.) Authorizes board of ejucation of the Spencer independent school distric.
to provide for a ginking fund to pay off t:e bonded indebtcdness of the district.

Alderson Independent School District

H. B. 34, Heaveser. (Cm. 22.) Empowers board of education of the Alderson independent school dis~
trict, after ratification by the people, to issue bonds for the erection of one or more public school buldings.

Ridgeley {ndependent School District

H.B.50. JomvstoN. (CH.23.) Createstheindependent school district of Ridgeley in the county of Mineral.

Calhoun County High Schoo)

H.B. 8. Hresuan. (CH.24.) Amends seotions three and four of chapter one hundred and eleven, acts of
ono thousand nine hundred and fifteen, by providing for a special levy for the establishment and equipment of
the Calhoun county high echool.

Clay County High School

H. B. 168. MurrrY. (CH. 25.) Provides for the laying of special levies by the board of direotora for the
establish t and maint of the Clay county high school established in the ton_m of Henry.

St. Albans Independent School District

H. B. 193, McCrixmio. (Ca. 26.) Provides for the election of a board of oducation in the St. Albans inde-
pendent school district in the county of Kanawha,

Weston Independent School Dlstrict

H.B.217. Kmonr. (Cm.27.) Relates to examinations held and certificates issuod in the Weston indepondent
sohool distriot in the county of Lewis.
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Mound sville Independent School District
H.B.258. Moore. (CH=.28.) Creates the independent school district of Moundsville in the county of Mar-
ehall, bringing all legislation with reference to that district into one chapter and enlarging the boundaries of the
district heretofore created.

Grafton Independent School District

H. B. 380. Davis. (Cs. 29.) Recreates the Grafton independent school district in the county of Taylor
and oonsolidates into one act all the legislation with reference to that district.

Huntington School District

H. B. 415. Sanpera. (Cs. 30.) Enlarges the boundaries of the school distriat of Huntington and abolishee
the independent school district of Central City.

School Levy for Kingwood District

H.B. 462. Furvn. (Cm. 31.) Authorizes board of education of Kingwood district of Preston county to lay
8 levy not to exceed sixty cents on the hundred dollars valuation for the purpase of regairing buildings now existing
and constructing new school houses.

Union Independent School District

H. B. 495. Satrersmarp. (Cs. 32.) Enlarges the boundaries of Union independent school district in the
county of Marion.

Belington Independent School District

H.B.500. Trmowrsox. (Cm.33.) Createsthe Belington independent school district in the counts of Barbour
and submits the adoption of the sume by referendum to the voters of Barker and Valley districts of Barbour county
at the general election to be held in 1922,

Clarksburg School District

H. B. 534. StatmErs. (Cs. 34.) Amends chapter thirty-cight of the acts of one thousand eight hundred
and ninety-nine relating to the school district of Clarksburg by providing the method of electicg the members of
the board of education.

Burnsville Independent School District

H. B. 535. Bexper. (Ca. 35.) Abolishes the independent school district of Burnsville in the county of
Braxton and the corporation of the board of education of that district.

Rosedale Credits and Bonds

cation in Birch and Center districts of said oounty to purchase sohool sites and build and complete school buildings
in said town.

Fairmont Independent School District

S. B. 141. Bowers., (CH. 41.) Amonds and re-cnacts former act oreating the independent school district of
Fairmont in the county of Marion, defining the boundaries of the district, providing for a board of education and
vesting it with certain powers and duties.

Wirt County High School

H.B.3l. Davorerrr. (CB. 50.) Establishes the Wirt county high school in or near the town of Elisabeth,

providing for a board of education and a special levy to maintain same, submitting the act to a referendum of tbe
voters of Wirt county.

Preparatory Schools

H. B. 112. Cosnarree Sussrrrure. (CE. 51.) Changes the name of the preparatory branch of the State
University heretofore established in the city of Keyser in the county of Mineral to the " Potomac State School ™
and changes the name of the West Virginia Trades School heretofore established in the town of Montgomery,
county of Fayette to the ** New River State School.”

Concord Normal School

H. B. 234. Wrysoxg. (Cm.52.) Authorizes and empowers the state board of control to grant to the public
an eascment of right of way over and upon a parcel ofl and conveyed to the state and upon which is located the
Concord normal school at Athens in the county of Mercer.

Teachers’ Pension Fund

H.B.3. McCusmic. (Ca.53.) Providesthatthe school teachers' retirement pension fund in the independent
school district of Charleston in the county of Kanawha shall be made up of those funds appropriated by the board
of education and from such legacies. donations and gifts as shall be made for the benefit of such fund.

Reglstration of Voters

H. B. 503. McCusmic. (Cm. $4.) Amends the registration act by requiring the voter when registered to
announce and the registrar to record the party affiliation cf the voter. No persons shall be allowed to cast 3 ballot
of any political party in a primary election unless the voter is registered as a memter of the party whose ballot
he wishes to cast.

Absent Voters

H. B. 378. StrommER. (Cm. 55.) Provides a method to permit any qualifed voter who for unavoidable
causes is absent from the state on election day to vote. Voter makes application for absent voter's ballot to circuit
clerk who shall on the tenth day prior to the election mail official ballots to applicants who have executed and
filed their applications prior to that time. Upon receipt of ballots from absent voters circuit clerk is required to
send same to propcr.precinct to be opened on the day of the election while the polls are open.

Protection of Voters

H. B. 387. McCuixmc. (Cm. 56.) Provides that any person entitled to vote in a convention or primary
election is entitled to absent himeelf from any eervice or employment in which he is engaged for a period of two
hours without being liable to penalty or deduction of wage on account of such absence.

Wrlts of Error and Appeals

S. B. 12. Saxpers. (Cm. 57.) Amends sections three, seventeen and eighteen of chapter one hundred and
thirty-five of the code of one thousand nine hundred snd thirteen, prescribing the limitation for writs of error
and appeals. No petition ghall be preseated for an appeal or writ of error from the judgment of a crcuit or muoi-
eipal court rendered in appeal from the judgmeat of a justice rendered eight months before the petition is presented.
Appeals, writs of error, etc., shall be dismiseed if ten months have elapsed since the date of final judzment.

- Bliis of Review

S.B.19. Saxpers. (Ca.58.) No bill of review shall be allowed to a final decree unles it be exhibited within
eight months next after such decree, except that an infant or insane person may exhibit the eame within eight
months after the removal of hi2 or her disability.

S. B. 32. Cossurree Sossnitote. (CE. 61.) Relates to the nssignment of a judgment lien or vendor‘s lien

and provides for the recordation of tho samo in the county wherein the property effected is situate.

Releases and Acknowledgment

S. B. 33. Haruer. (C=. 62.) Amends section two of obapter seventy-six as amended and ro-enacted by
chapier forty-nine of tho aots of one thousand nine bundred and scventeen, providing a form for releases and

acknowledgments.
Deeds

S.B.50. StewarT. (CRH.63.) Amends section six-a of chapter seventy-three of the code relating to authenti-
cation and record of deeds and other writings, reciting that all such deeds delivered beforo March 1, 1920, shall
not be deemed invalid by reason of tho fact that tho wife exccuted such instrument prior to the exccution thereof
by the husband.

Amends scction ten of obapter thirty-two-a of tho code of ono thousand nine
hundred and sixteen, relating to bonds and recognizances and providing for the enforcement of any ponalty incurred
by the failure of any person to fulfill the condition of any bond or rccognizance entered into.

S. B.95. Saxpers. (Cm.71.) Dispenscs with the necessity of any natural person, defined as the clerk of any
court, commissioners appointed by courts, trustees, executors, administrators and all persons acting in his own or
a represcotative official or fiduciary capacity, affixing a seal or scroll in lieu thereof to any deed, trust deed, mort-
gage, lease or other writing conveying, eelling, agreeing to sell, leasing or renting real estate.
Female Representative

Sheriffs whose terms expired December 31, 1916 and December 31, 1920, are
allowed until December 31, 1924, within which to make distraint and sale for the colleotion of taxes. ~

Publicatlon Delinquent Lists

S. B. 58. Jomsson. (Cm. 83.) Provides for the publication of delinquent lands once each week for four
successivo weoks in some newspaper of general circulation.

Times of Holding Court

S. B. 105. Haczr. (Cm. 84.) Provides and fixes the time of bolding the circuit courts of the several judicial -
oircuits of the state.

First Judiclal Circuit

S. B. 83. - Broca. (Cn. 85.) Fixes the time for bolding terms of court in the First judicial circuit eomprised
of the ties of Ohio, H k and Brooke.

Office Rent for Circuit Judges
S. B. 160. Smavrer. (Cnm. 86.) Circuit judges allowed a reasonable sum not to exceed forty dollars per

montb as rent for an office room to conduct judicial business. Circuit judges are nlso allowed by same act renson-
able amounts not to exceed fifty dollars per month for payment of stenograpbio fees.

Assistant Presecuting Attorneys

H. B.356. SenareSoussmitore. (Cm.87.) With the consent of the county courts, prosecuting attorneys may
appoint psgistants and fix their compensation, such sslaries determined by the statute.

Diverce Commissioners

H. B. 134. Sanpers. (Cm. 88.) Provides that divorce commissioners give to the partics or their attorneys
at least ten days' notiee of the time and place where proceedings will be commenced.

Coroners’ Inquests

H. B. 95. Downe. (Cg. 89.) Provides for the bolding of inquests by coroners and fixes the compenaation
of witnesses and jurors and provides for the coroner keeping a record of all inquisitions and examinations.

H.B.431. Hoaus. (CH.90.) Raises the ago'of consont to 16 years.

Moneys Deposited
H. B. 315. Havuosp (Cm. 91.) Provides that whenever money shall be deposited er advanced on a con-

S. B. 177. Yore. (Cg. 100.) Authorizes the cnlargement of the state department of public safety to consist
of four companies or platoons, increasing the salary of the chief to four thousand dollars per year.

Appointment United States Senators

H. B. 386. McCurisTic. (Ca. 101.) Empowers the governor to make appointments to fill vacancies in the
- United States Senate.

Recodification C leei,

H.B. 443. ComwiTtee SussTITUTE. (Cn. 102.) Authorizes the Governor from a list of ten lawyers sclected
by the supreme court of appeals to appeint three commissioners at the salary of six thousand dollars per annum
to codify the general statutes and make report of same to the next session of the legislature.

Fire Escapes

H. B. 456. Bsrvyrs. (Ca. 103.) For the purpose of safeguarding life this act requires the installation of
firo cacapey in motion picture houses,

Official Bonds

H. B. 467. StrotRER. (Cs. 104.) Fixes the amount of bonds to be given by county officials but dces not
interfere with those bonds fixed by special statute.

Building and Loan A 141

H.B. 477. Aresmire. (Ca. 105.) Amends severnl sections of chapter fifty-four of the code relating to the
incorporation, powers, loans, premiums. dues, interests, fines, repayment of loans, withdrawal, default and the
by-laws of building and loan associationa.
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Reglstration of Engineers

H.B. 15. Comurrres SuesTiTute. (CH. 106.) Creates a state board for the registration of engincers and
regulates tho practioo of the profession of engincering.

Registration of Architects

H.B.170. Wrsona. (CR.107.) Creates a board of examiners and registration of architects to be appointed
by the governor for the examination and registration of architcets.

Bulk Sales

H.B. 92. Mmeweura. (Cn. 108.) Provides certain forms to be observed by the buyer and seller relative to
the sale in bulk of a part or the whole of a stock of goods, warce, merchandise or fixtures.

License Taxes

H. B. 156. Cosuirree Susstittte. (CH. 109.) Requires the state to exact a certain amount of license for
the carrying on of certain kinds of businesses, such as keeping a hotel, pool room, exhibiting a circus, hawkers and
peddiers, cto.

Sales Tax

S. B. 265. Lewis. (Cr. 110.) Provides for the raising of revenuc by placing a privilege tax for engaging
in certain occupations and upon the sales of property; a eimilar tax upon the gross earnings of puklie service cor-
porations.

Authorizes the issuance and sale of bonds ageregating
fiftcen million dollars to provide money for road construction, providing also for the annual levy of a state tax
for the payment of the interest and the principal. The bonds are dated July 1, 1921, and bear intercst at the rate
of five per cent.

Makes amendments to the etate prohibition act and provides for the sepa
ration of the office of tho prohibition commissioncr from that of tho tax commissioner and providing for the appaint-
ment of a prohibition commission on or Lcfore October 1, 1921, at a salary of five thousand dollars per yvar, It
also provides moro drastio penaltics for violations of the prohibitory laws.

Forestry, Game and Fish

H. B, 206. Commrrree SuesTitute. (CH. 110.) Re-cnacts the forestry, game and fish laws of the state.
providing for a gnme and fish commission who serve without aalary hut who maintain an office at the capitol and
appoint the chief gnme protector and such deputies as may bo necessary.
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National Guard

H. B. 428. Cosrree Susstitore. (CH. 117.) Authorizes the governor to reorganize the West Virmnia
National Guard under the provisions of the national defcuse act and appoint an adjutant general under whoee
direction the National Guard is to be rcorganized and maintained

S.B. 197. Yorg. (Ca. 118.) Provides for three new mining districts, and chief of department of mines, with
the approval of the governor, shall divide the state into twenty-two mining districts.

H.B.87. Freep. (Cm.119.) Provides for the registration of bulls, rams or boars kept for public service anu
makee it unlawful on and after January 1, 1923, to kecp any treeding animai for public service for pay which is
not pure bred and has not been properly registered.

Aild to Farm Bureaus

H.B. 336. Hersyax. (Cr.120.) County courts authorized upon proper petition to make a levy of one and
one-half cents out of the general fund to aid in the maintaining of a county agent or agents.

= Agricultural Associations

H. B. 346. Dowxs. (Ca. 121.) Provides for the formation or organization of co-operntive agricultaral or

borticultural associations, instituted for the purpese of mutual help and not having capitalstock or conducted for
profit.

Agricultural Falrs

H. B. 160. NiceLyr. (Cm.122)) Provides for the giving of ctate aid to any incorporated agricultural associa-
tion or any unincorporated assocation which has conducted fairs for three successive years.

Boys and Girls Camp Institute

S. B.298. StEwart. (Cm.123.) Authorizes the estatlisbment of a " 4-H" camp institute and state exhibits
of boys' and girls’ club work. State board of control dirceted to secure site and turn same over to the college of
agriculture at the West Virginia University.

Honey Bees
H.B.434. Hiner. (CH.124.) Re-cnactstheact of the lezizlature providing for the control and eradication

of dangerously contagious and infecticus dizcases among honey bees. providing for their inspection and eradica-
tion under the dircction of the commissioner of agriculture.

Fire Marshal

H. B. 446. Lytrierox. (CH. 125)) Fixes the salary of the state fire marsbal at four thousand dollars per
year and the salary of the deputy fire marshal at two thousand five bundred dollars per year.

Surety Companies

H.B.130. Saixpers. (Cu.126.) Provides for the filing of financial statements with tbe secretary of state and.
the county clerks by surcty companies.

Non-Resident [nsurance Brokers

H. B. 295. Post. (Ca. 127.) Stipulates the conditions under which the insurance commistioner may issue
to non-residents a license to act as an insurance broker.

Valuation of Bonds

H.B. 296. Post. (Cm.128.) Provides the method for the valuation of bonds and other eecurities held by
life insurance i t life iations and fraternal teneficiary socicties.
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Solicitors’ Licenses
H. B. 491. Dowvree. (Cs. 120.) Authorizes the insurance issioner to issue li to solicitors upon
application by any duly licenscd agent. Provides, also, that foreign insurance companies .chall pay an annual
license tax equal to two por cent of their gross premiums.

Securities
S. B. 241. Ponter. (CH. 130.) Amends section seventy-six-a-thrce of chapter thirty-four of the éode by

authorizing tho auditor to requiro companies doing business under scction one of tho act, to deposit securities equal
to ono bundred per cent of the liability on all outstanding contracts.

Mental Defectives

H. B. 363. Bannes. (Cnm. 131.) Authorizes the cstablishment of a state institution for the treatment and
training of mental defeotives.

Delinquent Chiidren

H.B.121. Hougus. (Cnm.132.) Gives circuit courts authority to appoint any number of persons as probation
officers and salarics are fixed based on population of counties.

Delinquent Children
H. B. 284. Stnormer. (Co. 133.) Permits the county court to submit to the voters the question of estab-

lishing a detention home for the care and custody of delinquent, truant children. Can require parents to pay
into such home a sum equal to the cost of keeping a child confined in such a bomo.

H. B. 45. Howarp. (Cm. 139.) Boards of cducation empowered to establish and maintain dental clinics or
eourses for teaching mouth hygiene.

Authorizes boa-d of control to employ guards to preserve order and enforoe
discipline at the state penitentiary and confers upon these guards the right to carry firearms.

S.B.30t. Brocn. (Cm.149) Amendssection one of chapter twenty of the acts of one thousand nine bundred
and thirteen, relating to rate making bLurcaus for insurance undetrwriters, placing them under the control of the
insurance oommissioner and cmpowering the latter to prevent diacrimination in rates.

Public Service Commission
S. B. 316. McCrarex. (Cm. 150.) Amends the public service commission act providing the attorney sball
perform logal services required byitho commission, but ompowering the governor to appoint special counsel to

represcnt the peoplo in matters under the jurisdiction of that body.

Recordatlon of Lots

S.B.346. Hacer. (Cm. 151.) Provides for the'recordation of plats of tracts of land subdivides3 into lots and
in municipalitics to submit the plat to the council for approval.

Gives county courts in counties which have begun the construction of
new courthounses authority to lay a special building lovy not to excced thirty cents for the purpose of completing
auch courthouses or to make necessary permanent repairs.

Commlssloner of Banking

H. B. 304. McCuinmic. (Cm. 159.) Fixes tho annual salary of tho state commissioner of banking at five
thousand dollars and provides for the collection of certain fees from banks which are examined.

Salary County Commissloners

H. B. 375. Coasrree Sussmirure. (Cm. 160.) Provides for the tion of county issi in
connties having a population of twenty-five thousand or more inbabitants.

State Llbrary

H. B.533. McCuisric. (Cn. 161.) Places the state law library at the capitol under the control and manage-
ment of the supreme oourt of appecals and provides fer the appointment of a librarian by that body.

Special Levy for Jalls

H. B. 538. McCurinmic. (Cm. 162.) Allows counties having a population of one hundred thousand or more
to lay a special levy to purchase ground and erect a jail and to make additions to courthouso.

Taylor County Jail

S. B. 128. Srewarr. (CH. 163.) Authorizes the county court of Taylor county to lay a special levy for
building a jail and jailor’s residenco and for improving the courthouso in Taylor county.

H. B. 350. Coxsntree SusstituTe. (CH. 176.) Permits the county court of Marion county to establish
and maintain a dental clinic for children under twelvo years of age and to lay tho necessary levics for same.

Ohlo County Court

H. B. 78. McCorrocr. (Cm. 181) Provides that the county court of Ohio county shall consist of three

- Ohio County Jail

H. B.124. Orro. (Cm.182.) Authorizes tbo.counoil of tho city of Wheeling to provide for tho detention of
prisoners in tho Ohio county jail after their conviction in the police and municipal courts of the city of Wheeling.

Ohlo County Roads and Bridges

H.B. 125. Orro. (Csm. 183.) Upon a favorablo vote of the voters of Ohio county the county court of that
county is authorized and empowered to issue bonds of the county and to lay special levies for the retirement of tho
came to build roads in any of the territory of Ohio county, including the city of Wheeling.

Officlal Reporters

H. B. 120. Hugus. (Cu. 184.) Authorizes tho board of commissioners of Ohio county to provide offices in
the courthouse for the official reporters of tho circuit court.

Memorlals to Soldlors
S.B.28. McCranrex. (Ca.185.) Gives to county courts authority upon petition to lay a levy not to exceed
five cents for the crection or construction of a memorial to the soldicrs of the world war, except where such memorial
bas been cstablished and partly completed the amount of lovy shall not be more than ten cents for acquiring and
-establishing same.

Vicksburg Momorial

H. B. 206. Srrotnen. (Cs. 186.) Authorizes the Governor to appoint a commission counsisting of three
vfek::_'ins_ol' the Civil War who shall erect a monument and markers within tho Vicksbu,g national park to desiguate
¢be position occupicd in the campaign nnd eicgo of Vicksburg, of the Fourth West Virginia Infantry Regiment.
