A BILL to amend and reenact $§50-1-4 of the Code of West Virginia,

1931, as amended, relating to requirements to serve as a
magistrate; requiring a Dbachelor’s degree or associate’s
degree; providing exceptions to educational requirements;
providing internal operative date; <clarifying training

requirements; and deleting antiquated provisions.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of West Virginia:

That §50-1-4 of the Code of West Virginia, 1931, as amended,

be amended and reenacted to read as follows:
ARTICLE 1. COURTS AND OFFICERS.

§50-1-4. Qualifications of magistrates; training; oath; continuing

education; time devoted to public duties.

(a) Faeehmagistrate—shatl—be Effective January 1, 2014, a

person is qualified to serve as a magistrate if he or she:

(1) Is at least twenty-one years of age;
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(2) Has any of the following qualifications:

(A) A bachelor degree from an accredited college;

(B) An associate’s degree from an accredited college;

(C) A minimum of four vears of experience as a magistrate; or

(D) shtair—TF=ve At least a high school education or its

equivalent for persons holding the office of magistrate on January

1, 2014;

(3) shartf—rot—tave Has not been convicted of &y a felony or

any misdemeanor involving moral turpitude; and

(4) restde Resides in the county of his or her election.

(b) Nomagistrate—shatr A magistrate may not be a member of

the immediate family of any other magistrate in the county. Frrthe
evernrt If more than one member of an immediate family shaft—be is
elected in a county, only the member receiving the highest number

of votes shalt—Pbe is eligible to serve. For purposes of this

section, “immediate family” means the—retatiomship—of mother,
father, sister, brother, child or spouse.

(e) Each magistrate shall, before assuming the duties of
office, take an oath of office to be administered by the circuit

(f) Each magistrate shall maintain the qualifications for

office at all times.
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(NOTE: The purpose of this bill is to require magistrates to
possess a bachelor’s degree, an associate’s degree in criminal
justice or have at least four years prior experience as a
magistrate.

This bill was recommended for introduction and passage during
the 2011 Regular Session by the Joint Standing Committee on the
Judiciary.)
