18  ARTICLE 5.  WAGE PAYMENT AND COLLECTION.

19 §21-5-19.  Payment for on-call time on employer’s premises.

20 When an employer requires a nurse employee to be on-call for

21 nursing duty on the employer’s premises, the employer shall

22 compensate the nurse at the nurse’s regular rate of pay for all the

23 time the nurse is on-call.
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NOTE: The purpose of this bill is to require employers to pay
nurses at their regular rate of pay for all the time they are on-
call on the employer’s premises.
