A BILL to amend and reenact $60A-10-7 of the Code of West Virginia,
1931, as amended, relating to the Methamphetamine Laboratory
Eradication Act; and requiring a prescription for drug
products that contain as an active ingredient ephedrine,
pseudoephedrine, phenylpropanolamine or other chemical
precursors of methamphetamine.

other chemical precursors of methamphetamine.
