The State Fire

Marshal shall notify each volunteer or part volunteer fire

company or department of the due date for submitting the

information required by this section and the grace period by

certified mailing requiring signature and a return receipt.

(c) When therecords of avolunteer or part volunteer fire

company or department are destroyed by a fire or other

natural disaster, then the affected volunteer or part volunteer

33 months period immediately following the destruction of the
