Be it enacted by the Legislature of West Virginia:

That $§20-2-32 of the Code of West Virginia, 1931, as amended,
be amended and reenacted to read as follows:

ARTICLE 2. WILDLIFE RESOURCES.

§20-2-32. TIssuance of licenses; duplicate licenses.
