20 §9-5-22.  Recipient of Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program 

21 prohibited from certain purchases.

22 Notwithstanding any other provision in this code to the

23 contrary, recipients of assistance under the federal Supplemental
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1 Nutrition Assistance Program administered by the state may not

2 purchase sugary soft drinks or carbonated drinkswith such funds.

NOTE: The purpose of this bill is to prohibit recipients of
public assistance under the federal Supplemental Nutrition
Assistance Program from the purchase of sugary soft drinks or
carbonated beverages.
