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A BILL to amend and reenact 850-1-2 of the Code of West Virginia, 1931, as amended, relating
to increasing the number of magistrates in Jefferson, Berkeley, Monongalia, Kanawha and
Raleigh counties; and removing legislative findings and obsolete language regarding two
studies.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of West Virginia:

That 850-1-2 of the Code of West Virginia, 1931, as amended, be amended and reenacted
to read as follows:

ARTICLE 1. COURTS AND OFFICERS.

850-1-2. Number of magistrates.

(@) The number of magistrates to be elected in each county of this state shall be
determined in accordance with the provisions of this section.

(b) The number of magistrates serving in each county of the state shall comport with the
numbers certified by the Supreme Court of Appeals to the ballot commissioners of each county

on or before January 31, 2000, for purposes of the primary and general elections to be held in the

year 2000.
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) (c) Notwithstanding the other provisions of this section, the allowable number of

magistrates serving the counties of Berkeley and Nicholas on March 1, 2001, shall be increased
by one in each county, effective July 1, 2001. The initial appointment to the position shall be made
in accordance with the provisions of section six of this article.

(d) Notwithstanding the other provisions of this section, the allowable number of

magistrates serving the counties of Jefferson, Berkeley, Monongalia, Kanawha and Raleigh on

March 1, 2016, shall be increased by one, effective July 1, 2018. The initial appointment to the

position shall be made in accordance with the provisions of section six of this article.
