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A BILL to repeal §29-20-2, §29-20-3, §29-20-4, 829-20-5 and 829-20-6 of the Code of West
Virginia, 1931, as amended; and to amend and reenact §29-20-1 of said code, all relating
to termination of the Women’s Commission.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of West Virginia:

That §29-20-2, §29-20-3, §29-20-4, §29-20-5 and §29-20-6 of the Code of West Virginia,

1931, as amended, be repealed; and that §29-20-1 of said code be amended and reenacted, all

to read as follows:

ARTICLE 20. WOMEN’S COMMISSION.
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commissionr The Women’s Commission is declared to be terminated and shall not exist after June

30, 2018. Pursuant to the provisions of sections twelve and thirteen, article ten, chapter four of

this code, this board shall wind up its affairs, arrange for the disposition of its funds, assets,

equipment and records, and cease all activities before July 1, 2018.

NOTE: The purpose of this bill is to terminate the Women’s Commission and discontinue
its functions.
