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AN ACT to amend and reenact §60A-2-204, §60A-2-206, §60A-2-210, and §60A-2-212 of the 1 

Code of West Virginia, 1931, as amended, all relating to updating schedules of controlled 2 

substances; reorganizing each schedule by removing numbering and lettering for 3 

subparts; by providing that the drugs listed in each schedule include not just the drug’s 4 

chemical substance but also any isomers, esters, ethers, salts, and salts of isomers, 5 

esters, and ethers, when the existence of the such compounds are possible within the 6 

chemical designation; and by adding specific chemical compounds to three of the 7 

schedules. 8 

Be it enacted by the Legislature of West Virginia:

ARTICLE 2. STANDARDS AND SCHEDULES.
