Enr SB 3022

AN ACT making a supplementary appropriation of public moneys out of the Treasury from the
balance of moneys remaining unappropriated for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2022, to
the Department of Transportation, Office of Administrative Hearings, fund 9027, fiscal year
2022, organization 0808, by supplementing and amending the appropriations for the fiscal
year ending June 30, 2022.

Whereas, The Governor has established that there now remains an unappropriated
