Mr. McThomas explained that the rule proposed by the Division of
Banking, General Administration: Acquisition of Bank Shares Interstate
Issues, $ras in fact a procedural rule and that the Division of Banking
had indicated the intent to withdraw the proposed rule and promulgate
it as a procedural rule,

Mr. Murphy noved that the proposed rule lie over until the
Conmittee's next, meeting to give the Division of Banking sufficient
time to withdraw the proposed rule.

Debra Grahan, Cornmittee Counsel, reviewed her abstract on the rule
proposed by the West Virginia Board of Land Surveyors, Rules and
Regulations for the Practice of Land Sunreying in West Virginia.

Bryant
Bowman, representing Land Surrreyors, addressed the Cornmittee regarding
the proposed rule.
