CONSTITUTION. 

ARTICLE I. 

REI.ATIONS TO THE GOVERNMEXT OF THE UNTTF.D STATES. 

1. The State of ,vest Virginia is, and shall remain, one of the 
United States ·of America. The Constitution of the United States 
of America, and the laws and treaties made in pursuance thereof, 
shall be the supreme law of the land. 

2. The government of the United Stat.es is a goYernment of enumer­
ated power1,, and all powers not delegated to i·t, nor inhibited to the 
States, are reser\'ed to the States or to the µeuple thereof. Among 
the powers Ro r<:>served by the ::Hates, is the exclusi,·e regulation of 
their own internal gu,·ernment and poliee; and it is the high and 
solemn duty of the se,·eral d1·pnrtmc11ls of )!tn·c•rnment, created by 
this Constitution, to guard and protcc-1 tht' people uf this Slate from 
all encroachments upon the right:; so reser\'cd. 

3. The provisions of the Constitutinn t•f the United 8tate:;i, and of 
this Stale, are opernti\'e alike in a period of war as in time of peace, 
and nny departure therefrom, or violat.io11 thereof, under the plea of 
necessity, or any other plea, is subversi,·e of good government, and 
tend!! to anarchy and despotism. 

4. Il'or the election of repre!-.entatiYes to Congress, the State shall 
be divided into districts, corresponding in number with the repre­
sehlntiYes to which it may be en tit.led; which districts shall be 
formed of contiguous counties, and be compact. Each district shall 
contain, as nearly as may be, an equal number of population, to be 
determined according to the·rule prescribed in the Constitution of 
the United States. 
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ARTICLE II. 

THE STATE. 

1. The territory of the following counties, formerly parts of the 
Commonwealth of Virginia, shall constitute anJ form the State of 
\Vest Virginia, viz: 

The counties of Barbour, Berkeley, Boone, Braxton, Brooke, Cabell, 
Calhoun, Clay, Doddridge, Fayette, Gilmer, Grant, Greenbrier, 
Hampshire, Hancock, Hardy, Harrison,. Jackson, Jef

ferson, Ka­
nawha, Lewis, Lincoln, Logan, l\Iarion, :Marshall, Mason, l\-IcDowell, 
:Mercer, Mineral, :Monongalia, Monroe, Morgan, Nicholas, Ohio, 
Pendleton, Pleasants, Pocahontas, Preston, Putnam, Raleigh, Ran­
dolph, Ritchie, Roane, Summers. Taylor, Tucker, Tyler, "Gpshur, 
\Vayne, \Vebster, Wetzel, \Virt, Wood and Wyoming. The State of 
\Vest Virginia includes the bed, bank and shores of the Ohio river, 
and so much of the Big Sandy rive1· as was formerly included in the 
Commonwealth of Virginia; and all territorial rights and property 
in, and jurisdiction over, the same, heretofore reserved by, and vested 
in, the Commonwealth of Virginia, are vested in, and shall hereafter 
be exercised by, the State of West Virginia. And such parts of the 
said beds, banks and shores as lie opposite, and adjoining the 
several counties of this State, shall form parts of said several coun­
ties respectively. 

2. The powers of government reside in all the citizens of the State, 
and can be rightfully exercised only in accordance with their will 
and appointment. 

3. All persons residing in this State, born or naturalized in the 
United States, and subject to the jurisdiction thereof, shall be citi­
zens of this State. 

4. Every citizen shall be entitled to equal representation in the 
government, and, in all apportionments of representation, equality 
of numbers of those entitled thereto, shall, as tar as practicable, be 
presened. 

► 

5. No distinction shall be made between resident aliens and citi­
zens as to the acquisition, tenure, disposition or descent of property. 

6. Treason against the State, shall consist only in levying war 

against it or in adhering to its enemies, giving them aid and com-
' ' 

fort. 
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No person shall be convicted of treason, unless on the testimony 
of two witnesses to the same o,·ert act, or on confession in open 
court. Treason shall be punished according to the character of the 
acts committed, by the inf-liction of one or more, of the penalties, of 
death, imprisonment or fine, as may be prescribed by law. 

7. The present seal of the State, with its motto, ",llontani Semper 

L-ibcri," shall be the great seal of the State of West Virginia, and 
shall be kept by the Secretary of St.ate, to be used by him officially, 
as directecl by la\\·. 

• 

8. Writs, grants and com1i1issions, issued under the autho,·ity of 
this State, shall run in the name of, and official bonds shall be made 
payable to, the State of West \"irginia Indictments shall conclude, 
"Against the peace and dignity of the State." 

ARTICLE III. 

BILL OF HIGHTS. 

1. All men are, by nature, equally free and independent, and have 
certain inherent right:;, of which, when they enter into a state of 
society, thc_v cannot, by any co111pact, depri\"e or cli,·est their pos­
terity, namrly: the enjo,·mcnt of life a11d liberty, with the means of 
acquiring :rnd po!<:"cs::-i11g property, and of pur,rning and obtaining 
happiness and ::-nfety. 

2. All power is vested i 11, a 11d conscq ucntly deri \"ed from, the peo­
ple. · Mngistrutes are thl'ir trustees and sernrnts, and at all times 
amenable to them. 

3. Government is im;titutcd fur the l'o111mun benefit, protection 
and security of the people, natiuu ur com111unit_r . .Of all its val'ious 
forms that is the best, which is capable of producing the greatest de­
gree of happiness and safety, and i:; most effectually secured against 
the danger of mal-administration; and when uny government shall 
be fot1nd inadequate· or contrary to these purposes, a majority of 
the community has an indubitable, inalienable, and indefeasible 
right to reform, alter or abolish it in such manner as shall be judged 
most conducive to the public weal. 

4. The privilege of the writ of hnhem1 cm-p'us shall not be sus­
pended. No person shall be held to answer fo.l· treason, felony or 
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other crime not cognizable by a justice, unless on presentment or 
indictment of a grand jury. No bill of attainder, ex post fact.o law, 
or law impairing the obligation of a contract, shall be passed. · 

5. Excessive i.1aH shall not be required, nor excessive fines im­
posed, nor cruel and unusual punishments inflicted. Penalties shall 
be proportioned to the character and degree of the offense. No per­
son shall be transported out of, or forced to leave the State, for any 
offense committed within the same; nor shall any person, in any 
criminal case, be compelled to be a witness against himself, or be 
twice put in jeopardy of life or liberty for the same offense. 

6. The right of the citizens to be secure in their houses, persons, 
papers and effects, against unreasonable searches an<l seizures, shall 
not be violated. No warrant shall issue except upon probable cause, 
supported by oath or affirmation, particularly describing the place 
to be searched, or the person or thing to be scize<l. 

7. No law abridging the freedom of speech, or of the press, shall 
be passed; but the Legislature may, by suitaLle penalties, restrain 
the publication or sale of obscene books, papers or pictures, and 
proYide for the punishment of libel, and defamation of character, 
and for the recovery, in civil actions, by the-aggrieved party,of suit• 
able damages for such libel, or defamation. 

8. In prosecutions, ahd civil suits for libel, the truth may be gh·en 
in eYidence; and if it shall appear to the jury, that �he matter 
charged as libelous, is true, aml was published with good motives, 

· and for justifiable ends, the ,·erclict shall be for the defendant .. 

9. Private property shall not be taken or damaged for public. use, 
without just compensation; nor shall the same l.,e taken by any 
company, incorpora.tcd for the purpose of internal improvement, 
until just compensation shall.have been paid, or secured to be paid, 
to the owner; and when pri,·ate property shall be taken. or damaged, 
for public use, or for the use of such corporations, the compensa­
tion to the owner shall be ascertained in 1mch manner, as may be 
prescribed by general law : P,·ovided, That when required by either 
of the parties, such compensation shall be ascertained by an impar­
tial jury of twelve freeholders. 

10. No person shall be deprived of life, liberty or property, with­
out due process of law, and the judgment of his peers. 

11. Political tests,- requiring person8, as a prerequisite to the enjoy­
ment of their civil and political rights, to purge themselves by their 
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own oaths, of past alleged offenses, are repugnant to the principles 
of free government, and are cruel and oppressive. No religious or 
political test oath shall be required as a prerequisite or qualification 
to vote, serve as a juror, sue, plead, appeal, or pursue any profession 
or employment. Kor shall any person be deprived by law, of any 
right or privilege, Lecause of any act done prior to the passage of such 
law. 

12. Standing armies in time of peace, should be avoided, as dan­
gerous to liberty. The military shall be subordinate to the civil 
power; and no citizen, unless engaged in the military service of the 
State, shall be tried or punished by any military court, for auy 
offense that is cognizable by the ciYil courts of the State. No soldier. 
shall, in time of peace, be quartered in any house, without the con­
sent of the owner; nor in time of war, except in the manner to be 
prescribed by law. ' 

•13_ In snits at common law, where the value in controversy, ex­
clusi\'e of interest and cMts, cxcrclls twenty clullars, the ri�ht of trial 
by a jury of t1relve men, if :-cquirrd by either party, shall be pre­
served; exrept that in appeals from the judgments of justices, a jury 
of a less number m:ty be authorized 1.,y la1r; but in trials of civil cases 
before a justice, 110 jury :;hall he allll\ved. Ko fact tried by a jury, 
shall, in any case, be othenri,:,! re-cx:unincd, than according to the 
rules of the common la1r. 

14. Trials of cri111e�, :111d vt' 111i�d1•n11•a1111r:,. unlc;::; herein otherwi:;e 
pro\"icled, shall lil· l,_v a jury nl° lll"l'il P 1111,,11. publil', without unreason­
able dela�-, a11r.l in the n1t1nt_1· 11 lll'rl' 1lw :1l ll';{cd uffense was commit­
ted, unle!:<s upo11 f'dition of tltL' :11T11:;,•d, :111d for good cau:,e shown, 
it is remo,·cd to :-u111L' l1llll'r 1·uu11t 1·.

for his defense; and there shall be awarded to  him, compulsory pro­
cess for obtaining witnesses in his faYor. 

15. No man shall be compelled to frequent or support any relig­
ious worship, place or ministry whatsoever; nor shall any man be 
enforced, restrained, molested or burthened, in his body or goods, or 
oti1erwise suffer, on account of his religious opinions or belief; but 
all men shall be free to profess, and, by argument, to maintain their 
opinions in matters of religion; and the same shall, in no wi&e, affect,

lQ 
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diminish, or enlarge their civil capacities; and the Legislature shall 
not prescribe any religiow;: test whatever, confer any peculiar privi­
leges or advantages on any sect or denomination, or pas!'l any law 
requiring or authorizing any religious society, or the people of any 
district within this State, to levy on themselves, or others, any tax, 
for the erection or repair of any house for public worship, or for the 
support of a.ny church or ministry, but it shall be left free for every 
person to select his religious instructor, and to make for bis sup­
port such private contract, as he shall please. 

16. The right of the people to assemble in a peaceable manner, to 
consult for the common good, to instruct their representatives, or to 
apply for redress of grievances, shall be held inviolate. 

17. The courts of this State shall be open1 antl eYery person, for 
an injury done to him, in his person, property or reputation, shall 
have remedy by due course of law; and justice shall be adminis­
tered without sale, denial or delay. 

18. No conviction shall work corruption of blood or forfeiture of 
·estate. 

19. Nu hereditary emoluments, honors or privileges, shall ever be 
granted or conferred in this State. 

20. Free government, and the blessings uf liberty, can be pre· 
served io any people, only by a firm adherence to jrnstice, moc..lern· 
tion, temperance, frugality and virtue, and by a frequent recurrence 
to fundamental principles. 

ARTICLE IV. 

ELt,:C'flONS A:-1D O�'FrCERS. • 

. 1. The male citizens of the State, sha 11 be enti tied to vote at all 
elections held within the counties, in which they respccti vely reside; 
but no person who is a minor, or of unsound mind, or a pauper, or 
who is under conviction of treason, felony, or bribery in an election, 
or who bas not been a resident of the State for one year, and of the 
county in which he offers to vote, for sixty dayR next preceding such 
offer shall be permitted to vote, while such disability continues; 

but 1�0 person in the military, naval. or marine service of the Uni�ed 

States, shall be deemed a resident of this State by reason of bemg 

atationed thel'ein. 
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2. 1n all elections by the people, the mode of voting shall be by 
ballot; but the ,·uter shall be left free to rnte by either open, sealed 
or secret ballot, as he may elect. 

3. No ,·ott'r, during the continuance of an election at which he is 
entitled to vote, or during the time necessarv and convenient for 
going to, and returning from the same, shail be subject to arrei1t 
upon civil process, or be compelled to attend any court, or judicial, 
proceeding, as suitor, juror or witness; or to work upon the public 
roads, or, except in time of war or public danger, to render military 
service. 

4. No person, except citizens entitled to Yote, shall be elected or 
appointed to any State, count�·. or rntrni<!ipal office; but the Gov­
ernor and Judges, must have attained the age of thirty, and the 
Attorney General and Senator;-, the a�e of twenty-five years, at the 
beginning of their respect.i,·e terms of scn·ice; and must have been 
citizens of the State, for lh·e years next pre<'eding their election, or 
appointment, or be citizens at the time this Constitution goes into 
operation. 

q. E,·ery person elected. or :ippuinlcll, to any office, before pro­
cec<ling to exercise tlte auth11ri1_,·. or di:<charge the duties thereof, 
shall 111:ike oath, 01· aflirn1:11i1>11. tl,:11 he will ,;npport the Co11stitu­
tion of tlic unitc,d :-;1:ilt·::a :111d tl,c l\,m=titutio11 of !Id,; State, and 
that he will fait.Jii'ullr cli,;1·l1:1r�t'· ll1l· cluti,•s l,f his said of-lice, to the 
best of hi,: ::<kill and j 11dg1 ,wn 1 ·: :111d no utl1er uat h, or declaration, or 
test, :::hall be required as a q11alitil::1tion, unless herein otherwise 
pro,·idetl. 

6. All ofliL"ers t•l1•d;•cl or :q,p11i111,,,l !t11d,·r tlii,; C1111stitutiun, 111ay, 

unlesi:: in cnsl's h1,n.'i11 ut.l1crwi:,«:' )'ru,·i,l,-d t',,r. UL' n·11w,·ed from ol'lice, 
for ullil'ial 111iscondt1C'l, i11t·1>11qw1t-11,.-_,·, 11,.;.:l0l·l uf duly, or gross 
immorality, in such 111:111111.:r as 111:i_v IJ<' pn•,;cribed by general laws, 
and unless i;o rcnio,·ed, tlie_y ::;hall t·"nli11ue lo discharge the duties 
of their rc�pecti ve ollices, until their successors art! elected, or 
appointed and q uali fie cl. 

7. The general elections of State and county officers, and of mem­
bers of the Legislature, shall be held on the second Tuesday of Octo­
ber, until otherwise µrovided by law. The terms of such officers, 
not elected or appointed to fill n. vacancy, shall, unless herein other­
wise provided, begin on the first day of January, and of the members 
of the Legislature, on the first day of November next succeeding 
their election. Elections to fill vacancies shall be for the unexpired 
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term. \Vhen vacanc:ies m·<'m· prior to any general election, they 
shall he filled by appointments in such manner as may be prescribed 
herein, or by general law, which appointrncnts shall expire at such 
time after the next. general election. as the person so elected to fill 
such vacancy shall be qualified. 

8. The Le�islature, in cases not pro\-i(letl for in this Constitution, 
shall prescribe, by general laws. the terms of office, pnwers, duties 
and compensation of all public oftfrers and agents, and the manner 
in which they shall be elected, appointed and removed. 

9. A11y officer of the State, may be impeached for rnal-administra­
tion, corruption, incc)mpctcncy, gross illlmora.lity, neglect of duty, or 
any high crime M misdemeanor. The I -louse� of Delegates shall have 
the sole power of i111pcach111ent. . The Senate sh;tll have the sole 
power to try impeaehmcnts, and no person shall be convicted with­
out the concuncnce of two-thir<ls of the members elected thereto. 
\Vhen sitting as a court of impeachment, the President of the 
Supreme Court of Appeals, or, if from any cause, it be improper for 
him to act, then any othe1· judge of that court, to he designated by it, 
shall preside; and the Senators shall be on oath, or aflirmation, to 
do justice according to law and eYidence. Judgment in cases of im­
peachment, shall not extend further than to removal from office, 
and disqualification to hold any office of honor, trust, or profit, 
under the State; but the party convicted ·shall be liable to indict­
ment, trial, judgment, and punishment, according to law. The 
Senate may sit during the recess of the Legislature, for the trial of 
impeachments. 

10. Any citizen of this State, who shall, after the adoption of this 
Constitution, either in, or out of the State, fight a duel with deadly 
weapons, or send or accept a challenge so to do, or who shall act as 
a second, or knowingly ai<l or assist in such duel, shall, ever here­
after, be incapable of holding any office of honor, trust or profit, in 
this State. 

11. The Legislature shall prescribe the manner of conducting, and 
making returns of elections, and of determining contested elections; 
and shall pass such lawi, as may be necessary and proper to prevent 
intimidation, disorder, or violence at the polls, and corruption or 
fraud in voting, counting the vote, ascertaining or declaring the 
result, or fraud, in any manner, upon the ballot. 

12. No citizen shall e,·er be clenied or refuse<l the riglit or privilcge 
of voting at nn electio•1, because his namo is not, or has not beon, 
registered or listed, as a qunlifiecl voter, 
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ARTICLE V. 

DIVISION OF POWERS. 

1. The Legislative, Executive and .Judicial Departments shall be 
separate and distinct, so that neither shall exercise the powers prop­
erly belonging to either of the others; nor shall any person exercise 
the powers of more than one of them at the same time, except that 
Justices of the Peace shall be eligible to the Legislature. 

ARTICLE VI. 

LEGISLATURE. 

1. The legislative power shall be vested in a Senate and House of 
Delegates. The style of their acts shall be, "Be it enacted by the 
Legis1ature of West Virginia." 

2. The Senate shall be composed of twenty-four, and the House of 
Delegates of sixty-five members, subject to be increased according to 
the provisions hereinafter contained. 

3. Senators shall be elected for the term of four years, and Dele­
gates for the term of two years. The Senators first elected, shall 
divide themselves into tw� classes, one Senator from e,·ery district 
being assigned to each class; and of the!'o classes, the first, to be 
designated by lot in such manner as the Senate may determine, shall 
hold their seats for two years; and the second, for four years, so 
that after the firf-t clef'tion, one-half of thf, SP.nators shall he elected 
biennially. 

'· 

*4. For the election of Senators, the State shall be divided into 
twelve Senatorial Districts, which number shall not be diminished, 
but may be increased as hereinafter provitlccl. Ever.v district shall 
elect two Senators, but, where the district. is composed of more than 
one county, both shall not be chosen from the same county. The 
districts shall be comp::ict, fomwd of conti�uous territory, bounded 
by county lines, and, as nearly ns practic:tble, equal in population, 
to be ascertained by the censu� of the United States. After eYery 
Ruch census, the Legisl :iture f.lrn ll alter the Sen:ttorial Di;,t.ricts, so for 
as may be necessary to make- thcn1 1·11nfur111 to th(• foregoin;; prv-
vision. 
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*5. Until the Senatorial Districts shall be altered by the Legisla­
ture as herein prescribed, the cotinties of Hancock, Brooke and Ohio, 
shall constitute the first Senatorial District; l\larshnll, Wetzel and 
Marion, the second; Ritchie, Doddridge, Harrison, Gilmer and Cal­
houn, the third; Tyler, Pleasants, \Vood and \Virt, the fourth; 
.Jackson, l\fason, Putnam and Roane, the fifth; Kanawha, Clay, 
Nicholas, Braxton and ·webster, the sixth; Cabell, \Vayne, Lincoln, 
Boone, Logan, \Vyoming, McDowell and Mercer, the seventh; Mon­
roe, Greenbrier, Summers, Pocahontas, Fayette and Raleigh, the 
eighth; Lewis, Randolph, Upshur, Barbour, Taylor and Tucker, the 
ninth; Preston and l\fonongalia, the tenth; I-Iamshire, 'Mineral, 
Hardy, Grant and Pendleton, the eleventh; Berkeley, l\Iorgan and 
Jefferson, the twelfth. 

6. For the election of Delegates, every county containing a popu­
lation of less than three-fifths of the ratio of representat.ion for the 
House of Delegates, shall, at each apportionment, be attached to 
some contiguous county, or counties, to form a Delegate District. 

7. After every census the Delegates shall be apportioned as fol­
low,:;: The ratio of representation for the House of Dele�ates shall 
be ascertained, by dividing the whole population of the State by the 
number of which the House is to consist, a.rd rejecting the fract.ion 
of a unit, if any, resulting from such division. Dividing the popu­
lation of every Delegate District, and of every county not included 
in a Delegate District, by the ratio thus ascertained, there shall be 
assigned to each a number of Dele�ates equal to the quotient 
obtained by this division, excluding the fractional remainder. The 
additional Delegates necessary to make up the number of which the 
House is to consist, Rhnll then be assigned to those Delegate Dis­
tricts, and counties, not included inn Delegate District which would 
otherwise have the largest fractions unrepresented; but ever? Dele­
gate District, and county not included in a Delegate District, shall be 
entitled to at least one Delegate. 

tS. Until a new apportionment shall be declared, the co1111ties of. 
Pleasants and \Vood shall form the first delegate district., 11 nd elect 
three Delegates; Ritchie and Calhoun, the second. an<l elect two 
Delegates; Barbour, Harrison and Taylor, the thircl, and <'lcct one 
Delegate; Randolph and Tucker, the fourth, and elect on<' Dele�nte; 
Nicholas, Clay and \\Tebster, the fifth; and elect one Delegate; 
McDowell and \Vyoming, the sixth. and elect one Delep:n.te. 

9. Until a new apportionment shall be ucclarerl, the apport.ion­

ment of Delegates to the counties not included in Delegate Districts, 

�trlcts nltcretl and number of lnrrc,isc,1 bv I.C!!'lslntnrc-Chnptcr 90, Acts lSS�. 
:sow apponlouuicnt mr.c!� b;· !,-c<;ilslaturc-C:h!lpt.;r 00, Ac.:!.'; !1>3�. 
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and to Barbour, Harrison and Ta�'lor counties, embraced in such 
Districts, shall be as follows: 
· To Barbour, Boone, Bra.xton, Brooke, Cabell, Doddridge, Fayette, 
Hampshire, Hancock, Jackson, Lc";is, Logan, Greenbrier, :Monroe, 
Mercer, Mineral. :\[organ, Grnnt, Harcl:v, Lincoln. Pendleton, Put­
nam, Ronne, Gilmer, Ta_vlor, T�·lcr, Upshur, "'ayne, ,vetzel, ,virt, 
Pocahontas, Summers and Rnlcigh counties, one Delegate each. 

To Berkeley, Hnrrison, .Jefferson, Marion, :\farshall, l\Iason, 
Monongalia and Preston counties, two Delegates each. 

To Kanawha county, three Delegates. 
To Ohio county, four Delegates. 
10. ·The a.rrnngcment of the Sena.torial and Delega.te Districts, and 

apportionment of Dc>lf'gatPs, shall hereafter be declared by law, as 
soon as possible afte1· each succeeding census, taken by authoritv- of 
the United States. When so declared, ther shall appl_v to the first 
genera.I election for mcm hers of the Legisla.tnre, to be thereaft.er 
held, and shall cont.inne in force unchanged, until such Districts shall 
be altered, and Delegates :i.pportioned, under the succeeding census. 

11. Additional territorv mnv be ndmitted into, and become part 
of, this State, wit.h the c�nsc>nt of the Lei:;islature and a majority of 
the qualified voters of the> Stat.e. voting on the question. And in 

. such case, provision shall he mnde h_v law, for the representation 
thereof in the Sennte and Honse> of Dclegntes, in conformity with 
the principles !'et forth in this Constitution. And the number of 
members of whfrh each House of the Lc�islatnre is to consist, shall 
thereafter be increased, by the representation assigned to such addi­
tional territory. 

12. No person shall be a Senator or Delegnte, who has not for one 
year next precedinir his elcrtinn, heen a resident within the District 
or county from which he is elected; and if a Senator or Delegate 
remove from the distl'ict., or county, for which he was elected, his 
seat shall be thereby vacated. 

13. No person holding a lucrntive office under this State, the 
United States, or any foreign government; no member of Conirress; 
no peri:on who is a salaried officer of any railroad company, or who 
is sheriff, constable, or clerk of any court of record, shall be eligible 
to a sent in the Legisln.t.nre. 

14. �o person who hns hcP.n, or hereafter shall h"l, convir.t-P.d of 
bribery, perjury, or any other infnmous <:rime, shull lJc eligible to a 
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seat in the Legislature. No person who may hnve collected, or been 
entrusted with public money, ,Yhether State, county, township, dis­
trict, or other municipal organization, shall be eligible to the Legis-. 
lature, or to any office of honor, trust, or profit in this State, until 
he shall have duly accounted for and paid over sue h money according 
to law. 

15. No Senator or Delegate, during the term for which he shall have 
been elected, shall be elected or appointed to any civil office of profit 
under this State, which bas been created, or the emoluments of which 
have -been increased during such term, except offices to be filled by 
election by the people. Nor shall any member of the Legislature be 
interested, directly or indirectly, in any contract, with the State, or 
any county thereof, authorized by any law passed during the term for 
which he i.::hall have been elected. 

16. Members of the Legislature, before thPy enter upon their dutes, 
shall take and subscribe the following oath, or affirmation: "I do sol­
emnly swear ( or affirm), that I will support the Constitution of the 
United States, and the Constitution of the State of West Virginia, and 
faithfully discharge the duties of Senator. ( or Delegate), according 
to the best of my ability;" and they shall also take this further oath, 
to-wit: "I will not accept or receive, directly or indirectly, any 
money or other valuable thing, from any corporation, company, or 
person, for any vote or influence I may give or withhold, as Senator 
( or Delegate), on any bill, resolution or appropriation, or for any 
act I may do or perform as Senator ( or Delegate)." These oaths 
shall be administered in the hall of the house to which the member 
is elected, by a Judge of the Supreme Court of Appeals. or of a. Cir­
cuit Court, or by any other person authorized by law to admini!lter 
an oath; and the Secretary of State shall record and file said oaths 
subscribed by each member; and no other oath or declaration shall 
be required as a qualification. Any member who shall refnse to 
take the oath herein prescribed, shall forfeit his seat; and n.ny mem­
ber who shall be convicted of having violated the oath, last above 
required to be taken, shall fot·foit his se:it, anci" be cl is<1 ualil'icd there­
after from holding any office of proftt or trust in this State. 

. 17. Members of the Legislature shall, in nil cases, except treason, 

felony, and breach of the peace, he privileged from arrest. <luring the 
session and for ten days before and after the same; arnl for words 

, 
I . spoken in debate, or any report, motion or propo,:;ition, 111:t• c m 

either House, a member shall not l>e questioned in any other phH·e. 

18. The Legislature shall assemble at the seat of government bicu-
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nially, and not oftener, unless convened by the Governor. The first 
session of the Legislature, n.fter the adoption of this Constitution, 
shall commencP- on the third Tuesdny of November, 1872; and the 
regular biennin.l session of the Legislature shall commence on the 
second "7ednesday of January, 1875, and every two years thereafter, 
on the same day. 

19. The Governor may convene the Legislature by proclamation 
whenever, in his opinion, the public safety or welfare shall require 
it. It shall be his dnt.y to convene it, on application in writing, of 
three-fifths of the members elected to each House. 

20. The seat of government shall be at Charleston, until otherwise 
provided by law. 

21. The Governor may convene the Legisln.ture at another place, 
when, in bis opinion, it cannot safely assemble at the seat of govern­
ment; and the Legislature may, when in session, adjourn to some 
other place, when in its opinion the public safety or welfare, or the 
safety of the members, or their health, shall require it. 

22. No session of the Legislature. after the first, shall continue 
longer thnn forty-fl ve days, without the concurrence of two-thirds of 
the members elected to each House. 

23. Neither House shall, dnring the session, adjourn for more 
than three days, without the consent oft.he other. Nor shall either, 
without such consent, adjourn to any other place than that in which 
the Legislature is sitting. 

24. A majority of the members, elected to each House of the Legis­
lature, shall const.it.nte a qnorum. Hnt. a smaller number may 
adjourn from clay to day, and shrill he authorized to compel the 
11ttendnnce of n.bsent, m<'rnbers, as en/\h House may provide. Each 
Hont<e shall det1!rmino the rules of its procPedin�s, and be the judge 
of the elect.ions, retnrns and qnalifi<'alions, of its own members. 
The Sennte shall chooso, from its own h,)rly, a President; and the 
House of Delegates, from its own horly. n. Spen.ker. Each Honse 
shall appoint its own officers and remove them at pleasure. The 
olrlest Delegate present shn.ll cn.ll the House to order, at the open­
ing of each new House of Delegates, and preside over it, until the 
f:.pcaker thereof shall have been chosen, and have taken his seat. 
The oldest meml,er of 1'11t1 Senate prcse:1t :it the commenccmf'nt of 
each regular ses;;ion thereof, shall call the Senate to order, and pre­
side over the same until n. PrP-siclent of the Senate shall have been 
chosen, and have taken his seat. 

20 
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25. Each House may punish its own members for disorderly be­
hnvior, and with · the concurrence of two-thirds of the memlJers 
elected thereto, expel a member, but not twice for the same offense. 

26. Each House shall have power to provide for its own safety, 
and the undisturbed tram.action of its business, and may punish by 
imprisonment, a.ny person not a member, for disrespectful behavior 
in its presence; for obstructing any of its proceedings, or any of its 
officers in the discharge of his duties, or for any as�ault, threat or 
abuse of a member, for words spoken in rlchate. But such impris­
onment shall not extenrl be_vond the termination of the session, and 
shall not prevent the punishment of· any offense, by the ordinary 
course of law. 

27. Laws shall be enacterl anrlenforced, by suitable provisions and 
penalties, requiring sheriffs and all other officers, whether State, 
county, rliotrict or municipal, who shall collect or receive, or whose 
official duty it is, or shall be, to collect, receive, hold, or pay out any 
money belonging to, or which is, or shall be, for the use of the State 
or of any county, district or municipal corporation, to make annual 
account and settlement therefor. Such settlement, when made, 
shall be subject to exceptions, and take such direction, and have 
_only such force and effect, as may be provided by Jaw; but in all 
cases, such settlement shall be recorded, and be open to the examina­
tion of the people at such convenient place or places, as may be 
appointed by law. 

28. Bills and resolutions may originate in either House, but may 
be passed, amended or rejected by the other. 

29. No bill shall become a law, until it has been fully and distinctly 
read, on three different days in each House, unless, in 011.se of 
urgency, by a. vote of four-fifths of the members present, t.nken by 
yeas and nays on each bill, this rule be dispensed wit.h : Prnvided, 

In all cases, that an engrossed bill shall be fully and distinctly read 
in each Hou!:'e. 

30. No act hereafter passed, shall em brace more than one ·object, 
and that shall be expressed in the tit.le. But if any object shall he 
embraced in an act, which is not so expressed, the act shall be void 
onlv as to so much thereof, as shall not he so expresserl, and no law 
i-h;ll he revived, or amenrl<Jd, hy rcfcren�� t.o it� t.itle on!)'; b11t. t.he 
Jaw revived, or the section a,nr.nderl, shall he inserted nt large, int.he 
new act. And no act of the Lcp:isln.t11re, P.xcept such as mn.y he 
passed at the first session under this Constit\.\tion, shl\11 take effect, 
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'.mtil the expiration of ninety davs after its passage, unless the Lep;­
H,lature shall, by a vote of two-thirds of the members elected to each 
House, taken by yeas and nays, otherwise direct. 

31: When a bill, or joint resolution, passed by one House, shall 
he amended by the other, the question on agreeing to the bill, or 
joint resolution, as amended, shall be again voted on, by yeas and 
nays, in the House by which it was originally passed, and the result 
entered upon its journals; in all such cases, the affirmative vote of a 
majority of all the members elected to such House shall be neces­
sary. 

32. \Vhenever th� words, "a ma,iority of the members elected to 
either House of the Lep:islature," or words of like import, are used in 
this Const.it ution. they sha II he construed to mean a majority of the 
whole number of members to which each Houi::e is, at the time, 
entitleci. under the apportionment of representation, established by 
the provisions of this Constitution. 

33. The me.m hers of the Legislature shall each receive for their ser­
vices, the sum of four dollars per da:v, and ten cents for each mile 
traveled in going to, and returning from, the seat of government, by 
the most direct route. The- Spen ker of the House of Delegates, and 
the President of the Senate, shall each receive an additional com­
pensation of two dollnrs per da_v for each dny they shall act as pre­
siding officers. No other :illowance or emolument than that by this 
section provided, shall dire.ctly or indirectly be made or paid to the 
members of either House.' for postage, stationery, newspapers, or 
any other purpose whatever. 

34. The Legislature f:hall prnvide by law, that the fuel, stationery 
and printing paper, fnrnishnd for the use of the State; the copying, 
printing, binding and distributing the laws and journals; and all 
other printing ordered by the Leirislature, shall be let by contract to 
the lowest responsible bidder, bidding under a maximum price to 
be fixed by the Legislature; and no member or officer thereof, or 
officer of the State, shall be interested, directly or indirectly, in such 
contract, bnt all snch contracts shall be subject to the approval of 
the Governor, nnd in case of his disapproval of any such contract, 
there shall be a re-letting of the same in such manner as may be 
prescribed by law. 

35. The State of West Virginia shall never .be made defendant in 
• any court of law or equity. 
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36. The Legislature shall have no power to authorize lotterie�, ·or 
gift enterprises, for any purpose, and shall pass laws to prohibit the 
sale of lottery, or gift enterprise tickets, in this State. 

37. No law shall bp passed after the election of any public officer, 
which shall operate to extend the term of his office. 

38. No extra compensation shall be granted or allowed to any 
public officer, agent, servant or contractor, after the services shall 
have been rendered or t,he contract made; nor shall any Legislature 
authorize the payment of any claim, or part thereof, hereafter created 
against thP. State, under any agreement or contract made, without 
express authority of law; and all such unauthorized agreements 
shall be null and void. Nor shall the salary of any public officer be 
increased, or diminished, during his term of office, nor shall any 
such officer, or bis or their sureties, be released from any debt or 
liability due to the State: Provided, The Legislature may make 
appropriations for expenditures hereafter incurred, in suppressing 
insurrection_, or repelling invasion. 

39. The Legislature shall not pass local or special laws, in any of 
t he following enumerated cases; that is to say, for 

Granting divorces; 

Laying out, opening, altering and working roads or highways ; 

Vacating roads, town plats, streets, alleys and public grounds; 

Locating, or changing county seats ; 

Regulating or changing county or district affairs; 

·Providing for the sale of church property, or property held for 
charitable uses; 

Regulating the practice in courts of justice; 

Incorporating cities. towns or villages, or amending the charter of 
any r:ity, town or villagP-, containing a popnlaJion of less than two 
thousand; 

Snmmoning or impaneling granrl or petit juries; 

The opening or conducting of any clecti,rn, or designating the 
place of voting; 

The sale or mortgage of real estate, belonging to minors, or others 
under <lisahilit-�·; 

Chartering, licensing. or establishing ferric!>', or toll bridges i 

Remittinr,; fines, 1)cnaltic1; or furfcitun.:s;

r:hanging the law of tlescent; 

Regulating the rate of interest; 

Authorizing deetls to be made for land sold for taxes; 

Releasing taxes; 

Releasing title to forfeited lands; 
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The Legislature shall pro,·ide, by general laws, for the foregoing 
and all other cases for which provision can be so rnade; and in no 
case shall a spcr;ial act be passed, where a general law would be 
proper, and can be made applicable to the case, nor in any other 
case in which the courts have jurisdiction, and are competent to 
gi,·e the relief asked for. 

-!O. The Legislature shall not confer upnn any court, or judge, the 
power of appointment to office, further than the same is herein pro­
vided for. 

41. Each House shall keep a journal of its proceedings, aml cause 
the sarne to be published from ti me to time, and all bills and joint 
resolutio11s shall be described therein, as well by their title as their 
number, and the yeas and nnys on any question, if called for by 
one-tenth of those present, shall bP entered on the journal. 

42. Bill, making appropriation:; for tlw pay of members and officers 
of the Legislature, and for sa lnrics for the otncers of the Government, 
shall contain no provision on any other subject. 

43. The Legislature shall never authorize or establish any board, 
or court of registration of voters. 

44. In all elections to office. which mnf hercnfter take place in the 
Legislature, or in any cotrnty, or mtmiei

0

pnl body, the vote shall .be 
t-iva voce, and be entered on its journals. 

45. It shail be the dnty of the LJgislnture, at its fin,t session aft.er 
the adoption of this Constitution, to provide, by law, for the punish­
ment by imprisonment in the penitentiary, of any person who shall 
bribe, or attempt to bribe, any executi\·e or judicial officer of this 
State, or any member of the Legislature, in order to influence him, 
in the performance of any of his official or public duties; and, also, 
to provide by law, for the punishme11t by imprisonment in the peni­
tentiary, of any of said officers, or any member of the Legislature, 
who shall demand, or receive, from any corporation, company or 
person, any money, testimonial, or other valuable thing, for the 
performance of his official or public duties, or for r�fusing, or failing

to perform the same, or for any ,·ote or influence, a member of the 
Legislature may give or withhold as such member; and, also, to 
provide by law, for compelling any person, so bribing or attempting 
to bribe, or so demanding or recei,·ing a bribe, fee, reward or testi­
monial, to testify against, any person or persons who may have com­
mitted any of said offenses: Prur;ided, Tbat any person. so com­
pelied to testify, shall be exernµtecl from trial an<l punishment for 
the offense of which he may have been guilty, and concerning which 
he is compelled to testify; and any person convicted of any of the 
offenses specified in this section, shall, as a part of the punishment 
thereof, be forever disqualiued from holding any office, or position 
of honor, trust or profit, in this State. 

46. Laws may be passed regulating or· prohibiting the sale of 
intoxicating liquors within the limits of this State. 

47. No charter of incorporation shall be granted to any church, 
or religious denomination. Provision may be made by general laws 
for se.curing the title to church property, and for the sale and trans­
fer thereof, so that it shall be held, used, or transferred for the pur­
poses of such church, or religious denomination. 

48. Any husband or parent, residing in this Staie, or the infant 
children of deceased parents, may hold a hornc:stead of the value bf 
one thousand dollars, and personal property to the value of two 
hundred <lollars, exempt from forced sale, subject to such regulations 
as shall be prescrilied by law: ProV1:cled, That such homestead 
exemption shall in no wise effect debts or liabilities existini; at the 
time ot: the adoption of this co·nstitution: .A,1.d provided fa.rthu, 
That no property shall be exempt from sale for taxes Jue thereon, 
or for the payment of purcfiase money due upon said µroperty, or 
for debts contracted for the erection of improvements thereon. 

49. The Legislature shall pass such laws as may be necessary to 
protect the property of married women from the debts, liabilities, 
and control of their husbands. 

50. The Legislature may provide for submitting to a vote of the 
people at the general election to be held in 1876, or at any general 
election thereafter, a plan or scheme of proportional representation 
in the Senate of this State; and if a majority of the votes cast at 
such election be in favor of the plan submiit.ed to them, the Legis­
lature shall at its session succeeding said election, re-arrange the 

· Senatorial Districts in accordance with the plan so approved by the 
;people.

ARTICLE VII. 

EXECU'l'l\'E DEPAH'DIENT. 

1. The Executive Department shall consist of a Governor, Secre­
tary of i::\tate, i::\t.ate 8uperintt!ndcnt of Fret! ::ichools, Auditor, Treas­
urer, and Attorney (jcncral, who shall lie, e:i--oj}icio, Heporter of the 
Court of Appeals. Their terms of oftice, rcs11ectively, shall be four 
years, and shall commence on the fourt.h da\" of .March, next after 
their election. They shall, except the Attor;1ey General. reside at 
the seat of governlllcnt during their terms of oltice, and keep there 
the public records, books and papers, pertaining to thoir respective 
ofiices, and shall perform such duties a::- may be prescribed by law. 

ELECTION. 

2. An election for Governor, State Superintendent of Free Schools, 
Auditor, Treasurer and Attorney General, shall be l1eld at such 
times ·and place as may be prescribed in this Constitution, or by 
general law. 

3. The returns of every el6ction for the above named officers, shall 
be f'ealed up and transmitted by the returning officers, to the Secre­
tary of State, directed, "to the Speaker of the House of Delegates," who 
shall, immediately after the organization of the House and before 
proceeding to business, opl'n and µuhlish the same, in the presence 
of a majority of each lluuse of the Legi�lature. which shall, for 
that purpose, assc111ulc in ll1c hall of the Huuse of Delegates. The 
person having tl1c higl1ci::t 11u111uer of voll·s fur eit,her of said offices, 
shall be dedared duly elected Ll,l'reto; but if two or more have au 
equal and Lhe liiglH:::;t 11u1nl.,cr of votes tur tl1u ,;:uue oflice, the Legis­
lature shall, by joi11t vote, chuose 011e .. r :-:uch pc·rsons for said oflice. 
Contcstecl clectio11s for 1,he utli('e of Uovcnw1·, shall be determined 
by both House:; of the Lcgi,daturc, 1.,y joint vole, in such manner as 
may be prescribed by law. The Sccrdary uf State :shall be appointed 
by the Governor, by and with the advice anti consent of the Senate, 
and shall continue in oflice, unless sooner removed, until the expira­
tion of the official term of the Governor, by whom he shall have 
been appointed. 

ELIGIBILITY. 

4. Neither the Governor, State Superintentent of Free Schools, 
Auditor, Treasurer, nor Attorney General, slrnll hold any other office, 
during the term of his service. The Governor shall be ineligible to 
said office, for the four years, next succeeding the term for which he 
was elected. 
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5. The chief executive power shall be vested in the GoYernor, who 
shall take care that the laws be faithfully executed. 

6. The Governor shall, at the commencement of each session, give 
to the Legislature information, Ly message, of the condition of the 
State, and shall recommend such measures as he shall deem expe­
dient. He shall accompany his message with a statement of all 
money received and paid out by him, from any funds, subject to his 
order, with vouchers therefor; anJ, at the commencement of each 
1·egular session present estimates of the amount of money required 
by taxation for all purposes. 

7. The Governor may, on extraordinary occasions, convene,at his 
own instance, the Legislature; but when so convened, it shall enter 
upon no business, except that stated in the proclamation by which it 
was called together. 

8. The Governor shall nominate, and by an<l with the advice and 
consent of the Senate, ( a majority of all the Senators elected con­
curring by yeas and nays), appoint all oOicers whose ollices are 
established by this Constitution, or shall be created by law, and 
whose appointment or election is not otherwise provided for; and 
no such officers shall be appointed or elected by the Legislature. 

9. In case of a vacancy, during the recess of the Senate, in any 
office which is not elective, the Governor shall, by appointment, fill 
such vacancy until the next meeting of the Senate, when he shall 
make a nomination for such oflice, and the person so nominated, 
when confirmed by the Senate, ( a m11jority of all the Senators 
elected concurring by yeas and nays), shall hold his office during 
the remainder of the term, an<l until his successor shall l>e appointed 
and qualified. No person, after being rejected by the Senate, shall 
be again nominated for the same o1tice, during the same session, 
unless at the request of the Senate; nor shall such person be 
appointed to the same office during the recess of the Senate. 

10. The Governor ·shall have power to remove any officer, whom 
he may appoint, in case of incompetency, neglect of duty, gross 
immorality, or malfeasance in office; and he may declare his office 
vacant, a.nd fill the same, as herein provided iu other cases of 
vacancy. 

11. The Governor shall have power to remit fines and penalties, 
in such cases and under such regulations, as may be prescribed by 
law; to commute capital punishment, and, except where the proae· 
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cution has been carried on by the House of Delegates, to grant 
reprieves and pardons, after conviction; but he shall communicate 
to the Legislature, at each session, the particulars of every case of 
fine or penalty remitted, of punishment commuted, and of reprieve 
or pardon granted, with his reasons therefor. 

12: The Governor shall be comnrnnder-in-chief of the military 
forces of the State, ( except where they shall be called into the ser- · 
vice of the United States), and may call out the same, to execute the 
laws, suppress insurrection, and repel invasion. 

13. When any State officer has executed his official bond, the 
Governor shall, for such causes, and in such manner as the Legisla­
ture may direct, require of such officer reasonable a.dditioual secur­
ity; and if the security is not given as required, his office shall be· 
declnreu vacant, in such manner as may l,c provic..led by law. 

14. Every bill passed by the Legislature shall, before it becomes a 
law, be presented to the Governor. If he approve, he· shall sign it, 
and thereupon it shall become a law; but if not, lie shall re.turn it, 
with his objections, to the House in which it originated, which 
House shall enter the objections at large upu11 its journal. and pro­
ceed �o re-consider it. If, after :,llcli rec·o11:<itlt·ratio11, a majority of the 
1ncmbers elected to the House :1grt•1.· !t1 pa"" the bill, it shall be :,ent, 
together with the objection::. to the otht·r H11u,;e. by which it shall, 
likewise, be reconsidered, and ifapl'rnvcd hy a 11111jority of the mem­
bers elected to that llou:;e, it ,;hall l,t"eo111e n l,1w. notwithstanding 
the objections of the Uo,·ernur. But in 1111 :<lll·l1 eases, the ,·ot.e of 
each House shall l,e- dc•lern1i11ed I,,· n•a:-: nnd nav:<, to be entered on 
the journnl. .Any bill, whil'h shali ,·till l,1.· rt"t11r1�1.·d by the Governor 
within fin: days (:-:iumlay t·xec·ptr:d) :ift,·r it ,;h:dl ha,·e been pre­
sented to him, shall be n law, in like 111:111t1l'I' :u; if he had signed it. 
unless the Legislature slinll, b_v tlt1'ir adjo11rnn1ent, prevent its 
return, in which case it shall be fileJ, with his objections, in the 
office of the Secretary of State, within five days after such adjourn­
ment, or become a law. 

15. Every bill passed by the Legislature, making appropriations 
of money, embracing distinct items, shall, before it becomes a law, 
be presented to the Governor; if he disapprove the bill, or any item 
or nppropriation therein contained. he shall communicate such 
diE!approval, with his reasons therefor, to the House in which the bill 
originated; but all items not disapproved shall have the force and 
effect of lnw, according to the original provisions of the bill. Any 

�1 
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item, or items, so disapproved shall be void, unless repassed by a 
majority of each House, according to the rules and limitations pre­
scribed in the preceding section in reference to other bills. 

16. In case of the death, conviction on impeachment, failure to 
qualify, resignation, or other disability of the Governor, the Presi­
dent of the Senate shall act as Governor, until the vacancy is filled, 
or the disability removed ; and if the President of the Senate, for 
any of the above named causes, shall become incapable of perform­
ing the duties of Governor, the same shall devolve upon the Speaker 
of the House of Delegates; and in all 0ther cases, where there is no 
one to act as Governor, one shall be chosen by joint vote of the 
Legislature. ·whenever a vacancy shall occur in the office of Gov­
ernor, before the first three years of the term shall have expired, a 
new election for Governor shall take place to fill the vacancy. 

17. If the office of Auditor, Treasurer, State Superintendent of 
Free Schools, or Attorney General, shall become vacant by death, 
resignation, or otherwise, it shall be the duty of the Governor to fill 
the same by appointment, and the appointee shall hold his office 
until bis successor shall be elected and qualified, in such manner as 
may be provided by law. 

The subordinate officers of the Executive Department, and the 
officers of all public institutions of the State, shall keep an account 
of all moneys receive.cl or disbursed by them, respectively, from all 
sources, and for every service performed, and make semi-annual 
report thereof to the Governor. under oath or affirmation; and any 
officer who shall willfully make a false report, thall be deemed guilty 
of perjury. 

18. The subordinate officers of the Executive Department, and the 
officers of all the public institutions of the State, shall, at least ten 
days preceding each regular session of the Legislature, severally 
report to the Governor, who shall transmit such report to the Legis­
lature; and the Governor may at any time require information in 
writing, under oath, from the officers of his department, and all 
officers and managers of State institutions, upon any subject relating 
to the condition, management, and expenses, of their respective 
offices. 

19. The Governor shall receive for his services a salary of twenty­
scven hundred dollars per annum, and no additional emolument, 
allowance or perquisite, shall be paid or made to him, on any 
account. Any person acting as Governor shall receive the emolu­
ments of that office. The Secretary of State shall receive one thou-
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sand; the State Superintendent of Free Schools, fifteen hundred; 
the Treasurer, fourteen hundred; the Auditor, two thousand; 
and the Attorney General, thirteen hundred dollars per annum; 
and no additional emolument or allowance, except as herein other­
wise provided, shall be paid or made out of the treasury of the State 
to any of the foregoing executive officers, on any account. 

"'ARTICLE VIII. 

JUDICIARY DEPARTMENT. 

1. The Judicial power shall be vested in a Supreme Court of Ap­
peals, and in Circuit Courts, and the Judges thereof; in County and 
Corporation Courts, and Justices of the Peace. 

SUPRE!IIE COUHT OF APPEALS. 

2. The Supreme Court of Appeals shall consist of four Judges, any 
three of whom shall be a quorum. They shall be elected by the 
rnters of the State, and shall hold their office for the term of twelve 
years, unless sooner removed in the manner prescribed by this Con­
stitution; except, that of tho,;e tirst elerted, two, to be designated by 
lot in such manner as they may determine, and in the presence of the 
Governor, shall hold their offices for four years; a third, to be desig­
nated in like manner, for eight yenrs, and the fourth, for twelve 
years; so that one or more shall be elected c,·ery four years. 

3. It shall have original jmisllictiun in easel:! of habeas corp11s, man­
danms, t1nd 7Jrohibitiu11. It shall havo appellatejurisrliction in civil 
cases, where the nintter in controversy, exclusive of costs, is of 
greater value, or amount, than one hundred dollars; in controversies 
concerning the title or boundaries of land, the probate of wills, the 
appointment or qualification of a personal representative, guardian, 
committee, or curator; or concerning a mill, road, way, ferry, or land­
ing; or the right of a corporation, or county, to levy tolls, or taxes; 
nnd, also, in cnses of quo warranto, habeas corpus, ·mandamus and prohibi­
tion, and in cases involving freedom, or the constitutionality of a law. 
It shall have appellate jurisdiction, in criminal cases, where there 
has been a conviction for felony, or a misdemeanor, in a Circuit 
Court, and where a conviction has been had in any inferior court, 
and been affirmed in a Circuit Court. 

"Thi.I article baa been 1upu:-9ded by tho lat amondulent. 
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4. Ko decision rendered by the Supreme Court of Appeals, shall 
be considered as binding authority upon any of the inferior courts 
of this State, except in the particular case decided, unless such de­
cision is concurred in, by· at least three Judges of said court. 

5. "'hen a judgment, or decree, is rHerscd or affirmed, by the 
Supreme Court of Appeals, every point fairly arising upon the record 
of the case, shall be considered, aml decitled; and the reasons there­
for shall be concisely stated in writing, and preserved with the record 
of the case; and i.t shall be the duty of the Court to prepare a sylli­
bus of the points adjudicated in each case concurred in by three of 
the Judges thereof, which shall be prefixed to the published reports 
of the case. 

6. A writ of error, si1persedeas, or appeal, shall be allowed only by 
the Supreme Court of Appeals, or a Judge thereof, or by a Judge of 
a Circuit Court, upon a petition assigning error in the judgment 
or proceedings of the inferior Court, and then only after the said 
Court or Judge shall have examined, and considered the record and 
assignment of errors, and is satisfied, that there is error in the same, 
or that it presents a point, proper for the consideration of the Court 
of Appeals. 

7. If a vacancy shall occur in said Con rt, from any cause, the Gov­
ernor shall issue a writ of election, to fill such vacancy for the resi­
due of the term: Pmi;idcd, That if the unexpired term, be less than 
two years, the Governor shall appoint a Judge to fill such vacancy. 

8. The officers of the Supreme Conrt of Appeals. except the 
Reporter, shall be appointed by the Court, or, in vacation, by the 
Judges thereof, with the power of removal; their duties and com­
pensation shall be prescribed by law. 

9. There shall be at least two terms of the Court of Appeals held 
annually, at such times and places, as may be prescribed by law. 

CIRCUIT COURTS. 

10. ·The State shall be divided into nine Circuits; for each'Circuit 
a Judge shall be elected by the voters thereof, who shall hold his 
office for the term of eight years, unless sooner removed in the 
manner prescribed by this Constitution. 

During his continuance in office, he shall reside in the <;:;ircuit of 

which he is Jud�e, 
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11. A Circuit Court �hall be held in enry county, twice a year. 
But provisions may be made by law for special terms; and a judge 
of any Circuit may hold the Court, in another Circuit . 

• 

12. The Circuit Courts shall have the supervision of all proceed-
ings before the County Courts, and other inferior tribunals, by man­
damwJ, pi·ohibition or certiorari. They shall, except in cases confided 
by this Constitution exclusively to some other tribunal, have origi­
nal and general jurisdiction of all matters at law, where the amount 
in controversy, exclusi,·e of interest, exceeds fifty dollars; in cases 
of quo warranto, habeas corpus, mandamus or prohibition·; and in all 
cases of equity, and of all felonies, and misdemeanors. They shall 
have appellate jurisdiction, upon petition and assignment of error,· 
in all cases of judgments, decrees, and final orders, rendered by the 
County Court, and such other inferior courts of record as may be 
hereafter established by law under the provisions of this article, 
where the matter in contr0versy, exclusive of costs, is of greater 
value or amount, than twenty dollars; in controversies respecting 
the title, or boundaries of land; the probate of wills, the appoint­
ment, or qualification of a personal representative, guardian, com­
mittee, or curator; or concerning a mill, road, way, ferry, or landing, 
or the right of a corporation, or county to levy tolls, or taxes; a.nd 
also in cases of habeas· corpus, quo wm-ranto, mandamus, prohibition, 
and ce1·tiorari, and in ca�es involving freedom, or the constitution­
ality of a law; and in all ca!;e!'l of a conviction under criminal pros­
ecutions in said court. It shall have such other original jurisdic• 
tion, as may be prescribed by law. 

13. The Legislature may authorize by genernl law, any indictment 
for a misdemeanor found by the grand ,iury of any Circuit Court, to 
be certified by said Court to the County Court of the county, in 
whjch the indictment shall be found, for further proceedings to be 
had thereon, in such manner, and under such · regulations, as may • 
be prescribed by law. 

14. The State shall be arranged into the following Circuits :-The 
counties of Hancock, Brooke, Ohio and i\f arshall, shall constitute 
the First Circuit; the counties of ,:i.retzel, Marion, Monongalia, Tay• 
lor, Doddridge and Harrison, the Second; the counties of Jefferson, 
Berkeley and l\Iorgan, the Third; t.lrn <'Onntics of Hampshire. )fin­
cral. Grant, Hardy nnrl Pcnrllcton. the Fomth: thl' count.ies ofTrler, 
Pleasants, Ritchie, "'noel, "'irt and Calliou11, the Fifth; the conn· 
ties of Rn.ndolph, Tncker, B:irhour. Lewi�. """b�ter. Gilmer, Prc�ton 
and Upshur, the Sixth; the counties of Jucksuu, Roane, Putnum, 
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· Kanawha and MasuR, the Seventh; the counties of Greenbrier, Mon­
roe, Fayette, Summers, Clay, Nicholas, Pocahontas and Braxton, 
the Eighth; and the counties of Cabell, \Vayne, Lincoln, Boone, 
Logan, \Vyoming, Mercer, Raleigh and McDowell, the Ninth. 

15. The Legislature may, after the expiration of fin years from 
the time this Constitution goes into operation, re-arrange the Cir­
cuits, but the number of Circuits shall not then be increased; and 
no re-arrangement of the Circuits shall have the effect of removing 
a Judge from office. After the census of 1880, it may increase the 
number of ·Circuits, so as not to exceed one Circuit. for eYery fifty­
five thousand inhabitants of the State. 

16. The Legislature shall provide by law. for holding Circuit 
Courts where, from any cause, the Judge shall fail to attend, or if 
in attendance, cannot properly preside. 

GENERAL PROVISIONS. 

17. All Judges shall be commissioned by the Governor. The sal­
ary of the Judges of the Court of Appeals shall be twenty-two hun­
dred and fifty dollars per annum; and that of Judges of the Circuit 
Court shall be two thousand dollars; and each shall receive the same 
allowance for necessary travel, as members· of the Legislature. No 
Judge, during his term of office, shall practice the profession of law, 
or hold any other office, appointment, or public trust, under this, or 
any other government, and the acceptance thereof shall vacate his 
judicial office; nor shall he, during his continuance therein, be 
eligible to any political office. 

18. Judges may be.removed from office by a concurrent vote Of 
both Houses of the Legislature, where from age, disease, or mental or 
bodily infirmity, they are incapable of discharging the duties of 
their offices. But two-thirds of the members elected to each House, 
must concur in such vote; and the cause of removal shall be entered 
upon the journal of each House. The Judge, against. whom the 
Legislature may be about to proceed, shall receive notice thereof, 
accompanied with the cause alleged for his removal, at least twenty 
days before the day on which either House of the Legislature shall 
act thereupon. 

19. The voters of each county shall elect a Clerk of the Circuit 
Court, whose term of office shall be six years; his duties and com­
pensation, and the mode of removing him from ofl�cc, shall �)e pre­
scribed by law; and when ,a vacancy shall occur m the ofhce, the 
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Judge of the Circuit Court shall appoint a. clerk, who shall dis­
charge the duties of the office, until the vacancy shall be filled by 
election. In any case in respect to ""hich the clerk shall be so situ­
ated as to make it improper for him to act, the Court shall appoint 
a substitute. 

20. The Clerks of the Circuit Courts, and the Clerk of the Su­
preme Court of Appeals, shall, under. such regulations as may be 
prescribed by law, make an annual report to the Auditor, exhibiting 
the number of suits commenced, pending, and decided in their 
respective Courts, and the number of days the Courts were in session 
during the year, which shall be condensed by said Auditor, and 
made a part of his annual report to the Legislature. 

21. Wherever the Legislature is expressly prohibited by this Con­
stitution from doing any particular act, and the same shall be done, 
in violation of such prohibition, it shall be the duty of the Courts, 
upon a proper case presented before them, to declare such act null 
and void. 

22. The Legislature may establish courts of limited jurisdiction 
within any incorporated town or city, subject to such appeal as now 
is, or may hereafter be, prescribed by law. 

COUNTY COURTS. 

23. There shall be in each countv of the State. a County Court, 
which shall be composed of a P;esident and two Justices of the 
Peace, except when, by this Constitution, the presence of a greater· 
number is required. It shall hold six sessions during the year, at 
times to be prescribed by law; two of whir.h shall be limited to p:iat­
ters connected with the police and fiscal affairs of the county; the 
other four shall be held for the trial of causes, and for the transac­
tion of all other business within the general jurisdiction of the Court, 
except an assessment or levy upon the property of the county. In 
all cases where a levy of the count.y is laid, a majority of all the Jus­
tices elected in the county, sha 11 be necessary to constitute a quorum 
for the transaction of that business. 

24. The President of the Court shall be elected by the voters of 
the county, nncl shall hold his office for the term of four years. It. 
shall be his dutv to attend ea.ch term of the sn.id Court, and he shall 
receive for such· service, four dollars for cvr.r�· day he. presides in 
court, to be paid from the cotu1t.y treasury. He shall nl1<0 perform 
such other duties, and receive such c.ompcnsntion therefor, as m�y 
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be prescribed by law ; except, that he shall not be authorized to try 
causes out of court. \Vhen from any cause he is unable to attend 
as President of the Court, any Justice may be added to make the 
Court, who. in conjunction with the other two, may designate one 
qf �heir fwn number to preside in his absence. 

25. Each county shall be laid off into districts, not less in number 
than three, nor more than ten, as nearly equal as may be in territory 
and population. In each district there shall be elected by the voters 
thereof, one, and not more than two, Justices of the Peace, who shall 
reside in their respective districts, and hold their office for the term 
_of four years. The present sub-divisions of the counties by town­
ships, shall constitute such districts until changed by a court con­
stituted of a majority of the Justices of the county. 

26. The Justices of the Peace shall be classified by law, for tbe 
performance of their duties in Court; they shall receive a compen­
sation of three dollars per day, for their services in Court, to be paid 
out of the county treasury, and they may receive. fees for other 
official duties, to be prescribed by law, and paid by the parties for 
whom the service sh ail be rendered. 

27. The County Court shall have original jurisdiction, in all 
actions at law, where the amount in controversy exceeds twenty 
dollars; and also in cases of habeas corpus, quo warranto, mandamus, 
prohibition, certiorari, and in all suits in equity. It shall have juris­
diction in all matters of probate; the appointment and qualification 
of personal representatives, guardians, committees, and curators, 
and the settlement of their accounts, and in all matters relating to 
apprentices; and of all criminal cases under the grade of felony, 
except as herein before provided. But the jurisdiction of the county 
court shall be suhject to such limitations as may be prescribed by 
law. They shall ha.ve the custody, through their clerks, of all wills, 
deeds, and other papers presented for probate or record in said 
county, which shall be disposed of, or preserved, as required by law. 

28. It shall also have the superintendence and administration .of 
the internal police and fiscal affairs of the county, including the 
establishment and regulation of roads, ways, bridges, public land­
ing, ferries and mills, with authority to lay, and disburse the county 
levies: Prom:ded, That no license shall be granted in nny cit,_\', town, 
or village, without the consent of ,the authorities of the same first 
had and obtained. It shall, in all cqntested cases, judge of the clee­
tion, qualification ang. �-�tur�s of its own members, and of all 
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county and district officer!!; and it shall exerciee such other juris­
diction, and perform such other duties, as may be prescribed by 
law. Nothing in this article shall impair, or affect the charter of 
any municipal corporation. 

29. The County Court shall have jurisdiction of all appeals from 
the judgment of the Justices, ·and their decision upon such appeal 
shall be final in all cases, except such as involve the title, right of 
possession, or boundaries of lands, the freedom of a person, the 
validity of a law, or an ordinance of any corporation, or the right of 
a corporation to levy tolls or taxes. 

No Judge or Justice shall sit in an appellate court, in review of a 
decision made by him. 

30. The voters of each county shall elect a Clerk of the County 
Court, whose term of office shall be six years, and whose duties, 
compensation and mode of removal shall be prescribed by law. 

31. Provisions may be made under such regulations as may be 
prescribed by law, for the probate of willsi and for the appointment 
and qualification of personal representatives, guardians, committees 
and curators, during the recess oft.he regular sessions of the County. 
Court. 

32. A vacancy in the office of the President of the Court shall be 
filled, until the next regular electio11, by the Justices, all of whom 
ehall be summoned for that purpose. Vacancies in the office of Jus­
tice oft.he Peace may be filled, until the next, regular election, by the 
County -Court. 

33. The civil jurisdir.t.ion of a Justice of the Pence shall extend to 
actions of assumpsit, debt, detinue, and trover, if the amount claimed, 
exclusi\'e of interest, does not exceed one hundred dollars, but 
where the amount claimed shall exceed twenty dollars, on the appli­
cation of the defendant, either in person or by counsel. made at any 
time before trial, it shall be the duty of the Justice of the Peace to 
transmit the papers in the case to the Clerk of the County Court, to 
be therein tried. The jurisdiction of Justices of the Peace shall ex­
tend throughout their county; they shall be conservators of the 
peace, and have su�h jurisdiction a.nd powers in criminal cases, as 
may be prescribed by law. And Jui:;ticcs of the Peace shall have 
authority to take the acknowledgment of deeds, and other writings, 
administer oaths, and ta.ke and certi(v depo�itions. And the Legis­
lature may give to Justices, such additional civil jurisdictiou aud 

22 
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powers within their respective counties, as may be deemed expedient, 
under such regulations and restrictions, as may be prescribed by 
general law; except. that in suits to recover money or <;l.amages, their 
jurisdiction and powers shall, in no case, exceed one hundred dollars. 

34. The Legislature shall, upon the application of any county, 
reform, modify, or alter the County Court established by this Con­
stitution, in such county, and in lieu thereof, with the assent of a 
majority of the voters of said county, voting at any election held for 
that purpose, create another court, or other tribunals, as well for 
judicial as for police and fiscal purposes, either separate or com­
bined, which shall conform to the wishes of the county making the 
application, but with the same powers and jurisdiction herein con­
ferred upon the County Court, and with compensati�n to be made 
from the county treasury. If two or more adjoining counties shall 
prefer to unite in the election of a Judge to hold a County Court, in 
their respective counties, they shall, with the assent of a majority of 
the voters of each of said counties, be authorized, for all the purposes 
of judicial organization, to do so in the manner and upon the terms 
above set forth: Provided. That the courts so created shall, in their 
provisions, be made to conform to the policy of the State, as pre­
scribed in this Constitution. 

35. No citizen of this State who aided or participated in the late 
war between the Government of the United States and a part of the 
people thereof, on either side, shall be liable in any proceeding, civil 
or criminal; nor shall his property be seized or sold under final 
process, issued upon judgments, or decrees heretofore rendered, or 
otherwise, because of any act done according to the usages of civil­
ized warfare, in the prosecut.ion of said war, by either of the partiei; 
thereto. The Legislature shall provide, by general law, for giving 
full force and effect to this section, by due process of law. 

36. Such parts �f the common law, and of the laws of this State, 
as are in force when this Constitution goes into operation, and are 
not repugnant thereto, shnll be, and continue, the law of the State 
until a!tered or repealed b�- the Legislnture. All ciYil :rnd criminal 
suits and proceedings pendin!! in the fnrnier Cirr.nit Courts of this 
State, shall remain, and be proceeded in hcfore the Circuit Court of 
the proper county.

ARTICLE IX. 

COU:N"TY ORGAXIZATION. 

1. The voters of each county shall elect a Surveyor of Lands, a 
Prosecuting Attorney, a Sheriff, and one, and not more than two, 
Assessors, who shall hold their respective offices for the term of four 
years. 

2. There shall also be elected in each district of the county, by 
the voters thereof. one constable, and if the population of any district 
shall exceed twelve hundred, an additional constable, whose term of 
office shall be four years, and whose powers as such shall extend 
throughout their county. The assessor shall, with the advice and 
consent of the County Court. ha Ye the power to appoint one or more 
assistants. Coroners, oYerseers of the poor, and surveyors of roads, 
shall be appointed by the County Court,. The foregoing officers, 
except the Prosecuting Attorneys, sha.11 reside in the county and 
district for which they shall be respectively elected. 

3. The same person shrill not be elected Sheriff for two consecu­
tive-full terms; nor shall nn�· person who acted as his deputy be 
elected successor to such Sheriff. nor shall any Sheriff act as deputy 
of his successor; nor shall he, during his term of service, or within 
one year thereafter, be elifrible to any other office. The retiring 
Sheriff shall finish all busi nrss remaining in his hands, at the expi-

. ration of his term; for which purpose bis commission and official 
bond shall remain in force. The dnties of the omce of Sheriff shall 
be performed by him, in person, or under his superintendence. 

4. The Presidents of the County Courts, the Justice of the Peace, 
Sheriffs, Prosecuting Attorneys, Clerks of the Circuit and of the 
County Courts, and nil other count�· officers, shall be subject to 
indictment for malfeasance, misfeasance, or neglect of official duty, 
and upon conviction thereof, their nflices shall bepome vacant .. 

5. The Legislature shall provide for commissioning such of the 
officers herein mentioned, as it may deem proper, not provided for 
in this Constitution, and may r�qnire any class of them to give bond 
with security, for the faithful discharge of the duties of their 
respective officeia:. 

6. It Ahn.11 further pro,·ide for the com pensnrion, the duties and 
responsibilities of such officers; a.nrl ma�0 provide for the appoint­
ment of their deputies and assistants by general law.

7. The President of the County Court, and every Justice and Con­
stable, shall be a conversator of the peace throughout his county. 

8. No new county shall hereafter be formed in this State, with an 
area of less than four hundred square miles; nor with a population 
of less than six thousand; nor shall any county, from which a new 
county, or part thereof shall be taken, be reduced in area below four 
hundred square miles, nor in population, below six thousand. Nor 
shall any new county be formed without the consent of a majority 
of the voters residing within the boundaries of the proposed new 
county, and voting on the question. 

ARTICLE X. 

TAXATION AND FINANCE. 

1. Taxation shall be equal and uniform throughout the State, and 
all property, both real and personal, shall be taxed in proportion to 
its value, to be ascertained as directed by law. No one specles of 
property, from which a tax may be collected, shall be taxed higher 
than any other species of property of equal value; but property 
used for educational, literary, scientific, religious or charitable pur­
poses; all cemeteries and public property may, by law, be exempted 
from taxation. The Legislature shall have power to tax, by uniform 
and equal laws, all privileges and franchises of persons and corpora­
tions. 

2. The Legislature shall levy an annual capitation tax of one dollar 
upon each male inhabitant of the State,- who has attained the age of 
twenty-one years, which shall be annually appropriated to the sup­
port of free schools. Persons nffiicted with bodily infirmity may be 
exempted from this tax. 

3. No money shall be drawn from the treasury hut in pnrsnance 
of an appropriation made by law, and on a warrant isRned thereon 
by the Auditor; nor shall any money, or fund, ·be taken for a'.1r 
other purposfl than that for which it has been, or may be, approp_n

a­
ted, or provided. A comple�e and detailed statement of the rece1_ptl' 
and expenditures of the public moneys, shall be published annua.1:,-. 

4. NO deht shall be contracted by this State, except to meet casual 
deficits in the revenue, to redeem a prcvioul) liability of th1: State1 to 
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suppress insurrection, repel inntflion, or defend the Stat·e in time of 
war; but the payment of any fr1bility, other than for the ordinary 
expenses of the State, shall be f' 1ually distributed over a period of 
at least twenty years. 

5. The power of taxation of the Legislature shall extend to pro­
\'isions for the pa_nnent of t.he State d�ebt, and interest thereon, the 
support of Free Schools, and the paymr.nt of the annual estimated 
expenses of the Slate; but whenen�r an\· deficiency in the revenue 
shall exist in anv Year, it shall at the 1:ecru]ar ses;ion thereof held • •' 1 ::, 

next after the deficiency Ol"Ctu-s, leYy a tax for the ensuing year, 
sufficient, with the other sources of income, to meet such deficiency, 
as well as the <::stimated expenses of such year. 

6. The credit of the State shall not be granted to, or in ::iid of, any 
cou11ty, city, town�hip, corporation, or person; nor shall the State 
ever assume, or become responsible for, the dr.bts, or liabilities, of any 
county, city, town, township, corporation, or person; nor shall the 
State ever hereafter become a joint owner, or stockholder in any com­
pany, or association, in this State or elsewhere, formed for any pur­
pose whatever. 

7. County authorities .::hall never asfless taxes, in any one year, the 
aggregate of which shall excet•d ninety-five cents per one hundred 
dollars valuation, except for the support of Free Schools; payment of 
indebtedness existing at the time of the ncloption of this Constitu­
t.ion; and for the p3_Ymf'nt of any indebtedness with the interest 
thereon, crentccl und:>r the succe(iding section, unless such assess­
ment, with all questions inn1lvi11g the increase of such aggre­
gate, shall have Leen submitted to the Yote of the people oft.he county, 
and have recei rnd three-fifths of all the votes cast for and against it. 

8. No county, city, school district, or municipal corporation, ex­
cept in cases where such corporations haYe already authorized their 
bonds to be issued, shall hereafter be allowed to become indebted in 
any manner, or for any puTpose, to an amount, including existing 
indebtedness, in the aggregate, exceeding five per centum on the •. 
value of the taxable property therein, to be ascertained by the last 
assessment for State and county taxes, previous to the incurring of­
suc h indebtedness; nor without, at the flame time, providing for the 
collection of a direct annual tax, sufficient to pay, annually, the in­
terest on such debt, and the principal thereof within, and not exceed­
ing, thirty-four years: Provided, That no debt shall be contracted 
under this section, unless all questions connected with the same1 
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shall have been first submitted to a vote of the people, an<l receiveJ 
three-fifths of all the votes cast for and against the same. 

9. The Legislature may, by law--, authorize the corporate author­
ities of cities, towns, and villages, for corporate purposes, to assess 
and collect taxes; but such taxes shall be uniform, with respect to 
persons and property within the jurisdiction of the authority im-

. posing the same. 

ARTICLE XI. 

CORPORATIONS. 

1. The Legislature shall provide f�r the organization of all corpor­
tions hereafter to be created, by general laws. uniform as to the 
class to which they relate; but no corporation shall be created by 
special law: Provided, That nothing in this section contained, shall 
prevent the Legislature from providing, by special laws, for the con­
nection, by canal, of the waters of the Chesapeake with the Ohio 
river, by line of the James river, Greenbrier, New river and Great 
Kanawha. 

2. Stockholders of all corporations, and joint stock companies, ex­
cept banks and banking institutions, created by laws of this State, 
shall be liable for the indebtedness of such corporations to the 
amount of their stock subscribed and unpaid, and no more. 

3. All existing charters or grants of special or exclusive privileges, 
under which organization shall not have taken place, or which shall 
not have been in operation within two years from the time this Con­
stitution takes effect, shnll thereafter have no validity or effect whats 
ever: Provided, That nothing herein shall prevent the execution of 
any bona fide contract heretofore lawfully made in relation to any 
existing charter or grant in this State. 

4. The Legislature shall provide by law, that in all elections for 
directors or managers of incorporated companies, every stockholder 
shall have the right to vote, in person, or by proxy, for the number 

. of shares of stock owned hy him, for as many persons as there are 
directors or managers to be elected, or to cumulate said shares, and 
give one candidate as many votes as the number of directors mul�i-

. plied by the number of his shares of stock, shall equal, or to dis­
tribute them on the same principal among as many candidates as 
he shall think fit; and such directors or managers shall not be 
elected in any other manner. 
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5. No law shall be passed by the Lecrislature crrantina the rio-ht to 
e , o o - o 

�onstruct and operate a street railroad within any city, town, or 
mcorporntecl villiage, without requiring the consent o( the local 
authorities having the control of the street or highway, proposed to 
be occupied by such street railroad. 

BANKS. 

6. The Legislature may provide, by a general banking law, for the 
creation and organization of banks of issue or circulation, but the 
stockholders of any bank hereafter authorized by the laws of this 
State, whether of issue, deposit, or discount, shall be personally· 
liable to the creditors thereof, over and above the amount of stock 
held by them respectively, to an amount equal to their respective 
shares so held, for all its liabilities accruing while they are such 
stockholders. 

RAILROADS. 

7. Every railroad corporation, organized or doing business in this 
State, shall annually, by their proper officers, make a report under 
oath, to the Auditor of public accounts of this State, or some officer 
to be designated by law, setting forth the condition of their affairs, 
the operations of the year, and such other matters relating to their 
respective railroads as may be pre!!cribed by law. The Legislature 
shall pass laws, enforcii1g by suitable penalties, the provisions of 
this section. 

8. The rolling stock, and all other movnble property, belonging to 
any railroad company or corporation in this State, shall be consid­
ered personal property, and shull be liable to execution and sale, in 
the same manner as the personal property of individuals; and the 
Legislature shall pass no law, exempting any such property from 
execution and sale. 

9. Railroads heretofore constructed, or that may hereafter be con­
structed in this State, are hereby declared public highways, and 
shall be free to all persons for the trarn,portation of their persons 
an<l property thereon, under such regulations as shall be prescribed 
by law; and the Legislature shall, from time to time, pass laws, 
applicable to all railroad corporations in the State, establishing rea­
sonable maximum rates of charges for the transportation of passen­
gers and freights, and providing for the correction of abuse!:', the 
prevention of unjust discriminations between through and local or 
wo.y freight and passenger tariffs, and for the protection of the just 
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rights of the public, and shall enforce such laws, by adequate pen-
alties. · 

10. The Legislature shall, in the law regulating railway compa- · · 
nies, require railroads running through, or ,,.-it.bin a half mile of a 
town, or village. containing three hundred or more inhabitants, to 
establish stations for tl1e accommodation of trade and travel of said 
town or village. 

11. No railroad corporation shall consolidate its stock, property or 
franchise, with any other railroad, owning a parallel or competing 
line, or obtain the possession or control of such parallel or com­
peting line by lease or other contract. without the permission of the 
Legislature. 

12. The exercise of the power and the right of eminent domain, 
shall ne,·er be so construed, or abridged, as ·to preYent the taking. by 
the Legistature, of the property and franchise,:; of incorporated 
companies, already organized, and subjecting them to the public 
use, the same, as of individuals. 

ARTICLE XII. 

EDUCATION. 

1. The Legislature shall provide, by general law, for a thorough 
and efficient system of Free Schools. 

2. The State Superintendent of Free Schooh; sliall have a general 
supervision of Free Schools, and perform such other duties in rela­
tion thereto as may be prescribed by law. If in the performance of 
any such duty imposed ttpon him by the Legislatme, he shall incur 
any expenses, he shall be reimbursed therefor: Prov-ided, The 
amount does not exceed,five hundred dollars in any one year. 

3. The Legislature may provide for County Superintendents, and · 
such other offices a1, may be necessary to carry out the objects of 
this Article, and define their duties, powers and compensation . 

. 4. The existing permanent and invested school · fund, and all 
money accruing to this State from forfeited, delinquent, waste and 
unappropriated lands; and from lands heretofore sold for taxes and 
purchased by the State of Virginia, if hereafter 1·edeemed, or iold 
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to others than thi;, State; all grants, devises or bequests that may 
be made to this State for the purposes of education, or where the 

.- purposes of such grants, deYises or bequests are not specified; this 
State's j_ust share of the literary fund of Virginia, whether paid 
over or otherwise liquidated; and any !'urns of money, stocks, or 
property, which this State shall have the right to claim from the 
State of Virginia for educational purposes; the. proceeds of the 
estates of persons who may die without leaving a will or heir, and 
all escheatecl lands; the proceeds of any taxes that may be levied 
on the reYenues of any corporation; all moneys that may be paid 
as an equivalent for exemption from military duty; and such sums 
as may, from time to time, be appropriated by the Legislature for 
the purpose, shall be set apart as a separate fund, to be called the 
"School fund," and invested under such regulations as may be pre­
scribed by law, in the interest bearing securities of the United 
States, or of this State, or if such interest bearing securities cannot 
be obtained, then said "School Furnl" shall be invested in such 
other solvent interest bearing securities as shall be approved by the 
GoYe(nor, Superintendent of Free Schools, Auditor and Treasurer, 
who are hereby constituted the "Board of the School Fund," to 
manage the same, under such rcgulaiions 11s may be prescribed by 
law; and the interest thereof shall be annually applied to the sup­
port of Free Schools throughout t.lie State, and to no other purpose 
wh11te,•er. But any port.ion of said interest remaining unexpended 
at the close of a fiscal yenr, shnll be achled to, and remain a part of, 
the capital of the ''School Fund:" P,·orided, That all taxes which 
shall be received by the St,ale upon delinquent lands, except the 
taxes due to the State thereon. :::!tall be refunded to the county, or 
district by or for which the same: were levied. 

5. The Legislature shall proviclc for the support of Free Schools, 
by appropriating thereto the interest of the inYestecl "School Fund,'' 
the net proceeds of all forfeitures and fines accruing to this State, 
under tho laws thereof; the State capitat,ion tax; and by general 
taxation on persons and property or otherwise. It shall also pro­
vide for raising, in each county or district, by the authority of the 
people thereof, such a proportion of the amount required for the sup­
port of Free Schools therein as shall be prescribed by general laws. 

6. The school districts into which any county is now divided, shall 
continue until changed i_n· pursuance of law. 

7. All levies that may be laid by any county or district for the 
purpose of Free Schools, shall be reported to the Clerk of the 

:II 
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County Court, and shall, under such regulations as may be pre· 
scribed by law, be collected by the Sheriff, or other collector, who 
shall make annual settleme1�t with the County Court; which settle• 
ments shall be made a matter of record by the Clerk ther.eof, in a 
book to be kept for that purpose. 

8. ,vhite and colored persons shall not be taught in the same 
school. 

9. No person connected with the free school system of the State, 
or with any educational institution of any name, or grade, under 
State control, shall be interested in the sale. pror:eeds or profits of 
any book or other thing used, or to be used therein, under such 
penalties as may be prescribed by law: Provided, That nothing here-

. in shall be construed to apply to any work written, or thing 
invented, by such person. 

10. No indep.endent free school district, or organization shall here· 
after be created, except with the consent of the school district or 
districts out of which the same is to be created, expressed by a 
majority of the voters voting on the question. 

11. No appropriation shall hereafter be made to any State Nor· 
mal School, or branch thereof, except to those already established, 
and in operation, or now chartered. 

12. The Legislature shall foster and encourage moral, intellectual, 
scientific and agricultural improvement; it shall, whenever it may 
be practicable, make suitable provision for the blind, mute and 
insane, and for the organization of such institutions of learning as 
the best interests of general education in the State may demand. 

ARTICLE XIII. 

LAND TITLES. 

1. All private rights and interests in lands in this State derived 
from or under the laws of the State of Virginia, and from or under 
the Constitution and laws of this State prior to the time this Con• 
stitution goes into·operatio1_1, shall remain valid and secure, and 
shall be determined by the laws in force in Virginia, prior to the 
formation of this State, and by the Constitution and laws in force in 
this State, prior to the time this Constitution goes into effect. 
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2. No entry by warrant on land in this State shall hereafter be 
made. 

3. All title to lands in this State, heretofore forfeited, or treated as 
forfeited, waste and unappropriated, or escheated to the State of 
Virginia, or this State, or purchased by either of said States at sales 
made for the non-payment of taxes and become irredeemable, or 
hereafter forfeited or treated as forfeited or escheated to this State, 
or purchased by it and become irredeemable, not redeemed, released 
or otherwise disposed of, vested and remaining in this State, shall 
be, and is hereby transferred to and vested in any person ( other 
than those for whose default the same may have been forfeited or 
returned delinquent, their heirs or devisees), for so much thereof as 

such person has, or shall have had actual continuous possession of, 
under color or claim of title for ten years, and who, or those under 
whom he claims, shall have paid the State taxes thereon, for any 
five years during such possession; or if there be no such person, 
then to any person ( other than those for whose default the same 
may have been forfeited or returned delinquent, their heirs or 
devisees), for so much of said land as such person shall have title or 
claim to, regularly derived, mediately or immediately from, or 
under a grant from the Commonwealth of Virginia, or this State, not 
forfeited, which but for the title forfeited would be valid, and who, 
or those under whom he claims, has, or shall have paid all State 
taxes charged or chargeable thereon for five successive years, after 
the year 1865, or from the date of the grant, if it shall have issued 
since that year; or if there be no such person, as aforesaid, then to 
any person, ( other than those for whose default the same may have 
been forfeited or rcturn':!d delinquent, their heirs or devisees ), for so 
much of said land as such person shall have had claim to and 
actual continuous possession of, under color of tit.le for any five 
successive years after the year 1865, and have paid all State taxes 

charged or chargeable thereon for said period. 

4. AU lands in this State, waste and unappropriated, or hereto­
fore or hereafter for any cause forfeited, or treated as forfeited, or 
escheated to the State of Virginia, or this .State, or purchased by 
either and become irredeemable, not redeemed, released, trnmiferred 
or otherwise disposed of, the title whereto shall remain in this State 
till such sale as hereinafter mentioned be made, shall by proceed­
ings in the Circuit Court of the county in which the lands, or a 
part thereof, are situated, be sold to the highest bidder. 

5. The former owner of any such land, shall be entitled to receive 
the excess of the sum for which the land may be sold over the taxes 
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charged and chargeable thereon, or which, if the land had not been 
forfeited, would have been charged or chargeable thereon, since the 
formation of this State, with interest at the rate of twelve per ccntum 
per annum, and the costs of the proceedings, if his claim be filed in 
the Circuit Court that decrees the sale, within two years thereafter. 

6. It shall be the duty of every owner of land to have it entered 
on the land books of 'the county in which it, or a part of it is situ­
ated, and to cause himself to be charged with the taxes thereon, and 
pay the same. \Vhen for any fiye successive years after the year 
1869, the owner of any tract of land containing one thou!:nnd acres 
or more, shall not have been charged on such books with State tax 
on said land, then by operation heraof, the land shall be forfeited 
and the title thereto vest in the St.ate. But if, for any one or more 
of such five years, the owner shall have been charned with State tax 
on any part of the land, such part thereof shall n-ot be forfeited for 
such cause. And any owner of land so forfeited, or of any interest_ 
therein at the time of the forfeiture thereof, who shall then be an 
infant, married woman, or insane person, may, until the expiration 
of three years after the removal of such disability, have the land, or 
such interest charged on such books, with all State and other taxes 
that shall be, and but for the forfeiture would be, chargeable on the 
land, or interest therein for the year 1863, and every year thereafter 
with interest at the rate of ten per centwn per annum; and pay all 
taxes and interest thereon for all such years, and thereby redeem 
the land, or interest therein: Provided, Such right to redeem, shall 
in no case extend beyond twenty years from the time such land was 
forfeited. 

ARTICLE XIV. 

AMENDMENTS. 

1. No Convention shall be called, having the authority to alter 
the Constitution of the State, unless it be in pursuance of a law, 
passed by the affii·mative vote of a majority of the members elected 
to each House of the Legislature and providing that polls shall be 
opened throughout the State, on the same day therein specified, 
which shall not be less than three months after the pussap;e of such 
Jaw, for th� purpose of taking the !"ense of the voters on the ques­
tion of calling a Convention. And such Convention shall not be 
held unless a majority of the votes cast at such polls be in favor of 
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calling the same; nor shall the members be elected to such Con-· 
vention, until, at least, one month after the result of the vote shall . 
be duly ascertained, declared and published. And all acts and 
ordinances of the said Uonvention shall be submitted to the voters 
of the State, for ratification or rejection, and shall have no validity 
whatever until they are ratified. 

2. Any amendment to the Constitution of the State may· be pro­
posed in either House of the Legislature; and if the same, being 
read on three several days in each House, be agreed to on its third 
reading, by two-thirds of the members elected thereto, the proposed 
amendment, with the yeas and nays thereon, shall be entered on the 
journals, and it shall be the duty of the Legislature to provide by 
law, for submitting the same, to the voters of the State, for ratifica­
tion or rejection at the next general election thereafter, and cause 
the same to be published, at least three months before such election, 
-in some newspaper in every county in which a newspaper is printed. 
And if a majority of the qualified voters, voting on the question at 
the polls held pursuant to such law, ratify the proposed amendment, 
it shall be in force from the time of such ratification, as part of the 
Constitution of the State. If two or more amendments be submit­
ted at the same time, the vote on the ratification or rejection shall 
be taken on each separately. 





SCHEDULE. 

1. It shall be the duty of the President of this Convention, imme­
diately after its adjournment, to certify to the Governor of the State 
of West Virginia, an accurate transcript of the Constitution and 
Schedule adopted by the Convention. 

2. Upon the receipt of such certified transcript, the Governor shall 
make proclamation of that fact, and shall annex to his proclam·ation 
a copy of this Constitution and Schedule, all of which shall be pub­
lished, for the general information of the people, in such manner as 
he shall deem most exped ient. 

3. The officers authorized by existing laws to conduct general 
elections, shall cause elections to be held at the se,·eral places of 
voting, established by law in each county, on the fourth Thursday 
of August, 1872, at which election the votes of all persons qualified 
to vote under. the existing Constitution, and offoring to vote, shall 
be taken upon the quc::<tion of ratifying or reject.ing this Constitu­
tion and Schedule. Such votes shall be by ballot. The person 
Yoting for the ratification of the Constitution and Schedule, shall 
have written or printed upon his ballot the words, "Fon RATIFICA­

TION;" and the person voting against ratification shall have written 
or printed upon his ballot, the words, "Fon REJECTIO:-.." 

4. The said election shall be conducted in all things according to 
the provisions of the Code of \Vest Virginia, and the amendments 
t.hrrcto governing electinns, except as herein otherwise provided. 

5. The Supervisors of ench count,v shall assemble on th_e fifth da)' 
(Sunday excepted) after tile said election, nntl proceed to ascertain 
the result of the sumc in the manner prcscriucu by the sixty-second 
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t1ection of the third chapter of the Code of West Virginia; and it 
shall be their duty to certify the result, without delay, to the Gov­
ernor, stating in their certificates the number of votes given in their 
respective counties for ratification of the Constitution and Schedule, 
and the number given for rejection. 

6. It shall be the duty of the Governor, upon receiving the said 
certificates, or a sufficient number thereof to enable him to ascertain 
the general result, to declare by proclamation the aggregate vote in 
the State for and against the ratification of the Constitution and 
Schedule; and if it shall appear from the said proclamation that a 
majority of votes cast are in favor of their ratification, this Consti­
tution and Schedule shall be operative and in full force from and 
including the fourth Thursday of August, 1872. 

7. On the same day, and under the superintendence of the officers 
who shall conduct the election for determining the ratification or 
rejection of the Constitution and Schedule, elections shall be held at 

the several places of voting in each county, for Senators and mem­
bers of the Hoqse of Delegates, and all officers, executive, judicial, 
county or district, required hy this Constitution to be elected by the 
people. Such elections shall be by ballot, and the results thereof 
shall be ascertained, determined and certified according to the pro­
visions and requirements of existing laws_; except that the returns 
of the elections of Governor, State Superintendent of Free Schools, 
Auditor, Treasurer, and Attorney General, shall be transmitted to 
the Secretary of State, sealed and addressed to the "Speaker of the 
House of Delegates." 

8. In elections of county officers, required to be elected by dis­

tricts, the existing sub-divisions by townships in each.county, shall 
constitute such districts, until others shn.11 be established. 

9. Each county shall elect one Asi;ei;sor for each assessment dis­
trict as now establii;hed by law; but at the elect-ion to be hcl<l under 
the provisions of this Schedule, in counties entitled to two Asses­
sors, both shall be elected by the Yoters oft-he entire count?. 

10. At the election to be helcl under tlfr1 Schedule, there sh11ll 
also be elected in each dif'trict constituted as hereinhcfore f:ta.ted, as 
many Justices ancl Constables as al'e now authorized by law. 

11. If this Constitution slrnll be rntified by the people, the Legisla­
ture elected under this Schedule, shall assemble at the sent of gov­
ernment on the third Tuesday in November, 1872; and the election 
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of members of the Legislature, under this Constitution, shall vacate 
the seats of those elected under the present Constitution. The term 
of service of the Delegates first elected to the Legislature under this 
Constitution, shall expire on the first day of November, 1874; and 
the term of service of the Senators shall expire as follows : The 
term of first class, on the first day of November, 1874, and the term 
of the second class, on the first day of November, 1876. 

12. The terms of office of the Governor, the State Superintendent 
of Free Schools, the Auditor, Treasurer and Attorney General, elect­
ed under this Schedule, shall commence on the fourth day of March, 
1873. The Governor, the State Superintendent of Free Schools, the 
Auditor, Treasurer, Attorney General and Secretary of State, and 
their successors elected under the existing Constitution and laws, 
shall continue in office until their successors, elected or appointed 
under this Constitution and Schedule, shall be qualified. The terms 
of office of the Jud�es of the Supreme Court of Appeals, of the 
Judges of the Circuit Courts, and of all county and district officers, 
whose election is provided for by this Schedule, shall commence on 
the first day of January, 1873; and the present Judges of the 
Supreme Court of Appeals, and of the Circuit Courts, and their suc­
cessors who may be appointed under the present Constitution and 
laws, shall remain in office until the date last aforesaid. The Re­
corders and Supen·isors of the several counties shall continue in 
office, and exercise their functions under the existing Constitution 
and laws, until the first day of January, 1873. And all officers named 
in this section, elected under the provisions of the existing Consti­
tution and laws, shall, until their terms expire as herein provided, 
receive such compensation as said Constitution and laws prescribe. 

13. The l\iunicipn.l Court of Wheeling shall continue in existence, 
and exercise its present jurisdiction until otherwise provided-by law. 

14. All the books, records, papers, seals and other property now in 
t.he custody and under the control of the Board of Supervisors and 
Recorders of the several counties, and records, books, papers, seals 
and other property of the former County Courts, now in the custody 
oft.he Clerks of the Circuit Courts, shall be transferred on the first 
day of .January, 1873, or as soon thereafter as may be, to the Clerks 
of the County Courts in their respective counties, and remain in 
their custody until otherwise prescribed by law. 

15. Justices, AsseRsors and all other county officers, except Sheriffs 
11nd Constahles, shall, on the first day of January, 1873, or as soon 
thereafter as may be, transfer to their successors in office, all official 

2t 
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books, records, papers, and property in their poi:isession; and in cases 
where, from the nbolition of any office, or from any other cause, e. 
doubt shall arise as to the officer entitled to receive them, they shall 
be delivered to the Clerk of the County Court for preservation, until 
disposition be made of them by that Court. 

16. All county, township, district and other officers connected 
with the existing system of free schools shall continue to perform 
the duties of their respective offices, as now prescribed by law, until 
their successors shall have been elected and qualified as the Legisla• 
ture may provide. 

17. The records, books, papers, seals and other property, and np· 
purtenances of the existing Supreme Court of Appeals, shall, on the 
first day of January, 1873, or as soon thereafter as may be, be trans· 
ferred to, and remain in, the care and custody of the Supreme Court 
of Appeals established by this Constitution, until otherwise pro· 
vided by law; and all civil or criminal cause!>, petitions, and other 
proceedings, then pending in the Supreme Court of Appeals, shall 
be proceeded with in the Supreme Court of Appeals, established by 
this Constitution, to final judgment. The records, books, papers, 
seals, and other property and appurtenances of the existing Circuit 
Courts, in this State, shall then also he transferred to, and remain in 
the care and custody of the Circnit Courts established by this Con­
stitution, until otherwise provided by law; to which courts all pro· 
cess outstanding, at the time this Constitution shall go into effect, 
shall be returned, tind hy which all new proces!>, proper in cases 
either pending or determined in existing Circuit Courts, may be 
issued. And all indictments, prosecutions, suits, pleas, petitions, 
and other proceedings pending in the present Circuit Court of any 
county, shall be prosecuted in the Circuit Court e!"tablished in that 
count.y" by this Constitution, to final judgment and execution; 
except, that all pending appeals from just-ices inay be transferred to 
the County Court organized in such county. 

18. Copies and transcripts of 'the records anrl proceedingR of the 
present Circuit Courts, shall be made and certified b_v the Cir�uit 
Courts established by this Constitution, or the proper officers thereof, 
and i::hall have the same force anrl effect. as if the.v had been hereto­
fore properly made and certified by the existing courts, or their 
proper officers. 

19. Recognizances, bonds, obligation�, and all_ undert1!!d1'.gs en· 
tered into or executed before �he o..dopt1on of tlus Constitution to 
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ihe Commonwealth of Virginia, the State of West Virginia, or to 
a?y �ublic officer, corporation, township, or county, shall remain 
bindmg and valid; and all rights and liabilities growing out of 
them, shall be unimpaired. 

20. The Executive Department of the government shall remain as 
at present organized, and the Governor shall continue in office until 
a Governor elected under this Constitution shall be qualified; and 
all other persons in office when this Constitution is adopted, except 
as herein otherwise expressly directed, shall continue in office until 
their successors nre qualified; and vncancies in office, happening 
before such qualification, shall be filled in the manner now pre­
scribed by law. 

21. All the courts of justice now existing shall continue with their 
present jurisdiction, and be held as now prescribed by law, until the 
judicial system established by this Constitution shall go into effect, 
and all rights, prosecutions, actions. claims and contracts, shall 
remnin and continue, as if this Constitution had not·been adopted, 
except so for as the same may be affected by the terms and pro­
visions of this Constitution, when it shall go into effect. 

22. The Legislature shall poss all laws necessary to carry this 

Constitution into full operation and effect. 

23. At the time of the submission of this Constitution to a vote of 
the people, there shall be submitted ns a separate proposition the 
following: 

"Any white citizen entitled to ,·ote, n.nd no other, may be elected 
or appointed to any office; but the Go,·ernor and Judges must have 
attained the a�e of thirt._y, and the Attorney General and Senators 
the age of twenty.five )'ears, at the beginning of their respective 
terms of service; and must lrnxe been citizens of the State for five 
years next pre()edini; their election, or appointment, or citizens at · 
the time this Constitution goes into operation." 

And the mode of voting on the said proposition shall be by ballot, 
on which shall be written or printed the word, "white;" and if a 
majority of all the votes cnst for ratificat.ion and rejection of the 
Constitution be in favor of the said proposition, it shall take the 
place of section fonrth, of A rtide fourth, of this Constitution. The 
result of the said clcctio�shall be certified and ascertained in the 
same mnnucr ancl by t.he same officers as hercinbefore provided in 
regard to the electio;1 for the ratification or rejection of this Constitu­
tion. Auel if the result be in favor of the said proposition, the 
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Governor shall make proclamation of the effect thereof, as herein• 
before provided.

AMENDMENTS 

TO THE 

CONSTITUTION OF THE STATE OF WEST VA. 

FIRST AMENDMENT 

AGREED TO BY THE LEGISLATURE ON THE 6TH DAY OF MARCH, 18i9, AND 

RATIFIED BY A VOTE OF THE PEOPLE ON THE SECOND TUESDAY IN 
OCTOBER, 1880. 

ARTICLE VIII. 

JUDICIAL DEPART:\fENT. 

1. The judicial power of the State shall be vested in a Supreme 
Court of Appeals, in Circuit Courts, and the Judges thereof; in such 
inferior tribunals as are herein authorized, and in Justices of the 
Peace. 

SUPREME COURT OF APPEALS. 

2. The Supreme Court of Appeals shall consist of four Judges, any 
three of whom shall be a quorum for the transaction of business. 
They shall be elected by the voters of the Stnte, and hold their office 
for the term of twelve years, unless sooner removed in the manner 
prescribed by this Constitution, except that the Judges in office when 
this artic1e tnkes effect shall remain therein until the expiration of 
their present term of office. 

3. It shall have original jurisdiction in cases of habeas corpus, man­
damU8, and prohibition. It shall have appellate jurisdiction in civil 
cases where the matter in controversy, exclusive of costs, is of greater 
value or amount than one hundred dollars; in controversies con­
cerning the title or boundaries of land, the probate of wills, the ap-
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pointment or qualification of a personal representative, guardian, 
committ�e or curator; or concerning a mill, road, way, ferry or land­
ing; or the right of a corporation or county to levy tolls or taxes; 
and also in cases of qtw warranto, habeas corpus, mandamus, certiorari 
and prohibition, and, in cases invoh·ing freedom or the constitution­
ality of a law·. It shall have appellate jurisdiction in criminal cases 
where there has been a conviction for felony or misdemeanor in a · 
Circuit Court, and where a conviction has been had in any inferior 
court and been affirmed in a c·ircuit Court, and in cases relating to 
the public revenue, the right of app-eal shall belong to the State as 
well as the defendant, and such other appellate jurisdiction, in both 
civil and criminal cases, as may be prescribed by law. 

4. No decision rendered by the Supreme Court of Appeals shall be 
considered as binding authority npon any of the inferior courts of 
this State, except in the particular case decided, unless such deci­
sion is concurred in by at least three judges of said court. 

5. When a judgment or decree is reversed or affirmed by the Su­
preme Court of Appeals, every point fairly arising upon the record of 
the case shall be considered and decided; and the reasons therefor 
shall be concisely stated in writing, and preserved with the record 
of the case; and it shall be the duty of the court to prepare n sylla· 
bus of the points adjudicated in each case concurred in by three of 
the judges thereof, which shall be prefixed to the published report 
of the case. 

6. A writ of error, supersedeas or appeal shall be allowed only by 
the Supreme Court of Appeals or a judge thereof, upon a petition 
assigning error in the judgment or proceedings of the inferior court, 
and then only after said court or judge shall have examined and 
considered the record and assignment of errors, and is satisfied that 
there is error in the same, or that it presents a point proper for the 
consideration of the Supreme Court of Appeals . 

. 

7. If from any· cause a vacancy ·shall occur in the Supreme Court 
of Appeals, the Governor shall issue a writ of election to. fill such 
vacancy at the next general election for the residue of the term; nnd 

· in the meantime he shall fill such vacancy by appointment until a 
jud"'e is  elected and qualified. But if the unexpired term be less 
tha� two years the Governor shall fill such vacancy by appointment 
for the unexpired term. 

8. The officers of the Supreme Court of Appeals, except the re­
porter, shall be appointed by the court, or, in vacation by the juugea 
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thereof, with power of removal; their duties and compensation shall 
be prescribed by law. 

9. There shall be at least two terms of the Supreme Court of Ap­
peals held annually, at such times and places as may be prescribed 
by law. 

CIRCUIT COURTS. 

10. The State shall be divided into thirteen circuits. For the cir­
cuit hereinafter called the first, two judges shall be elected, and for 
each of the_ other circuits one judge shall be elected, by the voters 
thereof. Each of the judges so elected shall hold his office for the 
term of eight years, unless sooner remorncl in the manner prescribed 
in this Constitution. The j uclges of the circuit courts in off

ice, when 
this article takes effect, shall remain therein until the expiration of 
the term for whieh they have been elected in the circuits in '\Thich 
they may respectively reside, unless sooner removed as aforesaid. A 
vacancy in the· office of a judge of the circuit court shall be filled in 
the same manner as is provided for in any case of a vacancy in the 
office of a judge of the supreme cc,urt of appenls. During, his con­
tinuance in office the judge of a circuit court shall reside in the cir­
cuit of "'.hich he is judge. The business of the first circuit may be 
npportionecl betwee·n the judges foer�of, and such judges may hold 
courts in the same county, or in ditl�rcnt counties, within the circuit 
at the same time or at clifl�irent times, as may be prescribecl by law. 

11. A Circuit. Court sh:111 be held in every county in the State at 
least three times in each rear, nnd provisions mny be made by law 
for l1olding special terllls ·of said court. A judge of any circuit :may 
hold the courts in nnothet· eircuit. 

12, The Circuit Court shall have the supervision and control of 
nil proceedings before justices and other i11forior tribunals, by man­
damuB, prohibition ancl ccrliomr·i. They shall, except in cases con­
fined exclusively by this Constitution to some other tribunal, have 
original nncl general jurisdiction of all matters at law where the 
amount in controYersy, exclusi,·e of interest, exceeds fifty dollars; 
of all cases of habeas dorpus, 112(1.11dam1i...�, quo warranto and prohibition; 
nnd all cases in equity, am! of all crimes and misdemeanors, They 
shall have appellate jurisdiction in nil cases, civil and er_iminal, 
where an appeal, writ of error or supcrsedea11, 111:1y be allowed to the 
judgment or proceedings of any inferior trilmnaL They shall also 
have such other jurisdiction, whether supervisory, original, appellate, 
or concurrent, as is or may be prescribed by law. 
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13. Until otherwise provided by law, the State shall be divided 
into the following circuits: The counties of Brooke, Hancock, 
Ohio and Marshall shall constitute, the first circuit; the counties of 
Monongalia, Marion and Harrison, the second; the counties of 
Preston, Taylor, ·Barbour, Tucker an<l Randolph, the third; the 
counties of w· etzel, Tyler, Ritchie and Doddridge, the fourth; the 
counties of Wood, ,virt and Pleasanfs, the fifth ; the counties of 
Clay, Gilmer, Jackson, Roane and Calhoun, the sixth; the counties 
of Putnam, Kanawha and Mason, the seventh; the counties of 
Cabell, Wayne, Lincoln and Logan, the eighth; the counties of 
McDowell. Mercer, Raleigh, ·wyoming and Boone, the ninth; the 
counties of Greenbrier, Monroe, Summers, Fayette and Pocahontas, 
the tenth; the counties of Upshur, Lewis, Braxton, Nicholas and 
·webster, the eleventh; the counties of Grant, Hardy, Hampshire, 
Mineral and Pendleton, the twelfth; the counties of Jefferson, Berke­
ley and Morgan, the thirteenth. 

14. The Legislature may re-arrange the circuits herein provided 
for at any session thereof next preceding any general election of the 
judges of said circuits, and after the year one thousand eight hun­
dred and eighty-eight, may at any such session, increase or dimin­
ish the number thereof. 

15. The Legislature shall provide by law for holding regul11r and 
special terms of the circuit courts, where from any, cause the judge 
shall fail to attend, or. if in attendance, cannot properly preside. 

GENERAL PROVISIOKS. 

16. All judges shall be commissioned by the Governor. The sal­

ary of a Judge of the Supreme Court of Appeals shall be two 
thousand two hundred dollars per annum, and that of a Judge of the 
Circuit Court shall be one thousand eight hundred dollars; and 
each shall receive the same mileage as members of the Legislature: 
Provided, That Ohio county may pay an additional sum per annum 
to the Judges of the Circuit Court thereof; but such allowo.nce shall 
not be increased or diminished c1uring the term of office of the 
judges to whom it may have been made. No judge during his term 
of office shall practice the profession of law or hold any other office, 
appointment or public trust, under this or any other government, 

and the acceptance thereof shall Yacate bis judicial office. Nor 

shall he during bis continuance therein be eligible to any political 

office. 
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17. Judges may be re,ir10ved from office by a concurrent vote of 
both Houses of the Legislature, when from age, disease, mental or 
bodily infirmity. or intemperance, they are incapable of discharging 
the duties of their office. But two-thirds of all the members elected 
to each house must concur in such vote, and �he cause of removal 
shnll be entered upon the journal of each house. The Judge against 
whom the Legislature may be about to pro·ceed shall receive notice 
thereof, accompanied with the cause alleged for his removal. at least 
t�enty days before the day on which action is proposed to be taken 
therein. 

18. The voters of each countv shall elect a clerk of the Circuit 
Court, whose term of office shall be six years; bis duties and com­
pensation and the manner .of removing him from office shall be pre­
scribed by law; and when a Yacancy shall occur in the office, the 
Circuit Court, or the .J nclge thereof in vacation, shall fill the same by 
·appointment until the next general electiun. In any case in respect 
to which the clerk shall be so situated as to make it improper for 
him to act, the said' court shall appoint a clerk to act therein. The 

' clerks· of said courts in office when this article takes effect, shall 
remain therein for the term for which they were elected, unless 
sooner remoYecl in the manner prescribed by law. 

19. The Legislature may establish courts of limited jurisdiction 
within any county. incorporated <'ity, town or village, with the right 
of appeal to the Circuit. C,1urt. subject to such limitations as may be 
prcsrribed by law; nnd all courts of limited jurisdiction heretofore 
establish(·d in any county. irworporntcd city. town or village, shall 
remnin as at prc!'-ent con;;titutNI. until otherwise provided by law. 
The :1Iunicipal Cnnrt of \\"heeling shall continue in existence until 
other,risc pro,·idc•d hy law, and f'aid c-ourt. and the Judge thereof. 
shall exercise tlw powers and jmisdictinn heretofore conferred upon 
them; nnd appeals in civil cases from said 9ourt shall lie directly 
to the Supreme Court of Appeals. 

20. No citizen of this St.ate who aided or participated in the late • 
wnr between th<: goYernment of the United States and a part of the 
people thereof, on either side, shall be liable in any proceeding. civil 
or criminal; nor shall his property be seized or sold under final pro-
cess issued upon judgments or decrees heretofore rendered, or other-
wise, because of any act done in accordance with the usages of civil-
ized warfare in the. prosecution of said war. The Legislature shall 
pro"ide, by general laws, for giving full force and effect to this 
section. 

JO 
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21. Such parts of the common law, and of the laws of this State, as 
are in force when this article goes into oper;·tion, and are not repug­
nant thereto, shall be and continue the law of the State until altered 
or repealed by the Legislature. All civil and criminal suits and pro­
ceedings pending, in the former Circuit ·courts of this State, shall 
remain and be proceeded in before the Circuit Courts of the counties 
in which they were pending. 

COUNTY COURTS. 

22 .. There shall be in each county of the State a County Court, 
composed of three commissioners, and two of said commissioners 
shall be a quorum for the transaction of business. It shall bold 
four regular sessions in each year, at such times as may be fixed 
upon and entered of record by the said court. Provisions may be 
made by law for holding special sessions of said court. 

23. The commissioners shall be elected by the voters of the county, 
and bold their office for the term of six years, except, that at the first 
meeting of said commissioners they shall designate, by lot or other­
wise, in such manner as they may determine, one of their number, 
who shall hold bis offic_e for the term of two years, one for four years,· 
and one for six years, so that one shall be elected eYery two years. 
But no two of said commissioners shall be elected from the same 
magisterial district. And if two or more persons residing in the 
same district shall receive the greater number of Yotes cast at any 
election, then only the one of such persons recei,·ing the highest 
number shall be declar�d elected, and the person li,·ing in another 
district, who shall receive the next highest number of votes, shnll be 
declared elected. Said commissioners shall annually elect one of 
their number as president, and each shall receiv� two doll:.irs per 
day for his services in court, to be paid out of the county treasury. 

24. The County Courts, through their clerks, shall haYe the cus­
tody of all deeds and other paperR presented for record in their 
counties, and the same shall be preserYed therein, or otherwise dis­
posed of, as now is, or may be, prescribed by law. They shall have 
jurisdiction in all matters of probate, the appointment and qualifi­
cation of personal represent:.itives, guardians, committees, curntors, 
and the settlement of their accounts, ancl in all matters relating to 
apprentices. They shall also, under such regulations _a� may_ be 
prescribed by law, have the superint_endence �n<l a<lm_1ms�rat1on 
of the internal police and fiscal aifaus of their counties, mclud­
ing the establishment and regulation of road1:1, ways, bridges, 
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p�blic landings, ferries and mills, with authority to lay and 
chsburse the county levies: Provided, That no license for the sale 
of intoxicating liquors in any incorporated city, town or village, 
shall be granted without the consent of the municipal authorities 
thereof, first had and obtained. They shall, in all cases of contest, 
judge of the election, qualification and returns of their own mem­
bers, and of all county and di::itrict officers, subject to such regula­
tions, by appeal or otherwise, as may be prescribed by law. Such 
courts may exercise such other powers and perform such other duties, 
not of a judicial nature, as may be prescribed by law. And provision 
may be made, under such regulations as may be prescribed by 
law, for the probate of wills. and for the appointment and qualifi­
cation of personal representatives, guardians, committees and 
curators, during the recess of the regular sessions of the County 
Court. Such tribunals as have been heretofore established by the 
Legislature, under and by virtue of the thirty-fourth section of the 
eighth Article of the Constitution of one thousand eight hundred 
and sc\·enty-two, for police and fiscal purposes, shall, until otherwise 
provided by law, remain and continue as at present constituted in 
the counties ln which they have been respectively established, and 
!'hall be and act, as to police and fiscal matters, in lieu of the County 
Court created by this Article, until otherwise provided by law. And, 
uniil otherwise provided h? law, such clerk, as is mentioned in the 
twenty-sixth section of thi,: article, shall exercise any powers and 
discharge any duties h0retoforc. ronfrned on, or required of, any 
court or tribunal c,:tahlisht'U. for judicial purposes under the said 
article and section of the Constitution, of one thousand eight hun­
dred and sc\·cnty-two, or the clerk of said ronrt or tribunal respect­
ively, respecting the rcconlinl! :rntl prcf'C'rYation of deeds and other 
papers presented for rc•cord, matters of probate, the appointment and 
qualification of pN1-onal rcprC'R<'nlnti\·es, guardians, committees, 
curators and the settlement of their accounts, and in all matters 
relating to apprentices. 

25. All actions, suits and proceedings not embraced in the next 
preceding section, pending in a County Court when this article takes 
effect, together with the records and papers pertaining thereto, as 
well as all reconls and papers pertaining to such actions, suits and 
proceedings, as have already been disposed of by said courts, shall 
be transmitted to m;d filed with the clerk of the Circuit Court of 
the county, to which office all process outstanding at the time this 
article goes into operation shall be returned; and &aid clerk shall 
have the same·power and shall perform the same duties in relation 
to such records, papers and proceedings, as were vested in and 
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required of the clerk of the County Court, on the day before this 
article shall take effect. All such actions, suits and procee,dings, so 
pending as aforesaid. shall be docketed, proceeded in, tried, heard 
and determined in all respects by the Circuit Court, as if said suits 
and proceedings had originated in said court. 

26. The voters of each county shall elect a clerk of the County 
Court, whose term of office shall be six years. His duties and com­
pensation, and the manner of his removal, shall be prescribed by 
law. But the clerks of said courts, now in office, shall remain 
therein for the term for which they haYe been elected, unless sooner 
removed therefrom, in the manner prescribed by law. 

27. Each county shall be laid off into districts, not less than three 
nor more than ten i� number, and as nearly equal as may be in terri­
tory and population. There shall be elected in each district, con­
taining a population not exceeding twelve hundred, one justice of 
the peace, and if the p:>pulation exceeds that number, two such 
justices shall be elected therein. Every justice shall reside in tbe 
district for which he was elected, and hold his office for the term of 
four years,·unless sooner removed in the manner prescribec_l by law. 
The districts as they now exist, shall remain till changed by the 
County Court. 

28. The •civil jurisdiction of a justice of the peace shall extend to 
actions of assumpsit, debt, detinue and troYer, if the amount 
claimed, exclusive of interest, does 1iot exceed three hundred dollars. 
The jurisdiction of justices of the peace shall extend throughout 
their county; they shall be conservators of the peace. and h:we 
such jurisdiction and power in criminal cases as may be prescribed 
by law. And justices of the peace sh:i.11 ha,·e authority to take the 
acknowledgement of deeds, and other writings, and administer 
oaths, and take and certify depositions. And the legislature may 
give to justices such additional civil jurisdiction and powers within 
their respective counties as may be deemed expedient, under such 
regulations and restrictions as may be prescribed by general law, 
except, that in suits to recover money or damages their jurisdiction 
and powers shall in no case exceed three hundred dollars. Appeals 
shall be allowed from judgments of justices of the pPace in such 
manner as may be prescribed by law. 

29. The Legislature shall, upon the application of any county. 
reform alter or _modify the County Court established by this nrticle 
in such county, and in lieu thereof, with the assent of a majority of 
ihe voters of such county, voting at an election, create another 
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tribunal for the transaction of the business required to be per­
formed by the County Court created by this article; and in such 
case all the provisions of this article in relation to the· County 
Court shall be applicable to the tribunal established in lieu of said 
court. And when such tribunal has been established, it shall con­
tinue to act in lieu of the Coun.ty Court until otherwise provided by 
law. 

30. The office of commissioner and justice of peace shall be 
deemed incompatible. Vacancies in the office of commissioner, 
clerk of the County Court and justices of the peace, shall be filled by 
the County Court of the county, until the next general election.

ARTICLE III. 

13. In suits at common law, where the value in controversy exceeds 
twenty dollars, exclusive of interest and costs, the right of trial by 
jury, if requird by either party, shall be preserved; and in such suit 
before a justice, a jury may consist of six persons. No fact tried by 
a jury shall be otherwise re-examined, in any case, than according to 
the rules of the common law.
