NOTES TO FINANCIAL STATEMENTS

Note 1. Summary of Significant Accounting Policies

Organization - Appalachian Area Agency on Aging, Inc. is a nonstock corporation
organized under the laws of the State of West Virginia and has been determined by the
Internal Revenue Service to be a tax-exempt organization under Internal Revenue
Service Code Section 501(c)(3).

The Agency’s purpose is to improve the quality of life for senior citizens in Southeastern
West Virginia by studying and documenting their needs; encouraging, promoting and
aiding in the establishment of programs for these seniors; conducting programs of
public education on the problems on aging; utilizing opportunities to establish
demonstration programs; and implementing and administering federal, state and local
programs for the aging that no other agency is implementing.

Basis of Accounting

The financial statements of Appalachian Area Agency on Aging, Inc. have been
prepared on the accrual basis of accounting and accordingly reflect all significant
receivables, payables and other liabilities.

Basis of Presentation

Financial statement presentation follows the recommendations of the Financial
Accounting Standards Board. The Organization is required to report information
regarding its financial position and activities according to three classes of net assets:
unrestricted net assets, temporarily restricted net assets, and permanently restricted
net assets.

Cash and Cash Equivalents
For purposes of the Statement of Cash Flows, the Organization considers all

unrestricted highly liquid investments with an initial maturity of three months or less to
be cash equivalents.

Property and Equipment

Property and equipment are carried at cost or, if donated, at the approximate fair value
at the date of donation. Depreciation is computed using the straight-line method. In
addition, all property and equipment purchased with grant monies must be used and

disposed of in accordance with the grantor agency’s policies. Maintenance and repairs
are expensed as incurred.

Income Taxes

The Organization is exempt from income taxes under the provisions of Internal
Revenue Code Section 501 (c)(3).

The Organization’s Forms 990, Return of Organization Exempt from Income Tax, are

generally subject to examination by the Internal Revenue Service for three years after
they are filed.

Summary of Significant Accounting Policies (Continued)

Restricted and Unrestricted Revenue and Support

Contributions received are recorded as unrestricted, temporarily restricted, or
permanently restricted support, depending on the existence and/or nature of any
donor restrictions.

Support that is restricted by the donor is reported as an increase in unrestricted net
assets if the restriction expires in the reporting period in which the support is
recognized. All other donor-restricted support is reported as an increase in temporarily
or permanently restricted net assets, depending on the nature of the restriction. When
a restriction expires (that is, when a stipulated time restriction ends or purpose
restriction is accomplished), temporarily restricted net assets and reported in the
Statement of Activities as net assets released from restrictions. Federal grant awards
are classified as refundable advances until expended for the purposes of the grants
since they are conditional promises to give.

Estimates

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with generally accepted
accounting principles requires management to make estimates and assumptions that
affect certain reported amounts and disclosures. Accordingly, actual results could
differ from those estimates.

Note 4. Retirement Program

All fuli-time employees are eligible to be included in the Organization’s retirement
program. The employee contributes 4.5% of his’her gross salary, which is combined
with 14% match contributed by the Organization.

The covered employees are eligible to draw benefits upon retirement. The

Organization contributions to the retirement program of $ 37,756 are included in
personnel costs on the statement of functional expenses.

Note 5. Cash Deposited
The Organization routinely at various times during the course of the year will have
more than the FDIC insured limit of $ 250,000 in the bank on any given day. The bank
in which all monies are deposited has pledged a $ 1,000,000 security to the
Organization in order to maintain insurance on all of the Organization’s deposits.

Note 6. Subsequent Events

Management has evaluated subsequent events through June 15, 2017, the date which
the financial statements were available to be issued.

We did not identify any
deficiencies in internai control over compliance that we consider to be material weaknesses. However,
material weaknesses may exist that have not been identified.

The purpose of this report on internal control over compliance is solely to describe the scope of our
testing of internal control over compliance and the results of that testing based on the requirements of
the Uniform Guidance. Accordingly, this report is not suitable for any other purpose.
