July 18, 2018

The morning began in open session with presentations from regional testing agencies concerning their exams.
Thereafter, the giving of law exams and interviewing of the applicants as noticed to the Secretary of State's Office, were given
during closed session. Thereafter the complaint committees met with the Board's Counsel to review complaints and disciplinary
matters, with no decisions or votes being made.

July 19,2018

The Board's President, Dr. Gerber, determined this meeting was properly noticed with the Secretary of State's office
and a sufficient number of Board members were in attendance to constitute a quorum. The quorum was determined by the
presence of Dr. Gerber, Dr. Veltri, Dr. Black, Dr. Bogers, Mr. Ford, Dr. Kaczkowski, Mrs. Shea, Dr. Smith & Mrs. Stevens.
Therefore, the meeting of the West Virginia Board of Dentistry was called to order.

The first order of business was the meeting notice to the Secretary of State which was distributed for information
purposes only.

The next order of business were the minutes from the April, 2018, meeting. Upon motion by Dr. Charles L. Smith,
and properly seconded by Mrs. MaryBeth Shea, and unanimously passed, the minutes were approved as distributed.

Atthis time the President of the Board moved the topic of the denial of claims to dental offices closed during the 2014
water crisis as the next order of business. The Board received information concerning the denial of claims due to the lack of
a Board Order to close during this crisis. At the request of the President, the staff drafted a letter on behalf of the dental offices
affected stating remaining open during a “Do Not Use” order by West Virginia American Water Company would be a violation
of the Dental Practice Act, more specifically under § 30-4-19(g)(7). The Board approved the letter by general consent. The
letter was mailed certified to Smith, Cochran and Hicks, PLLC, Claims Administrator.

The next order of business were newsletters, which were taken for information purposes, from the following:

The next order of business was a general legislative discussion, executive orders, and news articles. The Executive
Secretary, Susan Combs, went over the executive order concerning regulatory review and what is required in the review of all
the Board’s rules and a sample report for Series 1. The rule review report is due to the Governor and Legislative Rule Making
Review Committee on or before November 1, 2018.

The next order of business was information from the National Commission on Recognition of Dental Specialties and
Certifying Boards along with a copy of their Policy and Procedure Manual. The President directed Board staff to review past
meeting minutes to ascertain who is on the committee to review national specialty changes so they can begin studying what
changes need to be made to the Dental Practice Act and any affected rules of the Board.

The next order of business was a discussion concerning the application of silver diamine fluoride. The Board
requested its staff to obtain further information as to whether the American Dental Association has any guidelines regarding
the application of this flouride and to review again during the November meeting.

The next order of business were the Executive Director’s Reports of the American Association of Dental Boards,
which were taken for information purposes.

The next order of business was notification from the American Association of Oral and Maxillofacial Surgeons
concerning their development of a Dental Anesthesia Incident Reporting System (DAIRS). DAIRS is an anonymous, self-
reporting tool used to collect and analyze dental anesthesia-related incidents. Submissions are converted into aggregate data,
which can then be used for research and educational purposes on patient safety and anesthesia delivery. Dr. Byron Black will
request a copy of a sample report for the Board’s information at the November meeting.

The next order of business was information from Ethics and Boundaries Assessment Services, LLC, concerning their
services for disciplinary cases, which was taken for information purposes at this time.

The next order of business was a letter from NOBILIUM concerning their development of a new system of denture
identification called DentureID.com to comply with state requirements for denture identification. After a review of the letter
and information, the Board determined this ID system does not meet the requirements set forth in West Virginia statutes.

The next order of business were regional board reports, membership representations, and invitations for exam
presentations, which took place on the first day of these meetings. Drs. Smith & Gerber will remain on the Finance and
Strategic Planning Committees of the Southern Regional Testing Agency (SRTA)(respectively). Dr. John C. Dixon was
appointed to the newly created Quality Assurance Committee of SRTA. Dr. Kaczkowski will remain on the House of
Representatives and Endo Dental Exam Committee of the American Board of Dental Examiners. The President appointed a
committee to review and consider the presentations from the regional testing agencies to propose any recommended changes
to the Board’s rules regarding clinical testing for licensure. Drs. Veltri, Kaczkowski and Mrs. MaryBeth Shea were appointed
to this committee.

The next order of business was an oral report concerning contact with the West Virginia Board of Medicine
concerning licensees taking suboxone. This report was taken for information purposes.

The next order of business was a letter from Mr. Alton Harvey concerning his resignation from the American Board
of Dental Examiners (ADEX) and a response from ADEX concerning this issue, which was taken for information purposes.

The next order of business were the financial reports for the fourth quarter of fiscal year 2018, and the PCard report,
which includes the Ghost travel account, for the period of April to June 2018. The 2018 Purchasing Audit was reviewed as well.
Upon motion by Dr. Jack Bogers, and properly seconded by Dr. Stan Kaczkowski, and unanimously passing, the financial,
PCard reports, and Purchasing Audit were accepted as distributed, with all board members having the opportunity to review
the PCard logs, documentation and receipts at this time.

The next order of business were the Board of Risk and Insurance Management related safety requirements. The
following were reviewed: Driver safety; drug & alcohol free workplace; workplace harassment; IT and information policy;

The Complaint Committees met to review complaints and disciplinary matters with no decisions or votes being made.

The Personnel Committee met to discuss, consider, and make recommendations concerning the process of replacing
a retiring employee. No decisions or votes were made.

The Budget Committee met to review and oversee the Board’s finances, including but not limited to expenses and
revenue. No decisions or votes were made.

Thereafter, the Board's President, Dr. Gerber, determined this meeting was properly noticed with the Secretary of
State's office and a sufficient number of Board members were in attendance to constitute a quorum. The quorum was
determined by the presence of Dr. Gerber, Dr. Veltri, Dr. Black, Dr. Bogers, Mr. Ford, Dr. Kaczkowski, Mrs. Shea, and Dr.
Smith. Therefore, the meeting of the West Virginia Board of Dentistry was called to order.

The first order of business were the meeting notices to the Secretary of State which were distributed for information
purposes only.

The next order of business were the minutes from the July meeting. Upon motion by Dr. Stan W. Kaczkowski, and
properly seconded by Dr. Charles L. Smith, and unanimously passed, the minutes were approved as distributed.

The President of the Board announced the privilege of the Chair to rearrange the order of items on the Board’s topic
list to accommodate an invited guest, Dr. Lora Graves, concerning Regional Exams. Dr. Graves spoke briefly concerning,
calibrations, written exams and continuing mock boards by the Southern Regional Testing Service.

The next order of business was written notification from Governor Justice reappointing Dr. Stanley W. Kaczkowski
to a second term on the Board, which was taken for information purposes.

The next order of business was a verbal report concerning the recent annual meeting of the American Association
of Dental Boards. The report contained topics addressed during the annual meeting, including but not limited to occupational
licensure, Federal Trade Commission Perspectives and scope of practice advocacy, and corporate dentistry, which was taken
for information purposes at this time.

The next order of business were general legislative discussions, legislative calendar, regulatory review reporting,

specialty review committee reporting and recommendations, specialists volunteering and charitable practice, regional exam
committee reporting and recommendations, advanced education general dentistry for internationally trained dentists,
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teledentistry, and SCSR5 complaint procedures.
The Exam review committee made arecommendation to the Board to request legislative action by inserting

into statute the following:

In §30-4-8(4) Has successfully passed a National Board examination as given by the Joint Commission on National
Dental Examinations and a clinical examination administered by one or more of the following CDCA, CRDTS, CITA, SRTA,
WREB, or successor agency, which demonstrates competency in;

a. Endodontics, including access opening of a posterior tooth and access, canal instrumentation and obturation of an
anterior tooth;

b. Fixed Prosthodontics, including an anterior crown preparation and two posterior crown preparations involving a
fixed partial denture factor;

c. Periodontics, including scaling and root planning in a patient based clinical setting;

d. Restorative, including a class II amalgam or composite preparation and restoration and a class III composite
preparation and restoration in a patient based clinical setting.

e. Pass each individual component with no compensatory scoring.

In §30-4-10(4) include the following language:
Satisfactorily passing a board approved patient based exam designed to determine the applicant’s level of clinical
skills.

Dr. Byron H. Black made a motion to accept the recommendations of the Exam Committee and seek legislative action
concerning the same. Dr. John E. Bogers seconded the motion, which passed unanimously.

The Specialty Review Committee made a recommendation to the Board to request legislative action by
inserting into statue in an appropriate section the following:
1. The Board of Dentistry may issue a dental specialty license authorizing a dentist to represent himself or herself
to the public as a specialist, and to practice as a specialist, in a dental specialty.

2. No dentist shall represent himself or herself to the public as a specialist, nor practice as a specialist, unless the
individual:

a. has successfully completed a Board recognized dental specialty/advanced education program accredited by the
Commission on Dental Accreditation.

b. holds a general dental license in this state, and

c. has completed any additional requirements set forth in state law or rules and has been issued a dental specialty
license by the Board.

3. Specialties recognized by the Board shall include:

a. Dental public health, in order to qualify for this specialty, the licensee shall have successfully completed a
minimum of one full-time academic year of at least eight calendar months each of graduate or post-graduate education,
internship or residency.

b. Endodontics, in order to qualify for this specialty, the licensee shall have successfully completed a minimum of
two full-time academic years of at least eight calendar months each of graduate or post-graduate education, internship or
residency.

c. Oral and maxillofacial surgery, in order to qualify for this specialty, the licensee shall have successfully completed
a minimum of three full-time academic years of at least eight calendar months each of graduate or post-graduate education,
internship or residency.

d. Oral and maxillofacial radiology, in order to qualify for this specialty, the licensee shall have successfully
completed a minimum of two full-time years of at least eight calendar months each of graduate or post-graduate education,
internship or residency.

e. Orthodontics and dentofacial orthopedics, in order to qualify for this specialty, the licensee shall have successfully
completed a minimum of two full-time academic years of at least eight calendar months each of graduate or post-graduate
education, internship or residency. In addition, any applicant for an orthodontic and dentofacial orthopedic specialty certificate
commencing on July 1,2014, shall submit verification of successful completion of the American Board of Orthodontics written
examination.

f. Pediatric dentistry, in order to qualify for this specialty, the licensee shall have successfully completed a minimum

of two full-time academic years of at least eight calendar months each of graduate or post-graduate education, internship or
residency.
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g. Periodontics, in order to qualify for this specialty, the licensee shall have successfully completed a minimum of
two full-time academic years of at least eight calendar months each of graduate or post-graduate education, internship or
residency.

h. Prosthodontics, in order to qualify for this specialty, the licensee shall have successfully completed a minimum
of two full-time academic years of at least eight calendar months each of graduate or post-graduate education, internship or
residency.

i. Oral pathology. In order to qualify for this specialty, the licensee shall have successfully completed a minimum
of two full-time academic years of at least eight calendar months each of graduate or post-graduate education, internship or
residency.

3. The licensee shall limit his or her practice of dentistry only to the specialty in which he or she is licensed and in
which he or she holds himself or herself out to the public as a specialist.

a. The licensee shall limit his or her listing in the telephone directory to the specialties in which he or she has an office
or offices.

4. The limitation of practice is removed for purposes of volunteering services in organized health clinics and at
charitable events.

Also, along with legislative collaboration, determine if updated definitions should be inserted into the statute or
updated in the rule.

Dr. Byron H. Black made a motion to accept the recommendation of the Specialty Review Committee and seek
legislative actions concerning the same. Dr. John E. Bogers seconded the motion, which unanimously passed.

Upon motion of Dr. Byron H. Black, properly seconded by Dr. John E. Bogers, and unanimously passing, the
following items were tabled until the next regular meeting:

Advanced Education General Dentistry for Internationally Trained Dentists, Teledentistry, and SCSR5 complaint
procedures.

The next order of business was a discussion of Silver Diamine Fluoride benefits and adverse effects. The Board made
no recommendations for changes to the rules, but stressing informed consent.

The next order of business was information from the Office of Drug Control Policy concerning the reporting of
suspected, reported or confirmed overdoses by various professionals, including health care providers. The Board directed the
staff make this information available to dentists by adding it to their renewal application packages.

The next order of business was the Executive Director's Reports of the American Association of Dental Boards for
the month of July, 2018.

In §30-4-8(4) Has successfully passed a National Board examination as given by the Joint Commission on National
Dental Examinations and a clinical examination administered by one or more of the following CDCA, CRDTS, CITA, SRTA,
WREB, which demonstrates competency in;

a. Endodontics, including access opening of a posterior tooth and access, canal instrumentation and obturation of an
anterior tooth;

b. Fixed Prosthodontics, including an anterior crown preparation and two posterior crown preparations involving a
fixed partial denture factor;

c. Periodontics, including scaling and root planning on a live patient in a clinical setting;

d. Restorative, including a class II amalgam or composite preparation and restoration and a class III composite
preparation and restoration on a live patient in a clinical setting.

After discussions the committee would recommend adding after the testing agencies named in the proposal, or
successor agency, in case of any mergers or name changes of these agencies. Also, the committee would recommend that each
section of the exam as described be passed individually with no compensatory scoring as subsection (), as well as referring
to patient based clinical setting as opposed to “on a live patient” in the other subsections.

In addition, the committee would recommend adding in regards to the required hygiene clinical testing language as
follows:

Satisfactorily passing a board approved patient based exam designed to determine the applicant's level of clinical
skills.

The committee will make these recommendations to the full Board during their meeting on November 2, 2018. At
this time the committee meeting adjourned.

1. The Board of Dentistry may issue a dental specialty license authorizing a dentist to represent himself or herself
to the public as a specialist, and to practice as a specialist, in a dental specialty.

2. No dentist shall represent himself or herself to the public as a specialist, nor practice as a specialist, unless the
individual:

a. has successfully completed a Board recognized dental specialty/advanced education program accredited by the
Commission on Dental Accreditation.

b. holds a general dental license in this state, and

c. has completed any additional requirements set forth in state law or rules and has been issued a dental specialty
license by the Board.

3. Specialties recognized by the Board shall include:

a. Dental public health, in order to qualify for this specialty, the licensee shall have successfully completed a
minimum of one full-time academic year of at least eight calendar months each of graduate or post-graduate education,
internship or residency.

b. Endodontics, in order to qualify for this specialty, the licensee shall have successfully completed a minimum of
two full-time academic years of at least eight calendar months each of graduate or post-graduate education, internship or
residency.

c. Oral and maxillofacial surgery, in order to qualify for this specialty, the licensee shall have successfully completed
a minimum of three full-time academic years of at least eight calendar months each of graduate or post-graduate education,
internship or residency.

d. Oral and maxillofacial radiology, in order to qualify for this specialty, the licensee shall have successfully
completed a minimum of two full-time years of at least eight calendar months each of graduate or post-graduate education,

internship or residency.

e. Orthodontics and dentofacial orthopedics, in order to qualify for this specialty, the licensee shall have successfully
completed a minimum of two full-time academic years of at least eight calendar months each of graduate or post-graduate
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education, internship or residency. In addition, any applicant for an orthodontic and dentofacial orthopedic specialty certificate
commencing on July 1,2014, shall submit verification of successful completion of the American Board of Orthodontics written
examination.

f. Pediatric dentistry, in order to qualify for this specialty, the licensee shall have successfully completed a minimum
of two full-time academic years of at least eight calendar months each of graduate or post-graduate education, internship or
residency.

g. Periodontics, in order to qualify for this specialty, the licensee shall have successfully completed a minimum of
two full-time academic years of at least eight calendar months each of graduate or post-graduate education, internship or
residency.

h. Prosthodontics, in order to qualify for this specialty, the licensee shall have successfully completed a minimum
of two full-time academic years of at least eight calendar months each of graduate or post-graduate education, internship or
residency.

i. Oral pathology. In order to qualify for this specialty, the licensee shall have successfully completed a minimum
of two full-time academic years of at least eight calendar months each of graduate or post-graduate education, internship or
residency.

3. The licensee shall limit his or her practice of dentistry only to the specialty in which he or she is licensed and in
which he or she holds himself or herself out to the public as a specialist.

a. The licensee shall limit his or her listing in the telephone directory to the specialties in which he or she has an office
or offices.

4. The limitation of practice is removed for purposes of volunteering services in organized health clinics and at
charitable events.

Also, definitions were presented as updated by the American Dental Association for the specialties listed in the
proposal. Should the Board obtain legislative sponsors for any proposed changes requested by the Board, a determination could

be made whether to include the updated definitions in statute or keep them in rule and update them accordingly.

After discussions the committee would recommend this proposal to the full Board during their meeting on November
2,2018. At this time the committee meeting adjourned.

Reminder EPA Dental Effluent Regulations

In July 2017 new dental effluent regulations went into effect requiring dental offices that place
or remove amalgam to operate and maintain an amalgam separator and not discharge scrap
amalgam or use certain kinds of line cleaners. The Board placed this specific information on
the Board’s website, as well as in the Board’s newsletter last fall. As of September 2018, the
Division of Water and Waste Management, Permitting and Engineering Branch, of the West
Virginia Department of Environmental Protection have received information from only 6 West
Virginia dental facilities. These facilities submitted a one-time compliance report, required by
the new regulations. The deadline for installing an amalgam separator and sending a one-time
compliance report is July 2020. If a dental office does not comply, they may be subject to being
classified as an Industrial User and may be required to do sampling and reporting their
wastewater discharge.

Nitrous Oxide Monitoring Requirements

The administration of Nitrous Oxide by a licensed dentist in West Virginia does not require a
permit. However, there are facility and monitoring requirements set-forth in statute and the
Board’s rules.

Chapter 30, Article 4A, Section 4 sets forth the qualifications, standards and continuing edu-
cation requirements for relative analgesia/minimal sedation use. Relative analgesia is a
combination of nitrous oxide and oxygen or single oral premedication without the addition of
nitrous oxide and oxygen.

A practitioner who administers relative analgesia/minimal sedation shall see that the pa-
tient’s condition is visually monitored. At all times, the patient shall be observed by a quali-
fied monitor until discharge criteria have been met.

When administering nitrous oxide and oxygen, while a qualified monitor certification is not
required, the monitor must hold a nitrous oxide monitoring certification issued by the Board
and maintain current BLS/CPR certification.

Nausea and vomiting are the most common adverse effects in patients. This type of occur-
rence becomes more likely during longer periods of administration of nitrous oxide/
oxygen.

The Board recommends a review of the laws and rules concerning the use of sedation tech-
niques, monitoring, facility and equipment, and emergency requirements.
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About the Dental License Renewal Form

The renewal of licensure on a form prescribed by the Board is required by statute.
Whether you complete and file your dental license renewal form online or on paper, it is
important that you complete the renewal yourself. There are personal history questions
on the renewal form, which require a truthful answer. Your staff may not know the correct
answers to these questions. When signing the renewal form, whether in ink or electroni-
cally, you are attesting these answers are true and you, the licensee, are ultimately re-
sponsible. Failing to furnish to the board or its representatives any information legally
requested or obtaining a board authorization by fraud, misrepresentation or concealment
of material facts are violations of the law for which the Board will investigate and take dis-
ciplinary action. This same information pertains to dental hygiene licensees as well.

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Corporations, PLLCs and Trade Names

Corporations and Professional Limited Liability Companies (PLLC) are to be authorized by
the Board prior to completion by the Secretary of State’s Office. An application to form a
Corporation or PLLC must be filed with the Board office with copies of the articles of incorpo-
ration or organization and the fees. PLLC applications also require proof of one million dol-
lars of liability insurance in the organizing dentist’s name. Once it is determined the applica-
tion is complete, with a proper name, the Board will issue an authorization directly to the Sec-
retary of State’s Office.

The name of a dental corporation shall contain the words “corporation,
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incorporated,” or “limited” or an abbreviation of one of those words.

The name of a professional limited liability company shall contain the words “professional
limited liability company” or the abbreviation “P. L. L. C.” or “Professional L. L. C.”

For three years, the Board has been authorizing the use of names, other than surnames, for
Corporations and PLLCs. Trade names are allowed to be used to name Corporations and
PLLCs, but within the parameters of the Board’s rules.

If you have a sole proprietorship and want to use a trade name, the parameters for using a
trade name must be followed, but Board authorization is not required.

Corporations and PLLCs that are named using a surname are to be authorized by the Board.
However, should you add a trade name to your Corporation or PLLC, you do not need au-
thorization for the trade name or doing business as name, but it still must follow the parame-
ters for using a trade name.

A dentist, partnership, professional corporation, or professional limited liability company
that owns a dental practice may adopt a trade name for that practice so long as the trade
name meets the following requirements:

(1) The trade name incorporates one or more of the following: (i) a geographic location, e.g.,
to include, but not be limited to, a street name, shopping center, neighborhood, city, or
county location; (ii) type of practice; or (iii) a derivative of the dentist's name.

(2) Derivatives of American Dental Association approved specialty board certifications may
be used to describe the type of practice if one or more dentists in the practice are certified in
the specialty or if the specialty name is accompanied by the conspicuous disclosure that ser-
vices are provided by a general dentist in every advertising medium in which the trade
name is used.

(3) The trade name is used in conjunction with either (i) the name of the dentist or (ii) the
name of the sole proprietorship, partnership, professional corporation, or professional lim-
ited liability company that owns the practice. The owner's name shall be conspicuously dis-
played along with the trade name used for the practice in all advertisements in any medium.

The Board’s applications to form a Corporation or PLLC are located on the Board’s website.
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Corporation & PLLC Name Changes

Name changes to Corporations and PLLCs are to be authorized by the Board. Name change re-
quests must be made in writing, with amending documents, proper fee, and prior to comple-
tion of changes with the Secretary of State’s Office. Once it is determined the name change is
proper, the Board will issue an authorization directly to the Secretary of State’s Office.

DRUG DIVERSION COURSE REQUIREMENTS

“Drug diversion training and best practice prescribing of controlled substances training” means training which
includes all of the following:

*Drug diversion, including statistical information on prescription drug abuse and resulting deaths. Dentists
practicing within West Virginia shall take a course that includes West Virginia statistics. Dentists practicing in
other states may take a course that includes statistical information relative to the state they are practicing in.

*Epidemiology of pain and misuse of opioids.

*Indication for opioids in pain treatment including general characteristics, toxicities and drug interactions.
*|dentification of diversion and drug seeking tactics and behaviors.

*Best practice methods for working with patients suspected of drug seeking behavior and diversion.
*Compliance with controlled substances laws and rules.

*Registration with and use of the West Virginia Controlled Substances Monitoring Program established in West
Virginia Code Chapter 60A, Article 9.

*Training on prescribing and administration of an opioid antagonist.

Dentists, upon initial licensure shall complete at least 3 hours of the above within 1 year of licensure. There-
after, licensed dentists shall complete at least 3 hours of the above every continuing education period. These
requirements may be waived for a licensed dentist who has not prescribed, administered, or dispensed a con-
trolled substance during the CE reporting period. There is no waiver for the initial licensure requirement.
