These homes serve chUdren who are In lhe cuslody 01 OHHR and whese parenl/s)' parenlal rights have
been terminated.

pHHR Foster Cllrt: a family placement designed for ChOdren with few problems who can best be served in a family selling pending the developmenl 01
a permanenlliving arrangement.

Family EmerAllncy Sheller: provides shon-Ierm placemenl within a family sening during a crisis situation, the purpose being to provide a supponive
environment designed to minimiZe stress and emotionallnSlabiHty.

Group Residentia' Care: a struclutt:d 24·hour group care selling thallargelS yOUlh with needs that range from adjustment difficulties in !Cho:lI, home,
and/or community to these in need of a 'lIghly structured program with lormahZed behavioral programs and thefapeulic interventions. These Iypes of
senings are "Ierred to in West \/ltginJa as level I. level II and level II Group Residential Care: where level I serves children with mild
behavioraUmenla1 health issues. level II serves children with moderate issues, and le.ellll serves ch~dren with severe heallh issues.

Pnchiatric Fac!l!ty (lDng,Terml: a Psychiatric Residenlial Treatmenl Facility (PAlF) provides for children and adolescents under the age of 21 a
medically supervised lnterdiscilllinary program of behavior health Iraatment which addresses Ihe psychiatric needs of each Individual and his/her lamily.

en.chiatric HpsPllaIISMn-Term): acute psychiatric inpatienl hospilalizalion lasting 30 days or less and providing Intensive. 24·hour psychiatric care,
Including crisis SIa6iliZatlon and diagnoslic assessment.

Review.Only: a residential placement designed to provide diagnostic data in order to determine placement needs. YOUlh are generally relerred 10 a
specific Ireatmenllevel of care atllle facility within 30 days. This placement option penains to out-ol-slate residenlial placements only.
