In connection with our audit of the financial statements of Public Defender Corporation for the 
Twenty-Eighth Judicial Circuit (the Corporation) as of and for the year ended June 30, 2010, in 
accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in the United States of America, and 
Government Auditing Standards issued by the Comptroller General of the United States, we 
considered the Corporation’s internal control over financial reporting (internal control) as a basis 
for designing our auditing procedures for the purpose of expressing our opinion on the financial 
statements, but not for the purpose of expressing an opinion on the effectiveness of the 
Corporation’s internal control. Accordingly, we do not express an opinion on the effectiveness of 
the Corporation’s internal control.

Year End Accrual Adjustments 
 
We identified numerous audit differences for the year end accruals that resulted in audit 
adjustments to ensure that the financial statements were not materially misstated in 
conformity with accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America 
and the standards applicable to financial audits contained in Government Auditing 
Standards. We recommend that management develop policies and procedures to prepare 
year end GAAP basis financial statements.
